the tangled mass of machinery. Mr.
Wright was conscious and said:

“Oh, hurry and lift the motor.”

Lieutenant Selfridge was ; unconscious,
and had apparently struck the ground
with great force. His head was covered
with blood and he was choking When the
soldiers extricated him.

Dr. Watters, of New York, was, one of
the first to reach the spot and rendered
first aid to the injured men. When their
wounds had been bandaged they were tak-
en to the Fort Myer Hospital at the other
end of the field. It was feared'that Mr.

Wright was suffering from internal injur-
ies. He had lapsed into a state of semi-
consciousness when he reached the hospi-
tal, while Lieutenant Selfridge did not re-
gain consciousness at all. Suffering from
a fracture at the base of the skull he was
in a critical condition.

-After a hurried examination, it was an-
nounced that Mr. Wright was suffering
from 'a ‘fracture of his left thigh and sev-
eral ribs'on his right side. Both men re-
ceived deep ' cuts about the head. Mr.
Wright regained consciousness at the hos-
pital, -and dictated  a - telegram to his
brother at Lemans, France, and requested
that the same message be sent to his sis-
ter and father at Dayton (0.), assuring
them that he was all right.

$150,000 LUMBER
MILL FRE AT
TLMAGE, MAINE

Calais, Sept. 17.—The big mill of the
American Lumber Co., at Talmage, and a
large quantity of lumber were destroyed
by fire today, entailing a loss of $150,000.
The “fire this evening was under control.
The fire started in the dryhouse, a wooden
building 225 feet long, and containing
150,000 feet of lumber ready for ghipment.
The flames spread rapidly through the
mill to two other buildings attached to
the plant and to piles of lumber in #he
vard. The apparatus in the village is
limited and soon the tlames were beyond
control. Every available man in Talmage
hastened to the mill and assisted the em-
ployes to save part of the stock in the
yvard. The fire spread to the woods in
the vicinity, but was checked by a change
in the wind.

It is estimated that about 33,000 of the
500,000 feet of lumber in the yards was
saved. The company carried no insur-
ance. The mill was practically the only
industry in the village.

SUDDEN: DEATH OF -
JAMES W, WALLACE

l. C..R. Traveling Auditor
Stricken With Heart Disease
and Died Almost Instantly.

Moncton, N. B., Sept. 17.—Death came
suddenly about 2 o’clock this afternoon to
James W. Waliace, I. C. R. travelling au-
ditor, at his home at the corner of High-

field and Fleet streets. Deceased, who
had been taking the place of Mr. Whelp-
ky. 1.0 B cashxer, now on his holidays,
was at his work in the morning as usual,
and was apparently in -good health. At
dinner time he also seemed in good spirits
and it was while engaged around the
house that he suddenly fell. When Dr.
Burgess, who was summoned quickly, ar-
rived, Mr. Wallace was dead. Death re-
sulted from heart disease.

Deceased was the son of the late John
Wallace, M. P., of Hillsboro, and is sur-
vived by a wife and one daughter.. The
daughter is Mrs. H. R. Lawrence, of St.
George, Charlotte County, N. Mr.
Wallace was twice married, his-first wife
being a Miss Underhill, of St. John.
His second wife was Miss Geldart, of
Hillsboro. He is also survived by five
sisters and two brothers. The sisters are
Miss Josie Wallace, of St. George; Mrs.
Gordon Steeves and Mrs. Archibald
Steeves, of Hillsboro; Mrs. R. C. Rud-
dick, St. John, and Mrs. G. V. Gross, of
Vancouver. The brothers are George F.
Wallace, of Pictou and John Wallace, of
Hillsboro. Deceased was born at Hills-
boro, in December, 1847, and entered the
I. C. R. service in 1869. He was first
agent at Penobsquis and then at Salis-
bury, afterwards he became assistant au-
ditor at Moncton in 1874. When a sec-
was owned by the
Dominion government in 1879 he was ap-
pointed instructor in the clerical depart-
ment of that road. He returned to the
Intercolonial Railway service in 1899 as
travelling auditor, which position he most
efficiently held up to the time of his
death. Mr. Wallace was a man highly
esteemed by his fellow employes and was
of a genial disposition. He was a- Baptist
in religion. His death naturally has elicit-
ed general expression of sympathy with
the bereaved family.

DISASTROUS FOREST
FRE 1N MAINE

Lisbon, Me., Sept. 17.—A forest fire,
which already hes burned over an area
six miles long and shree miles wide, is
tonight raging through the timber land to
the west of this place, between Lisbon
and Lewiston, and 200 men are fighting
the flames in an endeavor to save fifteen
to twenty homes, which are in their path.

The fire started at noon, being set by
sparks from a locomotive on the Maine
Central R.R. During the afternoon, two
sets of ~farm buildings, 500,000 feet of
sawed lumber and 1,400 cords ‘of wood
had been destroyed. Other houses were
several times afire. Tonight all the houges
in the threatened zone are eurrounded by
trenches of sand.

Montreal, Sept 17.—The Donaldson line
steamer Marina, which sailed from Mon-
treal early this morning for Glasgow, ran
ashore at Varennes, twenty-five miles be-

- low Montreal. A thick smoke from the

forest fires, raging on both sides of the
river, obscured the steamer’s course and
she ran into a mud bank after losing her
way.

The steamer, which is in command of
Capt. Taylor, is expected to float after
she discharges her water ballast. It is
not believed that she sustained any dam-
age.

“The Marina is 3,322 tons and was em-
ployed in the Donaldson service between
Canada and Glasgow.

Foreet Fires Destroy Wide Area.

Parry Soind, Ont., Sept. 17.—A most
impenetrable veil of smoke hangs over
the whole north country, and forest fires
continue to rage with undiminished fury.
o rain has fallen for nearly a month and
the whole country is dried up. From the
Severn southward to the northern boun-
daries of this district, and away beyond
into the districts of Nipissing and Algoma
the line of fire extends. So far, there has
been no news of destruction of dwellings,
but’ many villages are threatened and sett-
lers in all parts are forced to fight fire
until they are almost exhausted.

The first alarm of fire in this town was
last Monday, when the big common to the
north was found ‘to be on fire. Yester-
day another alarm was made for the fire
brigade, 'but it was found that fire was
beyond the reach of the town waterworks
system.

Unless héavy rains come soon the dam-
age to standing timber will be enormous.

Many Villages Threatened.

Cornwall, Ont., Sept. 17.—Reports re-
ceived in Cornwall from many of the vill-
ages in the county of Stormont are to
the effect that bush fires are raging in
almost every section, north, south east
and -west here, and people are living in

hourly dread, not knowing when they may
be called to get to work to save their pro-
perties from destruction.

A dense smoke has been hanging over
the town for the past week or more, but
it i8 only within the last day or two that
fires have commenced to aproach within
close range of town.

Indian Shot Dead.

Belleville, Ont., Sept. 17.—(Special.)—
A mystenous shootmg affair occurred yes-
terday half a mile west of Whannonville,
nine miles east of the city, which looks at
present like a deliberate murder. The
victim of the shooting was James Sero, a
Mohawk Indian of Tyendinaga reserve.

Done All Concerned.

Matter, and Justice Will Be

(Special to The Telegraph.)
Montreal, Sept. 17.—At the Canadian
Manufacturers’ Association’s annual ban-
quet, which was held tonight, Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, who was the principal speaker,
made some interesting announcements on

the tariff question.

He declared that an expert was now in
England studying the woolen industry
question, and that when he returned the
government would communicate his find-
ings to the association, and would then be
ready, if the association so desired, to ap-
point another commission on which the
association would be represented, to study
the whole question.

The premier said that he had intended
to have a heart to heart talk with the
manufacturers, but owing to the lateness
of the hour his remarks would have to
be necessarily brief. He wished to refer
to some subjects on which they might not
sce eye to eye. This was a free country
and thev were all entitled to their views.
The tariff was one of those subjects on
which they could not all agree. He had
read the address of the late president Mr.
Rolland, with a good deal of interest, and
while there were many things in which
he agreed with him, there were some in
which he would have to differ. He thought
that as a whole the tariff would be ac-
cepted as fairly satisfactory.

There was one feature, however, which
was made the subject of complaint. He
referred to the woolen industry. He wish-
ed to discuss this question quite frankly.
It was his lot at present to be prime min-
ister. He did not know how long he
would remain as such (laughter). His
friend, Mr. Borden, thought that his time
was ehort, but he did not agree with him
on that question (laughter).

The premier then referred to the work
of the tariff commission in 1907, which he
claimed in its work on the tariff had
reached the happy medium.

The Woolen Industry.

Subsequently the representatives of the
woolen industry, which it must be admit-
ted had not been in a flourishing condi-
tion for some years, had approached tae
government for further concessions. The
premier remarked that the manufacturers
naturally regarded the matter from their
own point of view but it was his duty
to regard it, considering the interests ot
all classes. He had listened to the rep-
resentatives of the woolen men and he
was bound to say frankly that it seemed
to him that in the case they presented
to the government there was sometning
lacking. He did not pretend to be a
business man or an expert in such mat-
ters, but he claimed to have & (fair
amount of common sense. The woolen
men, as he understood them, claimed
that under the preferential tariff the Can-
ada woplen manufacturer could not com-
pete with British woolen goods. It was
contended that the British manafacturer

L.sent over inferior goods which, ‘although

shiny and attractive in- appearance were

what is known as shoddy and which the
people were seduced into buying. Now
what he could not understand was why,
if the people prefesser such goods the

Canadian manutacturer did not produce
them for the people.

The first rule of ‘the business man was
to give the customer what he wants. He
noticed that one of the members had
proposed at the convention that the
remedy was to send a commission to Eng-
land and Germany to study the question.
He subscribed to that suggestion with
both hands. He fully agreed that it was
a subject for careful investigation. He
might say, in fdct, that this very idea
had already been adopted by the govern:
ment.

When the matter was brought before the
government last, in the month of July,
Mr. Paterson, the minister of customs,
suggested that an expert commissioner
should be sent abroad and he had rea-
son to believe that that expert was now
in England doing the work. When he
returned and reported to the government
the premier said he would be very glad
to communicate his findings to the asso-
ciation and if the association then desir
ed to have another commission on which
it would be represented, the government
would be very glad to meet its wishes.

The premier referred to the chairman’s
suggestion that a permanent tariff com-
mission should be appointed. He did not
know what was exactly meant by a per-
manent tariff commission but if what
was meant was such a bedy as existed in
the States he did not see any reason why
such a commission should not be appoint-
ed. (alause.)

Mr. Borden, who was the next speaker,
was given a hearty reception. After ex-
pressing his appreciation of his welcome
and his pleasure at seeing so many ladies
present, he referred to criticisms in the
Liberal press regarding his tour. It ap-
peared, he spid, to be having a disturbing
effect. He went on. to ridicute the con-
tention made by his opponents that fed-
eral and provincial politics should be kept
separate, remarking that the Conserva-
tive party made no objection to the re-
cent provincial campaigns of Messrs.
Pugsley, Patterson, ‘Aylesworth and Gra-

that the party had gained seats in' places
where these ministets had epoken.

Mr. Borden' went' on to speak of the
platform laid down in ‘Halifax in 1907,
and said general -approval was met with
during his twelve weeks’ tour last year.
It meant, he said, the adaptation and de-
velopment of the great national policy
laid down by Sir John A. McDonald. In
fiscal affairs it meant the development
of Canada with due regard to the nation-
al resources, the interest of the consumer
and the wage earner;

The principle of protection as it existed
and would be practised by the Conserva-
tive party, was based on the interests of
the whole people of Canada to protect
them from any unfair or unjust competi-
tion. 'Lheir opponénts’ policy was one of
expediency. They did not practice pro-
tection because they believed in it. He
had laid before the people a policy for
the development of the national harbors.
St. John was an example to every city
in Canada having spent more than
$1,000,000 out of the pockets of the tax-
payers. :

Mr. Borden then went on to refer to
waste of public money, claiming that
$10,000,000 had been wasted, and that St.

while it nad gone to finance the National
Trading Company and other similar
schemes.

There was, Mr. Borden continued, one
supreme question, that there should be
an honest administration of public moneys
and of the public domain. The govern-
ment were in the position of trustees, and
the people did not realize that when
money was wasted it came out of their
pockets. « The men on the treasury
benches had been condemned by their
friends and by the civil service commis-
sion.

Referring to the public domain, Mr.
Borden contended the lands should not
go to the speculator, and he went at
length into the transactions of the Robins
Irrigation Company and the conditions
surtounding the transfer of hundreds of
square_miles to A. W. Fraser and others.
He -did not blame the government, he
said, so much for acts of maladministra-
tion as for inefliciency in all they touch-
ed. He ridiculed the cry of party organs
which beseeched the people to allow Sir
Wilfrid Laurier to complete his work,
and claimed that but two of the planks
in the platform of 1803 were left un-
destroyed.

What great undertaking, he asked, had
Sir \vilfrid Laurier completed? What
had become of the $70,000,000 of excess
expenditure? They should ask the mid-
dle men for whose benefit money was
lavished on public works. With regard
to the G. T. P., Mr. Borden said he did
pot withdraw one word of the proposals
laid before the people in 1904. He went
on to ridicule Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s state-
ment that the road would cost the tax-
payers only $13,000,000, and contended
| that other damaging charges on the lines
of the Hodgins enquiry would be found
in the government offices, which would
go to prove why the expense had been
enormously increased.

In closing, Mr. Borden said the party
stood for the issues of the Halifax plat-
form and welcomed the coming fight.

Today, when the big game season be-
gins in New Brunswick and all eorts of |

-Joaded. Some men who go hunting are
“unfitted for the sport because they get ex-
cited easily and because they are really
unfamiliar with firearms and unaccustom-
ed to such emergencies as hunting fre-
qitently develops. Others are so familiar
with guns that they have grown careless
or reckless, underestimating the peril to
themselves and others arising from lack
‘of caution in handling deadly weapons.
The brown canvas coat affected by some
Jbunters is an invitation to shoot which
“many. excited gentlemén are wholly un-
able to resist. This sort of coat should
"be made bullet proof. Its color, seen
-through the branches, causes the ner-
vous finger to press a trigger. There
would be little danger in hunting if hunt-
ers wowiu wait long enough to make sure
what they are firing at; but-the records
prove that they will not wait. 1t follows
-that a man who is going hunting should
_choose his company with care, for his
"own protection, and, for the protection of
others, should remember that it is crimi-
pal to fire at some object, the nature of
which is not known with absolute cer-
-tainty.

of whom would be ready to declaré that
they were natives or naturalized residents
of the Dominion.

FIGURED IN MONEY
In his annual address, President
J. D. Rolland of the Canadian Manufac-

‘turers’ Association on Tuesday made a

strong plea for forest protection and
dwelt upon the loss Canada is now sus-
taining by shipping its- pulpwood away to
build up industrial communities in for-
eign countries. ‘“He placed himself -on
record a& an advocate of prohibiting ab-
solutely and “otally the exportation of
pulp wood. Nothing, he eaid, could ever
compensate Canada for allowing this ma-
terial to leave the country in an unmanu-
factured state. A cord of pulp wood ex-
ported, with freight charges included, to
the boundary, netted Canada from $6.70
to $8.50. - If manufactured into news-
print paper, the same cord would net the
country $37.40. At lowest calculation,
therefore, the country was losing $28.90
on every cord cxported. Every etick of
pulp wood allowed to leave the country
becomes a weapon in the hands of Cana-
da’s keenest commercial rival.”

That tells the story in effective figures.
Mr. Rolland did not add,—and some of
his auditors may have been glad that he
did not-—that should the government pro-
hibit the export of pulpwood it would be
necessary to guarantee the Canadian con-
sumer of paper against unjust exactions
through a combination of the manufac-
turers. (Canada must eoon have a big
pulp and paper industry, having capital,
cheap power, abundant labor and unrival-
led water powers. But while the Domin-
ion seeks the success of this one of its
patural industries, it will be wise to
guard against the formation of a white

paper trust such as the publishers are
now fighting in the United States.

THE ALIEN LABOR LAW

The Montreal Gazette (Con.) protests
against a proposal to alter the Alien La-
bor Act so that it will apply to Worlamen
entering Canada from the United King-
dom. The Gazette says, in part:

“Labor leaders, it is announced, will
approach the government and demand
that the Alien Labor Act be so amended
as to prohibit the importation under con-
tract of mechanics from Great Britain at
times when a strike is on in any partic-
vlar trade in Canada.- The act as it now
stands only applies to those countries im-
posing &imilar restrictions upon the entry
of Canadians, which means that it ap-
plies only to the United States. It-is
dqubtful if such legislation would receive
general approval. In the session of 1905
the British Parlisment passed a bill deal-
ing with alien immigration. To this Mr.
Keir Bardie proposed an amendment pro-

hibiting the importation of aliens brought

over to take the places of workmen on
strike, but the House of Commens declin-
ed te entertain the suggestion, and today
a British manufacturer is free to seek
labor wherever he may be able to obtain
it to replace his employes. Besides, the
legislation sought is contrary to the prin-
ciple that the British Empire is open to
all British subjects.”

Mr. March, in supporting the resolu-
tion, eaid that there ape 20,000 commer-
cial travelers in Canads and, in his opin-
ion, 85 per cent. were Conservatives.

Several
of those present expressed themselves in
favor of county organizers instead of a
provincial one.

The proposed new Conservative paper
was the topic for a lengthy discussion.

While
none of the speakers made the statement
openly it was said that 8. D. Scott, for-
merly of St. John, would come here from
Ottawa to take charge temporarily.

“The departtnent has made all arrange-
ments for the carrying out of the scheme,
and will at once proceed to inaugurate
it. This system of rural mail delivery can
be introduced at a cost which the country
can ,afford to pay.

Mr. Borden followed in a speech of one
hour and  was “well received. He made
reference at the outset to the Liberal plat-
form of 1803, and claimed that the party
had failed to live up to their pledges. He
went on to speak of the civil service com-.
mission report, which he pointed out was
not the work of scandal mongers or muck-
rakers, but was a sweeping condemnation
of ‘government methods.

The government’s policy with reference’
to western timber lands was criticized at
some length, and the ‘speaker promised
that, if returned to power, the public
domain would be honestly administered
for the benefit of the people. In regard,
to preferential trade, he believed that' but

the markets of the mother country.

The Liberals, ‘he said, by retaining the
national policy, had paid a tribute to the
genius of those great statesmen, Sir John
A. Macdonald, and Sir Charles Tupper.

He claimed that the Intercolonial was
used for partisan purposes, and the era of
deficits on that road had not ceased.

There was only one administrative act
for which he could give the Liberal gov-
ernment credit, and that was the crea-
tion of the railway commission. He had
given it his support and had afterwards
suggested that it should be enlarged, and
although the government had at first
laughed at his suggestion, they had in the
end adopted it.

The overcrowding is mostly found in
the lower grades. In some of the schools
there are sixty children in a room, and in
one instance as many, ag seventy. Condi-
tions in the High school, also, are un-
satisfactory, and are said to be growing
worse every year. When the building
was first opened there was room not only
for the pupils of the high school, but for
three grades of the lower schools. Now
it will be necessary to find accommodation
for the overflow of high school pupils in
some of the outside buildings.

The need of a new school on the Weld-
on lot arises from the fact that the rooms
now in use in the Leinster street build-
ing are regarded as not best suited for
school purposes. There are also in the
Victoria main building two schools on the
top floor. This it is considered is too
high up for the children to climb, besides
being dangerous. Then in the third place
at least one grade could be removed from
the High school and thus relieve the pres-
sure there to some extent.

E FOR MOOSE

Terrible Accident Fourteen Miles from Fredericton
Monday Night

Edward Smith Fired at Relative in Dusk of the Evening
and Bullet Passed Through His Body--Wounded Man
Left Alone in Wilds fer Hours While Docters and Help
Were Summoned--His Recovery is Doubtful.

Fredericton, N. B.,, Sept. 15—Shot by
his brother in mistake for a moose while
out hunting together last evening, Benja-
min Smith, of Beaver Dam, New Mary-
land, fourteen miles from this city, is
now lying at his home at the point of
death, with a bullet hole through his
body.

The terrible accident happened in the
woods six miles from their home, and the
unfortunate man was obliged to remain
alone on the ground for hours, while his
brother made his' way out to a settlement
and teléphoned” to the city for .medical
aid. Surgeof Bridges and Dr. McNally
received the message at 10 o’clock last
night and immediately started to drive to
the scene of the accident. They left the
carriage at Beaver Inn and made their
way into the woods over a rough road by
lantern light. It was nearly 3 o’clock this
morning when they reached the side of the
sufferer. They remained with him until
daylight and then made a rough stretcher
on which he was borne to his home.

Dr. McNally did not get back to the
city after his strenuous trip, until 3 o’-
clock this afternoon. He reported the
patient to be in a critical condition, but
thinks he has a fighting chance.

The Smith brothers, Edward and Ben-
jamin, esons of Israel Smith, and hunters
ut considerable experience, left home yes-
terday afternoon, to hunt moose. After
pitching their tent in the early evening

| they started out to visit a small pond a

short distance away, to see if there were
signs of any game.

Making the sufferer
as comfortable as possible, he wended his
way out of the woods to a settlement, and
after telephoning for doctors, returned
with others to the scene of the accident.
The victim of the shooting was removed
to the tent where he suffered great agony
till the physicians arrived. Morphine was
administered to alleviate the poor fellow’s
sufferings, but not until daylight arrived,.
were the doctors enabled to ascertain the
exact nature of the wound. They found
the bullet had missed the kidneys and the
spinal column, and as far as they could
tell, it had not penetrated the bowels. At
the same time the wound is a very dang-
erous one, and his recovery is considered
doubtful. . :

Fortunately accidents of this nature °
have been very rare in New Brunswick. '

BANGOR FIRE

Started a Blaze in Pile of Excelsior,
and Great Destruction Followed.

Bangor, Me., Sept. 16—At 4 o'clock  this
afternoon, a fire which was set by two small
boys in a pile of excelsior in the woodyard
of Bacon & Robinson .at Maple street and
Garland street, destroyed the woodyard, burn-
ed one dwelling flat, gutted five others and
damaged six. A desperate fight by the en-
: tire force of the fire department, confined the
i flames to the area which they occupied withs
iln the first ten minutes.

The blaze spread so rapidly that at the
time of the soundifg of the alarm, the wood-
vard, which covers a lot two hundred yards
square was all afire, and within three min-
utes from that, flames were leaping forty
feet into the air. There were between one¢
and two thousand cords of wood piled ir
the yard, which was enclosed and roofe¢
over. Everytning was dry as timber and the
flames spread like the flash of powder. A
second alarm immediately followed the firs
and telephone calls were sent to Brewer for
more hose and men. The work of the Ban-
gor department was seriously hampered a:
first by lack of serviceable hose and by weal
water pressure.

For ten minutes it looked as though the
flames would make a clean sweep to the
river..

OBITUARY,

. Mrs. J. J. Bennett.

The news of the death of Mrs. Bennett,
widow of Rev. Dr. J. J. Bennett, which
took place at the residence, of her son,
Frederick Bennett, in Ottawa Wednesday
evening will be received here with much
regret. Mrs. Bennett was more than
eighty years of age, but had been ill only
a week, following a stroke of paralysis.

Bloomfleld Residence Destroyed
by Fire.

The
water from the well was expended. For-
tunately the wind carried the flames
away from the barns and stables, or the
loss would have been much greater.

RETIRES AFTER 42 YEARS
INTHE CUSTOMS SERVICE

Sketch of William Whitlock's Long
Official Career at St. Andrews--

Mrs. Edward

William Snodgrass, Worthy Suc-

Cessor.

St. Andrews, N. B., Sept. 17.—William
Snodgrass, ex-mayor of the town of St.
Andrews, was sworn in on Saturday last,
before Inspector McLaren, as sub-collector
of customs at this port, and entered upon
his duties on Monday morning, In suc-
cession to William Whitlock, who has re-
tired from office on account of ill health.
Mr. Snodgrass’ appointment meets with
universal approval among the business
people of the town.

Mr. Whitlock has been in failing health
for about five years, but in spite of many
discomforts, consequent upon an insidious
disease, he has been most punctual and
unfailing in the discharge of his duties
as sub-collector at this port. His retire-
ment, in itself, is a matter of keen regret
to every business man and citizen whose
business brought him into contact with
Mr. Whitlock officially, for his gentle-
manly instincts, his unfailing courtesy,
and his fair treatment to all classes dur-
ing his long term of office, won for him
the confidence, the love and the esteem
of a very wide circle of friends. The
cause of his retirement is pathetic, and
carries a feeling of sympathetic sadness
into the hearts of the many whom Mr.
Whitlock numbers among his friends in
many parts of the world, as few men
were more widely known or more per-
sonally popular. .

Mr. Whitlock's great uncle, John Dunn,
was the first comptroller of customs at
St. Andrews, his term of office dating from
1804, and the firet customs house in which
Mr. Dunn did business was in a portion
of the house now owned and occupied by
the subject of this sketch.

The late J. Henry Whitlock, father of
William Whitlock, was afterwards the
collector of customs here, from 1850 to
1870, and William Whitlock became a
member of the customs staff under his
father on May 1, 1866. On the death of
his father, in 1870, Mr. Whitlock was ap-
pointed landing waiter, clerk, gauger and
surveyor of shipping. During the late

C. M. Gove’s tenure of office as collector |

at this port, which terminated June 10,
1897, Mr. Whitlock discharged the duties
of his several offices and very largely as-
sisted in the work of the collector.. In
1897 the Port of St. Andrews was reduced
to an out-port to the Port of St. Stephen,
and Mr. Gove was euperannuated, since
which time Mr. Whitlock performed the
duties of sub-collector and registrar of
shipping until his retirement during the
present month.

Mr. Whitlock was Lloyds’ agent at this
port since 1877; was also one of the

veterans of the memorable Fenian raid, |

and was an officer of the company that
faithfully guarded this gection of the
frontier during that exciting period, and
for which he is now the proud possessor
of a Fenian raid medal; he was also
treasurer of the municipality of Charlotte,
after the incorporation of the county in
1877, until 1888.
