Is it Punishment ?

Imprisonment ¢ with hard labor,” for
crime committed, does not secm to be a
very greas punishment, when confprred
with other modes of life. The idea of
restraint is really the only punishiiiént
inflicted,’ Look at young Walworth for
instance, who has been convicted of
calmly killing his father for what ap-
peared to him a good and sufficient rea-
son.  Full proof. of premeditation not
having been furnished to the jury; altho’

the murder is classified as one of the
second degrée, and *“hard labor for life”
is the sentence. The unsophisticated
mind conjures up the picture of & man
working sixteen hours a day in a tread-

sleeping on straw-covered tiles, and the
punishment sééms worse than hanging
by the neck until dead: The picture of
the. poor prisoner is imaginary, or s,
drawn from a memory fed with history’
and - fietion. - Penitentiary prisoners in
this age are the easiest worked of 1gbor-
ers.. They are fed on nutritious and
wholesome food, all their wants sup-
plied, ‘théie hehlth cavefnlly guarded,
and their work so insignificant that it
does not. pay their board and lodging.
Young Walworth was condemned to
hard ‘abor, and he has been appointed

of the boot and shoe factory. This i8 hap
very hard labor—not so hiard as similar

duties will serve to make the time pass
more pleasantly than it otherwise would.
His liawd labofwill notbe se hard as the
labor of the average merchant, clerk or
professional man. The occupation will
be & blessing and not a punishinent.
Now, if this young man can be content-
ed with his pesition—if he can‘refrain
from pining for liberty—he ivill be far
befter off than the poor fellows who
struggle for practice in the profession
which he had chosen. Is it punish-
ment? ‘I8 the idea that is intended to;
be enforced by the term *hard laber”
carried out? Is the punishment more
than senlimental ?

If regarded as punishment for crimes
cotmitted thé well-fed, leisurely work-
.ed, kindly-treated existence in modern
penitentiaries must. be condemned; but
if looked on merely as a restraint forthe
prevention of crime it must be com-
mhénded. This it is and this only,—re-
straint, not punishment— prevention of
farther grimes, not punishment for those
slvoady commtited. .

Home Manufactures.

Protection for home . industries is rot
wanted so mueh as proper appreciation
for home productions. A foreign brand
too often makes an inferior article sell,]
Every manufacturer has had to contend
more againstlocal prejudice than foreign
competitica. It is not, generally; until’
our people find  out that a NewBruns-
wick manufacturer’s goods are sucoess-
fully competing with others in distant
markets thatthey buy them.

globe. ' Thus the unknown frozen world
will be free to ordinary travel, at the
cost of temporary diet of seal blubber
and raw,meat, and the polar sea, whether
open or elosed, will bemerry with yachts
and ice boats. Considering how . value-
less the Arctic expeditions have been to
both science and commerce, there is some
material advantage to be gained by uti-
lizing that region as a summer resort.

The Breaking up of the City of Wasb=
. ington. i :
[Despatch to the Halif.x Chroniele,]
PorTt LEBEAR, July 10.

The position of the wrecked steamer
City of Washington has but slightly
changedisince she struck on the bar be-
tween Green Island and the main land
east of this harbor. A heavy swell com-
ing in from the southward this morning

and breaking acrosss the bar, where the
ship was lying, caused her to lift and
surge so much that at nine o’clock she
parted abaft the foremost wheel house,
which part immediately sunk in fourteen
feet of water, carrying one man with it,
who clung to a small part that remained
out of the water, and with difficulty was
taken off. At this time the breakers
were making a clean breach over the aft
part, which remained upright. All the
spars went overboard with a crash, when
she parted, except the mizzen mast,which
is still standing. At the time the vessel
parted the captain, several of the officers
and a number of the crew,were on board,
and had great difficulty in landing. One
boat was swamped, bat those in it were
rescued by the M. A. Starr’s boat.

The greater part of the cargo will pro-
bably be saved but in a damaged condi-
tion. The M. A. Starr left with aload of
passengers (who will be transferred to
the Falmouth, for Portland) at half-past
two p.m. for Halifax, and will retnrn im-
mediately after the remainder,which num-
ber about a hundred.

Through the kindness of Mr. Jas. Hard-
ing, all the cabin passengers were com
fortably cared for and kindly treated,who
showed their appreciation by making up
a purse and presenting it to him bcfore
leaving in the M. A. Starr.

Capt. Sheridan, with his divers,arrived
n the spot at 12 o’clock, and will com-
mance operations as soon as the weather
woderates. .
