Inspeuor i3rydges’ Report.

The report of Mi. Brydges én Inter-
colonial Railway management 5, per:
haps, more remarkable for what it does
not say than for what it does. It is sin-
gular that all the extravagances he no-
ticed were those for which the late Go-
vernment may be partially held respon-
sible. There is mot a word about
special cars for Refotm Ministers, spe-
cial traims for members of the Nova
Scotia Government, léaves of absence
for officials to canvass for the brother
of the Minister of Customs, etc. It is
singular that, when the cost of material
was quoted, nothing was said about
spikes. Instead of comparing the
prices of importations from a Liverpool
broker with purchases made by the
Grand Trunk at some uncertaim dzte, it
is remarkable that Mr. Brydges did not
compare them with the prices paid I.
& F. Burpee & Co. since the head of that
lirm obtained a seat in the Cabinect.
A chapter on spikes should have been
included in the report. Mr. Brydges
must have heard aboué the special train
that was sent over the road with Hon.
Mr. Annand after he had consented to
spare Vail and provide for Oakes, and
he must have known that the luxury of
& special car was lately accorded to the
Minister of Custems on the plea that the
other cars were full. Why did he not
report these instances of extravagance?
He was very eager, as some of his
statements show, to find something te
condemn, and yet he has passed over
these little events.

Onec of the complaints made by Mr.
Brydges is that the Caldbrook Rolling
Mill Co. were allowed to owe $938 for
over a month. Mr. Domville, Manag-
ing Director of the Company, has shown
us their freight acconnt, and we must
commend the ingemuity displayed by
the Inspector in hatching out something
to give the impression that the Compa-
nyshad been favored by the Railway
management. The trutli is that the
freight bills were rendered once a
month and promptly paid. The Com-
pany could not well pay the fr cight un=
til carshad been weighed, etc., and the
bills rendered. Here is a memiorandum
of Intercolonial freights paid by this
Company froin the first of the year up
to the visit of the Inspector :

A Triumph for Albert J.

Some five or six yedrs ago Mr. W. J.
M. Hanington built a store on an abut-
ment near the Railway Wharf at Point
du Chene, connecting it with the wharf,
by permission of the Railway Superin-
tendent, by a platform.

It is very convenient, of course,
for the Ottawa Government to have
such accommodating tools in Local Go-
vernments, but it is not very dignified
for theProvincés governed by these
tools of Ottawa. Itis no wonder that
the Grit press show so much anxiety to
get tools of Mackenziv’s into office in
New Brunswick and Quebec.

No Ecclesiastical Rule.

That as great asses may be found on
the benich at times, as anywhere, was
shown by the decision of a QuebBeé¢
Judge that the courts ‘could Bot take
cognizance of libellous language used
by preachers in the pulpit. l‘he rever-
sal of this decision by the Court of
Appeals would, we supposed, commend
itself to everybody of common sense as
right and proper, but it seems that one
roally intelligent man, at leass, is so de-
sirous of priestly rule as to be dissatis-
fied. The nations of this world may
again cndure cruel Neros, ambitious
Napoleons, frivolons Charles the Sec-
onds, stupid Georges and mysterious
Councils of Ten, but they will never
again submit to the sway of John
Knoxes, Archbishep Lauds or Roman
Pontiffs, The tyranny of military des-
potism may be endured, but the tyranny
of priestly rale is too much for human
nature. Many ancient things have been
revived, but no one out of sacerdotal
robes wants to revive the Inquisition.
Ministers have the same right as
journalists to denounce evil men
and evil measures in the public interest,
and must submit to the same penalties
when they overstep the bounds of truth
or go further than public good requires.
When an editor or a clergyman is per-
secuted in courts of law for what he
says in the interests of public merals he
will always find those whose interests
he was seeking to serve ready and will-
ing to stand by him and pay the costs.

The London Times of October 1st, in a
leading article on the current rumors
about the debts of the Prince of Wales,
says: ‘‘ At the present time the debts of
the Prince 4mount Lo a little more than
one-third of his annual income, and in
clude scarcely any bills due longer than
a year.

The examination of Samti¢el McCracken
for robbing J. B. Goodwin on Wednes-
day morning was held yesterday after-
noon. The only witness was Goodwin,
the complainant, whé was on the stand
all the afternoon. The prosecution is
conducted By M. McDonald, Esq.,
and John XKerr and R.” C. Bkin-
ner, Esqs., defend the prisoner,
Thé mdney has not yet been recovered.
@oedivin told the same story as before
published in Tue TriBuNe. He arrived
in the city on his way té Woodstock to
get married, after which he was going
to California. With Haz¢h Bulmer he
went to seec the sights, and spent all the
afternoon and Hntil late at night at Me-
Cracken’s and other places in Shefleld
street; showed his money, some $200 in
gold everywhere he went, and when
about leaving for home was assaulted
and robbed. He swears to McCracken
being the man who took the money from
him. The examination was adjourned
until this morning.

The examination was continued this
for€rioon, Sergts. Rider and Hayes, and
Offceér Weatherhead, being examined.
They gave no important testimony, far-~
ther than describing the arrest, and the
instant identification of McCracken by
GoodWin the next morning.  All agreed
that the prosecutor was sober at the time
of the robbery. The evidence was then
read over to the prisoner, and he was
sent up to the County Court for trial.
The Magistrate refused to admit him to
bail. In remanding the prisoner to jail
the Magistrate fully explained the enor-
mity of the offence with which he was
chirged. The penalty for robbery with
viélence is imprisonment for life, and
with less violence fourteen years. He
hoped that the Judge of the Upper
Court, in any case proved before
him, would impose the full penal-
ty. He did not prejudge McCrack=
en's case, but he warned him of
the effe¢t of the life he had led, living by
prbstimtion and vice of all kinds. The
day would comé ivhen he would stand
‘before his €lod; when the lite he had led
would be regretted: He said this, and
gave other good advice, as much for the
prisoner as for those who might be in
the court room. McCracken was then
taken to jail. .
