“Klip River, Transvaal, May 2S— 
5:25 p.m.—We marched 20 miles to­
day, and are now 18 miles from Jo­
hannesburg. The enemy had prepared 
several .positions where they intended 
■to oppose us, but they abandoned one 
after another as iwe neared them.

“We pressed them so hard that they 
had only just time to get their five 
guns into the train and to leave this 
station, as some of the West Aus­
tralian mounted infantry dashed in­
to it.

“French’s and Tan Hamilton’s forces 
are apparently engaged .with the en­
emy about ten miles to our left, as 
firing has been heard since noon.

“The farmers near our line of ad­
vance are surrendering with their arms 
and horses.

“Rundle occupied Seneka.1 on May 
24. No report of what took place has 
reached me yet.

“H. J. Whigham has just returned 
to Lorenzo Marquez from Pretoria, 
where he went disguised. He wires that 
Kruger has all the arrangements made 
for liight, presumably to Holland. A 
special train, provisioned, is always 
ready with steam up. The train waits 
some distance from Pretoria.”

BELIEVING
Although the hand of the censors is 

very heavy on news of all kinds re­
cently, everyone believes the worst. 
The government has arranged to con­
tinue the agitation against the British 
occupation off the two republics on the 
continent of Europe, in Great Britain 
and in the United States. Great ef­
forts are to be made in this direction, 
and no expense will be spared.

I have excellent reasons for believ­
ing that the Bewaarplaatzf 'rights 
have been sold to a French syndicate 
without the sanction of the volksraad. 
The government hopes by this means 
to bring about French Intervention for 
the protection of French rights in the 
Witwatersrand, and thus to cause 
England grave difficulties. The con- 
duct of United States Consul Hay is 
admirably dls'creet. and meets with 
universal praise alike from Boer and 
British sympathizers.

BOTHA’S ADVICE.
Another dispatch from Lorenzo 

Marquez says: Gen. Louis Botha is at 
Pretoria urging President Kruger to 
arrange peace terms. Runaway burgh­
ers from Laing’s Nek passed through 
Heidelburg last week. Wounded offi­
cials with their families are leaving 
Johannesburg and Pretoria for Lyden- 
bnrg. President Steyn occupies the 
house of the British resident at Pre­
toria. Passengers arriving at Lorenzo 
Marquez on Monday from Pretoria 
said it was believed there that the 
British would not be at the capital for 
a month.

of the London Conference—Close of 
a Useful and Promising Life.

PARLIAMENT

Ottawa, May 28.—Sir Wilfrid Lau­
rier, replying to a question by Sir 
Charles Tupper this afternoon, said, he 
hoped- that aftvar the return of the 
minister of justice, /which he expected 
would be about the middle of the week, 
there would /be -no further delay in 
announcing the appointment of the ju­
dicial co-m-miUs-ioin Bo inquire into elec­
tion Irregularities and frauds. The 
day was spent in supply, and good pro­
gress was made.

The bill ito amend the criminal code 
was again taken up in committee. The 
amemdlment of Mr. Fraser (Guysiboro’) 
to reinsert the clause permitting draw­
ings by art unions was .negatived Mr. 
Russell's amendment prohibiting the 
use of bottles bearing trade marks by 
others than the owners was adopted. 
The committee reported, the amend­
ments were concurred ln, and the -bill 
stands for third reading.

The house then went i.nto committee 
of supply, the estimates for the cus­
toms department being taken up. All 
of the customs estimates were passed 
except an item of $67,500 for inspec­
tors of .porta, etc., and the board of 
customs, which stands for discussion.

The Northwest Mounted Police item, 
of $353,750 was passed -without much 
discussion. Sir Wilfrid Laurier ex­
plained that this amount was based 
upon an estimate of $700 per man for 
50» men. Owing to the recruiting that 
has taken place, the force is now 547, 
but it is intended to Increase the Yu­
kon force from its depleted number, 
175, to 250, and in this way the North­
west force would be 'kept down to 500.

The postoffice civil government esti­
mates were then considered. They 
amount to $202,465, a decrease of $600. 
After passing several items in the 
postoffice estimates the committee re­
ported progress.

It was stated that tomorrow Mr. 
Taylor will bring up -the binder twine 
question, which mill likely occupy a 
good part off the day.

To Be Sent at Once to Taku—Russia 
Prepared to Land 20,000 Men 

From Port Arthur.
London, May 29.—A special dispatch 

from Shanghai says: It is believed 
that Russia is about to land troops at 
Taku from Port Arthur, where 20,000 
are in readiness. The Chinese are re­
ported to be sending large masses of 
troops overland from Hunan and 
Kiang, but the generalissimo refuses 
to assume command, on the plea of 
sickness.

The “Boxers" assert that they are 
confident of receiving support from 
the dowager empress. Princes Kang Y1 
and Ching Tuan, and the entire Man- 
chu army. Throughout the north the 
“Boxers” are enlisting hordes of des­
peradoes. They are intent upon ex­
pelling everything foreign.

Shanghai, May 29.—The Russian 
minister at Pekin has telegraphed ask­
ing that all the available gunboats be 
sent to Taku.

'Tien Ttiin, May 29.—A detachment of 
200 Chinese soldiers has cleared the 
railway between here and Pekin, and 
the ordinary service was resumed at 
noon. No news has been received from 
the Belgian engineers engaged in the 
construction of the Luhan line. In 
other respects the situation is more 
quiet.

Thirty Japanese have arrived from 
the gunboat Atagokan. The French 
flagship D’Entreseasteaux and the gun­
boat Surprise have left Taku.

On July 1, of this year, the United 
States consulate here will toe raised 
to the position of a firat-ciass consul 
station, with similar powers to those 
of Toronto and Hamilton. It Is un­
derstood that this change is due to 
representations made by Col. Culver, 
the United States consular agent here, 
to Senator Tucker. Apart from the 
shipments of lumber, London’s ship­
ments have been in excess of those 
of Ottawa, thus showing that this city 
is -the second greatest distributing 
point in Ontario. It is in view of its 
Importance in -this respect that the 
office here has been raised to its new 
dignity. The change was decided upon 
at the last session of the United States 
Congress, and for some months the 
agency here has virtually been a first- 
class consular station. The change is 
one of added dignity rather than of 
materially increased power.

It is bad enough when a man Inflicts 
suffering on himself by carelessness, 
but much worse when he causes 
trouble to some unsuspecting and in­
nocent passer-toy. Let us learn to 
celebrate with sense as well as noise.

The Awkwardness of Facts.
The person who undertakes to make 

prophecies in the sphere of political 
economy Is sometimes amazed that 
facts turn out quite differently from 
what they ought to have done. We are 
often reminded that facts are stubborn 
things, and there Is no one who ought 
to feel this more than the partisan pol­
itical theorist. You can turn up copies 
of the Quarterly, an Influen­
tial English Review, which has 
flourished for a century, and find pro­
phecies of the dreadful things that 
would happen if British trade was made 
freer. We are there told that free trade 
meant ruin; and to make it more em­
phatic, the word Ruin was repeated 
three times with the added force of a 
capital letter. A great many Intelligent 
and earnest men figured It out, and 
proved that such must be the case. 
Protection meant prosperity for town 
and country, for shop and farm; free 
trade meant ruin for all. But so It 
was not. The prosperity of the coun­
try Increased, and its trade advanced 
by leaps and bounds. So It Is still.

In a recent article the London Spec­
tator showed that Britain ought to be 
ruined. Germany was beating her. Am­
erica was beating her. Everybody, in 
fact, was beating her in the race for 
commercial supremacy. But somehow 
she is prosperous. Wages ought to 
be low, and trade dull, but such is not 
the case. When things are not as they 
ought to be, it shows us that there is 
something wrong with our theories. The 
very things that are going to ruin busi­
ness, build it up. An American recent­
ly visited Sheffield, and found that they 
were in many cases using tools made 
in the United States. But the writer 
in the Spectator is not alarmed at this. 
He asks the very forcible question, 
“What if it should pay better to have 
the tools made in one place, and the 
articles in another?” It is only an 
international extension of the principle 
of the division of labor.

In our present political discussions 
in Canada it will be well to remember 
this principle. We are told that the 
Liberals who are favoring British trade 
are giving away our advantages, and 
in a measure exposing the country to 
ruin. That which promotes trade does 
not ruin a country, but quickens its 
activity, and Increases Its resources. 
That which Is given away in such a 
manner is not lost. Britain gave away 
everything, and was “ruined,” but for­
tunately the ruin was only in theory. 
If we -have given a little away to the 
country which gives us so much,ac­
cording to facts, if not theories, we 
stand to gain, rather than lose.

political partisans who. under cover of 
parliamentary privilege, have been 
grossly libeling them.

How much more courageous Is the 
conduct of these witnesses than that of 
*Ir. Whitney and his associates in the 
Legislature and In Parliament!

The witnesses who are now assailed 
by the Toronto organ have gone before 
the com.mls’sison and submitted to a 
close scrutiny of their conduct. They 
have squareiy met the challenge of the 
politicians who attacked them.

But where are their assailants? They 
Were very pot-valiant in the Legisla­
ture and In Parliament, so long as they 
knew that no responsibility attached to 
their bitter denunciations and extrav­
agant chargee. How stand they now?
They know that It is open for any man, 
be he white, black, red, or of no color 
Bit ail, to go before the commission of 
judges and to swear to what he knows 
final was corrupt or irregular in the 
election. It Ls an open court. It is 
ready to bear the evidence of all and 
Sundry.

Well, in the Legislature we had Mr.
Whitney and some twenty or thirty 
of his followers getting up and profess­
ing to know that men whom they de­
signated—Mr. W. T. R. Preston, In 
particular-had been guilty of corrupt 
acts, and strongly condemning them, 
though they knew that it was not pos­
sible for these men to get up and repel 
tbs accusations, as they had no seats 
in the Legislature. When the commis­
sion sat, however, accusers and accus­
ed were on am equality. The accused, 
as we learn from the Mail and Empire, 
went up in procession to tell their 
story, and told it, denying, as our con­
temporary mournfully confesses, un­
der oath, the random accusations hurl­
ed at .their heads by -the Opposition 
leader and IXla lieutenants.

But why did not Mr. Whitney, et ah,
Join the procession -that went up before 
the Judges? The commission was open 
to ail to testify. Burely the Opposition 
leaders who were so cocksure of the 
guilt of others that they made their 
accusations almost without restriction, 
owed it to themselves, if to no one else, 
to go before the Judges and swear to 
their allegations. Mr. Preston, for ex­
ample, challenged Mr.Whitney and his 
co-assailants of other people’s good 
names, to do so.

The 
Opposition editors, who expressed 
themselves as being equally certain 
that the men they assailed were guilty, 
also declined the invitation to make 
path to their allegations.

Having shown the white feather,
When the test of judicial Inquiry was 
presented, these Opposition leaders now 
take refuge in attacking the judges.
They have no use for the eminent jur­
ists who have been simply doing their 
duty, and who have seen that every 
person presented as a witness has been 
searchingly interrogated.

Of what value is the criticism, either 
in parliament or out of it, of such men?
Having made charges and having been 
asked to put them to the supreme test 
of investigation before a duly constitut­
ed judicial commission, they have funk­
ed, and find no refuge for their discom­
fiture tout to call names at the Judges 
who have held the inquiry.

Depredations of the “Boxers” In China

London, May 29.—In the House Of 
Lords yesterday Lord Strathcona and 
Mount Royal (the Canadian high com­
missioner) moved the second reading 
of the colonial marriage ito a de­
ceased wife's sister bill. The Lord 
high chancellor, Earl Halstoury, op­
posed the bill, which, he said, would 
alter the law of inheritence of real 
property In Great Britain. The dif­
ficulty, he pointedi out, rested In the 
fact that the colonial law was dif­
ferent from the British .law. Finally 
the tolll passed Its second reading 
amid cheers, toy a vote of 116 to 31. The 
minority against the bill included the 
Marquis of Salisbury and the Duke of 
Abercom. The majority included the 
Prince of Wales, .the Duke of Con­
naught, .the Duke of York and the 
Marquis of Lanado-wne.

ONE LIFE LOST.

EUROPEAN CROP SITUATION.
London, May 29.—The Mark Lane 

Express, in its weekly review of the 
crop situation says: “Wheat has- im­
proved, tout oaits and barley are less 
promising than for many seasons. 
French cereals are three .weeks late. In 
Austria, Hungary, Southern Russia, 
Turkey, Greece and Persia, -wheat and 
barley are satisfactory. In Italy the 
average will not toe exceeded. Spain 
expects a good wheat crop.” 
GAMBLERS ON OCEAN LINERS.

London, May 29.—Card sharpers, ac­
cording to general report, are work­
ing the liners between New York and 
British ports now to a greater extent 
than even of eld, and travelers state 
that the evil is becoming worse. 
Scarcely a trans-Atlantic liner arrives 
here without a report that at least a 
brace of rascals -have been working 
their game successfully. The Scotland 
Yard men are well aware of this, but 
they say, as do. the official® of the 
steamship companies, that they can do 
nothing so long as the passengers do.

MIAFEKING DOING WELL.
London, Monday, May 28. — The 

latest news from Mafciting is dated 
Wednesday. Everything was then 
going along well. Supyties were ar­
riving from the north, but the bread 
ration still consisted of six ounces. 
When people go out to dinner they 
take their own bread with them. The 
horse and Canadian artillery seem 
to have been the most welcome of the 
relieving force. The garrison had 
been occupied for eight months 
In keeping a line of defenses eight 
miles long against modern artillery, 
while their guns consisted of four 
muzzle-loading seven-ipounders, which 
were constantly under repair, four 
Maxims, one Hotchkiss, one Norden- 
foldt, one ship gun, firing oannon 
balls, and one home-made howitzer. 
None of these guns had a greater 
range than 8,000 yards. It is impos­
sible to express the delight of the 
town on seeing the horse and Cana­
dian artillery gallop into action after 
their marvelous march of 800 miles in 
12 days, and then in watching the effect 
of the accurately aimed shells bursting 
immediately over the laager. The Boer 
encampment, which was already pack­
ed, .was cleared in 20 minutes.
