"Take the Drought case,” Mr. Pur­

dom continued. "A man named Billie 
Drought hit a citizen of Montreal 
over the temple and killed him. He 
was charged with manslaughter, and 
Mr. Meredith defended him. The trial 
aroused nterest throughout Canada, 
and Mr. Meredth's success in secur­
ing his acquittal was one of the big 
accomplishments in the history of 
crminal trials in the Dominion.

The board will consist of 
three men, one each from Great 
Britain and Canada and a neutral 
judge.

New Sewer System Cost 
$318,000, Says Engineer

At a special meeting of the board 
of works yesterday. It was agreed to 
advise the city engineer to go ahead 
with the preparation of a report on 
the plans of a system of sanitary 
sewers for the district in London 
South where Wellington and High 
streets join. Engineer Near, in the 
course of his explanation of the plans, 
which will materially decrease the 
pressure on the old Ridout street 
sewer system, stated that the total 
cost of the system would be in the 
neighborhood of $318,000.

The rates to cover the new sewer 
would be cheaper than has been the 
case in many of the older city sewer 
schemes, and would be 44% cents per 
lineal foot on a ten-year basis. The 
whole arrangement which was sug­
gested by the city engineer includes 
a syphon, sewage disposal works and 
pumping station. Mr. Near, replying 
to a question of Alderman Watt, 
stated that the cost of the pumping 
station alone would be $7.553, which 
was more to the alderman's mind, 
though like all the rest of the com­

mittee, he saw the necessity of meet­
ing the rapidly growing sewerage 
position in the London South district 
of the city.

On the motion of Alderman May 
the engineer was asked to make out 
the details of his plan and to present 
It to No. 2 committee at their next 
meeting, on Tuesday of next week. 
Alderman Watt was glad to hear in 
the course of the meeting that there 
would be a special meeting of the 
transportation committee in the near 
future. "We want that car put back 
on the Normal route again as soon as 
possible," he said. The engineer was 
given permission to go ahead with 
several minor road paving improve­
ments prior to the, next meeting of 
the council. He presented an ex­
haustive explanation of his sewerage 
system and showed conclusively to 
the committee the urgency of taking 
care of a state of affair that will, if not 
attended to now. make an insistent 
demand some day that will not allow 
of discussion either of prices, or of the 
appropriateness of the time.

Edison Recalls Boyhood.

A new newspaper called Das Frei 
Rhineland, Free Rhineland, has been 
established at Dusseldorf. A number 
of minor intellectuals have been re- 
crated to the cause. Dorten, the 
grand old man of the Rhenish move­
ment, was won over only with dif- 
ficulty by means of an ultimatum 
which gave him three days to choose 
submission and disinheritance. Con­
sequently, Dorten has become a sec­
ond-rate factor in the manoeuvre 
which he initated.

Confident of Success.
"No sensational event may take 

place immediately, but the time is 
bound to come soon when our cause 
will triumph," said Von Metzen. in 
an interview with the writer at Dus- 
soldorf.

“Do you who strike this blow at 
German unity feel yourselves true 
Germans," he was asked.

"Why certainly," answered Met­
zen with much spirit. "We are as 
much German as the Teutonic in­
habitants of Switzerland, or Austria, 
but we are not Prussians. By sap- 
arating from Berlin, we are serving 
the cause of world peace. Germany, 
as a great power, proved imperialistic, 

. but the Germanic small powers will 
do nothing but continue to the pro­
gress of civilization.

"We wish to be independent of both 
Germany and France. French troops 
are no more welcome in our cities 

, than Prussian troops. They must be 
removed as early as possible by the 
loyal assumption of responsibility for 
and prompt payment of reparations 
on our part."

I am pleased 
to report to you that a car has been 
presented to the society by the cor­
poration of the City of London, who 
appreciate the work the society is 
doing both from a humane and from 
a sanitary point of view. They ap- 
preciate also that the large number 
of small animals, which are picked up 
on the city streets covered with 
mange, distemper, and some of them 
covered with vermin, helps to make 
the streets healthy and free of disease.

Horses Improve.
"The horses both in the county and 

in the city are looking in much bet­
ter condition, and only about six 
complaints have been sent in from 
the county in the last month.

"I also wish to report to you that 
Middlesex County is in a much better 
condition. The eases coming before 
the society are as follows:

"Complaints received 264: horses 
examined at work 412: horses de­
stroyed 6; cattle examined in transit 
322: hogs examined 268: crates of 
poultry examined 81; dogs admitted 
to shelter 96: dogs destroyed 87; cats 
admitted 105: cats destroyed 93;

"Holders of safety deposit boxes 
at such branches where these safety 
deposit boxes are installed will have 
access to their boxes in accordance 
with their contracts."

Regina. Aug. 21.— With the sole 

exception of 1915, the sales of binder 
twine in Saskatchewan are the 
heaviest in the history of the province 
and far ahead of last year, according 
to dealers. One firm has already sold 
six million pounds from the local 
branch. This firm estimated a total 
consumption for the province this 
season at between fifty to sixty 
million pounds. The price is down 
a half cent a pound from last year's 
figures, and the reduction over the 
past three years is seven cents a 
pound. The present average price is 
131-2 cents.

Implement dealers also report a 
heavier demand fpr binders than was 
noted at this stage of the 1922 harvest, 
cne of the best years in the history 
of the trade. At the same time they 
note a tendency among buyers to 
hold off purchases of threshing out­
fits. Officials of various companies 
believed sales of threshing outfits 
would become heavier later in the 
season, and that the year's sales 
would finally equal, if not surpass 
those of 1922.

THREATEN BOYCOTT

Copenhagen, Aug. 22—Will the pro­

hibitionist nations unite and defend 
themselves against the action recent­
ly taken by the vine-growing states 
to force the prolibitionist nations to 
repeal their prohibition laws. This 
question was placed squarely before 
the Anti-Alcoholism congress today 
by the president. Dr. Hercod of 
Switzerland.

To the American delegation the 
question was: Will the delegation ad, 
vise the prohibition forces in Amer­
ica to urge the United States govern­
ment to protest to France, Spain and 
Portugal against their threat of com­
mercial boycott. Tantamount to a 
threat of starvation, against Nor­
way, Finland and Iceland.

Laws a Farce.
By virtue of this club, it was ex­

plained, two of these three northerr. 
countries are compelled to either re­
peal the prohibition laws or include 
so many exceptions that they be­
come virtually Inoperative. Will Am­
erica protest or will she, Dr. Hercod 
inquired, remain passive while other 
European nations strangle the prohi­
bition attempts of small nations.

The facts Dr. Hercod said are that 
France compelled Norway to raise 
her legal alcoholic percentage from 
12 to 14 so as to admit Burgundies 
and compelled her to admit .the pre- 
war quantity of Cognac. Spain and 
Portugal have now demanded that 
she raise the alcoholic percentage of 
wines to 18, so as to permit sherries 
and port to come in, otherwise they 
threaten to raise the tariff so as to 
make virtually impossible the sale of 
Norwegian fish and the navigation 
of Norwegian ships in the waters of 
these countries or those of their col­
onies. Since -the shipping of fish is 
Norway’s chief means of purchasing 
her imported foodstuffs this was to 
threaten starvation.

Finland Threatened.
Norway's prohibition laws already 

have become a farce. Iceland was 
obliged to repeal prohibition. Fin­
land also was threatened.

“The prohibitionist states must 
unite in common resistance against 
the economic pressure of alcohol, pro­
ducing countries,” Dr. Hercod said.

The American delegation has held 
hitherto that It is here to consult and 
that it is unable to take any action, 
but it is believed that the members 
from the United States would be 
glad to do something to help protect 
the smaller prohibition states if an 
appropriate way could be found.

J. Ambrose, manager of the Bank of 
Montreal, who assumes his new duties 
today. Mr. Ambrose arrived from 
Halifax yesterday, where he was 
manager of the Bank of Montreal. He 
succeeds Harvey Skey here, who has 
been appointed associate manager of 
the bank in Winnipeg.

Mr. Ambrose lived in Halifax for 
the past sixteen months. Before tak­
ing over the bank there he was en­
gaged in various capacities through- 
out the Maritime Provinces. Con­
sequently he has a thorough knowl­
edge of eastern conditions, and is 
familiar with the many trade and in­
dustrial problems which the Atlantic 
provinces have to face.

Indications that a revival of com­
merce is on the way are everywhere, 
Mr. Ambrose said. But the rapidity 
with which a return to normal is en­
joyed depends largely on Europe’s 
ability to reconstruct. The fish trade 
was largely with European countries 
and their inability to import fish at 
the present time is a severe blow to 
maritime commerce.

In other lines, however, the east­
ern provinces are gradually improv­
ing. The apple crop in the Annapolis 
Valley will be 3,000,000 barrels this 
year, the largest in history. The lum- 
ber industry is recovering from after- 
war lethargy and a feeling of optim­
ism prevails.

Thoughts- - — - Here Are Vital Hints On
Your Health: Preparing Baby's Food. O

By ANNE CAMPBELL.
I do not mind the miles so wide

Bear these things in mind when 

you are preparing the food for your 
baby. His little stomach Is very 
delicate. His hold on life is not very 
secure. He cannot resist disease as 
we can.

Everything used in preparing the 
milk and all the food and drink 
baby is to have, must be boiled and 
handled with clean hands. It 
must be kept in a clean place, away 
from all casual contact, and must 
not be touched by anybody except 
yourself, Or someone especially in­
structed for this duty.

In general, the formula for an in­
fant consists of whole milk, modi­
fied by the addition of varying 
quantities of cereal gruel, sugar of 
milk, lime water and plain water. 
This mixture muet be accurately put 
together, using exactly the pre­
scribed amount of each ingredient.

It is put into feeding bottles which 
have been thoroughly boiled. The 
bottles are stopped with clean absor­
bent cotton and put on ice till 
needed. Not more than enough for 
one day's feeding should be pre­
pared.

When time for the feeding has ar- 
rived, a bottle is placed on the stove 
in a pan of warm water and heated 
to bodily temperature. This can be 
tested by shaking a drop of the milk 
on the back of your hand.

When the ingredients are properly 
warmed, a rubber nipple is placed 
on the bottle. The nipple has been 
boiled in the morning and placed in 
a boracic acid solution, which, in its 
turn, has been previously boiled.,

William Ferguson, of the 9th con­
cession of Caradoc: “As to the wheat 
pool, I am not qualified to speak, but 
on the principle of co-operation, I am 
convinced. It is the only solution of 
most of the farmers’ troubles. What 
we want here is a potato pool. We 
have a very large potato production, 
an over-production, in fact, and we 
would be able to solve the problem 
of storage and marketing if we had 

; a co-operative society here.
The greatest trouble and drawback 

i to the successful working of a co- 
j operative society in Ontario as I see 
I it is the tremendous difficulty of 
I holding the members to a definite 

contract. Many farmers, for instance. 
: have an immediate need for money 
1when their crops are grown. They 
: are not in a position to hold off for 
i a better market and a stronger de- 
; mand, and the consequence is that 

they are induced by some wholesaler 
to part with their crop for a part 
cash payment, which is paid up in 
full when the middleman has sold it.

: This is the real cog in the wheel of 
. co-operation in this province, and I 

wish I could see some feasible way 
out of the present situation in which 
the market is glutted.

L. V. Hogarth, Iviholm, Exeter—I 
know very little of the wheat pool in 
the west, but I am heartily in favor 
of the co-operative principle among 
farmers anywhere. The success of 
the scheme would seem to me to rest 
on the possibility of the managers to 
hold the members to their contract. 
If they can do that, then I think the 
wheat pool will go ahead and be a 
real success. I wish the western 
farmer every success and all good 
luck in his venture. As to the op­
portunity of co-operation in Ontario, 
I see no reason why it should .not be 
a success; that is, provided the man­
agers are able to enforce their con­
tracte with the members. This is 
the whole thing in any co-operative 
movement.

Pool is Fine Idea.
George Bogue of Lambeth: “The 

wheat pool in the west is a fine idea. 
It’s just the thing they need, and 
though we are not large wheat grow­
ers in this part of the province I can 
see the necessity for a pool out there 
of the only crop that they grow on a 
large scale. Here we are pretty much 
mixed farmers., and any co-operative 
scheme would have to deal with 

i some phase of dairying. This west- 
;ern move, if a success, will surely 
iprove a leader for the men in On- 
’tarfo, and I shall watch its progress

“My Fight With Dempsey” KEYS WEIRD
By Tom Gibbons SIX-INNING GAME

Those low punches which .Jack 
Dempsey shot into me on July 4 
spoiled my battle plans.

I went into that ring with a fixed 
idea in mind. That was to make 
Dempsey step around for something 
like ten rounds; to draw from him 
as many leads as possible, to make 
him miss as often as possible—all 
those things designed to tire and shew 
him up.

M- poulswaing was that along about 
the tenth I’d have chopped down 
Dempsey to something of my size in 
the matter of strength and bulk. Then 
I figured I’d step out and, with what- 
ever sting he might • have in his 
punches gone from him. I’d go right 
along and slug it with him.

Dempsey consciously—or uncon- 
sciously—ruined those plans by the 
succession of low blows which he 
struck.

I don’t know whether Jack let ’em 
loose purposely or not. I’d rather 
feel that in the excitement of battle 
he didn’t just know where he was 
hitting. Fighters often do get that 
way, especially if they are as fren- 
ziedly determined to finish a man as 
Dempsey was to put me away. They 
swing, swing, rip and tear, never real- 
ly look where the punches are going.

A Peculiar Crouch.
I think that was true about Demp- 

sey. In the clinches, I use a rather 
peculiar crouch, which is unlike other 
fighters attempt. It’s done to protect 
me from getting too much of a stom- 
ach pounding. Perhaps that crouch 
got Jack all mixed up as regards the 
belt line, and the foul line, and per- 
haps that’s why he continued to sock 
me where he did.

But whether that’s really true, or 
whether Jack took advantage of the 
presence of a friendly referee, I don’t 
know. But I do know that those 
punches slowed me somewhat, as they 
will slow every fighter—and as they 
eventually will stop most fighters.

What was the result?
None other than when we got 

along into the eleventh round, which 
I had expected to begin to sock it toe- 
to-toe with a world’s champion, and 
make it a survival of the fittest, I 
found that the low punches had taken 
some of the steam away from me.

It was in that round—the eleventh 
—where the ringside critics insist I 
got in my hardest punch. It hap- 
pened soon after the fighting started. 
I wanted to see whether or not the 
punches of Dempsey had taken the 
zip out of me, and I went right after 
him in keeping with my earliest plans.

Legs Were Weak.
I put over a right hander—and the 

newspaper accounts insist that I sent 
Jack back on his heels. I went in to 
smash him another, but I found that 
the full strength and power which I 
had hoped to find in my legs—and 
which would have been there if Jack 
hadn’t been dealing ’em out low— 
wasn’t there.

I made a few more tries in that*

session and found that even though 
Dempsey had slowed, that his punch- 
ing lacked the earlier steam and that 
he was wheezing and puffing, I 
wasn’t in good enough shape to go 
out and begin swapping it with him 
toe-to-toe. For my legs weren’t do- 
ing so well—not after the "below- 
the-hai" punching which Dempsey 
had subjected me to.

So, I cancelled those earlier plans I 
had made and, instead of stepping 
right into Dempsey I just played it 
more or less defensively the rest of 
the way—and took as many pains as 
possible to protect myself from any 
further damage below the belt.

Little Lessons In Golf
BY CHESTER G. HORTON, 
... Nationally Known Golf 
ed Instructor.

“What I mean by the "eight o’clock 
position" of the wrists at the top of the 
back swing in golf is illustrated by the 
sketch of the clock, shown today. Only 
the right wrist is under the shaft.
L Look at the clock, and you will ob- 
serve that the left wrist, in the "eight 
o’clock position." is like the little hand 
of the clock when the hour of eight 
arrives. The right wrist also corre- 
spends with the other, or big, clock 
hand. I have found this position of the 
wrists to be the more productive one 
with a great majority of my pupils. 
When the wrists are in this position at 
the top of the back swing, the toe of 
the club points toward the ball. The 
other right position of the wrists at the 
top. of the stroke is the "six o’clock 
position." I will describe that to- 
morrow.

WASHINGTON IS CALM
Special to The Advertleer.

Atlantic City, N. J., Aug. 22.- 
Miners’ leader today made final ar­
rangements for suspension of work 
in the anthracite fields Sept. 1.

Following the collapse of the ne­
gotiations between miners and oper­
ators, which came when they were 
unable to agree to a 20 per cent wage 
increase, the union chiefs rushed to 
completion all details incident to 
the walk out of 155,000 men.

No further orders are necessary. 
The suspension goes into effect auto­
matically Sept. 1. unless it is sepcifi- 
cally called off.

John L. Lewis, president of the 
United Mine Workers announced his 
men would go out In a body and bring 
the industry to a complete standstill 
as a protest against the position of 
the operators in refusing to grant a 
recognition of the union, a 20 per 
cent wage increase and the check 
off system.

Deadlock Complete
The deadlock in the negotiations is 

complete and the two factions for 
the first time in their present deal- 
ings are at sword points.

Lewis has informed Samuel D. 
Warriner, chairman of the policy 
commission of the anthracite oper-l 
ators, that it is useless to attempt 
any further negotiations as long as 
the operators adhere to their pres- 
ent position. J

Warriner told Lewis that the oper­
ators were adamant and he foresaw 
no hope of according to the miners 
demands.

The two sides, now completely split 
over every point under discussion, are 
waiting word from Washington. War- 
riner frankly says that he expects a 
move from President Coolidge or the 
United States Coal Commission. He‘ 
still is optimistic that something will 
be done to prevent a suspension. 
Lewis, however, insists that the deal 
is closed as far as the miners are 
concerned.

Await Summons.
There is a belief here that Presi­

dent Coolidge may summon the two 
sides to Washington for a talk.

The miners believe a strike is as 
sured because they will not submit 1 
arbitration, and the government hold 
no power to force an agreement.

Lewis is standing strong again 
arbitration. He says the miners a:

COOLIDGE IS SILENT.

While the miners are opposed to 
arbitration on matters of principle, 
such as the check off, the question 
of wages, it was pointed out that 
with the question of wages settled 
some officials believe an agreement 
to, temporarily at least, keep the 
mines running will be reached. AH 
talk of a special session of congress 
was regarded as idle in view of the 
president’s opposition to that course 
and an injunction, the legality of 
which was seriously questioned, was 
likewise believed to be remote.

OTTAWA WATCHING.
Canadian Press Despatch.

Ottawa, Aug. 22.—Development in 
the critical situation which has de­
veloped in the anthracite mining 
field of the United States are being 
closely followed by federal fuel auth­
orities. but there is a hesitancy to 
make any public statement at the 
present time.

Younger Lawyers. SITEHAD ENOUGH FUNDS DISTURBED

Excavations were commenced this 
morning on the farms of Ray Lawson 
and George McComb, four miles 
northwest of London, on the supposed 
site of the ancient tribe of Attiwan- 
drian Indians.

W. J. Wintemberg, Canadian arch­
aeologist and officer of the staff of 
the Victoria Memorial Museum, Ot­
tawa, was on the farms this morning 
and will personally conduct the ex- 
plorations. Mr. Wintemberg has been 
sent to this city by the Dominion 
government to seek historical infor­
mation regarding the prehistoric tribe 
of neutral or Attlwandrian Indians, 
who were supposed to have inhabited 
this region 500 years ago.

Makes Maps and Charts.
Owing to previous explorations, 

which have been carried on by ama­
teurs, the soil on the Indian site has 
been disturbed and rendered useless 
for a systematic investigation. The 
ordinary course of procedure during 
an excavation of this description 
cannot be carried out. It is custom­
ary to have charts and maps made 
showing the position of cultural de­
posits, and although this cannot be 
done, a map will be made of the 
Indian site, and every skeleton and 
article of worth expected to be un­
earthed will be registered on it.

Surface soil is to be dug up first, 
and providing no relic or skeleton is 
found it will be necessary to dig 
deeper. "At any rate," said Mr. 
Wintemberg, “it will not be necessary 
to dig deeper than four or five feet, 
because rarely have Indian skeletons, 
pottery and relics been buried very 
deeply in the ground. In some cases 
Indians buried their dead only a few 
feet below the surface." This fact 
bears out the theory that the skele­
ton found several months ago by two 
boys on Chelsea Green was that of 
an Indian. The boys discovered some 
bones projecting above the ground, 
and the remaining parts of the skele­
ton were found only a few Inches 
deeper.

When undisturbed soil, or soil not 
containing cultural matter, is reach­
ed, the workmen will discontinue 
digging in that region. Cultural de­
posits. which is black soil containing 
organic matter, pieces of pottery, 
acorns, nuts and corn cobs, is what 
Mr. Wintemberg is looking for. When 
such a deposit is reached the men are 
ordered to dig carefully, and every 
shovelful of soil which is turned up 
is gone over minutely by Mr. Win- 
temberg himself. When a skeleton is 
found, before it is unearthed, the 
shovel is discarded and a specially 
prepared trowel is used for excavat­
ing. Photographs are taken of the 
exact position the find was made, and 
a drawing showing the size and the 
attitude in whicli the skeleton was 
lying is prepared. The drawings are 
duplicated on a map, and must co­
incide with the photographs taken.

Buried Doubled Up.
From excavations which have been 

recently made in Ontario it was 
found that all skeletons unearthed 
were In a doubled up "position. Ac­
cording to Mr. Wintemberg this 
seems to be the posture in which the 
Indians burled their dead.

“I am unable to proceed as fast as 
I might if the soil I was exploiting 
was virgin,” said Mr. Wintemberg. 
"but in the course of a week I hope 
to make some excavations which will 
give valuable historical information. 
Everything which I find at once be­
comes the property of the govern­
ment."

Toronto, August 22.—A Toronto 

broker is somewhat puzzled by the 
intricacies of the banking system as 
illustrated by the suspension of pay­
ment by the Home Bank. He is not 
quite so worried now as he was, be­
cause an answer to his questions has 
been obtained. Last Friday morning 
he went into the Home Bank on King 
street and deposited money bringing 
his account up to nearly $5,000, he 
issued checks against it for over 
$4,000 and they were accepted by the 
bank and marked accepted on Friday 
morning early. He deposited the 
checks at the customs house in pay­
ment of goods belonging to his cus­
tomers. The clearing house on Sat­
urday morning refused the checks as 
the Home Bank suspended payment 
on Friday night.

The broker got them back on Mon­
day morning and had to hurry arbund 
to find money to release the goods, 
and he is still trying to raise some of 
it. The broker wanted to know what 
position he was in. The checks were 
good against his account in the bank, 
he understands, as withdrawals, but 
were refused by the clearing house 
and sent back to the customs house 
and returned to him. He is walking 
around with $4,000 in marked checks 
accepted by the bank before it closed 
its doors, which are no good to him 
or his customers, and apparently 
marked off against his account.

An official of the bank explained 
today that he would stand in the 
position of a depositor credited with 
the full amount of his account, losing 
out of consideration the amount of the 
marked checks. With this explana­
tion he is much relieved, as he feared 
he was caught both ways depositing 
and withdrawing. He is in the posi­
tion of a depositor having nearly 
$5,000 on deposit in the Home Bank, 
it is explained.

The death of Sir William Ralph 
Meredith, chief justice of the supreme 
court Of Ontario, who passed away 
at Montreal last evening, drew ex­
pressions of keen regret from local 
members of the legal fraternity who 
knew the noted jurist in his younger 
days.

| Justice R. G. Fisher, T. H. Purdom. 
E. T. Essery, Urban A. Buchner and 
C. G. Jarvis knew Sir William well. 
He was largely Instrumental in pro­
ducing the splendid school Of lawyers 
for which London is noted. Many 
local solicitors were young contem­
poraries of his and each, at one time 
or another, received valuable advice 
and assistance from the late jurist, 

'who was considered an oracle on mat- 
ters pertaining to his profession.

U. A. Buchner.
Urban A. Buchner was presented to 

the bar by Sir William. The quality 
:which endeared him to Mr. Buchner 
: was his consideration of young law- 
* yers while on the bench. He was a 
product of the old school of courtesy 
land gentlemanliness, always ready 
land willing to help more youthful 
imembers of the profession In their 
trials and difficulties.

"Sir William fathered some of the 
best laws we have,” Mr. Buchner 
said. “He promoted the workmen's 

compensation act. But before giving 
his counsel and energy in the actual 
; framing of the bill he visited Europe 
land the United States to study con- 
ditions, applying to the act there. He 

was allo responsible for the mechan- 
[les’ liens act. I was employed in the 
office of the late Judge Duncan Mc­
Millan and E. R. Cameron, registrar 

of the supreme court of Canada, and 
Mr. Meredith’s office was next door. 

He always took a keen personal inter­
est in law students, and was on 
hand when any little problem had to 
be straightened out."

Other lawyers substantiated Mr. 

Buchner’s high estimation of the 
character and integrity of the fam­
ous jurist. C. G. Jarvis, of Jarvis & 
Vining, solicitors, knew Mr. Meredith 
in 1878.

. "When I first came to London as a 
istudent," Mr. Jarvis said, "Mr. Mere- 
>dith’s firm was known as Scatcherd 
& Meredith, Thomas Scatcherd be- 
ting senior member, and solicitor for 
(the city. On his death, Mr. Meredith 
became city solicitor, and the firm 
name changed to Meredith & Scatch- 
lerd.
: "Later he went to Toronto, where 

he established the law company of 
Meredith, Clarke, Bowes & Hilton, 
became counsel for the City of To-

province," said Mr. Murphy, "and I 
considered him one of the cleverest 
men in the Dominion. He was looked 
up to by all members of the legal pro­
fession of London, who were proud 
to refer to him as one who received 
his early training in this city. Lon­
don has lost a brilliant son, and On­
tario has lost an able servant."

When informed of the death of the 
chief justice of Ontario, Mayor Wen- 
lgo voiced the thoughts of the city 
when he declared that London has 
suffered a distinct loss. “It is very 
sudden," said his worship, when in­
formed that Sir William had passed 
away at Montreal. “Another big man 
is gone, and he is one that the coun­
try can ill afford to lose.

Another trial was ordered, and Mr. 
MacMahon addressed the jury, secur­
ing the prisoner’s acquittal."

"Sir William was especially 
|gracious in his treatment to young 
practitioners,” another London law­
yer declared. “He was beloved by 

even his bitterest political adver­
saries. While in London. Sir William 
was largely interested in the old Bank 
of London and the Ontario Invest­
ment Association. His death closes 
one of the most brilliant careers ever 
enjoyed by any barrister."

Other Tributes.
When informed of the death of 

Chief Justice Meredith last night, 
Hon. C. S. Hyman was deeply moved. 
"I have known Sir William Mere­
dith all my life.” he said. "He was 
my private solicitor and also solicitor 
for my firm.

ently unimpaired memory, and fol­
lowed up the numerous activities in 
which he had been engaged for many 
years. He simply declined to grow 
old. His shock of gray hair and his 
gray beard might proclaim him a 
patriarch, but there was nothing of 
the patriarch in his manner or the 
workings of his quick intellect.

Elected From London.
Sir William Meredith first became 

known to the general public as a 
member of the Ontario legislature, to 
which he was elected in 1872 as the 
Conservative member for London, 
Ont. In 1878 he was elected leader 
of the Conservative opposition in the 
legislature, succeeding the late Sir 
Matthew Crooks Cameron in that 
position. He continued as leader of 
the opposition until 1894, when he 
followed the example of his illus- 
trious predecessor, Sir M. C. Cam- 
eron, and stepped from active politics 
into judgeship. His long term of ser­
vice in the Ontario legislature was

laws relating to liability of employers 
to make compensation to employees 
for injuries. He was elected presi­
dent of the South African Memorial 
Association in 1904. He was chair­
man of the joint civic improvement 
committee of this city in 1910. He 
was a former vice-president of the 
National Sanitarium Association.

Born in Westminster Township, 
County of Middlesex, Ontario, on 
March 31, 1840, Sir William Meredith 
was a son of the late John Cooke 
Meredith. B.A., and Sarah (Pegler) 
Meredith. He was educated at,the 
London district grammar school and 
the University of Toronto. He re­
ceived the degree of LL.B, of the 
University of Toronto in 1872, and in 
1889 the honorary degree of LL.D, 
was conferred upon him by his Alma

of London, Ont., in June 1862. One 
son and three daughters were born 
of this union. The son. Major R. W. 
Meredith, died in Europe during the 
war. The daughters are: Mrs. W. T. 
Ramsay, Mrs. G. A. Peters, and Mrs. 
J. D. Thorburn. Besides the two 
brothers mentioned. Sir William had 
four brothers, all distinguished in 
their several spheres: T. G. Meredith, 
K.C., city solicitor of London, Charles 
M. and Llewellyn of London, and the 
late Edmund Meredith, K.C., whose 
death occurred in London, was also 
a brother.

Sir William was a member of the 
Toronto Club and of the Anglican

Wall Street, New York, Aug. 22.—To­
day's market was generally strong and 
rather more active, passing over lightly 
unpleasant incidents in the outside news 
reports that there had been unpleasant 
price cutting In the mid-continent oil 
fields, were accepted and had a some- 
what depressing effect upon the oil 
shares.

Railway stocks, most of them, were 
held back by the fear that the July 
traffic report would show the large gross 
earnings increases absorbed by heavy 
maintenance charges.

There was little or no special setting 
of the anthracite coal carriers, how­
ever. despite the break-off in negotia­
tions. Erie, first preferred, was off a 
fraction at the start, but later rallied, 
and Reading merely moved with the 
other rails.

It was pointed out rhat had there been 
serious apprehension regarding a shut­
down of the hard coal mines, it would 
have shown in stocks like Norfolk & 
Western and Baltimore & Ohio, which 
would stand to benefit as representing 
the soft coal interests. There was no 
evidences of buying in this quarter.

Locomotive shares were among the 
strongest. American Locomotive, Bald- 
vin and Lima all making new highs for 
the present movement. At 75, the new 
American Locomotive stock stood at the 
best it has yet sold for. There is no 
talk of another dividend increase after 
the one just declared. American Loco­
motive stock is being bought less on it* 
attractive returns, a 6 per cent issue, 
than upon the strength of its assets 
position and the highly favorable out­
look for business.

Traders who have tried the short side 
of Baldwin have usually emerged from 
their venture with a loss The latest re- 
norts are that the company has enough 
business to keep it fully employed until 
well into next year. Lima Locomotive, 
as a 5 per cent stock, is selling pretty 
high. Its advance reflects anticipations 
of a larger distribution.

Puhlic utility stocks came into some 
prominence again. Large blocks of 
Columbia Gas were taken at 35, and the 
stock was carried through that figure. 
The buying is founded solely on the 
high return, and the steadiness of the 

armings development. At 35, Columbia 
Gas still yields close to 7% per cent. 
There was more activity also in Phila- 

%delphia company in Consolidated Gas 
and Brooklyn Edison, all at rising 

prices. Public Service of New Jersey 
went along with the rest, despite the 
strike.

Montreal, Aug. 22.—Once again the 
Montreal Stock Exchange displayed 
very little activity, the majority of 
stocks appearing on the board being 
traded in broken lots only.

The most important development 
was the weakness of St. Lawrence 
Flour, which broke to 50. a new low 
level since August, 1921. This com­
pares with 56 for the last board lot 
transaction a few days ago. No au­
thoritative explanation has been of­
fered for the break, but it is general­
ly known that the Canadian Flour 
Milling industry is not flourishing at 
the moment. The export demand is 
very much under normal, and it is 
reported that the mills of the smaller 
companies are only partially employ­
ed. This will naturally reflect on the 
earnings of the companies, and some 
of the shareholders fear that dividend 
payments might be reduced. Lake of 
the Woods for a broken lot gained 1% 
points from yesterday's level, selling 
at 168%. Ogilvie. Pfd., sold at 117% 
for a small lot, a decline of 1% points 
from the previous transaction.

Another weak spot was Dominion 
Textile at 62%. A sale of Can. Cot­
tons common was recorded at 107%. 
An odd lot of Can. Cottons, Pfd., sold 
at 86 unchanged.

Pulp and Paper stocks were all firm 
with Abitibi at 65%, Brompton 41, 
Laurentide 97%, Spanish 90, and Pfd. 
38%.

Quebec Railway maintained yester­
day's best price at 20. Other Public 
Utilities were featureless, with Bell 
Telephone at 122%, Illinois Pfd. 87%.

Broken lots of Canada Cement com­
mon and preferred appeared at 81% 
and 103%, respectively.

Toronto. Aug. 22.—The cattle market 

opened very dull and draggy this morn­
ing and prices dropped about 25 cents 
on all grades. The receipts included 
460 western cattle. and there were about 
1.300 cattle held over from yesterday. 
Exporters bought three loads at $7.30 
to $7.50, and the best butchers sold at 
$3.50 to $7.00. Trade in butcher cows 
is dull. Good cows bring $4.00 to $5.00 
Bulls are selling at $4.00 to $4.50. Good 
Holstein milkers ad springers are in 
demand and sell up to $110.00.

There are many heavy cattle on the 
market that have been shipped in be­
cause of the lack of pasture and water. 
They are not good enough for export, 
and are too rough and heavy for-the 
domestic trade. The abattoirs are buy- 
ing them in at about 50 to 75 cents, 
under last week's price, from $5.75 to 
$6.50 per hundred. Choice handy weight, 
butcher steers and heifers of about 900 
pounds continue to hold steady and 
are in demand.

Calves held about steady at $10.50 
to $11.50. The demand in the Buffalo 
•market is still keeping up the prices. 
Owing to the cool weather heavier 
calves sold well. /

The receipts of sheep were over 3,000 
again today. Farmers are shipping in 
their back lambs before the cut in 
price of $1.50, which takes effect after 
this week. A large percentage of this 
morning's run was buck. They sold 
generally at about $10.50 but some good 
lots sold up to $11.50.

Your Home and You 

By HELEN KENDALL,

ORDER SPRING BULBS NOW.
About the farthest thing from one’s 

thoughts on a hot August afternoon 
are the cool, fresh blooms of the 
spring—the daffodils, crocuses,
snowdrops, tulips and hyacinths. Yet 
now is the time to order your bulbs 

2 if you wish to be sure of your masses 
E. of spring loveliness next April. If 

you wait until the time for planting 
these bulbs—September, October, or 
even November —you will find that 
the stocks of nurserymen are ex­
hausted. Last year I wanted to 
have among my crocuses a mass of 
blue grape hyacinth and scilla, but 
my order was returned to me un­
filled with the notation "supply ex­
hausted."

Many inexperienced gardeners 
plant their bulbs very much too late. 
It is of course possible to put them 
in any time before heavy frost, and 
they sometimes do well enough; but 
it is much safer to put them in 

earlier and give the roots a chance 
to establish their connection with the 
soil in readiness to begin early in the 
spring.

The garden book which is my in­
fallible guide advises me that bulbs 
should be planted in general by 
September 15. The bulbs of candi- 
dum lilies (the earliest blooming lily) 
should be in the ground by Septem­
ber 10. (Other lilies may be planted 
AS late as October 25, or even early 
in the spring.) September 15 is the 
proper date for putting in snowdrops, 
crocuses, scillas, narcissus, daffodils 
and jonquils. Tulips and hyacinths 
should not be planted until October.

Don’t plant bulbs in stiff rows, but 
;in little groups of say five or six.

argains In Leather Ottawa, Aug. 22.—A strong warn­
ing to Canadian dairymen of the 
need of better methods to meet the 
competition of New Zealand and Aus­
tralian cheese and butter is given 
by J. A. Ruddick, dairy and cold stor­
age commission of the dominion in 
a bulletin just issued by him as a re­
sult of his recent visit to the Anti­
podes to study the dairy industry 
there.

"During the years in which Can­
ada was the principal source of sup­
ply in the world's market for cheese 
of the Cheddar type," says Mr. Rud­
dick “the producers of that article 
took very little interest in what the 
competitors were doing. The lack of 
serious competition engendered a 
false sense of security.

Supplant Canadians.-
The announcement last year that 

New Zealand had pushed Canadians 
out of first place as the largest ex­
porters of cheese was rather a shock 
to Canadian producers, all the more 
violent because of its suddenness. 
Quite as important, however, as the 
increase in the volume of New Zea­
land cheese available for export, is the 
marked improvement reported in its 
quality.

"In the case of butter also, the 
conditions prevailing in Canada dur­
ing the past ten or twelve years have 
not provided the needful spur to se­
cure the best results. With prac­
tically the whole of their butter be­
ing marketed at home, the Canadian 
butter makers lost that touch with 
the developments in taste and other 
requirements that comes to those 
whose products compete with supplies 
from other countries."

Has Better Flavor.
Comparing Canadian with .New, 

Zealand dairy products. Mr. Ruddick 
expresses the view that "the best 
Canadian Is better flavored cheese 
than any New Zealand, however, be 
adds “there are less really poor New 
Zealand cheese than there are Cana- 
dian."

"Our Impression." he says again “is 
that (New Zealand) producers have 
more self reliance and initiative than 
the same class in Canada and are 
not so much inclined to lean on the 
government."

The dairy commissioner closes his 
bulletin with suggestions for the im­
provement of dairy methods in Can­
ada. He points out that the Cana­
dian dairymen have many advantages 
over their antipodean competitors 
but says it would be folly to ignore 
that competition. He does ont sug­
gest a blind following of New Zea­
land or Australian methods but ad­
vises that Canadian producers work 
out their own salvaation in their own
