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BILL.

An Act to enable Jawes Carlton Grant and others to
confirm the Sale of certain Lands in the Town and
Township of Hope, in the County of Durham, late of
Reuben Pitkin Grant, deceased, and to execute convey-
ances of the same, notwithstanding their disability.

‘ N T HEREAS Reuben Pitkin Grant, late of the Town of Port Hope,
deceased, departed this life on or about the third day of Septem-

ber one thousand eight hundred and fifty-four, having first made and pub-
lished his last Will and Testament in writing, duly executed and attested
Yin such manner as is by Law required for the bequest of Personal Estate
but not sufficient for the devise of Real Estate, and which Will bears date
on or about the Twenty-third day of December, one thousand eight
hundred and fitty-three, and is, so far as the same relates to the Lands
hereinafter mentioned, in the words and figures or to the purport and
10effect following (that is to-say) “I will and positively order all my
debts to be first paid, and nextI will and positively order, that my dear and
loving wife Elizabeth may have free and full controul of all my remain-
ing worldly effects and estate, through and during her natural life, and
at her decease to be equally divided amongst my children, but in case
15 of her Marriage, then, I order that, at that period my dear Wife shall
share equally with my children; And further, I do constitute and appoint
James Grant of Port Hope, and Isaac B. Ostrom of Bowmanville, to be
Joint Executors to and with my loving Wife Elizabeth, to see to the legal
and just execution of this my last Willand Testament”; And Whereas,
20 the Personal Estate of the said Reuben Pitkin Grant was insufficient for
payment of his debts, and the said James Grant, Isaac B. Ostrom
and Elizabeth Grant, under the erroneous supposition that they were
empowered to dispose of the said Testator’s real estate, for the pur-

. pose of the payment of his debts, without the intervention of the
25 Courts of Law or Equity, sold and disposed of certain parts thereof,
being the several lands mentivned and set forth in the Schedule to
-this Act marked A, comprising sixty-three Acres, and seventeen one-
hundredths of an Acre, to one George Tate, Esquire, for the price or sum of
seven hundred and eighty-nine pounds twelve shillings and sixpence,
30 and they also sold and disposed of certain other parts thereof, being the
several lands mentioned and set forth in the Schedule hereto annexed
marked B, comprising a Building in the Town of Port Hope, to one
John Knatchbull Roche, Esquire, at or for the price or sum of one
hundred and thirty-seven pounds ten shillings, and by an Indenture of
35 Bargain and Sale, bearing date on or about the ninth day of July now
last past, and made between the said James Grant, Isaac B. Ostrom and
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Elizabeth Grant, by the name of Betsey Grant, and therein described as
Executors and Exceutrix and Trustees, under the last Will and Testament
of the said Reuben Grant, of the first part, and the said George Tate of
the second part, in consideration of the sum of seven hundred and eighty-
nite pounds twelve shillings and sixpence, to them paid by the said George 5
Tate, the reeeipt whercot is thereby acknowledged, all and singnlar the
said lands and hereditaments comprised in the said Schedule marked A,
were or were intended to be duly conveyed and assured by them the said
James Grant, Isaac Brock Ostrom and Elizabeth Grant, unto and to the use
of the said George Tate, his heirsand assigns for ever, and by a certain
Deced, Poll or Instrument in writing under the hands aud seals of
the said James Grunt, Elizabeth Grant and Isaae Brock Ostrom, and
hearing date on or about the sccond day of October, in the year one
thousand eight hundred and fifty-five, in consideration of the sum
of one hundred and thirty-seven pounds ten shillings to them paid
by the said Jolhm Knatchbull Roche, the receipt whercof is thereby
acknowledged' all and singular the said lands and hereditaments com-
prised in the said Schedule marked B, were or were intended to be
daly conveyed and assured by them the said James Graat, Elizabeth
Grant and Tsaac Brock Ostrom unto and to the use of the said Johu gy
Knatehbull Roche, his heirs and assigns for ever; And whereas the said
James Grant, Isaac Brock Ostrom and Elizabeth Grant duly applied the
said several suns of seven hundred and eighty-nine pounds twelve shil-
lings and six pence, and one hundred and thirty-seven pounds ten shillings,
amounting together to the sum of nine hundred and twenty-seven pounds gy
two shillings and six pence, in payment and discharge of debts due and
owing by the said Testator at his decease, and particularly in or towards
the payment and discharge of a certain Mortgage debt or sum of three
hundred pounds, due and owing and charged on part of the said premises
to orin favor of one Ilenry Ruttan, of a certain debt or sum of oneg
hundred and fifty pounds, due and owing from  the said Testator to one
Leonard Soper, and of a certain other Mortgage debt or sum of four
hundred pounds due and owing and charged on other part of the real
estate ot the said Testator to ov in favor of the Trust and Loan Company
of Upper Canada; And whereas by Indenture bearing date the twenty- 35
fourth day of February, one thousand eight hundred and fifty-seven, and
made between the said Elizabeth Grant, Isaac Brock Ostrom and Mary,
his wife, Charles Monteer and Eliza, his wite, Emily Grant and Jane
Grant, of the one part, and the said George Tate of the other part, they
the said Elizabeth Grant, Mary Ostrom, Eliza Montier, Emily Grant, m\d 40
Janc Grant heing the widow, and four danghters of the said Testator who
‘had attained the age of twenty one-years, with their respective husbauds,
concurred in conveying their estate and intercst of and in the lands and
hereditaments comprised " in the said Schedule A unto the said George
Tate, his heirs and assigns, and they are ready and willing to join in a4s
like conveyance to the said John Knatchbull Roche of the lauds and
hereditaments comprised in Schedule B, but Janes Carlton Grant,
Reuben Carroll Grant, and Egerton Ryerson Grant heing the sons of the

said Testator, and being infants under the age ofitwenty-one years, that is
to say, the said James Carlton Grant being of the age of twenty years,
the said Reuben C. Grant of the age of cightcen years, and the said
Egerton Ryerson Grant of the age of fifteen years, are incapable of cor-

Syoborating and confirming the said respective sales; And whereas the
sales of the said lands have respectively been made upon terms most ad-
vantageous to the estate of the said Testator, and large expenses have
been saved to the said estate by means thercof; And whereas the said
James Carlton Grant, Reuben Carroll Grant, and Egerton Ryerson Grant,

10 the said infants, are desivous of confirming the said sales, but heing re-
spectively infants, as aforesaid, arc incapable of so doing; Thercfore
Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative
_Council and Assembly of Canada enacts as follows :—

I From and after the passing of this Act, it shall and may be lawful for
15 the said James Carlton Grant, Reuben Carroll Grant, and Egerton Ryerson
Grant, Devisecs as aforesaid, to convey and assure to the said George
Tate and John Knatchbull Roche respeetively, and their respective heirs
and assigns, the respective shares and interests of them the said James
Carlton Grant, Reuben Carroll Grant and Egerton Ryerson Grant, of and
20in the said several tracts or parcels of land so purchased or agreed to be
purchased by them the'said George Tate and John Knatchbull Roche,
and so conveyed or intended to be or to havebeen conveyed to them as
aforesaid, and to confirin and corroborate the said saleand purchase of the
same respectively and  such “conveyances and confirmations respec-
95 peetivily, so to be had and made as aforesaid, shall be and the
same are hereby declared to be as good and effectual in law to all intents
and purposes whatsoever, as if the said James Carlton Grant, Reuben
Carroll Grant, and Egerton Ryerson Grant, were respectively at the time
of making the same of the full age of twenty-one years, any law, custom
30 or nzage to the contrary thereof in anyiwise notwithstanding.

I The said several sumns of seven hundred and eighty-nine pounds
twelve shillings and sixpence, and one hundred and thirty-seven pounds
ten shillings, the respective purchase or consideration Monies so paid by
the said George Tate and John Knatchbull Roche respectively, for the

85 suid several tracts or parcels of land as aforesaid, shall be had and taken,
and are hereby declared respectively to be the full and actual value of
the said tracts or parcels of land so conveyed and assured and hercby au-
thorized and empowered to be sold and conveyed as aforesaid.

SCIIEDULE A.

All and singular those certain parcels or tracts of land and premises
situate, lying and being in the Township of Hope, in the County of Dur-
han, of the said Province, being composed of Lot No. 21, in the broken
front and the south part of Lot No. 21, in the first concession of the said
Township of Hope, and which said parcel or tract of land is butted and
bounded, or may be otherwise known as follows :—Commencing on the
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shore of Lake Ontario, at the intersection of the Eastern limit of said Lot

Lot No. 8 in Block D., on the north side of Major Street; Lot No. 2 in
Block L. ; Lots Nos. 1, 2,8, 4 and 5 in Block K., south of James Street ;
