The Ancient Order of Hibernians in 
Montreal are preparing to take ac­
tive steps seeking the restoration of 
the monument which at one time 
marked the burial place of the bodies 
of Irish emigrants, victims of the 
fearful ship fever, driven from the 
old land in the fateful year of 1847, 
when thousands of Irish emigrants 
left their native land for the shores 
of Canada. Many died in the coffin 
ships from ship fever and were buried 
at sea, the banks of the St. Law­
rence were strewn with the sick 
and dying, and thousands were laid in 
the fever sheds of Grosse Isle, and 
Point St. Charles, and afterwards 
buried indiscriminately. The work­
men employed in the erection of the 
Victoria Bridge some years after 
erected a monument suitably inscrib­
ed to mark the resting, place of the 
unfortunates. Fifty years it stood 
on this spot, which was considered 
by Irishmen the world over as one of 
the most sacred spots on this conti­
nent, when the stone was removed, 
and left on a sidewalk of one of the 
public streets, where it lay for a 
number of weeks, but was after­
wards erected on a spot nearly a 
mile away from its original site.

It is the intention of the A. O.H. 
to circulate a petition to be present- 
vuesting permission of the Anglican 
Bishop of Montreal to erect a cross on 
the original site, which npw re­
mains uncared for and unmarked.

“At a meeting of the County 
Board A. O. H., held on the 16th 
inst., I was instructed to write your 
Society regarding their views on a 
question that was widely discussed 
at this meeting viz,:

That a petition be circulated re­
questing the Anglican Bishop of Mon- 
real’ permission to erect a cross on 
the site of the late emigrant’s monu­
ment at Point St. Charles, with a 
view tk> replace the original at an 
early date.

We feel that we should establish a 
precedent and have this injustice to 
the Irish people, by the stone’s re­
moval, remedied.

Our race hlas been ovei ridden with 
impunity in this matter and we rest 
assured with your co-operation and 
that of the various other Irish so­
cieties, both Catholic and Protest­
ant, in this city, powerful influence 
could be brought to bear on the cus­
todians of this property, saving that 
sacred spot from further desecration 
and redeeming ourselves in the esti­
mation of our fellow-countrymen 
throughout Canada and the United 
States of America.

Thanking you in anticipation for 
an early reply, I remain.

THE IRISH REVIVAL.

Wonders will never cease. In ex­
tenuation of the use "of a well-worn 
expression it is desirable to note 
that Trinity College has so stirred 
itself from a condition akin to hos­
tility in Irish affairs as to have 
sanctioned the organization of a 
“University Gaelic Society.” No 
greater tribute than this can be paid 
to the spread of the revival in Ire­
land. Trinity, usually indifferent, 
and often openly hostile, has had no 
place in true Irish movements. It 
would seem, however, that the in­
terest shown in educational institu­
tions of Continental Europe and in 
America in this modern revival has 
had such an influence as to shame 
Trinity into participation in a work 
of which Dublin should have been a 
leader and not a laggard if those 
who rule were animated with pa­
triotism and not prejudice. Looking 
at the occurrence from this viow- 
point, it appears that the National 
University has done good already, it 
being highly probable that fear of 
the new institution was, to a con­
siderable extent, responsible for this 
new state of affairs.

The Responsibility of the State.- (•; 
The second measure interposing the W 
responsibility of the State in front. W 
of the teacher is as follows: ^

Article I. On any complaint made fis 
to him by the father, guardian, or a») 
person responsible for the child in- 
scribed as a scholar of a school, sD 
college, or lycée, against any $ 
member of the teaching staff of 
public schools, on account of acts 
I>erformed in the‘exercise of his 
duties, the Rector in a case affecting 

secondary school teacher, and the 
Academy lnsj>cctor in a case affect­
ing a primary school teacher, shall 
inform the teacher of the complaint 
and proceed to an inquiry into the 
charges alleged against him'. ITc 
must, within two months, by a rea­
soned report, inform the 'complainant, 
and the teacher concerned of the re­
sult of the inquiry and of the ac­
tion that shall have been decided

Article 2.—The civil responsibility 
of the State is substituted for that 
of the members of the public teach­
ing body for the acts performed by 
them to the .prejudice of the scholars 
during school hours and the time 
devoted to complementary school 
work when such work is directed or 
supervised by the teachers.

Members of the public, teaching 
be prosecuted by an 

aggrieved person in cases where the 
injury is the result of an act classi­
fied a crime or misdemeanor by 
the Penal I yaw, and half been com­
mit téd by them'.

Any action within the responsibili­
ty of the State must be taken 
against the Prefect of the Depart­
ment. who there represents the 
State, and. according to the case, 
before the Civil Court or the Jus­
tice of the Peace of the locality 
where the offence lias been com­
mitted, and within a year reckoned 
fronr the day on which the offence 
shall have been committed.

Nevertheless, the State shall al­
ways be able to enter an action 
against the members of the public 
teaching body, in cases where judg­
ment has been pronounced against 
thorn, in order to indemnify itself for 
the fine named in the sentence, with­
out. prejudice to any disciplinary ac­
tion which it may be. able to take 
on this account in their regard.

The Doumergue Bills'‘-The Parlia­
mentary Commission of Education 
has finished its study of the two 
bills of M. Doumergue for the re­
pression of parents aiggrived by ^he 
abuse of neutrality in the schools. I 
append a translation of the text as 
finally adopted. That of the first 
bill is as follows:

Single Article.—On a complaint 
made to the Justice of the Peace, 
and after a first warning from the 
Inspector of Primary Schools, the
penalties provided by Articles 479
and following of the Penal Code 
shall be inflicted on the guardian or 
person responsible for, a child en­
tered as a scholar in a public school 
who shall have prevented this child
from receiving the obligatory in­
struction laid down by the Law of 
March 28, 1989, and by the de­
crees and regulations following there­
on, Dr from using in class the .books 
duly set forth in the departmental 
list.

To the same penalties will be lia­
ble any person who, by incitement 
or threats to the children, or the 
persons responsible for them, shall 
have provoked any sue* infraction 
of the law as set forth in the pre­
ceding paragraph.
