After a harrassing journey of two months 
he arrived at his destination. Having 
learned that an Indian chief lay dying 
at a point ninety miles further on and 
who desired to be baptised, ho hastened 
through dismal swamps and pine forests 
to perform that sacred ofliee. lie was 
the first to announce the Gospel at Lac 
Cariban, 350 miles northeast of Isle a la 
Crosse. lie also went to Athabaskaaud 
on his way there was warned of the 
rough character of the Indians who fro- 
quented that wild region ; nevertheless 
he courageously pursued his weary jour­
ney of 40U miles to the end. In l^ss than 
three weeks he baptised 104 Indian 
children. His travels were generally 
through the wilderness where no hospit- 
able roof offered a shelter. After a long 
day’s walking through deep snow, or 
running behind a dog-sled, with nothing 
to appease his hunger but the unpalat­
able pemmican, he had to seek rupose 
on the cold ground with the canopy of 
heaven overhead. Such were leading 
characteristics of a life long devoted to. 
Christianity and the Catholic Church.

grand appearance as it did yesterday. 
The morning dawned clear and fine and 
the citizens turned out in large numbers 
to pay homage to their revered prelate. 
From the tops of many houses flags 
waved gaily to the breez?.s and the ' 
was tilled with music. It was a civic 
holiday. The stores were closed. On 
every hand there was evidence of much 
rejoicing. The cathedral chimes seemed 
to send up a hymn of thanksgiving to 
the heavens. The palace, cathedral, 
convent and orphans’ home, were decor 
ated with Hags and bunting, and many 
appropriate mottoes could be seen. The 
gardens, which are beautiful at all times, 
were resplendent with the grand display. 
Streamers of various colors were strung 
from the trees. Overhanging the main 
walk to the palace being a birch bark 
canoe, handsomely decorated with bows. 
The figures “40” were observed on the 
paddles, and the picture was a good 
illustration of how His Grace came to 
the country 40 years ago. A little before 
10 o’clock the Bishop was escorted to 
the cathedral by a largo concourse of 
people headed by the Cercle Provencher 
band. At the cathedral grand high 
was celebrated.

The miseries of the place, the filth 
and fear of contagion were represented to 
them ; but the more they heard of the 
misery of the pour creatures the waimer 
grew the fire of charity within them, and 
they ngreod to cssumo the responsibility 
of this iaobt charitable work. The Gov­
ernment employed them as lady jdijsi- 
c.Aiiaor hospital nuns and promised to pay 
them $800, thu same as was paid to the 
ordinary physician.

THE tilSTKlt.S TOOK LESSONS 
from Dr. Hingston, of Montreal, ou this 
dreadful malady, and were provided with 
hooks on the subject. The Mother 
Superioress of the Hotel Dieu Intimated 
to the nuns that seven were required.

The seven 
good Sisters were huddled together in 
small rooms. The first thing they did 
was to provide beddings, linens, cloths, 
etc., and thon they burnt up all the old 
clothes aud bedding.

The poor lepers felt sorry for 
their past blasphemies and now turned 
their hearts to God in

Tracadie*IN THE AFTERNOON
Ilis Grace was escorted to the ladies’ 
academy, where an imposing scene was 
witnessed. All the young ladies, from 
the youngest to the eldest, wore attired 
in white and presented a bewitching ap­
pearance as they smiled from an elevated 
platform, erected for the occasion. As 
the echo of the baud died away there 
poured forth from the great convent, 
music that would not only “charm the 
savage breast,” but would also thrill the 
heart of the Christian. The notes of the 
grand march sounded on five diflerent 
piano.i ».f. the same instant. Five young 
ladies of the academy presided at the 
instruments ami made the beautiful gar­
dens ring with the merry music. The 
singing of the pupils was captivating. 
To hear them is to appreciate them. 
While His Grace was sitting in the por­
tico one of the orphan children approach­
ed him aud read an address. The board- 
ing pupils also presented hiui with an 
address. His Grace made feeling replies. 
The strains of “Moonlight on the Hud­
son” with four pianos and the band 
blended in the melodies, then floated 
from the convent windows and 
resounded with redoubled sweetness in 
the furthermost parts of the groves. IIis 
Grace returned to the palace, where he 
was presented with another address by 
the Cercle Provencher. 
briefly replied, after which the congre­
gation withdrew and left him to receive 
the congratulations of the numerous 
callers who began to flock to the palace.

IN THE EVENING,
The celebration in the evening was very 

grand, Thu u&lace and convent and gar­
dens were ablaze with illuminations. A 
line of torches encircled the palace 
grounds, the lights being almost as nu­
merous as pickets on the fence. From 
many trees were hung magic lanterns, 
which were as varied in color as the rain­
bow, and ever and again the crimson and 
green coL-rs rellected on the dazzling 
lûmes of the fashionably dressed ladies as 
they flitted among the trees.

Missionary Life.
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The Anniversary Celebration the 
Grandest In the History 

of St. Boniface.

Forty years ago His Grace Archbishop 

Tache sailed down the Bed Hiver in a 
birch bark canoe and landed on the 
shores of St. Boniface. He was then 
twenty-two years of age, and possessed 
that manliness and vigor which fully 
qualified him for the vicissitudes of a 
missionary life. At this time this great 
country was almost unknown to the 
outer world. The white settlers were 
but few, while the savage tribes roamed 
the vast plains in countless numbers. 
His Grace belongs to one of the oldest 
families of Canada. 11 is grandfather was 
the first of the name in Canada, having 
arrived at Quebec in 1739. He was the 
possessor of a large fortune, but was 
ruined by the conquest which sub­
stituted English for French rule, and 
which caused the. death of the gallant 
Montcalm and the brave Wolfe on the 
plains of Abraham. His Grace's uncle, 
Sir Etienne Pascal Taohe, died premier 
of Canada in 1665, while his father served 
as a captain in the Voltigeurs during the 
troubles with the United States. At 
the tender age of two years he lost his 
father. His mother, however, being 
endowed with many of the qualities 
which constitute the model wife and 
mother, made it the sole aim of her life 
to have her sons follow in the path of 
duty and honor trodden by their fore­
fathers. From his infancy young Alex­
ander (His Grace) displayed tine natural 
qualities crowned by a natural love for 
his mother. This affection has lost none 
of its intensity and to the present day 
the mere mention of his mother strikes
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GRATITUDE
for the wonderful change. They now 
felt inure happy and relieved, and made 
promises to live better in future under thu 
heavy hand of God. The Government of 
New Brunswick paid for a little house for 
the good Sisters at a cost of $1,200. The 
ceiliag of this was like those of the lazar­
etto, only S feet high. When the Hon. 
Mr. Augliu went toOitawa in the Federal 
Government he continued his efforts in 
favor of the lazaretto. The New Bruns­
wick Government petitioned the Federal 
Government to take this institution under 
its own care, as it was a kind of quaran­
tine. This was another merciful stroke 
of Providence, l he Liberal Government 
was then in power, aud donated $1,600 to 
the good nuns to ho employed as they 
pleased. The Sisters built an addition to 
the lazaretto—wash-rooms, kitchen, etc., 
for the building was in a most filthy con­
dition. The first Sisters were seven in 
number, now there are sixteen. They 
have to keep up their religious exercises 
aud all the devotions of a regular convent 
to enable them to support poor human 
nature in its efforts to succour the 
most distressed people on 
The chapel of the nuns is a small room 20 
x 15 ft., with a ceiling eight feet high. 
The Sisters’ choir is situated on one side 
of the chapel, and on the other is the dor­
mitory for the lepers with a glass window, 
the breadth of the room, so that the 
lepers can follow the priest at Mass, for 
they are all Catholics. A pane of glass 
can be opened, through which the priest 
gives them communion. The priest goes 
through the dormitories and attends to 
the sick. Vicar-General Langevin 
preached the sermon at the consecration 
of the virgin to Christ; the Gospel of the 
day happened to bo on the Good Samar­
itan. lie bathed the wounds of the sick 
man whom he found and seated him upon 
a horse and took and cared for him, but 
the Sister took the leper, to her 
house, and with her own hands attended 
to his wants during his whole lifetime. 
This is the sublimity of the charity of 
Christ for the new law of Jove.

which lies between Baie de Chaleurs and 
the Gulf of St. Lawrence and the Hiver 
Tracadie on the south shore of the Gulf of 
St, Lawrence. About 130 years ago, ai 
tradition has it, a ship from the Levant, 
near Syria, was shipwrecked on the coast. 
Some of their *ailota were rescued nnd 
r eceived hospitality from the settlers, the 
Acadians from France. Women washed 
taeir clothes and contracted the loathsome 
r lalady. They had no idea of what it was, 
tnd no precautions were taken against its 
spread until 1817, when a respectable 
woman named Ursula l^andry, died of the 
'"isease, and then all took alarm. His 
Excellency the Honourable Arthur Ham 
ilton Gordon, Lieutenant-Governor of 
New Brunswick, drew attention to this 
disease in his pamphlet, entitled, “Wilder­
ness journeys in New Brunswick in!S62.” 
It was not till 1844 that the Government 
of New Brunswick took action in the 
matter, and appointed a medical commis­
sion to report on the means of stopping 
the plague.

delivered an able and eloquent 
in the French language, reviewing his 
missionary life from his first coming to 
tiie country.

After mass the congregation 
adjourned to the palace, where the 
Archbishop was made the recipient of 
several flattering and congratulatory 
addresses. The first was read by Mr.

NEW ORPHANAGE.

liis Lordship Bishop McIntyre and 
Rev. Father Burke returned home on 
Saturday evening last. While in New 
Brunswick liis Lordship, assisted by 
Mgr. Rogers, Bishop of Chatham, blessed, 
with all the beautiful ceremonies pre­
scribed by the Roman Ritual, the corner­
stone of a new orphanage at St. Basil de 
Madawaska, The good people of the 
parish turned out to a man to give wel­
come to their chief pastor aud the visit­
ing bishops and clergy. The pretty 
little village of St. Basil was gay with 
evergreens and bunting. All along the 
route of procession, from the presbytery 
to the church, and from the church to 
the site of the new convent., where the 
ceremony was to take place, a profusion 
of green poplars was planted. At 9:30 
o’clock solemn High Mass was celebrated 
in the presence of the Bishops. After 
the first Gospel the Abbe T mguay, D.L., 
F. R. S. C., of Ottawa, preav • d an appro­
priate sermon. The blessing of the 
corner-stone took place immediately 
after Mass in the presence ot the parish­
ioners of St. Basil, and many ot the 
faithful irom the neighboring parishes 
on the New Brunswick side of the St. 
.John River and shore opposite Mada­
waska, on the Maine side. Alter the cere­
mony Bishop McIntyre addressed those 
present in French and English, congrat­
ulating them on the grand work of char­
ity they had that day inaugurated, and 
encouraging them to generous efforts in 
its behalf for the tuture. At 3 o’clock a 
Musical and Dramatic Entertainment 
was given in the hall of the Convent. 
A pleasing feature iu the really excel­
lent programme prepared was the sing­
ing by the choir of a Cantata composed 
by Rev. Father Bernard, of Notre Dame 
de la Paix, Maine, in honor of their 
Lordships’ Silver Jubilee. Besides the 
Bishops, Rev. Father Tanguay, Rev. 
Father Burke and the clergy of the ad­
jacent parishes, Mgr. Sears, of Newfound­
land, Rev. Dr. Mathieu, ot Laval Univer­
sity, Rev. Father O’Leary, of Grand Falls, 
and the Rev. Father Tremblay, of Chi­
coutimi, were present. At the conclu- 
sion addresses were delivered by Bishop 
Rogers, Bishop McIntyre, Mgr. Sears, 
Father Tanguay, Father Bernard and 
Father Dougal, the parish priest of the 
place. Apart from this new Orphanage, 
St. Basil can boast of an excellent Con­
vent and Hospital, a good school as well 
as one of the finest churches and paro­
chial buildings in that part of New Bruns­
wick.

To compel those attacked 

with this dreadful malady to go to this 
island it was necessary, in many instances, 
to employ force and lasso them like wild 
animals, to drag .them by cords and beat 
them with long poles to drive them into 
the lazaretto, for none would touch them 
for fear of the disease. Fathers were 
separated from their families, mothers 
from their children, nnd children from 
their parents. No wonder that with all 
the precaution of the Government many 
of those unfortunate people escaped to 
return to the bosom of their families. 
There was little comfort in the lazaretto, 
for one less afflicted leper had to take care 
of the others. In 1847 the Government 
transported the lazaretto from the island 
to its present position. It is a collection 
of low cabins, a storey and a half high. 
It is enclosed as our prisons with high 
fences and iron grated windows When 
the Sisters of Charity in ISOs arrived to 
take care of it, the rest of these bars were 
removed. The Most Rev. Dr. Rogers, 
Bishop of Chatham, in whose diocese this 
Lazaretto is, as soon as he became Bishop, 
employed all his zeal and care to amelior­
ate the condition of the poor lepers.

of his feelings. At college he was noted 
for his genial character, amiable gaiety 
and bright intellect. He received his 
higher education at the college of St. 
Hyacinthe, and having completed his 
classical studies he donned the ecclesias­
tical habit aud on the 24th of June, 1845, 
the young missionary, accompanied by 
Rev. Father Aubert, took his place in a 
birch bark for this northern land. He 
afterwards described his feelings upon 
that occasion as follows : “You will allow 
me to tell what I felt as 1 receded from 
the sources of the St Lawrence, on whose 
banks Providence had fixed my birth­
place, and by whose waters I first con­
ceived the thought of becoming a mis 
sionary on the Red River. 1 drank of 
those waters for the last time and 
mingled with them some parting tears, 
and confided to them some of the secret 
thoughts and affectionate sentiments of 
my inmost heart. I could imagine how 
some of the blight waves of the river, 
rolling down from lake to lake, would at 
last strike on the beach nigh to which a 
beloved mother was praying for her son 
that he might become a perfect Oblate 
and a holy missionary. I knew that, 
being intensely pre-occupied with 
son’s happiness, she would listen to the 
faintest murmuring sound, to the very 
beatings of the waves coming from the 
North-West, as it to discover in them 
the echoes of a son’s voice asking a 
prayer or promising a remembrance. I 
give expression to what I felt upon that 
occasion, for the recollection now, after 
the lapse of twenty years, of the emotions 
I experienced in quitting home and 
friends, enables me to more fully appre­
ciate the generous devotedness of those 
who give up all they hold most dear in 
human affection for the salvation of 
souls. * * * I bade to my native land 
an adieu which I believed to be everlast­
ing, and I vowed to my adopted land a 
love and attachment which I then, as 
now, wished to be as lasting as my life.”

HIS MISSIONARY LIFE.
On the first Sunday after his arrival 

here the young ecclesiastic was raised to 
the priesthood and pronounced his 
religious vows. This was the first time 
that the vows of religion were pro­
nounced in the Northwest, and an inter­
esting fact in connection with this event 
was that the young Oblate was related to 
the discoverer who first hoisted the ban­
ner of the cross in those remote regions— 
Varennes de la Verandrye. Shortly

Bishop Rogers, of the Diocese, Bishop 
Sweeney, of St. John, former chaplain o! 
the lazaretto; Bishop Duhamel, of Ottawa, 
and the Prefect Apostolic of Newfound­
land, Vicar-General Langevin, the chap­
lain of the laziretto, another priest, and 
myself, were present. The lepers sat 
right before us. Each of the Bishops 
gave a short address, exhorting the sufferers 
to have patience, and to join their suffer­
ings with those of Christ, and telling them 
they are expiating the sins of the world, 
and awaiting the merits of heaven if they 
only accept the terrible affliction. Then 
one respectable looking gentleman stepped 
forward and made an address to Bishop 
Rogers. He thanked him for the vigour 
in which ho worked for the most afflicted 
of his children by providing the good Sis­
ters to take care of them. He concluded 
by saying that all he could do was to raise 
his diseased and mutilated hands to heaven 
in prayer for him. One poor woman 
threw herself upon her knees before Bishop 
Sweeney, who was the chaplain forty 
years before. This poor woman was n 
leper since then. She asked the Bishop’s 
blessing, and the tears rolled from her 
cheeks, as she tried to wipe them with the 
stumps of her fingers under her apron. 
All the poor afflicted wore now in tears. 
The incidents of that day 1 shall never 
forget. I praise the wonderful workings 
of Divine Providence, afflicting some, so 
as to give others an opportunity of gaining 
an eternal reward, for there can be no 
more meritorious work of charity than 
living among these nnd serving them.

About this time Hon. Mr. Anglin,

Filth of 
the most revolting kind abounded every- 
where. The beds and clothes swarmed 
with filth aud maggots, the clothes were 
never washed except by the lepers them­
selves. It was a real Gehenna. No won­
der that the immorality and mortality of 
the victims were very great. They looked 
upon themselves os

CURSED BY GOD AND ABANDONED
by Him. They blasphemed, and 
quarrelled among themselves ; the exhorta­
tions of the chaplain were of little use. 
Even after being anointed for death some 
relapsed into their grumbling against 
Providence. The miserable cabins in 
which thev were housed were unfit even 
for animals—the ceilings were only 8 feet 
high.

At eight o’clock the members of the 

Benevolent Irish Society met in the 
Society’s Hall In full regalia, 
their banners and flags flying,
Hillsborough Square, where they were 
joined by the Catholic Literary Union, by 
the members of St. Dunstac’s congrega­
tion, and by several delegates from coun­
try parishes.

George Street, and entered the garden in 
front of the Bishop's Palace, where a 
grand Pyrotechnic display was in progress, 
under the management of Herr Hermans 
and Chief Engineer Thornton, of the 
steamship Carroll. In a glowing cauldron 
bis zed Bengal Fire ; now, throwing a 
ruddy glare over the town, end again 
dying away in a pale green effulgence, 
which lent a chaete beauty to the respect­
able shabbiness of St. Dunstan’s ; causing 
many to ask: “Has the Cathedral 
been painted 1” Gorgeous 
shot into space, leaving 
light, in their wake, squibs th delight of 
the Ubiquitous small boys, exploded in 
all directions ; Catherine wheels, Roman 
candles, and other fireworks whizzed 
through the air, and kept the sky ablaze 
for two long hours. Indeed, the very 
heavens seemed to join in the celebration; 
stars shot to and fro In all directions, riv- 
ailing the display of the denizens of earth. 
Upon the steps leading to the main en­
trance of the Palace were grouped the 
Bishop of Charlottetown and his distin­
guished guests. When the procession 
halted, and lowered their torches in front 
of the distinguished assemblage, the 
Bishop of Charlottetown thanked them, 
in hie own pleasing way, for the demon­
stration they had gotten up in his honor. 
He was followed by their Lordshipe of 
Ottawa, Montreal and St. John, who all 
spoke flatteringly of the manner in which 
the celebration of their venerable host's 
Stiver Jubilee had been conducted. His 
Grace the Archbiehop of Haltfax(on being 
called for, arote and addressed the assem­
blage, referring In most laudatory terms to 
the highly creditable way in which the 
day’s celebration had been carried out. 
Loud applause followed the remarks of each 
prelate. As the hands dl the clocks of the 
city approached the hour of ten, three 
cheers, proposed by Mr. W. C. DeeBrieay 
President of the Irish Society, went up 
from the immeeee assemblage for Bishop 
McIntyre, which were immediately re­
peated for Bishop Rogers, for Archbishop 
O’Brien, and for the other visiting pre- 
latea and clergy.

But in the present case this human 

weakness was excusable, perhaps. The 
lcrge benquetting hall was artistically 
decorated with wreathe of evergreens, 
iuter-pentd with delicate sprays of flow­
ers, hanuerettrs with appropriate mottoes, 
crowns, coats-of-srms of the host and 
Dr, Rogers, eventful dates in their 
lives tastefully woven with flowers and 
leaves on a white ground, or emblazoned 
in gold, whilst words of welcome hade all 
feel thst they were giving at well as 
receiving pleasure. Choice bouquets In 
vases and silver epergues adorned the 
tables, and brightened,—almost Idealized 
—the material aspect of the dining-room. 
In the disposition and arrangement of 
flowers, and table service, good taste was 
everywhere obeervable.

The classic hall was soon resounding 
with merry jest and joyous conversation. 
Everyone appeared to be happy and 
endeavored to contribute to the general 
amusement. To those who baa been 
students of St. Dnnstan's, and very many 
had been, the scene served to recall pas­
sages they had read in Horace In yean 
gone by, in thet same hall, and enabled 
them to sympathize with that rare old 
diner-out when he cries, “Nunc est bihen- 
dum; nunc pede libero pulsanda teUus," (Now 
is the time for quaffing the wine juice ; 
now the ground ehoula resound with the 
merry patter of freemen’s feet), Pegan 
or Christian, man is a social being, and 
thus occasions of social reunion shew man 
at bis best, as well as at his worst. But 
in the present there was no worst ; it was 
an hour of rational enjoyment. If any 
fnvious old Lyons, hearing the merry 
laughter should chide, and think it wrong, 
we would answer him as did Horace— 
inmnire jurai /—un such an occasion, and 
also, “i'arcenta ego datera» odi," (I hate 
a sparing right hand). When the cloth 
had been removed, the Intellectual part 
of the proceedings began.

His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor 
arose, and in a neat speech congratulated 
their Lordships the Bishops of Charlotte- 
towo and Chatham on attaining the 
Twenty-fifth Anniversary of their eleva­
tion to the Episcopate. After eulogizing 
Bishop McIntyre's unselfish devotedness to 
the best interests of his flock, he concluded 
by proposing tbe health of their Lordships, 
which was honored with due enthusiasm.

Prolonged applause greeted Bishop 
McIntyre ou arising. He expressed his 
gratitude fur the enthusiastic manner in 
which the toast had been received; and said 
his pleasure in the celebration of his 
Silver Jubilee was enhanced by the pres­
ence of so many of his former professors 
and classmates and esteemed 
There are times, he said, when one is so 
dee; ly moved that words fail to express 
the sentiments of the heart, and for him 
the present was such an occasion. The 
works of his episcopate could not, he said, 
have been successfully carried out were it 
not for the hearty and generous co-opera­
tion of his devoted people, who were 
zealous (or the welfare of the Church ; to 
t'ein was due the praise. In conclusion 
he again gave exoression to his deep sense 
of thankfulness for the honor done him, 
and reciprocated the good wishes of hie 
guests.

His Ludship liishvp Rogers also 
acknowledge! the toast, and expressed his 
gratitude to hie illustrious host, His Lord 
ship Bishop McIntyre, for kludiy inviting 
him to take part in this joyous celebration. 
Since hie appointment to the Bishopric of 
Chatham he bad, he said, made frequent 
visits to this Island—visits which were 
most beneficial to him, and from which he 
returned with recuperated energy to the 
field of bis labors. Any improvements 
made in his diocese were, he said, due In 
great part to the kindly counsel of his 
esteemed friend, the Bishop of Charlotte­
town, whose example he always sought to 
follow, lie referred to the success which 
crowned the administration of Bishop 
McIntyre, and expressed his pleasure at 
seeing around him so many leading men of 
Church and State. In closing he proposed 
the health of “Our Guests.”

This toa«t was responded to by tbe 
Hon. W. W. Sullivan, who pointed out 
the substantial monuments of Ilia Lord­
ship’s labors during the twenty-five years 
in which he had ruled the Church in this 
Province. Reviewing the different edu­
cational institutions which His Lordship’s 
zeal hail fostered in our midst, ho dwelt 
at length upon old St. Dunstan’s College, 
where ihey were then assembled, and 
paid a high compliment to its first Rector, 
the Rev. Angus McDonald, to whose cere 
and training many of those present owed, 
in a great measure, their success in life. 
Looking around and observing, he said, 
that the various provinces of our Domin­
ion were represented bv their ecetoeiasti- 
cai chiefs, he regrettait that Newfound­
land, represented by their Lordships 
Doctors Power and McDonald, did not 
form a part of Canada, but he hoped that 
the day would come when tho ancient 
Province would link its fortunes with us. 
Referring to the presence of so many 
ecclesiastical dignitaries, he remarked that 
it would give him great pleasure to have 
them visit our beautiful Island, not every 
quarter of a century, but every year, so 
that they might enjoy tho delights of our 
charming summer season.

Ills Grace the Most Reverend E. A, 
Taschereau, Archbishop of Quebec, speak­
ing in French, said that It gave him great 
pleasure to assist at this celebration. 
Alluding to bygone days when the Epis­
copal .See of Quebec extended not only 
over the fair land of Canada, but also had 
jurisdiction in those districts of the neigh­
boring republic through which sweeps the 
mighty Mississippi, His Grace said that he 
came from old Quebec, the mother 
Church, to hail the success which had 
crowned a worthy branch of the parent 
stem. He concluded by wishing health 
and happiness to their Lordships Bishops 
McIntyre and Rogers, to whom he offered 
his hearty congratulations.

His Grace Archbishop Lynch, after 
witty remarks, in which he took excep­
tion to Archbishop O'Brien’s exalta­
tion of islands over continents—spoke of 
the beauty and fertility of Prince 
Edwerd Island. It might be true 
that the inhabitants of islands 
were large minded, but he could say that 
in his Province of Ontario, in which the 
Catholics were only a very small minority 
they had their separate schools,—a strik­
ing proof of large mindednees that islands 
might copy with profit He was, he said, 
returning home with a very high opinion 

"Garden of the Gnlf.” He had

often heard of it, but had thought rumor 
exaggerated. His Grace further eulogized 
the hospitality of the people, and related 
an anecdote of a Kentucky man who un­
dertook to describe Heaven. Finding 
himself at a loss for a metaphor, he wound 
up by saying it was a "Kentucky of a 
Heaven," Ireland, being His Grace’s 
native land, and Prince Edward Island 
bearing as close a resemblance to Ireland 
as any place he had ever seen, he said he 
wound, therefore, conclude his remarks by 
calling it an “Ireland of an Island.”

Arcnbishop U'Brien 
at making a speech the day after a dinner, 
than an after dinner speech. On the 
following day • thousand bright things 
would occur to his mind that would be 
most suitable. He thought Hia Grace of 
Toronto somewhat inconsistent in his 
humorous remarks. Whilst extolling 
Continents, at the expense of Islands, he 
could find no brighter praise for this 
country than to call it an Ireland of a 
place. Now, Ireland is an island. More- 
over, the genius of His Grace of Toronto 
comes from the feet of his being a native 
of an Island. He congratulated their 
Lordshipe on the celebration of the day, 
and wished them many mote years of 
successful sdminlstration.

Bishop Power, of St. John’s, Nfld., 
expressed his gratification at the celebra­
tion of the day, and although delighted 
to be tpreeent, did not think that New­
foundland favored Confederation with 
Canada at present Possibly in the future 
the Maritime portion of it might unite 
with Newfoundland, as the oldest British 
Colony. He praised the beauty and fer­
tility of the island, which reminded him 
of Ireland, and he wished their Lordships 
health to live to celebrate {their Golden 
Jubilee.

Conspicuous, however, were 
the Cathedral, the two Convents of Notre 
Dame and St. Joseph, Bt. Patrick's 
School and the Charlottetown Hospital.

St. Dunstau’s was brilliant witn white 
lights ; in the large window of the tower 
fronting on Dorchester Street was a tran­
sparency showing the Papal arms, The 
lancet windows fronting on Great George 
Street bore transparencies, some display­
ing the monograms, others the armorial 
bearings of the Bishops of Charlottetown 
and Chatham,

The Convent of Notre Dame was a 
blaze of rich color, its many windows re­
flecting soft golden and roseate hues. 
Upon the panes were traced Chalices, 
Mitres, Crozleri and Crosses, with accom­
panying mottoes, and dates of tbe birth, 
ordination and consecration of the two 
Biehopa.

Bt. Joaeph'a Convent was much 
admired. Owing to its Irregular outline, 
the illuminated fringe of Chinees lanterns 
atone its edge bad a very line effect.

THE EXCURSION.
Wednesday had been filled with stir­

ring events following rapidly each other, 
and leaving little space for leisure or re- 
pose. The Executive Committee would 
appear to have foreseen this, for the last 
item on their programme was one well 
calculated to afford delightful rest to the 
wearied visitors. At ten o'clock on 
Thursday morning, the steamer Heather 
Belle with awnings spread and bunting 
flying, lay at the wharf of the Steam Navi- 
gation Company, ready to convey the visit­
ing Prelates and clergymen, on an excur­
sion. The Executive Committee and sev­
eral gentlemen from the city accompanied 
the visitors. Mr. Hughes, who had kindly 
placed the boat at the disposal of the 
Committee, had made every arrangement 
on board for the comfort of the excureion- 
lsts, and himself accompanied them on the 
trip. The sun's heat was partially tern- 
pered by a light westerly breeze, hardly 
strong enough, however, to move to a 
ripple the waters of the hath .r. The tide 
was flowing, and had covered the brown 
sandy flats, so that, as the Heather Belle 
steamed up the Hillsborough, the waters 
on either hand seemed to spread out till 
they met the cultivated fields. The 
ery even to those who had gazed on it year 
after year was enchanting ; all along the 
shore, on either hand, up the elopes, and 
along the uplands waved rich harvests ; 
dark trees, now in clumps, sheltering from 
northern blasts white farm steadings, and 
now In broad belts skirting the cultivated 
lands, gave a charming diveisity 
landscape. Traces of Industry and careful 
cultivation were discernable far and near, 
as the Heather Belle sped on, and the rich 
rewards that awaited tbe farmers in the 
abundant crops that everywhere met the 
eye, gave to the strangers a fair notion of 
the fertility of our Island soil, and the com 
fortable condition of the Island farmer. 
At a point on the river, whence the 
graceful outline of the church of Fort 
Augustus could be seen far away on the 
green upland, the Heather Belle swept 
round, and steamed slowly back to the 
city. As she passed the wharves she was 
courteously saluted by the steamship Car­
roll. The great basin of the Harbor, as 
viewed from the three sides, called forth 
from the strangers exclamations of 
prise, and the beauties of the scene were 
dilated upon freely. The eite of the old 
French settlement of Port la Joie was a 
subject of much interest to the many 
illustrious Frenchmen on board; and, as 
the steamer sailed along, the old landing 
place, the fort, the graveyard, the position 
of the Government buildings, and the 
sites where stood the dwellings of the 
settlers, were pointed out—a scene to-day 
of quiet rural beauty, but one time filled 
with busy life.

Outside the harbor, the curving shore 
of Keppoch and the opening to Orwell 
Bay, St. Peter’s and Governor’s Islands 
Point Prim stretching boldly into the 
sea tn the middle distance, and far away 
the blue hills of Nova Scotia, were all 
objecta of careful observation. The 
calm see, the sunshine, and the charm 
of scenery that met the eye in every di- 
rection were all suggestive of music, and 
it was not therefore strange, that under 
such influences, the excursionists be­
came, almost unknown to themselves, a 
grand choral association. Many quaint 
old ditties in French, Italian and English 
were sung with good effect,

THE NATIVITY OF THE MESSED 

VIRGIN MARY.

The Church celebrates on the 8th of 
September the feast of the Nativity of the 
Blessed Virgin Mary. It ia a feast ob- 
eervtd throughout Christendom with fer­
vor and joyousness, for all generations 
call Mary bleesed. The prophetic words 
of Ieaia», specially applicable to our Divine 
Redeemer, may also be justly spoken of 
His Virgin Mother. “Drop down dew 
ye heavens, from above, and let the clouds 
rain the just, let the earth be opened and 
bud forth a Saviour.” (Isaiasxiv., 8.) “A 
star shall rise out of Jacob,” says the Book 
of N umbers, “and a sceptre shall spring 
up from Israel.” (Numbers xxiv., 17.) 
This heavenly light ie Mary, who cometh 
into the world like the morning star to 
announce the dawn of the eternal day. 
Therefore it is that the Church invokes 
her under the sweet appellation, “Morning 
Star,” Stella Matutina. Isaia», with lumin­
ous prevision of the glorious privileges of 
Mary, cries out, ‘ And there shall come 
forth a rod out of the root of Jes^e, and a 
flower nball rise up out of his root, and 
the spirit of the Lord shall rent upon him; 
the spirit of wisdom, and of understand­
ing, the spirit of counsel, and of fortitude, 
the spirit of knowledge and of godliness.” 
(Isaias xii, 2 ) Before the coming of Christ 
heaven and earth seemed to envy 
each other in their desire for the coming 
of the Holy Virgin and-to cry out with 
the Wise Man, “Arise my love, my beauti­
ful one, and come.” (Cant, ii., 13). All men 
cried out in the depths of their desolation 
-smd abandonment : “Come, O liberator 
of the human race ; in thee, by thy Son 
Jesus Christ, shall all the nations of the 
earth be blessed.” At length the glad 
day came when all mankind could with 
the angel salute her. “Hail, full of grace, 
the Lord is with thee. Blessed art thou 
among women.” (Lukei, 2-*). At the 
birth of this incomparable virgin, the 
angels, filled with joy, exclaimed : “Who is 
she that cometh forth as the morning 
rising, fair as the moon, bright as the sun, 
terrible as an army set in array.”

But is it not the fatal lot of 
all that is exquisite and rare to fail be­
fore brutality ? We are right to avow a 
filling of that kind, and to prefer the 
defeat of decadent Athens to the tri­
umph of the violent Macedonian.''

It is regrettable that M. Bourget’» 
studies were not pursued to their legiti­
mate conclusion. It is not, to our mind, 
democracy of itself that is to be held 
responsible for the present sad state of 
French society—it is democracy without 
religion, Society must of necessity be 
disturbed by the moral disorders of its 
members, no matter how secret these 
disorders may be, for the body suffers 
in its members. When many members 
suffer, the body, that is, the common­
wealth, feels it all the more acutely. If 
the disorders continue the social fabric 
must perish. There can be no healthy 
growth of population in France till its 
wounds are probed, cleansed and healed, 
and the dead members cut off. This 
only be brought about by a live and last- 
ing Catholic revival in that country.

THE GROWTH OF THE FRENCH
RACE.

tbs ; The growth of the French race in 

America is one of the most remarkable 
of the social and political phenomena 
which this continent presents to view. 
From a speech delivered by the Hon Mr. 
Royal in Montreal in 1884 we glean 
eral important facts relative to this 
abnormal but healthy growth of the 
Franco-Cwadian 
us that in 188U the French population of 
Quebec was 1,073.320, out of a total of 
1,357,027 ; that of Ontario, 102,763, out 
of a total of 1,923,228 ; that of New 

Brunswick, 56,635, out of 321,233 ; Nova 
Scotia, 41,219, out ol 440,672; Prince 
Edward Island, 10,761, out of 108,891 ; 
Manitoba, 9,919, out of 65,964 ; the Ter­
ritories, 2,896, out of 54,446 ; British 
Columbia, 916, out of 49,459. In other
words, the total French population of 
Canada was, in 1880, 1,298,929, out of a 
total of 4,324,810—considerably 
than a fourth. Outside of the Province 
oi Quebec there are in the Dominion 
nearly 300,000 persons ol French origin, 
while the number of inhabitants of 
French origin in the United States

short of 500,000,000—making in 
all on the continent of North America 

nearly 2,000,000 persons of French 
descent. These figures are truly phe­
nomenal when we consider the small 
beginnings whence this vast population 
sprang. There could not have been at 
the time of the conquest of French 
North America more than 80,000 persons 
of French origin in all that vast region. 
Emigration from France to America has 
since that time done little to increase 
the French population, and yet that 
feeble and scattered 80,000 of little more 
than a century ago has since grown into 
a nation of two millions of men. Mr. 
Royal gives some interesting figures 
ceming the educational standing of the 
French race in Canada. He says that in 
1880, out of 85 institutions for higher 
education in the Dominion, with 5,943 
students, Quebec claims 44, with 4,425 
students, or nearly four-fifths of the 
whole number. In Ontario there are 
but 15 such institutions, with 874 stu­
dents. There were in the same year in 
all Canada 274 boarding schools for young 
ladies,of which there were 186 in Quebec, 
and 44 in Ontario. In Quebec these insti­
tutions had in attendance 10,101 pupils,in 
Ontario 1,711—while the whole number 
of pupils for the Dominion was 13,064. 
Out of a total of 85 houses of charityi 
hospitals, refuges and asylums Quebec 
has 32, Ontario 31, leaving 22 to the 
other provinces.

These figures are of a most gratifying 
character and prove that the growth and 
standing of the French race in this 
Dominion are of a solid character.

If we turn to France the spectacle is 
not so gratifying. Population there is 
at a stand-still and the private vices 
superinduced by a cold and selfish in­
fidelity are working with might and main 
against its growth. We were much 
struck with an article in the New York 
Sun some time ago wherein the writer 
discussed the views of two eminent 
French publicists on the tendencies of 
French Democracy. The first is M. 
Edmond Scherer and the second M. 
Paul Bourget. The writer in the Sun, 
dealing with M. Bourget’s “Essays in 
Contemporary l’sycology,” gives us in 
brief the views of that eminent writer :

M. Bourget, examines a poet, Baude­
laire; a historian, M. Renan; a novelist, 
Gustave Flaubert; a philosopher, M, 
Taine; a composite artist, Stendhal, in 
whom the critic and the imaginative 
writer are closely united : and in these 
five great Frenchmen he discovers the 
same disgusted philosophy of universal 
nothingness—sensual and depraved in 
the first, subtilized and sublimated in 
the second, reasoned and furious in the 
third, reasoned, also, but resigned, in 
the fourth ; sombre, but more courageous, 
in the last, M. Bourget asks what is the 
meaning of this formidable nausea of the 
most magnificent intellects in presence 
of the vain efforts of life. Has man, in 
civilizing himself, really done nothing 
but complicate hie barbarism and refine 
his misery ?

In the upper classes M. Bourget finds 
the ravages of the malady of pessimism 
very great. The symptoms are skepti­
cism, melancholy, irony, ennui, disoour- 
agement, lasitude, want of prejudices, 
want ol convictions, over-refinement, 
dilettantism, indifference. The dis­
placement of the social forces condemns 
to inaction, in politics, a certain number 
of superior minds who are thrown back 
upon themselves, and, following the ex- 
ample ofTalne and Renan, who, dis­
dained by the electors, have become 
themselves disdainful, they watch with 
aristocratic contempt the manoeuvres of 
the vulgar crowd,

M, Bourget’s idea seems to be that 
democracy, with its mania for education 
and its instinctive hatred of superiority, 
tends to produce an ever-increasing 
number of individuals unfitted for the 
labors of common life, or, in other words, 
ttyht it is the preface of decadence.

For in the organism of society it is 
necessary that all the component organ­
isms or individuals should work with 
energy, but with subordinate energy, in 
order that the total organism may work 
well. If the energy of the subordinate 
organisms becomes independent, the re­
sult is anarchy, which produces the de- 
cadence of the whole.

The people ot the Pacific coast may in the 
end be driven to take the law into their 
own hands in the matter of driving out 
the Chineae, The governments of Ottawa 
and of Washington should long ago have 
taken energetic steps to rid the country 
of this pest. It is a disgrace to civilization 
that these barbarians should be permitted 
to make homes in a Christian land, rob­
bing the laborer of his hire, and demoral­
izing the youth of the country by the 
example of vices hitherto unknown—or 
so completely held In restraint, as to be 
afraid to show their hideous forms to the 
public gaze. We learn from the Pilot 
that a committee of the supervisors of 
San Francisco lately made a thorough 
investigation of Chinatown, and that the 
report rendered gives a shocking picture 
of this cancer spot on Californian civiliza­
tion. In that portion of the city there are 
thirty thousand degraded heathens, who, 
huddled together in squalid dens, governed 
by private tribunals of their own, or using, 
when more convenient, those of the city 
and state to enforce their secret decisions, 
practicing the most shameless immorality, 
with a hideous system of female slavery— 
defiling and corrupting all with whom 
they come in contact—constitute a class of 
population whose very presence is a per­
petual injury to the white laborers, and a 
menace to the entire community. Muni­
cipal statutes are openly violated, the 
greedy white landlord permitting the ten­
ants to herd together like cattle. E very, 
where throughout Chinatown disease and 
vice reign supreme. In answer to the 
question, what is to be done, the Commit, 
tee answers :

“Compel the Chinamen, by municipal 
laws which are not only enacted, but 
enforced, to live like our own race ; pre­
vent them from burrowing and crowding 
together like vermin ; enforce cleanliness 
in mode of life ; break up opium dens and 
gambling hells ; restrict the number of in­
habitants in any given block in the city ; 
enforce upon this people, so far as may be 
possible, by every legitimate method that 
can be devised, a cost of living that shall 
spproach as nearly as possible that of the 
ordinary white laborer ; take away from 
the Chinaman by such methods as these 
the largest possible part of the profit of his 
earnings ss they accrue now from his 
present mode of life, an.: thus exhaust 
every t (Tort to bring him to the level of 
the, at present, fearfully handicapped 
American laborer, and California, ot San 
Francisco, at ieaet—will soon cease to be 
attractive as a place of abode, and a less 
profitable field of labor for the Chinaman 
than it ie at present. Scatter them by such. 
a policy as this to othei States, and let 
other states take home to themeelves the 
full measure of the extent of the curse of 
Chinese immigration when they shall have 
felt the evil as we feel It here."

Rather than submit to such regulations 
the Chinese would leave the city, as leave 
they must, we believe, eventually. They 
have friends and even advocates amongst 
the selfish and hud-hearted money-get­
ters and money-grabbers to be found in 
Sin Francisco as elsewhere, who profit by 
their presence to refuse just pay to the 
white laborer, and to extort from those 
wretched barbariane exorbitant rents for 
the dene they occupy. Our hearty sym­
pathy is with the white population of the 
Pscific in their struggle for self-protection. 
The first duty of a nation to itself is self, 
preservation. The fulfilment of this duty 
cannot be attained by either Canada or 
the United States till the Chinese curse is 
effaced. We have room in America for 
til men save such as those who pollute 
the sacred soil of our continent by crimes 
aud profanations that cry to heaven for 
vengeance.

It Is a reflection, singularly pathetic

This 
state of things is the result of thoughtless­
ness, not of lack of Faith. The woman 
who kneels devoutly at Mass does not 
notice that the celebrant is obliged to wear 
vestments not appropriate to the glori­
ous occasion. Or if she does notice it, 
she forgets it. She has not been in the 
habit of attending to such matters, and so 
the altar is dishonored by tasteless, faded 
flowers, and the priest pins his shreds and 
patches together and does as well as he 
can, when a little thought and a little 
effort would make the adornments of the 
altar and the vestments of the priest in 
keeping with the most stupendous and 
solemn Act of Live and Faith.

In the past, Catholic women were not 
so forgetful. The deaconesses spoken of in 
the New Testament, the pious women of 
whom we find mention in the chrcnicies of 
the Middle Ages, loved the glory of their 
Redeemer's house, and ministered to it. 
To day the decoration of the house of 
God, in some particulars, in| which men 
have neither the necessary taste or the 
skill, is too much neglected by women. 
The housekeeper who will be deeply mor­
tified by the discovery of the smallest spot 
on her carpets, will pass in and out of 
church, perhaps every morning, without 
seeing the Uy-blown lilies, the absurd 
roses, the impossible foliage with which 
the altar is “decorated,” or the threadbare 
state of the priest's vestments.

It ought to be considered a matter of 
duty for the women of a Catholic congre­
gation to make sure that not even the 
minutest needful thing is missing in the 
daily service of God.

King's County.
How merciful a magnate the Earl of 

Bosse is to hie poor tenants may be gath­
ered from the fact that he appealed 
against the judicial rents fixed in thirteen 
eases on his estate near Shannon Harbor, 
King’s County. The holdings are all 
small, the land is poor, and a good deal of 
it is subject to flooding by the Shannon. 
The real rente amounted in all to ,£285 ; 
the judicial rents to £249 ; yet to get 
some reduction in the paltry difference of 
this £36 this Peer, with a rent-roll of 
£15,000 a year, drags the poor tenants 
before the Chief Commissioners, and ex­
amines a famous landlord valuer, Mr. W. 
H. Gray, who is able to push the united 
rents up no higher than £263. In other 
Words, if the rents were screwed up to 
Mr. Gray’s standard, tie Esrl of Boise 
wonld gain exactly the sum of £14 a year, 
which, to a person in his station, ought 
absolutely to be beneath notice. Never­
theless, in the hope of gaining that paltry 
amount he put the tenants to the expense 
of defending themselvee in the Land Com­
mission Court ! Instead of sweeping tho 
■kiee with his celebrated telescope it would

But for the 
mass of Irish landlords there is no chance 
of conversion from their old ways ; conse­
quently nothing ie left but the utter abo­
lition of landlordism for the settlement of 
the Irish land question.

aicilAn exciting scene took place, on August 

2nd, at the eviction of a tenant holding a 
farm at Ballinadee, near Bandon, under 
the Court of Chancery. The Iteceiver of 
the Court, Mr. 8. N. Hutchinson, of Ard- 
nagoshel, proceeded to the place, with only 
a couple of bailiffs, and a small escort of 
police, as there was no expectation that 
resistance would be offered. A very largo 
crowd was gathered by the sounding of 
horns and the ringing of the chapel bell, 
and it was found that inside the house 
things were so managed as to render the 
taking of complete possession extremely 
-difficult, if not impossible. The crowd, at 
times, showed a strong inclination to pro­
ceed to active hostilities, but this was 
avoided. It was only after a force of 
additional police had been procured ffcw 
Bandon that the eviction was carried out, 
and possession taken by Mr. Hutchinson.

Cork is a city of 85,904 Catholics to 
14,608 Protestants, and we should like t,o 
know how it could be arranged that, with 
only six challenges a side, the city special 
jury, in the case of Harrington vs. Carr, 
contained nine Protestant Tories. For a 
Nationalist M. P, to seek for justice 
against a County Inspector of the B. 1. C., 
before a jury so constituted, was simply 
an idle task. The city sheriff is a corpor­
ate officer, and though, of course, he is 
himself in no way responsible for details 
of this kind, it would be interesting to 
know who is. The composition of tho 
panel may, of course, have been the result 
of mere hazard, hut It would, at any rate, 
be satisfactory, if this were established 
after due inquiry, and all grounds of 
suspicion cleared away.

Tourists In Ireland.

One result of Earl Carnarvon’s peace­
ful progress through Ireland bas been 
an enormous influx of British tourists. 
No less than 1,500 sightseers from Eng­
land, Scotland, and Wales landed here 
yesterday. The prevalence of cholera 
on the continent has doubtlessly con­
tributed to this result, but the discovery 
that the “Wild Irishman” is by no means 
so wild as he has been described has 
been tbs chief factor in determining 
tourists in favor of the romantic scenery 
and superb salmon fishing of the Irish 
lakes and streams.

Repeal of the Union,
Mr. Parnell’s declaration in favour of 

the repeal of the union is creating a 
great deal of interest in political circles, 
ft is admitted on all hands that Mr. 
Parnell is far too ciutious in his dealing 
with public questions to have taken this 
very decided step without due consider­
ation. While there is a large party iu 
this country quite prepared to concede 
to Ireland home rule, the public son Li­
ment is unanimously against granting 
separation ; and then, it is asked, what is 
Mr. Parnell’s object in running counter 
to this strong leeiing? The object, 
though not on the surface, is still appar. 
ent. The Whigs and Tories have both 
shown symptoms of alarm at the demo­
cratic tendencies of their respective 
parties. The followers of 1-ord Har- 
tington on the one ride are not 

disgusted with the Radical 
tendencies of Mr. Chamberlain than are 
Lord Iddesleigh and his adherents of 
the old school outraged by the vagaries 
of the Conservative Democrats led by 
Lord Randolph Churchill and the young 
bloods of the party. Mr. Parnell’s ob­
ject is to bring about, if possible, an 
alliance between the Whigs and To.ics, 
which will force into coalescence the 
Radicals and Democrats, and give to the 
next House pretty equally balanced 
parties. The closer the strength of the 
contending sides, the better for the Irish 
Nationalists, for with their compact 
body of seventy or eighty adherents, 
they will be virtually lords ol the situa­
tion, and instead of suing for consider- 
ntiou they can dictate terms, offering 
their support to the side which will 
grant the more favourable terms to Ire­
land. For either Mr. Gladstone or the 
Mntquie of Salisbury to be returned by 
a large majority would be fatal to Mr. 
Parnell's aspirations, and hence his bold 
move to bring about an equalization of 
parti, » iu the new Parliament.

The French Elections.
The October elections, which are to 

choose a new Chamber of Deputies, 
promise to be very close, but the pros­
pects ol the Republicans now seem to be 
brighter than those of the combination 
forming the Opposition. In regard to 
one exciting question, it is now safe to 
forecast the result.
