all postal espionage is deprecated and for-
bidden. He is supposed to by a stauch loy-
alist among his own friends,—invariably of-
fers up prayer in the pulpit for the Queen

to pray for the blessing of Heaven upon all
British institutions, domestic and colonial ;
and yet in the face of all this, the Postal
authorities will not forward his letters by
the proper Mail. Your Correspondent is
almost proverbial for punctuality,—sacredly
observes the day of the Halifax despatch,—
commits his letter {0 no stranger, but with
his own hand drops it into the box,—and
then, on the receipt of the successive num-
bers of the “ Provincial Wesleyan,” is cha-
grined to open upon an editorial note, ex-
pressive of wonder that the mail has brought
no letter from England. At the last Con-
ference a letter was enclosed in the very
bag in which were contained copies of the
“ Watchman ” for Nova Scotia, and yet that
same “ Watchman ” was quoted in the
“ Provincial Wesleyan” which rantained
an editorial intimation tha¥no letter had ar-

rived trom England. Let the blame fall
where it will, I think your worthy readers
will exonerate your “ own correspondent,”
who commends himsell to their sympathy
henceforth.

There mty bave been a political world
daring the last month. Events of great
national interest may have traospired, and
even thrones may have been at stake,—but
to all your correspondent has been sublime-
ly indifferent. The great fact of the moath
with him has been his obedience to the
triennial edict of the Conterence, that he
should strik& his tent, and “ move on.” —
“ Parliaments ” he has attended, but they
have been domestic. Questions of * ad-
ministration have come betore him, but they
have had reference to the most economical
modes of packing aod transit; * financial
budgets "’ have come under review, but thely
have had relation m inly to alarming “e-
ficiencies ” in the “ privy purse,” and piin-
fal disbursements of ¢ exiraordinaries;”
*“ taxes and imposts ” too have claimed some
attention, but their sphere bas been the
ardy pockets of Circuit Stewards; qaes-
tious of “ bome and foreign policy ” have
been discassed, but their main point has
been the leaving of a good impression be-
bind, and the muking of & good impression
in the new field of toil. lo fact the politi-
cal world, during the past mon:h, 1n the
view of your correspondecnt, bas been limit-
ed to the range of a personage perhaps
vever duly appreciated among men,—aun
ber one.

A few days of quiet, however, bave given
your Correspondent an opportunity of tak-
ing a *bird's-eye '’ view ot the moath, and
of course the first feature of its history pre-
sented before bim is the Treaty of China.

Itisa
sad paradox that one of England’s great-
est banes,—a system which bas tarned
many an honest lad into a pilferer,—
which has driven many & gentleman to
felony and crime,—~which has contributed
largely to the increase of lunacy and sui-
cide,—~wbhich has ruined the noblest fami-
lies and desolved the finest patrimonies,—
which has called forth the earnest ana-
thema of the orator on the platform, the
judge on the beach, and the minister in the
pulpit,—should have the notorious sanction
of one who has been chosen as the guardian
of Eogland’s honour and the adviser of her
Queen. Such men as Lord Derby incur a
dieadful responsibility when they sanction
and patronize a system whose almost inevit-
able end is crime.

He exborted, in
the most carnest manner and in his own
peculiar style, the temperance men not to
balt now when victory was at hand. The
element of concentration is wanted. There
is power enough in the Swte. Unity of
purpose is wanted, and yith it the work
could be speedily accomplished.

The
chaoge from autumn to winter reminded of the
sepulchre and tomb, We live in a busy and
exciling scene, but amid that excitement the
obsrving mind will not fail to mark friend after
friend disappear, and their places filled by
others. These thoughts were rendered more
impressive when bereavements occurred under
our own observation, Ubnassisted reason, he

st the word; whipping and slashing asand
swearing only make the matter worse. —
Afier you have soothed him awhile, and bis
excitement has cooled dowo, take bim by
the bits ; turp im each way as far as you
cen ; pull out the tongue; soothe him o
little; unrein bim; then step before the
balky horse, and let the other start first;
theu you cso take him anywhere you wish.
A balky horse is always hizh-epiried, and
starts qoick ; has his pull out before the
other sarts; by standing before him, the
other starts too. By close applicajion ol
this rule, you can make any balky borse

P If a horse has been badly spo:led, you
should bitch bim 1o the empty wagon, and
pull it around swhile oo level ground ; then
put on o lile load, snd increase it gradu-
ally. careseing s before, and in a short time
you will have a good horse that will work
without troubling you.
