ever we may talk about the indifference of the 
tnanLur in which we are dreeeed, a aura instinct 
telle us thnt it ie not matter ol indifference, nnd 
that it is meet in accordance with the dictates 
of eound judgment to comply with those rule» 
which cu«tom bee sanctioned. Now wha; is the 
dress suited to the public worship of God ?— 
“ All of you be clothed in humility,” ia a very 
good general answer ; this pointe out the gene- 
re! tone aad color of the germent of praise, 
which befits a Christian in God’s house; but 
mqre particularly, study neatness and eschew 
finery; and do this both for your own sake* 
and for the eekes of others ; for your own 
eekes,—because what you muat aim at ia to for­
get yourselves end think only of God, and how 
can you forget y ou ravive» if you have juet been 
studiously getting yourself up to be admired, 
and if year own appearance baa been haunting 
your brain all the morning before the eburck 
belle rang ? for tbe sake of other*—because if 
your appearance ie half aa striking as you think 
it, you cannot but interfere with the devotions 
of your neighbors by attracting their attention 
to you. O, how utterly pitiable and shocking 
ie any parade of finery in the preeenoe of God ! 
to thiak that that poor giddy erealere, who ia 
setting off her face and figure with riband» and 
ailke, must soon appear before God naked and 
bare 1 dwar young friends, when you «tend at 
the Icokrtig-glan, think for one moment of death 
and of judgment.

Frippery and finery are offensive at all time» 
and in all placée ; the real ornament ie the 
“ meek and quiet spirit ;” that ia cf great price 
with God aa with ourselves, that ia an ornament 
which a Christian may take with him or her out 
of thie world aad wear forevermore, thet is the 
necklace of angels, and while all other orna­
ment» are in the eyee of God tineel aod worth- 
lea», the price of that ia greater than of fine 
gold. But frippery and finery in a church are 
offensive beyond all poieibility of measure or 
description ; it is to Insult the God of the place, 
to scare away the angels, to shook the mind» pf 
the devout. Study aeatnesa sad propriety and 
•implicity, but eschew extravagance and finery ; 
imagine the bleaifcd Virgin preparing herself to 
go to the marriage at Gaea ia Galilee; dress 
yourself ae you would done if you too had been 
Invited to that marriage to meet the Lord.

One great disadvantage of extremely «mart 
dreaa being worn upon » Sunday, ia that per­
sons eo dreseed will generally be afraid of in­
juring their elothea by kneeling. George Her­
bert aaye that “ kneeling ne'er epoil’d stock­
ings,” but I em qoite sure that many person» 
are in great fear lest kneeling should spoil 
dresses. Now kneeling in, as I have before en­
deavored to mike ee clear an possible, a neces­
sary part of worship, and therefore, if a smart 
dress prevent kneeling, it may be very good for 
some purpose», but clearly ii not suitable for a 
church.

Of course in all things of this kind there in a 
fitness and propriety which may be discovered 
by Christians, if they will endeavor to do ao in 
the fear of Ood. That which may be quite 
appropriate for one person, may be quite in­
appropriate in another; tbe unchristian thing 
ia to ape a degree of splendor which we cannot 
support, aa when a maid-aervant dresses herself 
to look like a duchess. Independently of all 
coneideration of going to church, this overdress­
ing ie wrong ; it involve» a degree of eatravi- 
gance which ought not to be indulged, and ie 
frequently supported at the expense of more 
pious purposes,—ae, for instance, when a young 
person «pende in finery what might be given 
for the comfort of an aged parent ; it involves, 
too, the thoroughly wrong principle of dressing 
for dressing’s sake, making dreae an end not a 
means, putting the “ lust of the eye” and the 
«• pride of life" in the place of that decent cover­
ing of our nakedness which wae rendered ne­
cessary by the introduction of sin into the 
world ; but these ere points upon which much 
might be said,if it were my purpose to seyit; but 
I am chiefly engaged with dreee, aa it stands in 
relation to public worship, and in euch rela­
tion more than in any other it ie necessary to 
study that fitness end propriety of which I 
•peak, because tbe church is the preeenoe-cham- 
ber of the Great King. 1 

If any one should think that it ia below the 
dignity of a guide to the partoh church to give 
directions concerning drees, he may remember 
thet St Paul would hare been of â different 
opinion, as he may see clearly from I Cor. xi. 
And on the general question of the kind of 
dreee suitable for Christian women, he may eon. 
suit 1 Peter lii. 3, i.—Dean Goodwin.

Dress in God’s House-
One of the great evils of tbe day to an exces­

sive indulgence in finery of dreee. Every eg* 
has its peculiar evile, and thie to one of those 
which belong to ouF own. I do not suppose 
that there to any change In teat* In such 
matters ; the prophet leatah ehowe ue, 
by a catalogue of female finery in tbe third 
chapter of hie prophecy, that the daughters of 
Zion, in hie day, had left very little for subse­
quent agee to add to the art of tricking out .the 
body, “ walking with atretched-forth necke and 
wanton eyea, walking and mineing aa they go." 
But the peculiarity of our times to, that people 
not only heve the love of finery, a» people al­
ways had, but they can very eeeily indulge it, 
much more easily than in any former age ; 
finery it to be ha* for almost nothing, and a 
servant girl with moderate wages can make 
more show and parade than persona ia affluent 
circumstances could two centurie» ego. And 
thie temptation of a cheap age telle upon the 
nation exceedingly, especially upon the female 
pert of it ; eo this book could make no preten­
sion to be a complet* guida to the service of 
God’e house, if it did not contain a few words 
upon the kind of dreee in whieh Christians 
should appear.

The Church and the Children.
Rev. Db. SuxxEia, in a totter to the South 

ern Christian Advocate, say»:
1 have long been of the opinion that there 

can be no deep, wide-»praad, permanent revival 
ol religion among us until parents shall conse­
crate their children to God, aod initiate them 
into the visible church, by bepttom, and then 
follow up the act by aueh a course of discipline 
and instruction, es the bepttom postulate», be­
ing aided in tbe dtoeharge of their parental 
obligations by the pasters and other funelione- 
tiea of the church. Let not bepttom be, as 
Isaac Taylor eaye the Mehodtot administrator 
makes it, a mere five minutes’ operation ; but 
let it be an act of permanent interest, of life 
loag importance ; aad so let the subject be 
taught concerning it, so eoon as he shall be able 
to reeeive the leeching.

AS APPECTINO SCENE.
Concerning the public baptism of infants, hs 

•ays : , '
I do not hesitate to say that there is nothing 

more impressive, more suggestive of profound 
religious thought, and doctrinal feeling, than 
tbe publie baptism of a child. It was Coleridge 
who said, “ None of the services of |he church 
affect me eo much as this. I never could attend 
a christening without tears hunting forth at the 
light of the helplees innocent in a pious clergy­
man's arma.” We muet suppose the “pious 
clergymen” in a devout spirit, earnestly engeged 
in what he ooneidere a solemn symbolical ser­
vi ee—not a sham or a farce—offering fervent 
prayers, end enforcing eeeremental stipulation» 
—then no wonder if ah entire congregation 
should be aSeefed, even to teara. ,

Juat ae soon ae " tbe-joyful mother” can take

her infant to charcb, let her do eo, and aeal her 
rows—the father, of coure», conjoining—to 
bring up her child in ibet^ nurture aad admoni­
tion of the Lord—then 1st those voei never be 
forgotten or broken. Let the ehurcb take per­
sonal cognisance of the members thus admitted 

enter the name in tbe register—and then use 
all possible means that the neophyte may be in­
structed and confirmed in tbe faith, and have 
developed in him thet new nature which ie 
affected «lone by •' tbe renewing of the Holy 
Ghost,” wbi&h is «ymbolistd by "the washing 
of regeneration,” and which to never withheld 
when the subject—a» there to good hope that 
he will—yields to influences so kind plestio—a 
Christian nurture, eo well eadorsed by reason 
required by revelation.

FOLD THE LAMBS.
It to inconsistent, it is absurd, it is profane, 

to neglect these lambs of the fold, to pass them 
by ae it the mark of the Good Shepherd, tbs 
Great Proprietor of the flock, bed not been au­
thoritatively placed upon them. Why regieter 
the sheep and not the lambs ? Why tend tbe 
former, and not fie latter ? Do the Iambi then 
require no attention, no feeding, no discipline, 
no protection ? Aetuuuuiug folly ! Why, if 
there to one part of the fold more eecure than 
another, that surely ought to be reserved for 
tbe lembe. If there to a pasturage greener, 
fresher, more tender then other, thet surely 
should be for the lambs of tbe flock.

Uses of Adversity.
IT H. W. BEECHES.

My friends, you are )ike a ploughed field. It 
to hard to have oxen tramp you, and the plough 
rip you up ; but you muet submit to these things| 
if you are going to beer good fruit. And one or 
two ploughings are not lufficienti The operation 
must be often repeated, or else weeds will spring 
up and be as abundant e« ever. Bat if you will 
submit to ploughing, and sow, you shall nap 

These are men that have had all the fvuntaiu» 
of their feelingi broken up by afflictions. They 

moral men, but not followers of the Lord 
Jeeue Christ. They are good by reason of the 
customs of society ; but they ere in compara­
tively undeveloped natural atatea. Such men 
are often, in the course of providence, met by 
great sorrows. And when I lee a man in eor- 
sow, I feel ae though God had come to him walk­
ing on the sea. But what a pity it would have 
been if the diaciples, when they eaw Christ 
coming to them on the sea, had not known him. 
They were terribly alarmed, but for all that they 
knew who it was. It might be him, or it might 
not ; but they called out to him, and be came to 
them, and rebuked their feers, and saved them, 
and brought them to the land. And I never ace 
a man in trouble thet I do not think that Christ 
ia comiog to him walking on the wave, and wtoh 
that he might know that it waa Christ, and call 
out to him. Though it might be the voice of 
fear at first, it would aooa give place to the voice 
of love.

Tnen there are many whole misfortunes are 
the theme of their own complainte and of the 
commiseration of their neighbors. I have seen 
men that miscarried. Ail theirfears were wrong. 
They themselves were in treuble. Everything 
beat upon them. And, if they had only hnown 
it, what advantage» they bad to become good 
men. ,!
.1 I came from Pittsburgh laat week. While 
there, I was very much interested in going thro’ 
the bteel work». And I could not but think, 
•• There to the beet illuatration I have ever seen 
of the way in which God deals with men. First 
the iron ore to in tbe hill. It to not good for 
anything aa long aa it to in tbe hill Hundred» 
of men have ore enough to make valuable men, 
bat it ia undug. It ia awamp ore, or mountain 
ore, but it to not dug. Uneducated men ere like 
hill» full of ore that nobody digs. But, after the 
ore to dug and thrown out, there to more dross 
than good iron in it And ao it to put into the 
furnaee and «melted. By that process perhaps 
one-half or two-thirds ia left behind, and the 
rest to iron. It to not eo much by two-thirds ae 
you euppoeed ; but the one-third to worth twenty 
time» ae much a« the two-thirda. For that which 
to left to good iron. But there are still other 
proceaeee which it has to go through. It to next 
taken and carried in a coffin-like case, smothered 
with charcoal, sealed up, and put into great 
vaulted chambers, with a vast flame under it, 
and it lie» and simmers till the whole texture of 
the iron ie changed. It is carbonized by this 
process, and becomes steel. And when it comes 
out, it aaye, '• Do not do anything more to me ; 
you thought to make me valuable, and you ahnt 
me up, and «mothered me, end subjected me to 
a beat that I thought would consume me utterly, 
and oh how I sweet and au fie red ! ’’ Yes, but 
you are eteel now ; and it is worth all the suffer­
ing that you have gone through to be changed 
from iron to steeL But it to nut valuable enough 
yet ; and eo it is put into retort», that are like 
the pit of perdition for fury and intensity of fire, 
and there it is emelted over again. It aaya, “ I 
thought when I wae made into eteel the thing 
was done ; but instead of that I am taken and 
treated a hundred time» worse than before." 
By-and-by a man comee and lifts out the pots of 
fused steel, and it was the most beautiful thing 
that my eye ever reeled upon. After it had been 
thus purified, and the dross taken off and thrown 
away, it waa turned into a mould, and as it ran 
out it preiented the most exquisite violet and 
other huee. And then it was caat-sleeL It ia 
better then when it firit became steel, vastly 
better then when it wae iron, and unspeakably 
better then when it wae ore. But It to not done 
yet. The cait-eteel to brittle. They want to 
make it malleable. It has purity, but not malle- 
ablenees. And now they take it, after it ie cool, 
and throw it into the furninee again, out of 
whieh it come» white as driven snow. And then 
it ie taken by men, and put under trip-hammere 
weighing four, eix, ten tone, and run by steam, 
and pounded end repounded, eome of it ieto 
bare, octagonal and round, and eome of it into 
flat stripe. And now it ie tbe beet iteeL It will 
cut ordinary steel without turning it* edge, aad 
ie fit for watch-springs, and other purposes whieh 
subject it to tbe eevereet teste.

Now, I see God take men out of the hill ae 
ore, and smelt them, and bring them first into 
the form of iron, and then of steel, aod then of 
east-steel, and thee put them into another fur­
nace, and beat them on the anvil ; and finally 
he to willing to put hie stamp on'thejs. For the 
last thing that wae done with this steel waa to

take the bare, after they had been shaped, end 
itamp the name on them. They would not put 
their name on anything tbet was not just right. 
Aod when God baa put a msn through various 
trials of life, and brought him into the right 
state, be eaye, “ Now let me eeal him with a new 
name," and the name of God to stamped on his 
forehead.

If any of you are going through with this pro- 
eeaa, think what God i» doing with you, and re­
member that your losses and bereavements and 
aerrowi are eo much dross, end that your eoul to 
juat aa much mote prscious for the lose of hon­
ore and pleasures and various worldly thinge as 
steel to for the loee of its drose.

Hie vineyard to, in a general aense, the world.

Those who labor for him are ixpeeled to eater 
his church, to co operate with it in interval and 
affection, to identify themselvee with it, to seek 
its prosperity and enlargement. Wherever work 
can be done for Chrtot, there is hia vineyard.

“Go, work to-day in my vineyard.” Christ 
does not bring hie people into hia church to be 
idle—merely to enjoy themselm ; but to work. 
They have much to do in promoting their own 
spirituality and growth in grace, much to 
strengthen and encourage their brethren, and 
much to save those yet in their sins. In this 
work all may be employed. None ere eo feeble, 
eo insiguifleant, but they can find something to 
do. Look eround you. Is there no relative, 
uo friend, no companion or neighbor still out of 
Christ, over whom you have some influence, for 
whose spiritual good you can do aomething ?— 
Cen you not do something at least to aid other* 
in carrying the gospel to the ignorant and 
perishing ?

“ Go, work to-day in my vineyard.” It is 
tbe language of command, not merely of invi­
tation. You cannot innocently slight it. He 
who bought you with his blood, who sent hia 
regenerating Spirit to your heart, and made 
you an heir of heaven, bide you go. You can­
not refuse obedience. He is your Lord end 
King, and your refusal ia rebellion.

“ Go, work to day in my vineyard." Many 
propose to do something for Christ, but ever 
put it off till to-morrow. The work admits of 
no delay. You know not what shall be -on the 
morrow. Your whole circumstances may be 
changed. Y'ou may be amiten with disease, 
with paralysis, with derangement. Your means 
of usefulness may be taken away. Those whom 
you would benefit may be removed. You may 
yonraelf not be here. Begin to day ; wait not 
for great occasion» ; do what you can to-day.— 
It may eeem but little, but the field will enlarge 
ae you occupy it. “ To him that hath shall be 
given ;” the one talent shall become two, and 
the five ten. If you esnnot do anything directly 
for the salvation of a eoul, go to your ordinary 
and secular employments in obedience to Christ, 
and with a Christian spirit, and by your exam­
ple you will work for him. ^

Live and labor for Christ, and glorious will 
be your reward. Y’ou will have the eweet con­
sciousness of pleasing him and securing his ap­
probation. You may hope to see the fruits of 
your labors in soul» renewed and made heirs of 
heaven. You will be always ready to meet him 
at hie coming.—American Messenger.

Since 
I have been n missionary my duttoe have been 
eo numerous nnd too practical ever to allaw me 
to make tours in search of manners epd customs 
There are! however, many facts which, withaut 
my lookinltfor them, have etruk me as illustra­
tive of tbeVible. Tbe New Testament view of 
the practice of fasting baa always more or laie 
remained for me a difficulty until I came to the 
East ; but now I think my self a little more en­
lightened about the real nature of epoetolie fail­
ing. If a man wente to fast be doe» not require 
to shut himeelf up in a cell, as idle monk» do, 
who, by a sinful abetineooe of food giro them­
selves artificiel illnese, ruin tbe health, (the gift 
of God,) shorten their Me, and make» its miser- 
ble remains useless to mankind. I suppose St. 
Peal failed meet of hh fast» while riding from 
one village to aaother, over rocky mountains 
without inhabitants. A man who adopu each a 
life in the East will find how little bto opportu­
nities for eating and drinking coincide with any 
preconceived notions of dinner» and dinner hours, 
Thie, I suppose, ii feeling ; but euch n failing to 
not a mere lose. It does not inflict a privation 
and suffering upon a man without conferring a 
benefit upon others. While the missionary to 
pursuing hie dreary ride under the burning sun, 
and thinking what a comfort it would be if he 
could find on the roed a little tepid muddy wa­
ter to dip a mouthful of stale bread, hie heart to 
not left comfortleea as if he were undergoing a 
useless torture. In the poor village which ia the 
term of hie journey there are eoule hungry and 
thirsty, but of the bread and water of life. Whet 
a joy his arrival will cause to those good simple 
hearted friends, all of abom, from the young 
child who wae a babe, when be last came, to the 
beautiful Abraham-like old man with the ailvery 
beard, will greet him, a young man and a etran­
ger, with the eweet name of Abeene, our father.

cup of cheep materia!. All those mesne ol grace 
and many others, are for many Christians who 
HvS ia Europe tbe blessings of every Sabbath. 
For our dispersed brethren in Syria the Meetings 
of Such a day must be made to suffice ter a whole 
year. It ie in euch a gcason i>f grace that the; 
must gather the strength which will enable them 
to resist Satan, the wOfld and the flesh, until an­
other similar tea-on cornu, or if it comes not, 
until their death.

My asking for a little fouit tcandslixt-d the in­
habitant» of Mu’arra very much. “ Milk ! eggs 
boiled in batter !" said:they. "Is ther,: a man 
calling himself a Christian who would taste these 
things to-day ? Ia thii not the holy week ? No 
such articles of food are found at such a time in 
this whole village.”

While l wee eating iall tbe villagers were sur­
rounding me, and looking at me with great curi­
osity. I began by asking the bleesing, which 
«■vidri.tly diminished their prejudices against me 
by l-ading them to conclude thet, at any rate, 1 
believed in some divine power. One of them ven­
tured to asked if 1 prayed to the Virgin Mary, 
observing thet, if the answer was eatisfsetory, 1 
could hardly be such a! desperate infidel as I had 
looked at first.

My answer waa “ I pray to God alone.”
" Ie there any Christian who does not ptsy to 

thé Virgin Mary ?” wae the reply.
After a moment’s silence, 1 in my turn ventur­

ed to ask eome questions.
“ Do you read the Gospel ?*' said 1.
“ We do not know how to read, ’ answered 

they.
• Is there any Christian who does not read the 

Gospel ?" nid I.
I asked a little afterward, " Who to tbe school 

teacher of this village?"
“ We have no school",’’ said they.
“ Then who teaches your children to read ?"
“ Nobody."
“ 1» there any Christian village where there is 

<0 school, and where nobody teaches the chil­
dren to read P"

This oonVeraalion, short as it waa, had evident­
ly made a great effret.

“ We won’t go home till morning," and others 
commenced in a similar «train.

Mr. Richard Smith, one of the aldermen of 
Bridgewater, addressed the congregation, be- 
seeching them to allow the eervic# to prooeed. 
Mr. Hunt again ascended the pulpit, and deliver- 

» brief sermon from John xi. 15—" Jeeue 
eaith unto her, woman, why wee pest thou ?" He 
was listened to with great attention for aoout 
fifteen minutes, when Lia remarks became very 

! bitter. He concluded with, “ now you can all 
go. I shall not continue the service. It would 
be the worst kind of sacrilege to consecrate the 

: elements in your presence. May God forgive 
you." The latter portion of hie remark» was 
scarcely audible, owing to the uproar, aa one of 
the dogs which b^l been brought into the church 
was howling hideously. A tin kettle wee atoo 
thrown about and the screams and criea were 
ewful to listen to. The congregation dispersed 
about halt-past twelve, and the choir retired to 
the echoo’-room, being jostled and hooted aa 
they went, end one of the boy» was stripped of 
hi» robu which wen torn to bits.

Extraordinary Scene in a Church.
[From the Bristol Dsity Po»L]

On Sunday, the Rev. James Hunt, incumbent 
of the church, inviteid the cc-operaticn of the 
prior and - brethren of the Third Order of St. 
Benedict, with a view of celebrating on a grand 
scale, Easter Sundayj, During Saturday night 
the church waa entered, tbe altar * decoratloni 
and texts of scripture were torn down, the super- 
altar and altar croea broken in pieces, and the 
altar candleaticka taken away, Mr. Hunt’s vest­
ments cut into ribbons, the chest broken open 
and the wine drank, and the seats and walls be­
smeared with putrid eggs. Tbe persons con­
nected with the church Ml to work to repair the 
damage as far as they could, and when the 
church was opened on Sunday morning most of 
the traces of tbe sacrilegious act had been obli­
terated. The altar was covered with a white 
silk frontal, with red and gold trimmings, and a 
Greek cross in red lit the front ; a plain wooden 
cross, with an immortelle wreath on it, and 

sea of flowers. The credence table, contain­
ing the sacramental elements, was covered with 
a richly-trimmed white aille, covering.

The church is constructed to hold rather more 
than 300 person»1; but long before the service 
was oommeSMd, nearly twice that numler were 
crammed into the building, tbe aisle and every 
seat being uncomfortably crowded. Shortly be­
fore the commencement of the eervice the Rev. 
J. Hunt and the Benedictines retired to the 
school-room, a few hundred yards from the 
Church to robe. During the delay which eneued, 
the excitement of the crowded congregation be­
gan to display itself, and by the time the prooee- 
sion appeared tbe hubbub had become extraor­
dinary. The proceesion consisted of an acolyte, 
wearing caaaock, surplice, and blue tippet, bear­
ing aloft the professional cross ; followed by ano­
ther acolyte, with a red cetaock, carrying a ban 
net representing the virgin and child ; the priest, 
the Rev. J. Hunt, with âlb, chasuble, and mani­
ple, all of white «ilk, with red add gold em­
broidery, with a biretta on hia head ; he was 
proceeded by two Hivers, wearing bluo vest­
ments. Then came two boys with black cassock 
and lawn cottos, one carrying a censer, the other 
an incense boat. These were followed by m 
acolyte, with black cassock and surplice, carry­
ing a banner rapraseating the Guerdien Angel. 
Other aeolytee followed, with banners, represent­
ing the Virgin (retoed on cloth of silver), tbe 
Saviour, and St. Augustine. Members of the 
choir walked between the banners in groups of 
twa and three. Prior Cyprian, who acted ae 
maater of the ceremonies, wore over bto castock 
a cotta trimmed with lice and tippet 

Ae eoon a» the procession entered the church 
the Benedictines commenced singing the proces­
sional hymn, " Jasus Chrtot to risen to-day." 
Their appearance was greeted with outbursts of 
the most discordent noises, which at times com­
pletely drowned all sounds of music and singing. 
Notwithstanding this, however, they made their 
way to the altar, and took up their position in 
the stalls. No sooner had they done so than a 
scene of indescribable confusion eommenced. As 
the lad waved the censor and the incenie was 
Min ascending, the men lit their pipes, and the 
fumes of tobaeoo mixed with the sweet-smelling 
eavour. The Rev. J. Hunt then attempted to 
restore order, but hi» voice w'aa completely over­
powered by shouts of “ Shut up.” *t Bristol 
cobblers,” cat cries, whistling, stamping, “ Turn 
him out,” “ Sit down,” “ Order,” and the bark­
ing of two or throe dogi which had been brought 
into the «acred edifice.. He then aaeended the 
pulpit and enured those present that nothing 
would be done that waa not in the most etrict 
accordance with the regulation! of the Eatablieh- 
ed Church of England and the Holy Scripture». 
When he returned to tbe altar the uproar again 
beoeme very great ; persona «landing upon the 
mete, aod whistling, stamping, singing, hoot­
ing, hissing, &o. Ae he found thst it would be 
impossible to proceed with the eervioe, Mr. Hunt 
danired all tbe people to leave the church. This 
increased tbe exoitement, and a moat uproarious 
wane eneued. One fellow commenced singing

Germany, or Russia, which dislike them 
both, hare a constant desire to alienate them 
from each other, and dread nothing so much as 
a good understanding between them. French 
infidelity lost its power because it got so little 
sympathy from England; German rationalism 
which spread so rapidly for a time, is now rapid­
ly declining because the Christian churches of 
Britain and the States condemn its teachings. 
They alone have been successful in colonizing 
desert lands, or civilizing barbarous tribes.

They are two great missionary nations, whose 
churches have missionaries in every part of the 
habitable globe, who have translated the Bible 
into all the languages of the earth, and who are 
now possessed with a passion lor the world's evan­
gelization. They are preparing the nations for 
intellectual and political liberty, by seeking first 
to save them from the bondage of superstition.ig­
norance and sin. Shall they weaken each other’s 
hands and destroy esch other’s influence ? Shall 
they indulge childish irritableness ar.d resent­
ment, on account of little provocations that may 
have arisen frsm ignorance of facts or error of

Considering the prejudices and passions 
that are called into action at such times, in large 
classes of any nation, it is marvellous that the 
wisdom and good faith of the great body of the 
two peoples, and of the two governments, have 
been enabled to avoid more serious difficulties. 
We regard it as entirely providential, and our 
trust is that Providence will still preserve peace 
and soon restore friendship.

When Henry Ward Beecher was in England 
he said to the British public—“ The reason why 
we are so easily offended is because we love you 
so much." So far as this is true, it is the more 
necessary t<L avoid mutual provocations and re­
criminations. There may be temporary estrange­
ment, but there is in the heart of each dation a 
deep feeling of sympathy and relationship, which 
ought to become a noble and influential element 
of national character, and an influential princi­
pal of national policy.

Hie Flags of the Two Nations-
The venerable Dr. Elliott, of the Methodist 

Epiacopal Church of the United Statee, when 
visiting the Canadian Wesleyan Conference in 
Jute last, received a promiae of a gift of a Bri­
tish Flag, which promise has been fulfilled.— 
The Dr. is an Irish gentleman, retaining deeply- 
•eated regard for the Britieh nation, though 
intensely loyal to his adopted country. A late 
number of the Christian Guardian contained 
letter from him, acknowledging the gift in ap­
propriate terms, expressing his spprecistion of 
the spirit in which it was given, and hie pur- 
poee to place the flegs of the two countries, side 
by side in hie library, and to display them toge­
ther it the annual Convocation of hie College. 
The Guardian in a well written article upon the 
matter, presents in forcible terme the reasons 
for a closer union end a better underetending be­
tween Great Britain and the United Statee.— 
The following extract ia worthy of peruial

The two flags in Iowa University, at Mount 
Pleasant, symbolize the sentiment of interna- 
lional friendship and sympathy. The language 
they dictate to all of ua ia—“ Loyalty to our 
own country does not imply antipathy to others 
we do not love others the lesa because we love 
our own more.’’ The loyelty that feeds itself 
upon jealousy and dislike of other nations ia a 
mean and despicable principle, and directly op­
posed to the welfere of iaankind. It has noth­
ing in it noble ot pure. But international 
jeaiouiv and hatred between Britain and the 
Statee ia unnatural Why should not aueh a 
daughter be proud of auch a mother, and euch a 
mother of euch a daughter? If ties of kindred 
must, after all, hare their influence, if “ blood ia 
thicker than water,” are not these two nations 
blood relation» ? Ate not tbeae kindred nation» 
•imilar in character, and well qualified to feel 
towards tech other the moet varied and exten­
sive sympathies? The same ia language and 
religion, adopting the ume principle» of phil­
osophy and liberty, poneasing similar laws, cus­
toms, and institutions, what a vast privilege ü 
it for them to maintain and enjoy free end cor­
dial intercourse with each other, and what a dis­
heartening folly would it be for them to allow 
any temporary misunderstanding to alienate 
them from each other 1 It is the solemn duty 
of the cburchts and religious newspaper! of both 
nations, a duty dictated by the very spirit of 
that Protestant Christianity which ia common to 
both, ard arising from the responsibility that 
Cbrietianity places upon them, to charge them- 
•elves with the preservation and increase, ot the
restoration, ofiuternational harmony, sympathy

Holiness
No question concerning the distinctive eba- 

racterietici of Methodism has excited so mueh 
comment by those not of our communion, and 
provoked ao much controversy among ourselves 
as the doctrine of holiness. We believe it is 
admitted, on all hands, that the Bible commanda 
and promises holiness. To quote all the pas­
sages that teach the doctrine positively and by 
fair inference, would be to transfer n large por­
tion ol the Holy Scriptures to our columns. In 
every variety of phrase, and m many figures of 
speech, as well aa in plain and positive injunc­
tions the doctrine is taught. It flames on almoat 
every page of the Scriptures and we can no more 
disbelieve the doctrine than we can that of the 
existence of God.

Nor doee eny Christian disbelieve it. The 
dispute ia not about the doctrine, but its modes 
— the fact among men on earth. If we say men 
ere to be holy in the future world no one will 
dispute. If we say men are to be “ blameless 
and harmless ” here, we are opposed.

The power of grace in the future is not limited, 
it is only heie that ita conditions require eiu. 
None will expect us to discuss elaboretely what 
haa been so often eet before the people in excel­
lent bocke, and we therefore shall simply point 
out the wey, aa we understand it

1. Conversion ie a sanctification.
It ia not maturity in holiness, for that would 

make e babe e man, e flower the fruit The law 
of growth applies to nil phases and attribute» cf 
Cbriitian life, »i it does to everything else. 
When a man gives hie heart to Jesus Christ, and 
believes in his power to eave, he ie aeve I. His 
faith in Christ, hii confession of Christ bring» e 

end istisfeotory salvation and if he were 
ally to die he would realize ita full fruition. 

If a Sbtigver live in thia world after conversion, 
he will find'hsmeelf suddenly a belligerent in a 
cruel war. Inatfed^ the strength of a babe, 
he need» thet of e gikut- He needs not only 
David’s innocence but his weapofi end hie skill 
in order to aley Goliath.

We do not think thet a man need» to much 
cleansing,»» power immediately after conversion. 
He needs what ebebe need», growth and strength. 
Growth without strength would gire imbecility, 
but both together make e perfect man. '

The work of Jeeue Christ in the soul of e be­
liever ia perfect et the time. He he» what he 
neede then, and there. To-morrow he muet 
have food end strength additional If a man be 
justified by faith, he will have peace with God, 
end the witness of the Spirit, but he can have 
more faith, patience and charity. He can be­
hold the cluster of gracea, like grapes, ripen.

Meet believer», instead ol a joyoua progrès» 
in Christian culture fall back from their first, 
beat position, and in a month after conversion 
are not aa strong ae they were the day after, 
•imply because they think they hive enough 
salvation for all emergencies.

Mr. Wesley and John Fletcher both taught 
thet juetifioation wee e sanctification, that when 
Jesus pardoned the soul he unctifitd it, but not 
wholly. He waekes, cleanses, purifies, but does 
not give perfect strength. Esch grace ie a germ 
in the soul ; to make faith, thejull assurance of 
faith, and lore, perfect love, requires growth and 
maturity. What then doei the soul of the yoong 
convert feel that it need» ? We answer power.

If the aoul recently pardoned has sinned again 
that ie another question, then it need» renewed 
pardon, but if it begins from the justified state 
to seek God, to “ pant after him as the hart 
panteth for the water brooks ” we affirm that the 
burden of iu prayer will be for strength to do 
and to endure. i

Nothing but rapidly increasing spiritual 
strength can save the believer from yielding to 
temptation ; moat do yield again and again, and 
when they begin to recover and pray for victory 
they must ask for pardon as well aa power.

2 Justif cation is the right point for the soul 
to occupy when it seels to be wholly sanctified.

Why seek for higher grace when you have not 
the lower ? Why expect the oak, before the 
atom has germinated ? To seek for full re­
demption, for perfect love, when we are yet sold 
under sin ia to reverse God’a order : first the 
seed, then the blade, then the full grown ear. 
Shall a man begin to study geometry before he 
has mastered the rudiment» of arithmetic ?

A man must be on the rock, before he can be 
delivered from the mire and clay.

Well if b man has thet whet more does he want ? 
Aik the raw recruit in the patriot army what 
more be needs than the burning love of country 
and of right ? He teUe you he never handled
a gun, be never taw a line of battle, he doee not 
uadentznd the manual of arma, nor the drill, 
nor the bugle acund. He has the heart of a 
veteran, but lack» skill, strength, and experience. 
He expects to make himself a capital soldier, 
but now he must be at the work.

An old friend once was earnestly groaning for 
full redemption. He loved and rerred God, but 
faltered end hesitated, rejoiced and wae in sor­
row. Going from a pre) cr-meeting he esid :
“ I iove God, I know he levee me, but oh, how 
weak I am. I need strength and must have it.
I hate tin, but it causes me to fear.” He turned 
•side in a fence corner and prayed for power, 
and God gave .it. It wae » divine and gracious 
energy which took away fear, and made him 
strong in Christ. If, then, one of us should 
feel the need of perfect love let us go with a 
cheerful, childlike fsith end ask Jesus for victory. 
“And this is the victory that overcometh the 
world, even our faith.” The faith that justifies 
precedes the faith which overcomes the world, 
though both are really only one. The first faith 
is the bud, the latter the mature fruit.

The amount cf strength we have, depends on 
bur faith, and that etrength may be made per­
fect in weakness. “ All things are possible with 
God,” and faith

Have you faith even as a grain of mustard seed, 
then yon sycamine tree may be plucked up by 
the roots, and the mountains mo ted.

Revivals of Religion.
BY' REV. H. W. BEECHER.

If I were asked to give the clearest illustra- 
tration possible of'the difference between doc­
trine and experience^ I would point to the doc­
trine of the soul’s dependence on Christ, and to 
the experience of tills hymn (Rock of Ages) 
of Toplady’e which we hare just sung. It ia 
hymn that breathes, I would almost say, the 
Christianest ot experiences. It expresses jointly 
(he feeling of longing, the sense of personal help, 
lessness, and the sense of the divine sufficiency_ 
to a degree that I hardly know to be equalled in 
any hymn. Toplady was one of the stemeit 
Calvinists, and one of the stoutest controversia­
lists. He and Wesley filled England with con­
troversy on the Arminien question. And it is 
remarkable how two men, that couhl not preach 
together or lire together in England, can be shut 
up in a hymn book without any trouble. Their 
hymns never quarrel. In going from the books 
of one of them to the other, you are impressed 
with their strong opposition to each other ; but 
you may sing Charles Wesley’s hymns, and John 
Wesley's hymns, and Toplady’s hymns, up, and 
down, and across, and there is no jar between 
them—not so much as a railroad train has when 
it is switched from one track to another that is 
parallel with it.

In the first place, the views of these men were 
doctrinal. That is to say, the forpis of truth that 
they attempted to expound were intellectually 
conceived and stated. And they were oppug 
nant. But when they abandoned the realm of 
mere thought, and lifted themselves up into the 
the sphere of true Christian feeling, they did not 
differ. The Arminian was is Calvinistic as the 
Calvinist, and the Calvinist was as Arminian as 
UiC Arminian. There was no difference between 
them when both of them were really inflamed 
by a common love of Christ, and by a common 
sense of their dependence upon him.

I know not bow it is with you, but with me, 
as 1 grow older, there ie an increasing love for 
these pleading hymns ; these hymns that seem, in 
the language of another hymn, to throw their 
arms about the neck of Christ and plead. And 
this hymn, and the one that is set to the tune of 
“ Williams," in our Collection, commencing,

“ When I stitrey the wondrous cress.’’ 
becomes sweeter and sweeter to me ns a I grow 
older. In other words, I hare more and more 
a sense of the soul’s need of God ; and somehow 
the old-fashioned hymns, that, as it were, plead 
on their knees, meet my wants better than the 
newer hymns. Those are beautiful and useful ; 
but I find myself guided back to the more child­
like and utter abandonment of the soul before 
God. And it seems to me there is no person that 
has been a Christian who has not first or 1*S( 
walked in the footsteps of these hymns ot pros­
tration, and yearning and pleading^ The ex- 
experience may not come in a concentrated form!

may not come so that one can take it out, and 
look at it intellectually, and pronounce it to be 
jnst this or that But humiliation before God, 
in view of one's sins, and of one’s consciousness 
of the sufficiency of Christ, and aa irresistible 
yearning for Christ’s help, love and forgiveness 
—these have been, in a greater or less degree, 
the experience of every man that has the right 
to call himself a Christian. Some come to it in 
one way, and some in another. It is modified 
very much in men of different dispositions by the 
education which they have received. Education 
goes far in such matters. But after all, the ele­
ment is there.

Man is inferior. He is not only weak but he 
is guilty. His own conscience condemns him ; 
and God is greater than his conscience. And ha 
has need of help in the Mediator? in the Inter­
cessor, in Christ Jesus. And a sense hf this need,
I suppose to be an inseparable part of every true 
Christian experience. A great many persons, 
however, undoubtedly, take the initial steps of 
a Christian life, and live more or less Christiaaly 
for years before they are shut up unto doubts 
and are beset with temptations to unbelief ; and 
some come in one way, and some in another, to 
the fullness of a Christian life. Just as vessels 
sailing for New York from the east, the south­
west, the south, and all points of the jeompass 
converge and all make the same port, so chrie' 
tians with widely different experiences all tend 
to the same spiritual condition.

Now there are times in which the bent ot the 
mind in the direction of a sense of helplessness 
and of want takes on the social form, and lead, 
to the organization of societies, or churches, or 
congregations in the community. And seme, 
times the whole community are by a conjunction 
of circumstances, empowered by the Divine Spi­
rit, and led to feel their need. And that is the 
beginning of what we call the coming in of a 
general religious movement

I think you will find, ordinarily that, where 
the circumstances in which men live are such as 
to puff them up, and make them feel their own 
etrength and sufficiency, revivals of religion 
scarcely ever take place. But where men are 
in circumstances in which the conscience is ed­
ucated, in which everybody is led to feel how 
trail earthly etrength is, in which sickness, or 
trouble, or difficulties of some sort, strike the 
community at large, you will find the thoughts 
ot men beginning 6 turn away from the world 
as a sufficient stay and comfort to the soul

It la like wafer to a thirsty so’1’ 
that we can again come otatoi •* mw 
excitements, and, wititie these sacred in closer**, 
bear, •» of old, and even more abundantly, 
some rsjeieeg In the hope of arfvausn, sad 
others ioq*iBg, * Whet shall I do la be »***& .1 
The anticipation is almost a fruition.’

Q. How far can we go in doing anything to­

ward the bringing of a retirai of religion into 
our midat? bhw far ought we to go, generally Î 
snd just nowvhow far ought we to go ?

The difficulty with persons on this subject has
been misapprehension .arising, perhaps,from ear­
lier teaching. It WM formerly supposed, and I 
think honestly,by the best men,that there were^s 
you might say, three mode» of the activity of the 
Spirit of God. One was a general and diffuaed 
action. Another was a special action. A third 
wae the outpouring of the Spirit in revivals of 
religion. It wss thought that the work of God's 
Spirit was purely divine. Men were shocked 
when they saw behind i a certain sort of machi­
nery from which it seexed to proceed. So that 
it came to be the theory and faith of the church 
that revival* of religion were the recuit cf the 
direct influence upon the minds of men of the 
Divine Spirit. But, « intelligence baa in- 
creued among Christians, men have come more 
and more toward a better grouod—namely, that, 
while a revival is the work of the Spirit of God, 
it ia not in any sense exclueively the work of 
God’s Spirit. That is to eay, the laws of the 
humen mind are as much observed and obeyed 
in revivals as out of them i and the work of the 
Spirit of God in ravirais i* according to the 
law of the work of the Spirit of God out of re­
vival».

Now, no one supposes thut there is any get­
ting up of education by machinery when a pa­
rent educates his child, so thet whan he ie old 
he shall not depart from early instructions. 
And yet, you might say to parenta, “ You have 
been getting up your child’s virtue; you have 
been arranging it." Certainly they have, if they 
are wi«e or ditcreeL In other words, they have 
hr en doing iheir part of the work. Versons 
say, “ You have been getting up s revival of re­
ligion.” So I have been getting up u revival of 
religion, just es I get up a harvest God bolds 
his great elements to tbeb work, and in faith of 
ihe working of those element* I do my part of 
the work.

Now, what ia a revival of religion ? It ia 
state of the commenity in which the whole or a 
large part of ita members are brought into 
common religious feeling. It differs from indi­
vidual awekeaiogl and conversions in thia: that 
it take» the form of social contagion. There 
are time» in wkich the community are suscep­
tible of feeling together in religion. We 
the same thing with regard to pleasure. There 
are period* in which tha spirit of gayety ia elec­
trical. , It ia ao in business. There are timei 
when it seems u though the whole mind of the 
community was absorbed in business. The 
same ia true of politics. And, blessed be God, it 
is so in religious matters. There are times when 
the hearts and minds of the community seem 
to beer eff in moral direction!.

Nuw, thorn times in which there ie a euceep 
tibiliiy to a common religious feeling are] the 
times when God ia pleased to make our influence 
more direct and powerful upon the heart» and 
live» of men. And what may we do to promote 
thfe susceptibility. Anything that tend* to draw 
away the minds of the community from an airer- 
wtoning worldliness. Anything that tends to 
produce a common tender moral feeling is a le­
gitimate préparation for a revival of religion. 
Anything that tends to bring the great spiritual 
truths of out being steadily before the attention 
and conscience of the mas* of the community 
ia a legitimate preparation for a revival of re­
ligion. Anything that tendi to quicken, and 
purify, snd deepen, and strengthen the tone of 
tie moral feeling in the community ie a legiti­
mate preparation for a revival of religion.

Well, to to deuils, little prayer-meetings, aad 
universal meetings, ore matters of expediency. 
Where tife result show» that they are needed, 
they are justified. Doubtless in the hand» of 
unskillful persons, things may be done that are 
uwwiae. ■ But I think the prejudice against labor- 
jihg for revivals of religion arise» from a miaap- 
prehension of the oonditiom of religious influ­
ence in th$c world. And it ia right for you to 
get up theeoaditione out of which flow education, 
refinement, or eeeompiiihmenti of any sort, 
then it ie right for you to get up the condition» 
out of which flow reformstion of morel», sound 
religious instruction, and deep religious feeling.

But it is not attempted to take the work out 
of the hand» of God. The command is, ” Work 
out your own salvation withlear and trembling; 
for"—and that ia the ground and reason why 
you should do it—“ it is God that worketh in 
you." Hence you «hall not work in vain. Other­
wise you would.

Now, the question arises, Is there such e state 
iu the oommunity now ? There ere always some, 
here end there, ie well inetructed circles, who 
are «king to be shown the wey to Jeeue ; hut 
whet ere the symptoms in raspeet to the whole 
community P Well, it ia very difficult for me to 
sey. 1 have been of the opinion, for a long 
time, that the very great trials through which 
we here passed to e people would have the effect 
to give the conscience of thia nation a turn up­
ward, end that we had reeson to expect thet 
from this higher tone of the morel aenae there 
would be a quickened feeling of religion. On 
the other bund, however, there ie a spirit of 
worldlineis. The fever of speculation, the hope 
of quick end large gaine, ia widely diffused, it is 
very strong, end it ie edveree to eny deep end 
breed religious mevemenL Nevertheless, I learn 
with greet delight thet there are meny signs of 
the presence of God among hisfehurchei. Not 
tbet I hear of great revivals ; but there are ti­
dings from various quarters of religious awaken­
ing.

A Methodist brother of a neighboring church, 
who called on me a few nights ego, told me thet 
in the ministère' meetings which he attended 
they bed almost coned to diacuaa speculative 
questions ; that personal experience and indi­
vidual piety had absorbed every other topic; 
that these meetings were so interesting thet the 
pastors from the Villages round about were com­
ing into the city oq Mondays to kindle their 
torch et this new light end flame ; end thet 
there existed in the churches of the vicinity 
strong indications of en approaching general re­
vival of religion. A brother stated at one of 
these meetings that he had trsVqled through the 
West, and that he had found eve^gbere in that 
region much the «âme etate ef I

that fixed their choice." Many speak with feel 
ings of-joyfulness, of being hr: tight to God in 
the revival, with which the Circuit was visited 
during the incumbency of Rev. E. Brcttle, 
some seven years ago. Others speak ot Re*. 
J.S. Addy, as being their spiritual father, and 
tell of being plucked as brands out of the fire, 
—about eleven years ago. Again, a goodly 
number-who have stood the biunt of many, a 
battle, and had the genuineness of their religion 
tested by many a temptation—speak of having 
obtained mercy during the time that Rev. Dr. 
Knight-of blessed memory—laboured in this 
field of toil, more than thirty years ago. And 
I have heard a few speak, who place the date 
ot their conversion to God still further back. 
Some commenced their journey toward the 
“ better land " when Rev. Mr. Walsh— now in 
heaven—was acting as standard-bearer on the 
îjorth Shore. Some while (he Hicksons preach­
ed, received the word into their hearts, and 
have brought forth fruit to the glory of God.

Among those who obtained mercy during the 
gracious visitations above referred to, there are 
many who wa'k worthy.of their high calling, a 
few who eqjoy “ perfect love,” and properly es­
teem the salvation of their souls their grand 
business while here below,.

I may be pardoned tor giving utterance to 
the deep feeling of my heart, and saying, 
would to God that more of the members of our 
Society knew their privilege, and were wit­
nesses for holiness ! It is certainly the calling 
and the privilege of all believers, to be entirely 
sanctified. The Bible is full of this glorious 
doctrine, as arc also thç hymns, of onr own sub 
lime Hymnologist, we so frequently sing, 
would wish now to say a word or two about the 
present state oi the work of God. We shall 
have to praise God for progrès.

Shortly after my arrival on this Circuit, we 
were favoured with some drops of a blessed 
shower. The gospel message, although convey 
ed through a weak and unworthy vessel, was 
made quick and powerful, by a mighty divine 
unction. God our Saviour, was pleased to fulfil 
His latest promise by appearing in our midst. 
Some whose hearts were wounded by the sword 
of the Spirit, were led to weep bitter tears, and 
to sob out the sorrow' of their contrite hearts 
ere the close of the labours ot our second Sab­
bath. And from this first faint • noise ’ which we 
heard among the 1 dry bones,' the quickening 
power of Christ became more general and mani­
fest, until at length we have indeed witnessed a 
mighty shak ing, and scores, nay, a ‘ great army 
have arisen to “ fight the good fight of faith. ’

This glorious work first commenced in Black 
Head. During the early part of the autumn, 
the few souls who were gathered into the sheep, 
fold, belonged principally to this place. Many 
fathers and mothers living within view ol the 
Mission House were made glad, by the change 
wrought in the hearts and lives of their children ; 
and again, the hearts of some children were 
gladdened by the conversion of their parents. 
“ Thanksgiving, and the voice of melody* was 
presented unto God, as a daily offering, by al­
most every family. As there was great joy in 
the city of Samaria, when the people beheld the 
wonderful works ol God, wrought by thé in­
strumentality of Philip, even so, the people here 
rejoiced greatly at the return of the prodigal, 
and at the birth of the ‘ heir of glory.’ When 
a little boy, about ten years ol age, went to his 
father, and looking up in his face, said—“ Fa­
ther, am I going to heaven and yon to hell ?"— 
and then as though the thought was too heavy for 
his tender heart, turned away and wept ; who 
could refrain irom tears at such a sight ? And 
when a day or two after, the same father found 
mercy, and was seen in able oC the church, 
with the arms of another son thrown around his 
neck,weeping and rejoicing with him,—I confess 
I never witnessed a scene more calculated to in­
spire feelings of joy. We trow, that the weep­
ing, witnessed on such occasions, though by 
some it might be deemed excessive, and the re­
joicing indulged in, though some might key, it 
approached extravagance, b not without Scrip­
ture precedent, nor yet commendation.
J As the autumn months advanced, the awak­
ening became more general. Many, in differ­
ent places, began to feel, and msnifest, a deep 
and anxious concern about the salvation of Iheir 
souls. The earnest penitent inquiry—“ What 
must I do to be saved ?"—was asked more fre­
quently, and with greater determination. All 
our public services, whether the “ minbtry of 
the word," or prayer, was their object, became 
thronged with worshippers, who were either 
happy in God’s favour, or longing to be thus 
happy.

Twelve or thirteen young people belonging 
to Broad Cove and Wiley’s Core, sought and 
found redemption through the blirod of Christ, 
the forgiveness of sips, according th the riches 
of his grace, and united themselves" with the 
family of God, by becoming members ot socie­
ty. Thb was but the earnest of a large inga­
thering of precious souls into the fold of the 
Chief Shepherd. The present year was not 
very old, when, from a class of young men, met 
together for Christian fellowship, in Mulley’s 
Cove School Room, an earnest cry was sent up 
to heaven for mercy. The cry arising from 
hearts filled with anguish, and from labouring, 
heavy ladencd souls, reached the mercy-seat, 
and from thence the commandment to bless was 
instabtly sent forth. The Spirit of God came 
down upon the little company, and the spirit of 
the contrite ones was revived, and their sorrow 
at once turned into joy.

Now the earnest strains of joyful praise fell 
upon the ears ot some who passed by, anil they 
were constrained to break In upon tiie privacy 
ot the meeting. Stepping over the threshold, 
they felt that God was there, and as though 
pierced by a thousand darts, they fell down 
“ overwhelming with Hb stupendous grace.” 
The house was soon filled. I would not attempt 
to describe the scene that followed. Sinners, 
not able to stand up, in the presence of God, 
fell prostrate beneath their weight of guilt, and 
groaned out in bitterness ol soul. Before that 
meeting closed, over twenty young men were 
delivered from the power of the devil, and had 
their names written among the living in Jeru­
salem.

If, amid the multiplicity of my duties, I can 
find time? i intend to writer yet another letter.

The Portland Frees, in reference to the row 

on board the New Brunswick, seyi ,
" About 200 Fenians took passage on Thurs­

day in the steamer New Brunswick at Eastport 
for Boston. Moat of them purchased cabin 
tickets, but the boat was so crowded with pas­
senger» that they were unable to obtain cabin 
accommodations, and they consented to take 
steerage tickets, the difference in price being re­
funded to them. On the pesaage from Eaatport 
to this port, Thursday uight, they were very 
riotous, going where they pleased and doing at 
they pleased, paying no attention to the rules 
of the steamer and defying the power of the 
officers.

After the landing at this city had been made 
and the boat was ready to start for Boston it was 
discovered that some few of the Fenians were 
ashore. The whistle was sounded several times 
but no attention was paid to it The men were 
in liquor shops in the vicinity of the wharf, and 
when they were informed that the whistle was 
the signal for them to be on board, remarked 
that they “ would go when they got reedy and 
not before.”

After waiting a long time the steam' r pushed 
off, leaving the men on there. Before proceed­
ing a greet distance, the Fenians on board made 
a demonstration and compelled the captain to 
put back to the wharf. U. 8. Marshal Clark was 
lent for, and promptly came down and ordered 
all the belligerent men ashore. About 100 of 
them obeyed the order. The others swore"they 
would not budge an inch from the vessel. The 
Marshal gave them the choice of eomiog on shore 
or going overboard just ^wbich pleased them 
most. They concluded it was beat to come on 
shore. On a hint from the Marshal that the 
boat would be detained until the conduct of these 
men could be properly investigated, the whole 
rowd of Fenians broke for the Depot, and soon 
lied the cars, which were about starting for

In, conclusion the council may state that more 
thsh a year since they submitted the proceedings 
of the Quebec Conference to the Legislature— 
that this question of the Union of the British 
Xprlh American Colonies has been a subject of 
constant discussion in this Province from that 
time, yet the opponenU of Union were only able 
to obtain the signatures 808,5 people out of a 
population of not le?i than 350,000 for presenta­

CoL Warren positively asserted that Mr. Ang­
lin, like himself, desired the liberation of Ire­
land from- England ; out correspondent states 
the fact, and Mr. Anglin, while correcting in a 
sort of a way, some less important matters, does 
not deny it. Under all these circumstances— 
these very remarkable circumstances, we do not 
think that it requires more than an ordinary as­
surance on Mr. Anglia’s part to connect Con 
federates generally, or the Hon. T. D’Arcy 
McGee, in particular with the seditious traitors 
on our borders, ore' of the leaders of whem is 
Mr. Anglin’s own flesh and blood, hia friend|and 
correspondent.

Canada.—A despatch from Ottawa, C. W 
states that a grand reception waa given on Wed_ 
needay night last, to the Governor General, Lord 
Monck, on the occasion of hia arrival there to 
take up hia permanent residence. It was a pub­
lic holiday, and triumphal arches were erected 
in the streets, and the Volunteers, Firemen and 
citizens generally turned out to meet him upon 
hie arrival.

After picking it smoothly I sprinkle • 
tsbleipeonfol of loaf sugar and a little salt over 
the top between every, layer, ad apply on the 
top of that a cloth pressed down closely to keep 
the sir from it durjng the time that mnat inter­
vene before the puking of the next layer. u After 
the jar or firkin ie well filled, I put the eleth on 
the top ad apply another thinker one, and fill 
up with salt packed tightly, and even with the 
top of the jar | and then lay on another cloth fo 
fit the top. I also put anther one over the jer 
end have it ooiae over the edge end plate* tight 
to the jar, then put on e board ud weight. Or 
another, way ; Instead of putting in alt I take 
melted butter nod turn it on the thin cloth even 
full, ad latiy, apply alt sprinkled over the top 
before putting on the lut cloth end weight 
Then again, I have had butter kup well after 
packing tkorooghly as I have stated, to fill up 
the top of the jar with strong brine, which should 
stand two inches dap on the top without bring 
filled up with batter, ud it is necessary to put 
a little ult-petre in the brine. Any .one, whether 
be has a very good place to ktep butter or not 
if be attende to the strict observance of these 
rules, ca have good butter ad keep it for 
months, ad that through the hottest weather." 
—American Agriculturalist.

Setting out Btbawbsbst Flints.—When 
forming e new bed of strawberry vines, tha 
ground should be excavated but little, ay not 
more tha une inch dap ; end the depression 
ehould be so broad that the rods of the note 
may incline downward only e trifle. Then let 
the hole be filled with finely pulverised rich soil 
There it much danger of planting strawberry 
vines too deep. The shallower the better, espe­
cially on roils liable to h^ave by fretting. When 
planted too dap, the beds will be lea produc­
tive, until » new system of roots ha been pro­
duced near the surface of the ground, whleb will 
always occur when the vines are planted deeper 
than the root* were origlnilly found when the 
plants were removed from their native bed. 
Time will >e well spent by straightening cut 
every little root its full length, and covering it 
with mellow and rich mold, Foy this purpose, 
if thé soil be heavy, sand should be employed ; 
and afterward fertilising matter may be applied 
in a liquid state. Should the ground be n light 
mnek, alight dressing of finely-pulverised day 
will render it more productive. Strawberria 
luxuriate on e sandy toil ; end we canot expect 
e bountiful crop of this kind ef frqit on a heavy 
roil, uy mere tha we can raia large ad tender 
melon* on ■ heavy wit

Ego* to* Setting.—The following may be 
of service to those who would have a chicken 
for every egg they set. Take eggs net more 
tha three or four dry* old, end have a candle 
* lamp ; held the egg in one hand, with the 
broad end upwards close to the candle ; place 
the edge of the other hand on the top of the 
egg, ud you will immediately perceive the in­
cubation end* Another way Is -to place your 
tongue on the luge rod of the egg, and you will 
find t strong beat if fresh and good, ad less 
hat if old sad doubtful Egg* put up for hatch­
ing should never be put in * damp cellar, as the 
dam pneu destroys this heat It is desirable to 
bave chiche** batched a early in the spring u 
possible. Euly chickens lay in winter, when 
old beat do not, because fowl* will not lay while 
the new leathern fere growiag, after moulting, 
and with old ’birds (his period often extends into 
the winter. Lei* out, therefore, for * good 
ttoak of eerley pullets, to furnieh eggs next 
Christina ad New Yter’e time.

How to Fbeshsn Sal5?']Butter.—Churn 
the battu with new milk, in the proportion of » 
pound of hotter to n quart of milk ; treat the 
better in ell respects in eborniag a if it wa fresh. 
Bed butter may he improved greatly by dissolv­
ing it thoroughly in hot water. Let it cool, then 
tkim it off ud churn again, adding a email 
quanity ef good alt ud sugu. A small quan­
tity may be triad ud approved before trying a 
larger one. The water ehould be merely hot 
eneugh to melt the butter.

E Crimea in the crops is a very greet desidera­
tum, aad each a aspect favor* this point materi­
ally.

Carrots for Horses.—Experiments have 
shown that the best way to feed carrots to horses 
is in conjunction with oats. Alone, carrots are 
not as good a oats done, but in conjunction 
they are better tha each fed separately. If 
you are in the habit of feeding four quarts of 
oate to » mess, give two of oats ud two of 
sliced arrête, ad the malt will be more satis­
factory than if each were fed separately__Ex.
Wood Ashes.—Hravy soils, or those abound­

ing in vegetable matter», are mat permanently 
improved by wood aha.
