Early Efforts Should be Made to Move Out Goods for Ohristmas Baking—

o~ Dried Fruits, Peels, Nuts, Icing Sugar and Spices Among the Most Important

K:ﬂ? ol —Mincemeat and Plum Puddings Will Be Good Sellers—Season for Fish and
/‘ﬁ\ Oysters Here—Advent Begins December 1—Good Use Should be Made of the
\:_» Window.

The main pivot aro ich trade
in December revolves, is tite faet that
Christmas ecomes during that month.
It affords great opportunities for the
live retail grocer.

The dealer should give particular at-
tention, especially during the first part
of the month to all those lines which
enter into the make up of the Christ-
mas cake and plum pudding. Every
day nearer the festive season, means
less chance of selling these lines, so that
this trade should be gone after strongly
at an early date. Raisins, currants
and peels are perhaps the most im-
portant items, but there is a long list
of other goods which should not be for-
gotten. It includes such lines as dates,
figs, flour, molasses, mineemeat, spices,
plum puddings, nuts, flavorings, ieing
sugar, ete.

Get Behind Quality Goods.

Every dealer will find it to his ad-
vantage to sell the best grades in these
goods. The Christmas eake and plum
pudding are the most important ere-
ations in the baking line the housewife
attempts during the year, and the aver-
age woman does not want to take any
chances on its goodness, even for a con-
siderable difference in price of the ma-
terial. Many dealers feature this peint
to good advantage, pointing * out the
folly of taking chances by huying poor
quality goods.
8The window ean and should be turn-
ed to good use by every dealer in pro-
moting the sale of Christmas bakine
goods. They are all lines that lend
themselves readily to good display and
some excellent trims ean he prepared.
This should be given special attention
during the first couple of weeks of tlte
month. After that, the dealer may feel
it more desirable to show other lines
such as Christmas gifts and nuts and
candies. Many dealers who have two
display windows, sta®t~showing nuts,
candies and faney lines in one, soon
after the turn of the month, still devot-
ing the other to baking goods until close
onto Christmas. There are always a
certain number who .leave the making
of their Christmas cake until rather
late, and it is to cateh these, thatsa
display is kept in the one window.

Confectionery and Nug Month.

December is the month in whieh con-
fectionery and nuts, -take a big step to
the front, and they should be mads an

important feature by every dealer. The
reason for this is obvious. People will
be buying a ecertain quantity anyway,
and the best time to push an article is
when it is wanted. However, the grocer
should realize that demand for these
lines is by no means a fixed quantity.
It ean be inereased materially by proper
methods, window and interior display
being an important factor. The season
of long evenings around the family
hearth, and of many soecial gatherings,
is here in real earnest, and thus the
suggestion of nuts or eonfectionery
should bring cood results. As the fes-
tive season draws closer, extra atten-
tion should he devoted to {hese lines.

Prepare for Trade in Poultry.

Next in importance, or perhaps equal-
ly so, to the Christmas eake for Christ-
mas, is pouliry. At any rate, it is es-
sential and as the housewife knows she
will he wantine some variety for the
occasion, there is no reason whyv her
order should not be seecured in advanee.
Tt would bhe to advantage of hoth eus-
tomer and dealer, as the customer would
he sure of her requirements, and the
dealer would he hetter enabled to ar-
rance for his supply. TFor this reason,
it hehooves the erocer to sell and ar-
range for his supply of poultry as far
in advanee as possible,

Special Fish Season Here.

The first of December marks the open-
ing of Adverit—a season~when fish will
be in speecial demand, and for this rea-
son should receive speeial prominence
in the grocery. There is no reason why
dealers who have not yet commenced
the handling of fish, should hold off
any longer. Supplies are on an exten-
sive scale, the weather is favorable for
handling,. and the publie will now be
wanting the goods. Oysters is a kin-
dred line that should sell well. The
quality is now such as to appeal to the
customer, and there should bhe many
oyster suppers during the month. The
number can be increased by the dealer
suggesting this line in display and ad-
vertisement. v '

Entering now upon the threshold of
the last month of thé vear, the dealer
shonld put forth his hest efforts to
make it, as well as the total for the
year, a record one in point of sales. The
month is rich in opportunities and they
should be realized on to the hest pos-
sible extent.

This is one of the months of the
vear when advertising should be speei-
ally used. Good strong copy in the lo-
cal paper about the goods peculiar to
this season which you have to offer,
combined with eareful attention to dis-
play and personal salesmanship should
be productive of good results.

As pointed out before, trade during
the month centres around Christmas
and it should be the aim of the dealer
to get the publie filled with the spirit
of the oeccasion, as early in the month
as possible. It gets them thinking
about the day and promotes purchasing.
Extra trade can be induced by putting
the shop and window in holiday trim
early in the month.

One reason for forming asso
ciations and having our protective lists
is to avoid becoming entangled with peo
ple unserupulows in settling their ae
counts. The banker must know some
thing ol yvour personal record and vow
worth before vou can seeure a line of
eredit.  From our commercial agencies
they gain this information, to veriy
vour personal statement. Why then
should we not make every effort to pul
our proteetive lists m sueh shape that
the grocer, the meat dealer, the hard
ware merchant, or any one doing a eredit
business may obtain such information
that will Justify your nrst step in open-

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SELLING CHRISTMAS GOODS EARLY.

¢ The sooner the dealer creates a Christmas atmosphere

about the store, the sooner will he sell Christmas goods.
December makes its bow in a couple of days, and with
its arrival every grocer should begin plans for a bigger
trade than eorresponding month of a year ago.

Already many dealers are showing attractive windows
of new driegq fruits and other baking material.
representaiivé® have observed these all over the country
in some of the most progressive stores. They are l\n'inu—
ine in business that could not be secured in any other

way until a couple of weeks prior to Christmas Day.
Getting the public to shop early benefits the retailer
in still another way. When the bulk of the Christmas
trade is forced into the last three or four days, good
service cannot be rendered and this is sure to cause com-
plaints. ~ Neither ean the proper attention be given to
wants of regular ecustomers. But when these have heen
educated to buy early in December, sales of extra goods
woods over and above those actually asked for—ecan
frequently be made.» This is what increases sales and
makes the monih’s business supersede that of a year ago.

CO-OPERATIVE STORE HANDIéAPS.

In two or three eities and towns in Ontario there are
efforts at work at the present time to establish co-opera-
tive stores. These, as has heen frequently explained in
the past, are merely joini stock companies with an over-
abundance of small shareholders, usually an unwieldy
number, if we are to judge from the success and failures
experienced in thjs country already.

The ery that” brings in the shareholder is, of course,
‘“the-high-cost-of-living.”” This is alleged to be largely
due to excessive pyrofits charged by the retailer. At the
very beginning, therefore, co-operative stores are under
a serious handicap because of this belief.

As anyone who has been in the “grocery trade in this
country knows, there are many staple lines of groceries
that ho one except a legitimate retajler can purchase, and
they .must be bought from legitimate wholesale grocers
at prices set by the manufacturer. These include eertain
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well known brands of sugar, cereals, starch, syprups, can-
ned goods, soaps, ete., ete. Co-operative stores cannot
buy such goods any cheaper, and how they can sell them
much cheaper than retailers is a difficult question to
answer, if any kind of service is to be rendered.

In Great Britain and Germany the success of these
enterprises has been largely due to mational habits of
thrift and demsity of population. A Scottish or a German
housewife, it is said, will walk some distance to make a
small purchase at the co-operative store. She is prepared
to put up with inconveniences in eomplying with the regu-
lations of the society. But the temper of the people on
the American continent is different. Minor rules and
regulations are apt to be resented by the average house-
wife here. Students of the movement in the Old Country
declare it is the eager desire to save on the part of the
housewife that permits of the suceess of co-operative
societies there.

In Canada during recent years there have heen many
co-operative stores established. A few of them are no
doubt making money, but from all appearances the major-
ity have failed in their hopes. The prospects are there-
fore not very bright for the co-operative store stock suh
seribers in this country.

LET CHEAP HELP DO CHEAP WORK.

Not many days ago in an Ontario store, a high-priced
clerk was found sorting out bags in a rear storehouse.
At the same time there were several customers in the
store and a junior clerk was serving them, or at least
trying to.

This looks like a case of had policy ou the part of
the merchant.

The elerk did not really ohject to this less acrecable
work ;hecause he felt it was his duty to do that whieh his
employer wished. He was not there of his own accord,
however, and would rather have bheen selling goods.

His employer had asked him to do it, while a clerk of
mueh less experience and who was sadly lackine in the
qualities of salesmanship was detailed to serve custom-
ers. It is probable that if the duties of the two elerks
had been reversed, the total sales for that afternoon would
have heen mueh larger, for the elder one was a 2ood sales-
man. But this dealer apparently had not learned the
wisdom of allowing the chedp help do the cheap work.

There are many other merchants pursuing a similar
poliey. A high-priced salesman is frequently given some
work of lesser importance when he might hetter he em-
ploved in selling goods.

A high-salaried elerk should be kept at sueh work as
will allow him to bring returns in proportion to his wages
and the cheaper help given the cheaper work. The mer-
chant should use his ‘iudf_'nn-nl in deeiding on the work

of each elerk.

Because the clerks of to-day are the
merchants of to-morrow, there is a great
yeason why every eclerk should study
thoroughly every phase of the retail

salesman that the employer needs more
than anything else, and there are prob-
ably more positions open in the country
to-day tor salesmen than for any other
class of men.

The werchant must not only be a good
buyer: he must be a man who can or-
vanize his selling foree to get the maxi-
mum amount of business. The elerks
of to-day who are the merchants of to-
morrow mu<t. therefore, be men who ean

It should not be forgotten that the
employer notices all these things. If he
doesn’t, and pays no attention to them
limself, he is not destined to any pro-
longed suecess.

and confidence that you can give the ser-
vice and satisfaction looked for, is what
attraets trade, sells goods above demand,
and brings back the purchaser day after
day.

the silent salesman, computing scale,
ete., is that they know all there is to
know about them. Wlhere they are made,
what they can do, how they overcome
this or that—these are things that must
be known by the seller destined to he
successful. Same applies to the elerk
in the store. KEvery eclerk should know
where the hest coffee eomes from, why
it 1s best, and all reasons why he recom-
mends it. He should know what there is
tc know about various brands of canned
coods, tea, baking powders, meat sauces,
olives, ete. It is"his aim to sell the best
and this ean only be done when he is
iully aequainted with all.

In this matfer of knowing goods, the
cmployer always plays an important
part. The latter knows, or should know,
lis stock and he should have some meth-
ods to impart what he knows to the

clerks. Too often the dealer gives only
meagre information. When the price of
an article, for instance, advances, he
merely informs the staff of the advance.
The reason for it is not stated and when
a sale i1s made the eusiomer is informed
that the price has gone up, with the
probably meaningless “addition that this
has been necessary on acecount of ““the
high ecost of living.””- If ecurrants or
figs advance, and the cause is the Balkan
war, the clerk should know this so that
lie ean sell intelligently.

In selling goods from the retail store
display takes a preminent place. The
displaying of goods is something with
whieh most clerks have to deal both as
to interior and window arrangement.
Mgny sales are made in this way and
the eredit of them should go to the one
who eonstructed or arranged the display.
The ambitious elerk is a believer in the
power of showing goods and he has ideas
enough to make displays that sell. In
many‘uf our large Canadian stores, win-
dow trimmers are paid substantial sal-
aries for showing goods only. They are
experienced men and because they pro
duce windows that sell, they deserve
The art of display is
assuredly onewf the accomplishments of
the retail elerk.

Another important acquisition to the
salesman is aceuracy. He must be ae
curate in his statements, in his eount-
ing, weighing, measuring, and in that
portion of the book-keeping he has to
look after. Too mfany errors are made
with the counter cheek book. This
hreeds ‘dissatisfaction among ecustomers

particularly if the error is unfavorable
to them. Accuracy in weighing is very
essential. Tf underweight is given, there
are bound to be suspicions buyers and
if overweight, the dealer loses. This is
all a part of the good salesman’s work
He must he accurate before e branches
out on life’s journey alone.

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Co-operation With Retail Trade Suggested

Speaker at Meeting of Canadian Credit Men’'s Association Ad-
vises Assistance to Retailers in Getting Amendment to Garni-
shee Act Passed—In Return Association Would Like Aid to
Getting Bulk Sales Act in Force—No Honest Man Could Object
to Either, He States—Objects of Association Exemplified.

Toronto, Nov. 25 (Special). At the
monthly meeting of the Ontario Division
of the Canadian Credit Men’s Assoei
ation at MeConkey’s on Friday night
last, L. J. Ball, the secretary, gave an
address on the aims and accomplish-
ments of the association. A full and
complete explanation of the work being
done, illustrated by lantern slides of the
several forms used by the association,
was made. One of the points touched
upon was the faet that many retailers
do not ecarry sufficient insurance. One
thing the association is doing, is persuad
ing many retailers to put on more insu
ance—a good thing, it was explained,
for both wholesaler and retailer, as it
affords proteetion for both.

Several of the members testified to the
henefits they have received sinee joining
the association, among them being H. D
Eby, of Eby-Blain, wholesale grocers,
Toronto.

E. Leith, of Baltour, Syvime & Co.,
\\Iml(-sulc groeers, “;llul|ln||. cave a num
her of actual instances of how his firm
have_saved money by the association’s
reports. Speaking of the Bulk Sales
Act, which, as the chairman, A. G. Mal
colm said, would again be brought before
the Ontario Legislature during the com
ing sessiony, Mr. Leith said:—*This is
one law thiagt we certainly should have.
It has var&wmlml out that it did not
go through at the last session because
of the opposition from country districts.
I suggest that our attention be given to
the retail merchants throughout the
country, to show them that it is for their
henefit as well as ours.’

“T was reading in the ‘Twenty Years
Azo’ column of The Canadian Groeer
a few weeks aco that the Hamilton
Grocers’ Association of 20 years ago
were trying to get a law passed to have
laborers paid onee a week by the large
corporations. This was so they could
get what was coming to them, and it
could not be objected to hy the honest
man. In the same way the honest re
tailer cannot objeet to a Bulk Sales
Act. In faet, it is to his advantage.

“*1 suggest that we c¢o-operate with the
retail merchants. "Let us help them and
let them help us. At the present time
!Il(‘}' are tr)'in;: to get a hill p:l.\M'(] re-
dueing the amount of exemption in gar-
nishment from $25 to $10. The honest
man cannot objeet to this, any more than
can the honest retailer objeet to the
Bulk Sales Aet.

When the retailer purchases a hund-
red of sugar, he pays for every pound
of it. He doesn’t get one or two pounds
thrown in for good measure. The same
applies to every other line bought in
bulk.

But does every dealer get paid for a
hundred pound of sugar when he sells
it out in 25 cent and dollar quantities?
There may be a few who do, but the
majority do not. Here there is a leak
which means the loss of many dollars
every vear to the Canadian grocery
trade. Not only does it happen in sugar,
but in other bulk goods, such as confeec-
tionery, tea, cereals, ete.

The giving of overweight is a glaring
leak through which many a dollar runs
away. It often goes undetected, hecause
of the smallness of its character. An
ounce of sugar extra seems such an in-
considerable amount that is allowed to
go without a moment’s thought. Sup-
posing, however, an ounce is lost on eaen
of 50 sales in a day. There is a loss of
more than three pounds or some 18 or
20 eents. In a year of 300 days, there
would be lost in sugar alone almost
$60. If overweight is given in confee-
fionery, cereals and all other bulk goods
this leak would easily run over $150,
which in 10 years would represent a
handsome dividend had the loss been
checked.

Eternal vigilance in weighing will
overcome this. Clerks must be shown
how easily money ecan be lost through
carelessness in this regard. If there are

computing scales in the store the trouble
can be overcome by demonstrating to
every user of them that the price eom-
puted by the scale is always eorreet and
that when this price is quoted a ecus-
tomer, the latter is paying for exagtly
what he or she receives. With some
other scales special care must be given
whenever goods are placed on the scale
pan to be insured against loss. Over-
weight must be checked, and when it
13, one of the largest leaks in many a
husiness will have been repaired.

SASKATOON MERCHANTS ORGAN-

Saskatoon, 'f<;l>l\’., Nov. 26.—Some
twenty local retail merehants assembled
recently to talk over a retail merchants’
organization and those behind the move-
ment are optimistie as to the future of
the assoeciation.

J. S. L. Hutehinson who was ehair-
many stated that, at the present time,
the retail dealers of Saskatoon, should
they have any grievances, have no place
to ventilate them and as soon as they
have their own association their com-
plaints when reported will be taken up
by that body in the best interest of the
merchant, The system of giving ecredit
will be dealt with so as to give the re-
tailer better protection than he has had
in the past. The faet is that many of
the merchants of Saskatoon have lost
money by giving eredit to people who
have now moved away from the eity
and left unpaid accounts behind them.
Mr. Hutehinson pointed out that
through the association, giving ecredit
could be done away with in many eases.

It is expected that fully one hundred
of the merchants will fall in line and
help make the association a suecess. An-
other meeting will be held in near fu-
ture when a full slate of officers will he
elected and the various ecommitiees ap-
pointed. It is hoped that all the retail
merchants of the city will avail them-
selves of the opportunity and help boost
the movement.

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Lower Prices Anticipated on Cornmeal

Big Yield of Corn Depresses Market—Mill Feed Which In
Turn Has Bearing on Flour Also Affected —Differences of

Opinion as to Future of Flour

ing.

The big yield and low prices of eon
are having considerable bearing on gen-
eral markets, ineluding cereals, flour
and millfeeds The 'll’llll\ll'li“ll ol e¢orn
in United States this year is large, a
good deal in advance of vear ago, and
as result, prices on raw material have
heen on decline for some time, and
weakness has been quite marked of late
While cornmeal has already bheen re-
duced slightly on some markets, it
seems that further _concessions are
ahead in this commodity.

Lower price on corn goes further
than eornmeal market, however. It has
made situation on mill feeds.less firm
and here deelines have been announeced.
Lower figures on mill feeds have in
turn had an influence on flour, for if
lower prices have to he accepted for hy
produets, this naturally throws greater
strain on flour.

The opinion has heen expressed by
certain dealers that lower prices are
warranted on flour some time in the
future. They based their opinion on
fact that while flour is only 20 cents
per barrel lower than year ago, wheat
on Winnipeg market is about 15¢ per
hushel below price of year ago. Against
this 1t is argued that by-products are
lower than year ago, so that flour has
to produce a larger revenue.

Rolled oats situation is in better con-
dition than it has been for some time
Mills still have abundance of orders
ahead, however, and this is a faetor in
maintaining prices, although values on
raw material really warrant lower fig-
ures. Oatmeal for export is lower and
when domestie sitnation clears, reduced
prices are expeeted.

While in some instances, arrivals are
reported zood quality, other receivers
say there is’ room for improvement.

Late Valenecias are still offered, while
Floridas are receiving considerable at-
tention. Some, at least, of Florida ar-
rivals are juiey and well flavored. The
FFlorida orange erop has been estimated
at all kinds of figures, from five to as
Ingh as seven million hoxes for the
Vear. The Florida Exchange
claim that early picking shows that erop

('itrus

has been overestimated. Theyv say that
vield will nat be mueh in excess of last
vear, and doubt if it will exceed Tour
and a quarter million hoxes in the Em-
pre state.

There 1 nothing to indicate any
estimates of
Florida ferapefrnit erop. It is expected
to be as large as was predicted, and of
finer quality, more juiev than the State
has shipped for some years. Some of
