Where can you see
a more  God fearing, praise-worthy
and noble set of men assembled in a
village store or shop than a bunch of
these retired farmers, with their
white locks of hair and shoulders
stooped from their honest toil, en-
Jjoying the discussion of how they
pioneered this fair Canada, and the
good old days when man was Jjust:
with man and life was real.

Now, when the evening of his life
has come and his days of real acti-
vities are nearly ended, he takes his
place in the little village where he
has spent a large portion of the
revenue of his toil during his life in
the vicinity. He now buys a proper-
ty and spends his money to improve
it.

He is the man who has the money
to pay his way, and a man that
knows how he got it, for he had to
start at the bhottom of the ladder
and work up. So when he comes to
town he should not be expected to
spend his money as if he had picked
it off the trees.

He also is a man who is willing to
take a fair rate of interest on a
property loan, as an investment,
with any spare money he has; but
the big business man is reaching
out for the big stuff with the big
interest rate, and the little business
man, struggling for an cxistence,
has no chance with the big fellow
and finds that the retired farmer
comes to his rescue.

Again, the ‘retired farmer, when
he makes a purchase, always has the
cash and settles then and there; and
the fellows who do the most crying
about those retired citizens are the
ones from whom it is the hardest to
get settlements.

In the civic life of the villages
who have a greater knowledge of
affairs than these retired men, and
who could spend money moie judi-
ciously than they? Or who are
more capable of making civic im-
provement than they?

It has never been my privilege to
live on & farm, but it has been my
privilege to live in towns in Canada
and the United States, and I find no
greater asset to any town or village
than the venerable retired farmer.

Roper is a common name in this
country. But few persons, perhaps,
realize that it & exactly the same
name as that born by the Charlotte
Corday of historical fame.

Like Cooper, Tupper and other fam-
ily names of similar classification, it
took its origin in the description of the
orginal bearers’ profession.

In England of the Middle Ages the
use of the termination “er,” a relic of
the ancient Teutonic “were,” meaning
“man,” was much more prolifically
used than it is to-day. The man who
made an article, or who worked with
an article, was described quite regular-
ly by the addition of “er” to that ar-
ticle. So, where we would speak to-
day of a ropemaker the medieval Eng-
lish called him a “roper,” or a “cord-
er” if they used the Norman-French
word, though sometimes he was also
known as a “cordwainer.”

As the French language developed
on the continent the tendency was to
insert an “I” before this termination
“er,” thus glving the form “cordier.”
And, in time, as the pronunciation of
the final “er” changed in French from

what it remains in English to-day to!

“ay,” the name came to be pronounced
“cordlay.” The family mame of Cor-
day, then, is simply. explained as an
occasional local variation of “simplij-
fied” pronunciation and spelling.

But the given name from which Mac-
Corkill is derived is Thorketil, a relic
of the ald pagan Norse religion, and
the ‘meaning of which is “Thor’s ket-
tle.” The kettle or cauldron was an
utensil which played a large part,
figuratively, in the worship of the
Vikings, and is found to-day as an ele-
jment in a lot of family names, and
l'even still in given names in the ‘Scan-
dinavian countries.

There is a great deal of Norse blood
in Scotland, principally along the
north and west coasts. At one period
a considerable part of the coast was
!in the hands of Norwegian settlers,
who retained their allegiance to the
Norse kings, and who later took their

lands in full Gaelic clan organization.

Its principal prey are mice
which are attracted to it by. a very
rungent odor emanating from the
movth of the blossom, formed into
almost a perfect hole, The mice
crawl into this opening and natural
bristles on the petals close about its
viatim as it makes an attempt to
escape.

Digestive juices similar to those
secreted in the stomach of animals
are given off, and the victim is slow-
ly consumed.

It has long been known that plants
breathe and sleep, eat and drirk
much the same as animals; but thig
is the first instance we have ever
hard of a plant eating meat,
