ANTWERP, Sept 23.—A successful raid by a squadron of five
English aviators on the German aviation camp at Bickendorf,
near Cologne is reported by the Handelsblad.

AUSTRIA PREPARING TO INVADE ITALY.

ROME, Sept. 23.—In spite of denials to the contrary made
by the Austrian governmens, newspapers here publish detailpd
descriptions purporting to sﬁow that Ausfrian armaments are be-
ing placed on the Italian frontier and declare that preparations
are being made by Austria to invade Italy.

GEN. VON KLUK IN DANGER OF BEING CUT OFF.

LONDON, Sept. 23.—The French War Office to-day made the
positive declaration that the flank of the German right wing had
been turned and that von Kluk’s army is in danger of being cut:
off. It is stated that while reinforcements are being rushed to
von Kluk’s rescue from Belgium they will not be able to prevent
the German right wing being encircled and foreed either to re-
treat in haste toward Belgium or to meet an attack from all
sides by an army of vastly superior force. There hps been no
change in the past two or three days in the battle.lines along the
main front. On the Allies’ right between the Argonne and Metz
the Germans have delivered an attack over sloping ground in an
attempt to crush the fort of Troyon, south of Verdun, and thus
break the chain of forts between Verdun and Toul.

GENERAL STAFF TAKEN PRISONERS.

LONDON, Sept. 23.—The Daily Mail’s correspondent says|
that on Sunday the entire general staff of one German division
were brought prisoners to Amiens. :

GERMAN SOLDIERS SACRIFICED WITHOUT REASON.

PARIS, Sept. 23.—Wounded soldiers arriving here from the
region of Craonne desatibe the baitle there on Sunday and Mon-
day as having been deadly for the Germans who they say were
sacrificed without apparent reason by their officers.

One entire regiment it is declared was wipéd out and when
the French took possession of the field they found 1,000 wounded
left by the Germans. The German losses in this engagement alone
it is estimated amounted to 5,000. ;

WEATHER EXCESSIVELY COLD.

PARIS, Sept. 23.—The weather continues eold for this sea-
son of the year and is causing much anxiety for the comfort of
the soldiers in the trenches and camps. Associations are being
formed to hasten the manufacture of heavy knit garments and
sleeping sacks similar to these used by arctic explorers for use
by the troops at the front.

NUST SHAM DEATH.

Wounded Are Shot By Germans If
They Call For Help.

A representative of The Matin, of
Ptril.,hﬂ seen and spoken with a
wou: ded French officer. whois now in L
Paris. He is a young Breton, a lieu-
tenant of the Dragoons, wh - received
his wound—or, rather, his wounds,
one of which was dealt by a German
lieutenant while he was lying half-
unéonscious on the field of battle—
in & skirmish on the banks of the

M>use, He said that his captain or-
dered Him t0.econnoitre with-several
of his men in the neighberhoed of
Longuyon: When he reached Lon-
guyon he-hdlted and visited thé hos-
pital, where a dozen French wounded
were ng
Ong of them gaid to him, “Let me
give ‘you a’ p!ece of advice.” If you
are hit, sham dead, otherwise they
will finish you oft.” “I thought,”
says the lieutenant, “‘that these
words were the uclna.tt::nmot t:
dying man, and pald no.attention
I was very wrong. Shortly
afterwards the Mayor of Longuyon
told me that German chasseurs had
been seen. near Beuville. <I called
my men, and we started. We saw
no Germm in the village, but on the
other side of it we came across two
chasseurs, who galloped off when
thoy saw us. We pursued them, and
400 hundred yards further on we
came upon their main body.

“I told my four dragoons to rally
at a farm 500 yards behind, and, in
spite of the difference of numberl
between us and the enemy’s force, I
ordered a charge. We were received
by a volley, but not one of us was
hit. At a hundred yards distance
from thLe enemy, my horse fell dead,
bringing me down ywith him. I must
must have been hit at the same mo-
ment, for I felt a sharp pain in my
shoulder. My orderly fell at my side.
Then I fainted.

“A little time after, having recov-
ered consciousness, I called feebly for
help. A German soldier came up,
and seeing that I was an officer,
called his commander, whom I after-
wards learned to be von Schaffen-
burg, of the Chasseurs of Prague.
He came up behind me, took my pis-
tol, and fired, point blank, a shot at
me, that hit me in the stomach. 1
fainted agsin. What happened after-
wards I learned from my orderly,
whom I had thought to be dead, but
who had merely. shammed death. The
German officer, it appears, kept my
revolver, stole my field glasses, and
searched my pockets, taking from
them the sum of 200 francs in gold.

“y¢.was then 11 o'clock.' 1 lay
there unconsecious under the burning
sun till half-past twelve. Then I feil
somebody tapping my head, and|
heard a familiar voice saying, ‘Mon
Lieutenant, are you dead?” It ‘was
my orderly, whom the Germans had
left alone,: thinking he was dead;
but not: before they had taken from
his pockets the few francs he pos-
sessed. I asked him to go to the vil-
lage and fetch a vehicle, which -he
Adid. In it I was taken to Longuyon,
‘where I received first aid. To-day 1

am almost comnvalescent and I hope
ln a few weeks to be able to return
to the front.”

In the symbology of the Bible the
term earth is used to represent the
social structure; for the mountains,
which constitute the backbones of
the continents, symbolize the king-
doms of the world, supported by the
social structure. As the earth repre-
sents the fixity of the ‘social order,

 the sea represents the restlesss, tur-

bulent, dissatisfied classes which
lash against the ‘earth’” and con-
tinually seek to swallow it up. The
removal of the ‘“earth’” symbolizes
the disturbance of the social order.
The swallowing up of the ‘“‘moun-
tains” by the seas represents the
overwhelming of some of the great
kingdoms of the earth by the up-
rising of the people in anarchistic
rebellion against social order.

The fact that the Secriptures pro-
phetically describe the overwhelming
of the social order and the great
goveraments of the earth must not
be understood to signify that the
Bible counsels revolution or anarchy.
On the contrary, God’s people are
counseled throughout the Seriptures
to live peaceably with all men, so far
as possible. They are instructed not
to use carnal weapons, not to take
to the sword for the settlement of
disputes, but zrather to suffer injury.
They are.counseled that God is the
great Over-Lord, and that although
He is not  mow ruling directly
amongst men He is fully the Master
of the situation in that at any time
He could overthrow all of His op-
ponents.

God does not acknowledge that
His will is now done in the earth,
but He tells us that by and by it will
be done here, and He encourages us
to pray for it, ‘hope for it and to
wait for it. He tells us that Satan
is now the ‘‘Prince of this world” by
virtue of the fact that he deceives
the minds anc the hearts of the ma-
jorfty. God would have His people
understand something of His great:
Program, but He would keep this
hidden from all others. Hence arises

f explaining spir-
itual things to a carnal mind (1 Cor-
inthians 2:14). ' “None of the wick-
ed shall understand.”’—Daniel 12:10.
The great Creator has contented
Himself with such a supervision of
this world as leaves much responsi-
bility for human sffairs in human
bhands. He merely interferes to
raise up or to cast down when the
interests of His Program may de-
mand. For ‘instance, take the
of the Pharaoh who was raised
the throne of Egypt in Moses’ day.
There God raised to the throme a
man of great determination, and
hindered from reaching the throme
other men not so favorable to the
carrying out of the Divine Purposes.
Thus, without interfering with the
free moral agency of the King of
Egypt, God used the wrath of man
to praise Him, and the remainder He
restrained. Similarly, He had pre-
viously raised Joseph to the governor-
ship of Egypt for His own purposes.

The Psalmist describes the tumult
of that day of overwhelming trouble,
when God’s Kingdom will be estab-
lished, saying of the sea that will
swallow up the mountains, “The wa-
fers thereof roar and be troubled;
the mountains shake with the swell-
ing thereof.” It is probably true
that such socialistic and anarchistic
roarings have many times in the past
caused the kingdoms of earth and
their rulers to tremble. But, ac-
cording to the Secriptures, some day
the final catastrophe -will _oeccur.

“CURSEANDCURE
OF MILITARISM”

P

Sermon by Rev. W. 6. Clarke at
Taberuacle Last Evening.

“rPepare war, wake up tne mighty
men; let all the men of war draw
near—let them come up. “Beat your
plowshares intwo swords, and your
-runing hooks into spears—let  the
weak say I am strong.”

Thesge words from Joel III 9-10 give
Jeloquent expression to the spirit of
militarism in the present day, said
Rev. W. G. Clarke, speaking on “The
Curse and Cure of Militarism” at
the Tabernacle Methodist church ast
evening. Militarism is defined as “a
system or policy that causes nations
to keep up great armies and to pay
excessive attention to military  af-
fairs.” i

Against this excessive attention to
military affairbs, Britain has consist-
ently and persistently lifted up her
voice and pronounced that her policy
would be to turn from the imple-
ments of war and transform them

When(iwe see the awful militarism of
the past two generations breaking
faith relentlessly and ruthlessly sae-
rificing life and property, making life
of 'less jmportance taan the snap of a
finger, placing mo honor of childhood,
woman and age, desolating ecity
and country, we discover that it
against our common humanity and
all the instincts of humanity. : “In
the trinmph that must come, I be-
lieve that out of this awful carnage
and desolation will come a greater
spirit of brotherhood, making society
rest. on cemmon faith in another
man’s and nation’® word and disarm-
mg muiuall suspicion and rivalry.”

WILSON ON THE JOB.

Mr. Woodrow Wilson has done many things
since he was elected President of the United
States, which marked him as a statesman of the
first rank. He recently made the announcement
that he will not participate in a stump-speak-
ing campaign for the Congressional elections
this fall, but will “stick to his job,” attending
strictly to the performance of his duty as Chief
Magistrate of the Nation. The same estimate
which he places in this respect upon his own
position and its relation to government he pla-
ces upon those of the Congressmen and Sena-
tors working with him. This is not the time,
he says, for swinging around the circle in vain-
glorious campaign speeches.

He reminds Congressmen and Senators
that their duty as well as his own has taken on
“an unexpected aspect,” brought about by “an
unlooked for international situation” and he
commends the “fine and unselfish geryice” they
have rendered.

Newspaper on the Casualty
Lis

A great English newspaper, "I:he
Morning Post,” made the pubhcat?on
of the first great casualty list, which

wed a loss for Sir John French’s
mArm;tt some 5,000 men, the oceasion
of a noble and high-spirited artiele
“The Roll of Hopor" wbich is here re-
roduced in part.
3 To-day (sn?d tie Morning Tost), we
published the first iustalment of the
list which we have called _the roil of
honor, the list of our soldl_crs who
have died in defence of their country.
And we desire to use the occasion
which some may tkink melancholy, but
we regard as glorious, to .entorce the
zppeal for more soidiers in the cause
for which thesc men have dxgd. There
are many who speak suffering and
in misery. They point to t}ne 1are
handiwork of God destroyed in & mom
ent, and to the labors of man brought
to naught. - buch critics of war d_we}l
exclusively upon thc loss to the indi-
vidual, his personal suffering, the ex-
| tinction in this lifo of the divinespark,
and the agony end deprivation of
those other individuals who depend
upon the extinguished life. We agree
that therc is much to be said for this
censure of war; but we hold, mever-
thelcss, that there are evils worse
than the swill calamities of battle. A
shameful peace, by which, for thd sake
of material comfort and security, a na
tion sold its homor and betrayed its
friends, would be  a calamity far
worse tkan war. Fighting may arouse
| gertain evil passions of cruelty, bhut
such a peacc would nourish evils morc
injurious to the soul of a mation—sloth
the desire for comfort, selfishness

| cowardice, greed. These vices .are

worse for a nation that the  manly
‘animosities of war. As to death, it
may be an evil, hut it is'an evil wich
; And we
cannot think that death on thd field of
battle is a greater ill thar death upon
*the siek bed by tke more (gradual
processes of disease. For in war the
mind is so set upon vietory and  the
hearts so full of 'the ardour of . con-
flict that the very pangs of dissolution
lose their terrors. In. the heat and
fury,of battle the terrors of dcath are
little regarded. What in peace is
dreaded above all things, in war is
rather besought and courted. For in

| the height of such & crisis men feel
{ that their lives are nothing and that
{ the victory I8 everything.

Perkaps, after all, this view of
death is not a fallacy. What mat-
ters is the life of the race; in the life

{ of the race lics of the race lies .“the
| immortality of-the

individual. The
soldier dies that his country may live.
and if his race survives inl the spirit of
the race, and in death partakes of its
life. The soul of England is the sonil
of the sum of Englishmen living and
dead. The slain in battle still live in
the soul and charaoter of the people.
These great spiritual trials and exal-
tations which we¢ call ward and bat-
tles mould and shape the mind ‘and
character of future generations - of
Englishmen. Individuals die that the
nation may continue; if the sacrifice
were refused the nation itself would
become a thing diseased and corrupt.
Thercfore war is not al’together  an
evil; it eleanses and purifies; it in-
vigorates the uational eentiment and
intensifies the wuational life. In this
war every Fnglishmen must feel a

new fecling of frierdliness and bro-
therhood towards the rest of his ma-
tion. It is a communion of the = na-
tional spirit which draws us all to-
gether and makes us feel thatl we are
not individuals merely,b ut parts of a
great whole, *vaose destiny and iuter-
csts arc of infiritely higher importance
than our own |

These [eelings are felt by all, and
tkerefore we are a sanguine enough to
