In other words,
the native princes are able to secure the
perpetual inheritance of their principalities
in their own families and to their own heirs,
by acknowledging the empress of India as
their absolute suzerian and giving up-all
Jast associations with Delhi or Rajpootana.
he essentially feudal character of the alle-
giance pledged and the fiefs bestowed under
this new system are couriously and distinct-
ly marked in the royal sunmuds oc decrees
proc'aiming them. This policy was begun
in 1862, shortly after the suppression of the
Sepoy mutiny, but has only recentl been
perfected under the vicory, Lord Lytton,
and the earl of Beaconstield. These great
feudal lords are recognized as princ:s in
England, and entitled to rank next to prin-
ces of the royal blood. Th:(iY are acknow-
ledged to be, and acknowledge themselves
to b, nobles of the British empire, and yet
they are the sons of the proud princes who
once held the successor of Aurungzebe in
luxurious capitivity at Delhi, conquered
the Deccan and thoﬁtunjlb. fought with
Wellesley, Lane and Hastings, an treated
on equal terms with Malcolm, Elphiostone
and Metcalfe.

| gress of biblical and philological knowledge,
and the discovery of manuscripts of the New
Testament far older and more accurate than
those from which the authorizad version was
{ made, have renderad it possible to satisly
the reasonable desire, on the one hand, more
} perfectly to reproduce for common use the
meaning of the scriptares; and, on the
other, to issue such a version as by the very
meth d of its production would inspire con-
fidence in its accuracy, and would forestall
other onesidea attempt: to improve the
common version.

Accordiagly, in the spring of 1870, the
convocation of Canterbury, representing the
larger portion of the Anglican church, re-
solved to inaugurate a revision of the au-
thorizad version. Certain members of the
convocation were designat:d to serve in the
work, and other scholars, members both of
the established church and of the noncoa-
formist bodies, were added to the number,
there being about fifty in all, of which one-
half constitute the Old Testament company,
and the other half the New Testament com-
pany. The most noteworthy facts respect-
ing the work are as follows : (1) The new
version is to be a revision of the old one, not
a new translation, The purpose is ‘‘ to in-
tro luce as few alterations as possible in the
text of the authorizel version consistent
with faithfulness.,” (2) The changes are,
further, to be so limited as not to affect the
general style of the old versien. Archaic
expressions are not to be changed when they
ciuse no obscurity. When changes are
made, the principle adopted iz *‘to limit
as far as possible, the expression of such al-
terations to the langusge of the authorized
and earlier English versions.” That is, if
words not now found in the Bible must be
introduced for the sake of faithfuloess, they
shall, if possible, not be such as to have a
modera sound out of keeping with the gen-
eral style of the Bible. (3) Every part of
each of the Testaments is to be revised by
the whole company chargel with its revi-
sion. (4.) Every beok of the Bible must be
gone over twice, and at the second revision
s vote of two-thirds is necessary in order
to change any reading of the authorizad ver-
sion,

In the autumn of 1872, at the request of
the British committee, a revision committee
was ized in the Uaited States, con-
sisting of about twenty-five members, divid-
ed into two companies, like the British com-
mittee. It consists of representative schol-
ars of all the leading Protestant denomina-
tions. They are subject to the same rules
as the British revisers, and labour in con-
junction with them in the following man-
ner: The result of the first revision of some
portion of the Bible is transmitted in a
printed ferm to the American committee,
and this is carefully examined and compared
with the authorizel version and with the
origioal text by each member for himself.
Then in monthly meetings of two day's du-
rat'on each, each company meets in New
York to deliberate upon the preposed
changes. They resolve to retain the reading
of the authorizsd version, or to make new
changes not pr;: o;ll by the British com-
pany, or to modify the changes pro d by
the British. When this worgkhApl bgzrdoni
twice, it is sent to England, where it is
made use of by the British company in their
second revision. This second revision i3
then transmitted to the American compa-
nies, who then again compare the differ-
enc:s, and decide whether they will adhere
to their former proposals, or aquiesce in
the British revision. * In this way, by suc-
cessive comparisons, and sometimes by spe-
cial discussions of the more important pas-
sages, the number of divergences is reduced
as much as possible. The relations between
the two committees are perfectly frienlly,
and the tion of different d i
tions has on neither side of the ocean led to
any friction.

The revision of the New Testament is now
nearly complete. That of the Old Testa-
ment will not be ready for publication for
about three years. In England the univer-
sity pre:ses have engaged to publish the re-
vised Bible, and, as they will have a copy-
right on it, they bear the expenses incurred
by the English revisers in the’r work. In
the United States there will be no copyright,
and the American revisers not only devote
their time time and study to the work of the
revision, but also assume the pecuuiary ex-

se of it, except in so far as interested
riends voluntarily contribute money for
this purpose.

A Special Train Inden wi h Passengers,
Live Stock and Freight, leaves Listo-
wel Tor the far Korthwest—About I,
500 People nee them off—Tearful parts
ings and cheering Godspeeds.

«The loikes I Laven't seen siuce the
duy I left Londonderry ! was an hon st
Mibernian's expression, as lie beheld the
gcene at the Great Western Railway de-
pot on Tuesday afternoon, and we are
not surprised that the associations of his
embarkation for the new world were
vividly recalled to a memory ever fra-
grant with the recollections of his Emer-
ald Islo. Perhaps the excitement here
was not so great, the interest not quite
o intense, or the partings quite so path-
wetic, as when the ties cf kindred are about
to be separated hy the broad ocean and
the emigrant is about becoming an exile
feom his native land. However, even to
the practical ("anadian, whose emotions
are not credited with being as easi
stirred as those of his celtic fiiend,
the scene on Tuesday last was not with
out interest. The immense gathering
bore sufficient evidence of the fact. Al-
though the great concourse of people did

The manu-
facture of sugar may not be successful
(although its success is to be greatly desir-
ed for many s ) yet the culture of
beets cannot fail to be of the greatest
profit to the giowers, if it only results in
their learning how to grow roots success-
fully.

loot culture is one of the most pro.
mising innovations in our whole farm
practice. No other product froman acre
of ground, will support so much live
stock, so much meat, milk, mutton, wool,
pork, lard or manure, as a well grown
root crop, and of the root crops the sugar
beet is the most nutritious., Sugar is by
no means to be ignored as a nutriment,
although a writer in a leading agricultur-

“al journal recently, intimates that the 10

or 12 per cent. of sugar in these roots
may be dispensed with in estimating
their value. It is in this respect that
sugar beets have an advantage over the
more productive mangels,and the lighter
crop of the former thus balances in a
great measure the heavier yield of the
latter. The sweetest beet, the French
r Silesian sugar beet, is of small size,
at least, so desired by the sugar manu-
facturers; and if the crop is grown for
sugar, the varieties, or one of them,
is chosen. But it beets are not to be
grown Tor sugar, theyshould by all means
be grown for stock fegd ; and this is pre-
cisely where the anaic heretofore re
forred to appears. If roots for stock,
whether bLeets or mangels, are grown by
reason of the present interest in sugar
beets, the mythical pot of gold will be
found, although in an unexpected way.

At five o'clock yesterday (Thursday)
morning a division was taken on Mr. Mac-
kenzie's amendment to the tariff resolu-
tions, and it was voted dewn by a major-
ity of 83--the vote standing, Yeas 53,
Nays 130—an solu
ried on the same division. Mr. Mac-
kenziel§ amendment was as follows 2

« That while this House is prepared to make
ample pfovision for the requirements of the
publie service and the maintenance of the
public credit, it regards the scheme now under
consideration as calculated to distribute un-

ually, and therefore unjustly, the burdens
of taxation, to divert capital from ite natural
and most profitable employment, to henefit
specjal elasses at the expense of the whole
community, tend towards rendering futile the
costly and persistent efforts of this country to
secure a share of l.hef‘ uun'n;uw Apd growing
carrying trade of this continent, and to create
an antagonism - between the commercial
policy of the Empire and that of Canada, that
might lead to consequences deeply Lo be de-
plored.”

The issue raised by this amendment
was practically the old issue upon which

the people proneunced last fall, viz.,one- |

sided free trade versus protection; and
the result of the division simply an em-
phatic reiteration of the verdict given at
the polls, Mr. Mackenzie acted con-
scientiously in submitting his amend-
ment. Ile was opposed to protection in

, office, and he is opposed to it now ; and
lie had a perfect right to put a renewed

expression of his views on record. But
now that the popular decision in favor of
protection has been ratified and confirm-
ed by Parliament, the hon. gentleman
must see the uselessnessof further oppo-
sition, and will no doubt be prepared to
give it a fair trial, for the question has
ceased to be a party one; it has become
in truth the national policy. Further
opposition to a scheme connected so in-
timately with the welfare of the country,
would not only be a grave political
blunder, but an unworthy and unpatriotic
course. All that can be said has been
said pro and con; and Mr. Mackenzie
and his friends will serve their own and
the country’s interests best by abstain-
ing from the miserable attempts to dis-

credit the new policy in advance of a fair |

trial, in which some of their newspaper
organs are now engaged. If their theories
are sound, a year or two at most will
suffice to convince the people of the error
of their way, and to expose the present
Government to the humiliation of failure.
Meanwhile the highest public interests,
not to speak of the interests of their
party, «
measure if not their cordial support, at
least an Lionest trial.— Mail.

During the first stage frequent
cultivation is very beneficial ; but when
the leaves are formed, then all cultivation
should at once stop. Inlifting the beets
at harvest, a spade is used to loosen the,
earth and pry up the root, which is then
freed from earth by knocking two roots
together, and then thrown into a pile,
the leaves having been first cut off by a
strong blow with alongknife. The piles
are then immediately eoveredwith leaves
for protection from the sun, and to pre-

| vent the drying effect of wind, so that

the beets may not become wilte 1, which

| is prejudicial to their value to the manu-
| facturer, as well as diwinishing in weight

for the grower, who sells by the ton, and
is thevefore equally interested inprevent-
ing evaporation from taking place.
Machinery has ulso been used for the dig-

| ving, and its action is well spoken of.

When the pulp from the factory is return-
ed to the soil, through the feeding to
cattle and using the dung, the beet crop
is not very exhausting ; and a competent
authority, T. T, Fuhling, asserts that the
substances restored to the seil by the
manure resulting from the feedingof two
thonsand three hundred pounds of hay,
together with the refuse or pulp, is suffi-
cient to restore the fertility which the
average crop has removed.

The teachings of those who have writ-
ten on beet culture seem to furnish the
following rules :—

1. Use stubble land.

2. Fse land of deep and permeable soil.
3. Plough in the manure deeply, and
harrow thoreughly.

4. Use artificial fertilizer in the drill.

5. Plant thickly, and as early as pos-
sible.

6. Cultivate intensively, i.e., frequently
and thoroughly.

7. Harvest as late as the season will
allow,

8. Prevent the roots from wiltingafter
they are pulled.

9. Market as early as possible after
lifting.

In 1877 ¢ was no secretary of any
branch of a trade's union in London more
trusted or respected than Michael Grame.
Ho was luw-sized, keen, energetic, pale,
slight, hight-bearded, and bent. Over the
cavity beneath the right eyebrow he wore
a black glass to conceal the unpleasant void.
Over the other eye he wore an orlinary
convex clear glass, for alrcady he was grow-
ing long-sighted in the remaining eye.
The dark patch made by the one b'ack
glass lent hus ¢runtenancs a grotesque and
whimsical appearance. Even those who
knew him bost and were in the habit of
meeting him daily could never fully divest
their minds of the idea that the spectacles
with tho odd glasses were assumed for a
joke, and sooner or later Michael Girame
would indicate the way in which the joke
lay. When strangers met him they were
always inclincd to laugh, and generally
did emile, at the deliberate comicality of his
face,

This is not the case,however,in the Province
of Ontario, where there aro 167 male to
100 female births, The ratio of births an-
nually to the thousani of population is 24 6,
a little higher than in Ireland and France,
whiie in England and Sotland it stands at
254, Daring 1877, 39,957 were born in On-
tario, nearly one-third of the births occur-
ing in the three months eading March 31,
an cnly one-fifth in the last quirt:r of the
year, the re:pective numbers be'ng 12 580
and 7,624. The aversge per diy was 110,
There were 411 cises of twin-births and 5
of triplets. Twenty-nine counties, Went-
worth taking the lead, show an incresse in
the total nnmber of births over the returns
for 1876, and reventeen a decrease. The in-
crease over the whole Province was between
four and five per ceat. The statistica of il-
legitimacy are somewhat startling ; the ave-
rage for the years 1872 to 1876 inclusive was
250, but the number of children bora out of
wedlock in 1877 was 529, an increase of 137
over those in the preceding year and 331
over 1876, Doubtless the hard time; are
answerable, in a measure, for this sad ex-
hibit. x

During 1877 12,577 marriazes were tolemn-
ized, being 27 in excess of 1876. London
was favoured with fewer of these interesting
events than in the previous year, but there
was an increase in all the other leading
cities. December seems to be the favourite
month, 1,390 marriages having tiken place
during ic, aga'nst 674 for August which is
lowest in esteem. From September to
March inclusive the marriages were 7 to 5
taking place between April and August,
also inclusive. The average per day was
34. As to age, 1.06 per cent. of the bride-

oms were uader twenty, 39 per cent.
under twenty-five, 17 per cent. under forty,
and 8 per cent, over that age ; of the brides
22,17 per cent. were under twenty, 48.42
between twenty and twenty-five, 16,06 be-
tween twenty-five and thirty, 7.46 Letween
thirty and forty, and 352 over forty ; 0.17
per cent. of the women married between
sixty-five and seventy, and 0.03 of the men
were over eighty years of age. There were
nine times as many marriages by license as
in the old fashioned way, by banns. Oune in
2.86 of the persons united were Methodists,
and one in 1,378 Quakers, these being the
two extremes, One hundreld and twenty-
three Mennonites eatered ‘“ the holy estate,”
62 males and 61 females. We have given
some of the curious couplings of agss; the
following is a fuller list, the first age given
in each case being that of the bridegroom :
