Mr. Hunter urge. tbhat the
return was by the act to be made by
tte manager or owmner of the concern,
‘whereas Mr. Curry was neither the one
nor the other. Mr. Daly argued on the
other side that the word ‘“manager” in
the act was broad emough to-cover any
employe who was conversant with the
facts. lhe -point was reserved for de-
cision until ‘this mormiayg, and the case
went on.

‘I'he witnesg stated in the continuance
of the examination in chief that he had
been instructed by the general mamnager,
Mr. B.rnard Maedonald, to make these
returns. Mr: ‘Lhompson, who was the
chef accountant, had also given mim the

value of the ore in the shipments were
made up irom the smelter returns (pro-
duced) and a check was drawn in favor
of tue government in atcordance witn
the smelter figures.

Mr. Curry
admitted that upon these returns, the cor-
Tectness of which he was unable to vouch
for personally beyond that he was sure
that they were right as they checked up
and_were given to him by the general
manager, he had given his affidavit.

In addition he produced a copy of
the cr ginal contract between the Le Roi
Mining and Smelting company and James
Breen, dated May, 1897. Mr. Daly stated
the present company was the successor
of the old, and was the beneficiary own-
er of the contract.

Mr Gordon Hunmter objected to these
documents on the ground that they were
tending to show that the smelter returns
already produced were returns not from
the Le Koi Mining and Smelting ‘company,
as ghown on the heading of the firm, but
from some other company.

Mr. Daly said that theassignment be-
tween the companies took place on Sep-
tember 16, 1898, and that the old forms
were still being used for smelter returns.
When the assignment took place the ori-
ginal contract was transferred by Messrs.
\W. Turner and G. Armstrong to Messrs.
W. B. Heyborne and K. Durant, the
president and secretary of the Le Roi
Mining and Smelting company to the
president and - secretary of the present
Nor:hport smelter company. This assign-
ment Mr. Daly had mislaid, but he en-
gaged to produce it later on. The con-
tract showed the freight to be 75 cents
per ton, and that was in force for five
years from the date of the first ship-
ment.

Mr. Daly said that the contract with
James Breen showed that he possessed
a quarter interest, and the contract also
set out the terms with the Le Roi com-
pany under which the ores would be
smelted at a $10 rate with a $2 rebate.
This contract was assigned over to the
Northport Smelting company. That is to
say, the od Le Roi Mining and Smelt-
ing company made over its three-quarter
interest to the Northport Mining ‘and
Smeiting company, its successors and as-
signs.

Mr. ly produced an agreement of
January;> 1898; between the smelting com-
ranies se'ling to the succeeding company
a'l their right and title of the first com-
pany in the contracts with the railway
and mining eompanies.

Mr, Daly then produced an agreement
dated 6th December, 1899, selling all
James Breen’s interest in the smelter to
he British America Corporation.

Cross-examined. N. B. Heyburn, E.
M. Heyburn, A. Dougherty, B. Macdon-
ald, E. Durant and C. R. Hamilton are
the directorate of the Northport Smelt-
ing company, with witness as president.
Witness would not be prepared to say
that shere were no stockholders common
to the B. A. C. and the Northport
smelter. He did say that the $10 rate
was a fovorable rate at°the time the
contract was made. It might be high
now; that ‘was a different matter. The
smelter might be treating other ores
at lesser rates. The B. A. C. owns no
mines in this camp. The Le Roi 's:a dis
tinet company. Witness did not know
whe were the directors of the Le Roi
mine. Mr. Edwin Durant has no connec-
tion whatsoever with the property. He
is a director of the Northport smelter. So
s Mr. Bernard Macdonald. He is general
manager of the Le Roi and also of the
<melter. Mr. Thompson is the asiistant
manager. Witness took his instructions
am golicitor for the Le Roi company from
either the manager or assistant manager.

Asked for a history of the original
{ransfers, the witness stated: The Le
Roi Mining and Smelting company, a
Washington corporation, owned the Le
Roi mine and a three-quarter interest in
the Northport smelter. This, the Le Roi
Mining and Smelting company, sold. to
the Northport Mining and Smelting com-
pany and the Le Roi mine to the Brit-
joh American Corporation, who formed
the Le Roi company. Under the agree-
m:nt the Le Roi is obliged to pay $8 per
ton for the treatment of its ores, and the
«melter is bound to treat it. The con-
tract was obligatory, in the opinion of
the witness.

Cross-examined, the w'tness declared
he had sup rvision of all the depart-
ments of the mine. It was not his duty
to assay the ore but to see that it was
dcne. He had been previousl emgloyed
in Nova Scotia. Had ‘no experience
ja drawing smelter contracts.

War Eagle and Centre Star might have
a different contract with = the Trail
smelter.

‘The alleged deficiences were real. The
faces were the places where the work
was going on. The deficiency works out
upon the smelter assay. The assay
might be inaccurate, but it is not likely.
The Le Roi mine might be entitled to
mecre money. Witness had no econnection
with the smelter. Le Roi ore is also
smelted at ‘I'rail under a temporary
agreement. The Trail smelter was short
of sulphide ores and asked the TLe Roi
mine to -ship about 100 tons a day as a
fiux. There was a special rate  given
under exceptional circumstances. which
have now come to an end, as the Trail
smelter has now all that class of ore
which it can handle, Shipments had ceas-
ed temporarily. As to the rate witness
refused to answer,

"I'his causcd a discussion, and Mr. John
Keen advised, but would not order, the
witness to answer the question. The wit-
ness admited that the rate was lower
than the contract rate with Northport.
T'he contract with the smelter was not
broken in sending ores to Trail, as the
Northport smelter was incapable of deal-
ing with it. Whether the War Eagle ore
was the same as the Le Roi witness
did not know. What the rate of smelt-
ing was witness did not know. He had
heard that the rate was $6. Mr. Daly ob-
jected to this question.

Monthly returns are made to the di-
rectors by the general manager or the
witness. ‘They outline where the ore is
taken from in the mine, its quantity and
value. A statement was sent to the di-
rectors showing the total ore shipped up
t> June 30th, the end of the fiscal year.
‘I'he smelter is making money. The man-
ager of the Le Roi Mining company is a
Mr. A. B. Dealtray, to whom all reports
are sent. He lives in London, England.

Re-examined. The nature of the check
upon the smelter return is that a counter
assay can be run. The Le Roi is putting
up a sampling mill for an absolute check.
There is no other mine in Canada that
does the like. There is mo collusion be-
tween the smelter and the mine. Witness
audits the books of all the companies,
including the smelter. There is about
125,000 tons of second-class ore upon the
dump. This could not be treated under
the Breen contract. When witness came
to the mine the rich spots only had been
gophered, but mow the whole ore body
is mined. Formerly the width of the
vein worked was about 15 feet, whereas
now it, in places, was over 100 feet.
Naturally the average values were much
less than formerly.

direenwood, B. C., Sept. 19.—(Special.)
~I'ne prediction recently made by the
orrespondent of the Miner that impor-
ant improvements were shortly to be
inaugurated at the Cariboo mine, Camp
McKinney, appears to be corroborated
by & mining man who returned to Green-
wood from that camp today. From this
gentleman, who is in close touch with
the property, the correspondent learns
that Managing Director George B. Mec-
Aulay’s presence at the mine last week
was in connection with the unfolding of
plans to the mine superintendent for the
carrying on of ‘extensive development to
more thoroughly explore the Cariboo
lode, of which ‘the (Cariboo-Menenney
Mining and Milling company has 4,700
feet embraced in its seven cotifiguous
claims.

I'he propdsed work includes the con-
tinuation of the main working shaft now
down 370 feet to a depth of 500 feet. It
is to be enlarged to a treble compart-
ment shaft to the present depth and
then continued on down at that size.
1his piece of work will, however, not be
undertaken, it is believed, until a raise
ghal] have been made from the
fourth level (at 355 feet depth) east, now
in about the cemtre of the (Okanogan
claim, to the surface. Another shaft is
also to be sunk on the extreme western
end of the Cariboo lode, on the Emma
claim. ¥rom this shaft connections will
in time be made with the present levels
running west from the mamn shaft. In
this connmection it is stated that orders
will shortly be given for tne purchase
of a new hoisting plant for the main
shait, and the machinery now in use
¢here will be removed to the new shaft.
In continuing down the main shaft,
which, for some distance on either side
on tne fourth level, shows the ledge to
be considerably broken, it is likely that
it will again encounter the ledge in place
and of its mormal width. This policy
was outdined in the annual report of the
managing director last January. It is
also now more than likely that the com-
pany will carry out the suggestions made
by the directors at the last annual meet-
ing in which they strongly recommended
that the capacity of the company’s 20-
stamp mill be increased. Now that the

'I'he other three shafts sunk
during the e#rly history of tne property
are now used merely for ventilation pur-
poses and o connected as to afford
means of escape in case of amy under-
ground accident.

Previous to 'the present reorganized
company acquiring the mine, the Cari-
boo had, up to August, 1898, paid the
shareholders in the old Spokane com-
pany dividends amiounting to $236,965.
During the period between that date_and
January, 1900, the shareholders in the
present company had distributed among
them the sum of $409,337.52. Since the
first of the -year the exact amount paid
out in dividends is unobtainable by the
correspondent, but: it is said to be on
a basis of one per cent per month on

the issued shares.. As it has been the |

aim of the management since the reor-
ganization of the company to push the
development both east and west in order
to put more ore reserves in sight, this
policy may have intertered somewhat
with the earnings of the property, but
the henefits must accrue in the near
future. 'The condition of the mine at
present is said to be better than ever
before in its history, and it is reliably
dtated that there is now blocked. out
and in sight sufficient ore to keep the
mill running for at least two years.

I'o Be or Not to Be—The Question at
Greenwaood.

Greenwood, B. C., Sept, 18.—(8pecial).
—Loocal interest has been aroused to
fever heat in conneotion with the pro-
posed wagon road up the West Fork of
the Kettle river from Westbridge to
Beaverton. The provincial government
has appropriated the sum of $8,000 for its
construction, and the preliminary steps,
the survey, is mow in progress.

Lack of room prevented tke
i correspondent of the Miner from being
present as the Council gathered in a
stuffy little oflice, which was packed, and
for nearly one and a half hours wrangled,
talked, disputed and adjourned. Being
anxious to learn the results of the meet-
ing av its close, the correspondent hailed
a fellow confrere who tersely answered
“H—I1, nothing.” Next he propounded
the same question to one of the coancil
who emerged in a state of perspiration
and disgust, and he, too, added that
nothing had been - accomplished. ‘‘Why
was the meeting called?”’ was next asked
of President Galloway, t'o whish hé
siapped back, “That is mot for publica~
tion,” Krom what could be gathered,
the meeting seems to have been called
to discuss certain unconfirmed. reports
that Mr. Thruston, owner of the Carmi
mine, and threatened to (build the road
himself—not, however, according tn sur-
vey. his report he denied in toto at
the meeting.
