England Reruits
U. S. Workmen

New} York. Aug. 4—The second
batch of American artisans recuited
for work in the shipyards and
munition factories of England will

sail to-day on the Adriatic. England
.is officially recuting labor in New
’Xork Philadelphia and other east-
jern cities. The success of the recuit-
ing is alarming the manufacturers,
who fear a labor famine. It is esti-
mated that fully 300 skilled work-
men from Philadelphia had gone to
England within the past few months,
all with = guarantees of salires of
from $40 to$50 a week for a full year,
and with thier passages furnished
both ways. :

The bidding for skilled workers
has created a stir among American
manufacturers. Wages have taken an
upward turn in many factories where
skilled men are employed, and efforts
have been made to suppress the ru-
mors of fat salagy envelopes in Brit.
ish workshops.

The recruiting has been done by a
representative of the Montreal office
of the White Star Line. This repre-
sentative placed advertisements in the
Philadelphia newspapers about two
weeks ago, instructing mechanics ap-
plying for positions to write to the
Montreal office of the steamship com-
panies. About 500 letters were re-
ceived by Philadelphia workmen, in
reply to their applications, request-
ing them to meet ‘Mr. Wallace' at a
Philadelphia hotel. The applicants,
as fast as they were accepted, were
supplied with their passage and guar-
lantees.

The Wary Birdmen.

You are staring like the crowd of
a-  country fair at a parachute act.
For the next puff may get him. Who
knows this bet‘er than the aviator?
He is likely an old hand at the game
or, if he isn't, he has all the exper-

ience of other veterans to go by. His
sense is the same as that of the
escaped prisoner who runs from the

fire of a guard in a zig-zag course
and more than that, if a puff comes
near on the right he turns on the
left; if one comes near on the left
he turns on the right; if one comes
under he rises, over, he dips. This
means that the next shell fired at
the same point will be wide of the
target.

Looking through the sight it seems
easy to hit a plane.

The gunner must wait
for its burst before he can spot his
shot, Ninety miles on hour is a
mil¢ and a half a minute., Divide
that by forty and you have about a
hundred yards the plane has travel-
ed from the time the shell left the
gun muzzle till it burst. It becomes
a matter of discounting the aviator’s
speed and guessing from experience
which way he will turn next.

That ought to have got him—the
burst was right under him. No! He
Surely that one got him any
way. The puff is right in front of
the Taube partly hiding it from
view. You see the plane tremble as

Wet Potatoes
And the Cause

HE cause of the poor watery

quality of potatoes grown

in certain sections has been vari-

ously agitated in the local press

of late beginning with the pub-

lished complaint of ‘“Consumer”
May the ninth.

Various theories have been ad-
vanced to account for the poor
quality of the home grown tubers,
but all seem to favor the idea that
the caplin fertilizer is the cause.

If we leave out of account unfav-
orable climatic conditions which
may sometimes account for the
watery, immature state of the po-
tato crop, we dare say that people
are right in attributing the cause
to caplin, but not in a way they
think.

Caplin themselves cannot ins
jure the crop, as we hope to prove
in the progress of this article.

There is an element which is
largely ignored that enters into
the composition of the soil that is
absolutely necessary if the soil is
to be regarded as in a fitting state
for the raising of any crop, and
that element is humus. This is
the fibrous material that is left in
the soil from the ' decomposition
of vegetable matter, leaf-mould is
an illustration of what is meant
by humus. When this vegetable
matter is absent from the soil it
is impossible to grow anything
successfully’ on it, and this is a
state of affairs usually brought
about by unintelligent farming.

Most farmers supply this valu-
able element when they apply
stable manure to their fields, too
many of them never think of it in
that light, but merely as a man-
ure. If they only knew it, much
of the stuff they put on their land
has little ‘or no other ' value, its
manurial qualities having been
long before destroyed by careless
handling and piling. Of this more
later on. :

As to the important part which
humus plays in the soil, it may be
said that it keeps the soil in con-
dition. It makes it light, it ab-
sorbs and holds moisture, it pre-
vents acidity and keeps the soil
warm.

Humus if not constantly = re-
placed soon becomes exhausted,
and. the spil is ruined. Succes-
sive manuring with caplin is apt
to induce this impoverished state
of the soil, because ‘caplin sup-
plies no humus, and this in our
opinion, without an examination
of the ﬁ/ lds, accounts for the wet
potatoes raised where caplin is
used as a fertilizer, and not that
caplm themselves are m)urlous
| The tm&e wnh fish manure l§

th
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Kelhgrews was famous for the
fine quality of its potatoes whlle
the humus was in the soil, but its
exhaustion has resulted in
quality potatoes.

Onge writer “Grower” quite un-
knowingly hit the nail on the
head, when he advised the appli-
cation of finely chopped boughs
of spruce or fir.- Such vegetable
matter supplied exactly what was
wanted--vegetable fibre. That man
had intelligence, if he had no
specific knowledge of farm chem-
istry or did not know the reason
but knew on the result.

Twigs, branches and leaves of
trees also supply potash, a very
essential element for the growth
of all plants especially potatoes.
Carelessly cultivated land soon be-
comes barren of potash and this
is a great reason why potatoes are
often of poor quality and of light
yield. A liberal application of
sulphate of potash would be a
good thing for the soil in which it
's proposed to grow potatoes.

As an experiment let the people
who grow potatoes try a bit of sod
‘and and a good application ' of
‘heir specifie, caplin. Keep the
iumus in the soil by rotatien of
crops and plowing under of stub-
ble.  In this country it would
1ardly do to recommend the plow-
‘ng under of green crops, our sea-
sons are too short, and people can
nly grow what is absolutely ne-
essary for the year.

If peat or bog 1is composted
vith the caplin a really fine fer-
cilizer would result, but the farm-
:rs of Kelligrews we observe use
he more readily obtainable soil
rom the fields and roadsides.

The suggestion by Llewellyn
Zolley that analysis of the soil be
made to determine what elements
ire absent, is of no practical
/alue. Soil analysis is not what
s needed but a sound knowledge
>f what is taking place when a
rop is growing would be more to
‘he point. Farmers need help.
[hey should be instructed in the
nethods of soil improvement.

Mr. Frank Simms is unquestion-
ibly of the opinion that caplin
ause wet potatoes when they are
ipplied green to the crop. Prac-
:dical farmer as he is, Mr. Simms
‘00 has missed the real issue. Mr.
simms also lays particular em-
hasis on the stirring of the soil,
‘his is a good bit of advice, for
we think our farmers as a rule do
aot pay enough heed to this cul-
ivation. However, stirring of
the soil is not going to make up
‘or other deficiencies, as for inst-
ince lack of mould or humus in
the soil. There are too, certain
tavorable conditions which ren-
ler cultivation or stirring of the
soil superfluous, and entirely un-
necessary to the raising of a
rumper crop of potatoes, and it
will be found that this condition
>xists where vegetable mould is in
ibundance, as for instarnce in land
aewly reclaimed from the forest.

The meeting relative to a movement
for Home Defence convened in the
C.' L. B. Armoury last night was at-
tended by many past
members of the city brigades and
others interested in the movement.
Lt.-Col. Rendell of the C. L. B., who
presided, stated that the intention was
to gscertain how many could be haa
to assist in organizing the required
force The matter had been consider-
ed at the'last meeting of the Patriotic
Association and a sub-committee was
formed to further deal with it. Their
recommendations which were approv-
ed by the Reserve Force Committee,
submitted to His Excellency the Gov-
ernor, it is thought will be confirmed.

Does India iloard
Her Yellow Gold?

From time immemorial India has
absorbed gold as a sponge
water. The flow of gold to India has
always continued. In the
vears she has received $680,000,000 in
gold, partly in sovereigns and partly
‘n buillon, in addition to enormous
fuantities of silver. It all goes into
he ¢ountry, but very little ever come
rut. Lord Rothschild observed some
years that he had noticed that none ot
the smooth gold bars sent to India
Tom England ever came back. What
aappens to this great stream of pres
cious metal, which continuously dis-
ippears like those rivers in des.rt
lands which lose themselves
ground?

The testimony of experts is most
onflicting. Some say it i§ hoarded
while a few are ready to prove by a
formidable array of statistics and it
cannot be extensively hoarded. Those
who believe that India possesses a
vast store of hoarded treasurc make
the wildest guesses at its probable
total. The most popular estimate of
the hoarded wealth of India puts the
total of $1,500,000,000, which woula
amount to five dollars per head of the
population; but some credible esti-
mates are far higher. The experts
quarrel, again, about the probable
effect of India’s obsorbtion of gold
upon the world’s money markets and
the prices of commodities. Some say
that all gold-using countries beneft
thereby, while others, such as Sir Ed-
ward Holden, appear to hold that ‘the
drain of gold to India’ is importential
menace. The commission while de-
clinig to indorse either of these mu-
tually destructive contention has de-
clared in effect that an increascd ust
of gold in India should not in future
be encouraged by the Government, bu!
India already seems disposed to r¢-
sent this recommendation.

India has been subjected to repeat-
ed invasions and innumerable inter-
nal wars, and her people have never
completely lost their hereditary sense
of insecurity. Banking facilities are
still sparse, and it would be surpris-
ing if Indians did not hoard.

Hoarding does not necessarily mean
burying,in the ground or concealme!
in the roofs of houses, though thos®
practices are doubtless extensive. MI
J.M. Keynes, a member of the con‘l- \
mission tells a story of a Brahman m.
Eastern Bengal who even hoards ©f
currency notes in his roof. Once a week
he retires privily and spreads them
out of the sun to remove the damp. A
very large proportion of the hoardet
wealth of India is however, in the
form of gold and silver ornaments. 1!
is into these ornaments that the bulk
of ‘the bullion and sovereigns, as well
