Toronto, Oct. 26—Addressing one 

of the largest audiences ever assembl­
ed in the Toronto Arena, Major-Gen. 
Sir Sam Hughes announced last night 
that he was no advocate of conscrip­
tion. “Canada,” he said, “has shown 
itself able to turn out more men pro­
portionately under a voluntary system 
than Switzerland could under .1 com­
pulsory system. I do not believe in 
compulsory training, but in universal 
training.

When the strains of the Queen’s 
Own band heralded the arrival of the 
Minister of Militia, the great riirong 
stood and as Sir Sam passed up the 
aisle there was an outburst of cheer ­
ing, enthusiastic and sustained, such 
as has not often been heard even in 
the great and loyal city of Toronto.

The procession formed at the King 
Edward Hotel was headed by digna- 
tories of the Independent Order of 
Oddfellows, under whose auspices the 
meeting was held, resplendent n full 
regalia. Sir Sam was welcomed on the 
platform by the heads of the society 
in Ontario, and immediately Hon. W. 
H. Hearst, Premier of Ontario assum­
ed the duties of chairman.

The Prime Minister congratulated 
the “illustrious Order on the interest 
they had taken in the great question 
of the day.”
