Lack of
varlety is ona of the serious faults in
our national diet, Many people seem
fnclined t) use a very l'mited number
of foods and, as far as posaible, to
maks each day

known that a varied diet i4 more
wholesome than a restricted one, and,
aspecially in theae timas when good

‘vod materialy, such  as heans, peas,
Indian corn and bariey, while an ‘m
ported product, rice, remains quite
popular iu «pite of it inferior quality

a4 food and the comn e ial objection

that Canad an money nfust be sent to
soma foreign country to pay for it
Of all the neglected foods, the bean

‘s perhaps the mcet important 14
contains a large pereentage of protain

(approximately douhle the amount
found in cereals) aud protsin is the
most expensive ingradient n the ma-
loriale which we consume. The bhean

may fairly be safd to rank first among

the comwmon foods of vegetable orizin:

peas are of a'most egual value, but

wheat and barley fail below Oals
also are distinctly fofer‘or on the
w hole, though rhey contain much mov»
‘at than beana. Whila It i3 not true,
as has sometimes heen assumed that

vegetable protsin, #s found in beans,
can entirely take the place of animal
prote.n, as found in meats, eggs and
milk, nevertheless the vegetable pro-
telns hava a high food value and ths
bean could, in maay instances, be ad-
vantageoualy substiiutel for part of
the meat ratfon. Comsiderable econ

omy would be attained in this way, as
hesnas are very cheap indeed n com

parison with mos. animal products.
It wust he notwd, however, that beana
cannot bwe caran freely by evervone
Thera are a few individuals for whom
thay sesm guite uusuitable; but the
vast majority of peopie would have
hetter, cheaper and more ‘enjoyvabla

Tambookie grass isl
by no means the only paper-making |
material obtained in South Africa,
and from the information availavle
it seems likely that the range of ma-
terials will enable several classes
of paper to be made.—Family Herald.
