The Scott Act in Bister Provinces.
' In regard to the observance of the 
Scott Act in Nova Scotia, one of the 
best known and most intelligent Tem­
perance workers in that Province in­
forms us that the Provincial Govern­
ment does practically nothing to 
assist in its inforcement either in 
the way of providing funds or 
appointing officers for that purpose. 
The same may be said of the Province 
of Quebec. The fact is that the On­
tario Government has done far more 
to assist in the inforcement of tire Act 
than any other Provincial Govern­
ment in the Dominion, and yet it best 
suits the purpose of some of the most 
noisy Prohibitionists to denounce the 
same Government, in season and out 
of season, because of its ‘‘neglect of 
duty.” Our Nova Scotia correspon­
dent writes :—Our Local Government 
does not assist in the inforcement of 
the Scott Act here. It has made pro­
vision that the County Councils may 
provide for an inspection, and on that 
word “ may " some of the councils 
have quibbled and have done nothing. 
There are no Provincial funds provid­
ed for the inforcement of the law. The 
result is that the act is not well en­
forced anywhere hero where it has 
been adopted. Of course the Domin­
ion Government lias done nothing- to 
assist. In the counties of Colchester, 
Cumberland, Hants, Annapolis and 
Digbÿ there is now practically no in­
forcement. In Colchester there is now 
an agitation on foot to repeal the Scott 
Act and go back to the Provincial 
License Act of 1886, which is consid­
ered a better law in many respects 
and easier inforced. I do not consid­
er the Scott Act will be of any real 
value to Nova Scotia unless the Ottawa 
Government makes all the reasonable 
necessary provisions to have it en- 
fored.—Globe.

This fertile valley is about four 
miles in length, its general course 
being from south - west to north­
east. The valley proper includes 
about twelve hundred acres, scarce a 
rod of which is not of the most fer­
tile kind.
name from the Indian or wild plum 
which once grew here in great abun­
dance. Very little of this native fruit 
remains, excepting cud specimens, re­
minders of countless plum groves and 
a generation of pioneers who, with a 
hundred other things, have rolled down 
life's incline into the forgotten peel.
It is claimed tint one hundred acre* 
in this valley will produce more Stock 
food than the best one hundred within 
many miles of it. For example, Mr. 
Jerry Bulbs' farm will carry annually 
in first-class condition, without tM 
aid of green fodder or roots, twenty 
head of cows and ten horses.

We think the name Hollow is sug­
gestive of all that is gloomy. Nearly 
all the Hollows of Ontario which we 
remember the names of were the re­
puted resort of ghouls, ghosts, satyrs, 
spirits, fairies and furies, which might 
be seen holding high carnival at mid­
night. Plum Vale would sound 
pleasanter, and be more expressive of 
the place. However, fairies (pretty 
ones) have been seen flitting through 
the vale by moonlight, and they are 
not always alone either.

Probably the first house in the vale 
was that built well nigh one hundred 
years ago by Mr. Sheldon, grandfather 
of the Rev. S. Sheldon. It was situ­
ated at the rear of the Bullis proper­
ty. The oldest residence is that of 
Mr. Ithimar ICnapp, built, over ninety 
years ago. Messrs. Sheldcti, Ifjiapp 
and Lillie were the .first to make an 
opening in the primeval forest j: this 
valley.

Mr. Jos. Knapp's handsome cheese 
factory is a standing evidence el' the 
adaptability of the valley to successful 
dairying. Its prospects for the com­
ing season are very bright. The 
pleasing exterior is surpassed by the 
internal order, taste and cleanliness.
The machinery, vats, floors, etc., have 
just been repainted, giving additional 
airy freshness and purity, so desirable 
in dairy work.

The efforts of the Rev. Mr. Sheldon 
in rebuilding the Baptist church ho»-, 
and in endeavoring to arouse that 
denomination to greater activity and 
usefulness, have met with divine as 
well as human approbation, and bavo 
been crowned with marked success.

A number of the friends of Mr. 
Bulbs drove down from Brighton for 
tlie purpose of barring a grand sleigh 
ride and a good time generally. They 
employed themselves in looking up 
old acquaintances, taking in a num­
ber of oyster suppers, and engaging iu 
anythin" which would afford amuse­
ment. The company was well chosen 
for mutual enjoyment.

The generous home of Mr. Sheldon 
Bullis is gradually becoming a great 
rendevouz for lovers of horses, who 
come from miles around for the pur­
pose of matching their horses or trad­
ing, as the case may be. If Mr. 
Bullis cannot accommodate those who 
come for this purpose, he can general­
ly direct them to where their wishes 
can he gratified. So general is the 
good feeling and satisfaction, that the 
business seems to be fast growing in 
favor with the people. And why 
shouldn’t it ? Why not deal honestly 
in this business as well as in others t 
“ Young Warrior " is more than him­
self this spring, both in aneearanee 
and action, and will probaply book 
more this season than ever .hdore.
The reason for this is the (high, value 
set upon his stock. Several,of his 
colts have sold for high prices. A 
foal of hie, a year old and pait, now 
standing in the same stable, is . 15£ 
hands high, and gives great promise 
of high Speed. Mr. Bullis has no wish 
to part wilh the colt. It was intend­
ed to put “ Young Warrior" on the 
track last season, to increase his speed, 
but unfortunately an accident put off 
the carrying out of this intention un­
til tho present season.

He shows, further, 
how valuable possessions the Canadian 
bait grounds are to which the Amer­
icans would fain have access without 
giving proper renumeration, and points 
out how every nation under heaven 
takes means to defend rights of this 
kind when it has them agai 
terlopers.

London, March 16.—The Russian 

embassy in London has received des­
patches confirming the reports of the 
discovery of a plot to assassinate the 
Czar, and the arrest of the ringlead-

Mr. Wood (Hastings) moved for.an order 
of the House for a return pf the number of 
standard logs cut by local mill owners by 
authority of the Crown Lands Department 
from the timber of limit holders during the 
year l88ti. Such return to give the location 
of mills, names of mill-owners with the 
amount each paid by way of dues to the 
Department, and to the owner of limits, 
with a copy of the Departmental Regula­
tions affecting the same. He said there 
were no complaints so far as he knew as to 
the administration of this rule, but there 
were complaints of the principle &nd terms 
upon which they were granted. v 

Hon. Mr. Pardee said he was glad to 
have the hon. gentleman say that there 
was no complaint made respecting the ad­
ministration of this system—the objection 
being simply to the price. The lumbermen 
paid 75c a thousand feet on the lumber cut. 
The local mill owner paid $1.50, which 
covered the 75c that had to be paid to 
the Government, and 75c for the limit 
owner himself. He (Mr. Pardee) thought 
the mover of this resolution could hardly 
have examined the question fully, or he 
would have found that the sum paid to 
the limit owners was as l^w as possible. 
Out of that 75 cents thc limit owner had to 
meet the bonus, ground rent, interest on 
investment, etc. While the hon. gentle- 

urging a reduction, the limit 
owners were urging an increase, which was 
pretty good evidence that the Government 
had struck the happy medium. The bonus 
in some cases amounted to 75 cents a 
thousand feet. Would it be right to say 
that the local mill owner should be allowed 
to take it for less ?

k A Manassas (Va.) despatch says : Last 
Sunday morning before daylight a colored 
family named Fields, living three miles 
southeast of this place, were aroused by 
three masked men. who broke down the 
door of their hut.
