If the Baconian philosophy is'
true the farmer need not regret very
much Mr, Carnegie’s oversight in not |
providing him with free cop.es of
Laura Jean Libby or the average best
seller. It's a little too easy to get
the borrowing habit when convenient

to public library. Nine times out of
ten the books read under these cir-|
cumstances are strictly “punk.” Mind
I am making no attempt to dlscredltl
what is a splendiq institution and al- |
together worth while, but like most
big things there is a weak side to it.
Hence, the man who gets his mail at
Jones® Corner should not envy the ur-
banite and his be-pillared book-te.uple,
All he has to do is to start a beiter
one—for his own needs—and at a
very reasonable ontlay.

One of the principal things to re-
member is, that a library is not nec-
essarily a collection of books. To
descrve the name it must mean more
than that. It cannot be bought by
the foot or the yard, according to the
limit of one’s pocketbook. The real
thing is a natural outgrowth of the
owner's tastes and requirements.
It may have its beginning in one
volume or a dozen and may be ad-
ded to from time to time as circum-
stances suggest,

REAL AGRICULTURAL DBOOKS.

To get together a number of author.
itative works along ‘the line of one’s
own buslness, makes a gooa starting
point. A man siould be a better farm-
er if familiar with “why” as well as
the “how.”  Abnormal seasons, such
as we have experlenced for the last
two years, are sure to create new
problems. One who has trained him-
self by practice and experience to
plow a straight furrow, feed a prize-
vinning steer or breed a cow into the
advanced Registry, will be all the bet-
ter plowman, feeder or breeder if he
knows what the best agricultural
beoks have to say about th.se sub-
jeets, I'or instance, such a booxz is
“The Fat of the I " by John W:l-
liams Streeier, and putlished by
Grosset and Dunlaps, New
When iy came out ten or twelve years
ago it created quite a stir and was
widely read, I remember hear.ng
the later Dr. James refer to this book
some years ago while addressing a
meeting of dairymen, “If,” said he,
“you think of buying some reading
matter, and have only the price of
one book to invest, by all means buy

he Fa; of the Land,” it will pay
you.” I, for one, took the advice aud
found it gilt-edge Another book
from which I have devived a  good
deal of pleasure and profit is entitled
“Qur Farming,” by T. B. Terry, of
Obhio and published by The Farmer

Co. of Philadelphia.  Other bLooks
that should find a placg in any farm

library are Henry's “Feeds anq Feed-
ing,” which standg unsurpassed in
its line; Roberts’ Fertility of the
Soil; Davenport’s Princip.es of Breed.
ing, and the Bailey books that cover
& wide range of horticultural topics.

Then 1 see no reason why the farm.
er may not profitab.y develop a sort
of all-roundness in hig reading. We
know, or ought to know, that pro-
duction is only half of his business.
No matter how bountiful in yie.d or
how seplendid the quality ot his crops,
if there is no market for them_ his
labor has been in vain, Really there
is no getting around the fact that a
pProsperous agriculture depends in a
large measure on a proper sysiem’ of
distribution, To-day, market regu-
lations and. almost everth.ng con-
nected with the farmer’s selling op-
erations, has been the work of some-
body else. What more imporiant
move could be made, then_ than read-
ing some of the books and periodi-
ca s dealing with this phase of the
situation,

But after one has waded through
the intricacles of science and ecoa-
omics, he is apt to welcome some-
thing of an entertaining nature. A
steady diet of beefsteak gets monot-
onous; a variety menu keepg a proper
ba.ance and makes ug ready for m.re.
In the realm bf literature, bouks of
fiction serve as a kind of desert, but
if one happens to like pie, that is no
reason why he should make a meal
of it. I am, by no means, one of
those ‘who cry down fiction, provided
it has some eicments of value in it.
There are, however, so m ny tooks
in thig class published nowadays that
in buying it is well to practice some
system of discrimination. Usual'y,
I believe the publishers plan to put
new books on the market ‘in the
spring and fall, like the milliners and
the tailors, Ag a rule, they go out
of fashion just as quickly. Then,
again, 1 never like to risk $1 50 on the
new comer bccause the pablisher pro.
claims it to be “the greatest Amer-
fcan novel.” Buylng best se'lers on
this basis is a pretty sure way of
dropping one’s small change,

It’s a good plan to let the early en-
thusiasm of promoters cool off, After
a year or two, if the book still ap-
pears to be making headway, and
seems to have captured public sanc-

tion it may be rafe to purehase. An
old gentleman who has got to- !
gether a really useful iitrary, =aid

to me once: “Never buy fiction until
the copyrizht runs out,
in two ways.
droppeg one-half in price;
if they are still alive, they’ll be mas-
terpieces and well worth bhaving”
The advice locked good so I have
browsed quite freely in the literary
fields of Dickens, Scott, Thackeray
and a score of others, ransi all the
way from Fielding to R t Louis
Stevenson, They may not have ad-
ded much to my store of azricultur-
al knowledge, but *I do claim they
give onc a breader outlook on  the
world of affairs and  improve the
quality of kis citizenship, Once let
a man’s mental horizen  Lecome
bounded by the limits o! a2 hundred
acre farm and he becomeg dwarfed
in mind, body and soul,

In these days of history-making
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Library.

one is likcly to be cttracted to the
warring nations anq become interest-
ed in the storieg of their rise and de-
velopment, Macaulay’'s “History of
Eng.and” and “Green’s Short History
of the English People” are two stand-
bys that should find a place in any
library,  The former especially, is
a model of clearness and fluency of
style, the mere reading of which can-
not heip but be beneficial, aside from
the historical facts he clothes so at-
tractively, Guizot’s “History of
France,” and Grote’s “History of
Greece” are authoritative works on
the countries with which they deal,
and will be found fairly readable.

STUDY OUR OWN COUNTRY.

Coming down to our own country,
still comparatively you: z, there are
several monumental works, such as
Kingsford’s, that treat exhaust.vely
with Canadian history. I prefer, how-

ever, to take our own history in bion
graphical doses, of which we have a'

number of very palatable ones. In
fact the whole story of Champlain
aown is told under quite a formidabie
list called “Makers of Canada.” Per-
baps most people would noi care (o
read al!l the “Makers” or go to the
expense of buying them. There are,
however, some of them be.onging to
our own timeg that are almost indis-
pensable to anyone wishing to get a
reasonable and easy grasp of Domin-
fon affairs since Confederation. The
biographies that I can especially re-
commend are the lives o: Sir John
Macdonald, Alexander McKenzie, Geo.
W. Rosg and Sir Charles Tupper. You
will not be satisfied to read any of
these from a lending library on the
two weeks’ limit., They will stand
much re-reading and become more in-
teresting on an extensive acquain-
tance.

Most
people will declare withovt any hesita-
tion that they don’t read it. But then,

MORE BRITISH BLOWS

Another Advance Made on the
Somme Front.

Strong System of German Trenches
on Southern Frent of Ridge
North of Beaumoent-Hamel Was
Captured—The Total Number of
Hun Prisoners Exceeded the
British List of Casuaities.

LONDON, Fcb. 12.-—British troops
captured Saturday night a strong

Two hundred and fiftcen Germans
surrendered to the British and they
went as prisoners to the rear. The
British bulletin from France _ Bays
that the number of prisoners greatly
exceeded the number of British cas-
ualties.

The British had to fight to hold
the ground on the Sailly-Saillisel
Hill, east of the village. They man-
aged to drive back German attacks
with heavy losses to the Germans
without losing any ground them-
selves,

The official statement for Sunday
reads:

“Another highly successful local
operation was carried out last night.
A strong system of hostile trenches,
lying on the southern front of Serre
Hill (north of Beaumont Hamel),
was attacked and captured on a front
of over three-quarters of a mile, We
captured 215 prisoners, a number
considerably exceeding our cas al-
ties,

"““We repulsed this morning by our
fire an enemy attempt to approach
our lines south of Sailly-Sailiisel. We
entered foe trenches during the night
in neighborhood of Pys, southwest of
La Bassee, north-east of Neuve Cha-
pelle and south of Fauquissart. Many
casualties were inflicted on the enemy
and his dugouts destroyed. A
number of prisoners were secured.
We  effectively bombarded the
enemy’s positions to-day at a number
of places along our front,

German attacks against the new
British positions east of Sailly-Sail-
lisel, on the Somme front, were un-
successful, according to the official
statement from British headquarters
in France, issued Saturday night by
the War Office. British troops have
carried out successful raids in
region of Ypres. The statement
reads: :

“Last night the enemy attacked
our new positions east of Sailly-Sail-
lisel after heavy bombardment. The
attacks were everywhere unsuccess-
ful and our line was maintained en-
tirely.

“The enemy attempted raids dur-
ing the night southeast of Neuville
St. Vaast, east of Vermelles and
south of Neuve Chapelle, but were
repulsed in each case with consider-
able losses, leaving a few prisoners
in our hands.

“A party of our troops entered the
enemy’s lines east of Neuville-St.
Vaast, destroyed a machine gun em-
placement and returned without
casualties. This afternoon we car-
ried out a very successful raid op-
posite Givenchy. We captured 25
prisoners, including one officer. In
the last 24 hours we have taken 48
prisoners, including two officers.

“The artillery has been active on
both sides of the Somme, in the
neighborhod of Serre and in the
Ypres sector. Four explosions were
caused in the enemy’s lines by our
fire.”

e
Prompt Victory Promised.

PARIS, Feb. 12.—General Castel-
nau, chief of the French military
delegation at the conference of the
Entente Allies at Petrograd, is’ quot-
ed in a despatch to The Temps froni
the Roumanian capital, as saying:

“‘One has only to compare the mili-
tary situation of the Allies in the
month of January, 1916, with that of
January, 1917, and he will be com-
pelled to admit that the conditions
for the forthcoming spring campaign
are much more favorable than they
were last year, )

“I can say that each day we are
coming nearer to the realization of
our objects. The brave Russian
army, which has assumed a formid-
able task; the gallant Italian troops,
and, finally, the Anglo-French
forces, which are incréasing in num-
ber, constitute the best guarantee of
our final vietory, which hereafter,
will come promptly. In the mean-
time the military power of the Allies
remains unshakeable. The Germans
have procured Success only on se-
condary fronts.

“With regard to the principal
fronts, on which decisive action will
oceur, our enemies have shown them-
selves powerless to obtain any ser-
‘ ious results.”

India is to Come Under Military
Service Act.

LONDON, Feb. 12.—A special de-
spatch from Delhi says: ;

Lord Chelmsford, the viceroy, pre-
siding over the imperial legislative
council, said that the Government’s
activities were. being concentrated
upon how best to assist the empire to
achieve victory. India must be ready
to place all resources at the disposal
of the Empire. He did not wish to
minimize he efforts already made,
but for the future the motto must be
“effort and yet greater effort.” Lord
Chelmsford asked the new members
to continue to co-operate in avoiding
controversial questions,

Referring to the recent ordinance
requiring all European males in
India between the ages of 18 and 50
to register, the viceroy stated that
the time had now arrived for India
to release for service in the field
British: units which otherwise would
be employed on garrison duty. The
necessities of war made it imperative
to organize an Indian defence force.
It was therefore proposed to intro-
duce a bill whereby all European
British subjects between the ages of

18 and 41 would be liable to general !

military service in India. Those be-
tween the ages of 41 and 50 would
be compulsorily enrolled for local
military service, and youths between
the ages of 16 and 18 would be en-
rolled for military training. The
Government also proposed enrolling
Indians in their own units for gen-
era! military service in India for the
duration of the war.

TURKS BADLY BE4TEN.

Lose Position Held by Gen. Towns-
hend During Seige.

LONDON, Feb. 12.—An official re-
port issued Sunday night describes
briefly a British success against the
Turks in Mesopotamia, a new line
being occupied by the British of
about three and a half milés to a
depth of more than half a mile. The
text of the statement reads:

“In Mesopotomia during Friday
night and Saturday four Turkish at-
tacks on the right were repulsed, and
the British hold on the enemy trench-
es on the left was rapidly extended
‘by bombing attacks. Later after a
heavy bombardment a successful as-
sault was undertaken against trench-
es west of the liquorice factory which
General Townshend held throughout
the siege of Kut, whereby we secured
the factory and five hundred yards of
enemy trenches.

“‘As a result of these operations a
new line has been occupied on a
frontage of over 6,000 yards, and the
enemy pushed back for a depth vary-
ing from 800 to 1,200 yards. All the
evidence shows that the Turks suf-
fered heavily.”

The British offensive south of Kut-
el-Amara was resumed successfully
on Friday, says an official statement
on the campaign issued Saturday
night Under cover of a heavy bom-
bardment a portion of the new Turk-
ish front line west of the Hai River
was secured and consolidated in the
dface of two counter-attacks and two
bombing attacks. Further westward,
the statement adds, Turkish trenches
were penetrated and by successful
bombing work were secured and con-
solidated along a front of 1,200
yards.

Austrians Are Active.
ROME, Feb. 12, via London.—An

attack in considerable force was
made on the Italian lines east of
Goritz on Friday night, the War

Office announced Sunday. The ,Aus-
trians were repulsed at nearly all

points, and such portions of the front |

lines as have not yet been reoccupied
by the Italians have been held under
heavy fire, it is declared.
The statement says
heavy artillery and trench mortar
preparation the enemy in consider-
able force attacked our positions on
the western slopes of Santa Caterina,
northwest of San Marco and east of
Vertoibizza, between Sober and the
Goritz-Dornberg railway. After heavy

are kept under our heavy barrage
fire. We captured more than seventy
prisoners.”

PITTSBURG, Pa., Feb. 12.—Nich-
olas Murray Butler, President of
Columbia University, declared in an
interview here Saturday that the
submarine Deutschland has been cap-
tured by the British.

“I have positive knowledge,””  he
said, “that the Deutschland is one of
eighty-five German submarines in
one British port. I know that the
British have captured not less than
200 German submarines,”

“The Deutschland now lying at
Bremen is another submarine with
that name painted on it to support
the story that the submarine carrier
never started on a third trip,” But-
ler paid.

“The German submarine plan will
not succeed,’” Butler claimed. “The
British patrol and the active submar-

ine arm of the British navy will
prove their efficiency to adequately
and most effective deal with the
blockade,”” he declared.

LONDON, Feb. 12.—In . a letter

The epiders are kept in a large room
under the supervision of three girls
and a forewoman. When not spinning
the little workmen are placed 'in =
large wooden eage. Flies are the chief
article of diet.
During the winter monthg the spider
colony usually dies, so that an entirely
new corps of workmen must be re-
cruited. Not every epider will do—
only large, fat fellows that epin a
tough round thread are euitahle.

Singularly enough, the girls whe
have charge of the spiders in this Fne-
lish factory are not in the least afraid
of them or their bites. On the eom-
trary, they regard them as pets, are
able to tell them apart and to eall
them by nicknames which humoreusly
describe their appearance or their pe-
culiar habite of work.

THE OFFICIAL REPORT

The official report from headquar-
ters reaas:

We ga.ned the whoie
of our objcctives and captured a ma-
chine gun and %8 prisoners, including
two officers.

“Our capture of Grandcourt has
been followed up vigorously on both
banks of the Ancre, and considerabie
progress has been made., During the
night we attacked and captured Bail-
lescourt farm on the Beaucourt-Mirau-
mont road, and south of the Ancre
carried another hoztile trench lymg
between Grandcourt and cur old froat
line. In these operaticns we have
taken a further 82 prisoners, including
one officer.

“The ground we have gained cn th?
Ancre since the new year now .J2p-:-
sents an advance of an average depth
of nearly three-quarters of a !mile on
a front of over three miles, *

“We also entered enemy trenches
last night south of Bouchavesnes and
brought beck prisoners and a mazaine
gun. A number of the enemy were
killed and dugouts were bombed.

“During the night an enemy raiding
party in the neighborhood of Gueud:-
court was driven off by our barcuvze
hofore renching cur line. Another on-
emy raid attempted south-west of La
Bassce, 2lso was repulsed.

“Considerable artillery activity »n
both sides continued in the neighhor-
hood of Armentieres and Ypres. We
caused & large explosion in the en-
emy’s lines

“On the night of February ¢-7 we
-dropped bombs on an e¢nemy 2ag0-
drome with good effect. One German
aeroplane was destroyed yesterday in
the air-fighting and three others w:re
driven down damaged. One of evur
machines is missing.”

The German War Oifica issued a
supplementary report to-nigh. admit-
ting that a apirited bombardment was
in progress in the Somme soector.
