The question on the Referendum ballot 
la "Shall the importation or bringing 
of intoxicating liquors into the province, 
be forbidden? ” It is written twice on : 
the ballot, and after the question in the 
upper part is the word "NO, ” and in the 
lower "YES". Within the space contain­
ing the question, there is room for the 
voter or make a cross (X) after “NO" or 
“YES", and thus express the convic­
tion that importation should be pro­
hibited.

The Act clearly states that the prohibit­
ion applies only to intoxicating liquor for 
BEVERAGE purposes. Prohibition will | 
not prevent importation for ncremental,
medical, manufacturing or commercial 
purposes.

The Referendum is a Dominion meal-1 
ure. The officers will be appointed and the 
election conducted as in a Federal election.
All our women who are British subjects, 
twenty-one years of age and over have 
the Dominion franchise as well as the 
Provincial franchise and can vote on the 
coming referendum.
