THE WEEK IN PARLIAMENT.

In Parliament this week, Hon
A. G. Blair’s railway commission
bill was practically finished so
far as the committee stage was
concerned. Opposition members
offered many important amend-
ments protecting the rights of
municipalities, farmers and rail-
‘way men. Nearly all of these
were accepted. The Conserva-
tive party have taken deep inter-
est in the bill, while Liberals with
one or two exceptions, have allow-
it to drift along without offering
any suggestions.

“ Now, just so long as this sort
of thing is possible it may ‘be ex-
pected to continue and inerease,
and at the cost of public morality,
to say nothing of political purity,
until we haven’t a semblance of
either commodity left.”

Supreme Court.

The criminal docket before the Su-
preme'Court at the present term has
been an exceedingly heavy one. As
stated in last issne the Carver murder
trial was concluded on Wednesday of
last week, when the jary found a ver-
dict of guilty. The other criminal
cases were ; Bell, for stealing, fonnd
guilty ; McCallum, for shooting, there-
by ioflicting grevious bodily harm
found gullty ; and McLeod, found
guilty of assault, occasioning actual
bodily harm. The last of these cases,
that of McCallum for shooting McAleer,
was concluded at haif past two on Mon-
day afternoon, when the jury brought
in their verdict of guilty. At three
o’clock the saine afternoor, the three
judges, in their robes of office ascended
the bench, and a hush fell on the im-
mense throng assembled in the court
room. Thescene was a solemn one,
for the couri was about to pass senten-
ces on those criminals found guilty. Of
coarse the knowledge that sentence of
death was to be passed on Carver for
the murder of Stewart, was what lent
the awful selemnity to the occasion.
The Attorney-General moved that the
sentences be passed on each of the
criminals in turp. Their names were
called ont by the Clerk of the Crown
and then the Chief Justicé passed the
sentences, in each case prefeging the
sentence with some salutary remarks,
as to the heinonsness of the crime of
which the prisoner was guilty. The
last sentence passed was that upon
Carver for murder. - McLeod was sen
tenced to six months imprisonment in
Queen’s Cotnty jail. Bsll was sent to
the Penitentiary for five years, and
McCallam got three year§ in the Peni-
tentiary. In the case of Garver, there
is but one sentence according to the
law, that of death. In proceeding to
pass the sentence the Chief Justice put
on the black cap, and in solemn {ones
called the criminal’s attentionp to the
awfol position in which he was placed,
and admonished him to make good use
of the time left him to make his peace
with God.

La Grande Chartreuse.

e

Scents at the Closing of One of the Most
Famous of French Monastories.

(From the New York Evening Post.)

The exoitement of the Catholics in
France over the present expulsiod
of the religious orders, which bas
slready resulted in riots in different
parts of the'country and in the reaig-
nation of several army officers—
among them the distinguished Ool-
onel of the Fourth Dragoone, Mor-
siear de Coubertin—is particularly
apparent here in Grenoble and the
surrounding Dauphine region.

For a time it was supposed tbat
the Carthusians of La Grande Chart-
rense would not be included in the
forced exodus of the “ religieux" be
cause of the finsncial benefits ac.
cruing to the country from theit
presence. When, however, Mon-
sieur Oombes sent forth the order
expelling also the monks of Ls
Grande Obartreuse the indignation
was great in all Dauphine.

In Grenoble especially, these
monks are highly regaided and be-
loved. Their liquer factory at Four-
voirie gave employment to a large
pumber of workmen ; they builtand
sustained a free hospital at St Lau-
rent-dusPont, as well as an asylum
for deaf mutes near the monastery.
A large pert of their immense rev-
enue was given away yearly in
obll'ity.

The masjority of the monks have
aiready gone, taking with them their
treasucee, their library, their chron-
foles and the appliances for making
their precious liquer, Oaly & band-
fol of brethren remain to represent
their order in that bleak monastery
high op in the mountsing of the
Mzgssif de la Chartreuse, where since
1089 Oarthusian monks have lived,
prayed and died. It is true this
bandfal bas been’ carefully seleoted,
and ooly able-bodied men, keer—
witted ard of cool jadgment were
allowed to remain to bold the moun~
astery against the Government.
They bave barricaded the doors, no
one is given exit or entrance; they
are provisioned for three montbs,
and it is their avowed intention to

+ compel the Government to forcibly
ejoot them, and by ‘so doing, said
Fatber Clovis, , **#ioldte in our per-
sons the rights of citigens,”

As the expulsion was expected to
take place on the night of the 20th,
s small party of Americans, myself
smong the number, determined to
visit witbout delsy the famous mon-
astery before-its extinotion.

It is pot the time of - year the
average tourist selects for a visit to
La Grande Chbartreuse. - The snow
Jies too deep yet on the mountains,
the road is not without its dangerous
places, and the air is far too cold for
comfort. Nor are the * voitures de
service” running, and those who
contemplate an_exocursion, must
either walk or engage a private car-
riage,

At 7 o’clock on the morning of th-e

Uafortunately we could not wait.

They
were all unarmed, save for great
mountain sticks, but a certain un-
smiling mood seemed upon them
which argured ill for Ybe gendarmes
when they should appear.

April 29th—Since the visit, the
monks have been ejected, but not
by the gendarmes glone. The Gov-
ernment, cognizant of the presence of
those watchful campers in the woods,
took the precaution to send two
troops of cavalry and a battalion of
infantry with the police. Against
these well armed” soldiess resistance
was more than futile.

What would even a thousand un-
armed men—peasants or counts—=do
against such a force ?

They could only indignantly prce
test as the gendarmes, guarded by
the steroly silent military force—for
the soldiers, whether Catholics or
Protestants, like ill these recent dut
ies—battered down the venerable
doors and led out one by one their
beloved recluses from the chapel,
where they were found kneeling in
prayer.

But three of the officers—two
captains and a lieutenant—who ac-
companied their men to La Grand
Chartreuse, after obeying the orders
they had received, sent ia their resig-
nation, with the statement that they
entered the army to defend their

country, and not to eject monks
and nuns from conveats.

Cardinal Newman wrote of the
orders in the so called Church of
England, In 1868, long before the
Pope’s encyclical on that subject was
thought of: “As to my views of
Anglican orders I cannot conceive
