The North Pole of Alfalfa.
There must be a number of your 

readers, sir, who are not aware of 
the marvellous possibilities of this 
rich fodder, of its capacity for gather­
ing nitrogen, of the fact that it can 
be cut as many as nine times in a 
single season, that it will grow to 
12 feet in height, and that it is a great 
soil producer, actually making new 
soil by breaking up land with its 
powerful roots, and so restoring 
worked out lands. While still more 
are unaware that at the University of 
Kansas one of the research Profes­
sors' of Industrial Chemistry has suc­
ceeded in extracting abundant dia­
stase and making it into bread, which 
I have bad.the privilege of tasting. 
This enterprising University has sent 
down this year'one of its similar re­
search professors to study' the pro­
ducts of the ductless glands of mar­
ine mammals. It has long been 
known that the little ductless gland 
attached to the kidney secretes a juice 
of immense value, which is called 
“adnephrin” or “adrenalin,” the de­
mand for which has added immensely 
to the profits of the great slaughter 
houses. But recently it has been 
further shown that a certain small 
gland, no larger than a pea In man, 
which resides under the centre of tt\e 
brain in a special boney case, pro­
duces a still more valuable excretion, 
whieli controls the blood pressure 
control, from the gland along the 
kidney.

It is quite possible that especially 
in the huge mammals like our whales, 
killed on this coast, this and other in­
valuable chemicals may reside which 
will yet throw into the shade the re­
turns from oil and manure. Prof. 
Weidlein has arrived to start his ex­
perimental work this summer.

Railway News.

The 
work on the abutments at Shoal Har­
bor River will be completed by Sat­
urday next; the river there is about 
50 feet wide. The foundations are in 
at the bridge of George’s Brook, and 
the foundations for the bridge at 
Goose Bay Rivér will be completed to­
day. The grading on the road is 
the heaviest ever done in this coun­
try, and there has so far been more 
rock per mile than so far ever met 
with. The survey is completed to 
Bonavista.

Secretary to Methodist Church hi
Canada—Deceased Was Held in
Highest Esteem.
Toronto, July 1—The Rev. Dr. Alex. 

Sutherland, missionary secretary to 
the Methodist Church in Canada, died 
shortly after five o’clock last evening, 
aged 77 years. On March 3rd last 
he was taken ill with influenza. This 
passed away, apparently, but was 
succeeded by pneumonia, from which 
deceased died. For an hour or two 
before his death he was quite con­
scious and talked with the members 
of the family.

The surviving meihbers of the fam­
ily are his widow, formerly Miss May 
Jane Moore, Dundas, Ont., and the 
following children: Mrs. Rev. Dr. 
Stevenson, of Nashville. Tenn. : Hugh 
Sutherland, of Philadelphia; Mrs. 
Ida McLeailr of Calgary; Frank Suth­
erland, of Hamilton, and Mrs. Dv. 
Sheppard, Lynn, Mass. \

The funeral will take place from 
I Shei-bourne Street Methodist Church 

at 10.30 Saturday morning to the Ne­
cropolis.

The Rev. A. Sutherland, D.D., who 
for many years had filled the onerous 
jest of secretary of missions in the 

; Methodist Church of Canada was a 
native of the province of Ontario, 
where he was born in 1833, and in 
his youth knew much of file hardship 
of pioneer life. Converted at 19, be 

, entered the ministry two years later. 
His first field was thirty miles in 
length by eighteen in width, includ- 

' in g about twenty preaching places 
every month.

v Since then he was called to the 
pastorate of some of the largest and 

| most influential churches in the de- 
t nomination, including' Hamilton, To- 
1 ronto and St. James Street Church.
" Montreal. While In the latter pastor- 
i ate in 1874 the first general confer- 
. ence of the Methodist Church was 
. held, when he was elected general 
1 secretary and clerical treasurer of 
’ the missionary society, one of the 
i most honorable and influential posi- 
! tiens in the gift of the church, but 
1 involving extensive travel and oner­

ous responsibilities.
Union of Methodist Churches.

Over twenty years ago he founded 
the Missionary Outlook, a paper which 
stands high among missionary publi­
cations of the day, and was its editor- 
in-chief ever since. Though in lab­
ors abundant in his own particular 
sphere, this did . not prevent Dr. 
Sutherland from taking an active- 
part in all questions affecting his de­
nomination and society at large.

To Dr. Sutherland, more than any 
other man, belonged the success of 
the great movement which culminated 
in the union of the various branches 
of the Methodist Church in the Do­
minion. As secretary of the joint un­
ion committee he framed in a large 
measure the basis of union, and with 
tongue and pen he pleaded earnestly 
for its ratification, which was ulti­
mately accomplished in 1883.

The numerous occasions on which 
the doctor was elected to represent 
bis church in Important assemblies 
indicate how his brethren delighted 
to honour him. Twice secretary and 
twice president of his own annual 
conference, he was appointed in 1871 
fraternal delegate to the Methodist 
Episcopal Church in the United 
States ; in 1881 represented the great 
Methodist ecumenical conference, 
London, England, ajjd was one of the 
joint secretaries df that august body : 
in 1886 fraternal delegate to the Bri- 

. tish Wesleyan conference; In 1891 
fraternal delegate to the Method isi 
Episcopal Church south.

Enjoyed Literary Fame.
Dr. Sutherland’s reputation for lit­

erary ability and scholarship was noC 
confined to his own country, for in 
1898 he was selected as lecturer on 
the foundation of the late Col. E. W. 
Cole, in connection with Vanderbilt 
University, Nashville, Tenn. The 
course consisted of six lectures, tin- 
subject being “The Kingdom of God 
and Problems of To-Day.” Later lie 
delivered the annual “Fernley lec­
ture" before the conference of the 
Wesleyan Methodist church in Eng­
land. He was the first Canadian to 
be so honored, and it was only the 
second time that such an invitation 
bad crossed the water. In 1879 the 
degree of doctor of divinity was con­
ferred by Victoria University.

[The deceased was well known and 
highly esteemed in Methodist circles 
in St. John's, having visited the Con­
ference here in connection with his 
office for a number of years, and de­
lighted large congregations in the 
city churches with his able and time­
ly sermons.]

Editor Evening Telegram:
Dear Sir,—You very truly say that 

emigrants from Newfoundland to U. 
S. A. or Western Canada are liable to 
many dangers, especially young in­
experienced people. All sorts of 
traps are laid for such. Parents and 
guardians in Newfoundland should 
begin to set their faces against emi­
gration altogether. Newfoundland 
should-soon learn to compete against 
any country in the world. This 
country is generally admitted to be 
rich in metals, timber, peat and ag­
ricultural wealth. But we want to 
educate our young people in their 
ideas. We want to teach young New­
foundlanders that their own country 
holds out for them as many prizes as 
foreign lands, provided they are con­
tent with industrious, lives and have 
spirit enough to insist on fair, honor­
able competitions.

(2.) Young Newfoundlanders leav­
ing this country should know in ad­
vance that in any of the big cities 
•abroad they will have to work like 
slaves merely to survive. The com­
petition is literally murderous, as it 
needs must be where so many mil­
lions of people are fighting for dol­
lars. In such a crush the strong as 
well as the weak are ground down by 
the sheer force of numbers. Also the 
very fact that Western Canada and U. 
S. A. are called great countries im­
plies that they will have become over­
crowded. The two extremes of 
wealth and destitution will be strong­
ly marked and the majority of emi­
grants will not find themselves on the 
millionaire side. Peopl£ who want 
independence without excess either of 
wealth or poverty should learn very 
young that Newfoundland has by Na­
ture’s gifts all the elements of suffi­
cient prosperity. If the agricultural 
wealth of Newfoundland were thor­
oughly studied and scientifically ex­
plained to the people—say by lectures 
and Societies, this country would be 
admitted to have comfortable capa­
city for at least a million people. 
Besides advocating Newfoundland 
abroad we should now begin to ad­
vertize Newfoundland in Newfound­
land. It is merely brute .stupidity to 
decry the agricultural resources of 
Newfoundland. This whole subject 
should be thoroughly and scientifi­
cally explained in press and platform. 
Mere indifference on the part of citi­
zens in a country is worse than 
foreign. hostility. The whole indus­
trial growth of Newfoundland, and 
notably its agricultural possibilities, 
should be a useful theme and an in­
tellectual stimulus. No better' sub­
ject could be chosen for a winter 
course of lectures. But as regards 
the emigrants from Newfoundland to 
Western Canada or U. S. A. we may

i from the sharks of foreign cities, 
j Young people should have safe let- 
! ters of introduction to a definite ad- 
: dress before going abroad. Parents 
j should know precisely where their 
I children are going and what occupa­

tion they are to take up. It is mere 
| stupidity or worse to be indifferent in 
I such a matter. Our young New­
foundlanders are counted competent 

: to fill any position in foreign lands 
; better than most natives, but they 
l would do better to direct their ambi­

tion towards situations in their own 
native land which their ' education 
certainly fits them for. Apart from 
that" those of our young natives who 
do go abroad should know in advance 
where they are going; they should 
receive letters of introduction and re­
commendation from and to reputable 
persons only. This matter should be 
under the eyes of public authority so 
that persons Reaving for foreign lands 
could protect themselves by law 

j against all agencies of destruction. 
Naturally this requires co-operation 
and strict supervision so that young 
people be secured against bogus ad­
vertisements or agencies of any kind, 

I local or foreign. The country can 
have no worse destiny than that ot 
sending its citizens to foreign lands 
—and this evil is made worse when 
young people instead of going to use­
ful, honorable careers are entrapped 
by agents of hell—of either sex. An 
emigration agent should get no foot­
ing in any part of Newfoundland, and 
if (he or she) those get recognition 
in any way .parents will curse them­
selves when they hear of their child­
ren fooled into going to some wretch­
ed place, out of which as out of hell 
there is no redemption. Those 
sharks and infamous harpies (male 
or female) that make a trade of in­
ducing young people to become mem­
bers of their dirty trade should be 
very much worse than tarred and 
feathered. In fact it would soil clean 
tar to touch them with it. And every 
city has a number of these filthy old 
hags and reprobates of both sexes. 
These are the wretches that encour­
age young people to go abroad or 
even to remain in the city provided 
they can make a few dollars by it. 
Such animals should be swept into 
the cesspools they properly belong to. 
But evidently we must encourage our 
young Newfoundlanders to fill situa­
tions at home such as they fill abroad 
most successfully, and also we must 
look after our young people going 
abroad and direct and commend them 
wisely.
