to the test, however, in a similar’way
to that whieh obliged them to retire

‘from north of the Aisne near Soissons,

because the Germans realizing the
danger to their eommunications with
Metz as a result of French advance
near Pont a Moussen have sent rein-
forcements there and have begun a
battle for pesitions which they lost
during the past week. The Germans
apparently have regained a portion of
them and fighting for the remainder
is now in progress. At other - points,
particularly near St. Mihiel and Al-
sace_there have been infantry engage-
ments but on‘the whole artillery con-
tinues to be the busiest arm. The
Russians have renewed their offensive
operations against Mlawa town which
has changed hands oftenr since the
commencement of the war, and it ap-
pears as if they will again attempt to
envelop the German forces which are
holding the line of the Mazuran Lakes
and avenge themselves for the defeat
at Tanneburg. On the rvest of the
Polish front and in Galicia Austro-
German attacks are becoming more'in=
termittent according to Russian, ‘re-
port which is géherally brief when big
events ame happening. The Russians
continue to make progress against the
Austrian outppsts in the mountains be-
tween - Bukowina ' and  Transylvani.
Germans explain. the -actipn of their
airships dropping bombs on the towns
and villages of Norfolk, England, by
saying they had been fired on. British
airmen in turn have been busy in Bel-
gium according to a report from Hol-
land and ‘have ventured as far as Es-
sen, Rhenish, Prussia, where they
destroyed some buildings. Holland
asked Germans for am explanation of
the report that German airships pass-
ed on their way to England over Dutch
territory. Archduke Charles Francis,
heir to the Austrian throne, arrived at
the German headquarters on a visit to
the Emperor, and Baron Burian,
Austro-Hungaeian Minister of For-
eign Affairs, is due there within a
few days. It is expected a conference
of the Germanic allies will decide
whether Austro-Germans will go on
with the expedition for the subjuga-
tion of Serbia or turn their attention
to Russian armies which are invading
Hungary from the East. With all her
other occupations England has found
a force to deal with the ~Mad Mullah
who has been stirring up-..tribes in
Somaliland and was attacking those
friendly to Great Britain. The Mul-
lah’s adherents have been defeated
and scattered. 2

They might just as well say they sent
warships against Whitby and Scar-
borough and killed children because
some English children use “pop-guns.”’
British troops have had a brush with
Mad Mullah in Somaliland and have
scattered his forces. An official report
from the French headquarters scts
forth that the advantages of the fight
for trenches during the past two
months in the west rests . with the
allies. This is to be seen by the pro-
gress of the lines around Neuport,
Ypres, and on the lin€ towards Metz,
between St. Mihiel and Pont a Mous-
son, and the bulge they have made
frcm Belfort towards the Rhine. The
successful counter-action by the Ger-
mans in the meighborhood of Soisson
is to lessen the pressure, if possible,
of the French towards Metz and bend
of the Rhine north of Basle. The allies
however have enough men now to
hold the Germans at Soisson and to
pursue their offensive. The confer-
ence of the new Austrian Foreign Sec-
retary,who is a Hungarian, and the
Austrian ;:h®ir with the German Em-
peror and his staff shows that they
have to deal with the big new move of
the Russians, whe have seized the
passes of the Carpathians between
Galicia and Bukowina on the one side
and Hungary on the other, The new
big movement mentioned by the Daily
Telegraph correspondent is probably
the invasion of Hungary and the pro-
bability of Roumania joining the Rus-
sians in this big movement, This
movement may create a difficult posi-
tion for Austria as Hungary feels that
her strength has been sapped in Ser-
via and in Poland and-the Magyars,

PARIS, Jan. 21.

The destruction of a big ammuni-
tion depot, from which. the German
farces were .operating near Rheims,
and drew their supplies, was this
afternoon reported in official de-
spatches. According to unofficial re-
_ports, this explosion of huge supplies
of powder resulted in many deaths.
French aviators located the ammuni-
tion depot and furnished the range to
the Allies gunners. The guns had
gearcely been trained in its direction
when a shell burst through the roof.
A tremendous explosion shook the
earth for miles around. Before the
depot was blown up, the French artil-
Jery destroyed the German field
works in the same vicinity. Imme-
diately following the explosion, an
fnfantry charge was ordered, the
French taking several of the enemy’s
trenches.

Furious fighting along he German
battle line, extending from St. Mihiel
to Metz with first cne side and then
the other having the advantage, was
also reported to-day in the official
communique. . Fellowing a prolonged
artillery duel, French troops in the
forest of Apremont suddenly rushed
from their trenches, and dashing
across a stretch of clear ground they
drove the Germans back 150 yards,
capturing several lines of trenches.

Letter home from Driver George
Toke, of the R.F.A.

We-are having a lot of snow. We
have to eat our food in the open. We
cannot sit down as everything is wet.
It’s not half lively, I can tell you.
When we have a few minutes to
gpare, we tie a lump eof rag up for'a
football and kick that about, but it
coes not last long.

In the battle we lost a lot of
raen, but the Germans got a smack
in the eye They lost thousands
I have been very lucky, as my centre
c¢river and wheel driver have been

stopped, as I was expecting my turn
next. When you see your mates lying
dead it makes your blood run cold,
but all the same I am not downhearted
yet. While there is life there is hope.
You will have seen a fine piece of
work done by our battery. The work
cf the battery was saving the guns
at . A German airship flew over
the top of our battery where we were
in action, and he dropped a signal and
the Germans got the range of us.
Then the shells started coming down,

.dropping all around us and among us.

Our chaps were dropping down dead
and wounded. Two guns got put out
of action. We got orders to limber
up the guns. We came up at full
speed, and 1 think we were mad. Any-
way, we got there and brought the
artillery to safety. I said “Good-bye”
to all and myself, as I thought it was
my last, but I escaped unhurt. Two
gunners on the guns got Killed, and
the driver behind us as we were com-
ing out of action. But I.may tell you
we had been giving them some stick.

5,250,000, not to .speak ' of 5,000,000
pairs of trousers, 4,500,000 pairs of

Nairn’s Reception
to Newfoundlanders

SPEECH BY SIR R. FINLAY.

Three hundred of the Newfound-
land Contingent, which arrived re-
cently at Fort George from Salisbury
Plains, held a route march yesterday
in fine weather to Nairn—a distance
of eight miles—where they were en-
tertained to tea in the Millbank Pub-
lic School by the Nairnshire branch
of the Victoria League, and an ad-
dress was delivered by Sir R. B. Fin-
lay.

Sir R. B. Finlay, who met with a .

hearty reception, said it was a great
thing that Nairn should have the hon-
or of welcoming so large a force from
their premier British Colony. New-
foundland was first in point of time
in the history of their dominions be-
yond the sea, and he was certain that
Newfoundland would not be last in
the race of glory, in which ail their
dominions were now. , embarked.
(Applawse.) It was that distinguish-
ed man Sir Humphrey Gilbert who
320 years ago took possession of New-
foundland én behalf of Queen Eliza-
beth. Sir Humphrey Gilbert present-

ed another point of imterest for them ™

in the expedition on which they were
now engaged. The Belgians had
shown to the world that the old spirit
of national pride and national inde-
pendence was still alive. Whatever
the result of the war might be, _the
c¢ruelties perpetrated by the Ger-
mans would steep their nation with
infamy as long as there was any jus-
tice. in Europe. (Appplause.) He
thought the Newfoundlanders were to
be congratulated that it was at this
time they were going to take part in
the fight. He thought the tide was
turning. (Applause.)-——Nairn Paper.
