ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.

PARIS, (Official) May 2.
In Argonne, a strong German re- 

connoitering party was dispersed 
north of Harasee. Later reports show 
that the attacks launched by us on 
the 29th and 30th April on the slopes 
at Mort Homme, enabled us to cap­
ture a thousand yards of front, and 
ranging from three to six hundred 
metres in depth. East of the Mehise 
a spirited attack against the enemy’s 
position. S.E. of Douaumont fort, and 
which fully succeeded, enabled us to 
capture a German trench of the first 
line on a length of 500 metres, to­
gether with the capture of 100 prison­
ers.

SITUATION IN DUBLIN IMPROVING 
DUBLIN, May 2.

While the situation outside Dublin 
is not so satisfactory to-day as in the 
city itself, it is imporving-. The au­
thorities expect that a few days 
should see the last of the armed re­
bellion in Ireland. A flicker is still 
apparent, not far from Dublin, where 
a small group of adherents of James 
Larkin have esconsed themselves fur­
ther west in the capital. There still 
are bands of insurgents in being. The 
rebels are sceptical of the assurances 
given them that their comrades in 
Dublin have surrendered, as the re­
sult of the prompt measures by the 
authorities. A mobile force is moving 
into the mountains to-day, preventing 
the Sinn.Feiners from assembling arid 
arresting their leaders.

general and immediate com.
PULSION.

LONDON, May 2.
Asquith declared in the Commons 

this afternoon that the Bill to be in­
troduced to-morrow would be one of 
general and immediate compulsion, 
and said that he hoped to give an 
early opportunity for the discussion 
of the motion calling for the resigna­
tion of the Chief Secretary of Ireland. 
Immediate compulsion, the Prime 
Minlste rannounced, and the whole re­
cruiting problem would be dealt with 
in a single bill. Mr. Asquith said that 
while in August, 1914, the British Ar­
my at home and overseas consisted of 
twenty-six divisions, there were now 
seventy-one divisions, including the 
naval division.

FORMERLY THE YACHT ‘ERIN.’
LONDON, May 2.

The British armed yacht Aegusa, 
the sinking of which by a mine was 
announced yesterday, was formerly 
the Erin, Sir Thomas Lipton’s private 
jaqjit. It was taken over by the Brit­
ish! Admiralty and used as a patrol 
ship. Later she was armed. Before 
being sent to the Mediterranean, 
where site was sunk, she had been on 
patrol duty in the North Sea. The 
Erin convoyed Shamrock IV to New 
York for the Cup races, which were 
to have been held in 1914.

SINKING CONTINUES.
LONDON, May 2.

A wireless despatch received to­
day from North Foreland Station, 
from the Dutch steamer Batavia, an­
nounced that) the Fridland was sink­
ing. This Swedish vessel sailed from 
Portland on April 14th, for Rotter­
dam, and had 7,000 tons of wheat on 
board. The British steamer Hendon 
Hall, which was yesterday reported 
as sunk, while bound from Portland 
and Louisburg for Rotterdam, also 
had been chartered by the' Belgian 
Relief Commission.

The Brazilian steamer Rio Branco, 
and the British steamer City of Roch­
ester is sunk. One fireman was lost; 
the remainder of the crew were sav­
ed.

ISQUITH IN THE COMMONS.
LONDON, May 2.

In addressing the Commons, Mr. 
Asquith said the public was naturally 
depressed by the deplorable incident 
of the. surrender of the garrison at 
Kut-el-Amara, but that it was not an 
event of military importance. Refer­
ring to attacks on the Government in 
this and other connections, he invited 
the House to turn to the speeches de­
livered during a previous crisis in the 
history of the country, and it would 
be found that charges of exactly the 
same natrire were made. There had 
been the same charges and accusa­
tions of indecision, procrastination,

■ half-heartedness and delay, exactly 
the same cry for a saviour or com­
bination of saviours. At one moment 
the people were told that the civilians 
ir. the cabinet lmd overruled their 

I military and naval experts, as had 
I been the charge with reference to 

Gallipoli. At another indent it was 
said that the civilia™ in "the cabinet 
were too subservient to their military 

: advisers. My answer to all this, As­
quith cohtinued, is that if there have 
been mistakes or blunders, perhaps 
both of policy and strategy, our con­
tribution of the United Kingdom and 
Empire has grown and is growing 
steadily, month by month, and better 
directed than ever before. The naval 
and military situation of the Allies 
has never been so good as it is to­
day, We have to put up with these 
things, the Premier said. He added 
that the Government would not be 
disturbed by them so long as it re­
tained the confidence of the country. 
After reviewing carefully the condi­
tions under which recruiting had j 
been carried out, the Premier said it 
had been decided that the men requir­
ed could not, and would not be ob­
tained in due time by existing me­
thods. Coming to the conclusion that 
the existing machinery would not 
Provide the men required in the ne­
cessary time, Mr. Asquith said that 
the Cabinet had decided to make pro­
vision for the men included in the bill 
brought in last week, which was 
withdrawn. An additional 200,000 un­
attested married men were essential

ASQUITH ON RECRUITING.
LONDON, May 2.

Asquith foKeshadowed in the Copi- 
mons to-day the intention of the Gov­
ernment to-morrovTto introduce a hill 
providing for tire immediate compul­
sion for men of military age. The 
Premier reviewed the recent contro­
versy over the question of recruiting, 
and gave some figures showing what 
the British Empire had done since the 
outbreak of the war. He said that 
the army, which at the beginning of 
-the war consisted of 26 divisions, now 
amounted to 83, including the naval 
division and contributions from the 
Dominions, but excluding India. To 
obtain five million men for the army 
and navy, which had been done, in­
volved prodigious effort both at home 
and throughout the Empire. Recruit­
ing was still being maintained with 
same occasional lapses. There were 
two limiting conditions, the Premier 
continued, in the matter of recruiting 
that applied to England, but not to 
either of the belligerents, namely, the 
maintenance of supremacy on the seas 
both by means of the navy and the 
mercantile marine, and the financing 
of the nations of the Allies.

TURKISH TRANSPORT REPORTED
SUNK.
NEW YORK, May 2.

A Salonika despatch to the News 
Agencv here to-day says that a Turk­
ish transport, the Chirksti Mairie, 
was sunk off Rodento in the Sea of 
Marmora, by a British submarine, ac­
cording to an announcement made 
here to-day. No details are available, 
but it is believed here several hun­
dred Turkish troops on board were 
drowned.

Seallishery Over.
S.S. Ranger Brings Home the Key— 

Voyage a Big Success—Valued at 
Over a Million Dollars.
The s.s. Ranger, Capt. Wm. Bartlett, 

jr., the last arrival from' the Gulf, 
crept into port last midnight, having 
"closed the gates” arid brought home 
the “key.” of the 1916 sealfishery. Site 
has 3,500 seals. The Ranger's report 
is practically similar to that of the 
Viking and Diana. Ice and weather 
conditions in the Gulf this season 
were the worst in the memory of the 
oldest sealer. The Ranger had hard 
luck. First she was jammed for a 
considerable while and subsequently 
after striking the whitecoats the ice 
broke up and the ship lost about 70 
pans. Capt. Bartlett states the lands­
men around the Magdalen Islands did 
well this spring. The Ranger did very 
little in the working of old seals. The 
voyage is ended and there is much to 
be thankful for. A significant aspect 
is that not a single serious accident 
occurred out of the 2,300 men who 
participated in the fishery. This alone 
is a gratifying fact. It may be men­
tioned though, that two deaths, 
through natural causes, occurred on 
board the s.s. Erik in the early part 
of the spring. The total catch will 
probably aggregate 250,000 seals in­
cluding 3)000 landed by the Halifax 
steamer Seal to be brought on here by 
schooner from Channel. The Seal 
cleared from the Custom House at St. 
John’s for the Nfld. sealfishery, and 
therefore her catch will be included in 
the total. Altogether the voyage has 
been remarkably successful for such 
a small fleet of twelve ships, roughly 
223,000 being brought in by the eight 
ships which prosecuted the hunt on 
the northern grounds. Considering 
the extraordinary weight of the white­
coats and the equally extraordinary 
high price of $6 paid for young fat, 
this year’s catch of a quarter of a 
million will be more valuable than 

00,000 of an ordinary year with or­
dinary prices ruling. We estimate 
that the fat brought in this spring will 
be worth to the country over $600,000, 
which added to the value of the skins, 
approximately another $400,000, will 
yield a grand total of over one million 
dollars.

The Court which rose at 1 p.m. yes­
terday for recess continued at 2.30 p. 
m. and several witnesses were exam­
ined by Mr. Howley, K. C„ and Mr.

Higgins. At 5 p.m. the Court rose for 
half an hour and continued from 5.30 
to 6 p.m. when recess was taken un­
til 7.30 when Howley, K. C„ addressed 
the jury till 8.30.

Conscription Bill
The Asquith Government 
has determined to stake 
their existence oir a Bill 
to provide for the imme­
diate compulsion of men 

of military age, married or unmarried., 
Compulsion is already in force inr 
Great Britain as regards unmarried 
men, but much dissatisfaction exists 
among married men who have attest­
ed and are awaiting the order to join 
the colors. The dissatisfaction arises 
from the number of unmarried men 
who have obtained exemption from 
the special courts which were insti­
tuted to decide whether single men 
who appealed to it were entitled to 
exemption under the provisions of the 
Conscription Law for unmarried men. 
The serious losses in Mesopotamia and 
the diversion of part of the military 
strength to Ireland to put down, over­
awe and hold in check the Sinn Fein- 
ers in Ireland have added consider­
ably to the difficulties of the military 
task, and rendered Compulsion in­
evitable. The issue between Great 
Britain and Germany is a vital one. 
Great Britain must win the war or go 
under, and no effort and no means 
must be spared to come out success­
fully. The set-back in Mesopotamia 
can but add to the difficulties in 
Egypt, India and in the Neay East, 
which being interpreted in number, 
of soldiers means more soldiers are1 
required. As Sir Harry Johnston 
writes in the current issue of the 
Reviews of Reviews :

“The overmastering truth, however, 
which must be brought home to the 
minds of all persons not in idiot asy­
lums is that Germany has gone to war 
without an excuse; that submission to 
her will will entail more awful and 
prolonged miseries than the worst 
Zeppelin raid, or worst degree of 
national poverty, short of starvation ; ' 
that the Allies cannot give in without 
suffering far more than they would 
suffer from holding out; and that, 
armed with this resolution not to give 
in, the final defeat of Germany can 
only be a matter of one or two years, 
perhaps less.”

BRITISH EVACUATING.

LONDON, To-day.
The British Official Bureau announ­

ces Lieut.-General Lake, Commander 
of the British forces in Mesopotamia 
reported as follows: A small British 
force moved out of Bushire April 26, 
and attacked a hostile force, which 
was strongly entrenched in that vicin­
ity. The enemy was quietly driven 
off. We returned to Bushire unmo­
lested. Our casualties was one Brit­
ish officer killed and one native In­
dian trooper wounded. A letter, dat­
ed May 1st, has been received from 
the Turkish Commander in Chief 
Kpalil Pasha, which agrees to ex­
change of General Townshend’s sick 
and wounded tor an equivalent num­
ber of Mohammedan and Turkish pris­
oners in hospital. Other ships have 
been sent up to begin evacuation.

AUSTRALIA HAS SENT 250,000 MEN
NEW YORK, To-day.

Sir Douglas Mawson, Antarctic Ex­
plorer, who recently arrived in the 
United States from Australia, sailed 
from this city to-day on the steamer 
Orduna for Liverpool. He said when 
he reached London he would offer his 
services for an expedition for the re­
lief of Lieut. Sir Ernest Shackleton, 
if such expedition were organized. 
His direct mission to Londtm, how­
ever, he said, was in connection with 
the war work he has been conducting 
in Australia, the nature of- which he 
declined to discuss. “I have been 
urging universal service in Austra­
lia,” he said, “but I must say Austra­
lia has done nobly. She has sent to 
the front already 250,000 men."

RAINY SEASON SETS IN.
LONDON, To-day.

A British official communication is­
sued this evening, concerning the op­
eration against the Germans in East 
Africa, says: Lieut. General Smuts 
reports under date' of May 1st, that 
the rainy season has set in with great 
violence. The enemy is holding a 
strong position in the hills southeast 
of Kondoa Srangi. The movements 
of the Belgian forces in Roanda are 
delayed by heavy rains.

BOUGHT ALL NORWEGIAN OILS.
LONDON, To-day.

The British Government has bought 
the entire output of Norwegian animal 
and fish oil, according to a reliable 
report in circulation here. It will be 
recalled that during the first year of 
the war, Germany was reported to 
have outbid American and English 
buyers of the Norwegian output.

NO DECISION YET AS TO AMERI­
CAN NOTE.

BERLIN, To-day.
Von Jagow, Foreign Minister, at the 

re-opening of the sitting of the Bud­
get Committee in the Reichstag yes­
terday, said the Government had not 
reached a decision in regard to the 
situation which has arisen from the 
American note to Germany, regarding 
the German submarine campaign. As 
soon as the Imperial Chancellor re­
turned from headquarters, he added, 
he would give the committee definite 
information. The Foreign Minister 
said the Government, in view of the 
importance of the American question, 
would have been glad to have made a 
statement regarding the status of the 
problem, but that for the reason stat- 

-ed, this was impossible.

ANOTHER AIR RAID.
LONDON, To-day.

Five hostile airships attacked the 
northeast coast of England and the 
southeast coast of Scotland last night. 
The official announcement of the raid 
says the movements of the raiders ap­
peared uncertain, adding, a few bombs 
were dropped in Yorkshire, but there 
are no details yet regarding casualties 
or damage.

RESIGNATION OF IRISH OF- 
FICIALS.

LONDON, To-day.
The Daily Chronicle’s Parliamentary 

correspondent says it was rumoured 
last night that Augustine Birrell had 
tendered his resignation of Chief Sec­
retaryship of Ireland, that other re­
signations are expected, including 
these of General Friend, commanding 
the forces in Ireland, Sir Matthew Na­
than, Under Secretary for Ireland, 
and Sir Neuville Chamberlain, In­
spector General of the Royal Irish 
Constabulary. The other morning 
papers carry the same rumour. Ac­
cording to the Daily Telegraph, 
Thomas McKinnon Wood, Liberal 
member of Parliament, will succeed 
Birrell. John Redmond and Sir Ed­
ward Carson held a conference yester­
day in fulfilment of the Ulster Lead­
er's offer to co-operate in restoring 
peace to Ireland. Sir Henry Norman 
presented a motion in the Commons 
yesterday for adopting the daylight 
saving plan in Britain. The Morning 
Post says the Government favors the 
suggestion.

GENERAL APPROVAL.
LONDON, To-day.

The debate which followed the 
Premier’s speech showed the bill was 
likely to have a speedy passage, as it 
met with general approval. A num­
ber of Liberal and Labor members, 
however, said in effect the Bill was 
not justified. They contend the Gov­
ernment had been gradually driven 
from point to point by the Conscrip- 
tionist press and that military neces­
sities had nothing whatever to do with 
the Government’s giving way. The 
Bill will be introduced to-day. It is 
understood to contain no suspensory 
clause.

East of Meuse the 
bombardment has developed a heavy 
character between Thiamont farm, and 
Damloup. Our batteries dispersed 
German detachment north of Chauf­
feur Wood. Elsewhere quiet.

Aviation yesterday. A German 
plane was brought down by one of 
our pilots after a spirited struggle. 
The machine fell in German lines, 
north of Douaumont.

Belgian official. After a fierce 
bombardment started at daybreak 
north of Dixmude, the Germans at­
tacked our positions east of Yser. The 
enemy succeeded at first in gaining 
access in three of our advanced posts 
but was immediately thrown out. Ar­
tillery struggle continued with great 
violence in Dixmude district during 
whole day.

any point along the western front. 
The German attempt to assume the of­
fensive against Russians at Raggasem 
near Riga was put down but the Teu­
tons continue their heavy artillery 
fire against Ikskull bridge head and 
in the Lake Narocz and Lake Vis- 
chnevskoye regions. German aircraft 
bombed several Russian positions on 
the Gulf of Riga. The Russian air 
squadron delivered ah attack against 
the German naval base at Windau 
Courland. Vienna reports heavy 
fighting between Austrians and Itali­
ans at the Adamello sector of the 
Austro-Italian line, which is still go­
ing, and that Italian attacks against 
various Austrian positions have been 
put down with heavy casualties. The 
Russians are keeping up their pursuit 
of Turks in the Diarbakr region of 
Asia Minor. Numbers of .Turkish in­
fantry have been killed and captured 
by Cossacks. Constantinople reports 
the driving ashore in the Black Sea by 
a Turkish submarine of three Rus­
sian steamers and the sinking of three 
food laden sailing ships.

GERMAN ATTACKS BEATEN OFF.
LONDON, To-day.

The British official statement of the 
campaign in the western zone issued 
last night reads: The German attack 
east of Ypres last night was pre- 
ceeded by an hour’s bombardment and 
broke down under our fire without 
reaching our lines. Another attempt 
by the enemy to leave the lines north­
ward of Albert also was stopped by 
our fire. To-day there has been some 
artillery activity near Montauban, 
Thieopvale between Carency and Ver- 
melles, opposite Wyschacte, east of 
Ypres. As a result of combats in the 
air yesterday two hostile aeroplanes 
were driven down in a damaged condi­
tion. They were seen to land a short 
distance behind the German lines.

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Yon Der Goltz in Confession Gives the
Entire Scheme Away — Von Fapeu
Directs all Movements.

(Canadian Press Cable.)
London, April 21.—The government 

last night issued a lengthy sworn 
statement by Horst van der Goltz, the 
secret agent of the German govern­
ment, who is now in the United States 
in custody, giving full details of his 
activities in America.

The statement bristles with dates 
and names of places and of persons 
associated with him. The government 
prefaces it with a memorandum re­
lating to von (1er Goltz’s identity and 
the manner of his arrest in England.

The memorandum says that when 
von de Goltz was shown ' a check 
signed by Capt. von. Paperi, the former 
military attache of the German Em­
bassy at Washington, which had been 
seized at Falmouth he admitted his 
endorsement and asked to be allowed 
to make a voluntary statement. He 
was therèupon given writing materi­
als and spent the night of January 31 
in compiling a statement, which he 
afterwards swore to.

The government’s memorandum re­
marks: “Von der Goltz’s statement 
finds detailed corroboration in the von 
Papcn checks, which he cannot have 
known were in the possession of the 
British authorities.”

Von der Goltz’s Statement.
The statement of von der Goltz as 

given out by the government, is in 
part as follows:—

“On Aug. 3, 1914, I left the Mexican 
army on leave and arrived at El Paso, 
where Consul Kuck directed me to 
report to von Papen. After visiting 
Washington I arrived in New York in 
August.

I visited Vice-Consul von Kraske, 
who suggested that I avoid being seen 

;about the consulate, and he would 
notify me when to meet von Papen. A 
few days later I met von Papen. I 
was asked my opinion of a scheme 
suggested by a certain Schumacher, 
for raiding towns on the coast of the 
real lakes with a motor boat armed 

with machine guns. The proposal 
was later rejected, owing to the em­
bassy receiving unfavourable infor­
mation about Schumacher.

I was then requested to assist in a 
scheme for the invasion of Canada by 
a force of reservists from the United 
States aided by German warships then 
in the Pacific.

Invasion of Canada Abandoned. 
‘This scheme, which was proposed 

by van Papen and Boy-Ed, was later 
abandoned on the advice of Bemstorff.

“Next, van Papen asked me to con­
fer with two Irishmen, who proposed 
the dynamiting of railway junctions, 
grain elevators and the locks of the 
canals connecting the great lakes. It 
was hoped thus to terrify Canada, pre­
venting the Dominion from aiding the 
mother country.

I received the Irishmen, who 
brought maps and details of the plan. 
Before going to Baltimore to consult 
Consul Luederitz regarding the 
Scheme, I employed one man, Charles 
Tucker, alias Tucsheimer, as an as­
sistant. I then went to Baltimore and 
consulted Leuderitz, /who obtained a 
passport in the name of Taylor. He 
also introduced me to the captain of 
a German ship at that time in the 
harbour, proposing that I make use of 
part of his crew and one officer.

Returning to New York, I selected 
three men to assist them, and ac­
quainted them with part of the de­
tails of the scheme. I received a 
check from Von Papen, which was 
cashed for me by Mr. Stanford, a 
member of the German club.

Yon Papen Decides Scheme. 
’Regarding the material, arms and 

dynamite needed, van Papen informed 
me that Capt. Tauscher of Krupps 
Agency, had agreed to furnish them.
I saw Tauscher. He gave me a letter 
of introduction to the Dumont Pow­
der Company, recommending B. H. 
Taylor & Co., and supplied me with 
an order to the man in charge of the 
dynamise barges lying in flew York 
harbor.

Gauschen told me he would send 
pistols by messenger to Hoboken, to 
be delivered there to one of my 
agents at a certain restaurant.

In order to get dynamite it was 
necessary to get a motor boat in New 
York and put the dynamite aboard in 
suit cases. After getting the explos­
ive I went by taxicab with two suit 
cases to a German club and saw von 
Papen. I then tool^ the dynamite to 
my rooms, where I also kept a por­
tion of the arms packed in a small 
portmanteau. The remainder were in 
the keeping of two agents, one being 
Mr. Inritzen, the discharged purser 
ot’a Russian steamer, the other a Mr. 
Russ, a commercial agent who form­
erly lived in England.

“The other agent I employed was 
C. Covani, who attended me person­
ally, Tucker not being trusted with 
any of these things.

Ydn Pape* Supplies Materials,
“Two oT three days later I received 

from vou .Papen at his rooms at the 
club in the presence of Frltzen and

Death ol En­
gineer Stone.

Last night the Reid Nfld. Co. receiv­
ed a message from Port Blandford 
stating that Mr. Denmaù Stone, rail­
way engineer in their employ fer up­
wards of twenty years, died at 6 
o’clock that evening. Engineer Stone 
up to within a few days was in the 
best of health, and only as late as 
last Friday took his engine over the 
regular division from Clarenville to 
Bishop’s Falls. On Saturday he was 
taken ill. Dr. Chisholm was sent for 
and on arrival discovered the patient 
to be suffering from a heavy attack 
of measles, combined with a severe 
cold. It was thought at first that he 
would pull through, but all hopes were 
shattered late yesterday afternoon 
when it wasi evident that the man was 
sinking fast. Dr. Chisholm did every­
thing possible to save life but to no 
avail and at the hour mentioned Mr. 
Stone breathed his last. Deceased 
was 42 years of age and leaves to 
mourn their sad loss a wife and six 
children. To the bereaved ones the 
Telegram extends deepest sympathy.

FROM RESERVIST IIANN,—Capt. 
John Hann, of th N.S. & S. Co., Beil 
Island, received by the last English 
mail two letters from his son Naval 
Reservist now in Portsmouth Bar­
racks. The gallant young man was 
on board the British auxiliary cruiser 
Alcantia, which was sunk in the North 
Sea. He gives an interesting account 
of the fight and says he was only 20 
minutes in the water before being 
rescued by a British destroyer. Capt. 
Hann came over from the Island yes­
terday in route to Burgeo to visit his 
mother who is seriously ill, the old 
lady being seven years beyond the, al­
lotted span.

Covani a supply of generators and 
wire which I took to my rooms in a 
taxicab. A few days later we left the 
Grand Central station for Buffalo, 
Fritzen, BUsse and Tucker taking 
care of the munitions, Covani attend­
ing me.

‘In Buffalo I hired rooms at 189 
Delaware Avenue. I had the dynamite 
brought there and spent some days 
gathering information about the pre­
cautions taken by Canada. Then my­
self and my agent went to Niagara 
Falls, N.Y., Sept. 15.

While still in Buffalo I received a 
telegram from von Papen, signed 
Steffens, informing me that a lawyer, 
John*Ryan, had money and instruc­
tions.

I received the money but no in­
structions. Being thrown on my own 
resources I determined to reconnoiter 
the terrain where I wanted to act, 
but on the 25th Ryan summoned me.

Having received privately informa­
tion that the first Canadian contin­
gent had left Valcartier camp, I knew 

should be recalled, as the cause of 
my enterprise was thus removed. 
Ryan handed me a telegram of re- 
call:

“As my funds were insufficient I 
discharged Fritzen and Busse at Buf­
falo and left the munitions in the 
keeping of an aviator, who was mana­
ger of Fels’ restaurant at Niagra 
Falls and returned to New York.

Von Papen now directed me to pro­
ceed to Germany. He said he would 
arrange with Count von Bernstorft for 
my passage. I paid off Covani, di­
recting him to remove from the 
house at 113 or 115 Fifteenth street, 
New York, two suitcases filled with 
dynamite. I sailed the eight of Octo­
ber forx Italy. Since that time I 
have had no communication with 
van Papen.”

Von der Goltz appends to the above 
statement, “some facts possibly of 
importance,,’’ including the following:

’Information, the accuracy of which 
I have no reason to doubt, makes me 
believe that the United States secret 
service knew about the matter from 
beginning to end. I was watched in 
New York, Baltimore and Buffalo. I 
told von Papen so. He said the men 
had orders to watch me, but on no ac­
count to interfere.

“I received no remuneration except 
expenses, which only°once was paid by 
check, all other payments being made, 
in United States notes. I was fre­
quently present when von Papen re­
ceived information from and paid 
money to men of German, Irish and 
other associations. Von Papen told 
me that he was short of money un­
til Dr. Dernburg arranged matters.

The statement ends as follows:
“I make these statements on the dis­

tinct understanding that the state­
ments are not to be .used against me, 
that I am not to be prosecuted , for 
participation in any action directed 
against the allies and, and that the 
promise has been made to me that 
I am not to be extradited to any coun 
try where I am liable to punishment 
for politican offenses made on be­
half of his majesty’s government."

At the House.
TUESDAY, May 2nd. 1916.

Yesterday’s business did not occupy 
much attention of the members of the 
Assembly. The House opened, at 3 
p.m. and after setting a moment or 
two an adjournment was taken until 
4.30 p.m. Meanwhile the Committees 
from both Houses held conferences on 
the Weights and Measures and Educa­
tion Bills. The report of the Commit­
tee on the former Bill was endorsed by 
the Lower House.

The Sealing Amendments received 
from the Upper House were read a 
second time and referred to a Select 
Committee consisting of the Minister 
of Marine and Fisheries, the Leader 
of the Opposition, Mr. Coaker, Mr. 
Cashin, Mr. Doyvney, Mr. Crosbie and 
Mr. Devercaux were appointed to con­
fer with a Select Committee from the 
Upper House.

The Cod Oii Refining Bill, intro­
duced by the Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries, passed all stages and was 
sent to the'Legislative Council for con­
currence.

Mr. Parsons spoke on a circular he 
had received from the trenches. It 
had been issued to the Irish troops on 
St. Patrick's Day and unmistakably 
showed the patriotism and loyalty of 
the Irish troops in the trenches, not­
withstanding the flare-ups of Case­
ment, Sinn Feiners and ôthers. He 
exhorted the encouraging of recruit­
ing and added that some of those who 

, were turned down by the doctors here 
! were accepted in Nova Scotia.
I The Premier announced that His 
: Excellency the Governor would pro­
rogue the Assembly at 3 o’clock to­
morrow afternoon.

I The House then adjourned till 3 
o’clock this afternoon.

Trains Held Up.
Tracks Flooded

Yesterday the incoming Trepassey 
train was held up at Fourth Pond, a 
short distance east of the Goulds 
railway station, by the overflowing of 
the river which for about one hun­
dred yards covered the track, how­
ever, with but little inconvenience to 
the passengers.
