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The Sales Tax
in Operation.

In another column on this 
page, ‘to-day, will be found a 
special despatch from Channel, 
showing the results of the Sales 
Tax in operation. Yesterday we 
published a communicationfrom 
Ramea (Butgeo and LaPoile) 
dealing with this tax also. 
There can be no doubt but that 
everywhere people view it with 
disfavor and repugnance, and it 
would not be surprising if 
scenes similar to those describ­
ed by our Channel correspondent 
were to become the rule rather 
than the exception. It is bad 
enough in all conscience to add 
from forty-five to fifty cents 
extra duty on flour, but when it 
comes to imposing the Sales 
Tax, or extra importation tax 
on coal, hitherto admitted duty 
free in the outports, -the Gov- 
eminent is driving the knife of 
taxation into the very vitals of 
the fishermen, particularly those 
of the South West Coast, who 
have to depend entirely for fuel 
on coal imported from Cape 
Breton, wood being so scarce 
that the most rigid economy has 
to be practised in its use for 
kindling purposes only. The 
fishermen therefore are the 
prime sufferers, as with coal at 
its present price at the mines, 
and transportation charges pret­
ty stiff as well, the tacking on 
of at least fifty-«five cents duty 
per ton—Euphemistically known 
as a Sales Tax—is an unendur­
able hardship, and brings the 
already high cost of that article 
still further up, taking any­
where from f\ve to six dollars 
extra on the winter supply out 
of the pockets of each fisher­
man of family.

* *

The message from Channel, 
referred to, is illuminating, as 
showing the antagonism and 
hostility of the residents there 
and vicinity to this misnamed 
Sales Tax. The letter from Ram­
ea, amply illustrates the senti­
ments of the people there, and 
so it goes through the districts 
of Fortune Bay and Burgeo and 
LaPoile. It is stated that on 
Saturday last, the Court House 
at Channel was packed with men 
gathered to hear the case of the 
Customs against Emanuel Pike, 
each and all expressing their de­
termination not to pay this ini­
quitous tax. The action of Mr. 
Pike was sopiewhat high-hand-6- 
ed. We do not condone lawless­
ness, yet while Mr. Pike had no 
justificatLrreor forcibly taking 
his flour froirrthe custody of the 
Customs, he, it must be admit­
ted, had great provocation. Still 
in doing so he set at naught the 
majesty of the law, and in fail­
ing to appeal to Caesar, he has 
now to face the outraged dignity 
of authority and order. We 
cannot agree that the imposi­
tion of the Sales Tax is uncon­
stitutional. We do aver, how­
ever, that the manner of its ap­
plication is decidedly crude and 
harsh. The method of raising 
revenue as illustrated by Sur­
taxes and Sales taxes is one 
that would only be adopted by 
a Government, whose knowledge 
df the rudiments of finance is 
appallingly microscopical, and 
whose ignorance of conditions 
outside St. John’s is antithetic­
ally gigantic. Should the whole 
population of. the South West 
Coast arise in protest against 
being taxed to death the posi­
tion of the Government will bè 
precarious in. tjie extreme, .and 
possibly the incident at Channel 
last week may be repeated again 
and again elsewhere.

New Declaration
of Independence.

POET AUX BASQUES IMPORTER
FORCIBLY TAKES POSSESSION 

OF FLOUR CARGO. .

PROTESTS SALES TAX AND DEFIES 
CUSTOMS.

Last week certain reports reached 
the city from the Weet Coast, the pur­
port of them being that trouble had 
arisen between a certain firm of im­
porters at Port aux Basques and the 
Customs authorites, over the payment 
of the'Salee Tax, and that legfcl action 
had been taken by that Department al­
leging that the said Importers had 
committed divers breaches of the 
Customs Act Inquiry of the Assistant 
Collector yesterday morning failed to 
electt any particulars other than those 
contained In a special dispatch receiv­
ed by the Telegram from Channel, with 
the exception of a statement by Mr. 
LeMessurier that the owner and mas­
ter of the vessel concerned would also 
be charged with violations of the Cus­
toms Act. The message appended gives 
an accurate account of the action of 
Emanuel Pike In forcibly taking pos­
session of certain Flour In the custody 
of the Customs, upon which he had re­
fused to pay the Sales Tax, and for 
which the Collector refused to issue 
his release warrant The telegram fur­
ther states that Pike was summoned 
at the Instance of the Minister of Cus­
toms, but the hearing has been post­
poned for a period of fourteen days,

CHANNEL, July-4. 
Special to Telegram.

“On June 29 Emanuel Pike, Ltd., had 
260 barrels Flour arrive in the harbor 
of Port aux Basques per schooner 
Magno, Capt. Alex Chaisson, Next 
morning (Thursday) flour was enter­
ed at Custom House, Channel, and all 
duties paid, excepting Sales Tax, which 
Pike refused to pay, whereupon Abe 
Collector refused to grant his permit 
for release until full duty was covered, 
and wired St. John’s for Instructions. 
He subsequently had orders from the 
Minister of Finance and Customs not 
to deliver Flour to Pike, but to seize 
it under Section 203 of Customs Act as 
smuggled goods. Pike took no notice of 
this order, but landed the Flour and 
sold same to every one needing sup­
plies. Some people here starving and" 
many families have been ten days 
without, flour save only what could be 
borrowed from neighbors. After Pike 
had landed Flour in defiance of Cus­
toms, Collector Bragg again wired St. 
John’s advising what had been done, 
receiving instructions from his depart­
mental head to seize Pike’s Flour and 
summon him. This latter was doué, 
and Pike was cited to appear before 
Magistrate Squarey on Saturday July 
2, which hè did. Ten minutes before 
court proceedings opened the Magis­
trate had orders to postpone the case 
for fourteen days. The court house was 
packed with-men on Saturday morn­
ing, who are determined not to pay the 
Sales Tax. Pike does not consider this 
tax constitutional and the people both 
East and West of Channel strongly 
arid resentfully object to its imposi­
tion. The majority cannot live under 
present taxation. All know and realise 
that the' Government must collect re­
venue, but why not adjust taxation so 
that it will bear less heavily on fisher­
men and laborers, who are already 
taxed So heavily as to make their lives 
a burden.”

Heavily Fined. TO-DAY’S MESSAGES.
A was charged with having

five bottles of local made liquor in 
his possession and was fined $100 or 
SO days. The liquor was found in 
the defendant’s carriage. He said he 
had thirteen children and waa bring­
ing it out to try and make something 
for them. Mr. J. G. Higgins, for the 
defendant, said, that his client was in 
poor circumstances and that any pen­
alty inflicted upon him would be 
borne by his family, which was a 
large one. The Judge said he had no 
option but to fine the accused $100. 
He further stated that this manufac­
ture of moonshine was becoming «too 
prevalent and If It was continued he 
would have to make an example. This 
local moonshine was nothing more or 
less than poison.

BACK TO WORK.

MAKING PROGRESS.
DUBLIN, July 4.

For three hours to-day Eamonn 
Devalera, Irish Repuhlcan leader, 
Arthus Griffiths founder of Sinn Fein, 
and four Southern Unionists, Earl 
Middleton, Sir Maurice Dockrell. 
Sir. Robert Henry Woods and Andrew 
Jamieson, conferred on the Irish 
Situation with a view to preparing 
the way for possible Negotiations 
with the British Prime Minister and 
the Ulster Premier Sir James Craig. 
Member of the Conference were 
reticent regarding what toOk place 
at the meeting, but points of agree­
ment were reached on the financial 
question and the disadvantages of 
partition. Popular sentiment is very 
hopeful of peace. This was voiced by 
the Lord Mavor in a speech at a meet­
ing of the Dublin Corporation, after 
a Conference, in which he said that 
he waa betraying no confidence in 
declaring that much good will would 
come of it. In a statement to the 
associated press to-day an important 
official in touch with all sides of the 
situation, asserted that the Govern­
ment was prepared to make large 
conditions the far reaching effects of 
which Mr. De Valera would appre­
ciate. He added that the fear that 
Mr. De Valera would be hampered by 
yhpsical force was baseless.

INVOLVED DIPLOMACY.
- LONDON, July 4.

So much confusion has resulted 
from conflicting statements as to what 
has really taken place In connection ' 
with the renewal of the Anglo-Jap­
anese Alliance, that a- statement of 
the precise position, gleaned from 
authoritative sources seems necessary. 
Briefly the situation is as follows: 
Last July the British Government in­
formed the League of Nations that the 
Treaty with Japan would be adapted 
to th(e requirements of the League. 
That declaration appears to have 
been accepted by the Dominions, and 
indeed by the Brttsh Foreign Office 
as-a Denunciation of the Alliance. It 
was with this understanding that 
Hon. Arthur Medgten, Premier of 
Canada, entered- the Conference and 
made Ms case against any renewal of 
the Treaty. He was under the impres­
sion that unless the Alliance was re­
newed it would lapse on July 18. The 
curiofls thing is that Lord Curzon and 
right Hon. A. J. Balfour, who proceed­
ed the Canadian Premier, In statements 
<xn the Subejct were under a similar 
impression. Premier Medghen, in fact, 
interrogated the British Secretary for 
foreign affairs, apparently having some 
slight doubt about the matter, but 
Lord Curzon assured him that the note 
to the League of Nations constituted 
denunciation, and that fit was wholly a 
question of letting the Alliance lapse 
or entering into a new one. On this 
assumption therefore, argument tor 
and against the new Alliance preced­
ed, and it was not till Friday last, 
after the question had been under de­
bate tor a week, that Lord Birkenhead 

! appeared before the Conference and 
; Bave information that the note to the,
, League did not constitute deundation, 
and that therefore the present Treaty 
remained in force another year, whe­
ther they wanted it or not.

’Longshoremen Meet.
The L. S. P. U. held a meeting last 

night in the Union Hall when the 
matter of the proposed wage reduc­
tion, which was to have come into 
effect on July 1st, was discussed. Ow­
ing to the excessiye duties' imposed 
by the Government the cost of living 
has increased rather than declined, 
as had been anticipated when the re­
cent strike was settled and the men 
had agreed to the July reduction. Con­
sequently the Union felt that it could 
not now abide by their previous de­
cision.

Editor Evening Telegram.
bear Sir,—A few of our teachers of 

considerable experience and marked 
ability have been sent away to be train­
ed for the special work of supervision 
at schools and, on the score of econ­
omy, there has been a howl. Times are 
hard, we all know.dbut even so we 
must not take their bread away from 
the children. This 11 the last thing 
that must be done, and when it be­
comes necessary, we .shall Indeed be 
in dire distress. Bo far as I know, this 
is the first time that a few thousand 
dollars have been spent on affording 

; to some of our pioked teachers—men 
and women who have served the coun­
try well on a niggardly annual pit­
tance—special training. And after all 
the money has been ^expended for the 
good of the children of the country, 
the teachers being the agencies only.

The appointment of supervisors is 
a etep in the right direction, 1 submit. 
If there is any country in the wide 
world wher* supervisors are particu­
larly needed for our schools, it is in 
ouf own. Everywhere people are striv­
ing to Improve the Education afford­
ed to the children in order that future 
generations may be better cltisens 
than the present, and goodness knows 
there is plenty of room for improve­
ment. The vast majority of our teach­
ers are young, inexperienced, imma­
ture. Most of them, however, are eager, 
willing, devoted to their work and full 
of promise. If salaries could be made 
more encouraging and if training and 
help could be continuously carried to 
them, I verily believe they would prove 
of the best.

For the lack of a Normal School, 
few of them have been trained for the 
profession. In most cases they start 
upon their work with very little know­
ledge of that complex creature called 
a child, or of what are considered the 
best methods of conducting a school. 
The children are suffering but in most 
cases the teachers are Innocent. In 
these circumstances the appointment 
of supervisors as ‘helps' to the teach­
ers is rational. Presumably to each 
will be assigned a district, the schools 
of which they will visit frequently. 
They will take counsel and encourage­
ment to the teacher and under their 
oversight we may look for a marked 
Improvement. Let all who are dispos­
ed to criticize this move set the child 
In their midst. Let them behold it 
starving for things intellectual and 
inspirational, and then let them re­
solve to satisfy its hungry mind.
