The Patronal
Saint of Ireland.

e '

Anniversary of the Apostle of
Erin.

(H. F. SHORTIS.)
On to-morrow will be celebrated 

the anniversary ot Birin’s Apostle, St. 
Patrick. Birin’s sons and their de­
scendants, who are even more Irish 
than the Irish themselves (Hiber. 
niores Hlbemls)—will, In every part 
ot the world, where they are to be 
found—and where are they not?—i 
with joyous hearts and holy feelings' 
commemorate the glorious advent of 
the True Faith to the old land ot 
Heremon, in the sacred person ot Its 
illustrious ' Apostle. Fourteen hun­
dred and ninety-two years ago ex­
actly, St. Patrick commenced his 
missionary labors on Irish soil. In 

. the year of our Lord 432 he landed 
at Crloch Cuallan, now called by the 
Saxon name of Wicklow, in Leinster. 
He was then forty years of age. The 
place ef his birth has occasioned 

1 much controversy tor many years, 
gnd our friends the Scotchmen,- who 
ggways like a good thing, are most 
pronounced in their assertions that 
he was bom in thetr country. But 
his place ot birth is of little conse­
quence, and it does not trouble us 
very much as in what particular 
part of God’s earth he first saw the 
light of day. Wherever he was bom 
he belongs to the Irish, who never 
went back on his teachings, nor fail-, 
ed to honor his memory. The weight 
ef authority, however, Is in favor of 
assigning him a French parentage.

NAME DERIVATIVE.
From the best possible authority I 

glean that the name of Patrick is 
derived froes the Latin Patricius, 

\which signifies Father, or rather

Senator, it was a high distinction 
which gave to him on whom it was 
conferred a rank next to that of 
Emperor. The Order of Patricii to 
which St. Patrick belonged was dif­
ferent from the old Roman order of 
the same name. It was one of much 
higher distinction, and was first in­
stituted by Constantine the Great,- 
who was the first Christian Emperor 
that sat upon the Throne of the Cae­
sars. This distinction was conferred 
upon St. Patrick by Pope Celeetine 
from whom he received his appoint­
ment as Apostle Of Ireland. As the 
historian relates, it is well to observe 
here that Patrick had been in Ire­
land long before the time when his 
Apostleship commenced. At the age 
of sixteen years, he, among others, 
had been taken captive by the Irish 
legions, who under the Great. ,Niall 
had fought against the1 Romans in 
Britain and Gaul; In the latter place 
now called France, Patrick and hie 
two sisters, Luplda and Deverca, were 
taken prisoners and brought to Ire­
land, where he was sold to Milcho 
for a term of seven years, according 
to the then custom; after the expira­
tion of which term'he returned to hie 
own country.
NOT THE FIRST IRISH MISSION.

ART.
History states St. Patrick was not 

the first Irish missionary who had 
undertaken the conversation of the 
Irish. Five years before his Apos­
tolic mission to Ireland, that is, in 
the year 427, Pope Celestlne had sent 
Palladiue as Bishop, with twelve 
priests to preach the True Faith to

W0»l4 be thereby subjecting them­
selves to bjs temporal authority, a 
condition whtq^they coujd not brook,
seeing bpw often they' had worsted 
the RptahO Pd^er ta warlike encoun­
ter, and sent the pierced Eagle scream­
ing from the battle-field. At the time 
Of Patrick’s return to Ireland, the Irish 
Throne was filled by Laogare, the 
grandson of Niall, ot the Nine Host­
ages. The account continues, that the 
Appelle immediately proceeded with 
the labours ot his mission. After hay­
ing made some converts at Crloch 
(Cuallan (Wicklow) he proceeded to­
wards Dublin, and thepce to the North 
of Ireland. The Princes and Lords ef 
the country attempted to drive himself 
and his associates back from the coast, 
deeming them to be pirates. But the 
noble bearing, sanctified appearance, 
and th* language of divine hope and 
heayenly consolation rtbicb character­
ised the Saint and hie companions, 
produced their proper effect; and they 
who bad come to resist and persecute 
the man of God, became converts to 
hie doctrines, and professors of the 
True Faith. Being now in the neigh­
borhood ot his old master Milcho, he 
hastened to lay before him the Word 
of God. But the old man was too proud 
to.yield to the teaching of him who 
was once his slave. He resisted, but 
his son, and two daughters became 
converts; whereupon, in the excess of 
his rage, he set fire to his house, and 
cast himself into the flames. This af­
fected St. Patrick even to tears.

THE SAINTS JOURNEYING».
From the North, he proceeded to 

Meath, where he preached the Faith, 
and made many converts—He also 
preached before the Assembly of Tara, 
which had met to celebrate the festival 
of Easter. Several of the Druids and 
Nobles were converted, as were also 
the Monarch, his wife and two daugh­
ters, He then proceeded to the Tal. 
tean plains, whqre the military exer­
cises were celebrated. He preached; 
and many of the Nobles were convert­
ed and baptised. Hie labours were In­
cessant; he knew not_pause nor rest; 
he passed on to the other parts ot the 
country disseminating the true doo 
trines ot Christ—instructing the ignore 
ant baptizing those who embraced the 
Faith, ordaining priest» and consecrat­
ing bishops. He left Bo corner ot th# 
land without pouring upon its heathen 
darkness the celestial light of Chris­
tianity. During mission he con­
secrate^, according to the best authori­
ties, no les» than three hundred and 
sixty-two bishops, and ordained .no 
less than three thousand priests ; none 
ot whom were admitted to their sacred 
offices before they had given the best 
and clearest proofs of the piety and 
sanctity of tbeir previous lives. And 
now to use similar words of the his­
torian, this 1» with purely a work of 
love, and not a historic portraiture of 
the life and labors of a great man. We 
throw out the fond thoughts to which 
solemn reflection» on the heavenly 
achievements of our Apostle and our 
Father give rise—we throw them out 
irregularly, unconnectedly, lovingly; 
but not with the artistic arrangement 
—the Impressive eloquence or t#e 
winning grace of the_ studious and 
aspiring compiler of heroic history.

The price paid, 
per quintal, this spring, owing to an 
advance made by the enterprising firm 
of O’Dwyer, was 37s.

The seals were mostly prime harps, 
with a considerable number of young 
hoods, averaging respectively forty- 
six and flfty-stx pounds per "sculp.’ 
The total catch for the spring was

HELD OFF TOO LONG.
“The firm of P. Rogerson & Son had 

seven vessels prosecuting the voyage 
this spring, all of which returned 
with full cargoes, totalling some 36,- 
000. With the high price obtaining, 
as previously referred to, a handsome 
turnover would certainly have been 
made, if an Immediate sale of all car­
goes had been effected; but, after dis­
posing of a cargo or two, the firm, in 
anticipation of a further advance, de­
cided to hold on to the remaining lot. 
In -the meantime, unluckily, a con­
siderable slump occurred, with the re­
sult that the floe old firm of P. Roger­
son & Son sustained a great loss, one 
we regret to say, that staggered it for 
some years later. Mr. H. F. Shortis, 
who Is, certainly, well-informed on 
our early sealing voyages, as well as 
an enthusiast on all matters pertain­
ing thereto, will be surprised to learn 
of the splendid catch of the twenty 
five SL John’s vessels, already noted. 
Mr. Shortle, when writing of, and sen­
timentalizing over, the stories and 
prowess of the "men of the frozen 
pans,” occasionally boasts of the su­
periority of the Harbor Grace skipper 
over that of his St. John’s contempor­
ary. BuL Mr. Editor, facts are stub­
born things, and consequently, we 
have yet to find, if ever, since the in­
ception of the sealfishery, has the 
whole sailing fleet of Harbor Grace, in 
any one season, equalled the record 
catch of one hundred and twenty thou­
sand seals, ashore and afloat dn SL 
John’s in March 1867.
HEROES OF THE FROZEN PANS.

“The men employed in the sealflsh- 
ery in those days required strength, 
endurance and activity. They, usual­
ly, had a long distance to travel to 
reach the patch—sometimes fifteen to 
twenty miles. They left their differ­
ent ships in the early morning, each 
carrying a biscuit or two in Ms 
“Jumper” pocket, and often didn’t re­
turn till late evening, tired and hun­
gry, with their “rope of faL" To-day,

however, through steam and lte many 
appliances, the sealers’ work is much 
easier.

THE UBIQUITOUS STOWAWAY.
"The stowaway was generally an in­

teresting personage in the days of the 
sailing vessel. He received kindlier 
and hotter treatment than he does to­
day on the steamers. As soon as he 
had made his appearance, or had 
been discovered, the master-of-the- 
watch was informed, who in turn, ac­
quainted the Captain—the latter re­
questing his presence in the cabin. 
Here the intruder was interrogated as 
to his name, age, parents, etc., all of 
which were entered on the sMp’s log. 
It he were found a hardy boy, and of 
ordinary size, he was outfitted with a 
suit of canvas, together with belt and 
sheath, knife and steel. After don­
ning his new garb, in which he felt 
proud and happy, he strutted the 
ship’s deck as independently as if he 
were the Captain’s son, all ready for 
the slay. The stowaway was allowed 
half his catch, and, if proving a good 
lad, and happening to sail with a 
"Jowler" skipper, his berth, all things 
being equal, was secure for the fol­
lowing spring. ■ He was usually a fav­
orite among the crew, and in many 
cases, through some little incident 
during the trip, acquired a nickname 
that forever followed him in after life.

SOME OF THE OLD GUABD.
"A few of the “jowlers,” who in­

variably arrived with bumper trips, 
were:—Captains T. Halleran, P. 
Feehan, Joe Houlihan, P. Muilowney, 
and P. Cummins, whose crews, each 
season, made big bills—forty and 
forty-live pounds per man. Conse­
quently, these skippers, owing to their 
name and fame, always had the pick 
of material, as to men, to crew their 
ships. Some of these captains, at 
Election time, were eagerly sought by 
political aspirants to act in the capac­
ity of chairman, and in other ways as­
sist in conducting a campaign. One 
captain, I remember, while addressing 
a public meeting from the,balcony of 
the old market-house, among other 
things, boldly. declared that he “spilt 
more blood than the great Napoleon'

,n assertion based, no doubt, on his 
fame as "a great ’sile’-killer.”

A SUBJECT FOR AN ARTIST.
"It was a beautiful sight, on the 

first of March, especially if a fresh 
sou’wester were blowing, to see the 
large white-winged fleet leaving for 
the Icefields. Many of them, amid 
hustle and bustle, swung from the 
wharf-heads, awaiting the roll-call, 
as also picking up the belated strag­
gler, who came along carrying his 
Jar, gat, "skins,” and the other para­
phernalia peculiar to the voyage. 
Other ships passed down the harbor, 
with mostly all hands aloft, loosening 
gaskets and unbending canvas, the 
latter stiffening to the breeze as they 
glided along, amidst hearty cheers 
from the waterfront, which were fol­
lowed by lusty exchangee from the de­
parting crews.

ALWAYS IN COMMISSION.
'Several of the old sealing vessels, 

after returning from the hunL pre­
pared for foreign voyages. Some 
sailed with fish cargoes to the 
Mediterranean and West Indian mar- 

j kets, whilst others to English and 
Scotch ports, carrying the new sea­
son’s oil. After discharging at the 
latter places, their destination wsa 
mostly for home ports, generally ar­
riving in early autumn. Many of 
these old "ice-hunters” were fast 
sailors, often outrivalling our Clyde- 
built in making quick passages. Many 
of them, however, were either owned 
or partly owned by their respective 
commanders. The names of the differ­
ent firms manufacturing “fat" in SL 
John’a at this time, which was chiefly 
conducted on the Southslde, were:— 
Baine Johnston & Co., W. & H. 
Thomas, Kenneth McLea & Sons, Job 
Bros. & Co., McBride & Kerr, Bowring 
Brothers, John Barron & Co., Stabb, 
Row & Holm wood, and Robert Alsop. 
Those manufacturing on the North- 
side were:—Brooking & Co., L. O’­
Brien & Co., R. O’-Dwyer, J. & W. 
Stewart, R. & L. Tessier, and T. Bond. 
The Southside firms referred to ran 
mostly from East to WesL consecu­
tively."

If it were necessary to go be­
yond the text of that most 
amazing document “The Speech 
from the Throne,” delivered at 
Tuesday's opening of the Legis­
lature, in search of criticism, 
the speech made by Hon. J. J. 
Murphy in the Upper House, in 
seconding the motion for the 
appointment of a Select Com­
mittee to (ffaft an Address in 
Reply, would supply it, for the 
trend of this honorable gentle­
man’s remarks were more in the 
nature of hostility to the speech 
itself than friendliness. Obvi­
ously Mr. Murphy perceived 
nothing whatever in the speech 
worthy of praise, though admit­
ting that he approved many of 
them. These, however, he did 
not enumerate. The abandoning 
of the long-established Royal 
Naval Reserve and the dis­
mantling of H.M.S. Briton, 
were matters which he thought 
could have been avoided and in 
this we heartily concur. Pre­
sumably the Admiralty know 
their own business, and having 
decided on the step of disposing 
of the old training ship, it may 
not have entered the heads of 
the Government to ask permis­
sion to retain It for a similar i 
purpose. It were much better 
to have a distinctly Newfound­
land Naval Reserve, even if the 
qualification Royal did not go 
with it. But be that as it may 
an opportunity has been allow­
ed to slip away which may never 
recur. There has been more 
wastage of money during the 
almost three years’ administra­
tion of the misnamed Liberal- 
Reform Party than it would 
cost to maintain the Briton as a 
depot ship, if only for cadets, 
during a much longer period. A 
Normal School, however, ap­
pears to be more in favor than 
other methods of education.

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Fishes That Live
Out of Water,

Buy Carefully To call a man who le out of place “a . I 
fish out of water" Is Insular and un-11 

: scientific, In fact mediaeval. The mod- | 
ern survey of Nature has discovered , 
a score of species of fishes which can 

I live out of water. When it was first 
known that all life was In the ocean I 
during at least half the story of life | 
on the earth, many wondered how the | 
evolutionist was going to start the | 
story of land-life. Already, however, j 
the naturalist was supplying the miss- 
ing. links, and to-day we have no dif­
ficulty.

There have been Europeans in India I 
and the islands of the Indian Ocean | 

1 for a couple of centuries ; but in the | 
early days they were too busy making 
money to study the wonders of life in 
that region. There is, for instance, a 
wonderful fish called the Climbing 
Perch which prevents any Anglo-In­
dian from calling a man a fish out of 
water.

CLIMBING TREES.
You may, on a hot summer’s day, 

meet a company of these fishes strol­
ling—rather clumsily—across the 
fields. There pool has dried up, and 
they seek a “better ’ole.” They can 
live for a day or two out of water, be-- 
cause they have a special chamber in 
the head for assisting their breathing 
out of water. Early observers çlaim 
that they climb trees occasionally, and 
even their scientific name (Anabas 
scandens) sanctions this, but the evid­
ence is not very good.

There is, however, another fish in 
tropical Asia and Africa which un­
doubtedly does,, a little climbing. The 
bommi, as natives call it, remains on 
the shore when the tide goes out, hunt­
ing whatever the waters have left be­
hind. Its breast-fins are bent like el­
bow-joints, and are very strong, and 
by means of these it skips or jumps 
about the shore. A close observer will, 
however, notice that it is very apt to 
retire speedily to a little pool and dip 
its tail therein. It has a supplementary 
breathing apparatus in its tail, and it 
may remain a long time resting on a 
stone with its tail in the water, its 
great goggle eyes staring round for 
some small victim.

LIVING IN TWO WORLDS.
These are what we may call crude 

experiments in the power of living in 
two worlds. There are, however, many 

. kinds of fishes with lungs as well as 
gills, and these show us best how. 
ages ago, part of the population left 
the over-crowded ocean and began the 
story of life on land. We do not think 

| to-day that these are; actual survivors 
I of the first fishes to leave the land,
| but they are relics of a large popula- 
; tion which at one time more or less 
developed the power of living on land.

The 
cries and shrieks, Intermingled with- 
exclamations and ejaculations ot dis­
tress, were heartrending; but what 
added to the unutterable agony ot the 
awful moment was that the density 
of the cloud ot dust, tmpervlols to the 
rays of light, produced almost total 
darkness and diffused a choking at­
mosphere, which nearly stifled the ter­
rified crowd. In which state ot sus­
pense-they remained for several min­
utes. Among the mass ot people who 
went down with the floor were Lord 
Moncrleff, Sir Jas. Riddell, and Sir 
Archibald Campbell. Efforts were 
made as quickly as possible to rescue 
the unfortunate people, but many per­
sons were most severely Injured, while 
Mr. Smith, a bank of Moray Place, on 
whom the hearthstone fell, was killed. 
The wonder Is that more such acci­
dents do not occur where sales are 
held In private houses, for obviously 
the floors of the rooms were never 
Intended to stand weight of the crowds 
which are drawn to such public auc­
tions.
