RabbiWise.
SAYS AMERICA MUST CUBE BUR- 

... OPE—FINDS FEAR RULES 
WORLD.

Rabbi Stephen S. Wise, addressing 
the first of the season’s Sunday morn­
ing services of the Free Synagogue 
at Carnegie Hall on “What’s the Mat­
er with Europe and Has America 
Any Duty?” describes the panic of 
fear in which he found Europe on his 
recent trip abroad, and urged Am­
erica to help put Europe on its feet.

"War has not been followed by the 
moral upliftment that has been ex­
pected,” he said, "but by continent- 
wide demoralization. Europe feels dis­
appointed, cheated, bereft, Austria of 
territory, Germany of victory, France 
of reparations, and England of less 
ponderable things, of imperial peace. 
Everywhere there Is a sense of hav­
ing invested all in a lottery and hav­
ing drawn blanks, with the Central 
European powers imagining that the 
Allies have won the prizes.

Observing that an almost universal 
feeling existed that the late war was 
not the last war; Europe is obsessed 
by fear. Not hate, but fear, rules the 
world. The disappointment and sense 
of fear in France are deeper to-day 
than before the war. The entire policy 
of France is ill formed by fear rather 
than bitterness. France dreads the 
rise of Germany again to power and 
Germany’s indubitable will to ven­
geance. The word "fear” is blazoned 
across the skies of Europe.

"Peoples are being dragged down 
by fear to the abysmal depths qf un­
reason. If only fear and disappoint­
ment might be utilized by. penitence, 
but penitence ie nowhere to be found. 
There are sorrow'end regret and dis­
appointment and disenchantment, but 
no sense of contriteness—least of all 
in Central Europe, which ie untouch­
ed by a.sense of guilt." .

"Europe is sick unto death," . he 
continued. “We are to be Europe’s 
physician. But while we are to ex­
ercise the Judgment of the physician 
as to the best and most helpful medi­
cine, It Is the business of America to 
remember that Europe - is inhabited 
neither by races of lunatics nor 
criminals. Europe is a sick child and 
yet not bereft of reason.. With Am­
erica alone sane and capable of heal­
ing, Europe has borne the burden 
and we have borne a lesser burden, 
so that humility must- prevail in the 
American counsels If we are to help. 
Europe trusts America still.

'The supremely important thing ie 
not to cancel the debts of-Europe to 

.. „ America, but to cancel America’s at­
titude ’of remoteness and indifference. 
We might cancel every debt end not 

f help Europe at all. We might refuse 
! to cancel debts and still help greatly.

BRITISH OFFICERS IN CHARGE 
THERE REGARD THEIR POS­

ITIONS AS IMPREGNABLE.

CHANAK, Asia Minor, Oct 7. — 
“We are only three weeks old, but' al­
ready have the strength of Gibraltar, 
said a British Captain, who escorted 
the Associated Press correspondent 
ashore at Chanak this morning.

It is exactly three weeks since pre­
parations for the defence of Chanak 
were begun, and in that time this strag 
gllng village of white-walled houses 
has become the centre of one of the 
most formidable fortresses in the 
world. Evidence of Great Britain’s 
preparations for whatever may hap 
pen in the NAr East greets the visi­
tor on all sides, and the officers in 
charge, who are all veterans of the 
World War, declare that no defensive 
positions on the west front were more 
nearly impregnable.

From the harbor, where a dozen 
freighters, and transports swing at 
anchor, there is little to be seen ex­
cept a few gaunt earthworks and hos­
pital buildings to the east of the town. 
Here and there along the hillsides are 
groups of white tents, and the long 
white highway which twists across 
the town and disappears among the 
close-clipped hills is dotted with army 
trucks, mule wagons and other trans­
port But the real defences are back 
from th, town in the rocky valleys, 
protected from prying eyes.

The British have landed 200 plecee 
of, artillery since the work of prepar­
ation began three weeks ago, of which 
the largest guns are of more than thir­
teen calibre. These supplement the 
practically unlimited number of guns 
which can be brought into action from 
the water it a wireless call goes forth 
to the fleet, now resting In scattered 
units along the Straits and In adjacent 
waters. /

Taking Action.

Arising out of the losses of 
the various West Coast Fish Ex- 

i porters in consequence of the 
j iniquitous Fish Regulations, 

there is now a movement on foot 
amongst all these who suffered 
so heavily, to seek by litigation, 
if necessary, reparation from the 
Government. With this end in 
view, coupled with a grim deter­
mination to go the whole limit, 
in order to place the original 
cause of loss on cargoes, both 
through the Regulations and the 
despotic prohibition on sailings 
during the spring and summer 
of 1920, an association of ex­
porters has been organized, the 
election of officers for which will 
take place shortly. The main 
purpose of this association is a 
combination of forces, in order 
to assess the losses incurred dur­
ing the period mentioned, and 
afterwards, on the fish shipped 
to Europe from the West Coast, 
That the greater portion of 
these losses were due to the 
regulations imposed by the Gov­
ernment will be the main argu­
ment in favor of the formation 
of such an association, to which 
will be added the right of pro­
tection, and a demand for fair 
play and no interference with 
legitimate trade by governments 
or others in the future. All these 
will be provided for in the Con 
stitution of the organization, 
Provision also will be made for 
funds with which to fight 
through the courts any suit or 
action brought by the associa­
tion against any parties who 
may be considered responsible 
for losses on fish sold in foreign 
markets. Protection against il­
legal or unauthorised interfer­
ence with their business is to be 
another factor in the formation 
of this body.

* » * * * *

The exporters interested in 
this consider that the Fish Reg­
ulations were the direct cause of 
the great losses which brought 
some of them to actual, and 
others to real bankruptcy. That 
they do not intend to let such 
menace them again is evident 
from the spirit in which they 
have co-operated to form the 
West Coast Exporters Associa­
tion, which will take in mem­
bers from Placentia to St. 
George’s Districts. Already a 
deputation has been appointed, 
and will proceed West by pre­
sent trip of S.S. “Glencoe,” to 
interview all exporting mer­
chants who are directly concern­
ed, and to place the purposes 
and objects of the association 
before them.

Lived Two Days on Fish.
YARMOUTH SCHB. CREW HATE 

STRENUOUS EXPERIENCE. A GOOD MATTRESS IS CONDUCIVE TO PERFECT SLUMBER.
Under riding Bail, foresail and Jib, 

the Yarmouth auxiliary fresh fisher­
man, Lewis H. Smith, Oapt. E. Nicker­
son, put into port yesterday afternoon 
with her mainmast split, short of pro­
visions and gasoline, but with 26,000 
pounds of fresh halibut in her pens, 
says the Morning Chronicle, Halifax, 
of Oct. 14. For two days her crew of 
twenty were practically without food, 
as fried halibut comprised their menu 
for that time and their water supply 
was limited. The vessel will likely 
land her fish here and have her main­
sail repaired.

It is five weeks since the Lewis H. 
Smith, which is a flat roofer, left her 
home port and during that time she 
has weathered almost continuous 
gales during the time she had been on 
the Banks. Twice she has put into 
Halifax for repairs. She arrived here 
on September 17 with her foregaff and 
her foremast crosstrees damaged, al­
so foresail and jumbo torn, which oc­
curred a few days previous when she 
was 25 miles of Scatterie. After mak­
ing repairs she left here several days 
later for the Banks.

Her last trip on the Banks has been 
the most trying Captain Nickerson 
and his crew had for many months. 
Little did they mind bad fishing in bad 
weather or even when the elements 
split her mainsail but the exhaustion 
of her stores hit them hard. Yester­
day she arrived here with store lock­
ers cleaned out, not an ounce of pro­
visions being aboard the vessel. For 
two days her crew lived on fried hali­
but, they having a small supply of 
lard, which was also exhausted when 
the vessel reached port.

The vessel’s mainsail was split in a 
gale off, Sable Island on Wednesday 
and a trysail was immediately rigged.
