One of the greatest rose gardems in
the world is at Pana. Ill. No other
city, perhaps, produces as many.
During the busy seasons 40,000 to 50,-
000 are shipped every day. More
than 20 acres of greenhouses, shelter-
ing several million plants and with
an annual .production of 10,000,000 to
15,000,000 roses, comprise this great
industry of floriculture. y

Rose experts are at a lojs to know
whether it 18 the soil, or water; that
is responsxhle for. the excellence of
the roses that are produced thers.
The greénhouses are the largest in the
world. Some of them contain 100,-
000 plants.

There are 26 or more miles of
steam pipes in some of the larger
groups of houses.
that a uniform temperature of 61 to
71 degrees be maintained to secure
the best results. The largest struc-
tures are 60 feet in width and with
a length of 400 feet. There are four
companies engaged in :the- rose pro-
duction and each -has ﬁnuh spec-
falties.

Repeated hybridlntlon hn- created
many of the most_ beautiful speci-
mens of roses. It is olaimed that the
average plant there will yield 30 per-
fect buds, while elsewhere. the usual
limit is only 20. A large number of
the best sélling roses are thornless.

The average life of a rose plant is
tAree years. They are then destroyed
and replaced with new. Theé roses
that are grown for commercial pur-
poses bloom winter and summer.
Many of these originated from graft-
ed sfock in the marsh lands of the
British Isles.

L.L.B. received a moment later. Im-
mediately after the colour party ar-
rived, taking position immediately in
front of the mounment and were re-
ceived with the Royal Salute. The
impressive yet simple ceremony was
then begun, the Methodist Guards
Band, playing the well known Hymn,
“0O God, our Help in Ages Past,” ae-
companied by the pupils from the
city colleges, various church choirs
and joined in by the entire assem-
blage. The beautiful Hymn was
sung under the direction of Mr.
Chas. Hutton. At the conclusion of
the Hymn the C.L.B. Band played the
*“Dead March in Saul,” during which
the placing of the wreaths took place.
At this period a wreath from the be-
reaved mothers of our dead was also
placed on the Memorial, while other
floral tokens were placed —on the
base until it was buried in a pro-
fusion of beautiful flowers. The fir-
ing ,party then filred three volleys,
after which a two minutes silence
was obsegt:, the vast throng re-
maining in silent meditation during
that time. The impressive sounding
of the “Last Post” by the massed |
buglers, and the ‘dipping of the flag!

Be assured of this, you who are
here to-day, and you also throughout
Newfoundland and Labrador who
gave your hoys to the great fight for
right, that wheresoever your dear
ones peacefully repose, whether in
Gallipoli, or in Flanders Fields, or at
the bottom of the deep, they are not
lost. True, they may not be with us
in the flesh, but they are neverthe-
less with us. Their influence cannot
die, it is indestructible; théir heroism
and their valour cannot perish, for
they were heaven-sent and imperish-
able. Neither can their example be
forgotten so long as our English
tongues is spoken. Your loved ones
have entered into the deathless life
of ever-increasing possibilities. This
being so it is alike our duty and our
privilege to. maintain  im our every-
day lives that high standard of duty
which they set us. By doing this we
shall be honouring in the best way
possible the memory of those who
gave their all on our account.

Memorial at Queen’'s Read was the seene
the Ceremonies and-it presented a very pleasing appearance, the base being covered with floral
The ecitizens of St, John’s wholeheartedly joined in the Sérvices, which excelled any

of
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daily papers a few days ago asked
whether we are not in ‘danger of
gradually forgetting what we owe to
the men who fell in the Great War,
and he expressed the fear that eur
annual Commemeration Day, is al-
ready showing signs of a waning
power to draw out the sympathetic
response which such ‘a day demands.
I do not presume to say what
grounds exist for such a fear, but
should there be any rYeal reason for
concluding that time as it passes is
dimming our sense of gratitude, of
admiration, or of respect for the men
who died, it would, I think, indicate
a failure om our part to appreciate
the greatness of our debt and’ that
we really never estimated aright the
sacrifices made on our behalf.

It is evident, I think, that such a
day ‘of rememberance as this can only
retain a full measure of observance
so long as we continue to believe in-
tensely that by their sacrifice the
men who fall saved something worth
while for us and for the world. It
goes without saying that disappoint-
ment and disillusionment are being
experienced as men and womsan com-
pare the results they were led to
hope for with what has been achiev-
ed. No one would be bold enough to
say that many of the great evils
which it was thought the war would
terminate have in fact been removed.
Some would urge with good reason
that they have been multiplied.?

On the other hand the war has
brought certain results which may
eventually have far reaching effects
for the good of the world. For in-
stapce, war itself, ags a means of set-
tling international quarrrels, would
find few supporters amaongst civilized
people to-day. It has been seen in its
hideousness and uglinéss, and men
hate the very name of war as never
before.

And again, although the war divid-
ed nations and led them to geek each
other’'s destruction, it has taught
them that international hatred cuts
at the root of even commercial pros-
perity, and that if one nation suffers
the other nations suffer with it. If
proof of this were needed we have
it in our own country, whose chief
industry is largely paralyzed because
of the poverty of other nations with
which we did our trade.

Now if these two effects of the
Great War are in any degree per-
manent they will produce untold
blessings in process of time—bless-
ings to generations to come which
may be in some very true sense a
compensation for their cost.

There ‘were fruits of the war which
men hoped for apparently in vain.
Let this be admitted. Perhaps war,
and especially modern war, canpot
produce those fruits. It may wvery
well be that we had not judged
aright. Perhaps such things as the
world needed and which many of us
fondly imagined would be produced
by the war can never come that way
at all, But I do ~believe that we
have every reason for maintaining
the conviction that the  voluntary
sacrifices made by thousands of the
flower of our manhood brought an
enrichment of life which was imme-
diate and permanent. Men rese
above the thought of personal ease
and selfish comfort, endured pain

willingly and: drank. to the bitter |-

dregs of suffering and death, and thus
gave to the world examplés: of noble
self-surrender to the call of duty as
they saw it. bl D

My Brethren, and you soldiers and
sailors, veterans of the great war,
you who fought side by side with our
heroes whom we this day commemer-
ate, who saw them fall in Flanders
fields, or battleships of the great
North Ses, to you this morning's ad-
dress these brief words of tribute and
of prayer.

“Greatér love than this no man
hath, that a man lay down his life
for his friends.” These are the words
of my text; words uttered by Christ
Himself, the God-man, the greatest
man the world has ever seen, ever
will see, the Martyr of marytrs;
spoken of His. own sacred person
on ‘the night before He went to im-
molation. He laid down His life, He
offered it to God as a sacrifice on
the Altar of the Cross. He shed His
most precious blood not for His
friends alone, not for His country, but
for the whole human race. This
is the first of July, a day which for
ages past the Holy Church has set
aside as sacred to the Most Precious
Blood as the Feast of the Most
Precious Blood; the vestments worn
by God’'s Ministar the priest to-day at
Mass, at this solemn service are as

Jewels Now M;ide.

The play of light and fire in rubles
and sapphires Wwhich thousands—

i

A | even millions—of lovers of jewels are

enjoying and are able to possess at
nominal sums, has been made possible
by chemistry.

“The modern synthetic gems,” says
Dr. Alexander Silverman. head of
the departemnt.of chemistry of the
University of Pittsburgh, and a mem-
ber of the American Chemical Soci-
ety, “are as good as native gems as
far as their practical and aesthetic
value is concerned.”

Dr. Silverman recently collected
natural and synthetic gems worth
| $50,000 for display before the Pitts-
burgh Academy of Science and Art.
He has also made a study of the his-
tory of jewels from biblical times to
the present, together with legends
concerning their endowment with
“talismanic, curative and supernaturs
al powers” and their supposed influ.
ence upon the stars and planets.

He has traced the history of the
diamond through India, Brazil and
South Africa, where the most exten-
sive deposits have been found.

“The South African flelds were dis-
covered accidentally by the curiosity
of a farmer concerning a bright peb-
ble with which some Boer children
| were playing,” said Dr. Silverman.

% | “This pebble subsequently was sold

| for £500 in Paris.

After discussing other non-preclous
forms of diamond used for grinding
cutting and drilling, Dr. Silverman
described the Moissan, re Boismenu
| and Parsons experiments for the pre-
paration of diamonds. He mentioned
the Franz Fischer theory, which mayg
in time lead to commercial manufac-
ture of the diamond. Diamond and
other forms of carbon were shown te
be chemically identical, through com-
busticn cxperimente.

“The discovery of a method for ar-
tificially making rubies and sap-
phires was made by Alebrt V. L. Ver-
neuil in 1893, said he. ‘“The indus-

Conference opened at 9.30 with de-
votional services.

Prime Minister will read his lengthy
address on the Railway Resolutions.

These resolutions deal with all the
agreements made by the various gov-
ernments with the R. N. Company
since 1898.

The main agreement i{s- the one
which came into effect midnight Sat-
urday when, as already staed in this
column, thé-Reids turned over all
rights and titles they held in the rail-
way, dry dock, express offices and
steamers controlled by the Company
to the Government, and the concern
known as the Reid Newfoundland
Company passes out of existence.

‘We herewith give a condensed re-
view of the new agreement entered
into between the Reids and the Gov-
ernment.

The Company conveys to the Gov-

ernment free frém _encumbrances,
steamships Kyle, Meigle, Sagona,
Glencoe, Argyle, Clyde, Home and
Petrel and all the - equipment of
these steamers.

The express offices, equipment and
goodwill in same.

The dry dock and buildings with
all the stores, stocks, material and
eqp!pment belonging to the Com-
pany used in its steamships and rail-
way services in Newfoundland and
North Sydney.

The Company and the Government
are relieved from all claims whatso-
ever which either party have or think
it has against the other up to June
30th, 1923,

The Government shall pay to the
Reid Newfoundland Co. $2,000,000 in
20 year bonds bearing interest at 5%
per cent. per annum.

The Reids in their capacity of the
St. John’s Light and Power Co., Ltd.,
will be awarded a contract from ten
to thirty years for light and power
to furnish light and power for rail-
way terminus and dock premises.

The Relds will be granted the wat-
er powers of Plerre’s Brock and Tor’s
Cove River.

Legislation will be introduced to
enable the Company to assign and
mortgage its franchise in order to in-
crease its capital.

The Government will provide free
a site west of the Gas Works for the
erection of a new sub-station.

The Company will be granted the
right to erect poles along the Tre-
passey line for the purpoke of carry-
ing the power into St. John's.

Before this agreement was entered
into the Government already owned
rolling stock to the value of $1,048,-
587.30, which with the $2,000,000 now
to be pald to the Relds is an expen-
give price for what the same Govern-
ment had time and - again marked
down as a useléss and dilapidated
outfit.

It has already been pointed out
that the railway which now comes
directly under Government control
becanse of the bungling and general
Ainterference of the Government will
be an assured liability upon the Col-
ony and taxpayers for all~time.

Putting the “Reids in their place,”
as the Premier so openly expressed
in his political papers and from his
Lpolitical platforms, is certainly an ex-
pensive venture on the part. of the
Government.

Sir Wm. Allardyce

--Congregation’s Tribute to
Gallant Dead.

The Memotial Service held at Wes- |

ley Methodist Church on Sunday
evening was a fitting climax to a day
of Commemoration observed by this
Church and the country at large in
memory of the gallant deeds perform-
ed by the little band of Newfound-
landers who, on the first day of July,
1916, at Beaumont Hamel, upheld the
best traditions of the British Army by
their valour and bravery, and won
for their native land an honored place
in the pages of history.

In the morning the Minister in
charge was Rev. R. C. White, a talen-
ted son of the soil, whose mnative town
is Twillingate, and who is now stat-
joned at Moreton’s Harbhor. His ser-
mon was in keeping with the day and
special reference was made to the
impressions he had personally gained
when he visited the cenotaph-and the
T'nknown Soldier’'s Graves both in
London and Paris. The splendid start
given by Mr. White at the morning

" service was maintained ot the Sun-
day School rally in the afternoon,
when Rev, W. B. Bugden and Dr. S.
H. Martin endeavored to instill in the
minds of the young people lessons
that were helpful to them in their
own experiences from the time they
themselves were scholars in the San-
day School to the present day of
(‘nmmemm‘at'lon. July 1st, 1923.

These two services were fitting
forerunners in every way to the great
Memorial Service held at 6.30 p.m.,
to which the congregation had been
looking forward for some weeks. Dur-
ing the war vears Wesley Churchy its
nfficials, and pastors, were in the fore-
front of recruiting work and nothing
was left undone to impress upon the
voung men of its congregation the
call of duty and the just claims the
British Fmpire had upon their ser-
vices. The Adult Bible Class became
almost depleted, and at the close of
hostilities on November 11th, 1918, net
a young man of the Class, who was fit
for active service, could be termed in
ny way a slacker. Seme of them
vent as far as to evade the army age
P»gulations, and managed to jein up
jnd serve in acttve war work. One
gerved for a year at the fromt as a
signaller and was repatriated, home
before he became of age. So at the

~gervice on Sunday evening the cen-
gregation of Wesley not only mourned
for these brave men in whose mem-
ory the service was held, but thought
also In terms of pride of the splendid
work of the young men of the Church
who were privileged to return.

Promptly at 6.30 His Excellency
the Governor, accompanied by Lady
Allardyce, Miss Allardyce, and atten-
ded by Captain Stuart Goodfellow, en-
tered a crowded church and was re-
ceived by the Pastor and officials and
escorted to the special seats, while
the organ played the National An-
them. In the Church were also the
Prime Minister and Lady Squires, ac-
companied by Col. Rendell, C.S.0,
His Worship Mayor Cook, Inspector
General and Mrs. Hutchings, Major
Cluny Macpherson, C.M.G., Sergeant
Ricketts, V.C., representatives of the
G.W.V.A., Church Lad’s Brigade, Met-
hodist Guards and Newfoundland
Highlanders; special representatives
from the Legislative Council, House
of Assembly, prominent citizens and
a goodly number of next of kin and
relatives of those who were being re-
membered. Within the rostrum were
Rev. J. G. Joyce, B.A.,, S.T.B., pastor
of the Church, who was in charge of
the service. Rev. Frank Langford,
B.A, one of the Chief Secretaries for
the Methadist Church of Canada and
Newfoundland and the special preach-
er for the occasion; Rev. W. J. Mor-
ris, ex-President of the Conference,
Rev. Dr. Fenwick ,and Revs. Charles
Lench and W. B. Bugden, former pas-
torgs of the Church, the laiter during
a part of the war period. At the or-
gan was Mr. J. C. Pratt, who, with his
choir, rendered splendid service and
added to the impressiveness of the
ceremony. The Guard of Honor, com-
posed of two =aflor lads, with fixed
bayonets, took their pesition in front
of the tablet and the service commen-
ced. The Doxology was rendered and
the pastor repeated a prayer of invo-
cation, followed by the Lord's Praycwr,
in which the whole codgregation join-
ed.

Belated returns from the Manitoba
liguor plebiscite show a more decisive
defeat for prohibition than was first
reported. Winnipeg and St. Boniface
have gone “wet” by -majorities of
26,000 and 3,000 respectively, while
the rural vote has broken about even
on the question. Following the vote,
Premier Bracken announces a special
session of the Legislature for the last
week in July, to give effect to the
people’s will by a repeal of the Mani-
toba Temperance Act and the enact-
meént of a law providing for the es-
tablishment of a Liquor Commission
and for the sale of liquor by Govern-
ment stores. But before the Legisla-
ture meets, the people of Mlmitobn
are to have a chance to open ‘the

‘The Use of Seaweed.

Certainly few people think the
masses of seaweed which they see
washed up on the beach are of any
commercial value. But seaweed—
waste though it is—has many uses,
The broad, thick stem and flat leaves
of the so-called oar-weed, when
thoroughly dried, are used for mak-
ing knife-handles. From another weed
of the sea, known as carrageen moss,
size is extracted easily, which is used
in the process of calico printing. The
long, narrow leaves- of the grass|
wrack are gathered and well dried, |
and are sold for packing material, as |
well as for use to “bed down” cattle
and cows and other stock.

Seventeen Year Locusts.

The remarkable insect known as
the 17-year locust, more properly the
periodical cicada, is scheduled to ap-
pear this year in the United States.
They have already been “heard” in
New York State, for they are the
noisest insects in the world, Darwin,
on board the Beagle, heard them
when the ship was anchored a quar-
ter of a mile from shore, but it is
only the males whicke give the note.
“Happy the cicadas’ lives,” said the
Albanian comic poet, Xenarchus, “for
they have voiceless wives.”

Colonies of these insects ‘around
Massachusetts Bay attracted the at-
tention of the early white settlers in
1634. The year 1923 makes he seven-
teenth cycle of 17 years, and direct
descendants of these insects in the
seventeenth generation will soon be
heard around Plymouth Rock. The
development of the species requires

| vibrating in a strong breeze, and as

no special auditory organs have been
detected, it has been suggested that

| ¢cicadas are capable of feeling only
! rhythmical vibrations.

The periodical cicada has the great-
est longevity of any known inseet.
The eggs are laid in the tender twigs
of trees, but the young, when hatch-
ed out in a few days, drop to the
ground, penetrate as deep as 20 feet
below the surface, and begin their
long subterranean existence. Closely
related is the dog-day harvest fly,
why appears every year in mid-Sum-
mer and gives out its nerve-racking
cry during the heated hours  of the
day, but this form matures in two
years. They should not be confused
with the Rocky Mountain tocust or
“hateful grasshopper,” notorious for
its vqracious appetite. The periodical
cicada‘ causes no permanent injury to
mature trees, but may seriously in-
jure young trees or nursery stock.
Birds are enemies of these insects,
and this is one more reason for pro-

| tecting them.
