The Practical 
Accomplishment of. 

the Monroe Party
The splendid rally of the vot­

ers of the country last spring to 
the support of the Monroe Party 
was due to the exposure of the 
conditions existing in the Public 
Service and of the mismanage­
ment of the late Administration 
during their years of office. The 
turnover was a complete vin­
dication of the strength aad 
purity of public opinion, and 
showed in an unmistakable man­
ner that it could still be re-' 
lied upon in spite of the efforts 
made to undermine the morale 
of the people.

The Monroe Party pledged 
themselves to dean up and keep 
clean, and to do their utmost to 
restore the financial stability of 
the country.

We have just seen a magnificent 

Polar Bear skin received from Labra^ 
dor,' which is to go forward for sale 
to Montreal next week. l)bis skin is 
said by the Labrador-men to be the 
largest specimen of the White Bear 
ever captured on the coast It mea­
sures lift 9 In. long by 9ft. 1 In. In 
width. The hunters took special care 
to preserve this skin thoroughly, and 
have also the skull with teeth com­
plete and the claws, so that there 
would be no difficulty In having this 
skin mounted.

We mention these facts, as it Is a 
shame to let such a splendid specimen 
go out of the country,* more especially 
as these White Bears are getting 
scarcer every year. The very fact of 
MacMillan stating last week, that 
after eighteen months in the Arctic 
regions he had not seen a single 
specimen of the White Bear would in­
dicate that the species is becoming 
depleted. It the authorities Intend to 
supplement the display of our ani­
mals In the Museum, we would 
strongly recommend them securing 
this skin at once.

For the past two years efforts have 
been made by the Marine & Fisheries 
Department to get the different seal­
ers to bring in an assortment of 
young and old Harp and Hood seals, 
and other Marine Animals to supple­
ment the display In the Museum. This 
to very much more, difficult to ac­
complish than one would think, as the 
.n.« of these seals have to be pre­
served with the. heads and claws com­
plete, and should they become tainted 
they are worthless.

Asked to 
humanely put to death a dog on Bar­
nes Road. Received a report from 
a man of a dog on Howley Avenue 
who had bitten hia horse. Found the 
owner who consented to have the dog 
shot; he told me to have a Veterinary 
Surgeon attend the horse If neces­
sary. Received a report from Mr. 
John Brambrick of hfs horse slipping 
on the tar on Hamilton Street and 
breaking the two shafts of his wag­
gon and cutting the horse’s knees 
severely. Another fell on Waterford 
Bridge Road. One on LeMarchant 
Road being injured from the slippery 
tarvia pavement. Had to send In 3 
horses for lameness for a rest. Re­
ceived several complaints about hors­
es being out all night in the cold, on 
rainy nights. I do hope that all horse 
owners will do their best to get In 
their cattle on. cold and wet nights 
at this season of the year. Humanely 
put to death a dog on 16 Field Street, 
who was reported for biting a child 
on Merrymeeting Road. There bas 
been several complaints about child­
ren being bitten by dogs recently. I 
wish the school teachers would im­
press on the school children the neces­
sity of picking up the nails and glass 
that lie about the streets. Also wire 
hoops. These are dangerous to both 
pedestrians and horses. I am doing 
my best to attend all calls, Sundays 
and any hour of the night, to relieve 
the suffering of these dumb friends 
who cannot speak for themselves.

VICTORY HOME-COMING OF THE SQUADRON 
—SAILOR MISSIONARIES.

PLYMOUTH, Sept. 28, — H.MS. 
Hood, the flagship of Vice-Admiral 
Sir Frederick Field, H.M.S. Delhi, 
flagship of Rear-Admiral, the Hon. 
Sir Hubert Brand, and HlMB. Daunt­
less returned to port here to-day af­
ter their world cruise with as little 
demonstration ae it they had Just re­
turned from target practice. Probably 
they have accomplished a great deal 
mbre than much target practice.

The first chapter of the return 
really began last night A fine night 
it was, with a stiff wind blowing and 
—at leaat, so It was reported in Fly- 
month—etorm signals out up and 
down the Channel. But really violent 
weather held off end thousands of' 
people who went out after dinner to 
see what they could of the great 
ships’ home-coming were able to 
cluster on the Hoe and the cliffs. They 
picked up the lights of the two cruis­
ers just after 8 o’clock, and very soon 
afterwards those of the Hood. All 
three ships had berthed by 9 o’clock 
near the breakwater. There was à 
little play with searchlights, a cheer 
or two, the waving of a few hats in 
the darkness, the flicker of a signal, 
and that was all.

The second chapter began in the 
darkness of a September morning, 
when, round about 6 o’clock, the 
three ships of war left their berths 
and steamed slowly Into Davenport 
Dockyard. They made a magnificent 
spectacle when morning began to pick 
out their lines and a glimmer of light 
caught here a gun muzzle and there a 
bit of polished brass. Lean and grey 
and rather grim and amazingly effi­
cient they looked ae they came 
stealthily on almost without a sound 
and, moored at the dockside. Through­
out the- morning messengers and cal­
lers came Ini scores. Lady Field was 
one of the. earliest arrivals on board 
H.M.S. Hood, The King’s message of 
warm congratulations was one of (he 
first to he received. Others came from 
the Board of Admiralty, from-private 
Individuals, and from-placesfar away 
on the fringes of the Empire, where 
the visit of the King's ships Is now a 
happy and inspiring memory.

Plymouth itself welcomed Sir Fred­
erick Field and his companions with 
the briefest civic ceremony on the

TO OPEN FAMOUS OLD ENGLISH 
ROAD.MANUFACTURED BY

Dr. F. Stafford & Son LONDON, Sept 29 (A.P.)—The an­
nouncement that the Prince of Wales, 
upon returning from his American 
and Canadian trip, will on Nov. 19 for­
mally open the reconstructed road be­
tween Dartford and Strood, draws at­
tention to one of the oldest and most 
celebrated highways in Europe.

This patch of road Is In reality part 
of Watllng Street, a thoroughfare of 
great antiquity which still traverses 
the heart of London and, just back 
of St, Paul's Cathedral, to this day 
bears its ancient name. No one knows 
how old Watllng Stree is, but it had 
been long established when the Re­
mans came to Britain two thousand 
years ago.

The motorist who to-day comes up 
to London from Canterbury traverses 
the same road, the famous Watllng 8t. 
which Roman soldiers took when, on 
conquest bent, they marched through 
England. Jutlsh marauders In their 
day burned and plundered the coun­
tryside which it served. Traders from 
Ganl trudged over its stones long be­

Canada’s wool clip will total 13,000,- 
000 pounds with a value to sheepmen 
of $4,006,000, according to a bulletin 
Issued by the Dominion Department 
of Agriculture. The quality of the 
product is said to be the highest In 
recent years.

Approximately half the wool clip, 
the bulletin estimates, will remain in 
Canada for manufacture. Last year 
the dominion, exported 6,609,079 
pounds of wool, of which the United 
Statee purchased 6,261,899. pounds 
and Great Britain 706,038 pounds.

Government wool grading and' sys­
tematic marketing by the CC-opera- 
tive Wool Growers, Which bandies 
90 per cent of the clip, hare raised, 
the quality of Canadian wool, the de­
partment said.

French Government
BRINGS DOWN THE COST OF 

LIVING.

The French government at a spe­
cial cabinet meeting held on Septem­
ber 19 for the purpose of studying 
the high cost of living problem de­
cided to make the following reduc­
tions in the oxisting import tariff for 
foodstuffs:—Pork, ham, sausages and 
other pork products, cheese, barley 

(£-nd rice and preserved vegetables, 60 
per cent.; butter, 50 per cent.; con­
densed milk. 66 per cent.

The Ministers of the Interior, Ag­
riculture and Commerce, according to 
advices received by the Bankers 
Trust Company from its Foreign In­
formation Service were also asked to 
study a lengthy memorandum recent­
ly drawn up by the Retailers’ Federa­
tion and other representatives of tLe j 
food trades, which embodies many lin- j 
portant suggestions for combating 
the cost of living such as the encour- j 
egement of co-operative societies i 
which Would enable small traders to j 
buy at lower rates, the reduction of ; 
tarlway rates for the transportation 
jl necessities and the complete sus­
pension of customs duties on same. :

The Retailers’ Federation also ad­
vocate a suspension of the eight hour 
law in food trades so as to stimulate 
production.
