The Committee on Aessessment beg 

leave to report : That they have examin­
ed into the matter relative to an error 
made in the number of acres assessed 
against the township of Peel in the 
equalization in -June last, and find that 
township has been overcharged, owing 
to the fact that the greatest part of the 
non-resident lands of that township have 
been put down in the general roll, and 
also in the non-resident roll, thus making 
it appear that the number of acres is 
greater than they actually are.

Your Committee would therefore re­
commend that the number of acres 
charged against said township this year 
be the same as in 1867, namely, 74,465. 
which will entitle that township to an 
abatement of their County rate of this 
year of $187.48, such sum to be allowed 
by the County Treasurer when the County 
rate of that township is paid to him.

Your Committee have also taken into 
consideration the matter referred to them 
in regard to the amendment of the Assess­
ment Act by the Legislative Assembly of 
Ontario, now in session, and would re­
commend the following amendments to 

j be made to said Act, viz: In lieu of 
I column four of subsection four of section 
twenty-one, state whether the party is a 
freeholder, householder, or tenant, by 
affixing the letter F, H or T as the case 
may be. To assess all the personal pro­
perty of any person at its actual value 
instead of the rate or scale of assessment 
now in force. Your Committee would 
strongly recommend that said Act be 
amended by giving each Municipality 
respectively the entire control of its non­
resident tax with all the powers now ex­
ercised and performed by County Trea­
surer in respect to such land and taxes, 
and to reduce the period of sale of lands 
for taxes in arrear from five to three 
years, with power to each municipality to 
extend the time of sale beyond the period 
of three years by by-law passed for that 
purpose.

Your Committee would recommend 
that the amendments herein suggested 
be embodied by the Clerk of this Council 
and forwarded without delay to P. Gow, 
Esq., member of the Committee on the 
Municipal and Assessment Acts, so that 
the same may be laid before said Com­
mittee. All of which &c. Report adopted,

Loudon, Dec. 3.—Hon. Reverdy John­
son, the American Minister, was enter­
tained at a banquet last night given in 
his honour by the Chamber of Commerce 
of Birmingham. Mr. Bright was one of 
the guests Mr. Johnson in the course 
of his response to the usual compliment­
ary toast, referred to tho change in the 
Ministry, and eaid he knew those who 
were likely to succeed to the Govern­
ment, were anxious to continue the pre­
sent policy in the negotiations between 
England and the United States. Mr. 
Bright said the presence of the Ameri­
can Minister is proof that the United 
States forgives its enemies in England, 
as freely as it has forgiven rebels in Am­
erica. He reviewed tho policy of the 
British Government during the rebel­
lion in tho United States, and deplored 
its action in recognizing the rebels as 
belligerents.

American Despatches
New York, Dec. 4.—Advices from Port 

au Prince state that the acting American 
Consul at Gonaivez.who protested against 
the seizure of the schooner E. D. Hart 
by the man of-war Salnave, was insulted 
for his pains. Some excitement ensued 
in consequence, and a French and Brit-., 
ish war vessel was to sail for Gonaviez to 
protect foreign interests. An English 
brig, the Aerolite, was also seized under 
similar circumstances and taken to Port 
au Prince, but the British Charge d’Af­
fairs had claimed and would probably re­
ceive possession of her.

Havana, 3rd. — The steamer Villa 
Clara arrived here yesterday, with six of 
the chiefs and agents of the insurrection, 
as prisoners of war. The suffering of 
the poorer classes on account of the scar­
city of provisions is described as heart­
rending.

Murder in McGillivray. — Last 
Tuesday afternoon, Mrs. Snowdon, of the 
township of McGilllivray, took the life of

the eldest girl, about 11 years old, it 
would appear that the wretched mother 
took the helpless little boy and -laid him 
on hie face, and then with an axe chop­
ped the head clean off the body ! On 
seeing the blow about to fall, the eldest 
girl ran to inform the neighbours, who, 
when they came in, found that she had 
laid the headless corpse on the bed, and 
taken some .utiles from the stove to soak 
up the blood which had been spilled ! 
She acknowledged the deed, and said 
that it was also her intention to kill the 
infant (about six months old), but that 
her heart failed her. Oa being queetion- 
tioned as to her motive for the deed, she 
said that her husband had said that when 
the child was twelve years old he would 
have to go out to work, and that she did 
not wish him to be so treated. It is clear 
that the poor woman is labouring under 
mental disease, though she appears con­
scious of having committted the crime.

Trusting 
to his solemn promise to make her his 
wife, she yielded to his persuasions, and 
fell Irom the path of virtue. The scoun­
drel bacoming tired of her, refused to ful­
fil his engagement, and the poor girl 
was rendered almost frantic by the know­
ledge of his treachery, Her depressed 
condition of mind was noticed by her 
family, and on being pretsed to disclose 
tho secret that preyed upon her, told 
them the story of her shame. Her father 
was as it may be supposed fearfullly in­
dignant, and his reproaches so affected 
her that one day last week she attempted 
to commit suicide by hanging herself to 
a beam in the barn. Fortunately the at­
tempt was discovered, and frustrated 
just in time to fc.ive her life. The next 
day she left her home and came to To­
ronto. Alone in the city without friends, 
money, or experience, what course was 
open to the poor betrayed girl, but the 
downward path of infamy.

Her father, on ascertaining the fact of 
his daughter’s departure, was at a loss in 
which direction she had gone, but at last 
obtaining a clue, came here in the early 
part of the present week in search of her.

After a protracted search the 
father was horror struck at finding his 
worst fears realized, and his once pure 
and virtuous child—the light ol a happy 
home—the inmate of a notorious house 
of ill-fame. He determined however, to 
interpose between her and utter irretriev­
able ruin, and accordingly induced her to 
leave the place and return with him 
home It is sincerely to be hoped that 
the erring damsel may be effectually re­
claimed.—Toronto Telegraph.

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Guelph Board' of Trade.
It appears from a paper laid before 

the Legislative Assembly some days 
ago, that several bills which were pas­
sed last session, and which became 
law, were so passed in violation of the 
British North American Act. Nine 
of these acts are now on the statute 
book for Ontario. The Hamilton 
Times in enumerating these actr*, or 
clauses of acts, says It may be stat­
ed that every Act of the Local Legis­
latures passes under the supervision 
of the Minister of Justice, and that 
he approves or/ disapproves, as the 
case may be, of each section and sub­
section of every one of those Acts,and 
that process having been completed, 
the whole are again submitted to the 
examination of the Privy Council, 
which confirms or reverses, as the 
case may be, the conclusions arrived 
at by the Minister of Justice. The 
Acts and clauses to which the Privy 
Council have objected in the Statutes 
of the last session of the Ontario,have 
not been formally disallowed, but in 
00 far as particular sections have been 
objected to, the Minister of Justice 
recommends that they be repealed, or 
00 amended as to make them conform 
to the provisions of the North Amer­
ican Act, and to bring them within 
the jurisdiction of the Local Legisla­
ture; and it is recommended that 
chapters 38 and 64, be wholly re­
pealed.”

Among those acts to which objection 
is taken is one “ to incorporate the 
Board of Trade of the town of 
Guelph,” on the ground that the 
Local Legislature, in passing the bill, 
exceeded its jurisdiction, inasmuch as 
by the second sub-section of the 91st 
clause of the British North American 
Act the regulation of trade and com­
merce is placed among those matters 
over which the Dominion Parliament 
has exclusive jurisdiction. If there­
fore the suggestions of the Minister of 
Justice are not acted upon by the 
Legislature of Ontario, this Act, and 
the objectionable Acts and clauses 
will, as a matter of course, be formal­
ly and officially disallowed, and we 
presume such disallowance will be 
published in the Official Gazette, and 
thus the errors and blunders of the 
Attorney-General and head of the 
Government of Ontario will be pro­
claimed to the world, and to the great 
discredit of the Legislature and legis­
lation of this Province.

Result of tlie English Elections,
One hundred and twelve of a ma­

jority ! With all his resources of fi­
nesse aud trickery Disraeli dared not 
face such odds, and he has announced 
the resignation of the Ministry of 
Which he was the leader. He has 
been premier for about three years, 
thus winning an evanescent and trou­
blesome reward of his lifejlong efforts. 
He makes his retirement more grace­
fully than^any person would have ex­
pected, he yields to fate when he sees 
that f urther fight would be unavail­
ing and leaves the field to his rival. 
He goes claiming the honour of hav­
ing been a reformer in his time, and 
he has the solatium of knowing that 
the extension of suffrage which he 
0ays his Government voluntarily con­
ceded has acted as an auxiliary in se. 
curing his overthrow, Ho has also 
refused a peerage, and hence Disraeli 
may with some sort of show claim Jo 
be considered as a martyr to his own 
magnanimity. His present action has 
given a flat contradiction to the asser­
tion that he had no feeling on the 
Church question, or, to speak more 
accurately, it is designed to be a con­
tradiction, and to demonstrate that he 
has been and is an enthusiastic, an 
earnest, though a defeated champion 
He disclaims any modification of the 
opinions of himself or colleagues ; they 
arc more than ever convinced that 
Mr. Gladstone’s proposition is wrong 
in principle and probably impracti­
cable, and one which, even if practi 
cable, would be disastrous to the na­
tion. To all this it may be answered 
that if disaster succeed, the nation,not 
Mr. Disraeli is responsible. He took 
the question to the country, and it has 
given its answer, so that whatever 
may betide the late Premier is reliev­
ed from responsibility. Still, in the 
expression there is a characteristic of 
Toryism standing forth unconcealed, 
and Mr. Disraeli instead of saying 
that the proposition was wrong ana 
impracticable might as well have said 
to the Liberal members and their 
supporters, “ You are fools, all of you, 
although so numerous ; it is only 
among us grand old Tories that wis­
dom is to be found.” However, Mr. 
Gladstone will probably be called up­
on immediately to form a ministry, 
and with the majority he has at com­
mand he should have but little diffi 
culty in affecting a divorce between 
the State and the Irish Church. The 
Liberals should by this time have 
learned the truth of the adage that 
strength dwells in unity,and no longer 
contribute to their own defeat by di­
visions among themselves. The only 
cause of trouble that is to be appre­
hended is, that the aristocratic Lib­
erals will yield a reluctant or indiffer­
ent support to a plebeian leader, al­
though the position has been honour­
ably won, and though the rauk to 
which their abilities entitle them is 
under, not over him. It is to be 
hoped that more wisdom will prevail 
in their counsels, and that the arro­
gance of birth will not create attempts 
•t usurpation,

Lumberers.—The Galt Reporter sayi 
—We understand that a large number of 
lumberers have proceeded lor the winter 
to the upper sections of the Grand River, 
where they will prepare oak and elm 
timber for the Quebec market. This 
timber will be floated down the Grand 
River in the spring, as was the case some 
three or four years ago. The enterprise 
was not then, we believe, a great success, 
owing in part to the rapid rise and fall of 
the river in spring preventing the timber 
from being railed to the lakes without 
great trouble and expense ; but it appears 
that they are about to try it again. The 
men engaged in getting out the timber 
are mostly all French Canadians.
