Great Western Railway—Half Yearly 
Meeting.

The semi-annual report of the Direct­
ors of the Great Western Railway, which 
we laid before our readers some days ago, 
contained all the main facts of impor­
tance connected with the working of the 
line. The meeting of the proprietors 
was one of great interest; and the speech 
of the chairman, Sir Thomas Dakin, 
was one of unusual ability. It was felt 
on all hands that the dividend which the 
Directors had been able to declare—six 
per cent.—was unsatisfactory ; and peo­
ple require a great deal of explanation to 
convince them that, with largely increas­
ed earnings,there should not be a propor­
tionately increased surplus available, for 
dividend. Sir Thomas Dakin’s explana­
tion was perfectly convincing to any 
reasonable man. The increased earnings 
were £68,491; working expenses on that 
sura were £39,423 ; therefore, one would 
think, £29,067. should be available for 
dividend more than on foitner occasions. 
It became Sir Thomas Dakin’s duty to 
show why it was not. The increase iu 
wages is tho first item that eats into the 
surplus. That carried away £11,250 at 
once, or more than one third. The 
severity of the weather accounts for tho 
rest. The Detroit ferry was blocked with

Assessment of Guelph for Ï873

The Assessors have completed 
their labors, and handed to the Town 
Clerk the Assessment Roll for 1873.
The return are as follows : Total val­
ue of real property $1,693,500 ; non­
resident lands $45,080 ; personal 
property and income $361,980—grand 
total $2,100,560. The total assess­
ment for the year 1872 was $1,806,710 
shewing an increase this year of 
$293,850. The population this year 
as returned by the assessors is 7798,
For 1872 it was 7189—shewing an in­
crease in one year of609. The increase 
of population in 1872 over that of 
1871 was 300, shewing that last year 
the mcreaie in our population is dou­
ble what it was the previous year.
This is .a most gratifying exhibit, and 
affords the surest evidence of the 
continued growth and prosperity of 
the. Town. We doubt very much 
whether any town in the Province 
can show a similar increase, whether 
as regards population or property, 
real or personal.

Terrible Explosion.
About half-post twelve o'clock on Wed­

nesday the boiler in the foundry of Mer- 
rit <6 Bar gov (late B:irr*«)$ situate on 
M iv i s re f, N w b, ix >!o led .with ter­
ri;'..; forer, u-.u.tuiiy killing two men, 
Ciirued • Hanoi* Stevenson, the engineer, 
and Allan McLeod, the fireman, being all 
the men in the foundry at the time, with 
the exception of a stranger looking for 
some hands, who mysteriously escaped 
sérions, if not fatal injury, by standing 
on the opposite side of the smoke-stack 
at the time of the explosion. The ap­
pearance of the ruins beggars description, 
the building being a complete wreck. 
The fright occasioned by the crash ac­
companying the explosion was great, 
men, women and children running into 
the streets, believing an earth-quake had 
visited the village. The cause of the ac­
cident can, of course, only be conjectured. 
Stevenson and McLeod are married, with 
young families, and the greatest sympa- 
thy is felt by the inhabitants for the dis­
tressed wives, mothers and children. An 
inquest was convened by Coroner Carrol, 
at three o’clock, p. m., to investigate the 
cause of the disaster, and after the jury 
had viewed the bodies, adjourned till 
Thursday evening, at seven, p. m. The 
estimated loss is between two and three 
thousand dollars.

Frank Mikas, the man who some two 
weeks since pleaded guilty to the charge 
of inciting his nephew, Jos. Mikns, to 
set fire to a barn, at Elmira, was on 
Wednesday last sentenced by Judge Mil­
ler to one year’s imprisoment in the 
common gaol.
