San Francisco, Nov. 24,—The steamer
Great Republic brings the follewing in-
telligence from China :—Steamer Zeipka
brought to Hong Kong news of the seiz-
ure of the German vessels Maria Louise
and Gazelle by a Spanish man.of-war off
800 Loo. The vessels were brought te
Madilla, when the crew of the Gazelle
were liberated.

Melancholy Accident on the
Eramosa Road.

A Man Kllll,:l—in a Gravel

A melancholy accident, which was at-
tended with fatal results, occurred on
Monday afternoon at the gravel pit on
the Eramosa Road, near the Race Course
Farm. It appears that a poor labouring
man named John Irvine was employed in
the gravel pit filling the waggons, which
were employed ia gravelling a part of the
road. They had undermined the bank
for some little distance, and thinking the
mass of earth and stone overhead was
sufficiently frozen and solid, did not fear
any untoward result. They were mistaken
however, for shortly after dinner the
bank above caved in, burrying the r
man Irvine in the mass of stuff that fell.
Mr. Powell, who was getting out the
gravel, immediately after the aecident,
ran to Mr. Walter West’s place eclose by
and Mr. West and he returned to the pit
and succeeded in gétting the earth off
the body. The unfortunate man must
have been killed almost instantly, for he
never spoke, but groaned onee or twioe.
When exiricated from the debris he was
found to be terribly bruised axd crushed,
his entrails protruding through the
lower portion of the body. The
body was conveyed to deceased’s house,
near Mathew's Tavern, Eramosa 5
and Dr, Herod was sent for, but on view-
ing the body and hearing tho facts relat-
jug to the accident, he did not eonsider
it necessary te hold an inquest, the cause
of death being so palpable and apparent.
Irvine is & married man, and leaves &
widow and five children to mourn his
untimely end, and the loss of the head of
the house, who was the only one they
have to lock to for support. heir case
is & very sad onme, and appeals to the
sympathies of th: Lenevolent.

Tae new Tory Association just
established in London does not appear
to be a very successful institution,
The London Advertiser says :—

“ Most noticeable is the absence from
the reports of the two meetings of the
names of many leading eitizens whe
worked with Sir John A. Macdonald up
to the time of the Pacifi¢ Scandal de-
velopments. Making the perpetrator of
the Pacific Scandal the ehief cormer-stone
of the organization, instead of repudiat-
ing both the crime and the criminal, the
organizers are driving henest and intelli-
gent Conservatives from the ranks. Hav-
ing re-drawn party lines and re-hoisted
the tarnished flag of Toryism, the old
Hincksite and Baldwin elements refuse
to march under any such banner. Tory-
ism will not save itself by adopting a
nom de plume 8o contradictary as ‘* Liberal
Conservative,” It is a compliment to
Liberal principles that the Tories should
be compelled to rig themselves partially
out in the clothes of their opponents,
their owa having become goiled and
shabby. We are reminded of the famous
saying, anent the English Reform Bill,
the Tories caught the Liberals bathing
and stole their clothes.”

Is there any Danger of a Revnision
in Canada?

The Monetary Times,one of those pa-
pers which * ought to know,” has the
following : —

“The panic in New York has set many
persons thinking whether matters in Ca-
nada are in a sound position, and whe-
ther there is any danger of commercial
disasters here. There cannot he a more
practical subject to think aboi:, and to
assist them we propose to notice a few
points which bear direotly upon it.

+*1, Pauics and revulsions invariably
follow an abuse of eredit; widespread
credit transaetions, inflated eredit busi-
ness, inflated style of living, extravagant
expenditure, extravagamt speculation,en-
ormous borrowing, are all necessary be-
forehand.

**2. In Canada we have had our trans-
netions on a gold basis. Wo have at
present no heavy railway expenditure go-
ing on ; no unusually heavy credit trans-
actions ; no heavy borrowing operations ;
no extraordinary expenditure, nor more
than ordicary speculation, We have had
bad trading by individuals and more than
enough of it, now a¢ at all times: bad
borrowing now as in former years, and
there are traders now as at all other times
that are doing businesson far too slender
a basis of capital. But there are not
many more of these than ordinary. We
have no great mania afloat. People are
not erazy with eny notion of getting up
companies, or working mines, or felling
forests. In the last it is true, there haa
been a remarkabls activity, followed by a
remarkable dullness. But it is a natural
reaction, ncthing more. Even in the
lumber trade there have been few fail-
ures affecting Canada, and the tradenow
is no worse than it has been before,when
nobody dreamed of revulsion or anything
worse than losing profits.

“ 3. The country,as a whole, is curtail-
ing expenditares and increasing ineJme.
‘We have been favored by Providence with
a good harvest; all our farm produots
are realizing very good prices. Barley,
our poorest crop, is actually bringing us
more money than the fair crop of last
year, owing to enhanced prices. Wehave
shipped 520,000 bushels less to Oswego
alone, and have reeeived $400,000 more
for it. Wheat is a very fair priee, so are
butter, cheese, wool, and peas, and we
have very large quantities of them all.
On the other hand, we are buying less ;
consequently we must be owing less, and
reducing the debt we owe abroad. These
are not the precursors of a revulsion, but
the reverse. If the harvest had been
bad, as was feared, doubtless we shonld
have had severe troubles to individuals
this winter. But even then, eur traders
were generally ferewarned, were curtail-
ing business, and we should have prob-
ably gone through without any national
calamity. Bat, as it is, we believe the
country is sound on the whole, though
there are plenty of unsound people in it ;
aud there is no reason whky we should not
continue sound, if we are ecemomical,
reasonable, and pruydent in our modes of
doing business.”
