MEKETING OF THE BANK OF BRITISH
COLUMBIA.

The Chairman:—In regard to the ques-
tion respecting visiting the branches, I
must confess) it is rather a poser.

Then, we have not only monthly, but also
quarterly, returns from all the different
branches, and we have an inspector who
devotes the whole of his time to inspecting
the branches and reporting upon the
accounts. Further, I can only tell you
that I, individually, with the assistance of
another director, go through these returns
and examine every item. . I think, there-
fore, that, as far as possible, we do con-
trol ‘and check the accounts. = It is hardly
fair.to expect directors to go out to Canada
to inspect the - branches. = We have
reliable men, and we trust them. (Hear.
hear.) With regard .to- the Indians, we
know little about them but what has been
seen in the papers.

" THE SHENANDOAH TRAGEDY.

Particulars of the Murders Committed by the
Desperado Gallop—The Assassin Shot
Dead “and His .Body Dragged
- Through the Streets With

a Rope.

" SHENANDOAH, Gia., Aug. 13.—Great ex-
citement still prevails here over the ter-
rible: tragedies of lust Saturday night,
The Inteness of the hour prevented full
particulars of the murders and the events
following it from being sent on that night.
At the home of Gallop the family, con-
sisting of, old: Samuo} Gallop, - his wife,
Frank and Charlie, their two sons,Frank’s
wife and some small children, a family
row was in progress about nine o'clock in
the evening. - Frank and Charlie were
beating the old man when ¥. J. Pine,
a hardware merchant of this: place, Wm.
Reinig, a drug clerk, and Mr. Patterson,
a travelling man, went to the Gallop
house to see what the trouble was. Frank
Gallop came from the house and fired a
shot which entered Pine’s breast, killing
him instantly.  Those with Pine at once
gave the alarm and in a very few minutes

b500 EXCITED CITIZENS
were at the scene.. Frauk Gallop was
known to ‘be ' 'desperdte man when
aroused, and it was deemed best to call
‘out Company E of the 5th regiment,State
“militia, to'assist in' capturing him.  On
the arrival of the militia at the sceue, a
line was formed around the Gallop place,
which included a garden ' containing some
trees and shrubbery. In a short time
Frank Gallop was heard by one of the
guards in"the . rear of ‘the house 'calling
from the shrubbery iu the garden to his
wife in the house. At the same time old
man Gallop.and his wife- were assuring
those in front of the house that Frank
had fled, and invited them to search the
house and satis{y themselves. Bert Rice,
Dave Campbell, T. E. Patterson, a Chi-
cago: traveling man, T: H. Winfrey and
others of the militia company and several
citizens went. to 'the * house. They had
searched the cellar and were coming out
of itwhen Frank Gallop appeared with
two revolvers. Dave. Campbell. who was
unarmed, .
GRAPPLED WITH HIM,

at the door and received: probably a fatal
wound in' the meck from the desperado’s
pistol. ' Gallop reloaded his revolvers
with cartridges handed him by one woman
from: within the ‘house, and commenced
an‘ indiscriminate firing upon those in-
side. '“'His 'next shot took effect on T. H.
Winfrey, wounding him in the leg slight-
ly.  He then' startéd to run towards the
rear of the house; and encountered militia-
man Bert Rice; both fired almost at the
gsame instant. Rice’s shot, it seemed, did
not take effect, but the shot from Gallop’s
pistol entered Rice’s breast, and he died
in a few moments. Gallop then en-
countered Morris Fletcher, another ‘mili-
tiaman, who raised his gun under his arm,
he being too close to bring it to his
shoulder, and with the muzzle almost
touching Gallop’s back he fired,
The ball passed clear throagh Gallop’s
body. It was not yet known that

GALLOP WAS DEAD

And preparations were continued. for a
closer inyestigation. In a short time
Frank Gallop’s wife appeared and stated
that her husband was dead; but fearing
further treachery, a rope was passed to
her with instructions to put it around his
neck. She complied and i’ this manner
‘the body of the dead desperado was hauled
from where. it lay at the rear of the house.
Such was the fury of the mob. that the
corpse was dragged through the streets
at the end  of the rope.  Old man
Gallop and his wife have been arrested as
accomplices in the night's terrible deeds.
T. J. Pine, one of the .murdered men,
was a hardware merchant of this place,
and very highly respected. He leaves a
oung wife and two little children. - Bert
ice, the dead militiaman, lived near
Imogene.  He was unmarried, Old man
Gallop was wounded, but it is not known
whether it was at the hands of -_his son or
of outsiders. The Gallop family has re-
sided at this place about eight years and
has had rather an unsavory reputation.

Conservatives. Prince Edward Islands and
British Columbia are Liberal-Conserva-
tive, as are the Northwest Territories, 8o
that it will be seen that the party in pow-
or at Ottawa to-day holds a sway over the
whole country to-day which is a sufficient
augury of its future success. Canada is]
from the Atlantic to the Pacific, in accord
with a system of government which has
elevated one portion of Her Majesty’s
dominion to the proud position it now
holds—the bright gem in the Imperial
coronet.

year he was appointed to the Regius Pro-
fessorship of Modern History at Oxford,

and he held this' chair till 1866, His
tenare of the chair was marked by the de-
livery of a large number of brilliant pub-
lic lectures, which, under the guise of
history, served really as vigorous political
pamphlets on the Liberal side, Of this
kind especially were the lectures on Pym,
Cromwell, and Pitt, afterwards delivered
in the north of England and republished.
Professor Goldwin Smith was a prominent
champion of the American Federal Gov-
ernment during the Civil War, when he
wrote ‘‘Does the Bible sanction American
Slavery?’ 1863; “‘On the Morality of the
Emancipation Proclamation,” -1863; and
other pamphlets on the same subject. In
1864 he visited the United States on a
lecturing tour. . He met with an enthusi-
astic reception, and Brown University
conferred upon him the honorary degree
of LL.D. On his return he published
“England and America,” 1865, and ‘‘The
Civil War in America,” an address read
at a meeting of the Manchester Union and
Emancipation Society, 1866. ' In Novem-
ber, 1868, having resigned his chair at
Oxford, he settled in the United States as
Professor of English- and Constitutional
History in Cornell University at Ithsca,
New York. This post' he occupied till
1871; when he removed to 'this counntry,
becoming a member of the Senate of the
University of Toronto. 'He was for some
time~ editor of the - Canadian Monthly
(1872-74), and subsequently the' owner
and editor of the Bystander. He brought
out The Week, of which Prof. C. G. D.
Roberts was the first editor, but has now
no connection with it. - In addition to the
works mentioned above, he is the author
of eontributions to the *‘ Anthologia Oxon-
tensis;” “‘An Inaugural Lecture,” 18569;
“‘On some supposed consequences of the
doctrine of historical progress,” a lecture,
1861; - “‘Rational Religion and the Ration-
alistic Objections: of the Bampton Lec-
tures for 1868," which had been delivered
by Dean Mansel, 1861; ““The Study of
Hagtory,” two lectnres, 1861; *‘The Foun-

dation of the American Colonies,” a lec-
ture, 1861; * Irish History -and 'Irish
Character,” 1861; “The Empire. A Ser-
ies of Letters published inthe Daily News,
1862-63,” Oxford, 1863; ““A Plea for the
Abolition of Tests in the University of
Oxford,” 1864; “‘A Letter to a Whig
Member of the Southern Independence
Association,” 1864; **Three English States-
men (Pym, Cromwell, Pitt); a course of
lectures.on the Political History of Eng-
land,” 1867; *‘The Experience of the
American Commonwealth” ia ‘“Essays on
Reform,"” 1867; ‘‘The Reorganization of
the University of Oxford,” 1868; ‘‘The
Irish Question,” being three letters to the
editor of the Daily News, 1868; *‘The Re-
lations between America and England.
A reply to the late Speech of Mr. Sum-
ner,” 1869; ‘“ A Short History of Eng-
land down to the Reformation,” 1869;
“William Cowper,” 1880; - *“The Conduct
of England to Irelapd,” 1882; and ‘‘False
Hopes,” - 1883. ,Daring his occasional
visits to England, Mr. Goldwin Smith
has written much in the English reviews,
and during the Home Rule Controversy
of 1886, hif ‘influential voice was
raised on the platform and in the
press, in the  strongest  opposi-
tion to . Mr.  Gladstone’s proposals.
He has since held somewhat similar
views. Of thehighest intellect and capable,
with a well-balanced head, of making a
great name for himself, the distinguished
subject of this article has as yet failed to
aecure for himself any high place in ‘the
affections or esteem of Englishmen or
Canadians. Perhaps this is largely due
to the prevalent belief ,whether true or
not, that he aims at the severance of the
pleasant relations which at present exist
between the mother and the child. The
day is far distant when the people of the
Dominion will look with any degree of
favor upon the annexation of Canada to
the ~ United States.  Prof. Goldwin
Smith’s many speeches in favor of more
Intimate trade relations with the United
States, with the ugly face of Annexation
always apparently looming up in the back-
ground, would seem to have fallen upon
barren soil indeed. The voice of the elec-
torate of Canada has,bye-election after bye-
election told by a free and untrammeled
ballot that the glittering chimeras which
fill sume men’s souls at this time are not
shared in by the great majority of the
people.

conneet with the American system of rail-
ways at Boundary Bay. ' As will be seen
by reference to our local columns, a com-
pany has been formed to prosecute the
work, and application will be made to the
Dominion and’ Provincial parliaments for
charters. to enable the promoters to carry
out the scheme. = 1tis expected the pro-
posed line will be in running order within
two years from the time the charter-is ob-
tained.  The distance from Victoria to
Shoal Harbor will -be 18 miles; the ferry
to the mainland, about 25 miles, and 12
or 13 miles by rail to Westminster. At
the motith of Fraser river will be erected
1 mole extending to deep water where the
trains will  connect with : the ferry,
and it is* fully expected that the
antire distance of = less .than 60
miles from Victoria to Westminster
will be made inside of two hours. - This

| scheme will bring Victoria into close con-

nection with the Canadian Pacific and
the American system of railways, and
with the extension of the E. & N. branch
line to Beecher Bay and a ferry to the
American side, the objective point of the
Southern Pacifie, Victoria will hold the
commercial key of the North Pacific and
will attain a supremacy beyond rivalry.
The capital for the scheme will be forth-
coming when required, and the promoters
have taken the matter in hand with a de-
termination to accomplish the object they
have in view and make 'Victoria what
nature designed her to be, with her mani-
fold advantages, the commercial entrepot
of the Pacific Northwest.  While other
cities are forming plans to accomplish
railway connection “with their southern
neighbors, it will be sgen that Victoriahas
not been idle. The time has now arrived to
take the lead,and as all alike will be bene-
tited every citizen should unite in an
effort to facilitate the proposed work.
