Whatever may be the outcome of this 
case, it is notorious that colonial methods 
in Afriqg are generally, except under 
the British and French flags, harsh and 
cruel. The British do not hesitate to 
wage unprovoked wars of conquest ; but 
after they have got possession of a coun­
try they treat the natives kindly. The 
natives of Natal, Zululand, Basutoland 
and other regions in South Africa are 
happy and contented. The natives of 
Swaziland sent a delegation to 
England to beg the government to take 
tjiem under its rule and protect them 
from the Boers. The Fellaheen of Egypt 
look upon the British as their bene­
factors, their saviours. And so it is every­
where, The Englishman calls the black 
man à nigger and regards him as his in­
ferior ; but^ he never forgets that the 
nigger is, after all, a man, entitled to 
humane treatment. And so the subject 
races under British "rule increase and 
multiply and thrive, and actually make 
some progress toward civilization.

Far different is the state of affairs in 
colonies under other flags. The horrors 
of Spanish rule in South America and 
the Indies are well known. For many 
years the Portuguese flag has been the 
chief shelter of the slave trade in South- 
Central Africa. The Dutch colonists, 
from the Cape to the Limpopo, have 
offered the-natives no other choice than 
that between slavery and extermination. 
Of German rule in Africa the case of 
Carl Peters is a sample.

France got the 
first grip upon India, but had to loosen 
it in favor of her island rival. New Zea­
land and Australia are the other ex­
amples of the marvellous ability erf this 
race in founding and developing new 
states. Men of other , blood came in 
later, as they have come to the United 
States by millions, and made admirable 
citizens. But the pioneers are of Anglo- 
Saxon origin. It is a strong, proud 
race, sometimes arrogant and'domineer­
ing, but on the whole both just and gen­
erous. It has establieheddn every quar­
ter of the globe such ati empire, political, 
commercial and intellectual as no other 
in this or any other day was ever dream­

THE NOOTKA CHIEF SPEAKS. .
THE SPREAD OF PROTECTION.

To the LijpiTOR:—My name is Ma- 
quinnal I am the chief of the Nootkas 
and other tribes. My great grandfather 
was also called Maquinna. He was the 
first chief in the country who saw white 
men. That is more than one hundred 
years ago. He was kind to the white 
men and gave them land to build and 
live on. By and bye more white men 
came and ill treated our, people and kid­
napped them and carried them away on 
their vessels, and then the Nootkas be­
came bad and retaliated and killed some 
white

: The Southern States not very long 
ago were, without a single exception, 
free trade in sentiment. They sub­
mitted most reluctantly to the protec­
tionist policy of the Northern States. 
But now it appears the Southerners are 
fast becoming protectionist. The cause 
of the change is that in the old time 
before the war the Southern States pro­
duced nothing but the raw material of 
manufactures. They exported the prod­
uce of their plantations in a raw state 
and received manufactured goods as the 
greater part of its price. * They therefore 
favored a policy of free trade. But now 
the South has manufactures of its own. 
Its inhabitants are manufacturing the 
cotton and the iron that the country 
produces on the spot where they are 
mined and grown. Manufactures of 
various kinds are springing up in the 
country; and those interested in them 
want them protected from the competi­
tion of the foreigner.

Even the cotton planters find that 
they are suffering from Eastern competi­
tion. Large quantities of cotton raised 
in Egypt are imported into the States, 
it being of a kind which the manufac­
turers of the New England States value 
highly. The American consul-general 
in Cairo has written a paper on this sub­
ject, which has been a surprise to 
people both of the North and o 
South. “His figures,” it is said, 
sufficiently startling to be reproduced. 
He finds that in the last ten years the 
importation of Egyptian long-fiber cot­
ton has increased from the weight 
equivalent to 5,722 American bales of 
500 pounds each in 1886-6, to the equiv--

Mb. Forster devoted a long speech 
mainly to an accident which occurred in 
the coal mines at Union in September 
last, resulting in the death of John Rowe.
He censured the mine inspector for 
having, in consequence of the Provincial 
Secretary’s request for an inquiry, sent 
in an official report containing further 
evidence than that brought out at the 
coroner’s inquest ; Mr. Forster thought 
this was very improper, and that despite 
the inspector’s report, in effect that fur­
ther action did not appear to be called 
for, the government should have insti­
tuted a prosecution based on the verdict 
of the coroner’s jury. He wanted to 
know if there was a power behind the 
throne which prevented the government 
from acting, and alleged that for many 
years the government have considered 
what will be its effect upon votes before 
carrying out the law. Readmitted, how­
ever, that if the coroner had put a few 
more questions he might have found out 
just what Inspector Dick now reports, 
but since the coroner neglected to do 
this he thought the government should 
have acted on the verdict oi the jury.

Dr. W^lkem, who followed, dealtwith 
the same matter, holding that the cor­
oner’s jury having found some one guilty 
of culpable negligence, the coroner should 
have had someone put on his trial. He 
had asked the coroner why this was not 
done, and the coroner had replied that 
certain evidence which was not taken 
showed that it would not be justifiable 
to put anyone on trial, and that there­
fore he could not do so. He did not agree 
with the course taken by the 
and by the inspector of mines, but could 
not see that the Provincial Secretary is 
to blamejn the matter.

Mr. Bryden said the newspaper letter 
upon which Mr. Forster had based his re­
marks was very poor authority, in­
stancing for ■ example several of the 
statements which it contains. He 
thought the Minister of Mines should 
inquire into the charge of partiality 
made^by Mr. Forster against the inspector 
of mines, for that was not the opinion 
he (Mr. Bryden> had formed of that 
gentleman. With respect to the Rowe 
accident, the inquest that followed was 
the first held by that coroner, which no 
doubt was why all the important evi­
dence wSs not brought out, though the 
mine officials appeared to be to blame in 
not having the evidence ready. He 
happened to be at Union at the time of 
the accident, and had ascertained— 
though this was not brought out at the 
inquest as it should have been—that the 
prop put in to secure the roof had been 
removed presumably by the deceased, 
thus ca'using the rock tq fall, and this 
fact being known to the inspector no 
doubt caused him to act as he had done"

Hon. Mr. Eberts, after compliment­
ing the leader of the opposition upon the 
fair wav in which he had commented 
upon thé budget speech, referred to the 
criticism of Mr. Williams of the course 
of the government with respect to the 
consolidation of the statutes. He felt 
bound to compliment the commissioner 
upon the character of the work con­
tained in the one volume yet submitted, 
and instanced the three' bills dealing 
with the municipal law lately intro­
duced as from the select committee, as 
evidence of the perfection of the work ; 
for these bills were taken from the re­
port of the commissioner and they were 
accepted by the house, and by Mr. Wil­
liams, holus bolus, without the sugges­
tion of a change. He thought the prov­
ince would get a good job very cheap in­
deed if they got the three volumes which 
the complete work would make at a cost 
of $7,500 each ; and Mr. Williams having 
quoted Ontario, he wished to say that a 
recent revision there had cost $84,000.
With respect to the Torrens system of 
land transfer, the introductiori of which 
Mr. Williams had urged, that has been 
receiving the attention of the govern­
ment, and possibly a dommission mav be 
recommended to ascertain which sys­
tem is best adapted for this province.
As to the defalcations which have re­
cently come to light, he could assure the 
house that it is the intention of the gov­
ernment to do all in their power to cir­
cumvent any officials who may prove 
dishonest, and for this purpose he had 
introduced the bill now before the house 
in amendment to the Supreme court act.
In the matter of Mr. Thomas Barton, 
the road superintendent at Clinton, he 
thought the trivial charges against that 
gentleman—who has been many years 
in the service of the government—were 
the result of the election there last sum­
mer, when a government candidate re­
placed a member of the opposition in the 
representation of that district. Dealing 
next with the payment of $10,000 to the 
representatives of the late Frederick 
Adams, he pointed out that Mr. Adams’ 
contract was reduced $15,000 in lieu of 
security ; that last session Mr. Williams 
was constantly twitting the government 
for not having taken security ; and that 
after the government came into power 
on the 4th of March, 1895, they came to 
the conclusion after Mr. Adams was 
drowned and the contract had to be car­
ried out by others, that they would de­
mand a bond such as the opposition had 
pressed for, for its satisfactory comple­
tion, and having secured the bond the 
government were in honesty bound to 
pay to the representatives of the late 
Frederick Adams a proportionate 
amount of what had been deducted 
from the original contract in lieu of a 
bond.

Hon. Mr. Turner said some of these 
complaints had come to the attention of 
the government, notably one from a 
gentleman who said he had repeatedly 
called at Mr. Vernon’s office during the 
month of May, and that he was never 
there.

It had come to his 
knowledge that these companies had re­
ceived from the Lieutenant-Governor of 
the Northwest special permission to 
bring in liquor, and that the mounted 
police have received instructions to de­
stroy any liquor brought in by other 
parties, some of whom had purchased 
their supplies of liquor in Victoria.

Hon. Mr. Turner thought it would 
be better for the resolution to include 
only the first two paragraphs, because 
in the absence of more information he 
could not agree that it would be desirable 
to have the Yukon country included in 
British Columbia; as no doubt a large 
expenditure would be called for there.

Mr. Semlin agreed with what the 
Premier had just said. He legretted 
that the two companies mentioned had 
been allowed to take liquor into the 
Yukon, and he would feel inclined to 
condemn the person responsible for this, 
rather than for not having given similar 
permission to others. He thought it 
would be very impolitic to pass the re­
solution unless it were amended so as 
simply to ask for more effective control 
on the part of the Dominion.

The resolution was thereupon amend­
ed by the mover, so as tt> ask only “ for 
more

Mr. Cotton argued that the ministers’ 
positions are altogether different to those 
of employees of the government. The 
country wishes the services of the best 
men, and the salary of $4,000 paid -to 
ministers would be considered small for 
the managers of any large private cor­
porations. He did not consider that a 
temporary depression is a sufficient 
reason for reducing the salaries of the 
ministers, and a few hundred dollars a 
year more or less is nothing compared 
with what really able ministers may do 
for the province. He quite agreed that 
if the salaries of the ministers are cut 
the members’ indemnity should also be 
reduced.

Dr. Walkbm vigorously resented the 
suggestion of Mr. Bryden that the mem­
bers’ indemnities should be reduced, and 
he accused that gentleman of truckling 
to the workingmen who form the bulk 
of his constituents. He suggested, how­
ever, that if there is to be a reduction of 
any kind the mileage should be cut off.

Mr. Bryden remarked that as for 
truckling to his constituents, Dr. Walk- 
em is an adept at that.

Mr. Smith decidedly objected to hav­
ing the mileage allowance cut off. but he 
was quite prepared to have a reduction 
in his sessional indemnity. In fact if 
the civil servants’ salaries are to be cut 
down he would not care to go back to 
his constituents without a redaction in 
his own.

Mr. Rogers was opposed to any re­
ductions, in the salaries of employees or 
others, but thought that the number of 
civil servants might be reduced.

Mr. Kitchen favored reducing the 
pay of ministers and members to the 
standard before 1891.

Hon. Col- Baker pointed out that 
that was- an entirely different case, 
where the selary asked as a matter of 
government policy, was reduced by the 
the house. Here, however, nothing of 
the kind had- occurred. The govern­
ment policy was declared in the esti­
mates, which provided for the ministers 
the salary already decided upon by the 
house, and he as a private individual had 
moved an amendment to give the house 
an opportunity of making a reduction 
of ten per cent, as in the case of the 
higher employees. The government 
supporters, forming a majority in the 
house, having opposed the amendment 
and requested its withdrawal, it was 
withdrawn by resolution of the house.

Hon; Mr. Turner, Major Matter and 
others having spoken to the same effect, 
the matter dropped.

m Mr. Huff agreed that whatever action 
is taken with respect to ministers should 
be applied to the members.

Mr. Rithet was opposed to reduction 
of salaries, especially of those who in his 
judgment are in many cases underpaid.

Spreading the News in the North of the 
Coming of the Swedish Aeronaut s 

Balloon.

The house again went into committee 
of supply, Mr. Hunter in the chair. The 
votes, amounting to $164,838, for admin­
istration of justice were passed without 
material discussion. Those for legisla­
tion, $29,914, were next taken up.

MR. CbTTON moved to reduce the ses­
sional indemnity of members by ten per 
cent.

Mr; Kennedy said nothing about this, 
but urged that the sessional indemnity 
paid to the ministers be cut off, together 
with their travelling allowances.

The motion was lost on division.
Mr; Cotton moved to reduce the ses­

sional indemnity to the old figure of 
$400; in place of $600 as at present. This 
motion, he said, was in consequence of 
a remark by Mr. Helmcken that he 
would support a substantial reduction 
like this, though opposed to the merely 
nominal reduction of ten per cent.

Mr. Graham opposed this resolution 
because it did not look to him as if the 
mover was in earnest. Some of the mem­
bers appeared to be rather trying to 
show themselves off as ready to sacrifice 
their own indemnity when they knew 
the resolutions would not carry.

Mr. Williams agreed with what Mr. 
Graham had said. He did not think 
$600 too much for a member, but he 
would like to see the ministers’ indem­
nities cut off.

After further discussion and amend­
ments in various shapes the indemnities 
and mileage allowance were passed as 
at present. The appropriations for pub­
lic institutions maintenance, bosnitals 
and charities, administration of justice 
other than salaries, education, trans­
port, rent, revenue services, and down 
to vote 157 under public works were 
adopted, and the committee rose.

In answer to a question Hon. Mr. 
Turner said it seemed to be impossible 
to finish the business this week, and he 
would leave it to the house to say what 
the Easter adjournment should be— 
whether from Thursday to Monday or 
otherwise.

Mr. Semlin pointed out that the house 
of Commons, in which there are a great 
number of Roman Catholics with whom 
Good Friday is a strict holiday, proposes 
to sit on that day and he wanted to 
know why this legislature could not do 
so in order to get through this week.

Hon. Mr. Turner and Hon. Col. Baker 
having stated that they objected to sit­
ting on Good Friday and the Speaker 
having stated that it would be perfectly 
in order for tnem to sit on that day or 
any other day that they chose, the matter 
dropped.

It being six o’clock the Speaker left 
the chair.

The Geographical Society of the Pacific, 
with headquarters in. San Francisco, has 
been requested by the minister for Sweden 
and Norway at Washington, to send out 
notices through the North, informing 
the natives and white residents that Pro­
fessor Andree’s balloon expedition will 
leave Spitsbergen in July next, to en­
deavor to reach the pole. Here is the 
letter which captains of all Northern 
bound-craft are now receiving :

San Francisco-, March 16, 1896.
Dear SiRt—The Geographical Society of 

the Pacific has been officially informed 
that Professor Andree will complete the 
outfit of his balloon expedition to the North 
Pole so-as to start from- Spitsbergen in the 
month ofi July. This attempt to reach the 
North Pole is favorably supported by the 
S wedish - government and by scientific' men 
in Europe who have investigated his appli­
ances and methods.

Of course no one can predict where this 
balloon may come down in the circumpolar 
regions,.and the Swedish government is de­
sirous that information shall be sent to that 
region whenever it is practicable by all 
such parties as are in, or are going to the 
North; Therefore #te Geogiaphical So­
ciety of the Pacific proposes to exert- 
its influence in urging all parties from 
California, Oregon, Washington and British 
Columbia, to make known to the inhabit­
ants of those parts of Alaska, British Col­
umbia and Siberia bordering upon the 
Arctic ocean, the possibility of the balloon 
reaching their country, and asking them to 
give the balloonists support and assistance, 
and help, and direct them to the nearest 
white settlements, and if the balloon should 
be seen from any place, that the natives 
will report the same to the nearest white 
settlement.

The Geographical Society ot the Pacific 
therefore urges the Pacific Steam Whaling 
Company to instruct their captains to cir­
culate this information about the balloon 
to all natives and persons within their 
reach in the Arctic regions. By order of 
the council.

ly be said that no smelter in the United 
States has more modern methods or is 
better equipped for handling ores. The 
main furnace building is 310 feet long,
60 feet wide and 62 feet‘high. The 
O’Hara furnace bull ling is 180 feet 
long by 70 feet in width and 60 
feet in height. There are, 
besides, a sampling mill, ore bins 
and offices. The enormous brick 
structure containing the dust 
chambers, to save the fine particles that 
are carried out of the furnaces, termin­
ates in a stack 150 feet high, containing 
600,000 fire brick. In the main build­
ing are four re verba tory furnaces, 
each with four automatic roasters above 
it, an improved water jacket furnace and 
an 80 h. p. boiler and engine. The ore 
passes from the bins to the sampling 
mill floor by gravity, and from thence 
to the O’Hara and reverbatory furnace 
building. The capacity is from 250 to 
300 tons of ore per day. More than 
$200,000 worth of ore has already been 
purchased, and is stored >t thé smelter 
for treatment, The works are at pres­
ent in active operatipn, handling 
tons . a day, the first. furnaeë having 
started up on February 1.

Mr. F. Aitg. Heinze, of Butte, Mon­
tana, an experienced mining and smelt­
ing man, is the prime mover and chief 
owner of thé property. He and his as­
sociates have shown their faith in the 
enormous richness of the mineral dis­
trict fringing the southern border of Brit­
ish Columbia by putting in the smelter 
and constructing a railway from Trail to 
Rossland, which is expected to be com­
pleted by May 1. With indomitable energy 
Mr. Heinze has pushed forward the con­
struction of this railway and smelter all 
through the winter months, 240 men be­
ing employed in grading on the railway.
Some 200 men are employed in cutting 
wood for the smelter, 2,000 cords or mote 
being stacked rlong the railway, besides 
a large quantity at the smelter for im­
mediate use. The railway, the Colum­
bia River & Western, Mr. Heinze, who 
is its president, proposes to extend into 
the Boundary Creek

One of the first effects of the discussion 
was to set men looking up the law for 
themselves with, it may be added, the 
conviction that the law would show thRt 
the view they had taken was beyond ques­
tion the right one. A cool examination 
of the Acts we -have named, which are 
the Constitutions of the Dominion and 
of the Province of Manitoba, resulted in 
a very unpleasant surprise to many. 
They saw by those Acts that protection 
was extended to the minority and that 
the jurisdiction of the provinces in the 
matter of Education was very far from 
being unlimited and unrestricted.

A perusal of the speeches made and 
the articles written on the Manitoba 
school question confirmed this impres­
sion and consequently, by degrees, the 
position that the Dominion Parliament 
had no right under any circumstances 
to interfere with provincial legislation 
in the matter of education was aban­
doned by the most intelligent upholders 
of provincial, rights. 'Many of them still 

illogically and improperly talked about 
coercing Manitoba, but they did this for 
party purposes, because “ coercion ” has 
an unpleasant sound. But most of them 
know that if the law is on the side of the 
minority it is utter nonsense to talk of 
coercion in connection with a redress of 
their grievances.

The discussions in Parliament and in 
the newspapers have made it plain that 
as far as the rights of the provinces are 
concerned Mr. Laurier, Mr. Mills, 
Sir Mackenzie Bowell and Mr. 
Foster are substantially in agreement. 
They all agree that there are cases in 
which the Federal Parliament can inter­
fere, and ought to interfere with provin­
cial legislation on the school question, 
not only without violating provincial 
rights, but in strict accordance with 
those rights as defined in the Constitu­
tion.

Both Mr. Laurier and Sir Charles 
Tapper maintain that the Manitoba 
minority have the right to appeal to the 
Parliament of the Dominion when they 
consider themselves aggrieved by the 
legislation of the province. The only 
subject on which they disagree is the 
course which the Government of the 
Dominion have taken to get the griev­
ance of Manitoba redressed.

The following short article from the 
New York Herald states the case of 
Great Britain’s adverse balance of trade 
in very strong terms :

The London Board of Trade’s returns 
reported last week show that the value 
oi British imports in the first two months 
of 1896 was £73,950,592 and that of the 
exports of British produce and manu­
factures was £40,810,624.

In the first 50 days of 1896, therefore, 
the value of the imports of the United 
Kingdom exceeded that of its exports bv 
£33,139,968 or more than $160,000,000.

Happily, however, the English are not 
aware of the calamity (so called.) If 
they had a little of the sapience of some 
of our commercial journals and republi­
can newspapers they would vie with our

It looks as if at the close of 1896 the 
balance of trade “ against ” England 
will foot up the tremendous sum of 
$960.000,000. But this is only a baga­
telle to the total of “ adverse balances ” 
(so-called) which our trans-Atlantic 
neighbors have been piling up eiffee 1863
