OCCUPTING KATBWAN,

THE BEY SIGNS AN ORDEE OF PER-
MISSION. ‘

LR
Stealing Oattle and Pillaging Near Susa—An
Historical Old Town.

Tuxnis, Oct.12.—The bey has signed an
order authorizing the occupation of Kair-
wan by the French troops. Heavy siege
artillery is being mouunted at the citadel
and in a large fort outside the prineipal
gate of the city. The insurgents attacked
a strong French force mear Susa. The
French suffered some loss, They fell into
an ambuscade. Despite the large French
garrison at Susa the insurgents captured
many cattle close to the fown and pillaged
several villages in the vicinity.

Many interesting facts in the history of
Kairwan have been brought to light since
it was known that the French generals in
Tunis have determined to attack it. It was
from that city that the Caliphs marched for
the conquest of Spain, and in the year 707
A.D. the celebrated Tarik departed from it
in command of the Moors to take part in
the Spanish wars. It is to Tarik that
Gibralter owes its name, it having been
called in his time Djebel Tarik, or the
mountain of Tarik. Each Moslem dynasty
which has reigaed in Northern' Africa has
left a Kairwan a mosque or sanctury. Of
mosques the town has twenty-six ; of
zarouras fifiy-six. Copper repousse vessels
made at Kairwan are justly prized through-
oht all Tunis, and from its trade in gold-em-
broidered saddles 1t derives considerable
sere income.

The con-
trast was very flattering to the *‘ Half-
breeds,” but it lacked the essential element
of truth in one conspicuous respect. One
of these witty paragraphers, which do so
much to make the American papers lively
reading, not long ago presented the case
thus: ““What is a ‘stalwart? One who
says: ‘To the victors belong the spoils,
“What is a ‘ Half-breed 2" One who says:

. “The spoils belong to the victors.” Now, as

far as the particular issue upon which Gar-
field and Conkling quarrelled was concerned,
this was really the plain, simple truth of
the matter. What had happened was briefly
this. When President Hayes came into
office he found Mr. Arthur at the head of
the New York custom house, but after a
while displaced him to make room for Mr.
Merritt. It does not seem, however, that
there was any open quarrel in the Republic-
an ranks in consequence. In course of
time President Garfield succeeded to the
highest place, and soon afterwards he dis-
placed Mr. Merritt to make room for Mr,
Robertson.  During all this time no com-
plaint on the score of personal fitness for
the office had come before the public with
vegard to either Arthur or Merritt. They
had both a good reputation for character
and capacity, which they still retain, and
the same is to be said of  Robertson.
Neither was there any question as
to party allegiance, - for they were
and sre all three devoted members'
of the Republican party, which has reigned
in the white house for the last twenty
years. Now, admitting what public opi-
nion on the other side appears to have re-
cognized—that Merrittjand Robertson were
both ‘“‘good”’ men, either of them fit to
superintend the New York custom-house—
people may be induced to ask for further
nformation. The question is a natural one:
why- did the late president displace one
good man in order to appoint another good
man, both being members of his own
party ? And the answer that must be
given to this—the only answer, in fact,
that can be .given — is enongh
to show how completely public
opinion, at all events on our side of
the lakes, has failed to get hold of the
crucial point in the New York custom
house isputed.

We may change the
order of the words, and to say, with the
jokes, that it is a case in which  the
spoils belong to the victors,”” but this does
not much help the matter. It may seem
ungenerous to appear, even to reflection,
the memory of the lately departed, but we
are merely statiug a fact which seems to
have been strangely lost sight of duriag the
controversy. Nor isit really any reflection
on the late president to state this fact—
that he appointed to an important office the
man to whom he owed his nomination at
Chicago. As circumstances are in the
United States he could scarcely have done
otherwise.

tHE PAPAL DECREES.

; Sl R
The Church’s Attitude toward Liberalism—The
Law Concerning Undue Influence.

Two important documents, addressed to
the Roman Catholic population of the pro-
vince of Quebec, have been received by
Mge. Taschereau, and by him proclaimed
in the French press. We append a careful
analysis of the same.

UNDUE ‘INFLUENCE.

(a). InccndemningLiberalism, the church
does not mean te indicate each and every
oue of the political parties who, by acci-
deut, are callel Liberal.

(b). Those do wrong who, without other
cause, declare that the church condemns
one of the political parties in Canada, call-
ed Reform—a party heretofore warmly sup-
ported even by some bishops.

(¢). Let the bishops take necessary mea-
sures to guard the honor of the clergy,
and especially prevent as much as possible
the necessity of ' ecclesiastic persons ap-
pearing before lay judges. ;

(d). The bishop should be asked to ob-
serve the greatest reserve in regard to poli-
tical affairs, especially where there is danger
of provoking violent war against the
church, Protestants being already pre-
judiced and irritated against the clergy
under the pretext of undue influence in
pulitical elections.

(e). There must be no agitation either in
parliament or in the press about the modi-
fication; of the law covering undue influence,
and should the time come when all the
bishops deem such agitation opportune,
they will first have to apply to the sacred
congregation of the propaganda for instruc-
tions.

II.—THE MONTREAL  BRANCH OE LAVAL
UNIVEESITY.

It has not helped the foreign
trade appreciably, and we know it has
checked interval comsumption.

4 BIG STRIKE.

—_—
A Stoppage of Building Threatened on Account

3( a Reduction of Wages of Bricklayers.

New Yogrx, Oct. 12.—Over 1000 brick-
layers have quit work, and building was
stopped at many points in the city. Among
the.men who stopped work were those em-
ployed by Richard Deeves, B. & I¥. Herbert,
J‘(}hr! DBanta, Robinson & Wallace, Marc
Eidlitz, James Bugert, Sinclair& Wells, D.
& C. Weeks, and many other smaller build-
ers. The men did- not strike, but simply
declined “to work for the wages offered
them by the builders, and took their tools
sway. This ‘was done in the new Kelly
building at Nassau and Beekman streets.
. The trouble arose lecause the builders
informed the men that wages would be re-
duced from $4 to $3.50 aday, in accordance
with a decision made in a meeting of the
Mason builders’ association on Thursday
evening last, which pay, it was set forth in
the public notice, was the rate agreed upon
by a conference between: the bricklayers’
unions and that assosiation. Mr. Tucker,
secretary of the association, said yesterday :
“ In March last the bricklayers’ unions re-
quested us to unite in a conference with
their delegates, with a view of fixing the
rate of wages for the coming year. We con-
sented to this and the conference was held.
Bricklayers were then getting only $3 a
day, and the delegates of the work-
men suggested that the wages should be
fixed at $3.50 from the first Monday in April
to the first Mouday in December. We ac-
cepted this, and raised the wages to the rate
demanded. Subsequently there was great
activity in building, especially in Harlem,
and men became scarce, and-were at a pre-
mium. Some builders raised the pay to $4
a day, and all the others were compelled to
do the same, or the men would have left
them. The men workingin the Kelly build-
ing for Mr. Deeves even demauded $4.50a
day. Within the last week building has
fallen off, and men are more plentiful. The
builders thought it time to return to the
rate fixed at the conference ; but the men
seemed to think the contract bound only
the builders, and not themselves ; so they
have quit work.”

At the office of the builders’ association,

| 198 Broadway, a number of builders sail

that they had ‘made: their. building con-
tracts on a basis of paying the bricklayers
$3.50, and to pay them more would entail
aheavy loss. They said they would not
yield to the men, but would advertise for
bricklayers in other large cities. Wages,
they said, ranged from §2.50 to $3 a day

| outside of New York:

The bricklayers claim that when the
builders raised the rates of wages to $4 a
day, they, by thisact, abrogated the $3.50
agreement. Besides this the builders had
promised, they say, to pay $4 a day for the
rest of the year. 'T'he men said they would
have been satisfied with $3.50 for the year
around, but they objected to the limitation
to the first Monday in December. They said
they could always get high wages in
summer, and it was the winter that they
were anxious about. When the aunounce-
ment of the reduction was made by the
builders last week, the unions had meet-
ings, and decided not to work for less than
$4. Notices were published in the daily
papers warning all bricklayers to keep
away from builders who refused to pay
that price.

Unions No. 2 and No. 37 had meetings
last evening, and determined to carry on
the fight. They have money to support
men out of work, and can rely on help from
outside. There are seven unions in this
city, comprising nearly four thousand
men. The majority were still working
yesterday, as they had either not been
notified of the reduction or it was necessary
that the buvildings they were working on
should be finished without delay. 1t is
probable that more men will quit work to-
day. The men say that as the union extends
all over the country, it will be impossible
to obtain many men from outside.

At times in the past summer bricklayers
were in such demand that as highas $5a
day was paid. These high wages attracted
workmen from al!l over the country, and
Bow it is held by the builders that the sup-
ply is greater than the demand. Some of
the builders say that a delay of a week or
two will not injure them, as they can the
more readily fivish other work in the
buildings. They also think it ‘will cheapen
brick.

SQUABBLE, SQUABBLE.

The Congregation of Cooke’s Church at it Again
—A ‘““Painful ” Meeting Last Night.

They're at it again. Who are? The
people of Cooke's church. Peace and
harmony have not reigned there since
the days of the organ question, the
court proceedings over which will still
be fresh in the minds of our readers,
The chureh began to run down after that.
A great many left while a number of those
who remained gave but a luke-warm sup-
port to the church. Finances became low,
bickering about the * kist o whistles ” con-
tinually cropped up, the session did not al-
ways agree, and in fact the general condition
of the church was anything but encouraging.
At last things arrived at such a pitch that
something had to be done to check,
if possible, the process of demoraliza-
ton that hud set in. And just
at this stage the period of the annual
congregational meeting arrived.

This meeting was held in the basement
of the church last night. Ladies predomi-
nated in the comparatively small attend-
ance. When one remembers the crowds
that filled the basement in former years on
such oceasions the .contrast is painfully
striking, and much to be regretted.
Pastor Kirkpatrick presided and opened
the proceedings with devotional ex-
ercises. The finances of the congregation
were discussed. It wasreported that money
is badly wanted. The revenue has fallen
off over $47C0 in two years. This alarm
ing decrease is accounted for in
two ways. In the first place the
communieants have lessened fully one-half
in two years, numbering now only about
220. Secondly, a great many of those who
stayed reduced their contributions to almost
nothing. The church is supported wholly
by voluanteer contributions. here a mem-
ber used to give $2 or $1a week, as the
case may be, he now only gives fifty cents
or tweaty-five cents,-and where the con-
tribution was twenty-five cents, ten centsis
now the rule. (Members make no secret of
having reduced their subscriptions, but
say they will not raise them till the
trouble ceases.) The finances being
therefore low, a proposition was made to
cut down the salaries of the precentor
and sexton by $200 each. The
discussion turned on this proposition, but
it was very irregularand unparliamentary.
That everlasting organ would crop up and
throw the whole meeting into confusion,
as if the instrument was right in their
midst. Half a dozen gentlemen wouid
strive to speak at once. A few of the ladies
applauded at times, but the most of them
looked nervous and frightened. Little if
any progress was made. The meeting
began early and lasted till nearly eleven
o'clock. Its result could not be ascer-
tained by The World. It was sug-
gestive, however, to hear the remarks
of some of the people as they come out.
‘It was a very painful meeting” said one
lady ; ““I could hardly keep from cr ing,”
remarked another ; *“you tﬁought was
afraid to sayit to him” (the minister), ex-
claimed a third, aud so on. A fourth came
out with the blunt assertion that if Mr,
Kirkpatrick was not so thick-skinned there
would be no trouble. So things stand for
the present. 1t remains to be seen what
turn they will take next.

PAINE AND VOLTAIRE,

THE ACTION OF COLLECTOR PpA47-
TON IN SEIZING THEIR
WRITINGS.

_———

What the Newspapers Say of the Seizures—The
Objectionable Passages—Mr. Patton Interw
viewed—Letters to the Editor.

The action of Collector Patton of thig city
in seizing a package of books consisting of
Paine’s ‘‘ Age of Reason” and Voltaire’s
““Pocket Theology,” has excited consider.
able comment. Mr. Patton was intervieweq
by The World, and from his remarks below
it will be seen that he rests on the orded
which prohibits the importation of immora]
and indecent literature. -He contends
that there are indecent and immoral
passages in these books, therefore he seized
them. He has no instructions to seize in-
fidel or atheistical works, and did not seize
the books in question on account of their
teaching in this direction. The Globe hag
taken the stand that it is not compatable
with freedom of thought that officials should
have the right to regulate omr theological
literature. The Mail defends the collector,
and says the books in question are ‘‘in.
decent, immoral aund blasphemous.” The
Christian Guardian alao says they are
¢ blasphemous and obscene.”” The Hamil-
ton Spectator thinks Mr. Patton with good
intention has mistaken his instructions.

THE INTERVIEW.

A World reporter yesterday afternoon
waited upon' the collector of customs for
information about the seizure. Mr. Patton
was . very courteous and quite ready and
willing to talk. :

“T'll first show you the law on the point,”
said Mr. Patton, and he produced a copy of
the customs laws and read the following
extract :

The following articles shall be prohibited to be
imported under a penalty of two hundred dollars,
together with the forfeiture of the parcel or package
of goods in which the same may be fouud, viz:
Books, printed papers, draw.mgs, pmntmgg, prints,
photographs, or representations of any kind of a
treasonable or seditious, or of an immoral or in-
decent character.

“Well, that’s the lJaw. In the second
place, I censider that there are passages in
Voltaire’s ‘¢ Pocket Theology” and Paine’s
‘« Age of Reason,” (which Mr. Cooke was
importing for sale) that are immoral
and’ indecent, not to say disgusting. I
have nothing to do with the question as to
whether they are atheistical or deistical
works ; the law says nothing about that
and I cannot interfere. But works of im-
morality or indecency come within my
province, and in my judgment the books in
question fall under the act. I don't for a
moment hesitate to assert that some portions
of them are most obscene and calculated
to upset the moral laws of society and the
country. I would like to see the man who,
after reading some passages I have marked
in both books, say under his own name in
public that they were not so.

Mr. Patton then indicated the passages
in Voltaire on ‘‘Circumsion,” ** Celebacy,”
“ Divine Love” and “ Moses,’’ and referred
to the discussion of Paine of the immacu-
late conception and the birth of Christ.
The reporter copied the es but he
does not care to reproduce them here.

The collector also informed the reporter
that the department at Ottawa approve of
his action.
