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TL PISPUIFD MAYORALTY.

Recount anlll—l: -— Close—Probabili-
ties of A. R. Boswell's Success.

Fuarther proceedings in the mayoralty
recount took place at Osgoode hall yester-
day afternoon before Mr Dalton, Q C, and
the candidates and their connsel.

ARGUMENT OF COUNSEL.

The court proceeded to pass judgment on
the l:fallou held in reserve, Mr Withrow
starting®out with a majority of 15, Mr
.Cameron, Q C, and Mr McDougall entered
into a lengthy argument as to whether or
not twelve ballots marked only with a
straight line should be allowed. Mr Cam-
err.m contended for the affirmative, his client
being interested in nine out of the twelve.
He quoted an English authority ia support
of his contentien, which was to the effect
that any stroke on a ballot which indicated
for what candidate the voter -intended to
vote was good, unless it was otherwise
marked for purposes of identification. He
ignored Canudian decisiors to the contrary
on the ground that the judges based their
dedision on an erroneous impression. Mr
McDougall rebuked his learned friend for his
reflection on our judiciary, and said the
court was bound to accept the decision of
the higher courts in the cases ot North Vic-
toria, onck ‘and Scuth Wentworth, in
each of which ballots not bearing a cross

were rejected. His lordship reserved his
decision.
JUDGMENT ON THE BALLOTS,

There was no argument on the remainder
of Mr. Withrow’s g‘:llota, 20 of which were
allowed, 5 rejected and 6 reserved, This
20 gdded to the 15 before stated, gave Mr.
Withrow a majority of 35, with 6 votes
yet in reserve.

Mr, Boswell’s 68 reserved ballots were
then dealt with. The court allowed 86,
rejected 1 and reserved the remainder.

IMPORTANT ARREST IN LONDON.

A Man Charged with Stealing Several
Thousands—As Usual there is a Lady
in the Care.

LowpoN, Ont., Jan. 25.—A man of

stylish appearance, and probably about

thirty-four years of age, and first registered
at the Tecumseh house on the 16th as

““Marais H. Newman, Wattsville, O.,”

was arrested last night by Detective Fair

and the chief of police at the Grand Trunk
railway station and locked up in the police
station. On the police blotter he was put
down ns a resident of Chicago, and charged
with larceny. He is charged with having

in his possession $2600 and other moneys,
and a lot of valuable jewelry obtained by
fraud. The complainant is Mr. George
Arbuckle of Paris, Ill., who claims to be
the loser of enough money to ruin him.
As far as could be ascertained the prisoner
was a partner with Mr. Arbuckle ina
branch of the stock exchange business at
Chicago. Newman’s brother is said to have
been connected in the business and isalso
missing from Chicago. This unusual case
is further complicated by having connected
with it ““a decidedly hamdsome and inter.
esting young woman’’ according to descrip-
tions given by persons who have seen her
at the hotel. hen Newman first arrived
he came alone ; subsequent]g he made ar-
rangen:ents at the Teeumseh for a large and
comfortable room. About Saturday he went
away, but returned Sunday with the young
lady, and registered ‘‘N Newman and wife,
N Y.” The proprietors of the hotel sus-
pected that the affair had gone no further
than an engagement, and subsequently
assigned the couple separate rooms. Newe
man appeared te become very wrathy at
having doubts thus thrown nupon his soeial
statns, The young lady is said to belong
to a highly respectable family in Chicago.
Yesterday evening she broke completely
down, went into hysterics, and fainted sev-
eral times. The folly of her runaway (if
such it was) caused her the greatest dis-
tress. At to-day’s police court Newman
was remanded for further enquiry. It is
said he brought $9000 with him, and that if
he will disgorge a compromise will be
effected. He claims, hewever, to be entirely
innocent of any wrong-doing.

The Unrecognized at the Milwaukee Fire.
MiLwAUREE, Jan, 25—The funeral of
the nnrecognized victims of the Newhall
house disaster occurred this forenoon,
Nearly all business was suspended. Twenty-
thiee bodies were awarded to the protest-
ants and twenty to the ecatholics, The
protestant services were held at the exposi-
tion building, which was densely crowded.
A steam pipe exploded in the gallery. The
crowd made a rush for exits, but it was
soon quieted. Nobody was hurt. The
catholic services in the cathedral were in
charge of the archbishop, After services a
procession was formed and joined, the
forming line over two miles length. All
the militarp bodies and most of the societies
in the city participated. Six thousaud
were in live.

A “Pecent” Event.

Quesee, Jan 25—The splendid public
ball given by Mayor Langelier last night is
the chief topic of conversation and the object
of general praise to-day. Even the clerical
organs, alluding presumably to the exclusion
of fast dances from tha program, speak of
it in the highest terms, pronouncing it the
most decent event of its class for many
years, and inviting French catholics gener-
ally to copy the excellent example of their
first magistrate, while all agree in saying
that he does the honors of the mayoralty
right royally, being a gentleman of good
taste as well as great energy. This adds a
feather to the Jiberal cap from an unexpect-
ed quarter.

Iron Interests Consolidated.

CoruMbus, O, Jan 25—The coal and
iron interests of Hereking valley will be
consolidated and a company be incorporated
soon with $10,000,000 capital stock, with
R Buchtel as president and leading opera-
tor in the directory. Most of these opera-
tors had given the Standard Coal and Iron
compauy optiovs on their property in both
mines and furnacer, but becams tired of
waiting and have formed a cousolidation of
their own so as to contrcl trade and be
able to diotate railroad freight rates and
protect themseives against rmipons compe-
tition and labor troubles,

Denial of the Ex-Empress that Her Visit
Had any Political Object—Provisions
of the Bill against the Preteaders.

LonpoN, Jan 25—The ex-Empress Eu-
genie says she neither saw nor wrote to
Prince Napoleon, nor attempted to do se.
She had no communication with the French
government, nor hint that her departure
was considered necessary. She returned to
London, having accomplished the object of
her journey, which was simply ome of
family sympathy with the Princess Ma-
thilds,

The®Times says that while France is pass-
ing through a crisis ss severe as any she
had experienced since the fall of Thiers, it
is comforting to reflect that inall the other
countries of Europe there reigns a tran-
quility, which for the present nothing is
likely to invade. 0

Panis, Jan 25—Figaro and Gaulois say
the report of the magistratg conducting the
inquiry into the case of Prince Napoleon,
states that sufficient cause has mot been
shown for further proceedings. This report
will not be published until the chamber of
deputies has decided in regard to the bill
against pretenders to the throne.

Ministers had -another conference with
the committee of the chamber of deputies

on the bills inst the pretenders and
promised consideration of the decision that
the committee came to. The committee
subsequently adopted a proposition exclud-
ing from the French territory the Orleans
princes and all members of families havin
reigned in France, depriving them of politi-
cal rights and declaring them ineligible to
any office, and preventing them belonging

to the army. Transgressors of
the proposel law will be amen.
able to the correctional tribunals

and liable to from one to five years impris-
onment, after which they will be again
expelled. The discussion revealed wide
divergences between the views of the minis-
tr{ and the committee. Provost enquired
whether the ministry would use perinissive
powers if granted. The only answer was
that they would examine the matter. Fal-
leres, minister of the interior, declared that
no danger existed threatening the republic.
Some troublesome desires existed, but they
have no chance of realization. No conspir-
acy, he thought, considering the general
f%elling of the nation, could become formid-
able.

It is announced that the Count de Cham.
bord has no notion of issuing a manifesto
under the present circumstances. >

At the conference to-day Billot, while
favoring the Orleans princes, admitted the
conduct of some of them was not such as he
could  altogether approve. He confessed
that the Duc de Chartres had left his regi-
ment without leave to visit the Duc Daa-
ma'e’s camp.

INE CIMBRIA DISASTER AND THE

Discipline on the German Steamers—The

1tis not true that Dr Newman was ‘‘hid-
den away”’|by the Romanists for several years
near Birmingham. After his admission to
orders at Rome he returned to England in
1848 and established a branch of the
Order of ‘St Philip Neri st Birmingham—
he being appointed the . superior,, He re-
mained in the latter ition—by no means
hid under 2 bushel—for four years, and
when he left it he was appointéd to the
more conspi¢uous but perhaps not more
exalted position of rector of the newly estab-
tished Roman catholic nniversiti')in Dublin,
As a matter of fact, I believe, Dr Newman
still resides in Birmingham, where he has
established, in connection with his old-time
oratory, a school of higher studies for Ro-
man catholic youth,

It is not true that the present writer ever
suggested the church of Rome’s being a
champion of the trath'as against the ag.
nostics,. What he did suggest wag that
unless Viator and his friends woke up to
the necessity of combatting agnosticism,
they would in another generation find their
occupations gone, and that upon Rome
would then devolve a task which is the
present duty of the reformed churches.
Unbelief is surely if slowly undermining—
not the Roman catholics, but the Anglican
and other protestant churches, while the
influence of the protestant clergy is per-
ceptibly diminishing, although they will not
wi‘)lingly admit the fact. Why is this if it
is not'because of their failing to erngple
with, I submit, a much more serions dan-
ger to protestantism than the “‘mild” and
*‘/diluted” Romanism which 80 exercises
Viator ? In ostentatiously girding them-
selves for the combat with Rome, while
they affect to be ignorant of the progress
of unbelief, the clergy,unwittingly perhaps,
but none the less conspicuously, display the
weakness of their position.

It is not true that “Dr Lynch manifests
flunkeyism to the opinions” (sic) ‘‘of the
Ontario government.” Only the other day
Viator said that the pope, through Dr,
Lynch, ruled the Ontario government. and
that it was time to make a change so that
Mr. Mowat should no longer do the work
of Rome. Now your correspondent would
have it appear that Rome is doing the work
of Mr. Mowat and that the archbishop is
his servant.

Viator wants convents placed under the
surpervision of a government officer. Why?
Because, forsooth, *‘protestant inmates are
overawed—are required to make reverences
to the Virgin and saints as a punishment;"”
and to * kiss the floor before her image.”
Even if this were true-—which it is not—
T ask who is to blame if not the protestant
parents who send their children to be edu-
cated in those establishments ? And why
should any government interfere when the
remedy is so easily attainable by individual
attention !

And if Romaunism in Ontario is so
‘‘mild” and * dreadfully diluted," as Viator
says it is in the person of Dr Lynch, where
is the danger of it and why should * Eng-
lish catholics” be so terribly afraid of it ?
Surely it ought to be a source of great satis-
faction to find that the “presbyterian Mr
Mowat” has got the Roman Dr Lynch so
thoroughly under his thumb that that ven-.
erable prelate ‘‘ manifests flunkey ism” to
the government’s “opinions.”

The concluding and rhapsodical portion
of Viator’s letter is unique. He travels
out of his chosen domain of Romanism 1n
Ontario and attacks the state church in
Quebec, which, he says, ought not to be
allowed to hold what he calls *‘ crown prop-
erty,” any more than the Anglican and
presbyterian churches were allowed to hold
clergy reserves. This opens up a wide field
for controversy, upon which I shall not
enter. I would simply recommend your
correspondent to get up without delay a
petition to the government of Sir “John
Macdonald, asking it to introduce a measure
during the coming session of the dominion
parliament for the disestablishment of the
French catholic church in Quebec ;' the
apprepriation of its revenues and the ex.
tinction of the proprietary rights of the
seminary of St Sulpice in the city and on
the island of  Montreal, acquired
under the ‘treaty of 1759, ‘That
is the only seemingly practical way
that suggests itself to me for bringing about
the result so ardently hoped for by Viator
aud his friends. When it is attained,
English catholics will no doubt have oppor-
tuvities for proselytism in the Wrench
catholic villages, and bringing the simple-
minded habitants within the Knglish com-
munion. 1If the only impediment to such
action now is the state church, I ask why
is not action initiated in Ontario where the
church is unendowed and where the charac-
ter of Romanism is ‘weak and dilnted #

Into the question of precedence as affect.
ing Dr Lynch and Dr Sweatman, I shall not
enter further than to remark that protestant
nonconformists do not recognize ecelesias-
tical distinotions and are unconcerned as to
which of these prelates claims first place at
government house or at the speaker’s
dinner. It is only English catholics who
are troubled ahout such matters, The
pope of Rome, as a spiritual sovereiga, has
an undoubted right to confer an archbishop-

ric on Dr Lynch or any other churchman,
but it is questionable whether a temporal
sovereign like Queen Victoria has an equally
defensible right to nominate an archbishop
of Canterbury, though that right has been
maiotained ever since the reformation,

MANITOB 1 MATTERS,

There are 1300 miles of railway econ-
structed in Manitoba and the Northwest.

Chief Engineer James of the Canada
Pacific railway, is laid up at Winnipeg suf-
fering. from a severe illness.

Minnie Hauk, having completed a very
successful series of concerts in Winnipeg
under ' the auspices of the local Philhar-
monic society, efforts are being , made to
induce her to return in the spring and sing
in grénd opera,

The Saskatchewan Mining and Gold
Dredging company has applied for letters
patent of incorporation. The Saskatche-
wan Coal Mining and Transportation com-
pany has also applied for incorporation.
The. chief place of business of the company
is to be at Winnipeg, The proposed
amount of capital - stock is 500,000, to be
divided into 5000 shares of $100 each.

The population of Winnipeg in 1872 was
1000; in 1875, 3000; in 1879, 7000; in 1882,
25,000, The assessed property in 1875 was
82,635,000, and in 1882, $30,000,000. The
number of buildingserected in 1°82was 1368,
and the cost $5,000,000. The imports in
1882 amounted in value to $8,222,000
against $2,837,000 in the previous year.
The duties co'lected in 1872 were $47.840,
and in 1882 $1,587,327. The.deposits in
the postoffice savings banks amounted to
$18,731 in 1872, and ten years later to
$611,000.

Mr. Samuel Sinclair, a Lake ‘Winnipeg
trader, states that one day lately he
diverged from the trail to visit Dien Lake,
a small sheet of water north of Lake Winni-
peg. When ocoasting along the shore he
came to a rock which jutted out.into the
water, a strange looking projection, . The
edge of the ledge attracted his atbention,
and he ventured out to see what it was. To
his surprise he found it to be the skeleton
of a large animal, somewhat resembling a
buffalo petrified. The form of the animal
is almost as perfect, Mr Sinclair says, as if
it were alive. Mr Sinclair has marked the
spot, and intends to return next spring and
remove the relic for thepurpose of present-
ing iv to the governm.ent for the geological
institution.

stocks are now valueless.

There were fewer railroads sold under
foreclosure in 1882 than for many years in
the past. Only 16, having a mileage of 867
miles and a capital stock of $39,265,0060
and bonded and other debts of like amount,
were sold out last year. Fewer roads are
being built at public expense than forterly.

Mr W C Van Horne, general manager of
the Canadian Pacific railway, has arrived
in Montreal. He and his family will take
up & permanent residence in that city.
er Van Horne has a considerable amount
of accumulated business to dispose of regard-
ing the management of the line,immigration
projects, circulars, maps, &c.

The joint earnings of the Michigan Cen-
tral and Canads Southern for the first two
weeks in January are reported tc show an
inarease of $175,000 over last year, and it is
estimated that for the whole month the
increase will amount to $400,000. These
facts, known to insiders, will probably
account for the recent strength of Canada
Southern. : :

A Troy despatch says that General Man-
ager Morrell, of the Boston, Hoosac Tunnel,
and Western railroad, denies that the nego-
tiations between his company and the West
Shore road for the purchase of the former
west of Scheneftady had fallen through,
He thinks the injunction obtained by the
English party to prevent the sale will only
cause a little delay.

It is estimated that the world’s stock of
locomotives consists of sixty-six thousand ;
of passenger cars one handred and twenty
thousand, and of freight cars one million
five hundred thousand. The capital invested
in railways, which are in all two hundred
thousand miles long, iz twenty billion
dollars. The commerce of the seas is car-
ried by twelve thousand steamers and one
hundred thousand sailing vessels, whose
tonnage amounts to over twenty million
tons.

The train preceding that of the vice-regal
party fell into the hands of robbers in
Missouri, and it is said the other would
bave met with a similar misfortune had it
not been for the military escort kindly
granted the party. A contemporary remarks:
*“Mr Robinson of New York has a pretext
for another howl at the British lion, for his
disgust must now be full at the sycophancy
of sending the great republic’s soldiers to
serve royalty, since they have stood in the
way of a big haul of regal and ducal wealth
by chivalrous democratic banditti.”

Mr. W E Carroll, who has for several
years past.occupied the position of division
superintendent of the Canada Southern rail-
way at St Thomas, has tendered his resig-
nation to General Manager Ledyard. The
resignation (will take effect about Feb-
ruary 20. It is not known who, if anybody,
will succeed Mr. Carroll, althcugh the

istant superintendent, Mr Moorhead, is
spoken of in connection with the vacancy.
A rumor is abroad to the effect that General
Superintendent Taylor is to be stationed at
St Thomas, with full control of all the
department,

The Grand Trunk contemplates building
a new ironcar boat this year to take the place
of the Michigan, which has been condemned
from carrying passengers. The minor de-
tails of the comstruction of the new boat are
not yet known, but it is settl:d that she
will be built on the plan of the Michigan
and will be 315 feet long, with a width of 71
feet over all. She will be equipped with
the Michigan’s machinery, but her hull will
be built in Scotland and sent to this country
in sections, The Detroit ferry is still
blocked by ice, all efforts to break it having
proved unavailing,

A provincial paper prints a story that Mr
William H Vanderbilt, the president of the
New York Central and Hudson River rail-
road, has ordered his master mechanics to
devise large and fast locomotives, capable of
hauling fiftecn heavy drawing-room cars at
the rate of sixty miles an hour. In it the
statement is made that he offers a prize
of §50,000 for the best plan for an
eogine that will accomplish —this work,
When asked by a reporter if .the
statement were oorrect, Mr Vanderbilt
r%Plid : ‘‘There is no truth in that story.
Why,” said he, ‘“‘engines leave the Grand
Central depot every day that haul thirteen
cars and run at the rate of sixty miles an
hour. We are not gning to pound the road
to pieces by putting on larger engines, If
one engine will not haul a train we will put
on two, and if necessary add more trains,
that is all. If atrain isrum by schedule
forty miles an hour, the rate is sixty, Sup-
pose a stop of twenty minutes is made for
refreshments and the train is late. The
conductor will wait the full time at the
station and let the engineer make it up, I
do believe,” said Mr Vauderbilt, smiling at
his supposition, “that if an engine could
run 140 miles an Lour, and cou d cover a
certain distance at the rate of thirty miles,
the conductor woul1 hold the train in order
to run at the full 140, If an admonishment
is administered, the operation 1s repeated
as soon as your back is turned. No; we
have engines that are fast enough.”

THE PRINUOESS AND LADY MACDON-
ALD. s

(To the Editor of The Worid.)
Sik: A recent correspondent in your
journal somewhat unjustly, I think, stig-
matires the conduct of the premier’s lady at
Rideau hall as ‘“‘arrogant.” Now I submit
that it was natural, and by po means repre-
hensible, that Lady Macdonald, on the
arrival of the princess in Canada, should
consider herself entitled, as the next lady
in social standing in the dominion, and
being 8o much her senior, and acquainted
thoroughly with the new surroundings of
the princess,to advise herfin regard to them;
and I much question whether subsequent
events have not proved that the princess

would have acted wiser by accep'inz Lady
Macdonald’s guidance than by rejecting it.
On the other hand, it is quite natural
that the princess, who is known to have a
will and temper of her own, and being
free from her mother’s rule in England,
shonld determine to be her own mistress in
Canada. Whether it was the result of
this that she met with her terrible accident
in being dragged several hundred yards in
the snow and injured by traveling on a
dark night, without proper attendance, with
an inexperienced KEnglish driver and an
untried team, I cannot say; but doubtless
this sad accident is one thing that made
her dislike Canada. Then there was that
miserable burlesque published in London
Truth and republished freely in Canadian
journals, which of itself, would mnkgs her
dislike returning to the ‘‘hotel” at Rideau
hall.

But while the gentry and tradespeople
at Ottawa are so terribly annoyed at the
absence of the princess, the people at-large
will surely be concerning themselves wi!
the question whether a purely ornamental
governorship, which Canada now has, is
needful or useful. In bygone times gover-
nors sent here from England did govern—
not always wisely, or for the' public good,
any more than ministries—but they did
govern. And in the early days of the
colony, and for some time after, till the
people were fit to govern themselves the
may have been both needful and useful.
But now that cabinets responsible to par-
liament, and pacliaments responsible to the
people do the whole of the actual govern-
ing of the country, it is a fair question
whether the community at large should be
taxed to keep up purely ornamental institu.
tions to please the monied and unmonied

entry and the tradespeople who

gencﬁt by it, In jastice I believe these
two classes by themselves should be taxed
to support these ornamental institutions,
which now exist purely for their benefit but
are useless to the people at large.

Thus much may be said in justice to Lord
Lorne, that in traveling in the Northwest
and British Columbia and writing accounts
of the country to Euglish journals he is
benefiting Canada immensely by advertising
the dominion and Mtuctini capital and
emigration thereto. This, however, will
not need to be continued, as the new

inhabitants themselves will do this
hereafter. 1t is indicative however of
discernment and  good sense on

the part of our lpreunl; govelnor-general
that he is employing his time in the
only way of real service he can be to the
country, and thus returning as far as he
can value for the money he costs the
country. But this course on his part does
not satisfy the social folks at Ottawa.
What they want is"to have the marquis and
princess there to give free dinners and
dances at the public expense. And even
then the music is not all harmony. For a
visit to Rideau hall will not infase gentility
into folks who have never been bred to it;
nor will manners minus money—unless free
dry goods were thrown into the entertain-
ments—satisfy the dressmakers’ and tailors’
bills, For, though it be true that ‘‘manners
not money make the man,” it is
quite as often true that without
the Jast, the first will often break the man—
and woman, too, if our woman’s rights be
fully granted by making her responsible for
her own purchases.

However, the end of- the matter is just
this that journalists who are faithful to the
public weal, without respect to persons, will
keep before their readers the fact that the
actual and real governor-general of Canada
is the prime minister of the dominion, who
is at present—and likely to he for the term
of his natuaral life, unless he resigns it for
the ornamental governorship, Sir John A
Maedornald.

What is wanted in Canada now for the
public weal is not a so-called reform party,
who are simply fighting for place, nor a
conservaaive party who are striving to con-
serve their offices and carry on the govern.

THE RECTORY LANDS GRAB.

(To the Edutor of The World.)

SIR : At a meeting of the private bills
committee yesterday morning there wasa
large tura out ot the city rectors urging the
passage of a proposed bill to enable them to
lay hold of all the lands and revenue prop-
erty of St James’ cathedral. These lands
and property consist of crown grants and
endowments, The former is known as
rectory property and the latter as special
endowment for the sole nuse of the cathedral
church in particular. With this the rec-
tors have no right to interfere, having no
just or lawful claimi thereto, and hence
their attempt to secure a covert legislation
by means of the bill in question. But to
the credit of the chairman of that commit-
tee—Hon. Mr. Fraser—be it said he took
in the situation very quickly and urged
upon the promoters of the bill delay and its
withdrawal. One of the recctors, however,
seemed very urgent, so much so that he un-
dertook to add his say to the arguments of
their learned and able counsel, The rector
of Grace church evidently felt that any
delay in the matter, however necessary
such might be, would be nnly delayiug his
participation in the plunder of the funas of
St James’ cathedral. But of all men he
should be the lust to take so
prominent a part. It is only a
very short while since he came over
to the English church—the greater part of
his life being spent in eating the bread of
the methodist church., Besides, his career
in our own charch is not one that entitles
him to favorable consideration, muzh less
qualily him to share in the loaves and
tishes in question.
