It is pretty well settled that the govern-
ment have decided on a policy in regard to
this subject, and that they will adopt the
only sensjble course open to them, namely,
that pending the erection of a college for
women, with special professors, or of an
annex wherein the professors of University
college might lecture- to them, the college
will be thrown open to women on the same
conditions as to men, and that next session
will see them in attendance at lectures.
Some special accommeodation ‘will be pro-
vided for the girls'in the way of reading
rooms, retiring rooms, etc., but outside of
that they will have to take their chances
at lectures with the boys. Quite a num-
ber of young women have already sent in
application for permission to attend lec-
tures in October next.

What appearssto be wanted, to match the
Globe, at all events, is a first-class, vigor-
ous bull movement, Let the classic bulls
of Thessaly, and Bashan, and Andalusia,
now come forward and “‘plant” themselves
for the fight. If the battle comes off soon,
we fancy that ‘‘Big Bear” will retire to his
den a sick and very much used-up animal.
Itis not bank stocks or bank profits, but
the commercial and industrial prospects of
the country that are chiefly to be consid-
ered. If the latter are good,and all on a
sound basis, then even where the banks
may have gone wrong things will soon be
righted.

' THE TURCU OF THE QOMMUNE.

From the French of Alphonse Daudet.

He was a little drummer in the native
sharpshooters, His ndme was Kadour; he
came from the tribe of Djendel, was one
of that handful of Turcos who entered
Paris |in the train of the army of Vinoy.
From Wissembourg to Champigny he had
taken part in the whole campaign, cross-
ing the fields of battle ‘like a storm bird,
with his steel clappers  and his derbouka
(Arabian drum) so quick, so restless, that
the balls did not know where to find him.
But when the winter came, this little
bronze African, reddened with the fire of
the grape shot, could not endure the
nights of grand guard, standing motionless
in the snow, and one January morning he

was picked n&on the bank of the Marne
~ distorted with the cold and both his feet
frozen, He was a long time in the hol&:
tal, It was there that Isaw him for
ﬁ?&dame(ipsﬁen sick dog, the Tur

When one spoke to him he smiled and
showed his teeth, It was all that he could

it to him en his bed, and allowed him to
play on it, but not too loud, on account
of ‘the other "patients.  Then his poor
black face, sa. dull, extinguished as it
. were by the daylight and ' the
glllgzmy winter pe which appeared
ugh the window, ufrew animated,
. grinned, and followed the movements
of the rhythm. Sometimes he beat a
charge, and the lightning of his white
teeth passed into a ferocious laugh; or his
eyes grew moist at  some Mussulman air,
his nostrils  swelled, and through the
sickly odor.of the hospital, in the midst of
phialz and compresses, he saw once more
the woods of Blidah laden with oranges,
and the liftle Moors, robed in white and
perfumed with verbena.,

Two months passed thus. In these two
months Paris had -done many things, but
Kadour knew nothing of them. Under
his window he had heard pass the weary
and disarmed troops returning to the city ;
later the cannons went rolling by from
morning to night, then the tocsin, the can-
ponade,  Of all this he understood nothin
exeq;‘t that they were always at war, an
that he would soon be able to fight, because

~ his legs were cured. Soon he left, his
drum on his back, in search of his com-
pany. He did not seek long. The feder-
alists- who were passing took him to head-

- quarters. After a long examination, as
they could :get nothing from him but
““‘Bono bézef, macache bono,” the general of
the day ended by giving him ten francs
and an omnibus horse, and attaching him
to his staff,

+. In these staffs of the commune there
was ' a little of everything—red liveries,
Polish cloaks, Hungarian jackets, sailors’
blouses, and fold, velvet, tinsel and lace
trimmings, In his blue waistcoat, em:
broid: with yellow, his turban, his
derbouka, the Turco oomsleted the mas-
querade. Delighted to find himself in such
pleasant company, intoxicated with the
sunlight, the cannonade, the movement in
the streets, the confusion of arms and uni-
forms, convinced besides that this was a
continuation of the war against Prussia,
but with some incomprehensible addition
of animation, of om, the un-
conscious deserter mingled in the great
Parisian Baechanslia, and " was one of
the celebrities of the moment. Every-
where he went the federalists hurrahed at
him, welcomed him.: The commune was so
proud of ing him that it placed him
on exhibition, showed him off, wore him
like a decoration. Twenty times a day
the headquarters sent him to the war
office, the war office to the hotel de Ville.
For they had beem told so many times
that their sailors were counterfeit sailors,
their artillerymen counterfeit artillerymen,
At least this was a true Turco. To be
convinced of it was only necessary to look
at the excited monkey-like face' and the
barbaric look of the little body throwin
itself about on the big horse in all the wil
contortions of Arabian horsemen.

Neverthelese, there was something want-
ing to the hspgineu of Kadour. He
would have liked to fight, to make the
powder talk, Unfortunately, under the
commune, as under the empire, the staff
officers were notpften under fire. ' With-
out reviews and 'without parades, the poor"
Turco passed his time on the Place Ven-
dome, or in the courtyard of the minister
of war, in the midst of those unruly camps,
full of barrels of brandy always on tap,
hogsheads of bacon with the head knocked
out,feasts where the starvation of the siege
was still felt, Too good a Mussulman to
take part in these orgies, Kadour kept
apart, sober and quiet, made his ablutions
in a corner, Frepared hiz kousskouss with
a handful o ts, then, after a little air
on his drum, he rolled himself in his bur-
nous, and fell asleep on some flight of steps
by the bivouac fire, &

One morning in the month of May the
Turco was wakened by a terrible firing.
The headquarters were in confusion ; every
one was moving, fleeing. Mechanically he
did as the others didﬁea d on his borse
and followed the staff. The streets were
full of bewildered trumpeters,of straggling
battalions, People were tearing up pav-
ing stones, building barricades. Near the
quay the fusillade was more distinct, the
tumult greater. On the bridge of La Con-
corde Kadour lost!the staff A little further
on they took his horse from him. It was
for an eight-braided soldier, in a greathurry
to see what was going on at the Hotel
de Ville, Farious, the Turco began to
run in the direction of the battle, As he
ran he loaded his chassepot, and said :
““Macach bono, Brissien ;” tor to his mind
it was the Prussians who had forced an en-
trance. Already the balls whistled around
the obelisque, in the foliage of the Tulleries,
At the barricade of the ﬁue de Rivoli the
avengers of Flourens called to him, “Hey !
Turco ! » Turco !” There were not more
than a dozen of them, but Kadour alone,
was worth a whole army,

Standing on the barricade, erect and con-

$roub as a flag, he fought, leaping and

!, S outing, under a hail of shot, At one

moment the curtain of smoke which
covered the earth dispersed a little be-
tween two cannonades, and he saw red
trousers massed in the Champs Elysees.
Afterward everything became confused
again, He thought-he must have been de-
ceived again, ung again made the powder
talk eloquently,

Suddenly the barricade beeame silent,

1The last artilleryman had fled, leaving his
last shot. But the Tureo did not move,
Lying in wait, ready for a spring, he set
his bayonet firmly, and watched for the
ointed helmets. ~ It was the troops of the
ine that arrived! Through the hollow
noise of the chsrge the officers shouted:

‘‘ Surrender ! *

* The Turco for a moment was stupified,
then he rushed forward, his gun in the air
—** Bono, bono Francese !”

Vaguely in his savage brain he fancied
that “this was the army of deliverance,
under Faidherbe or Chanzy, that the Par.
isians had #o long expeécted. How happy
he wag; how he laughed at them with ail

" bis white teeth, Ina twinkling the bar-

ricade was over-run. They surround him,
the‘y turn him about.

“Show your gun,”

His gun was still warm,

‘‘Show your hands,”

His hands wereblack with J)owder. And
the Turco showed them proudly with the
same happy smile, !

Then they pushed him against the wall,
and—crash ! ;

He was dead, without knowing anything
about it.

The harvest of 1883 proved to be an ex-
ceptionally poor one, whilst a depression in
the lumber and |timber trades, and an ex-
cess ogstock in the manufacturing indus-
tries necessitated a large curtailment in
production, These and other causes result-

in a considerable diminution in the
amount of banking accommodation availed
of throughout the country. Of this diminu-
tion the Bank of Toronto has borne its
share, thereby suffering to some extent a
decrease in earnings.

The losses of the year, which, consider-
ing the circumstances, were moderate, have
all been written off, and debts of a doubt-
ful character at the time of making up the
annual balance sheet continue to be pro-
vided for as in previous years,

After these provisions had been made it
gave the Directors satisfaction to be able
to declare the same distribution’ to the
shareholders as they did a year ago, as
well as to add a further sum to Rest ac-
count.

Sponging on Professionnl Men,
From the Legal News.
In an amusing little book published not
long ago, ““ John Bull et son Ile,” the Eng-
lish solicitor’s bill of epsts comes in for

its share of satire. The following little
bill is printed as a sample:

This is a long way behind many of the
old stories of solicitors’ bills, with which
our readers are no doubt familiar, One of
these runs somewhat in this way: A per-
son with a lawsuit on hand was bathing in
the sea at Brighton, when he observed the
head of his solicitor rise above the water,
He immediately hailed him with the'en-
quiry, “Mr. Jones, how is my case getting
on?’ “Famously,” cried Mr. Jones, who
immediately dived out of sight, and put
an end to the consultation. Ata later
~date the client read in his bill of costs the
following item: «
To conferring with you at the seaside
as to your case 4 X 58, 0d.
But however much amusement may be
extracted from such anecdotes (and lawyers
are usually most prodigal in using them),

men have more or less to protect them-
selves against those who would use.their
brains and experience withontany acknow-
ledgement, Some of the daily journals
have been inclined to jibe at gthe case of
Cooke v. Penfold, which is noted in the
present issue, It seems to us that these
writers are geese and that they are
simply producing the sifflement which
eomes most natural to them, What
are the facts? Mr, Penfold, a rural
gentleman, had been appointed trustee
to an estate. He was in doubt as to the
legal form of conveyance and he set out to
town for advice. - He meets Mr, Brooke
in a railway car. He knows him to be a
lawyer, and he submits the difficulty to
him and obtains a reply. Mr. Brooke gives
an opinion for which Mr, Penford would
no doubt quote him as the authority,-and
if it were incorrect Mr. Brooke’s reputation
would doubtless suffer. What. was the
upshot? The firm of Cooke & Brooke, to
. whom Mr. Broocke belongs, a firm, by the
way, practising at Montreal, sent in to
Mr. Penfold the very moderate memoran-
‘dum of tharge of $3 for professionalad-
vice. “Mr. Penfold is horror-stricken at
the presumption of a lawyer who ' makes
his bread by professional work, charging
faor @n opinion given in~ a raflway
car, and engaged other’ counsel to
contest the claing.

ment of the hour, he would not have
resisted the ten hours bill, nor would he
have lost his seat for Manchester twenty-
seven years ago by denouncing the foreign
licy of Lorgo Palmerston in China and in

mmia. It would be unjust to say of him
that he was _ever ‘the mouth-(fieee
of public fesling. He vhas acted as
the champion of the ular cause
just: so far as he could identify that
cause with, and vindicate it by reference
to, what have seemed to him to be the
etérnal laws of justice and ﬁﬁt. There
were radicals before Mr, John Bright.
There are, and will continue to be, radicals
after'him, ? But g he had little jn common
_with many of those who were spoken of as
“his allies at the beginning of his gpl)lic life,
$0-he has-slight sympathy “with the ‘most']
werful and x ntative radicals whom
e sees rgnd im as the shadows of his
life ‘begin to leng“en.—lfrom an article,
with 'a frontispiece portrait, by T. H. S.

The African King Extorts a Thousand
Dollars From an Austrian Merchant.
From the London Telegraph.

VIENNA, May 28.—An Austrian mer-
chant, “who ' hag) hitherto been living at
Kassala, in the Soudan, and carrying on
an extensive'trade there in wild beasts,
has lately been writing to his relations in
Vienna. In a letter dated Kassala, April
12, he says that there are 3000- Egyptian
troops in the town, but that the place has
been. besieged for the last three months by
the Stakeppdos. In order "to escape an
uncertain fate he, determined, upon the
advice of one of his black Servants, to go
to Makaki, the headquarters of the king of
Abyssinia, and to purchase of the latter a
protective escort for himself and his cara-
van.

About the audience he had of King John
he writes as follows :

The king inquired of me in Turkish if I
was perfectly%amilhr with that language.
I answered in the affirmative, not
(added the King in English) he would
speak English with me. The following
dialogue ensued :

King—Thou art a subject of the most
mighty emperor of Austria, and dwellest
at Kassala, .
Myself—Yes, for many years past.
King—Thou hast now left Kassala and
intendest to return to thy native country.

Myself—Such is my ardent desire.

King—Kassala will no doubt soon be in
the power of Mohammed Achmed.

Myself— Unless a miracle happens, Kas-
sala is lost. The governor will never be
able to resist the superior forces of the
Mahdi.

King—That is also my opinion. There
is'no relying upon assistance from Kgypt,
and when help comes from England it will
be too late, t thon- know Mohammed
Achmed by sight ?

Myself —I knew him and dealt with him
when he dwelt peaceably at Khartoum,
trading in lions, hyenas and elephants.

King—Thou liest ! Mohammed Achmed

a trader in wild beasts !
i Myself ~-What I say is the truth. His
name appears in my books along with the
prices 1 paid him for the animals he fur-
nished me with.

King—And do his people know of this?

Myself—No. Few know it,andthey under-
stand how to be silent.

Myseli—It would have availed nothing,
ag he is hostile to me and hates me.

King—If England and Egypt fulfil my
demands, I shall acsord to the troops from
Kassala _and other endangered places in
the Soudan free passage through my terri-
tory. ‘Also to thee and all ot thine will I
allow safe eseort through my realm upon
payment of £200,

I timidly observed that only £50 had
been stipulated, and that his majesty, in
the exercise of his sovereign power, had
quadrupled the price. No notfice was
taken of this remark either by the king
or any of his suite. To my great surprise
the king now asked me: ‘“Is it true that
your crown prince Rudolf, your future
monarch, is so learned a man as even to
write books?” I replied in the affirma-
tive, adding thatthe ‘crown prince Rudolf
was not only learned, but well accom-
plished inall chivalrous arts. The andi-
ence now ended.

On my way to the treasurer, to whom I
had to disburse the £200, I made the un-
pleasant discovery that my watch, hand-
kerchief, spuffbox—in short, all I had
abount me in the open pockets of my gar-
ments—had been stolen by the Abyssin-
ians, - And they are to save the Soudan !

There is to be seen at Landrecies in the
department of the North, aninvalid ar-
tillery soldier, whb was wounded in [the
late Franco- German war, when he was
horrible mutilated by the bursting of a
Prussian shell, The man’s face was liter-
ally blown off, including both eyes, there
being left behind some scanty remnants of
the osseous and muscular systems.
