Weather Predictions,

The peculiar weather with which we
$ave been persecuted for some ‘time past
turnsour attention naturally to the guestion
of weather probabilities, and to the amount
of confidence to be attached to them, A
weather prophet must have access to the
Selegraph, must be . well acquainted with
the Iocality where he intends to prophecy
oad must be @ man of great intuitiveness
and with a retentive memory, The day
has' not yet come when . continental
vhanges can be predicted, and all that is
done now is to predict for eight hours, ' or
at most twelve hours .ahead. There are
various theories being advanced regarding
sun spots and maximum heat and minimum
rainfalls, but these are not definite. What
should be tried (and in no placc could it .be
better tried than in. Toronto) is predicting
fhese continental changes for some weeks
shead. They have recordsat the 'Toronto
Observatory extending back as far as 1843,
and we believe no use has ever been made of
these records for predicting, or for attempt-
Iug to form any theory of predicting weather
changes. All other sciences, and surely
meteorology has now become a science, have
fixed principles upon which they are based;
and it ‘seems rational te suppose that where
She eartlrand its atmosphere remain in the
same condition from year to year certain
changes must recur., And itis to this re-
currence of weather changes that we should
Book for the prediction of continental dis-
Surbances.  Take periods of ten 'years,
examine them closely and map out
the changes, either in temperature or in
barometer,pressure ; rainfall or snowfall ;
storme or calms. -Then collate the results
and make an attempt to predict for the
mext ten years ‘the events most likely to

.n.ppon. Then take the various months: for Ly

® series of 40 years and map out the tem-

peratures, efc., and notice what seems to be
eommon to the one month évery year; and
there surely is o ohance that, if there has
been some great disturbance’ in a certain
month for forty years in succession, this
disturbance will happen in the same month
of the forty-first year. Something at any
sate could be accomplished in this way and.
® beginning should be made at onoe, eon.

A disoussion is now , going -on in astrono-
mical circles concerning the meaning of the
term billion ; and it seems desirable to as-
tronomers to give the billion the meaning of
one million millions, It must be borne in
mind that astronomical caleulations involve
numbers for expressing enormous distances,
and for this reason a billion wounld be a most
convenient term, if defined asabave, In
‘England the terms billion,trillion,eta. ;meant,
and do yet mean, as their forms signify, a
million - raised to the  second, third, etc.
powers; & billion is there one million times
one million. ' In France  the billion. means
one thousand millions, and for ordinary pur-
poses this is found to be convenient,
especially as the French measure their money
in francs, 'and this being small compared
with a dollar(about one-fifth),and still small-
o compared witha pound: sterling, the
numbers used by them are necessarily much
larger than required by the English or
Americans. They needed a term fora thous-
and-millions and so used billion. The Ameri-
cans followed 'the French and introduced
the' term billion: into use, meaning one
thousand 'millions, For ordinary calcula-
tions the billion is seldom used and we need
not trouble ourselves much: abous the dis-
cussion.. Ourindividual wealth (and money
seems to be the criterion for everything in
the present age) is calculated not by billions
or millions but by simple dollars (and some-
times by cents).

practical value.

In u short discussion following the reading
of this paper Dr. Williams of Newmarket
specially commended the teaching of the
principles of Cunadisn government. In this
he said we miglt take example by our
American ueighbors, who are led to look upon
their native land as the greatest country in
the world. He did nut however believe in
making the Cunadian beaver climb to ‘the
same exteut as the Anericans fly their eagle.
