MR GARDNER DECIDES THAX THE
PROHIBITION MUST STAND,

The Official Repert Published—-The Cattle
Declared to Be Infecied By Contagious
Pleuro Or a New Bacterial Disease—
The Board s the Next Step Lies
With Canadian Veterinaries.

London, Aug. 17.—The Board of Agri-
culture has published the official docu-
ments concerning the importation of Can-
adian cattle, Mr. Garduer, President of
the Board, has decided that the prohi-
bition must stand.

The documents comprise the evidence of
seventeer’ experts and a minute contain-
\ ing the Board's deductions. y

No one testified positively that the
cases were not cases of contagious pleuro-
poneumonia. Many confirmed the decis-
Jons of the officers of ‘the Board. The
Boatd cousiders that the evidence nega-

tives the suggestion that the disease is
catarrhal or croupous pueumonia,

Messrs. Hunting and MacQueen. favored
the theory that it is a disease hitherto
unobserved,

. The Board expresses the opinion that
the next step lies with the Canadian vet-
ervinarians, and in conclusion says: “It
is beyond question that a disease occurs
in Canadian cattl¢ which many of the ab-
lest and qualified veterinarians in Great

Britain declare to be contagious pleuro-
pueumonia, and. which even those holding

the opinion that it is a new disease pro-

nounced bacteriai, and that the disease
could nof“have developed to the extent
shown when the animals are killed, three
weeks after shipment, unless contracted
before Jeaving Canada. The matters de-
serve, and will doubtless receive the
serious attention of ! the Domin-
jon Government. In the meantime it is
clearly the Board’s duty to maintain the
regulation requiring slaughter at the
port of landing.”

Will Re-Introduce the Evicted Tenants’

London, Aug. 17. — John Morley, Chief
Secretary for Ireland, in answering Justin
McCarthy in the Commons to-day, said
the Government would re-introduce the
Evicted Tenants’ bill at the next session.

British Exporters and the ©.8. Tariff,
London, Aug. 17.—E. R, Jones, a
Welsh Liberal, asked the Government in
the House of Commons to-day when the
pew tariff law in the United States
.wonld become operative. b
Sir Edward Grey, Under Secretary of
the Foreign Office, replied that  the
Government did not know, but would
telegraph to Washington to find out.
Mr. Jones said: “The bill contains a
clause to the effect that after Aug. 1 the
duties provided therein shall be colleet-
ed. It is impossible that the bill will
become a law before Aug. 28. I wish to
know what will be the position of the
British exporters meantime. Are any
drawbacks to be allowed ?” -
Sir Edward Grey promised to ask for
the information desired by Mr. Jones.

London, Aug. 17.—Many tin plate works
in South Wales. which have been closed
for some time are preparing to resume
work in view of the passage of the Gor-
man Tariff bill in Washington.

MONKY THE SUPREME ISSUE.

American Prosperl;y Can Only Be Restor-
ed by Adopting a Bi-Metallic Standard.
Washington, Aug. 17.—At the meeting

of the Bi-metallic League, the committee

to recommend a plan of action
submitted a declaration which among
other things said: “ A year has passed
since Congress was calledl together in
extra session to repeal the Silver Pur-
chase law and complete the establish-
ment of the single gold standard. The
results of this policy are before the coun-
try. Leading articles of consumption
are lower than for 300 years; wheat is
lower in England than at any period
since Charles the First'or the landing of

“~ the Pilgrims in New Eungland ; merchant

bar iron is lowgr in price than ever be-
fore since its first use by man; cotton
was never so low before. The great agri-
eultural classes are brought to the verge
of ruin. The money question is there-
fore the supreme issue before the coun-
try. There is no other, and there can be
no other of sufficien® importance to dis-
place this until this is settled rightly.
Fortunately the field has been’ at last
cleared for this battle. The tariff is now
out of the way. There will be no further
contest between protection and free
trade, foryboth alike in the end lead to
the same/goal. The only way out is to
restore the bi-metallic standard oi money,
and until that isf done there can be no
return of prosperify to the country.”

The committee recommended that the
advocates of free coinage thronghout the
country subvert every other issue to this,
and that a committee be appointed to
wake arpangements for ‘a general con-
vention to.prepare a plan of campaign
for the next national election.

The report was adopted.

REMRDY FOR ALL LABORTROUBLES
Lies im a ‘‘Co-operative Commonwealth,”
Says Mr. Goodwin,

Chicago, Aug. 17.—A. M. Goodwin, a
director of the American Railway Union,
was the first witness before the Nationsl
Labor Commission to-day. Mr. Good-
win thought in a “ co-operative commou-
wealth” lay the solution of all the
troubles of labor. He meant by !:Eun
a government by the people only. The
Government as now conducted was vne
for the corporations only. :

He was succeeded by Prof. L. W. Be-
mis, professor of social economy 1in the
University of Chicago. As a deep student
of the labor question Prof. Bemis was lis-
tened to with the closest nttcntum..He
did not believe in compulsory, arbitration.
He cited the Ma,ssm‘lmsettflnw, which
provides for a State court of three men,
which shall arbitrate labor difficulties.
One of these shall be from the ranks of
organized labor, one from the employ-
ers ,and the third to be chosen by these
two, or in the event that nobody can
be agreed upon, the Governor shall ap-
point the third. Prof. Bemis stat-
ed that this board had been very
successiul in settling labor differences:

"« I.think the time is coming,” said Prof.
Bemis, .* when th eexperiment of.(:'uv-
ernment ownership of railroads will l_:o
tried. But in view of the fact that this
time is not likely to be in the near fu-
ture, I suppose the commission wants
to know & plan which will be more
quickly available, I favor the suzges-
tion made yesterday, that competent
men be licensed. Ii they violated aun
agreement their license could be for-
feited, Employers could be reached by
being: forced by th elaws to forfeit thel’l:
charters if they broke the u;rek-meu.t.

HONTING THE CHINESE FLEET.

Japanese Battleships’ Futlle Quest—Both

Countries Floating War Loans—End

of the Kow-Shung Affair.
London, Aug. 17.—The Shanghai corre-
spondent of the Central News says that
by epecial imperial decree the Japanese
Government has authorized a loan of
$60,000,000.

The Japanese Government has promised
Admiral Fremantle, who commands the
British squadron in East Asiatic waters
to give 48 hours ’notice in case the Ja-
panese fleet bombard Wei-Hai-Wei or
Chee-Foo.

The eight vessels that pagsed Chee Foo,
westward bound, on Aug. 14, were the
Chinese fleet, which were fleecing from
the Japanese cruisers. The fleet went
to Lui-kung-tao, northwest of Chee-Foo,

where it has been left undisturbed by
the Japanese.

Ending of the Kow-Shung Investigation.

The finding of the court in the official
investigation at Shanghai of the sinking
of the Kow-Shung is that the steamer
Kow-Shung was sunk on July 25 by a
Japanese naval vessel, and that Captain
Galsworthy and the other officers of the
Kow-Shung showed great coolness and
judgment under the trying conditions of
the conflict. The court added that the
Kow-Shung's English officers used all
means in their power to avert the catas-
_trophe, and deserved high praise for-their
-efforts,

Torpedoes will be laid at the entrance
of the Tokyo and Nagasaki harbors early
next week.

The Shanghai correspondent of the
Times eonfirms the supposition that thé
Japanese visit to Wei-Hai-Wei and Port
Arthur, was merely a reconnaissance for
the purpose of drawing fire and getting
angles. The Japanese vessels have since
been cruising in the Gulf of Pe-Chi-Li,
secking the Chinese’ fleet.

Battle Near Seoul Expected.

Victoria, B.C., Aug. 17.—When the
steamship Empress of Japan, which has
just arrived here, left Yokohama, news
of war and rumors of blockade filled the
air. All along the Chinese coast beacons
and buoys were being removed. Railway
and telegraph lines were being hastily
constructed in both China and Japan.
Torpedoes had been laid at the entrance
of all the rivers, and. more’ ships and
further supplies of arms and ammunition
‘were being ordered.

In Corea, China still appears to have
the advantaze of numbers in her land
force, though Japan is credited with hav-
ing 20,000 men in the field and ore
troops are being constantly landed by
both belligerants. There is every pros-
pect of a severe enzagement in the
neighborhood of Seoul before many days.
Each of the European powers has landed
a small fore eto protect its consulate at
tke Correan capital. It is reported that
the Corean Government has officially in-
timated to Japan that they will prompt-
ly sever ail connections with China..

Hunting for the Chinese Fleet.

Yokobama, Aug. 17.—The Japanese are
blocking the passes in the north of Corea
with the view of preventing the en-
trance .of :Ohinese troops. The Japanese
fleet is seeking the Chinese fleet. Up to
the present e the search has ‘been un-
successful,

Berlin Will Float the Chinese Loan.

Berlin, Aug. 17.—The Berlin Post says
that a-Chinese loan of £1,000,000 has been
undertaken on the security of the Chi-
nese maritime dues, and that further
amounts will probably follow. It is be-
lieved that a Chinese B per-cent gold
loan of £1,600,000 in thirty years’ bonds
will be issued in London in September,
It is said that Berlin banks will have a
share in the issue of the loan, two-thirds
of which is to be payable in China in
silver..

The Peil Yang Squadron M ay Shortly A
tack the Japanese Port.

Victoria, B.C., Aug. 17.—A priyate let-
ter received by the steamer Tacoma an-
nounces that the expectation among the
English residents of Japan is that the
great naval engagement of the war will
be fought for the possession of Nagasaki,
Japan, the best coaling station and-the
one nearest to China. The entire Pei
Yang squadron is looked to as the at-
tacking force, while Japan will concen-
trate the creani of her navy to assist
land forces in the defence. At the sail-
ing of the Tacoma the movements of the
chief vessels of the Pei Yang fleet were
shrouded in mystery, and their descent
upoa-some portion of the Japanese coast
was_daily anticipated. The British resi-
dents of the Orient estimate China's
naval force as fully equal to Japan’s in
modern equipment, speed and strength.

An Orleanist Prince Arrested.

London, Aug. I7.—A despatch from
Paris to the Exchange Telegraph Co.
says Prince Emanuel of Orleans was ar-
rested in Bordeaux to-day while on his
way to visit Emperor Franz Joseph of
Austria.

Prince Emanuel is a nephew of the
Empress Elizabeth of Austria. He re-
cently applied for admission into the
Austro-Hungarian army and Emperor
Franz Joseph granted him the desired
permission., The Prince expected to
et his lieutenant’s commission soon after
weeting the Emperor. No reason for his
arvest has been given.

HELPLESS WOMEN MASSACRED

——e

DEVILISH ATROCITIRS BY THE WAR-
RING KAFFIRS,

Homesteads Burned, Mail Coaches Looted,
the Country Devastated and Women
and Children Murdered—A Town Be-~
sieged and a Detachment of Mounted
Police Sent to kts Relief Is Repulsed.

Pretoria, Soqth African Republic, Aug.
17.—The rebellion of the Kaifirs is as-
suming alarming proportions, and the
efforts of the authorities of the Republic
to euppress it have up to the present
proved unavailing. Thé Traunsvaal
mounted police detachment; which have
been attempting to rclieve the garrison
of Agatha, besieged by the Kaifirs for
some days past, has been repulsed with,
it is feared, serious loss. Emboldened
by their success, the Kaffirs pursued the
retreating troopers, and made an attack
upon the main column of the Boer forees.
The Kaffirs were driven back, but the
advance of the column has been retarded.

From the Boer settlements along the
Letaba River come geports of severe
fighting - between isolated parties of re-
treating Boers and the Kaffirs, who are
burning the Boer homesteads all along
the river. The Boers are fleeing before
the Kaffir advance, taking with them all
their portable property; but large quanti-
ties of provisions and cattle have neces-
;arily fallen into the hands of the Kai-
s, ]

The latter have murdered a number of
Boer farmers and their wives and chil-
dren, and the fiercest feelings of the
Boers have been aroused against the
rebellious nagives.

In the Zoutpansberg district devilish
outrages have been committed, and
large numbers of women and children
have been killed, and a large amount of
property has been destroyed.

In all the disturbed districts the mail
and passenger coaches have been stopped,
Many of the passengers have been killed,
and the coaches, after having been loot+
ed, have been destroyed and the mules
stolen.

The Murchison road is entirely closed.
The Kaffirs are reported to have erected
a strong barricade across it at apoint
where it passes between two . hills, and
they are said to have prepared to de-
fend this point vigorously. The. govern«
ment is reinforcing its cotum of troops as
rapidly as possible and it is expected
that an advance in force will be made
upon the Kaffirs to-day or to-morrow.

WANT AN INVESTIGATION,
Teamsters Hold An Open Air Indigna-
tion Meeting.

A crowd of about 200 persons assem*
bled at Richmond and Youge strects last
evening on the occasion of an open air
meeting held by teamsters to protest
against the manner in which the Street
Commissioner’s department is conducted.

Speeches were Jﬁivered by Messrs. R.
H. Madill, John Ellis and Stephen Hal-
lett, All of the speakers claimed that an
injustice was being done the working-
men by the city in keeping horses and
doing its own work. The last speaker
stated that favoritism was shown by the
Commissioner, that some teawsters were
making $20 and $26 per week out of
the ecity, while others could not secure
20 cents worth of work. He promised
that if the city did not grant the inves-
tigation into the workings of the depart-
ment which it was proposed to demand
an injunction would be taken out to
compel the investigation.

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10 PREVENT NUAGARA RUNNING DRY

New York Legislature Will Adopt a Reso-
lution That No Farther Charters to
Divert the Waters Be Granted,

Albany, N.Y, Aug. 17.—The Sub-Com-
mittee of the Constitutiomal Convention
Committee on Legislative Pqwers ap-
pointed . to comsider the resolution of
A. H, Green of New York city, as to
whether any dmendment should be adopt-
ed restraining the Legislature from
granting privileges of licenses to divert
the waters of the Upper Niagara River
from their natural cliadpel, and to report
on the privileges he extent there-
of heretofore |granted, has completed its
report.

The report reviews at length the work
of the Canal and Power Corporations
operating about the Falls, and eays:
“As to the danger which may sult
to Niagara’s Falls and - the State
reservation from the operations ol these
companies, your committee is of the
opinion that the amount of water which
is at present taken from the river will
not make an appreciable difference in the
nppearance of the Falls and the rapids
rbove the Falls.”

The committee recommends the adop-
tion of the following constitutional
amendment By the . convention: * No
charter, licepse or privilege to divert
from their natural channpel the waters
of the Niagara River or any portion
thereof aboWve Niagara Falls shall be
granted to any corporation, association,
person Or persons except for sanitary,
domestic or fire purposes, and such wat-
ers shall not [be diverted for any purpose
excépt as herein indicated.”  All cor-
porations, dssociations or persons who
have heretofore licensed or granted the
right to divdrt the waters of said river
shall be under the direction and control
of “the eOmmissioners of the State
reservation at Niagara,” or such other
officials as may be given the control of
said reservation. Each of said corpora-
tions, associstions or persons shall only
be permitted to divert any portion of the
waters of said river in such amounts and
upon such conditions and for such com-
pensation to the State as said commis-
sioners or officials having charge of said
regservation.ghall prescribe and determine.
But this section shail not be so construed
as to prevent the Legislature from alter-
ing, spending or repealing any or all
grants or charters which permit the wat-
ters of Niagara River to be diverted from
their natural channel.

In 1893, 389 iiles of new railroad
were opened for traflic in France, mak-
ing the total of the couutry 22.362 miles,
of which 19,748 miles belong to six great
companies, 1,608 to the state, 698 to
branch railroad companies, 199 are not
chartered, and 133 miles are inade in
shops, yards, etc. Besides, there were at
the end of the year 2 219 miles of local
railroads, 188 miles of which were open-
ed in 1893. There were also 1,033 mil es

of street railroad.

The first volume of a code of ‘‘com-
mercial nomenclature” wus issued from
the bureau of American republica re-
cently. Its 842 pages present more than
100,000 business terms, extending from
A to machines inclusive, such as are apt
to appear in commercial correspondencs
on the American continent and neigh-
boring islands, and tue customs tariffs
and regulations of American countries,
The terms are given in thyee columus,
showing the English, Spénish, and Por-
tuguese equivalents.

According to the census the United
States produced 457,000,000 dozen of
eggs in 1879 and 817,000,000 dozen in
1889. These figures are probubly under
the mark. At the figures given, how-
ever, the annual egg product of the
United States anrounts %v $100,000,000.

4 BOMB F0R PREMIER DUPUY

ANARCHIS?S PLOTTO MURDER THE
PRENCH MINISTER.

Two Separate Conspiracies Against *His
Life—One. By Spanish Reds, the Other
By Frenchmen-—Both Plots Discovered,
But the Assassins Receive Warning in
Time to Escape Arrest.

Paris, Aug, 17.—Le Journal says the
police have frustrated an Anarchist plot
to assassinate Premier Dupuy, The pre-
mier is in Vornet-les-Bains, not far from

he Spanish border. He is accompanied
by three Paris detectives, as rumors of |
a plot against his life have been numer-'
ous recently. These detectives are sup- |
posed to have detected the plot through
the presence of several militant Anar-
chists in the neighborhood of Vernet. The |
Anarchists had been waruned of their dan-
ger before the police expected to arrest
them and fled to Spain.

Further details of the plot agaiust Pre-
mier Dupuy’s life have been ascertained
and they confirm, in most respects, the
information published by Le Journal.

The main plot was hatched in Bar-
celona by Spanish and fugitive French
Anarchists. Three men were designated
by lot to execute it. They were to
eross the border about the middle of
August, and were to assassinate the Pre-
mier during his absence from Paris. The
bomb which was to be used was made
in Spain, although it is not known that
Barcelona Aparchists did the work. The
police in DBarcelona deny that there is
any Anarchist laborer in that city, and
say that the bomb must have been pro-
cured elsewhere.

The plot was discovered after the
three Anarchist agents had started for
France. The Spanish  Consul at Cette
was instructed to inform the French po-
lice of the Premier’s danger. (The warn-
ing was adcompanied with a description
of the three men, two of whom were al-
ready known to the French police. How
the Anarchists learned of their peril is
not known.

Another plot against the Premier’s life
was laid last month by French Anar-
chists, and was to have been executed by
a Frenchman. It is supposed to have or-
iginated in Cette, Lyons or Paris. The
plotters were not co-operating with the
Barcelona Anarchists, although the under-
standing of both groups was that|
the failure of the one conspiracy |
might be made good imnu\diuto-}
ly afterwards. The French plot also was
to be executed this month, and with a |
dynamite bomb.
place of the Anarchist chosen to commit
the murder are known to the police.

The Premier is closely guarded. TFor
several days he has been indisposed
owing to a severe attack of indigestion
and has left the house but two or three
times, and then only for ghort drives.

The Spanish police havé been inform-
ed of the return of the three Barcelona
agents to Spain and are making every
effort to capture them.

Confessed to Seeking Premier Crispi’s Life

Rome, Aug. 17.—Clari, one of the anar-
chists arrested in the suburbs a few days
ago, charged with plotting to assassinate |
Premier Crispi, has confessed that the
leader of the conspirators is a man|
named Ceruquetti. Three more An:]r-[
chists connected with the plot have been|
prrested. All the prisoners are educated
men.

Infernal Machines Found in Berlin.

Berlin, Aug. 17.—The Lokal Anzeiger
asserts that infernal machines were dis-
covered in the domiciles of many Anar-;
chists who have been arrested in this |
city recently. The police believe this |
indicates that a series of outrages, to|
be perpetrated simultaneously, was in- |
tended.

All day the policel here made domicili-
ary searches on the strength of informa-
tion obtained through the arrest of the
14 Anarchists on Wednesday. The re-;
sults were beyond expectations. Many ;
letters, proving conclusively' the intimate
relations, ifi not the co-operation of
Berlin and Paris Anarchists, were seized
and much Anarchist literature was de- |
stroyed or confiscated. 3ombs, loaded |
and ready for immediate use, were found
in, the rooms of a widow named Werner. |

Amlong other papers seized by the po-
lice is a list of Anarchists living in Ger-
many. Most of the persons mentioned |
are known to the police, There are
20 Anprchists in prison in this city.
Anarchy’s High Priestess a Free Woman.

New$ Yofk, Auz. 17.—This morning Em-
ma Gold'tQa.n. the hizh priestess of Anar-
chy, landed on the shores of Manhattan
Island, a free woman once more. She was
released at 6 o’clock from the peniten-
tiary,.at Blackwell's Island.

The Great Sahara’s Heat—It Puts Any-
thing That We Know Into the Shade—
We Think We Are Hot, But We Are
Not a Marker to Some Other Un(ortni-
ate Place,

A comparison of the maximum tem-
perature in  different  parfs of
the world shows that the Great
Desert of Africa isby far the hot-
test, This vast plain, which ex-
tends 2,000 miles from east to west and
1,000 from north to south, has a temper-

| ature of 150 degrees Fahrenheit in “the

hottest days of sumner,

The caravans, which usually consists
camels with their
assistants, experience great suffering
through the intense heat and the depri-
vation of water, as the distance between
wells very often exceeds ten days.
There are numerous instances on record
where, wholy tribes have perished from
thirst, \as the wells and springs to which
they had journeyed had been dried up
by the heat.

It would be impossible for any one
but the acclimatized Moors, Berbers and
Arabs to live, even for a day, 1n the
heart of the rainless Sahara. "In spite
of the fact shat the days are exiremely
Lot the nights are nearly always ua-
comfortably cold, and the travelers are
obliged to burden themselves with
blaukets.in order to endure the change,

Along the banks of the River Senegal,
which flows in a northwestern course
through Senegambia, the highest degree
known_is 180. The Dushtistan regions
of Persia, aud the central und eastern
portions of the Desers of Khiva are fre~
quently subjected to 125 degrees, The
inhabitants of Persia, who are mostly
Tajiks, or Mohammedans of the Shute
sect, are fortunately priviliged to enjoy
three different climates, hile it is ex.
ceedingly hot in one section, it is freez-
ing cold in tfie other; and while people
are suffering with these two extremes,
it is delightfully temperate in and
around Ispahan. The Caspian provinces
are also oppressively hot, as they lie con-
siderably below the level of the sea.

In some parts of Central America,and
in the valleys south of the diamond
districts: of Brazil, the temperature has
risen to 120 degrees. The central plains

of Australia are extremely ho,, the de- 1

gree of heat being frequently up to 118,

In the sandy desert south of Nejd, in
Arabia, and in Afghanistan, 110 is not
an uncommon degree, Through some
parts of Egypt, and in lower Greece, the
sirocco brings with it a blast of heat
which is equal to 110. Particularly is
this true in localities close by the Nile,
where the simooﬁ’:lows continually for
filty days, from latter part of April
until the mundation of that river.

Along the southern coast of Africa,
around the Cape of Good Hope, the tem-
perature, though damp-and sultry, very
often registers 103.

January is the hottest, month im Tas-
manin and July the goldest. The ex-
treame of heat at Hobat't, the capital for
the last twenty yeuars, is shown to be 105
degrees.

A ROMANGE OF SCIENCE.

How Bernard Lauth Invented Cold-Reoll«
ed Shafting,

In a recent issue of this paper
was noted the death of Mr, Bernard
Lauth, who for more than 60 years
had been identified/ with the manufac-
ture of iron in the United States..
exchange gives the following accouns
ﬁ? interesting period in the gentleman

e,

‘When he made Lis invention of cold:/
rolled shafting he experimented a gre:
deal on thin sheet iron, and was anxi-
ous to reach some method by which he
could secure a reduction in the thinness
of thin sheets and a fine finish for their
surface. He knew tuat he couald do
this if he could use rolls with a small
diameter, but as he attempted to reduce
Lthﬂ rolls they would spring and break.
Oue night he and his oldest son, Mr, B.
C. Lauth, were traveling from Paris to
Strasburg, when the thought occurred
to him that he . could place a small roll
between two large rolls and get the ef-
fect of the small roll and prevent its
breaking by the suppori of _ the
larger rolls, This was the end of the
chapter, and his son received a thump
and a shake to awake bhim and
he was informed that he *had it.”
“Have what ?” asked the son. *“Why, I
can roll single sheets and put a face on
them like a looking-glass; that’s what I
want for Russia sheet iron.” He then
explained his invention in detail.

A short time afterwards he went to
the works of M. DeWendel, at Hyange,
near Metz, and explained his new mode,
and suggested to M. DeWendel that it
would L a great improvement for cold-
rolling tinplate, That gentleman said
that he would submit the plan to lis en-
gineers, which he did, and after a
thorough investigation by five of them
it was gnonounood impracticable. They
claimed that the small roll would break,
Tnis was a little more than Bernard
Laush could stand, and he said some
hard words and begged to differ from
them, stating that, with all due appre-
ciation of their very learned techuical
knowledge, he was sorry to say that they
did not| know anything about rolling.
He then turned to M. DeWendel aund
said : *I will build this mill at my own
expense if you will pay me a certain
sum of money if it accomplishes what I
claim,” This offer was accepted, and
the mill was started and did more than
was claimed for it.—Philadelphia
| Record.

THE CENTER OF THE EARTH.

| Baid te be Composed of Gold, Platinum
and Iridium.
. Did you ever stop to consider the
! fact that in all probability the center
| of the earth is a globe of gold, wwidium
and platinum ? says The Chicago Times.
These metals are, of course, in a liquid
state, the iridium at the exact center
(that is, providing there is mnot some
neavier metal at present unknowto
man occupying thas place), the platinum
next and the globe of gold surrounding
| the other two. “But,” you say, ‘‘what
proof have we that your proposition is
a tenable hypothesis ?’ ln answer I’
would say two proofs at least, und per-
haps more: First, the three metals
mentioned are the heaviest kunown
substances, compared bulk for bulk;
this bei‘g the case ‘they would
be naturally attracted ‘to the cen-
(ter of our 'planet, “In the be-
| ‘ginning,” as Moses would say, the
' earth was liquid, if not gaseous.. In
either case the heavy metals mentioned
| were held in solution, By gradual con-
| densation the metals settled to the cen-
' ter; iridium first (with the proviso above
| mentioned), platinum next, gold 'last
| Afges ago, when the crust of the earth
| was thin, very thin, all the gold now
known was vomited outin volcunic erup-
tions. This last mentioned fact is the
second reason for bulieving that ourglobs
has a golden center core woven around
a nucleus of iridium and platinum, A
third reason for believing that there is
gold at the center is this: The earth as
a whole weigh five times as much as a
globe of water of thie same bulk, while
the rocks forming the saine outer crust
are less than three times as heavy as
water,

A
sapitarium especially equipped for, treat-
ing the disease is first of all esgential,
and in the next place the public must
be educated on certain sanitary pre-
csutions in regard to its contagious
pature. We -hope beldre long to see.
established in Toranto an institution that
will serve as a model for other cities
in the province to take pattern by.

WOMEN SHOULD SWIM.

They Can Learn the Art of Swimming
Easier Than Men.

It is not too much to say ibat those
who speod & great part of their time on
the water ought to feel undl::sgn actual
obligation to learn to swim, ot every
one is strong enough to keep it up for a
long distance, but many lives might be
saved if people could keep  themselves
afloat for only a few minutes. until res-
cuers conld reach. them.  Yachtsmen,
as a rule, are swimmers, but many of
the women who sccompany them are
not. This pluces , more responsibility’
upon the men.
they must risk their lives in making ex-
ertions to save those who might just as
well save themselves. A well-known
authority on the subject says that wo-
men can learn the art of swimming
much more easily than can men. If
that be true, then tilere is still less ex=
cuse for them, although it should be
said, on the other side, that they proba-
bly often dp not have so many opportu-
nities for learning.

The suggestion has been made that
swimming in a bathing suit and in one’s
ordinary clothes are two entirely differ-
ent things, and that the ability to do the
formers does not insure success in the
latter. It might be interesting for wo-’
man to enter the water in her usual
walking costume and ses what she
could do, but the idea is rather im-
practicable, and I do not imagine that
we shall hear of mmany such experi-
ments,

Any form of athletio sport may be
brought into discredit through its ab-
use, Those of us who are sincerely in-
terested in the furtherauce and im-
provement of all out-door exercise see
this frequently and with much regret.
Without mentioning other instances,theg
single one of sea-bathing comes to mind
at this time of year,

Again, it may seem unnecessary to
say that a bathing suit is meant to be
worn in the water, but some women do
Dot appear ta think so, To go directly
from the batli-house into the surf, and
return there as soon as the bath is
finished, is in far better taste than to
promenade a public beach in a costume
which is not intended for such use,
and would not be tolerated on the
street, i

As for ~recklessness, if the many
drowning accidents resulting from ven-
turing out too far do mot deter people
from it,-words will not be likely to have
much effect. The strong undertow at
most places along the Atluntic coast is
very dangerous, even .for powerful
swimmers, and should always be borne
in mind.—Harper’s Bazar.

A Bank of England Director,

‘We haye the amplest evidence that no
great institution was ever happier in the
character of those who presided over its
birth and directed its earliest years. The
original directors of the Bank of Eng-
land were among the leading merchants
and the most influential citizens of Lon-
don. No fewer than 7 of the 24 were
chosen, between the years 1696 and 1719,
Lto fill the office of Lord Mayor; two
others were members of Parliament.
There could not have been found any-
where & body of men better qualified to
conduct the new institution. They were
the moneyed men of the community ;
they were thoroughly skilled, by daily
practice, in matters of commerce and
finance ; and they knew, as well as any

Some of them, too, were -able to de-
fend with literally skill and effect the
principles on which the bank was based,
The most distinguished of them all was
Michael Godfrey, the first Deputy-Gov-
ernor, whose name would be remember-
ed even for the ability of his writings if
it were not still better known by the
tragic circumstances of his death, He
died in the trenches at Namur, on the
17th of July. 1695. Along with two of
his colleagues, he had been sent to the
king’s headquarter’s in Flanders,in order
to make arrangements for' the payment
of the troops. TRy

comipanied him out of curiosity to the
trenches where he was struck down
by a cannon ball. His death was
regarded as a grave mational loss and

BLOW-GUN . AND JAGUARS.

So many treasures valuable to the
nasuralist in tropical countries are scat-
tered to the four winds by the first
report of a gun that he soon finds him-
gelf driven to resort to the noiseless and
almost equally-deadly blow-gau. It is
not only the noiselessness of the airgun
that strongly recommends it, but also the
ability that it gives to deal only tempor-
ary paralysis, where death by the shot-
gun would thwart his purpose.

The blow-gun geems to have reached
its highest -development in the Atlas
Amazonas region of South America.
The skill - with which a native of the in-
terior of Brazil, Venezuela or Ecuador
will construct a gun from the simplest
materials. and with the most primitive
tools never ceases to be a wonder of
wonders to the traveler. To construct a
straidht, evenly-tapered, handsomely-
polished pole eight feet long and only
1% inches in diameter at the large end is
no easy task with the best tools known
to the joiner of civilization ; to do this
work ‘with the crudest jackknife and
shell and bone scrapers alone is a much
more difficult job. But to make turough
the length of this pole a three-quarters-
inch hole in which the most critical eye
can detect no blemish or deflexion is an
achievement worthy of unbounded ad-
miration. Yet this is the contract that
almdst any man in that region will
undertake for-a coupls of dollars.

“With -this gun, firmly wrapped with
pita-fiber thread and more or less de-
corated, as the artistic taste of its maker
may dictate, is furnished a bundle of
delicate, needle-pointed arrows made
from the hard midrib of the cocoanut
palm leaf and so wrapped with native
raw cotton as to fit tightly in the bore
of the guu.” With this weapon—a
weapon which attracts no more atten-
tion from a colony of monkeys than a
bamboo fishing-rod, while they soon
learn to dread anything shaped like a
gun—the native or the explorer, after
patient practice, can bring mogt game
out of the tops of the taller trees. Add
to this the fact that for a trifling cost
the arrows may be tipped with poison,
the effect of which is completely to
paralize the motor centers, while com-
mon salt is a perfect antidote therefor,
enabling the hunter to bring his game to

earth, yet spare its life; and an idea

of- the value of the blow-.gua - to-the

hunter of small menagerie animals will

be had.

The most exciting blow-gun sport
that ever fell to my lot was mine one
afternoon after a long and tiresome
tramp through the Bolivian jungles.
For several days I had been hoping to
get a live monkey of a very rare species,
which 1 believed then and now know,
hias never been seen.in Northern mena-
geries. Notwithstanding every precau-
tion, I had been unable to get within
shot of these elusive creatures, of whose
gray coats and white breasts I occasion-
ally caught a glimpse high in the tree
tops, meving along at wonderful speed.
Motion in & tropical jungle is a con-
tinuous battle with innumerable vines,
thorny plants, clinging creepers, pon-
derous inasses’ of rotting vegetation,
boften waist deep. Such travel is.apt to
take all the enargy and caution in one’s
make-up in the mere going itself, and
wheu the care of an eight-foot blow-
gun, easily broken or twisted out of
true, ani the watching for rapidly-
vanishing “‘monks” are added thereto,
the task is an almost impossible one,

Twice during'the day I had suddenly
found myself close upon a large snake,
and while in each case, the crawling
thing wa3s a squeezer and not a biter,the
sengation was an unpleasant one, for
either of them was well able to give s
man his final hug. For awhile each time
1 was rather more cautious as to my
path, but as the day began too grow old
and the monkeys becamerather less wary
I lost all thought of caution; especially
was this the case after I detected signs
that they were Jooking for a lodging-
place for the night.

1 stopped thinking then ; but when my
thinking appuratus resumed work- I
knew that I had been struck on the head
by one of those nuts. and that some time
must have gone by. for it was already
growing dark in the short tropical twvi-
lignt. The blow on my head must have
been in the neighborhood of my bump ot
Jocation, for after I had washed some of
the blood from my face and bathed the
rather ugly gash in my head, 1 found it
impossible to tell in what direction camp
was located. :

A blow-gun has one drawback—it is
no use to fire signals of distress with,
and my pistol taade such a faiut sound
in that mighty wilderness of vegetable
growth that the three shots I fired were
thrown away. Slowly I dragged wryself
along in what appeared to me to be the

The fire had burned so
low that it no longer served to keep
such formidable intruders away; neither
did it shed sufficient light to afford
much aid in locating the exact position
of the creature, whose blood-curdling
cries seemed to come from a spot al-
most at my feet. However, sitting up
with my pistol, with ouly two
shiots remuining in my hand, I
was soon able to discern in the
flickering light a crouching form
about 15 feet away watching me with
the utmost intentness and keeping up
the incessant beating of the tail upon
the ground which always denotes the
utinost tension of the nervous energy in
all the cat tribe. This was quite bad

‘While this cat coneert wonderfully
like, yet woefully dissimilar to those we
are treated to from our city back fences,
was in progress, I was doing a deal of
thinking. This thinking resulted in my
concluding that it wouid be in the
nature of & cat to pounce quickly upon
an adversary taken off its guard or
otherwise at a disadvantage, If I could
manage to shoot either of the brutes,
the unwounded one would doubtless at-
tack the other; but yet there was a
danger of the noise of the shot simply
frightening the unharmed one away,
while the other, if not fatally wounded,
would be a twice dangerous adversary.
Suddenly my blow-gun came to my res
collection, and, cautiously looking
about, I possessed myself of it and assur-
ed myself that it was carefully loaded
with a well-poisoned arrow.

Then Islowly rose to my feet, keeping
my eyes fixed on the beautiful demon
before me, while the violence of the
beating tail, and the volume the
l.hreatenin(i sounds increased very per-
! ceptibly. knew that if I could hit the
jaguar in the open mouth the action of
the poison would be very rapid, al-
though I must be prepared for a mighty
spring 1o my direction, Hence, as I
slowly raised. the blow-gun to position
I kept my. pistol in my right liand ready
for the worst, and as I fired I made a
bound to one side away from the direc-

It is ‘well I did. Almost instantly
with iy fire the wounded jaguar, with
the dart firinly embedded in the back of
his mouth, as I afterv.ard found, landed
within striking reach of where T liad
been standing when I fired, aud as
though actuated by the same electric
current the other brute landed in the
same spot and: on the back of the first,
which 1t began to bite and tear in a
frightful manner. Then followed a
battle royal indeed—one that it is not
given to many men to watch.

PROGRESS ON THE FARM

PRACTICAL SUGGESTIONS IN MANY
IMPORTANT MATTERS.

Value and Use oi Wood Ashes—Droughts
and Rainfalls=The Cucumber Crep—
Scotoh Sanuff for Squash Bugs—Soapsuds
for Celery—Orimson Clover,

Potash is an essential substance in the
soil, and enters into the composition of
all plants, Its place ‘cannot be filled by
soda, for though potash and soda ure
somewhat similar in many respects, yet
they differ widely so far as their uses
ag plant food have been considered and
demonstrated. = Though not found so
abundant in the leguminous plauts, such
as clover, peas, etc., yet it seems to pro-
mote the growth of such crops and
enables them to serve as ‘‘nitrogen
gatherers,” thereby increasing the sup-
ply of nitrogen in the soil when the crops
are plowed under. The sources of
potash in this _country are wood ashes
and the ash of waste substances, such
as cotton hulls, which are rich in potash.
The potash salts are imported from the
mines at Stassfurt, in Germany, and are
in the crude form, mostly as muriates
and sulphates, the cheaper forms being
an admixture with salt and other sub-
stances.

ASHES,

Every farmer knows the uses of wood
ashes, and their beuefit to crops cannot
be denied. The value of wood ashes,
however, depends upon the amount of
actual potash contained. Analyses
show that it 1s seldom that two samples
of wood ashes are alike in composition,
and it is difficult to arrive at an average.
The moisture in ashes varies from 15 to
25 per cent., the potash from 4 tos 7 per
cent., and the lime from 30 to 40 per
cent. About/6 per cent. of actual potash
may be taken as a liberal estimate,
which gives 120 pounds in a ton of 2,000
pounds, the market value of which is
$6.60, at 63 cents per pound, There is
also about 40 pounds of Phospimrlc acid,
valued at about $2.40, .The lime is not
of much value so far as its market price
is concerned, although it is an excellent
addition to the potash as a fertilizer.
About $9 may be said to represent the
actual value of a ton of wood ashes for
fertilizing purposes, though, as stated
above, muoh depends on the materials
from which the ashes miay be obtained.
Cotton-hull ashes sometimes contain as

nt. of potash and 9 per
cid, being worth
r ton.
POTASH SALTS,

The potash #aits, mostly as sulphate
and murnate, contain about 50 per cent,
of actual potash, though the crude ma-
terials vary somewhat. They are less
bulky than ashes, and are more easily
handled and applied to the soil for that
reason. The potash in ashes isuncom-
bined, and very caustic, vut the potash
in the salts are combined with sulphuric
or muriatic acids. The uncombined
potash and the lime of ashes exerta
rapid and beneficial effect on the suil,
and induce chemical changes, The salts
are preferred for fertilizevs, as ashes
would liberate the ammonia in the bags,
and as tlie salts do not vary as much as
ashes in their proportion of actual pot-
ash.a farmer can .more closely estimate
in regard to their value and thus more
intelligently prepare _his plant food for
crops.

ROUND ABOUT THE FARM,

Uses of Skim Milk—Irrigation by Wind~
Mill Power.

The skim milk from one cow is _esti-
mated to be worth $20 a year. So far as
1ts actual proportion of nutsitious matter
is concerned it is more valuable than
cream,because it contains the proteinand
mineral matter. Its value on the farm
depends on the use to which it is applied.
1t should furnish sustenance for twopigs
in a year if used in oonnection with
ciover and grain.

Celery plants wilknot stand drought,
It the plot is asmall one, and will not
\ entail too much lavor by so doing, use
the soapsuds from the family washing
along the rows. Soapsuds are beneficial
to both celéry and asparagus.

The drough prevails in those sections
this season where there is the least tim-
ber, There is room for mvestigation in
the matter of the prolonged drough this
season.

In New England cucumbers for pick-
ling make an important crop, in one
section as much as 4,000 acres having
been planted. The price obtained is
about 50 cents per bushel. They ure
picked when very small and put up in
jars.

CANADA’S CURIOUS FEATURES.

Significance of the Peculiar Trend of the
Great Inland Lakes.

The close observer ol a reliable map of
North America will notice a line of lakes
whose general trend or line of direction
is about parallel with that of the Rocky
Mountains. These lakes begin well up on
the Arctic frontier, with the inland body
of water known as Great Bear Lake, and
continue on down diagonally through the
Doniinion of Canada until they termin-
ate in the great bodies of water that in
part form the northeastern boundary of
the United States. This peculiar lake
system—for a system it really is— con-
tinnes until reaching the drainage of Mis-
sissippi River system and thenislost or
terminates in minor lakelets that are not
worthy of location on an outline map.
It is worthy of note that the Hudson Bay
water system has communication clear
through the Arctic Ocean, and this also
fairly parallels the lake chain under con-
sideration, lining with the Pacific Coast
and the great mountain range. Even
Baffin’s Bay and Davis Strait do the
same, and in this systematic water trend-
ing there is a great physical signifi-
cance.

Now what is the meaning, what is the
genesis of what, accurately speaking, is
known as a lake ?° What was the agency
that made these reservoirs, which do not
involve the principle nor have the nature
of oceanic depressions? These lakes,
large and small, even down to the lake-
lets of New York, Pennsylvania and
Ohio, have on omne of their sides a more or
less abrupt embankment and another side
where dry land is approached by marshi-
ness. The most rational thing we can do
in accounting for them on the lines of
physics, is to accept them as the imprints
