* The March Bank Statement.

Although not all that could be desired,
{et the gtatement of chartered banks
or March is marked by recuperatiye
tendencies. There is shown a slight in-
crease in capital paid up, amounting in
all to $1268, divided between three
banks. There is a noticable reduction
in reserve funds, amounting to $194,667,
the whole of which has been made under
that heading in the Bank of British
Columbia. This seems odd in the face
of an increase in rest account at the
last annual meeting, held only a couple
of months ago. Our banks, with head
offices in London, do not seem to be
able to bear the pressure of the hard
times equal to these with head offices
in Canada. The current of bank notes in
tirculation has again turned to run in
the right direction,and shows an increase
of $699,362, with encouraging prospects
for the future throughout the other
headings of the statement. An increase
of $1,241,952 is shown in balances due
to the Dominion Government, which has
Do special significance from a business
point. Balances due to Provincial
(G‘o_\:cmments show a reduction of $462,-
997.  As is usually expected, we find
deposits of the public reduced consider-
ably over 1 8-4 millions in all, the great-
est amount, viz.. $1,102,359, being in
those payable on demand. The other
items on liabilities are of little import-
nce; as bearing on trade a reduction of
$587,322 is shown in total liabilities.
The change in specie amounts to an in-
crease of $321. Dominion notes show
& reduction of $792,459. Deposits with

»# Dominion Government for security of
note circulation have fallen back to the
_ same amount as in the January state-
. ment, viz.: $1,810,736, a reduction of
$1565, evidently from some misunder-
standing of charging interest to the
Government, as otherwise that account
shoyld remain stationary from July 1 to
the' same date the year following,
Notes and cheques on other banks increas-

ed $190,696, and loans to other banks
secured are reduced  $187,676.  There
has been a reduction of over 238-4 mil-
lions in balance due from banks and
agencies in foreign countries, but an in-
crease of over one million in banks and
agencies. Nearly half a milion reduc-
tion is shown in Dominion Government
debentures, and conmsiderable reduction
in foreign and colonial securities. Rail-
way, securities hold their own, with an
increase of $368,681, but a fall‘u? off
is noticeable in call loans of $770,341.
Currency loans increased $8,463,986, a
goodly move under that heading. Loans
to provincial -governments increased
$202,257. Overdue debts show a re-
duction of $178,127. An increase of
$604,871 is shown in total assets, and
an increase of $385,604 is noticeable in
liabilities of directors.

Vafue of the Parliamentary Libraries.

The joint report of both librarians has
been presented to the House. The first
paragraph of the report reads as fol-
lows: The Colonial Conference of July
and the later conference with the dele-
gates from Newioundland prove in a
most striking manner the value of the
large collection of Imperial and colonial
official reports and publications, which
the librarians make constant efforts to
maintain and increase. The space occu-
pied by such collections is necessarily
large, and, like all space in the library,
is rapidly drawing to an end. As to the
discussion of educational questions, the
report says that the interest
in such matters at present would
justify efforts being made to provide in-
formation on the subject, as well as on
any special question before the public.
In view of the constant discussion on
the labor question a complete set of re-
ports of the Royal Commission on Labor
has been added to the ecollection in tke
library, apart from the Imperial blue
books. These reports contain a vast
amount of information on the conditions
of labor in the United Kingdom and
abroad. : .

© A-¥rluable Work.

Mr. N. 8. Garland, the  well-known
clerk of financial statistics in the De-
partment of Finance, has just published
a work which is bound to be of great
value to banking and commercial men.
It is five years ago since Mr. Garland
first published his book on banks, bank-
ers and banking. The volume was very
warmly received throughout the Eng-
lish-speaking world. The new edition
just out is a vast improvement upon
the former one. It contains all the legis-
lation bearing upon banking and com-
mercial matters in Canada. In addition,
there is a concise history of banking
and currency in the Dominion, followed
by a well-written synopsis of banking
systems in other countries, including Eng-
land, Scotland and Ireland, Australia,
France, Germany, Spain, Sweden, Rus-
sia and the United States. Tables of
the currencies of every country in the
world, with explanatory notes, are
also given in the book. There is also
an interesting chapter relating to bills
of exchangze and promissory notes ° pre-
fatory to an explanation of the legis-
lation existing in Canada. Insurance
men will be interested in the explana-
tory notes on insurance legislation.

The summary of the commercial laws
of the several provinces is well done. The
latter half of the work is a -very com-
plete finameial directory, containing in-
formation pertaining to banks in all
parts of the world. The appendix con -
tains an abstract of the annual statement
of the principal banks in Canada. The
volume is bound to prove of great 'value
to commercial men generally.

The Geological Survey.

There is one feature of the
work of the geological survey which is
often lost sight of. With the object of
encouraging the study of gedlogy the
department donates collections of min-
erals to educational institutions in Can-
ada, in each case ranging from 100 to
150 specimens. During the past year 44
High schools, Academies or Collegiate
institutes were supplied in this way, the
total number of specimens sent out being
5930, aggregating over two toms in
weight of material.

UNITED ACTION OF BUROPEAN POW-
ERS TO REVISE THE TREATX.

it Is Belleved Russia Will Demand Terri-
torial Compensation in Manchuria —
Germany and France Will Co-Operate
~—Nothing Yet Known as to the Actual
Contents of the Peace Treaty.

New York, April 20.—The Times Lon-
don cable says: There is still & com-
plete and baffling uncertainty as to
what is to come out of the situation in
the far east. The London Foreign Of-
fice never gossips, and now it is more
severely buttoned up than ever. On the
Continent there is more fluent expression
of opinions, but these are not obviously
. Everything depends upon
Russia, and everybody is perforce wait-
ing for a hint what direction she is to
move in. There is a theory here that
she will turn up with a demand for ter-
ritorial compensation in Manchuria, and
probably get it. This, however, and
everything else, is complicated by our
real ignorance of Japan’s mood and aims,
and of her actual as_distinguished from
her published undeMtanding with Li
Hung Chang. The statement from Wash-
ington that Russia has been all along
consulted by Japan, and was in complete
accord with her at every step, is laugh-
ed at here. . ‘

A Matter of the Gravest Importance.

The Sun’s London special says: Europe
awaits with the keenest interest authen-
tic news of the treaty of peace betiveen
Japan and China. The matter is re-
garded by all the great powers as of
the gravest importance of any diploma-
tic event since the Berlin treaty was
signed. Now that the war has ' ended
in a manner such as no European pro?
phet has foretold, there are not want-
ing expressions of regret in all the great
capitals that Lord Rosehery’s. advice
to the powers to interfere at the out-
set was not acted upon.

The diplomatic apprehension which is
almost everywhere expressed tends,
however, to much exaggerate the dan-
ger from Japan’s menacing growth from
a child to a giant among the natiomns.
Few fears are felt of any immediate
effect upon European interests, but all
the foreign offices profess to see the
gravest dangers in the suggestion of a
Chinese-Japanese alliance, with anavow-
ed Asia fop the Asiatic’s policy.

Japan Igsllnc Europecan Opinion.

It is gederally understood that the
forthcoming treaty will contain no clause
to this effect, but the impression pre-
vails that there will be several secret
agreements, which are not included in
the official treaty. It is understood that
Japan has been carefully testing Euro-
pean opinion for several weeks past, by
'throwing out this and other suggestions
in so-called forecasts of the terms of
peace. This special point aroused such
unanimous opposition that the Japan-
ese Government made haste through its
Minister to France yesterday to allay
the apprehension. He denied, with au-
thority, that the treaty contains any
provisions for an ofiensive and defensive
alliance, He added: “It appears to me
impossible - that there can be any-entente
between two nations which have long
been separated by feelings of antipathy
and even deep hatred. Indeed, I am
almost certain that there is no alliance,
a.pd that the treaty is a mere pact put-
ting an end to hostilities.”

He wentonto remark thatinspite of
an armistice and approaching peace, the
Japanese Government had been compell:
ed to interfere with many local news-
papers, as they were abusing China in
a most violent manner. Europe, he con-
cluded, had no reason to feel disturbed
at the stipulation of the treaty, as Ja-
pan, far from becoming a military or
commercial adversary, would open fresh
markets in Asia for Europeans and Ame-
ricans.

Will Be Revised in Europe.

There is no doubt that the treaty will
be secretly revised by the European
Cabinets before it is ratified on May 8,
but whether any suggestions which may
be made will be accepted by China and
Japan is, of course, impossible to say.
The belief is strong that both Russia»
and England will make an active use
of the influence on the impression pre-
vailing in the diplomatic circles of Lon-
don, that Japan will be shrewdly willing
to make important strategic conces -
gions in Asia to those powers, in order
to secure liberty to carry out her plans
without interference,

The Treaty Ratified.

London, April 21.—A despatch from
Hiroshima to the Central- News says
that the Mikado ratified the Chino-Ja-
panese treaty this afternoon.

Russia Will Protest Against the Treaty.

St. Petersbarg, April 20.—A semi-of-
ficial note has been issued to the news-
papers here to the effect that the Rus-
sian Government is in no wise satis-
fied with the Chino-Japanese treaty, es-
pecially the clause providing for the
cession of Liao-Tong. Russia, the note
says, will act in concert with other
powers in protecting the -interests of
Europe, even supposing one of the great
powers does not share in such action.

Germany and France Will Assist Russia.

Berlin, April 21.—The Koelnische Zei-
tung contains this statement: In view of
the pressure exercised by.the Japanese
war party, Germany urged Japan at the
beginning of March to be moderate in
her terms of peace, adding that a demand
for the cession of mainland territory
would be especially calculated to induce
European intervention. When it appear-
ed from reports of the conditions otfered
by Japan, that she was little disposed
to follow this friendly advice, initial
steps were taken on March 23 to estab-
lish an understanding with the European
powers, A complete agreement was
reached by Germany and Russia, and
the co-operation of France was secured.
The three powers will now proceed to
take joint steps in Japan to protect their
interests. The territorial changes at
which Japan aims will be the first.point
to be kept in view., The object is to
prevent Japan from entwining herself so
tightly round China as to be able, in case
of need, to shut off the latter entirely
from Europe. Such an injury to their
interests the powers desire to avert in
good time. Japan has shown hitherto
such ei pection ‘that she may be
expecte® now also to desist from draw-
ing the bow too tightly. ; ;

The Nord Deutsche Allgemeine _Zeltung
says: Germany never had any '{dea of
abstaining from intervention 1n the
east, Throughout the war she has been
fully alive to the great danger .that
might arise for Europe, both politically
and commercially, as & resylt o‘f the new
order of things in East Asia. Germany’s
share in the European interests con-
cerned is so important that the Govern-
ment would be guilty of serious neglect
in case it should net yindicate our claims
with firmness and getermination to the
Tull extent.

While the native Hawaiians
still constitute the largest nationality,
84,000, to the Japanese 25,000 the latter
have the greater number of male adults,
being 20,000 to the natives’ 16,000. There
can be no doubt that a small Japanese
squadron, with 1000 troops, co-operating
with the resident Japanese, could easily
overcome any resistance possible for all
the rest of the population of Hawaii to
make.

The safety of this Government against
an early conquest by Japan must be in
the protection of the United Stateb.
Failing in that, appeal must be made
to British protection. The feeling of thie
Governinent is becoming clear that they
may at an early day find themselves
under the necessity of surrendering these
islands to England in order to escape
from the Japanese aggression, unless the
United States adopts a definite and de-
cided policy of protection.

@00V NEWS FROM THE CHITRAL.

Robertson's Garrison im the Chitral Re:
iteved by Gemeral Low. i

Calentta, April 20.—General Sir Robert
Low, who commands the Chitral expe-;
dition, telegraphs from the fort of Jam-
batai Pass, which he is about to cross
that disturbing news has reached him res
garding the British garrison in the Chis!
tral fort. The garrison, he says, is hard
pressed by the tribesmen, who, on April
16, carried the mines within 10, yards
of the fort. Gemeral Gatacre, the com-
mander of the second brigade, who is
advancing upon Dir, is pushing forward
with all possible hastes The news re-
ceived in Simla in the last few days justi-
fies the fear that the efforts to relieve
Mr. Robertson and his companions in the
fort will prove too late.

A late despatch says: General Sir Ro-
bert Low telegraphed this morning from
his camp at Batai Pass that Mr. Robert-
son, the British agent, and the rest of
the garrison of the Chitral Fort had been
relieved. No details were given.

MUST ADOPT A GOLD STANDARD.

Secretary Meorton Declares That This Must
Be the Policy of the U.8.

Washington, April 20.—Secretary Mor-
ton gave out Saturday a significant in-
terview on the silver question. When
asked if he thought anything would grow
out of the proposed International mone-
tary conference, Mr. Morton replied: “I
do not believe that an International
Congress can establish permanently a
commercial rate between rice and wheat,
but if an International conference can
fix the price in gold or silver, it can
also fix the price of wheat or of any
other commodity, and thereby avoid all
the possible shrinkages in values which
tend to cause panics.”

“ What,” asked the reporter, *should
be the policy, then, of this country, if
nothing is to be gained by & further
discussion of this question through the
agency of an International conference.?”’

“ My own judgment is,” said the secre-
tary, “that we must sooner or later
declare that the United States recognize
gold as the best and least fluctuating
measure of value and medium of ex-
change which the commerce of civiliza-
tion has thus far utilized.”

Mr. Bolden and the Bishop of Quebec’s
son, Canon Cayley, read the iesson, and
Canon DuMoulin preached the sermons
The musical service, under Choirmaster
Schuch and Organist Bowles, was grand.
The Easter hymn ‘ Hallelujah” gave a
foretaste of the treat. Sir A. Sullivan’'s
anthem, “ O Gladsome Light,” was given
in fine style ; Miss Louie Craig sang the
solo by Mascheroni, “ Holy Redeemer.”
The patriot hymn, to the tune Mozart,
“0 King of Kings, Thy blessing shed
on our anointed Sovereign’s head,” pre-
ceded the sermon.

Eulogy en England

Canon DuMoulin preached eloquently
from the words, “ What nation is there
so great, who hath God so high unto
them, as the Lord our God is in all
things that we call upon him for ?” The
preacher showed how English-speaking
people had concentrated the qualities
of the three ancient peoples—religious -
ness of the Hebrew, intellectuality of
the Greeks, the faculty of organization
and rule of the Romans. This sur-
vey led him to eulogize Britain’s mission-
ary enterprise and Ohristian philanthropy.
The intellectual sketch was admirable,
beginning with Chaucer down to the pre-
sent day. In secience the Canon’s range
extended from Newton to Sir Thomas
Young. British colonization was an in-
spiring topic ; so was that of inveption.
Eloquent the Canon waxed on electricity
and its- developments, and wonderfu] was
the forecast he gave of its usefulness.
The wealth of England, greater than that
of any nation on earth, was noticed, and
the increase of the English-speaking peo-
ples. This is several times greater than
the Roman Empire in the days of its
greatest power and magnificence.

In an eloquent peroration the Canon
besought his hearers to uphold the prin-
ciples which had made England great.
He entered his solemn protest, against
the error of modern days, the elimination
of God from the government of the world
and from systems of education.

The Hallelujah Chorus from ‘ The Mes-
siah” was admirably rendered; then
came the National Anthem, heartily sung.
by the large congregation; the service
concluding with Dr. Watts’ well-known
hymn, to the tune of St. Ann, “ O God,
Our Help in Ages Past.”

The collection in aid of the charitable
funds of the society amounted to $116.

The annual dinner takes place on Tues-
day evening, at which the Earl of Aber-
deen, Governor-General, will be present.

THERE IS NO ETERNAL HELL

50 PREACHED AN EVANGELICAL
MINISTER LAST NIGHT.

Rev. W. Johnston in Western Congrega-
tional Church—Does Not Believe in the
Horrid Picture of Brimstone and Fire
—A Remnant of the Dark Ages and a
Falsehood Against Christ.

Rev. W. W. Johnsten preached on “The

Larger Hope,” in the Western Congrega-

tional Church last night, taking a de-
cided stand against the generally di
fused doctrine of eternal punishment.
He said there was no other question on
which so much secret doubt existed. Of
course with the unthinking, who thought
a thing was true because it was gen-
erally accepted as such, the belief in
a never-ending hell was unquestioned.
There are others who consider it one
of the worst forms of infidelity to doubt
the existence of such a place, and who
supported their belief by isolated texts
which they did not understand. A great
many of those most furious in their de-
fence of hell would be the most likely
to get there, if such a place existed, by
reason of the ungodliness of their lives.

While the preacher believed that there
was a state of suffering for those who
die in sin, there was nothing in the
Scripture to teach- him that it was of
unending duration. He did not believe
that death shuts the door of hope to’
the sinner; it was incompatible with
his faith in God as a fathe~. But,s&y
some, God is a sovereign also. No, He
is first a father, then a sovereign, and
everyone should found his faith on
that. Nowadays but few believe in the
horrid pictures of a hell of brimstone
and fire that wused to be accepted as
true, and there some progress had been
made. Still there were earnest Chris-
tian souls whose minds dwelt gn the
horrors of hell and the agonies of the
damned in deep grief that others should
undergo such suifering. They stopped
short in their attempt to discover if
the belief were really true, in fear that
if the word, which has been translated,
“ Everlasting ' does not mean unend-
ing, it would rob them of their hope
of an everlasting Heaven as well. It
is true that the. word is im-
properly travslated ° both when
applied to heaven and hell in the scrip-
ture, and does not mean unending, but
it must be remembered that the hope of
heaven is not built on a word, but on a
doctrine. On the contrary, the belief in
everlasing hell is founded only on words
and phrases, of which there were many
isolated instances in the Bible. It was
to do violence to truth to say that the
belief was founded on anything but these
few words and phrases. The notion of
unending torment is a remmant of the
belief of the gark ages; a falsehood
against Christ, who died for us, and
against the God of infinite love.

1f you say that God cannot pardon the
sinner after death, you deny that He is
a being of infinite power, if you say that
He can, but will not, you deny that He
is} a being of infinite grace. The fear of
hell cannot be the motive of sound faith
in a man. There is no salvation, \as
God understands it, by such means. To
him that dies in sin there will be the
purifying ordeal of Gehenna. God deter-
mines to destroy your sin rather than
to allow it to destroy you. But the pun-
ishment is not eternal. In teh strictes’t
sense God does not punish but chastiseth.
When He visits suffering on sinners,, both
here and in the hereafter, it is as a re-
medial means,

During the University investigation
last week counsel for the students in-
terrogated one of the professors as to
whether he was a sceptic or not. ~ We
are sorry the professor in guestion did
not assert his rights and refuse to
answer the question. The commissioners
should have interfered and protected the
witness from this attempt to restore
the Inquisition. It was the students
who prompted their counsel to ask the
question. They thought they would
score a point by charging some of the
Fprofessors of the college with being
unorthodox in their religious belief, and
they commissioned their counsel to re-
sort to the Inquisition to proveit. We
are sorry, we say, that Professor Wright
admitted the propriety of the question
by answering it. This is just another
instance of the efirontery of the few
meddlesome students who are respon-
sible for most of the trouble at Uni-
versity College. What may be the re-
ligious views of the professors is mno

| concern of the students or of anyome

else. The University is a State insti-
tution, and, as such, the professors are
not, and must not be made, amenable to
religious tests. Xnox College can pre-
scribe whatever religious test it desires,
and the students of that college would
be justified in making the professors toe
the mark and answer their catechism.
University College, being a State institu-
tion, is altogether different. As long
as the professors refrain from inculcating
any religious or sceptical doctrines upon
the students they canmot be cross-ques-
tioned as to theig views. When they
were appointed to office their religious
opinions were not made part of the
contract of their engagement. The fact
that ' the students are trying to in-
troduce religious medievalism into the
University shows how badly they require
to be disciplined.

A SPECIFICIDUTY ON BICYCLES.

.Since The World recommended the im-

position of a specific duty and a high
ad valorem duty upom bicycles imported
into this country, several papers have
discussed the matter, and most of them
are favorable to giving the new indus-
try -every possible chance to establish
itsell in Canada. Thée suggestions of The
“World to impose a specific duty of at
least $256 on every bicycle has been
generally approved of by those who ad-
mit the efficacy of protection. The
News last night, however, objects to
such a specific duty on the ground that
it means a tax of 50 per cent. on low-
priced wheels and 25 per cent. on higher
grades. This, we. take it, is the very
reason why a specific duty of $25 should
be levied. If we in Canada cannot make
the highest grade of wheels, as some
claim, we can at least make those of a
poorer grade, and for this very reason
we should be allowed the whole Cana-
dian market in this line. We do not
admit, however, that ounly the poorer
class of wheels can be made in Canada.
The wheels turned out by some of the
Canadian manufacturers this year are
just as good ih every respect as those
made by the best manufacturers in
other countries. We are pleased to
see that the Canadian people are be-
ginning to appreciate the Canadian
wheel. Some of our own wheels are
bought in preference to crack American
and English wheels,

In 1890 there were seventeen manu-
! facturers of bicycles in the United States,
and they turned out in the neighbor-
hood of 40,000 wheels in the year. In
1895 the manufacturers bad increased
to 126 in number, and. their output is
estimated at 500,000 machines. These
figures give us an idea of the way in
which this industry is galloping ahead
in Canada as well as in the United
States. 1f we only will allow Canadian
manufacturers to have the benefit of
the whole Canadian market, we will
soon see our manufactories increase ten-
fold in number and the output become
correspondingly large. We trust dur-
ing the present session of the Dominion
Parliament that both a specific and an
ad valorem duty sufficient to secure for
our own manufacturers the Canadian
market will be imposed upon finished
bicycles.

PROPOSED STREET PAVEMENTS.

THE TOMLINS A GOOD TURN.

But as This Good Turn Resulted in an In-

Justice to the Creditors of the Tomlins
Mr. Justice Strect D That the Sale
Was Fraudulent and Assesses Costs
Against the Defendants.

Robert Davies against Benjamin Tom-

ia,

lin, Mrs. Tomlin and H. R. Frankland,
on trial at Osgoode Hall the
days of last week,is another case arising
out of the fatal mortgage covenant. In

last three

October, 1890, at the height of the boom,

William Davies. lent Mr. Tomlin $5000
on mortgage of one and a half acres of
land and a brick house in Pape-avenue,
about half a mile north of Danforth-ave-
nue. ~ According to the plaintiif’s esti-
mate, the house is too good for the
locality and the property is unsaleable,
og wilt not realize bali the amount loan-
ed.

In October last Robert Davies sued Mr.
Tomlin on the covenant, and on Nov. 7
recovered judgment for over $6000. In
the month of June previously Mr. Tom-
lin had conveyed to his wife certain
other property in consideration of $1000,
which amount Mrs, Tomlin had received
in 1888 under her mother’s will, and it
was alleged had loaned to her husband

Mr. Frankland Appears in the Case.

On Nov B (two days before the plain-
tif’s judgment) Mrs. Tomlin sold the
property to H. R. Frapkland for $1500.
Robert Davies then brought this action
and impeached the conveyance to Mrs.
Tomlin and the subsequent sale by her
to Mr. Frankland.

Mr. C. H. Ritchie, Q.C., and Mr. Ludwig
were counsel for Mr. Davies; Mr. Edward
Meek for Mr. and Mrs. Tomlin and Mr.
T. H. Bull for Mr. Frankland.

Mr., Davies in his evidence stated he
had known Tomlin for a number of years
when he was an hotelkeeper, and had
made the $5000 loan to him without a
valuation, not treating it as a regular
matter of business, Only one instalment
of interest on the mortgage had been
paid to him, though he had frequently
applied for payment. In July last he
noticed a Division Court judgment
against Tomlin, and after seeing him
about it decided to sue on his mortgage.
The. house is now rented at $10 a month.

Tomlin's Evidence.

Benjamin Tomlin said he was former-
ly, from 1878, an hotelkeeper on the
Don Flats. His hotel had been expro-
priated for about $138,000 for the Don
improvements. His wife had managed
the hotel, while he was engaged as a
contractor. In Janpary, 1889, he
bought some land at the cormer of
Broadview and Allen-avenues from Wil-
liam Barrett and shortly afterwards
erected two brick stores on it.
property in Pape-avenue had been bought
from the Helliwell estate in 1887 and
a house built on it. He considered there
was a margin of $4000 on this property.
He had at one time been offered $10,000
($8000 in cash). He had treated the
$1000 of his wife’s money as a loan
which he had to invest for her, and the
Broadview-avenue property = was 'built
immediately afterwards, -and he always
considered he had to make it over to her
(subject to the existing $8500 mort-
gage), when she asked for it. Mrs. Tom-
lin confirmed her husband’s evidence and
detailed the eircumstances of the sale] to
Mr. Frankland. L

H. R Frankland’s Testimony.

H.!R. Frankland said he was first ap-
plied to by Mr. Tomlin on the morning
of Nov. 5 to buy the property. He did

pot want it, but after a short discus-

sion agreed to assume the existing
mortgages and pay $15600, if the papers
were all right. He went direct to Mr.
Greer's office and the transaction was
closed that afternoon about 4 o’clock.
He saw nothing suspicious about it. He
gave a cheque for interest on ome of
the mortgages, and another cheque to
Mrs: Tomlin for ‘the balance, $1302.80.
On the following morning he borrowed
$1200 from John Hallam and deposited
it, and Mrs, Tomlin then cashed the
cheque, After she had paid the taxes
and made some other payments, he ask-
ed if she intended to use all that was
left. If not he would like to borrow
it until after Christmas, and pay 6 per
cent. interest. Mrs, Tomlin said she
would think about it. In the same after-
poon he called at her store and she let
him have $860, for which he gave an
1.0.U. He repaid $¥ohn Hallam the
$1200 the same day.
Paid the Money Back With the Same Bills.
The teller from the Dominion Bank
proved that Mrs. Tomlin was paid in
$60 bills of that bank. Mr. John Hal-
lam, jr., proved that the $1200 had been
repaid in 24 $60 Dominion Bank bills,
and Mr. Kelso, from the Ontario Bank

(Mr. Hallam’s bank), was called on the’

same point.

Thomas Bryce, Miss Mills (Mr. Frank-
land’s bookkeeper), A. W. Ballantyne and
John Kemp were also examined.

Upon the question of the value of the
Pape-avenue property, J.  W. Whitney,
George A. Case, Meliort Boulton, Frank
Cayley, Benjamin Brock, William Brand,
Ald. Blong and T. P. Whitlam gave evi-
dence. :

John Greer was examined after the
counsel for all the parties had waived
professional privilege.

stated he acted for Tomlin in October

last, and put in the appearance for
him. On Nov. &, he saw Mr. Tomlin.
He then heard for the first time that
the Broadview-avenue _property and
the chattels had been made over to Mrs.

She is very
conscientious, and /her im seemed a
genuine one. He aflvised that, although
morally she had good right to the
property, it could, thought, be suc-
cessfully attacked by Wir.

Where Is the IO U ?

An 1.0.U. was given by Mr. Frank-
land, but it has disappeared. A little
later he gave to the daughter a note
for $860. This has been deposited in
court. It is not in a negotiable form,
and Mr. Frankland has since paid ‘the
amount of it iuto court. Frankland
was unable to recollect transactions of
three or four days ago, and I was obliged
to point out to bim the doubt this threw
on his other evidence, and this made him
brush up his memory. I think this is
the explanation of the transaction:
Frankland was willing to do the Tom-
lins a good turn. He didn’t want the
property, and couldn’t buy it—certain-
ly not at the full vaulue—but was will-
ing to belp, and probably. did not know
he was doing anything improper. He
made  the -advanee to protect the pro-
perty, and desiguedly abstained from en-
quiring. ‘I can’t understand any other
reason. On tLe authorities Frankland
was affected with notice of the defects
in Tomlin’s title. The conveyance to
Mrs. Tomliu was a preference, and the
case would have been clear but for
Frankland’s interposition, and I think he
must be imputed with notice as though
he had been present.

It must be declarcd thut the convey-
ances to Mrs. Tomlin and Mr. Frankland
are fraudulent against creditors, the
property must be sold, and out of the
proceeds Frankland is to be allowed the
interest and tuxcs he has paid. Costs
are allowed against all three defendants,
and are to be paid out of the $860 in
court, and the balance i® to be repaid
to Frankland.

Board of Works to Decide For il’lll'ty
Sireets—Down-Draft Furnages.

To the Committee on Works, which
meets this aiternoon at 2 o’clock, ‘the
City Engineer recommends that per-
mission be granted to the Grand Trunk
Railway Company to extend their eid-
ing on the Esplanade for the purpose
of giving additional accommodation to
the Toronto Railway Company for de-
livery of coal into’ their power house,
on condition that an agreement satis-
factory to the City Solicitor and En-
gineer be signed. {

There is no objection to giving fhe
Wheelmen’s Association permission to
construct a six-foot cinder path on'the
Lake Shore-road, entirely at their own
expense, under the direction' and super-
vision of the Works Department.

The Eugineer gives a list of streets
on which pavements ought to be re-conr
structed as soon as practicable this
year, as they are in a very dangerous
condition. The cost of each pavement is
given, and it is for the committee to
decide to-day whether such ‘pavements
shall be brick, asphalt or cedar block.
