Size of the Ark.
In Genesis vi, 15, we have the meas­

ure of the ark to be as follows: “The 
length *ot the ark shall be 300 cubits, 
the breadth of it 60 cubits and the 
height of it 30 cubits.” We find that 
authorities differ somewhat as to the 
exact length of a cubit It may bç 
from eighteen inches to twenty-one 
inches. If we take twenty inches as 
the length of a cubit the ark would 
measure 500 feet by 831-3 feet by 60 
feet. A slight variation, one way or 
the other, will make no material differ­
ence in the final measure.

a Greek Battleship.

Hia Pluck and Strategy Resulted In
Making the Powerful Enemy Veaeel
Lie Heipleee Within the Landlocked
Watere of the Gulf of Arts.

It was during the war between 
Greece anà Turkey In 1897 that the 
Inhabitants of Gala Krinl—a large vil­
lage, since destroyed by the Turks, on 
the shores of the gulf of Arta—awoke 
one morning to find that a Hellenic 
battleship had entered the gulf and 
cast anchor off the shore. The sur­
prise of the Inhabitants of Gala Krinl 
was nothing compared with that of a 
party of five Turkish officers, who, 
from the very crest of a hill towering 
above the village, watched the vessel 
through their telescopes.

These Turkish officers were on an 
argent and important mission —to 
block out the Hellenic fleet from the 
gulf of Arta. Behind them, at the 
bottom of the deep ravine, were a 
number of heavy guns which had been 
dragged all the way from Salonlld, a 
long and difficult task, and with this 
artillery they had been ordered to for­
tify the strait

To reach the strait, however, the 
Turkish column had to run the gantlet 
of the battleship's heavy guns, which 
meant sheer destruction. Somehow or 
other they must escape the man-of- 
war or prevent her Interference with 
their work, but to do this seemed Im­
possible.

In the midst of their discussion a 
young officer who had been listening 
said he could bold the vessel a prison­
er If they wofild allow him His plead­
ing won. and. hurriedly chanoine his

doth es for those of a shepherd, he de-, 
seen (led In that disguise to Gala Krinl.

Late that night a number of figures 
stole through the dark alleys of the vll- 
lage toward the shore. Close to the 
water’s edge was an old boathouse, 
used as a shed for repairing boats. 
This the party silently entered and by 
the flickering light of a taper searched 
the black Interior. At length there was 
a gentle rattle and from the gloom 
emerged Hassan, stripped to the waist, 
dragging u heavy chain. This, with the 
help of his comrades, he began to pull, 
and after an hour’s laborious work the 
end of the great chain—once the cable 
of a Turkish vessel—was reached.

From the beach the chain was loaded 
on board a large calque, whose sides 
and floor had been covered with cloth 
to deaden the sound. This task accom­
plished, three men got In with Hassan 
and rowed with muffled oars toward a 
large rock In the middle of the bight 
Bound this rock the chain was laid and 
securely fastened. One man having 
been landed on the crag to keep guard 
over t|ls end. the boat set out cautious­
ly for the battleship, looming like a 
phantom In the distance. Not a sound 
did the men make as link by link the 
massive chain was paid out over the 
stern Into the still water till they 
reached the vesseL

There was an excited gleam In Has- 
san's eyes as, with a sign to his com­
rades, he gradually lowered himself 
Into the dark water, guiding himself by 
passing his fingers over the battleship's 
plates. A slight grating of the chain 
against the hull was all that his anxious 
companions In the boat heard, though 
now and then a reassuring pull was 
felt on the line that Hassan held, di­
recting them how to pay out the chain. 
Honrs rather than minutes seemed to 
have gone by ere the young officer 
came to the surface. So exhausted by 
his long dive was he that he had to he 
almost lifted Into the boat

The early ravs of dawn' revealed a 
sight which astonished the Greek com­
mander. 'A whole regiment of Turks 
were on the march toward the strait 
of Arta, with train after train of artil­
lery, the last of which disappeared be­
yond the intervening head before the 
ship’s guns could be brought to bear 
on them. The commander gave orders 
for thp guns to be run out and decks 
cleared for action, while the anchor 
was weighed, his intention being to 
prevent the Turks from fortifying the 
strait before they had become too 
strong. “Full speed ahead 1” went the 
order to the engine room, and, pro­
pelled by her mighty screw, the bat­
tleship advanced, only to lurch back­
ward as if dragged by some unseen 
force. Work as the engines would, 
the vessel seemed to be in an enchant­
ed circle, beyond which it was impos­
sible to go. £

It was not until the sun’s rays had 
penetrated the deep blue water along­
side that the secret was revealed and 
the massive chain was discovered pass­
ing round the ship’s propeller and the 
adjacent rock. * .

Before it could be removed, how­
ever. the strait had been sufficiently 
fortified by the Turks and a power­
ful Greek warship lay a helpless pris­
oner within the landlocked waters of 
Arta.

Economy

If tha people as a whole under­
stood clearly why it was necessary to 
economize, there would be a much 
greater response to the appeals of the 
leaders of the nations. The enorm­
ous purchases made by the Allies 
from our manufacturers have entailed 
the payment of high wages to indus­
trial workers and thus, from the very 
necessities of the Empire, the latter 
find themselves possessed of a greater 
purchasing power than at any prev­
ious time. This power can be used 
either for selfish gratification or for 
helping to win the war. If the for 
mer—the selfish—course is followed 
it is practically frittering away the 
resources of the Empire. On the 
other hand, the thoughtful patriot 
will save every cent to lend to his 
country. Those with the habit of 
spending freely are apt to look with 
aversion upon those with a dispo 
sition to save, but for the time being 
those who do save are the ones who 
forge the “silver bullets” that are 
now more than ever necessary.

The United States imports half a 
million tons of rags and waste paper 
a year, and yet burns and destroys 
carelessly more than she imports. 
The people of Canada may well profit 
by the information. All kinds of rags 

white and colored—linen or cotton 
or woolen—are made into paper. All 
kinds of paper—soiled, inked or clean 

newspapers, magazines, books or 
wrapping paper—have a ready mar­
ket. Sir George Foster says : “It is 
of great importance now that this 
waste should be stopped, and that the 
saved material should be used to re­
produce fresh supplies. A little at­
tention to the saving of rags and old 
papers will mean a genuine relief to 
our paper industries.”

Canada is to go in for the manu­
facture of aeroplanes. This matter 
has been considered and a decision 
hai been reached to establish 
SO 100I and also to have built and 
equip in Canada a factory which will 
turn out aeroplanes complete with 
the motors, which heretofore have 
not been built in this country.

In England there are now 10,000 
war savings associations at work, and 
thousands of working families are 
saving who never saved before. The 
teaching and practice of thrift have 
bicorne as much a part of national 
defence as physical training of young 
men to fit them for military work,

Merchants who are paying 100 to 
400 per cent, more for their wrap­
ping paper will be able to sympathize 
with the newspaper publishers, whose 
raw material is largely paper. It may 
be difficult to establish the fact that 
a combine exists among the paper 
manufacturers of Canada, but no one 
seriously doubts it.

London Chronicle : The largest 
walnut grove in England—at Kernps- 
ton near Bedford—was formed a cen­
tury ago entirely for the sake of the 
timber. The then owner of the farm 
planted 365 trees for the cynical rea­
son that the wood would always be 
wanted for gun-stocks. His dismal 
prophecy has hitherto proved only 
too terribly true- ,

In 1908 Lord Fisher wrote in h's 
daughter’s birthday book that Gei"- 
many would be at war with England 
in 1914, and that Jellicoe would be 
the Nelson of the fleet.

Until the war, 
however, the Duke of Connaught, 
the jmost Brit sh of all Queen Vic­
toria’s sons, used to speak German in 
the family circle.

Carnegie Pledges
(From the Ontario Library Review)

When application is made to the Car-" 
negie Corporation for a grant of money 
tor a Library, a Municipal Council is 
asked to enter into an agreement to ex­
pend annually ten per cent, of the 
amount of the Carnegie gift for Library 
purposes. This is not an unreasonable 
request. There are many Library auth­
orities who think twelve and a half should 
be asked by the Corporation. Our best 
Libraries expend annually from fifteen" 
to twenty per cent, of t^e value of their 
buildings.

The chief difficulty in raising funds to 
support a good Library is with communi­
ties with less than, 1,500 inhabitants'. No 
community should make a pledge until 
all arrangements have been made to 
ensure the payment. A pledge is a 
pledge and the honor of a community is 
always at stake in making one.
It is unwisq to depend very much, upon 

the ssistance ot the Legislative grant, 
fines, and miscellaneous receipts to make 
up the amount required.

On the whole the mu-.Lipalities that 
have received Carnegie buildings have 
done wonderfully well, but a few' of the 
smaller places find difficulty in raising 
the necessary funds for maintenance.

The two most important features of a 
Public Library are the Librarian and the 
bi oks, also a good Library Board When 
a small Library with a fine building has 
not adequate funds, the result is usually 
felt in the book account and in the lib­
rarian’s salary, the two most essential 
features that should never be neglected.

Oue half mill on the taxable assess* 
ment is all the Library is sure of, how­
ever a Municipal Council may by a two- 
thirds vote of all its members,^ increase 
the rate to three-fourths of a mill which 
would aid the Library board very much 
with the yearly expenses.

"I therefore think that any state 
or states of the en tenté who would

to-day harbor the thought of peace 
would be guilty of an act of treason. 
Rather than accept a peace contam­
inated by the germ of other wars, it 
would have been better not to em­
bark on the present war at all.

“Thé deadly germ of war can be 
killed only by destroying Austria as » 
state and depriving Germany of 
every illusion of predominacy. It is 
necessary to proclaim this fearlessly 
and openly, as Premier Asquith and 
Lloyd George did."

Lambton Sugar Beet Growers 
Organize )

A largely attended meeting of the 
Sugar Beet Growers of Enniskillen, 
Piympton township, was held in the 
Agricultural office, Petrolea, on Thurs­
day, November 2nd. Reeve Simpson of 
Enniskillen township, called the meeting 
to order and explained why all the sugar 
beet growers were asked to attend this 
meeting. “We want our rights, and no­
thing but our rights,” was Reeve Simp­
son’s first assertion. “Sugar Beet grow­
ers are not receiving a just return for 
their labor in comparison to what the 
manufacturer is receiving tor sugar. 
Beet sugar manufacturers claim that the 
average per centage of sugar in a ton of 
beets for the past few years is 15 per 
cent. Before the war this netted the 
manufacturer $13.50, and the grower 
received $4.50 per ton. To-day the man­
ufacturer receives $22.50 for the same 
product and the grower receives $5.50 
per ton for beets. One receives an in­
crease of $9.00 per ton while the other 
only receives an increase of one dollar 
per ton.

The average crop of beets per acre in 
Lambton County for the past two years 
has not been over 8 tons. At present 
prices the growers do not receive current 
wages for his labor. The growers are 
determined not to sign contracts for 
sugar beets for 1917 unless they receive 
at least a flat rate of $7.00 per ton or an 
understanding to be reached that the 
price of beets will correspond to the 
raise and fall in the price of sugar.

Local Beet Growers’ Club are being 
formed at each shipping point in the 
Counties of Lambton, Kent and Essex. 
From these Clubs a County, and then a 
Provincial Sugar Beet Growers’ Associa­
tion is to be found.

Malt Extract Case Withdrawn
(St. Thomas Times)

The case preferred against E, C. Har­
vey, druggist, by License Inspector Ross 
of selling malt extract in violation of the 
Ontario Temperance Act was disposed of 
at police court on Tuesday morning. The 
Crown, with the consent of the magis­
trate, withdrew the case, and Mr. Har­
vey, at the suggestion of the Crown, 
agreed not to place the malt extract on 
sale until such time as the position of 
druggists in general with regard to the 
sale of malt extracts under the act is 
defined by the Department, the Ontario 
License Board or the law courts.

Mr. Harvey, through his solicitor, J. 
B. Davidson, at first signified his desire 
to fight the case to a finish, as he believ­
ed he had done no wrong and had viol­
ated no law, and to make a promise as 
suggested, it was claimed by Mr. David- 

j son, might be taken as an admission of 
guilt. YVhen it was made clear that the 
whole object was to secure a proper in­
terpretation of the new law with respect 
to malt extract, Mr. Harvey agreed to 
the Crown’s suggestion, and the case 
was dropped.

No Time For Huckstering
Canada Cannot Ignore the Sacrifices 

That the Dependents of our 
Soldiers are Making

“Some women, whose husbands are 
at the front, have more money than 
when they are at home.”

So say unthinking persons when asked 
to give, and give liberally, to the Cana­
dian Patriotic Fund.

The answer should come straight and 
quickly:—“Why shouldn’t women who 
are giving their husbands to the country 
be as well off. or better off? They are 
struggling along, probably with large 
families of children, and anxiety about 
the fate of their husbands gnawing at 
their hearts every hour ot the day. Any 
moment may come tidings that the 
bread-winner is gone forever. Are w6 to 
reward these women with the smallest 
pittance that will keep body and soul 
together?”

It is, in business affairs, an accepted 
rule that the more hazardous the work 
the higher the pay. A few weeks ago 
the men working on the Quebec Bridge 
demanded and got a large increase in 
wages because of the risk involved in 
placing the centre span in position. The 
result showed that the risk was a real 
one. How much more certain are the 
risks of this great war? Every casualty 
list carries its burden of sorrow into Can­
adian hemes. And yet we pay these 
heroes who are fighting and dying for us 
far less than the great majority of them 
would be earning it still in civil life.

Are we going to stint the wives, while 
at the same time, we shelter ourselves 
behind the men whom these wives have 
sent to the front?

Look at the subject from another point 
of view. Even if these women do not 
mourn their husbands dead, bow many 
of them will find the home-returning 
soldiers are financial liabilities rather 
than financial assets? Go to Quebec or 
Halifax when a ship comes in laden with 
our brave lads, maimed and battered. 
Look at these pathetic figures, and then 
picture the work that lies before the 
mothers and wives who with loving 
hearts and tireless hands will have to 
care for these poor fellows till death do 
them part.

And thus picturing the future, which, 
one of us will say that thé women who 
are facing that future must be dealt with, 
by prosperous Canada, in the spirit of the 
huckster in the market-place.
