ISSUED ON WEDNESDAY,
The following circular bearing date of 

New York, July 20, will give our readers a 
general idea of the apple crop for the fall of 
1896:

England and Scotland will be short of 
apples especially for winter use.

Ireland has a good crop but cuts no figure. 
It is expected that all of these will be used 
up before the American and Canadian crop 
begin moving in any quantity.

Holland will not likely have one-third of 
a crop.

Belgium—France: We take these together 
as the apple crop this year is largely on 
what is called the. Franco-Belgian frontier; 
otherwise than here France is light and Bel­
gium under the normal.

Germany: In the Hamburg district there 
is a very small yield, in central Germany a 
half crop, and in the south a little better.

Servia and other European States will 
have some apples, but they are too far away 
to cut any figure in the direction of compe­
tition against American and Canadian sup­
plies.

The crop in Nova Scotia is enormous and 
of fine quality. The crop in Canada is also 
fine in quality and of more than ordinary 
proportions. The crop in New England is 
also good and of good quality. Michigan 
has a good crop of apples, and so have cer­
tain sections of Ohio, Illinois, Missouri and 
Kansas. We know nothing definitely of 
other Western sections. Virginia and Ken­
tucky are light and New Jersey is not heavy 
in her regular bearing districts, but the 
State at large will have a lot of apples. 
The same may be said* of Pennsylvania and 
Maryland. New York State promises one 
of the largest and best crops on record. 
This may be put down as authentic. The 
meaning of it all is this: The crop being 
generally good all along the Atlantic sea­
board and in territory that has always ex­
ported and is familiar with the requirements 
of the English markets, we may look for a 
Jwykrge movement abroad. It will make

AN OLD PAINTINO BY THE GREAT RUBENS, 
FOR SALE THROUGH THE AGENCY 

OF THE MONITOR.
There is in the possession of a retired Eng­

lish family, whose acquaintance a member 
of the Monitor staff made recently, one of 
the most valuable works of art in America. 
It is an oil painting, a masterpiece, by 
Rubens, the great artist of the eighteenth 
century, and its subject is “One of the Early 
Christian Martyrs.”

This fine example of the work of an old 
master is 32 inches in height by 27 inches in 
width, inside of frame. It represents a 
stoutly-built Flemish woman about to be 
burned at the stake. One arm is raised 
above her head and fastened by a rope; the 
other holds a fan of reeds. The figure is half 
length and as a specimen of flesh painting 
and correct delineation of anatomy is as near 
the perfection of art as is within the capa­
bilities of human genius. The spirit of the 
picture is one of beautiful solemnity, the 
canvas seeming almost to speak, at once, the 
physical pain and the spiritual peace of the 
martyr.

The history of the painting will prove its 
genuineness. It was the central figure in a 
large altar picture in an old cathedral and 
was cut out and concealed at the time when 
Napoleon I. overran the continent of Europe, 
as a precaution against his ruthless destruc­
tion. About thirty years ago it was discov­
ered, in a very dirty condition, in England 
by a person who thought there might be 
merit beneath the dirt, but its real value was 
not discovered until it had been cleaned and 
restored. For his pains he now has one of 
the finest masterpieces in existence.

This picture can be purchased by any 
lover of art who can sutficiently appreciate 
its value, as the owner finds himself obliged 
to part with it.

Appalling Disaster in China.

Shanghai, Aug. 2.—The recent disastrous 
tidaljwave along the coast of northern Japan 
is paralleled by a similar phenomenon on 
the coast of Haichau, the northeast of the 
province of Kiangsu, in which Shanghai is 
situated. The news of the disaster did not 
reach here until yesterday owing to the lack 
of facilities for communication with the part 
of the country devastated. On July 26th 
there suddenly appeared in the Yellow sea 
a huge bank of water that was rising shore­
ward with terrific velocity. The water off 
the coast is shallow and when the wave was 
some distance away it began to break and 
the roaring could be heard for a great dis­
tance. From the stories of the eye witnesses 
and the reports of the people in the country 
back from the coast, the wave was five miles 
wide. Thousands of tons of water were 
thrown for miles inland, and everything in 
its path was swept away. Many villages 
were entirely destroyed and it is estimated 
that fully four thousand people perished. 
All the cattle were drowned and the rice 
fields were obliterated. It is expected that 
the survivors will meet with a worse fate, 
than death by drowning, for with the de­
struction of the rice fields famine will stare 
them in the face in the autumn.

FISKE —LOHROB, a SEAMAN, AND MONKS 
ON WITNESS STAND.

Boston, July 31.—Before United States 
Commissioner Fiske to-day, the preliminary 
examination of Thomas Bram, first mate, and 
Charles Brown, seaman, of the Barkentine 
Fuller, was begun. They are charged with 
the murder of Capt. C. I. Nash and wife, 
and Second Mate A. W. Branberg on the 
vessel July 14. Ex-District Attorney Allen 
appeared as counsel for Brown. Bram was 
represented by James E. Cotter and John B.

It was ordered that both prisoners be tried 
together. The first witness was Frank Lo- 
hece, seaman, on the Fuller. He testified 
that at 2 o’clock on the morning of July 14, 
he relieved Brown ac the wheel. He saw 
Bram going down the companion way in a 
hurry towards the cabin. Some one called 
out “Mr. Bram.” Bram stooped over the 

panionway and he heard the passenger 
iks, say to Bram: “Don’t you throw 

right.”

The mate talked of steering the vessel to 
Guiana. When talking with the crew the 
mate said: “ Don’t blame the living for the 
dead; the dead cannot answer tor them­
selves.” He later on said that the captain 
might have got an axe and slaved his wife 
ana second mate and then killed himself. 
To this Brown said throw the bodies over­
board. Bram was drunk at 4 o’clock. He 
was crying and praying, but the witness did 
not see any tears coming out of his eyes. 
Mate Bram said the captain was a Free 
Mason.

The witness said that soon after he was at 
the wheel he heard a sound like a gurgle. 
He leaned over with one hand on the wheel 
and saw the mate and passenger going to the 
passenger’s room. Continuing, he said, 
Charles Brown went below and got the 
vas. The bodies were covered by Brown, 
Anderson and Hendricks.

“How did Brown handle the bodies?” 
asked Mr. Cook.

“ Rough ’’ the witness replied. Further 
the witness said Brown had a cap and blue 
woolen shirt. In the presence of the mate, 
he heard the steward (Spencer) ask what 
cuts were on the captain. The mate replied 
he didn’t know. Brown on the Sunday be­
fore the murder washed some undershirts, 
one a blue woolen shirt.

The witness saw this blue woolen shirt 
hung on the rigging to dry the day of the 
murder. He saw Bram's undershirt and 
other clothes soaking in water which was in 
a bucket. The mate asked witness why he 
upset the bucket and the witness replied it 
was an accident. Brown was talkative be­
fore the murder, but after the murder he 
would not talk with the men. Brown first 
talked with the witness on the morning of 
the murder, saying “ That will be all right, 
if there is not any more danger.” When 
the crew, the passenger, and the first mate 
were present, also Brown, the first mate, 
the steward and the passenger asked if those 
present knew anything about the murder 
and Brown answered “No.” When the 
axe was brought Brown grinned as he saw 
it, and the mate (Bram) yelled as he threw 
it overboard.

Brown did not have on the same clothes 
after the murder as before. He threw hie 
pair of overalls overboard, saying, “I could 
be held as the murderer now, I have blood 
on my clothes.’’ The witness insisted on 
putting the mate in irons. The mate said, 
“ I am an innocent man.”

Mr. Cotter began the cross-examination 
for Bram. Witness reported after the 
der, for the first time, that on the Sunday 
before, Brown told him that he had killed 
somebody in Holland and that he got off on 
the plea of insanity. The witness helped 
put Brown in irons. He suspected the mate 
first. It was on the following Sunday that 
the mate was put in irons, and up to that 
time the mate directed the ship.

“Did you believe Brown when he told 
you he had killed somebody in Holland?”

“No sir.”
“ Why?”
“ Because I had no reason to.” ^
“ When did you first believe him?”
“ The day after the murder.”
“ Why?
“ Because of his behavior.”
“ Who held the axe first?”
“ The mate.”
“ Did any one else have it?’’
“ I did not see anyone else with it.”
“Did you not theq and there agree that 

the axe be thrown overboard so that no 
other person could get it?”

“I could not stop them (Bram, Monks 
and Brown), I was not near enough to them.”

“ Do you know whether it was agreed be­
tween them?”

“No.”
Lohece stated it was after 2.05 when he 

took charge of the wheel. Up to that hour 
he had heard nothing unusual to attract his 
attention and everybody was at his post of 
duty so far as he could observe.

The witness said that Bram said the second 
mate had gone to assault the captain’s wife; 
that the captain got the axe and killed bis 
wife, but that the second mate, being a 
strong man, probably got the axe away from 
the captain and killed him and then killed 
himself and threw the axe on deck, and then 
went into the forecastle. The witness in­
sisted that this was what Bram said.

The witness said there was talk of salvage 
when the crew got into port. Brown, he said 
changed his shirt between the time he left 
the wheel at 2 and 4 10 o’clock. Bram had 
not assisted in removing the bodies. Brown 
when put in irons made no resistance. With 
Bram and Brown in irons the witness, who 
had been appointed second mate by Bram, 
became commander of the vessel.

In response to Mr. Cotter, the witness 
stated that on Tuesday after the murder he 
signed a paper which was made under direc­
tion of the mate at the request of Monks, as 
to the theory of the murder. This closed 
the testimony of Lohece, and Lester H. 
Monks, the Harvard student and the pas­
senger on the Herbert Fuller, was the next 
witness. He testified to embarking on the 
vessel, when a recess was taken until 2 p.m.

At the conclusion of the hearing probable 
cause was found by United States Commis­
sioner Fiske in the cases of Thomas Bram 
and Charles Brown, and they were held for 
the United States grand jury at the close of 
the hearing to day on the charge of havin 
murdered Capt. Nash, his wife La 
Second Mate Banberg on the barkentine 
Herbert Fuller on the night of July 13.

The grand jury ot the United States circuit 
court will report on October 15 and the trial 
will probably take place in the latter part 
of October.

At the hearing the government placed on 
the witness stand only two witnesses, Monks, 
the passenger, and Lohece, a seaman. One 
witness was on the stand three hours, the 
other two hours. The defence offered no 
testimony; arguments were made and the 
decision given in short order.

Bram, the defendant, appeared cool and 
collected all day. His calm matter-of-fact 
manner caused considerable comment among 
the spectators. There were no sensations at 
the hearing and the evidence adduced did 
not point out a motive.

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--HOUSE LINIMENT Geranium Cuttings.

VIEWS OF AN EXPERT ON THE PROPER CARE 
AND TREATMENT OF CUTTINGS.

An expert writes to the Philadelphia Press 
that at this season the oleander is making a 
profusion of flowers, and around each cluster 
of flowers will be seen three or four young 
shoots. These sheets are apt to grow faster 
than the flower buds and should be pinched 
out unless the development of foliage is of 
more importance than bloom. If plants are 
wanted of the oleander select short slim roots 
proceeding from the old wood and cut them 
carefully with a heel of the old wood attach­
ed. Fill an old milk pan, or other shallow 
vessel that will hold water, with sand and 
make it into a puddle or “lob lolly ” with 
water. In this insert the oleander cuttings 
and keep the sand in the same saturated 
condition. Keep in a sunny place and do 
not shade at all. When it is perceived that 
the cuttings are rooting, gradually dry the 
sand until it is only moist. Keep it for a 
week in this just moist condition and then 
pot the cuttings. The reason of this is that 
the sudden transplanting of cuttings rooted 
in water into ordinary moist soil is apt to 
be fatal to the water-grown roots, and sue 
cess is more certain if the change is gradually

Ladies frequently get during the summer 
pieces of geranium in hoquets or otherwise 
which they wish to root, and which usually 
perish from over-attention. These pieces 
are apt to be the sappy growths of geraniums 
in the open borders, and are hard to root 
under advantageous circumstances. The 
best way to succeed with them is to strip all 
but the top leaves off; then insert the slip 
nearly its entire length in a spot of moist 
soil in a shady place. Pack the soil tight 
about it and leave it to its fate, and it will 
usually root. Perlargoniums or Lady Wash- 
ington geraniums are usually considered 
difficult to grow from cuttings by amateurs, 
but if properly treated will be found as easy 
as any. These plants are now in the height 
of their bloom. As soon as the bloom is past 
cut the tops of the plants back to the ripe 
wood and set the pots in a shady place, giv­
ing them little or no water until they show 
signs of growing again. Then shake a por­
tion of the soil from the roots and return to 
the same pots with fresh soil. The tops cut 
off should be made into cuttings and inserted 
four-fifths of their length in sandy soil in a 
place shaded, from the hot sun. Keep the 
soil barely moist, and in four weeks the var­
ious sorts of geranium—that is, the fish zonal 
or fish geranium, rose geianium, etc.—are 
the plants which usually engross most of«the 
care of lady cultivators. The plants of those 
which were grown in pots during the winter 
are now all planted out in the beds. Here 
they will during the summer make a very 
vigorous growth, and few ladies can with­
stand the temptation to lift them in the fall 
for another winter’s campaign. But experi­
ence has shown that young, freshy-rooted 
plants are much better for our winter pets 
than the old stocks. Therefore, let them 
make the garden beds beautiful as long as 
possible and in the meantime raise their suc­
cessors. The best time to do this is late in 
August or early in September.

Prepare a frame or box just as in rooting 
rose cuttings. Make the geranium cuttings 
about four to six inches long, and strip off 
all the leaves except those at the top of the 
shoot. Also rub off the little wings at the 
base of the leaf stalks as these bdld moisture 
and some times cause the decay of the cut­
tings. Have the sand in the frame not less 
than four inches deep, and insert the cut­
tings fully half their length, packing the 
sand tight about them. Then give one good 
watering and cover with the shaded sash as 
directed in rooting rose cuttings. The only 
attention necessary will be to remove the 
sash at sundown and replace it in the morn­
ing before the sun strikes the bed. When 
rooted, or when most of them are rooted, 
pot them all in three-inch pots. By the 
time the plants have to be removed to the 
house these will be ready to shift into a size 
larger pots and will be firm, stout plants be­
fore those dug up late from the beds would 
have recovered, and will keep ahead of them 
all winter.

A Nice Summer Drink.

Cover and allow 
to stand for twenty-four hours. Then bottle 
and fasten down the corks. Keep in a cool 
place. It is good in twenty four hours, it is 
better in forty-eight, is perfect in ten days.

—The hair that waves in big, loose turns 
is the correct thing, and is a bit difficult to 
accomplish; indeed, there is only one certain, 
sure way. Wind the lock from the very end 
in a flat, close wad. Be sure the very tip of 
the lock is snugly curved down in the very 
centre of the little mat the turn makes. 
Fold up the mat in a square of tissue paper. 
Press it, paper and all, at night before you 
go to bed. Let it stay in the paper all night. 
In the morning unfold the paper, down will 
tumble the lock, glossy and curved in a loose 
series of rounds as different as can be from 
the sharply quirked corners of the artificial 
curb No matter how short the lock, the 
treatment will be just as successful.

Another way is to wind the lock over a 
roll of silk, always seeing that the tip is 
snugly taken care of. It is this very little 
tip that always betrays the coerced curl. 
Still another good device is the kid rollers 
now so much in use. The hair should be 
well moistened before rolling up, the roller 
pressed tightly together at the ends and not 
removed until the hair is quite dry.

The Lawn.

AN EXPERT GIVES SOME HINTS ABOUT KEEP­
ING IT GREEN.

When a person has kept his lawn well clip­
ped, and has devoted no little time every 
evening during the dry warm weather, of 
summer to watering the grass, and has not 
spared an abundance of fertilizing material 
—when all these things have been attended 
to and still the lawn begins to look brown 
and shabby when the season is but little 
more than half over, it is no wonder that 
disappointment is felt. But the fault is 
usually with the man rather than with his 
lawn. It is impossible to have a constantly 
green and vigorous turf from early spring 
until late fall, unless the turf is composed of 
a succesion of grasses, so that after the “ sea­
son ” of one is past, one or more others may 
be coming on to take its palce. It is too 
much to expet that one or two kinds of grass 
will grow vigorously from spring to fall. 
Most grasses are comparâtvoly short in the 
time of their ’most vigorous growth. The 
secret, then, of a handsome lawn, is to have 
a succession of grasses that will cover the 
whole season, and this succesion can be secur­
ed by seeding a lawn with some of the lawn 
grass mixtures that can be obtained of some 
reliable seedsmen. Experience has shown 
what mixtures are best adapted for this pur­
pose, and their grounds cannot afford to ne­
glect such mixtures, for they afford not only 
a succession of green growth, but are com­
pounded on a definite idea of associating 
such grasses that one may be of a nature 
to assist the growth of another. Thus a 
vigorous kind may furnish just the shade that 
is required to start into vigorous growth a 
grass that by itself could never have gained 
a foot holdv There is nothing in nature 
much finer than a well-kept bit of turf, and 
where one has secured satisfactory results in 
this direction he may well feel proud of his 
success. We can hardly hope in this coun­
try to match the beautiful turf that is seen 
in English country places, since the warm, 
moist climate of England is specially suited 
to the luxuriant growth of grasses; but we 
can still secure quiteja fair success if the mat­
ter is taken hold of rightly, and this I am 
convinced, is particularly dependent upon 
the use of intelligently mixed grass seeds. 
The treatment of the turf after the grass is 
grown is of great importance but that treat­
ment is terribly handicapped if it has not the 
proper kind of turf to work upon.

About 12 
years ago he retired and settled down in a 
small town northeast of Oakland, and lived 
a very secluded life, with no one but his ser­
vants and now and then an invited guest or 
two about him.

He had always remained single, and was 
of a peculiar and apparently morose disposi­
tion.

Place, said: “My father Thomas B. Wood­
ward, and uncle Theodore were twin broth­
ers, and until uncle went West were insep­
arable companions. Father, somehow, was 
very unfortunate in all he undertook. But 
he struggled on, and until his death in Port­
land, 15 years ago, uncle Theodore always 
assisted him. The last four years of his life 
he was an invalid.

“ Mother died when we were living in 
Belfast, Me., 20 years ago, when I was 4 
years old, while my only sister, Esther, fol­
lowed her the next year.

A Bad Practice.

A mistake that a great many patrons make 
is putting the milk can in a tank of water 
before they commence milking and pouring 
in the milk as it is milked, without straining 
or airing. The milk is thus cooled down to 
the temperature of the water and allowed to 
stand in that condition over night. Although 
this milk may be delivered sweet, yet it is in 
bad condition, as any germs or bad odors 
that were in the milk are still in it, and as 
soon as heated will produce very bad flavors. 
The time to get rid of these germs is imme­
diately after the milking, by straining pro­
perly and airing thoroughly. After airing, 
but never before, if it is thought desirable it 
may be placed in water for a short time to 
reduce the temperature to the desired point.

; Rolling an Umbrella.

Rolling an umbrella is an art few under­
stand. The right way is to take hold of the 
ends of the ribs and the stick with the same 
hand and hold them tightly together, to pre­
vent their twisting while the covering is 
being rolled around with the other hand. In 
this way an umbrella may be as tightly 
rolled as when it came from the factory. It 
is the twisting of the ribs out of shape around 
the stick that spoils the looks of the umbrella
