On this “work a body ef ten in-
spectord, employed by the Dominion
and Provincial Governments, is en-
gaged, and they are coverjug the
whole of the infested territory. Owing
to an enormous flight of moths which
were blown across the Bay of Fundy
from Maine in July, 1913, the infesta-
tion has heen very greatly increased.
With the anmual increase of the in-
festation in Maine we may expect a
recurrence of such re-infestation by
wind-carried female moths in the fu-
ture, and it is therefore more than
ever necessary to call the attention of
the owners of orchards and trees to
the requirements of the law in this
regard.

Regulation 8 of the Dominion ‘‘De-
structive Insect and Pest Act’’ states:

‘‘Any inspector entering any lands,
nursery or other premises where there
is reason to believe that any of ‘the
insects, pests or diseases hereinafter
specified are or may be present, shall
give instructions for the treatment
or deetructien of any tree, bush, crop
or other vegetation or vegetable
matter or the containers thereof,
which may be found or suspected to
be infested with any of the insects,
Dests or diseases hereinafter specified,
and such ingtructions shall be carried
out by tha owner or lessee of the in-
fected or cqpoctod vegetation, vege-
table matter or 'containers thereof,
and such remedial treat.melt shall be
carried out and continued until the
insect, pest or disease shall be
desmed by the iupectct to have been
extermingted.’’

Moth has been found in any abund-
ance to spray their  trees thoroughly
with a spray.solution containing not
less than two pounds of arsenate of
lead (the arsenate of lead is to con-
tain not less than fifteen per cent of
arsenic oxide) to every forty gallons
of water after the leaves appear dnd
before the blossoming of the trees.
This spraying is to be carried out in
a satisfactory manner, and all cases
in which the instruction have not
been carried out will be reported by
our officer in charge to the Depart-
ment.

Those fruit growers who are accus-
tomed to ‘spray thoroughly and at
the proper time need fear no defolia-
tion or trouble, but it is to their in-
terests to co-operate with the Domin-
ion and Provincial Departments of
Agriculture in seeing that the less
progressive persons carry out the
necessary requirements.

| PLUM CULTURE IN CANADA,

|

The subject of plum culture is
treated in a bulletin of seventy-two
pages issued by the Department of
Agriculture at Ottawa. The infor-
mation presented has been largely de-
rived from the experience gained in
connection with plum growing at the
Central Experimental Farm during
the past twenty-five years. In this
bulletin, information is given as to
the best methods of preparing the
soil for a plum orchard, with partic-
ulars also as to the planting and
subsegquent care of the trees. In-
structions are given as to methods of
pruning, .grafting and on. many other
topic relating to this branch of fruit
industry. Lists of varieties of plums
suitable for planting in different
parts of Canada are given with de-
scriptions as to the character, qual-
ity and time of ripeming of each sort.
Some of the insects and diseases to
which the plum is subject are also
relerred to and methods of treatment
suggested.

KING GEORGE AS FARMER.

His Majesty Had Thirty-five Entries
In BSmithfield Show,

The crowned heads of Britain, for
'many years, have recognized the fact
that agriculture is the basis of a
tountry's prosperity.

For several years past many of the
big prizes at the Smithfield Show,
London, have been awarded to the
farmer sovereign, whose exhibits are
alwaye a feature of the show,

Even as_far back as 1800, King
George III, was an exhibitor at the
great show, but failed to secure a
prize. Six years later, the Duke of
York was successful. Queen Victoria
won many trophies, being awarded
the. Champion Cup for the best beast
in the show in 1883, 1889, 1890, 1895,
and 1899, and it may be incidentally
mentioned thaE by her command no
exhibit that his not been bred on
one of the royal farms has beem ex-
hibited by the sovereign, since the
year 1890,

King Edward won the champion-
ship of the catéle section in 1874, and
the Cup for the best .pen of sheep in
1885; while our present King won the
championsghip for pigs in 1895, and
the Prince Congort a gold medal for
pigs in 1859.

Nor has the Smithfield Club lacked
royal support from other points of
view, as King Edward was their
president in 1875, 1883, and again at
the Centennary Show in 1898; while
|H. R. H. the Duke of Edinburgh oc-
cupied the position in 1887, and
H. R. H. Prince Christian, who is a
constant exhibitor, in 1893.

At the recent show, Windsor, Ban-

dringham and Balmoral were all rep-
resented, the royal entries totalling
thirty-five, King George inspected all
his entries,r and -handled many of
them. ’
Perhaps the King chiefly diflered
from more specialist exhibitors, in
the particular interest he took in the
men who tended his stock. As he
