but themwolves. All commission houses
have for the Juay seven wecks been wurn-
ing their customers that speculation had
reached u dungerous peint, and that the
das ger camo from the fuct that insiders
havi ~old cut to a large extent und that the
buycrswereofindifterent financial standing.
o decline wus undoubtedly more rapid
and violent than the insiders anticipated
and in order to prevent absolute demoral-
jzation the insiders who sold someo weceks
agu, were obliged to come into the market
und support their various specialties. If
they bad not adopted this course not only
would the deciines huve been doubled and
trebled, but all possibility of obtaining
money on these securities in future would
have been oliminated.

It should be borne in mind that there
were absolutely no developments yestor-
day of an unfavorable nuture except the
difficulty of borrowing on these colluterals,
and it is well to think whut would happen
if any really alarming news made its
appearance and if the semi-panic which at
one time provailed yestesday had extended
to the Ruilrend stocks. There is no doubt
* but that if' this had happened a more dan.
gerous situation would huve developed thun
at the time of the Veuezuela, panic. At
the time of that panic Commission Houses
wero by no means as largely extendel us
they nre now conscquontly the nece:sary
liquidation was accomplished in .nuch
shorts= time than would be possille with
Con.rirsion Housos heavily involved as
thoy are at present. It is to bohoped that
the public has learned its lesson.

Chicago, April 8.

Stronger foreign advices, with a better
domand and more enquiry, helped the bulls

at the opening of the wheat market.

The trading, howoever, was limited with
the local eloment inclined to await the re-
sult of Monday's Government veport, The
Visible Supply is expected from this on to
show average decroases. Provigions and
Oats were dull.  Corn steady.

The uncertainties of the wheat market
are not likely to be altogether removel dur-
ing tho coming week. It will not be until
all'the suow is gune and the test of growth
starting is had that the situation will he de-
ternived beyond peradvenwure.  Aithough
primartly wheat 13 in u strong position,
speculatively it is not particularly healthy.
This i3 largely dus to the fact that there is
no big purchasing power behind the market
which s willing to accumulate a line sud
hold it.

The past winter's sovere cold has delayed
the progiess of winter wheat, and will also
delay the seeding of spring wheat to a large
extent. Winter wheat is about three or
four weeks belfind, and spring wheat seed-
ing should be delayed about the same
period, as the ground is frozen from a foot
to a foot and a half deeper than in average
years. This will naturally decroase the
acreage.

Swocks afloat in the United States are not
up to the normal, and elevators are some-
what bare,

The Government report on Monday next
is expeeted to bo favorable to the growing
plant, and 13 show that the damage has bLeen
over-tated, the increased acreage is expect-
ed to offset any damage that muy have been
done.
