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EDITORIAL NOTES.

Advices from the Magdalen Islands give a somewhat indifferent account
of the sealing operations ; Newfoundland steamers having swept the ice
before the Island vessels got out. A fair and early herring fishery s however

anticipated.

Our own fisheries occupy so much of our aticntion that it is very likely
wost people believe them to be the most valuable and the most important in
the world, This is not, however, the case. The Canadian fisheries are worth
under four millions of pounds sterling, while those of the British Islands are
of the value of six millions and a half. France comes next with three and
a half millions, and Norway and Hollangd have less than a million each.

The Dominion Parliament was prorogued yesterday week. Its work
during the Session has included soveral measures of considerable importance.
Notably the fast steamer subsidy, the copyright law, the very unsatisfactory
postal rcgql:}uons, the facilitation of the acquisition of land in the N. W,
the extradition act, and the measure for the better safety of ships, but the
last day of the Session was unexpectedly enlivened by the rejection of the
“Short-Line” Bill by the Senate by a vote of 22 to 11. ‘This may not,
pcthap?. turn out a bad thing in the end. The G. T. R. having claimed

equal rights #ith the C. P. R. over the proposed line, there may be some |

prospect of competition on the part of the former corporation for access to

the xea at this port.  Should this turn out to be the case, some advantages
may yet accrue to Halifax,

Another ebullition of the petty feeling of animosity to Great Britain,
which scems so ineradicable in a large section of the people of the United
States, manifested itself in connection with the display of onc or two British
flags at the recent centennial celebrations. These were pulled down with
the usual hootings and vulgar insult. The incidents would be trivial
5:nough but for the evidence they afford that a nation is only an enlarged
indwidual, and, like the individual triumphant in a quarrel, finds it harder
—~oven after a hundred years—to forgive than does the unsuccessful
antagonist, Whother it be lack of broad generous feeling, or jealousy of
the great country which contemplates her independent diughter with so
dlﬂ'crcnt_a regard, or mero blind, irrational, traditional hate, is uncertain ;
pethaps it is compounded of all three, but it is an unlovely spectacle, though
1t causes more of melancholy contempt thaa of anger.

The subject of the amendment of some city nuisances and drawbacks
reminds us of an addition to the convenience and comfort, not only of
citizens, but of all railway travellers, which ought to be carried out befare
the winter once more renders the steep hill of North Street from the
Station to Lockman Street dangerous and well-nigh impagsable.  This
urgently required desideratum is a flight of broad steps within the 1. C. R.
precincts from the yard up to Lockman St. Any appeal to the I. C. R. is
perhaps rather hopeless, but it ought to be urged buth on the Railway
authorities and tho City Council, who ought to unite in constructing this
convenience to the public. Iere agan will not the Daily Press aid ?

One of tne first duties that the new Board of City Works should undertake
is to arrange for a plan of the city that will show exactly where all existing
sewers and drains are situated, and where, in the case of properties at
present undrained, new sewers should bz located. Al present persons
erecting or proj.osing to erect houses in the North, South or West suburbs
of the city are unable to officially ascertain in what direction their buildings
should be drained to connect with the future sewerage system.” Thisis a
matter of more than passing importance, and is one that should engage the
autention of the City Council at once The fact that it has not been dealt
with comprehensively in the past will account for the slowaess of building
enterprises in the outlying portions of Halifax. The Board of Works
ought to call upon the City Engineer to prepare a sewerage map of this
Peninsula, so that every property-holder can tell at a glance before, or when,
building, how his house is to drain and can make his plans and arrangements
accordingly.

A feature of Canadian education and school-routine which deserves all
commendation and appreciation is Arbor Day, an institution which not only
promotes * proper adornment of school grounds,’’ to quote the report of
the Halifax Board of Schoo! Commisstonors, but materially helps to develop
that taste for the beautiful which does so much to smooth the roughnesses of
life, and which can be in no way more efliciently, and at the same time
more simply, ministered to, than by the cultivation and contemplation of
the spontaneous F:auties of nature. Basides the wmathetic advantages of
the observance of such a day, mach useful knowledge is to be gathered, nat
only of trees themselves, but of the soils suitable to different varieties, and
of the proper mode: of planting, as well as an insight into the most
picturesque groupings of either single trees or clumps. This festival was
held in Nova Scotia on Monday the 6th inst. The day was favorable, and
we do not doubt that good work was done and souand instruction given all
over the Province.

The expediency of the reduction in the British Horse Artillery carried
out a year or so ago was much questioned at the time, and is still more so
now. It is stated by the United Service Gazelte that there is not now a
single battery of horse artillery redy to take the field in England, and goes on
to say : —* When we find that Austria, who possessed no Horse Artillery a
few yecars back, thinks it now necessary to reintroduce it, we ought surely
to feel uneasy at secing an arm which itis admittedly impossible hastily to
raise and equip when an emergency may occur, reduced to such a dangerously
low standard. \When the Germans, who have had more experience of
modern war than anyone else, think it necessary and important to keep up
a strong forco of Horse Artillery—when Prince Kraft, their most able
Artillery General, and perhaps the greatest living authority on the subject,
recommends that the whole Corps Artillery of an Army Corps should be
coroposed solely of horse batteries, it is surely wilful blindness on our part
to let so valuablo an adjunct droop and wither in the way it is doing now
before our eycs ”

The Mexican President, General Porfirio Diaz, has been publishing a
report on the material development of his country, which, cven allowing
for a tint of roseate coloring, makes a good showing. Contracts now io
force shovw, it appears, investments of more than $40,000,000 in mining
enterprizes. There is a steady increase of the cultivation of the vine and
the breeding of the silk-worm, industries which will, no doubt, exercis=
a powerful and beneficial influence on the country.  Much land uoproductive
at present has been opencd up for salo, and the telegraph system has been
immensely developed  There are now 14,000 miles of lines. Ot course
much of this advance — more perhaps than President Diaz would care to
admit in a state document—is due to American capital, bat the very
prescnce of it shows that Mexico must be in a better state of order than
formerly, which is no doubt largely due to tho influence of the President
himself. It little matters, however, where the civilizing influence comes
from as long as there is a real improvement in the state of this fine country
so long the prey of anarchy and disorder.
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We have now a new Mayor, and thero has been a slight infusion of new
blood into the City Council. This latter may not make much difference,
but at all events we are at the beginning of a new Civic year, and we again
appeal to the Council to stop the trolting of empty trucks and coal carts
within certain limits. We have several times drawn attention to this nui-
sance, which the narrowness of the strects ¢f Halifax renders so intolerable
by confining the noise, which is often such as to frequently render speaking
through the telephone totally waudible. If the Daily Press would bring its
influence to bear there might be some hopo of amendment in this matter.

It is reported that “a number of youths who make a practice of insult
ing females near the north-end of Brunswick street, were chased by the
police last evening, and onc of them was captured. He was released with
a caution.” We are not in possession of the evidence, and therefore not in
a position to pronounce upon the case, but we have an instinctive dislike to
the easy-going “ caution ” in such cases. We luok upon insult to women
in the streets as the most abominable of offences short of outrage. If the
young ruffians who do this sort of thing happened to encounter some of the
young gentlemanly athletes of this cnty, or oven perhaps older men who
know what their hands are given them for, they would bz hammered within
an inch of their lives. It is a matter in which' it behooves our police to be
active and vigilant, and police magistrates not to err on the side of leniency.
This is a subject on which TaE Cairic keeps 1 sharp eye, and will assuredly
not spare any shortening of the sternest justice,

Au interesting instance of the power of music is related by an appar-
ently reliable London correspondent of a Canadian city journal. The late
Duchess of Cambridge, as the world has been informed, was in her gz2nd
year and her vitality was at times very low. II. R. H. had all her life been
passionately fond of music, and at all such periods of prostration the celebrated
Signor Tosti would be sent for to play forher. As ho played her eyes would
unclose, the color return to her cheeks, a happy smile would come over her
face, and after a while the venerable Duchess would bécome brilliant—and
her conversation was always, it is said, deeply interesting, and full of ancc-
dote and epigram. ‘Indeed it is whispered,” says the correspondent,
* that much of her charming gossip about all the interesting people she has
met in her long life has been written down during those happy hours, when
Beavenly music made her young again.” It is to be hoped, it is further
observed, that the Duchess has left Signor Tosi a legacy.

The reports of the proceedings of the Senate in rejecling the Short Line
Railway bill furnish comical reading. The doughty Senators, secure in their
seats, with no constituents to face, grew very valiant The hour had come
for them to assert themsclves and prove to the country what an independent
and valuable body of legislators they were, and they rose nobly to the occa-
sion. Senator Miller denounced the bill in no measured terms, an¢ as he
was a Nova Scotian, and the bill was inteaded to benefit his Province, his
patriotism or self-abnegation was particularly conspicuous, and every iuhabi-
tant of Nova Scotia should rejoice in the possession of such a prodigy. No
doubt he will be warmly welcomed on his return home. The worthy
Senators have herotofore passed all measures sent up from the lower house
as if mn duty bound. All the appropriations for the Canada Pacific ; all tho
grants for Public Works, the Franchise Act, and other Acts innumerable,
had slipped through their hands as if greased, but when 1t came to ask a
simple measure of justice for Halifax they suddenly awoke from their pro-

longed nap, shook themselves, and decided that it was time to draw the line..

In response to Senator Miller's eloquent appeal they voted the measure
down 22 to 11 ; and if ever men proved by their own mouths that the worst
that had been said about them was true, they certainly did it. Senator
Almon was conveniently paired, and his voice does not appear to have been
reised in the momentous discussion. His want of action was in striking con-
trast to Senator Power, who, although a liberal to his credit be it said, spoke
and voted for the bill. Truly, the Senate hat covered itself with glory, and
Senator Miller has proved himself the “ nobles. Roman of them all.”

““The prevalence of fish forms,” says the St. John Educational Review,
in the answer kindly accorded to our zodiacal enquirics, “in the ornamen-
tation of Christian tombs in the catacombs of Rome are not likely to have
auy astronomical signification. The Christians of that time wete not likely
te have had good opportunities, or even the leisure to cultivate such tastes.”
We venture to think the Review does not quite take into consideration all
the conditions of early Christianity. The theories of the theosophists and
mystics of to-day are pushed too far, and they are led away by their exag-
geraled estimate of analogy, especially in ascribing too much 1o the solar
myth. Nevertheless, they have thrown much true light on the subject.
The mass of the world was then Pagan, and that world was thoroughly
imbued with solar and consequently zodiacai ideas, and it is well known
that the Chbristian church adapted its festivals to this domination, among
many cther means it used to justify its faith in the eyes of its Pagan fellow-
citizens, Itis also a fact which we take to be proved, that the more ancient
religions were absolutely dominated by the sign in which the suo stood at
the vernal equinox. The very idea of the ** Lamb of God” was duo to this
rule, the constellation Aries having been somctimes colled the Lamb instead
of the “ Ram,” of which more hereafter. Many high authorities consider
that the transfer of the equinox from Aries to Pisces, which was regarded as
symbolical of the triumph of the principle of life over the powers of evil,
and therefore applicable to Christ, was connected with this recession so
definitely that the Messiah was sometimes actually styled the Fish, as well
as the “Lamb " of God. It therefore became a holy symbol appropriate to
Christian tombs, as the cross is considered now.

The late shocking disaster on the G. 1. R., ncar Hamilton, will cmp!m-
size the distrust and dread that are beginning to be felt by many of heating
railway cars by stoves. No sooner were the cars telescoped lhm} they were
enveloped in flames. The car-stove has played a terrible part in many of
the great railway disasters. In some instances a largo portion of the loss of
life_has been entirely due to the flames originating from them, and_ the
facility with which cars can be sct on fire, and the extraordinary rapidity
with which they burn when once ignited, have always struck us as not less
singular than appalling. Ve, in spite of ¢Rperiences so repeated and so
terrikle, neither in Canada nor in the States has anything been done to pre-
vent the recurrence of these horrors. The lamps are indeed a source of
dauger by night, but the stove is, in cold weather, a perpetual menace.
Steam heating would no doubt be troublesome, but surely something ought
to be done; some inventor might set his brains to work. It his been
recently suggested that the nceded reform might be promoted it some pub
lic-spirited M. P. would take it up with determination and make it his own,
and as such a member might certainly rely on the support of the public, the
suggestion seems to be a practical one. .

" Poor Halifax | It scems that the fates are indeed against it. At the
woment when the hearts of all enterprising citizens were gladdened by the
passage of the Harvey-Salisbury graut through the lower house, a tardy
measure of justice to this port, the wises carried the unwelcome news that
the measure had been burked in the Senate. The causes which led to this
result are likely never to be fully known, but the fact remains that Halifax
has again been betrayed, and we fear this time fatally. The effects of the
rejection of the measure will soon be mado apparent, and the most that can
now be expected for Halifax is that it may become the point of arrival and
departure ef the Atlantic passenger and mail business. The great steamships
will then take their way to St. John to be loaded with freight, and Halifax
will remain simply a pert of call.  St. John will reap the benefits of the
immense outlay on the Short Line, while this city will commercially remain
at a stand still At least any advance that may be made will be due to the
establishment of manufactures and the development of the great mineral
wealth of the Province, but the millions already expended on Public Works
and Railways, towards which this City and Province have had to contribute
so largely, is practically money wasted 8> far as we are concerned  Whut
nonsense io the prumise of the Government that sueveys of the line will Lo
made this summer, and that at the next Session of Parliament the matter of
a giant to the Harvey-Fredericton branch will again be pressed. Oh, yes,
we have the support of the Government, and such a valuable support ? o Th.
confession that the surveys have not yet been made is only a proof of how
contemptibly we have been deccived. Wo were told over and over again
that the line would be completed to Moncton this year. Messrs. Daly and
Stairs supported the present Short Line system, and pledged their words
that the dangers and difficulties pointed out by Messrs. Mackintosh, Engincer
Keating, THE CriTIC, and others, when advocating what is now proved 1O
be the ccrrect route (the one ¢ia Quiebec) would be suc:.:essful[y overcome
‘They must now admit that they were calpably careless in looking after the
interests of this constituency, and acknowledge the wisdom of the electors
in refusing them further suppoit.  We should like to hear what they have t)
say in their defence? Under the most favorable circumstances it would
now take at least two years to secure the grant and complete the Harvey-
Fredericton branch, and in two years St John will have so fairly sccured
the through freight traffic, and have so perfected her facilities for shipping,
that the road when completed will prove of litle benefit to us.  Halifax has
been mest effectually deceived and betrayed, and so handieapped that her
sister city of St John, with ncne of the great natural advantages of this port,
has most unfairly distanced her in the race for commercial supremacy.

Unfortunate as the outlook for Halifax now undoubtedly is, through th¢
failure of the Senate to pass the appropriation for the Harvey-Fredericton
branch, there is sull one gleam of hope, and,_ paradoxical as it may appear,
that hope is largely dependent on the supposition that Sir ]‘ohn Macdonald
deliberately connived at the defeat of the measure in the Senate. It now
appears that both the C. P. R and G. T R., thanks to the action of the
the United States Railway Commissioners, who have decided that the G. T.
R. must come under the Inter State Commerce Act, find it to their interests
to secure a shipping port in the Maritime Provinces. At the last moment,
when Sir John had committed himself under Lis agrecment with the Canad.
Pacific, the G. T. R. came in and demanded cqual running powers with th:
C. P. R. over the new branch. Under the measure as_it stood it would
have been impossible to grant the reqaest of the Grand Trunk, and yet 1t
was a most reasonable one, and to the advaatage of the .\Iqrmme_l’rovmccs,
as it would give them the competition of the two great railway lines of the
Dominion, and prevent a monopoly. The only way out of the difficulty
was to kill the Short Line bill (and with it the une sided agreement with the
Canadian Pacific) in the Senate. A move of this kind would have beua
politically sound, ard was abuut the vuly escape from an untenable po-iticu
If this was the case, and the Grand Trunk will at once extend its branch
lue so as to eunnect with the Intercolonial at Moncton, thus completing «
short line entirely on Canadian soil, there will still be hope for Halifax. .I'f
the Geand Trunk would even now work hand in_hand with the .Inlcrco!on.m.
a largo traffic would be assured this way. While the Short Line was being
built, the Guvernment, as a fair recompense to Halifax for the danger its
trade is menaced with by the unjustifiable delay in completing the Short
Line, should establish such a low schedule of freights over the Intercolonial
as to assure us a fair share of through traffic, and place us in a position to
compete with St. John on egual terms. If this is done, we may stll hupe
for the best, and Halifax may yet become a great commercial metropolis,

A fast trzin will be run between Halifax and Montreal this summer with
refrigerator cars attached in which fresh fish will be taken to the Moutreal
market from the Maritime Provinces. It will leave Halifax twice every
week, taking the N. B. fish at Dalhousie  This is no doubt a good thing for
the fish trade and for the Upper Provinces, but it is to be hoped that it
will not further increase the price of fish here.

This has been a remarkably good year with the seal fiskers of Newfound
tland.  The season for catching scals there runs through the months of
March, Aprnl, and May, and the catch of the past two months 18 reported as
unprecedented.  One vessel entered the harbor of St. Johne with 38,000
seals aboard, that had been captured within nineteen days ; another took
32,000, another 31,000, and several others almost as many. Judging from
the cargoes .roady dehivered, it is estimated that the spring catch will aum-
ber over 500,000, worth 31,125,000 The seals were taken on the ice off
the east and north coasts of the island of Newfoundland, and the principal
species taken are the harp and hooded seals, which outnumber the square
fiipper and the dotard.

The
skirts of childron’s clothes, from babios in lovg dresses upwardas, aro oxcoed-
ingly plain. Many skirts are finished merely with a doep how, nod this is
truo  not only of the protty little gingham frock in dainty twuts, of which so
many are worn, but alsv of dresse ~ mado of the finest muslius. Horm-stitching
isa favorite finish tor hems, L. - wrist bands and so ou. Horring-bone 1y
white or fast-colored collon is used a good deal to decorate children’s
dressoz,  Both white nnd colors are used on the colored frocks, but white
alone is considered i good taste upon white dresses.  Fino ncedle work and
tho softest, finest laces alono are permitted upon the most oxponrsivo christen-
ing'robes. A protty neodlework finish is made in bands of tiny blocks mado
by hem-stitching. On gingham dresses fine hamburgs in whito and colors
aro usod, but hamburgs are almost taboood on white dresses, sincoe thoy are
unvariably too coarse to look well with any muslin or cambric suitable for
a child’s dress,

You will see {rom the pattorns I sond that first short dresses are made
with small pointed, squire, or heart shaped yokes,to which the plan skirts
aro gathered full, The yokes miy bo edged with line ** German ” lico—s0
called—(that is a washable imitation of valoncienuos,) and mide of slternate
clusters of fine longthwise tucks und rows of insertion, or these may bo tucks,
with hom-stitching, or laddor stitching, or rows of herring-bono botween them.
Slooves aro gathered quite full aronnd the ar.a’s oye, and sgain at the wrist
into narrow wrist-bands big enough to slip baby’s hand througu, and trun-
med to watch tho yoke. For babies that walk, the yokes aro moroly longth-
ened into little waists, to which the skirts are gathered over a cord or by
weans of a telt. Yoko diesses ofton have a sash of mushin five or six inches
deep sot in the under arm scams aud tied 1 a bow at tho back.

For cloaks nothing is newer or prettier than accordon plaiting. The
materials used are fino soft wools as cashmero, or Henriotta in all the delicate
summer tinls, such as roso, tapestry blues, pale gray or yellow greous, and so
on. The plaiting is pressed with tiny tuck-like pliits by machinery, and
does not require to bo tacked on the uniersido. The price for doing it here
is about soventy-five conts a yard. It isused a grost doal for drosses and skirts,
and I think I shall bave my now silver-gray alpaca made that way, To
come back tu Ruy’s cuat. The plaiting is attached to a short wawst. Tho
sleoves are gathered to a band or & cord at the wrist, and are full at tho
shoulders. Then thero is a capo of the plaiting that reaches to the wrists.
This is set on & narrow collar-hke yoke of plain material Jiko tho coat.

Young babies’ bonnets are alike for boys and girls, close fitting little
affuirs of corded or surah silk for cool weather, and fine twuclin for warm
days. The latter havo fine laco frilling about the faco, and muslin strings.
The newest forr of trimming is a simple bow set up oti ohd on the top of
the bonuet cluse to the front edge. This is mado wholly of lace, with some-
times the narrowest white ribbon run through the meshes. German lics
insertion and edging is sewed together to mako the bow which has two
loops and cnds, and is four or five inches wide.

Tho sober serious-
ness of this opinion, tho utter failure to grasp the nmure and purposo of the
natural drama, will strike most healthy minds ss ludicrous But it is omi-
nently characteristic of this typiml Bhilistine and ef all his class. Evon in
real lifo Mr. Bright did not enjoy conversation. 1o liked long spoeches.
Ho talked by tho yard, with an cloquonce and stylo that wero astounding.
When ho had delivered his pororation he was willing that somobody elso
shonld make an equally loug speech, to which ho would listen with becoming
gravity ; but for question and answer, the quick intorchange of ideas, ho
had no use,

And this mental attitude of a tpyical Euglishman will help to oxplain
tho prodigious long-windodness of 80 many of thoir orators, ecasayists, and
loader-writers, whose wninterrupted “ flow of thought "—or of the words that
are supposed to reprosont thought—is 8o ofton incomprohonsiblo to tho
American roader.

But John Bright explins it, It is no wondor thoy rogard our
spoakers as lacking in stylo and our writors as flippant.— Philadelphia Times.

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.,

Altorations and renovations boing mado at the old stand, corner
Buckingbam and Granvillo Streots, 50 long occupied by Jobn Silver & Co.,
will miko it one of the most spacious and commodious dry goods houses in
Halifsx, An inspection of the oxtonsive and thoroughly assorted stock
of imported and domostic manufactures shown by this firm will be found
worth while by close buyers of dry goods.

Tho- manufacturs of Fortilizors is a rising industry in Nova Scotia, and
it would ot ongo assume larger proportions if it were not so heavily
handicapped by the existing duties and froight on tho materials used. The
duty on acid is fully 70 por cont., indepondont of the fact of tho packages
being breakable, whilo that on phosphates is 20 per cont. If the duty on
acid woro materially reduced or that on phosphatea raised to say 35 per cent,,
our minufacturors would ba batter able to compato with those of tho Stales,
and this is a matter in which protection ought to bz afforded them. Froights
aro also against thom The cost of freight on sulphuric acid foom the
Uuited States is $5 00 per ton, whilo ou phosphates it is only 81 50, rates
which of course oparate to increase the difficuity made by the duty,
Interprovincial trade in fertilizars is also seriously dead-weighted by tho
freight rates ou our own milways. Oune of tho firms which suffers from
this state of things is that of Messrs. Pidgeon & Mosher, of Windsor, who
omploy a number of hands in the proparation of theso fortilizers. Those
enterprizing manufacturers turn out in tho course of tho year 200 tons of
ground bone, 100 tons of phosphates, and 50 tons of plaster, and were it
not for the obstacles placed in their way by tariff and freight rates would
at onco be ahloto transact a much largar business not only within Nova Scotia,
but with parts at least of other Provinces. The duty on acid utterly prohibits
the exportation of fortilizers to the Wost Indies in competition with the
American manufacturer, who buys his acid s> much less than tho manu-
factuver in the lower Provinces.

Building lots in New Glasgow ave iancreasing in value. A unumber of
choico lots have beon sold within the pist month or two ; but there are some
who prefor to hold on to their land till its value rises to the thoussnds.
There are young mon who would purchase lots for the purpose of building,
but are detorred by the high prices asked for lots.

Among other industries flourishing at Yarmouth is tho carpet cleaning
and feather cloansing ostablishment, in the Cordova Tanaery building. The
carpet cleaning machine is a most ingenieus contrivance. The carpet is
passed in over a grating and beaten with rubbor thongs hung from a huge
revolving cylinder. The dust is carried of through a tube by means of a fan,
and steun is passed through the bars of the grating, thereby raising the pile of
tho carpet and bringing’it out frosh and clean. Tho feather cleaunsing machine
we have beforo described. Tho ontorprise of the young men who are run-
ning tho establishment deserves success.

Wo learn that Campbell & O'Neil, late eottractors of the Oxford & New
Glasgow railway, have sccured the coutract for the comstruction of the
“Missing Liok,” between Annapolis and Digby, a distance of sighteen
miles. This railway will counect the western counties with the Windsor &
Annapolis railway.

There is somo talk, we hear, of a sugar rofivery at Louisburg, C. B.,a
place which would offer many advantages for such an establishment, among
which are those of a fine port to make from the sea at any time, and cheap
coal and freights.

Tho Toronto Trade Review gives the following particulars of lumbering
activity in St. John :—** At St. John, N. B., thero are 18 lumber manufactur-
ing concerns, whose total equipment of machinory is: 21 gangs, 24 shingle
michines, 27 lath machines, soven rotaries, sixisingle saws, throe mulsys, two
paling machines, 19 box machines, four clapboard machines, cight stave
machinez and sevon heading machines. During 1888 St. John turned out
157,026,928 feet of deals, 58,340,000 shingles, 105,446,000 picces of lath,
364,200 boxes, 992,000 piccos of ciapboard, 3,411,819 staves and 400,800
picees of heading. A total of 1,611 hands weroc cmployed, and $395,045
were paid out in wages for the year.

Two 100 ten fishing schooners woro launchod last weck from the yard of
Miller Bros, LaHave. They are modelled after designs by John McLean,
who superintended their coustruction, and porsons well qualified to give an
opinion, do not hesitato to say that they are among the very handsomest of
crafts over turned out in this county, One is the property of Wilson & Ce.,
Bridgewater, and thu other is owned by Miller Bros., and othors. They
joined tho fleet the first of May,
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CITY CHIMES.

Tho wusis in St Luko's Catbedral on Sunday evoning last was much
approciated by tho congregation, and as the Maguificat and Nunc Dimittis
wero the compositions of loeal musiciane, a special pleasure was oxperioncad
in listoning to their rondition. The Magnificat, as sung, was composed by
Mr. R. King Pooloy, Choir Master of St. Luke's, and tho Nunc Dimittis by
Mies Joat, organist of St. Mark’s Church. Thosolos and quartetto were sung
by Masters Smith, ‘Taylor and Ackhurst, and Mcesrs, Moon and West. Tho
congrogation woro dolighted, and have desired that thoy bo repeated. Mr.
R. King Pooley is a most efficiont Choir-Master, and has done much towards
bringing tho music at St. Luke's up to its present high standard.

The city stroets ate in n disgracefully dirty condition. Piecesof paper and
othor rubbish blowing about in tho wind aro vory unpleasant. On Sunday,
perhaps moro than any other day, the state of dirt and disorder is moro
noticoable, because of the genmeral quietness that provails. Bottor than a
Sabbath bill to keep people in order, would bo a bill to keop tho streoets in
order. Sunday is always quiotly and respectably kopt by Halifaxians, but
tho stroats | Thoy aro a disgrace to any civilized place. Perhaps the ** mov-
ing,” which has beon gonoral during the past weok, may have had somothing
to do with tho moro than ordinary dirtinoss.

The concert at tho Acadomy of Music on Mouday svening, in aid of St.
Patrick’s Globo House, was a d:cided success. Thoro was a large audienco
present, all tho seats in tho lower flonr and first gallory boing filled, as woll
ag a fair number in tho “gods.” Tho advertisements and programmes
announced that tho concert was to commonce at 8 sharp, but it was quite fif-
teon minutes aftor that hour whon the curtain was raised, and disclosed the
performers gracefully grouped on tho stige, which presented a very attrac-
tivo picture. At ocach sido of tho stage were a number of beautiful plants
which added much to tho offect. Forty-four singors and three accompanists
took part in the performance, under the direction of Mr. Wm. F. Compton,
who desorves great credit for his work. The inetruments used wero War-
ren’s vocalion, 8 Knabe concort grand piano, and a Chickering grand piano,
and were furnished by W, H. Johuson. The vocalion is a new thing in
Halifax, and in some kinds of music lends very oftective aid,the tono being rich
and sweot. Mis, Hogarty took part in nearly all of the numbers, and as
usual delighted her audionce. Her first song, * Lrnani involami,” was very
trying, but sho performed the difficult t:ills and running passagos in a man.
ner that was very pleasant to listen to. She took the solo parts in the fol-
lowing numbers :—No. 7, Gleo—*' The Chough and the Crow"; No. 9,
Chorus—¢ Old Daddy Long Legs”; No. 11, ¢ We'll Gaily Sing and Play ";
and No. 13, Canon—for throe voicos—* Ave Maria,” in all of which she
sang well, botter perhaps in No. 11, which was the choico pieco of the aven-
ing, than in any other. Mrs, Hagarty also sang in No. 3, Quartetto—* Cradle
Song,"” which was very sweet and soothing, and in No. 6, Tenor Solo and
Quartette—** Veni Creator,” Dr. Slsyter taking the solo. Miss Leahy
deserves much credit for tho manper in which she rendered her solo, No. 8,
“Bid me Good-bys,” for which she received an enthusiastic encore, but did not
respond. This lady has a very sweet, rich, alto voice, but we would suggest
that it is not made the most of, and that if she would but open her mouth
and sing with a little more spirit, she would be better appreciated. Miss
Leahy also took part in the following numbers:—3, 6, 7,9, 11, and 13,
doing her psart in each with much acceptance. Miss Sheridan sang No. 5,
“ Last Night,"” very prottily, and also took part in the quartette in No 11.
Dr. Slayter figured largely in the programme. No. 10, * Kathleen Mavour-
neen” was received with enthusiasm, and for a time it secmed us if the
sudience would not be satisfied without at least one verse being repeated, but
very wisely, we think, no encores wore given, as the programmo was a long
one, and not being begun sharp at the hour appointed lasted until 10 o'clock
as it was, Dr, Slayter also took part in tho following numbers :—3, 6, 11,
13, and 14, the last named being a sclo end cborus, * Landate pueri,” and
was exceedingly well sung, the Doctor's voice sounding fo better advantage
in that than in his previous numbers, Professor Currio sang No. 12, ¢ Der-
mot Asthore ” (answer to Kathleen Mavourneon) and took part ip numbers
3,6, 7,and 11. Professor Currie’s voice is always fine, and his singing
easy and true, but we have sometimes heard him in better voice than he was
on Monday night. The perfect blending of the voices in the choruses was
a noticeable feature of the performance, and spoke well for the training they
have received. Mr., Payne, Mrs, Dr. Somers and Miss Minnje Skorry
deserve special mention for the mapuer in which the accompaniments were
played, especislly in No. 11, where * The Last Rose of Summer?”’ was intro-
duced with touching offect. Quite a large sum of money must have been
realized for the new Glebe House, and certainly success was well deserved,
if painstaking preparation and exemplary fulfilment ever deserva it.

The hat nuisance was more than ever noticablo at the Academy oo Mon-
day.

Dny Goops.—Roports from travellers who have boen canvassing the
country districts with samples of fall goods aro not, so far, satisfactory. Tho
truth is that these mon wero sont out at loast a month before they should
have been. The large majority of country dealors are not yet in a posilion
to detormine as to how their market for spring and summor goods slready
purchased will work, and they are too conservative to assume responsibili-
ties for futurs doliveries bofore they can seo their way clear to pay for them,
Cotton goods are firm in sympathy with the advance in the price of the raw
material,  Standard brands of grey have oxperienced a slight advance.
White goods are firmer, and although no quotable advanco has yot been
mado in prices, it ic oxpectod shortly. The unsatisfactory naturo of romit.
tances continues to bo iho subject of the complaints of scme of our best and
strongest wholesale houses, This is not a matter for surprise, as their cus-
toms generally have fcund trade rathor more backward than wes anticipated
u fow weoks ago, and hat monoy comes in tothem very slowly.

Wo noto that the Montreal Board of Trade has iu contomplation the forma-
tion of a trade association among the membors of the wholesale dry goods trade
as 8 branch of itself One can readily understand the advantages that wouid
acerue to tho mombors of the dry goods trade in being virtually a branch of
tho Board of Trado, and thus attiining a position that would the moro effec-
tually voice their grievances and further their inferests The suggestion seems
worthy of consideration by our Chamber of Commerce or Board of Trade.

IroN, HARDWARE AND METALS.—If there has been any change in pig
iron it is imporceptiblo. A good business is doing in shelf goods, and the
nail trade has been fairly active. Shipmonts both by water and rail havo
incroased somewhat in volnme. The prospects for the future are reported to
bo encouraging, and dealors aro looking for a good, steady trade. The gen-
oral fooling is firmer owing to the strong advices from abroad on raw matorial,
but no advsnces in prices have yet been made. Coppor is somewhat
depressed and dealors in most cases stand ready to shade figures considerably.
Tin is quiet but steady at unchanged prices,

BreapsTurrs.—1n flour, business has romained quiet and the market has
been flat with prices unchanged and essy. The demand continuos slow, the
expocted improvement not having comse to hand yet. On the whole busi-
pess has been dull and sales are morely of a jobbing character to moet actual
consumptive requirements The Liverpool and London markots are dull
snd slow, and quotations fluctuate within very narrow limits. Tho weather
in England has been very cold and wet, which it is feared will bave a bad
offect on tho growing grain cropsin the United Kingdom. Reports from
tho west show an immenso decrease of visible supply as compared with that
of a year ago, but this is offset by reports of an enormous production which
is predicted for the coming season.

Provisions.—Thoro is a fair demand for small lots of provisions, and this
market has been fairly active, with a good jobbing trade in progross. Lard
has boen in good demsnd. No chonge has transpired in the Liverpool, G.
B., provision market and prices have beon steady. In Chicago the market
has been fairly active but cousiderably woaker. Pork declined Sc., and lard
23c. to Se. The hog market moved up 23c. to 5c. Tho cattle market was
weak and prices declined.

Burrer.—The butter market has been quiet but steady with a fair vol-
ume of demand, especially for now makes that are prosented in really good
order. Tho Montreal Trade Bulletin roports :— ** Advices from the princi-
pal dairy soctions of Illinois, Wisconsin and Iowa stato that the prospects
indicato a very large make of butter, as the early foed has increased the carly
flow of milk, and already augmonted the supply of new butter at the prinei-
pal recoiving centres of tho Amorican Northwest. Tho large production
expectod during the coming soason has created considerable anxicly on the
part of Americans regarding their old stock, which they are endeavoring
to dispose of in Canada st vary low figures. A car load of last June cream-
ory was offered in this market to arrive at 13c. delivered in bond, but not
taken. Tho shortago in our supplies this spring has induced the sale of a
largo quantily of American dairy and croamery butter in this market aud
tho Lower Provinces, soveral thousand prckages being consumed in this
city alone during the past few weoks; a car of ladle packed was offered
here yesterday at 10c. in bond  Between 3,000 and 4,000 packeges of old
butter and fresh hutterine havo recently been shipped from Now York to

Canada como most oncouraging roports of fine, carly pastures, and 1t is safo | 1

to predict that there will bo an unusually small mako of tho fodder product,
88 tho cows will soon be in the grass all through tho West. A fow grass
chooso aro oxpected to bo produced at factories within a week. It is not
noeded to add that they will requiro ten or twelve days in curing, but thero
can bo no doubt that it will reach tho market by the ond of tho curront
month. Tho present prospects favor a heavy output and low prices during
tho soason. 1% is calculated, however, that Canada will take this year about
sovon or eight million dollars out of John Bull's pooket for tho pleasuro of
grazing upon the rich product of our cheese pasturos. This is something
worth looking forward to.

Suoar.—Tho oxcitomont io the sugsr market appoared to abato for a fow
days, owing to cables being casior in tone and sowno indicating quite & decline
in beot. This, however, has not affected the market horo to any cxtent as
stocks in refinors’ hands are very light and prices have beon firmly held.
The demand has beon slow, cwing to the fact that buyers are woll stocked
up for the present, and tho market hos ruled quiet. A New York despatch
quotes granulated Jc. higher. Cablo advices just received from London
aro to tho cffect that the bund of the sugar “ boomors” has begun to play
sgain to the tune of an rdvance of 1s. Gd. per cwt. in the prico of tho boet
product. Towards tho closo of last month, when margin sottlements wero
disturbing legitinate business, tho price of beet in London recoded fron
23s. 9d. to 21s, ; but this sudden rise has almost recovered at a bound the
highest prico reached in the lato excitemoment, first beet being now cabled
at 23s, 33d. Our private advices from Now York stato that tho requirements
of raw sugar in the United States from May lst to Decomber 31st are
1,000,000 tons, and all thero is in sight is 400,000 tons, with no new stocks
to be calculated on bofore September or October. The great sugar trust
will require 30,000 tons by tho tenth of May, and in the present lack of
supplies tho situstion is beginning to bo repardod by somo as simply
alarming, much higher values boing snticipated by many in the trade.

Movrasses —The dewmand for molasses bas been good, sud considerable
business bas been transacted.

Fisn OiLs.—Our Montreal advicos report :—* New rofined secal oil at
433c. to arrive. On spot, 45c. to 46c. In cod oil ; Nowfoundland, 40c. ;
Gaspe, 38c. to 39c., and Halifax, 36c. to 37c. Newfoundland cod liver oil,
70c. ; Norway, $1.10 to $1.15." Another roport says :—* Late spot sales
bave been made at 44c. ‘I'o arrive is offered at 41¢. without buyers, who
bid 37c. to 38c. on the strength of the large catch. A sa2 o of 300 bbls. is
reported to have been mado ten doays ago at 4lc., which, no doubt, will
show buyers a heavy loss. There is no palo nor straw soul oil here. Cod
oil is quiet at 39c. to 40c., 3Gc. to 39c. for G:spe and Nova Scotia, Cod
liver oil is steady. Norway is solling at 81 10, and Newfouuvdland was sold
yesterday at 70c. to 75. Stocks are light.”

Fisn.—While the unusually early season has favored some industries,
tho boistorous weather baz retarded the oporations of our fishermen. Bait
has continued to be very scarce, and even if the weather had beon moro
favorable to fishing, this would have prevented work in the direction of tak-
ing fish. Quotations just now aro purely nominsl, and will romain so till
now fish begin to come to hand. Old fish are firmly held to meect curreut
domands for shipment, and if any happen to change hands, it is on strictly
private terms.

Termixsr City Couvany, Lisiten.—This Company was chartered last
year by the Nova Scotix Parliament for the purpose of improving lands on
tho Strait of Canso, which connects the Atlantic with the Gulf of St. Law-
renco and sepsrates Nova Scotia from Capo Brelon Island. The proporty ia
but five miles from the eastern terminus of the Canadian Pacific, with which
it is to be connected by rail. It is claimed that the chartor is the most exten-
sive and Jiberal ever granted by the Parliament of the Province. The land
has moro than two miles of harbor frontige and a width of over three miles,
and aggregates over 2500 acres on the Nova Scotia sido of the Strait, and 1500
acres on the Cape Breton side, bezides controlling over 8000 acres more to
be purchased as soon as titles can be made satisfactory.

The
Company proposos to push the developmeut of this coal property to a pro-
ducing point, lay out its land in lots, build the riilroad connection, erect
necessary buildings, etc. Tts capital is §5,000,000, shares 810, 50,000
shares of which are to bo offered to the public at 32 in ordor to doevelop the
propeity.

Outof the 212 companirs,
the usual prico of shares is £1, cnly two, Caiter’s Ruby Creek and Gordon
Shoba Extension, exceeding that amount, the shares of the former being £50
and thoe latter £10. The shares of over 80 cempanies are quoted at prem-
jums—tho £1 shares of the Worcester selling nt £20 to £21. The Salisbury
shares, on which only seven ehillings six pence have Leen paid, are selling
at £22 to £25 per £1 share, while the shares of » number of other compn-
ies aro selling fur £15 and upwards.  From this it will Lo soen that great
fortuncs must havo already been made in the South African gold mines, but
to counteruct the 80 dividend mives, there ate somo 120 companies with
capitals aversging over £30,000 wach, whuse stucks ate below par and many
of no value. The Sheba Reef Company has the Jargest capital stock, £604,-
000 in £1 shares fully paid up, and the shares are quoted at £1 13 10 £1 14
Two companics have capital stocks of £450,000 ; two of over £3+.0,0u0 ;
cight £200,000 41 over ; cighteen £100,000 o1 vier, a large pumbar fivm

excitement Justed Londou seems to havo gone fanly mad over Svuth Al:ican
shares, everything that was cffered wus ot ones snapped up, and 1t was a
diffleult undertakizg to float any o'her proper.ics, no maticr how valuible
The reaction now seems to have set in, and although there are undoubtedly
many very rvich gold mines in Svuth Afiica, it will, wo fear, be found that &
number of bogus companies havo been floated.  The Lundon promotershae
reaped a rich barvest, wo hope nut at tha cxpense of tho wmnesting public,
but we fear otherwise, as much more goid hes been poured into Suuth Aivica
than has thus far comeout of it To onr minds the Nova Scotiun gold mines
aro much safer investments.

As Orners sge Us.—‘* The recont discoveries of gold slleged to have
been made ip Southern California,” said G. W. Lathrop to a Herald reporter
yesterdsy, * have sttracted silention sgain to wostern ining districts, but
I visiled a country recently where gold is being tnived in big paying
quantities without the vicissitades attonding lifo on the frontier. This1s in
Nova Scotis, a country whose characteristics, I think, aro familiar tv fow
persons iu this vicinity.

My visit was to Queens country, in the Southern part of Nova Scotia.
One year ago prospecting for gold in this county was begun, and from the
start thero wero indications that there was a rich deposit of ore in that
locality. A mill was erccted last summier in what isnow tho Molega section,
and quartz mining was begun in ¢arnest.  Since then four milla have been
erccted in this locality and others havo been projected. Tho Littlo Bonanza
lead hae produced somo remarkably rich oro. A singlo pieco of quartz
woighing five and onc-half ounces was crushed in a mortar and 22 peuny-
woights of pure gold was obtained. This showed that over one-sixth of the
quartz was gold. A ton would be worth §85.000. * * ®

_No farm is complotely equipped without a good-sized nail box filled with
differont sized nails, bolts, screws copper 1ivets, and sowme soft wire, Ewor-

gencies are constautly arising on every farm whon tho above articlos will be
brought into requisition.

_ The Montreal Wilness has the following, and wo again urge that what
is worth writing about for the information of Upper Province farmors is
very significant to those of Nova Scotia, who, from their proximity to the
shipping point, are saved tho long railway transport for their stock, and sre
in ovory rospoct wore favorably situated as rogards access to tho Euglish
markots :—* Canada has an immonse advantage over all other countries in
being able to ship live cattle to Great Britain ; cattle from other countrios
have to bo slaughtored at tho port of debarkation. Even those from tho
United States, whero foot and mouth diseases and pleuro-pucumonia provail
in certain parts, aro debarred. Canadisn cattle aro allowed to pass becauso
thoy are porfectly healthy and cases of cither are very rare in Canadian
shipmonts, _Cnnnda i3, of coursc, in danger of receiving diseased cattlo
from the United States, when disease prevails in the North, as the Imperial
Government now warns our Government it does. The Dominion Govern-
ment has ordered the strictest application of the quarantine regulatious,
which are never very lax, and Canadian shippers may bo trusted to take all
precautions, as their iuterests aro at stake. The Eastern cattlo raisers are
already asking that Canadian cattle be subjected to the same regulations as
other foreign cattle, but as thoy have no ground but that of protection of
h‘omolx‘ndustnoa against foreign competition to urge—a plea inadmissible in
Froo Trade England—their petitions havo beon rofused. Canada should be
careful not to give them a bettor reason for urging their petitions.”

A Salom, Yarmouth, correspondent sends us the following account of
the *“Salem Poultry Farm,” started four years ago at Salem, in the
suburbs of Yarmouth, by Mr. § A. Kinnoy, with half a-dozen old hens,
which has now grown to bo quite an institution. It occupies from two to
ghrou acres of land, has sovon hon houses 14 by 22 foet, three breed-
ing housgs 8 by 10 feet, twelve chicken houses 6 by 8 feet, with
brooders in each to hold 50 chickens, a cook house 22 by 16 feot, with cellar,
punmp, woll, 4 of Wilson’s mills for grinding green bones, oyster shells, and
grain food, and for cutting meat up fine for chicken food. It has also a
couple of sand houses and a broody house, in all 25 houses. Two incuba-
tors are used for hatching, ono holding 320 eggs, and the other 160, both are
running at the present time, and turn out from 60 to 75 per cent. of tho
eggs put in them which aro fortilo in healthy lively chickens each mounth, or
21 days. Thero are 400 laying hons, each doing her best at cackling over
the last egg she has laid, while somo 12 to 13 cockerolsstrut around and seom
to say, what is all this noise about? The hons are * Plymouth Rocks ” raised
from eggs imported from the brown egg strain of W. N, Rudd & Son of tho
“ Owoceo” poultry farm in Massachusetits, supposed to bo the best on the
coutioent, having been cuitivated for years to produce superior eggs.
During the prosent season some of the houses will be filled with « L?ght
Brahmas” from eggs of Mr. J. K. Felchis’ strain, of Masachusetts, superior
to the * Plymouth Rocks " in being white, their feathers being mors valuable
than dark omes. These birds of Mr. Felchis have boen s> thoroughly
cultivated by him that they | y 1210 15 doz. por yoar, the largest, brownest
and richest hens eggs known,

The * Broody House," roferred to above, is a prison bouse designed for
curing this proponsity, twico a weck these broody hens ara githared up in
a large backet and cirried off to this prisun, where there discontent usually
cures thom within frow 3 to G days, aud they go back sulkily to laying again.
Theso families of hensareso arranged, that a constant harvest of oggs is obtained,
pullots are brought from the machines in such numbers and at such times as
to keep the supply of layers good, the old hons being shipped oft to market
as soon as their laying capacity flags, and their places filled by now arrivals;
so that the number is kept good. Upwards of 200 egga are gathered daily
the year round, which cnables the propriotor to ship to Boston each week
120 doz which, being so much superior to ordinary moerchantable eggs,
bring fiom 15 to 45 cents, and averago 26 conts per doz the yoar round.

From ouo to two thousand chicks will also be raised this season, and
these also go to tho same market, whero good pricos are obtained. Eggs are
also supplied to parties for hatching, and so improving the qualities of their
flocks about the farm houses. A gentleman from Massachusotts lately bought
n‘su?ply- of 500 for the purpose of starting a hon farm in Sholburno County,
N. 8, his former homwe, having heard of the superior quality of theso eggs.

Cane or Work Honses.—To me there is nothing so painful as seoing
hoises with sore shoulders, and necks bare and raw, so many dovices applied
of no avail, pads helow and ahove this raw flesh. Prevention is better than
cure, and ho is tho wise man who adopts the latter, aud I am grioved to say
that 1t is only in the farming class that wo seo this torturo to animals ; it is
not from overwork, but negligence, or not knowing how to prevent it.
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Go into any city and you will seo valuablo horses in express wagons’
brewors' wagons, truckers’ wagons, all with housings—leather fittings on the
hames, thus protecting tho neck and shoulders from rain, and oxcluding the
water from between cullar and flesh ; drivers should always earry them,
When I go into a farmer’s stablo and see such hung up with his harness,
and a nose hag to feed his horses at their work, I mentally ubserve, Lhis inan
is merciful to his beast and eaves money. The slipshod one will feed his
mid-dny oats from a basket, or throv it in the bottom of a wagon, and waste
mote feed in one yeur than would piy fur a dos+n nose bags ; and the man
that does not usoe housings wiil make his horses stand in the stable from sore
shoulders, losing as much time as would pay for a dozen sets of them.

You may scrape and clean your collms as you will, wash daily with salt
sud water or oak bark wator, to harden the shoulders, you will still have
sore shoulders and necks ; and my oxpericuce with hoises and mules has

OUR COSY CORNER.

SuceestioNs ror Stour Laniks.—Conplaintis very often heard that in
devising her vaiious modes Damo Fashion considers ¢nly tho neelds of tie
tall, slender woman, ignoring thase of her stouter and, perhaps, less graceful
gisters. It is naturally easier to adapt materials and designs to slender
women, because tho shortcumings of Nuture, the angles aud holiows, ¢ by
artificial means be transformed into graceful curves; at the same timo the
stout woman dues not half appreciato her advantages, for sho generally
thinks that having discovered stripes sho must abide by them, and that only
piain bodices are permitted her. In this she errs, because a plain striped
skirt with an untrimmed bodico will make her appear fully as heavy as
sho is.

What must she wear then? Phin colurs, usually, but even in them
she must discriminate. A glaring shade like Empire or ¢ udet is not fw her,
neither are golden-brown, gray, rose, yollow, or, except in cottons, wite.
All the dark browns and greens, however, most of the blues, decp-garnet,
olive, very dark grey, steel and black are especialiy appropriate for her. In
malerials, satin is to be avoided, tho choico resting with such fabrics as Surah,
cashmere, veiling, and dull silks which drape in straight lines  Very thin
stufls aro not advisable, for in order to be cffective they requise a fuil
draping, which, of course, adds to the apparent sizs of tho figure. Tho
wearing of drapery by stout women has always been a vexed question ; but
bear this in mind, that if a smooth surface seems to increase the size, a
proper arrangement of folds conceals it; and that is why a plan skirt
without drapery is not suited to a woman who is largo about the abdvmen.

Ae to trimmings. Avoid any that are arranged across tho skirt o1 bodice,
and o not have tho bodice closed with large or conspicuous buttons. A
closing made invisibly or with very mall buttons is most effective. When
tho bust is very largo nothivg brings its sizo into such decided prominence
a3 flat passemonterie arranged down each «ido of the frunt to tho edge of the
basque ; instead of a garniture of this kind have a square, narrow plastron
of passementeris, or elso a long Vshoped ovrnament, keeping tho centre
part covered to impart an air of length rather than width.

Beware of tight sleeves; they are not at all artistic on a fleshy woman.
Theo sleevo with a very littlo fuluess at the tup is more becoming.

As to the choice of patterns, remember one thing : while all garments are
illustrated upon a figure of medimmn size, tho patterns are so accurately
graded that they are perfecily suited o women of any size—largs or small,
Naturally a stout womau must select the garnitures, as rhe does also the
materials, that will mako her appear smallest; but most of tho srason’s
gownsare possible to woman kind in general. Vory short, flufly draperies
aro to bo avoided, but as nobody wears them now-a-days, this restriction is
not important.

Now, a littlo more advics. Do not soleet either too light or too small a
bonnet ; a stout woman in a little bonnet is ridiculous. Have rathera
chapeau that fits the head and has a somoewhat high and slender garniture.
A bridle is always to boe proferred to ties,

Then do not woar too short & wrap—it will look insignificant; and do
not arrango the hair to bo picturesquoly careless, for while this might be
becoming to tho fuce, the effect npon the goneral appearanco is bad.

Bo careful to have your bodices well honed, which means with boues that
aro not too short and that do not bend forward.

Wear gloves that are, if anything, a tiifle loose, aud aveid in them tho
bright shades of yollow.

Abovo all, howaro of too sinzll a parasol,
