J. D. Naismith has sold the X-10-U.§ saloon
and restaurant, Wionipeg, to J. G. Jopling.
John Haverty of the Sherman house, Win.
nipeg, has sold ous to C. Montgomery.

Thos. Ryan returned to Winnipeg from a
trip over the Manitoba & North.-Western Rail-
way last week. Ho says the crops in that scc.
tion of the country aro exceedingly heavy;
the barley harvest is now in full blast, ond the
wheat harvest will begin generally this weck.

The Portage la Prairie Icuiew guotes prices
at that place as follows: Beef, 2} to 3iclive
weight ; mutton, 10c by carcass; pork, 6¢ to
Sc, veal, 6 to Sc; chicken, 15¢; butter, salt,
13c; fresh, 15c; eggs, 18¢, aund very scarce,
Patent flour, $2.75 sack ; prairic rose, $2.50;
shorts, $13 per toa; bran, $12 per ton; oats,
60c per bushel ; new hay, 33 per ton.

L3 £. P. R. is arranging for two ““labor”
cxcursions from tho cast to Manitoba. Mani-
toba iz ‘in want of help to harvest the
heavy crop, and it is to bo supplied in this way.
Trains will leave Toronto on August 13th and
20th, for Manitoba. The low rate of $15 for
tho trip has been mado, and $13<or roturn fare
to those who have worked ono month in the

harvest fields here. Tickets good to return un-
til the ond of November. Tho idea is o
splendid oue, though it was thought of a little
late 1n the season,

The Western Woolen Manufacturing Co.,
which recently secured control of the woolen
nills at St. Bouilace, just across the Red river
from Winnipeg, has now everything in order
and runaing smoothly. The new company will
manufacture cloths, sheetings, flunuels, blank-
ets, yarns, socks, initts, etc. Sume new ma-
chinery for the manufacture of heavy cloths
is being procured from Leeds, Englaud. Itis
also iotended to put ir some now power
knitting machinery to replace tho present hand
machiues for the manufacture of socks, mitts,
otc. Only pure woollen goods will be turned
out. Electric lighting will be put in to enable
the work to go on night and day, as orders are
now a long way ahead. The factory is under
the direction of John Ryan, formerly of the
Rapid City woollen mill.

Assinihoi2.

Several thousand dollars worth of buffalo
bones have been gathered along the Regina and
Privce Albert railway and are piled at the
sidings waiting shipment.

Hy. Le Jenne will build a three-story solid
brick building at Regina, sizs 40x40. The
ground floor will be occupied by Le Jenne,
Smith & Ce., bank, and G. T. Marsh, real
estate. The Bank of Montreal has also pur-
chased three lots at Regina, corner of Scarth
strcet and Eleventh avenue, upon which will
be erected o fine bank building,

Dixon Bros., general merchants, Maple Creck,
are erecting o new store, size 100x30. Itisto
be two-stories high with Mansard roof. The
front and weat sides are to be of free stoue
while the back and east side will be of field
stone. 'The free stone used was procured about
cleven miles south of tho town and is of superior
quality. Wheo completed Dixon Bros. will
have onc of the finest stores west of Winnipeg.

Saskatr;hewan.

1t is expected that a regular train service be.
tween Regina and Prince Albert will be estab.
lished by the first of October next, and perhaps
earlier.

The steamer Northwest is ruaning on the
Saskatchewan River, between Lake Winnipeg
(Grand Rapids) and Edmonton, Alberta. Con«
nection is made at Grand Rapids with Lake
Winnipeg steamers.

The railway station house, round-house coal
shed, cte., of the [egina and Prince Albert
railway at Saskatoan, have been built on the
west sido of the river, while the town is on the
cast side. A new town site is to be surveyed
adjoining tho station, which will doubtless be-
come tho futurc Saskatoon, to the dizgust of
those who own lots in tho present site.

Mberta.

The estate of J. W. Power, jeweller, Calgary,
has been purchased by W. H. Asselstine.

Caigary merchants aro forining a new board
of trade, the old board _having been allowed to
lapse.

Calgary will vote on a by-law toraise $21,000
by the issuc 6 six gt ~ent. bouds, spread over

thirty years, for a sewerago system. Voting
will take place on September 7th, ~

Preparations are boing made to resumo work
in the coal mines at Aunthracite on a pmall
scale. It isstated that coal will only be taken
out to supply the Calgary markot for tho
coming winter,

Northwestern Ontario.

Mcikle & Inglis have opened a real cstato
and commercial oxchange at Port Arthur.

Thos. Marks & Co., merchants, Port Arthar,
have opened a wholesale and retail grocery
atore in connection with their other mercantilo
cstablishments at that place.

Thoe Badger company shipped recently to
Newark, N.J., a car of silver ore containing
33,359 pounds and valued at $45,000. This is
the richest car ever shipped from Port Arthus
and is the product of the Badger's new view
for less than one month’s work,

Advance in Bnt;ts and Shoes.

There is a very strong feeling in the eastern
boot and shoe trade, and prices are being ad-
vanced. Regardiog the situation at Montreal
the Trade Lulletin says: ‘¢ Fully two-thirds
of the {all orders have been received, but man.
ufacturers are using great precaution in filliog
that portion of them which do not represent
first-class houses, and will continue to do so
until the result of the harvest becomes more
definitely known. In the meantime sorting
orders of fair volume are being received from
travellers and customers divect, which compare
favorably with former seasons. Everything at
present poiut to a good fall trade, and nothing
short of a crop failure can blight the prospect.,
Values are advancing, and 74 to 10 per cent.
better figures have actually been paid on differ-
ent lines with higher prices considered certain,
owing to the steep rise in the price of hides and
the gradual appreciation of leather. Most of
our large boot and shoc houses are busy, and
rupning full time. Remittances are fair with
some houses but less satisfactory with others.

High Freigr,ht Rates.

The Free Press of Nanaimo, B. C., says:
«“"The freight for vessels at present on this coast
are at a very fair margin and are continuing to
advance. The C. C. Chapman obtalned a
charter a few weeks ago for freight from San
Francisce to Liverpool at 35 shillings, and only
three weeks later the Charles E. Moody con-
tracted a charter for the sameo place withan
advance of 5. 3d. per ton. If the present
high freights continue a few months this coast
will be crowded with shipping. Coal freights
from Nanaimo to San Francisco are bringing $3
per ton. This must leave a very fair dividend
for the ship owners. A vessel of three thousand
tons will probably make a return voyage ia two
months and thus earn §9,000, half of which
will cover expenses, leaving tho other half a
clear profit. Sometimes a ship will make a °
roturn voyage to San Francisco in one month,
but this very seldom occurs.

Victoria, B. 0.

The early history of British Columbia centres
avound Victoria. Sir James Douglas selected
this portion of Vancouver Island for the
establishment of a colony as early as 1842, and
the following year a fort was established, called
Fort Camosan, and later changed to Victoria.
At this time the country was under the control
of the Hudson’s Bay Company. In 1858 the
Island was made a crown colony, wih Sir
James Douglas as Governor, and the vili. e of
Victoria becamo the capital, About this time
the great gold fever started, and there was a
wild rush of people to the country. Victoria
suddenly became a canvas city of twenty to
thirty thousand. After the collapse of the gold
fever the population sank to a few thousand,
but since that time the city has made steady
and at times rapid progress, but always on a
very solid and substantial basis.

Victoria i8 now a wealthy and thrifty city,
with a population placed at 22,000. The city
is tho principal wholesale trade centre of the
province, and it is well represented in manu.
facturing industries. Among the industriesare
extensive iron works, furniture factories, soap
works, gun making, brass works, saw mills,
several sash and door, and wood working in-
dustries, cigar factories, ship yards, shoe fac-
tories, extensive lithographing, bookbinding
and printing establishments, wagon shops,
clothing manufacturers, breweries, broom and
match box factory, rice, flour and catmeal mills,
candy factories, packing houses, cracker factory
and other industries. These industries do a
great deul to keep up the city and extend its
trade throughout the country at home aund
abroad. Many industries in other parts of the
province are controlled by Victoria capitalists.

The importance of Victoria from a trade
standpoint may be seen from a study of the
customa returns and other official statistics of
thisnature. Exports from the port of Victoria
for the year 1889 are placed at £3,008,015,
being made up as follows : —

The imports for the same year were §2,913,-
198.00. The item of fisheries would include
the zalmon pack of the province, which is ex-
ported through Victoria houses,

In the matter of railwayd, thero is buione
road on Vancouver Islaud, and this connects
the city with the coal inines at Nanaimo and
Woellington. Steamers run daily to connect
with the Canadian Pacific railway at Vancouver.
There is also a regular steamship service to
New YWestminster, and to San Francisco, Port-
land, Puget Sound cities and all other principal
coast ports. In addition to these regular
steamship lines there is a large local interest in
shipping. For instance the sealing flect, whizh
numbers about thirty vessels is owned in
Victoria.

Since the union® of the island and mainland
in one province, Victoria has remained the
political as well as the commercial metropolis
of British Columbia. The provincial govern-
ment buildings occupy a beautiful position
across an arm of the harbor, facing the city.
The surroundings of the city aro most pictures-
que and inviting, and this draws a large num-
ber of tourists annually to the place, as well as
inducing many to take up their permanent
residence in the city.

Victoria advanced very rapidly last year,
and a large amonnt of capital waa invested in
permanent improvem. ats. It isestimated that
between $1,000,000 and 1,500,000 were invested
in buildjng improvements in 1889. Among the
important public improvements is an electric
street railway, which is now in operation upon
a number of the principal business strects, and
the system is being extended to Esquimalt.
Building operations are being continued this
season on the same active scale. The city is
lighted by electricity and gas, and has ‘an ex-
cellent fire department, also water works, etc.
Theo last assessment roll shows the valuo of real
eatate to bo §9,f ,000. That trade continues
in a healthy « adition is shown by tho great
immunity from failures which the city enjoys.
Failures aro rare in Victoria. One of the most
important buildings erected in Victoria last
year was the Jubilos Hospital. This institution
was formally open.d by the Duke of Connaught
on his recent visit to Victoria, Tho ¢ost of the

building is aboyt $§0,000,

One of tho features of Victoria is its suburb of
Baquimalt. Eequimalt is the British naval
station for the North Pacific. There arealways
from one to half a dozen ships of tho British
navy here, and the furnishing of supplies for
the navy is an important item in the trade of
Victoria. Esquimalt possesses a wonderfu}
harbor ; aleo & fine dry-dock constructed by
the Dominion Government at a cost of nearly
$1,000,000. A number of the leading businesy
houses of Victoria have been in existence since
the early days, and as these old housesare
nearly all comparatively wealthy, it may be
takep for granted that carrying on business ha
been profitable right along. Many of the older
business men of the place have retired with a
competence. Victoria is generally considered
a very wealthy city for its size. The assessed
value of personal property is placed at $6,356,
830.

Butier.

The situation in butter in Eastern Cunada
markets is anything but cncouraging, as Tur
CoMMERCIAL bas pointed out more than one
of late. The Montreal Trade Bulletin has the
following to say on the subject :—*The pres
pects for butter are very poor, for the reas
thut the make is accumulating in first hands,
instead of being shipped out of the countr.
There can be no question that the usul
quantity of butter is being produced, from the
fact that country buyers state there is azy .

BUTTER GOMPOUNDS,

By an Act “to prohibit tho manufacture and
sale of certain substitutes for butter” (49 Vie-
toria, chap. 42), assented to 2nd June, 1886,
trade in olecomargarine or butterine was pro-
hibitod in the Dominion, and its importation
for consumption forbidden.

Under the authority of the Department of
Inland Revenue, a scries of tests bave recently
been made to ascertain whether the butter
being offered is up to the requirements of the
law. Some 150 samples were examined, pro-
cured in Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, Quebec,
Montreal, Kingston, Toronto, Windsor and
Winnipeg. Twenty samples were procured in
Winnipeg, eight of which were dairy and
twelve creamery. There were thirty-three
samples to which exception was taken on
account of raacidity or a deficicucy of bLutter
fat. The latter defect was due to an excessivo
percentago of water and salt. The Manitoba
samples averaged the lowest as to tho quantity
of salt present in the butter, the average per-
centage of salt in the twenty Manitoba samples
being 3°58, against a general average of all the
samples of §'15, and a maximun average of
640 for samples procured ac Kingston. No
traces of foreign fats were found in any of the
samples examined, so that so far as this test
goes it has been shown that butter compounds
are not sold in this country. Mr. Macfarlane,
analyst, says:—

“In order to compare the results obtained in
examing these pure butters with those yielded
by oleomurgarines, samples of the latter wore
obtained from the United States. The results
ascertained give rise to some considerations
which ought to interest the producers of butter
in Canads, and which may with advauntage be
mentioned. Fresh grass butter possesses acidity
of onty 0'8°, whereas tub hutter shows 6°, and.
during long and perhaps careless storage an ex-
treme rancidity of 26'4 can be reacked. On
the other hand, the .leomargarines test only
14 to 1'7°, and are said to keep very well, and
to have the advantage of butter in this respect.
This is no doubt owing tu the care bestowed
upon their manufacturo in large and well-
appointed factories. So long as Cauadian
butter continues t¢' be made in small dairies
there is not likely to be much improvement in
quality. If the home market is to be supplied
with a better article, and exportation to be
attempted, it will, without doubt, be found
that this can only be done successfully by the
adoption of a co-operative system of wmaking
butter in factories, such as new oxclusively pre.
vails in Denmark.”

The quoted remarks of Mr. Macfarline are
worthy of caveful stedy by Manitubaas. It
shows that the inferior article of olecomargariune,
through careful making and handling, is placed
on the market im better shape than dairy
butter, owing to tne excessive rancidity of
dairy butter, due to carclessness in making and
defectivo storage. Mr. Macfarlane belioves
wich & great maoy others, thut until the factory
mode of making butter is generally adopted,
Canada cunnot become a butter-exporting
country.

The o1 tegsive quantity of salt used isanother
drawback to Canadian butter. A number of

e

samples of Danlsh, Sweedish, French, Holstein
and English samples were examined, and these
showed a porcentage of salt of from ‘09 to 2+03.

In connection with this analyais of butter for
tho purpose of ascortaining whether butter
compounds are sold in Canada, it may bo worth
while drawing attention to thesale of Califoraia
butter in British Columbia markets, Ia these
tests no samples of butter were procured from
our Pacific coast markets. There is a very
large consumption of California butter in our
Pacific coast markets, where the imported
article enjoys a grod reputation and commands
a high price, being regarded as pure, fresh
grass butter, Speaking of California butter,
which is 80 largely consumed in British Colum-
bia, a Vancouver commission merchant says:
“Its only recommendation is that it iagot up in
neat rolls, is always hard, even in the dog
days, and is of course clean, also cheap. It is
a mixture of tallow and butter. Its proper
name is butterine, and therefore it is prohibited
according to law.”

UPPER LAKE TRAFFIC,

In view of the recent break in the Sault Ste
Marie canal, it will be interesting to consider
the enormous traffic of the upper lakes, de-
pending upon this siogle canal.  Traffic
through the canal was resumed lzst Monday
morning after a delay of eighty.nine hours.
During this time 150 vessels were delayed
awaiting repairs to the disabled lock. These
vessels with their cargoes represented millions
of money, and the loss to the owners of the
boats and their cargoes is placed at one to two
hundred thousand dollars. It will take some
time to get the vessels through which have
congregated during the break, and others are
arriving all the time. Lake comwmerce has
received a blow which it will not recover from
this season, unless the period of navigation
should be greatly prolonged this fall.

Followirg wil) show the tremendous traffic
through this canal, far in excess as it is of the
traffic through the famous Suez canal : During
the fiscal year ending June 30, 1890, the Sault
Ste Marie canal gave passaga to 10,108 vessels,
of which 6,806 were steam vessels propelled by
screws and 2,83t were sailing vessels. The
following are some of the more important items

of the traffic passing through the canal:

Beside tho lumber above reported, nine rafts
containing 17,500,000 feet of lumber were
passed down the tapids, During the calendar
year of 1889 there were transported through
the canal 7,516,022 net tons of freight. The
average distanco over which this freight was
cartied was 790.3 miles. The total number of
mile tons was 5,940,646,352. Tho total cost of
transportation was $8,034,246, The average
cost of carrying one fon one mile was 13 mills,

The great West on  both sides of thae
boundary is largely dependent upon this canal
for shipping out produce and bringing in coal,
otc. Any lengthy obstruction to the canal
would paralyize the trade of tho West, as tho
railways could not begio to handle the traffia
of the conntry. J. J. Hill, the great railway
man, says ‘* the Chicago lines could not furnish
cars to handlo one-third of the traffic of the
stutes depending largely upon the lake route.
The consequences resulting from a prolonged
blockade at the canal would bo terrible. The
grain crop would have to remain in farmers’
hands, as it could not be moved, and the coal
supply would be cut off during the cold north-
ern winter. The recent delay was caused by
the breakage of a valve, and it is well that it
was not more serious. Io future care will be
taken to have duplicate pieces on hand to im-
mediately replace any disabled portion.

The traffic of the Sault canal is increasing
with leaps and bounds year by year, and it
must go on increasing with tho development of
tho great West, It is yet in its infancy, and
when this new country is a little more fully
developed it will take soveral canals to handle
tho vessel tonnage seeking passage. In view
of theso circumstances and of the vast import-
ance of tho route, our goversment has not
taken action too soon to constructa canal on
Canadian territory. By the time it is com-
pleted it will probably be required, even asan
auxiliary to the present canal on the United
States side of the boundary.

B, C. BOARD OF TRADE,

The British Columbia Board of Trade of
Victoria appears to be in a healthy state
financially. The board Ias now a few thousand
dollars surplus to its credit. Itis proposed to
invest this in the purchase of a piece of pro-
pecty, with a view to the erection of a board
of trade building at some future day. The
employment of a permanent secretary who
would give all his time to the work of the
board, is also contemplated. This would be
a wise move. The importance of the trade of
Victoria is such that it is worth while looking
after all the time, and ample employment
could be had for one good man constantly.
The Winnipeg board made such a mote some
years ago, and the same custom is followed in
other important trade centres,

At the recent annual meeting of the board,
some complaint was made as to the attendance
and Jack of interest taken in the work of the
toard, by the members. The active work in
connection with institutions of this kind is
very liable to fall to the lotof afew. Thisis
sometimes the fault of the system oi manage.
ment as well as to the negligence of the mem-
bers, lndividuality sometimes becomes too
marked in connection with such institutions as
boards of trade, and this gives rise to remarks *
to the effect that the board is managed by a
certain clique, and that the opinions expressed
by the board are the opinions of this clique,
and not of the business community. This
weakens the influcnce of the board. Popular
opinion is not always just in this mattér, but
expressions in tho direction indicated aro
frequently made about many boards of trade’ .
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Of course somcbody must do the work, and
those who take tho most active patt aro liable
to bo spoken of as ‘' running the machine. ”

VWhile it is perhaps unnecessary to pay too
much attention to remarks of this nature, it
would be well to givo as little ground for them
as possible. The mode of conducting the heard
should be such as to encourage all the members
to thke an activo interest in the work. Tle
hénors of the board should also bo pacsed
around. Whilo it is a graceful and worthy
acleowledgement of interest takon in tho
board, to continue to place honors upon certain
members, in view of public sentiment outsido,
it is perhaps not always a wise policy to pur-
sue.

The annual report of the Victoria hoard, a
lengthy summary of which was published in
this journal last week, is well worthy of per-
usal by those interested in British Columbia.
It contains much valuable information relating
to the commercial progress of the cowntry, pre-
sented in a dignified and readable form. Al-
together the report shows & state of prosperity
and a hopeful outlook for the future. A large
number of subjects are discussed under dif-
ferent headings, all of interest ¢o the business
community. The report speaks hopefully of
finmigration prospects, and in this connection
depreciates the policy of the government in
disposing of large blocks of land to speculators
and others, holding that it tends to curtail
actual settlement. The board is on the right
track on this question and should follow up the
matter actively. The fisheries receive con-
siderable attention in the report. Reference
is made to the salmon-fishing regulations and
to the seal fisheries, and the hepe is expressed
that the Behring Sea question will soon be
sottled satisfactorily to both countries. The
board evidently favors restrictions as to killing
seal, as the statement is made that the ‘“indis.
criminate slaughter of seal is a matter which
demands the attention of both governments.”
Regret is ..Jso expressed at the inactivity of the
Dominion government in exploring and en-
couraging the development of the deep sea
fisheries. In connection with the latter ques.
tioa the Doard sees a ‘‘large and profitable
market in the United States for the produce
of the fieheries,” and hopes that the obstacles
which prevent the exportation of fish to that
ma- ket may be removed.

{3peaking of the commercial prosperity en.
joyed the report says : *‘ In the city of Victoria
the value of real estate has advanced nearly
100 per cent. within the past twelve months, a
fact which attests sufficiently tho flourishing
conditiou of its trade.” While this rapid ad-
vance in real estate no doubt shows com.
mercia! prosperity in other directions, taken
alone it can hardly be considered as a favorable
feature. Anadvance of 100 per cent. in twelve
months looks like undue inflation and over-
speculation in land property. Rcal estato
values in Victoria may not be inflated. but the
statemont iudicates danger, and the fear may
at least be expressed that such & condition is
indicated by such a rapid advance in prices.
The great advancement made by Victoria dur-
ing the past year has no doubt buen of a solid
nature, but it wonld be better were it not at-
tended by such a rapid-advance in real estate.

.LCufortunately, howevar, real ostate inflation
seoms almost fovariably to attend a poriod of
gencral advancement in w.atern .ities.

OUR IOELANWDIO POPULATION.

The Icclanders of Manitobsa, to the number of
about 1,600, cclebratod the 1010 anniversary of
the settlement of Iceland and tho birth of the
Icolandic nation, in Winnipeg last week. Oune
of the speakora estimated the Icolandic popu-
lation of Manitoba at 9,000 to 10,000, about
3,000 of whom are in Winnipeg. The Ice-
[anders are among our most worthy settlers. As
an induatrial populetion for the cities, vacy are
quiet, sober, honest and willing to make the
best of their opportunivies. They are decidedly
superior to most other forcigners in this respect,
as they are not given to atrikesand riotous
conduct, such as often characterizes the in-
dustrial classes. Where thoy have taken to agri-
culture, as a great many have in Manitoba,
they have done well, and some who came here
without means a few years ago, are now in
good citcumstances, or as one of their number
said af the celebration, “arc worth thousands.”
They have a faculty of adapting themselves to
circumstances and living within their means
until they can get ahead, which cannot be said
of a good many of our immigrants. In business
many of them have also done well, and several
of them have more than a local reputation
outside of their own nationality as successful
business men.

Socially and politically the Icelanders maio
excellent citizens, They seema to imbibe the
spirit of our jnstitutions more readily than any
other foreigners. They ctcquire -the language
of the country and become enthusiastic and
loyal citizens, They do not make a great
noise and agitate for special privileges for their
nationality, such as is the case with some other
settlers, They accept our institutions and onr
laws as they are, and go quietly to work to
improve their own condition on their arrival
here. They want only fair treatment as citizens
of tho country, and no favors. They are good
citizens because they aro honest, sober and
industrious, asd because they endeavor to make
themselves citizeuns of the country in the fullest
sense of the word, and not foreigners residing
among us. Manitoba would be the better of
having hundreds of thousands of such citizens
instead of 10,000.

The Icelanders of Manitoba have shown
themselves a progressive people, quite worthy of
citizenship in this progressive country. Though
they bave had many disadvantages to labor
under, coming here poor and unacquainted with
the language and customs of the country, they
have as a rule done well. There are now one
monthly and two weekly papers published in
Winnipeg in tbeir language. Thoy are all well
eduscted in their own language and are rapidly
becomirg the same in Evglish. They aro now
founding an institution of learning in Winni.
peg, which will be the firat Lutheran institution
of the kind in Canada.

A WISE REFORM.

The provincial government of British Colum.
bia has evidently rcsolved upon a very wise

reform in the administration. of the .public.

domain. In the last officinl Fazetle notice is
given thet crown iands will not be disposod of
Ly private sale hereafter, pending contemplated
legistution. The managemont of the crown
lands in British Columbin has been anything
but satisfactory fn tho past. In fact the
administration of tho public domain in the
Paciic proviuco, as in other parts of Canada,
has not been without grounds for scandal. Tho
administration of Dominion and ptovincial
lands in other parts of Canada has given very
frequent cause for scandal. Tho parcelling
out of the public domain to politieal
favorites, wire.pullors and schomers has often
been a crying disgrace, Lands have been given
away as bribes and they have boon alienated
from the crown in other doubtful ways. From
all accounts some doubtful work has beon done
in British Columbia ia connection with the
lands. :

Tie CodMerciaL has always held that the
public domain should be reserved for actual
sottlers, and should not be either given away
nor sold to individuals and corporationsiu large
Jots. This position has been taken in regard
to the lands of Manitoba and the Territories,
and the same will apply to British Columbia.
In the latter province there has beon too much
of the sentiment to regard the public domain
as a usoless encumberance, rather than a great
and invaluable heritago of the people. This
will perhaps account for the very unsatisfactory
immigration policy of the province. Thiags
have been allowed to go along in & hap-hazard
sort of way, andvery little inducement fias been
held out to settlers to come in and possess the
land. Scarcely: anything has been done in the
direction of surveying the lands and preparing
them for settlemeat. People who wished to
locate in the province have had to hunt up
locations suitable for settlement and then squat
on uansurveyed land., This of course has not
been encouraging to settlement, as very few
would care to locate in the province under such
circumstances. It is to be hoped that the an-
nouncement in the official Gazette foreshadows
a gencral change in the administration of the
crown lands in the direction of providing more
encouragement to actual settlement. At any
rate, the private sale system is very liable to
abuse, and may even lay the administration
open to grave charges for which it is not blame.
able. A change in the -system is theretore
desirable.

New Buildings ab Victoria.

Building operations were very brisk at
Victoria, B. C., last year, and this year there
is a continuation of activit; in the same line,
Among the fincst of the new buildings may be
mentioned that erected on Johoson Street by
H. Saunders. This splendid structure has just
been completed and occupied by Mr., Saunders.
It has a frontage of forty feet on Johnson Street,
and one hundred feet on QOriental Alley, The
building is two storics high, with full size base-
ment. The ceilings aré lofty, the ground floor
being seventeen feet from floor to ceiling, and
the upper floor fifteen feet. This makes the
building equal to an ordinsry three-story struc-
ture in height.- It is, however, in massivcoess
and the artistic style of the structure, rather
than in cize; which mukes' this one of the finest
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buildings on the coast. The front is fitted with
plate glass windows, cach pane being ten fect
square. The interior of the building is in cop-
ing with the outside appearance, being fitted
up in first-clasy stylo and with overy modern
convenience, The entire block is now accupied
by Mr. Saunders for his grocery busincss, and
it can be truthfully said that ho has ono of the
finest grocery stares in Canada. It is a model
establishment throughout. Mr. Saunders has
long beon connected with the trade of Victoria,
and he does a largo jobbing and retail trade in
groceries and liquors. He has also been inter-
ested for some time in salmon canning and
other fisherics, having been the first to t.der-
tako tho development of the black cod or skill
fisheries.

Anothor building in course of construction is
the fiae block being erccted by Lenz & Leiser,
on the corner of Yates Street and Commercial
Alley. This block has a frontage of 50 feet by
80 feot deep, and will be three stories high. The
building will bo constructed from red brick,
with granite facing, and it wil! be a handsome
structure, tho intentioa being to make the work
first-class in «very respect. The interior will
bo fitted with sll modern conveniences for a
wholesale warehouse, includinga powerclovator,
hot air heating, ete. It will be completed this
fall and will be occupied at once by the firm,
who find their present premises .00 small for
their steadily increasing wholesale dry goods
trade.

The mammoth hotel being erectcd ap Govern-
ment streot, overlooking the harbor, by the
Canndn Western Hotel Company, is another
impor¢ant structure. This will bo a five-story
and basement solid brick and stone building.
It will be built with the purpose of making it a
strictly first class house, which is a sufficient
explanation to what the style and fittiogs of
the building will be. It will, it is understood,
be conducted by the present proprietors of the
Driard House, who are largely interested in
the undertakiog.

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WINNIPEG MONEY MARKET.

Last woek opened with the 4th of August
which was a heavy settling day in several lines.
Payments may be said to have been fully as
good a3 was oxpected, but of course expecta-
tions were low., The purcentage of paper met
would be small, though svme rather large
amounts wero mat in full within a few days of
the date upon which they wero due, it being o
characteristic of the trade here to consider
promnptess not cssential in meetivg paper. In
some lines small accounts woro met even bettor
than could have been expected, one wholcsaler
reporting 80 per cen+. of paper met. Another
stated that payments wero bettor than expected
and the wonder was where the inoney came
from at this scason of the year, considering the
goneral closeness which has prevailed. While
payments were certainly not good, they were
not so poor a8 night have been looked for in
comparison with the results of the past season
all through.

WINNIPEG WHOLESALE TRADE,

The quiet of harvest time is being felt in some
lines, while causing briskness in others. Lum.
ber and building supplies are in less request,
while the implement men aro having their
busiest scason. Theo situation is now one of
keen interest and expectancy. The telegraphic
reports which came in on Moaday last, of
destruction of crops by hail, cast a shudder
through the commercisl commuaity, which was
somewhat relieved later on when the ex-
tent of the damege was better known,
Though the damage done by the storm
was very severe in the hail-swept district,
the result is not such as to materially
affect the trade of the country as a whole. It
might have been worse is the geperal remark.
The good crop outlock in the territory west of
Manitoba, in comparison with recent years,
will moro than make up for the destruction by
the storm in Southwestern Manitoba. Iinple-
ment men report a greatly increased demand
for goods in their line from the territories which
speaks well for the crop outlook in the country
beyond the westera boundary of Manitoba
With good weather through harvest,a large crop
will be sccured, and the feeling ie still very
hopeful

AGRICULTURAL IMPLEMENTS.

Dealers arc right into their busiest scason,
and arc rushing out binders aud binder twine
as fast a3 they can bandle it. The demand for
mowers and hay-rakesisabout over. Tho local
retail trade in the Winnipeg district for mowers
was very large this year. Stocks in the city
were exhausted, and dealers were obliged to
cali back stocks from country points, where
they had a surplus, to supply the retail demand
here. In this way tho local demand was sup.
plied. A good many orders for twino and
binders have beeo cancelled from the hail-
stricken region. This will help out the supply
of twine. A small quaatity of twino has
been imported from tho States, which will
also increase the supply hero over what was
“>rmerly connted upon. There was some talk
among dealers about advancing the price of
binder twine, bat it has not materialized, and
the retail price holds at 17¢ per pound, with 16
t0 16}¢ asked for largo orders.

WINNIPEG.

WHERAT

The spurt which wheat took at Chicago on
Saturday, Aug. 2, put new life into the mar-
kets, and for the first three days of last week a
steady advance was maintained, By Wednes.
day’s close prices at Chicago had advanced 5 to
6¢ over the lowest prices of the previous week.
May delivery reached the $1 mark on Aug. 2,
and December closed a fraction over 8l per
bushel on Wednesday, Aug. 6. Corn and oats
advanced strongly and more sharply than
wheat, the advaoce being due to crop damage
roports in the western and northwzstern states.
On Thursday and Friday wheat weakened at
Chicago, and prices declined about 1jc each
day. According to the statement last Monday
the visible supply is now 18,463.048 bushels,
against 12,688,000 a year ago. Crop damage
reports continue to come in from the vorthern
spring wheat states, but they are still very
contradictory and therefore uoreliable. As
harvest is now in progress, the resnlt will soon
be more accurately known. European crop
reports are still conflicting, but a fair average
crop may yet be returned, with good weather
for the balance of the season.

FLOUR.

There has been no further change in flour in
this market. The general situation is firm.
Johbing prices locally are as follows : Patents,
$2.69; strong bakers’, $2.40; XXXX, §1.25;
superfine, §1.15; middlings, $2.60; Graham
flour, §2.40 per 100 pounds.

MILLSTOFFS.

The firm fecling ia bran and shorts has
brought about another advance, and prices wero
marked up $1 per ton last week. Bran is now
quoted at S11 and shorts at $13 per ton in tmall
jobbing lots, with larger lots obtainable at $10
and $)2 per ton respectively.

GROUSD FEED.

Grounl corn anl oat chop is again
quotable higher, owing to advancing prices
sonth. Stocks in this market are very light,

and what still remains is held at §25 to $26 per
ton.

. MEALS.

Qatmeal is very firm and higher prices are
being asked in castern markets. Cornmeal could
not te laid dowa here now at quotations.

2 he June sales attracted but few buyers, the
trade generally not favoring summer sales,
which arc held at a date prior to the disposal of
spring supplies, and the collections also are
usually not comparatively desirable in quality
vesulting in reduced prices which adversely
affeet the legitimate business. It is considered
as good as proven that prices would have gone
much lower if one buyer or bidder had not
kept them up by some sort of an agreement,
the details of which would mzke interesting
reading, as showing the oxtent of development
in manipulation.

C. M. Lampson & Co.’s sale. Black bear—

Leipzig at about March prices.

Brown bear—Rather low in quality; taken
largely by Eoglaud; best skins brought 135
shillings.

Beaver—Consisted of Canada, Columbia,
Rocky Mouatain and Western skins; taken
for England, Russia and America.

Red fox—Mainly United States coilection,
with small parcels of Halifax, Nova Scotia, and
Alaskas. Leipzig and Russian dealers were the
chief buyers.

Kitt fox—12,000 skins, thelargest number in
many years; wmainly teken for London at 28
pence per skin.

White fox—Contained many low sorts and
some parcels of good Alaskas; buyers commis-
sion firms und Leipzig dyers.

Hair seals—Taoken by a Leipzig firm.

Fur scals, dry—Poor collection, and small
lots of no importance.

Lyax—Taken by Leipzig and London buyers.

Common cat-—Purchased by London and Ger-
man firms &t 15 to 20 per cent. less than in the
spriog.

Marten—Purchased principally by London
furricrs at spring values ; a few skins taken for
Paris.

Mink—Consisted of common United States,
Southern and Southwestern sorte and some
small parcels of Eastern, Halifax and Michigan
skins; pricesaveraged lower, in instances fiftoen
per ccot. than in March; the lesding buyers

were Gorman and French firms,

Musquash—All sorts met with a satisfactory
demand, tho greater part going to Leipzig.

Black musquash—Only 3 032; taken for Rus-
sia at full spring rates.

Otter—Western and Soutthern sorts, with
small parcels of Columbia and Halifax skins;
best dark lots bought &1 to 55 shilling; paler
sorts, 10 per cent dearer than in March, Ger-
man fur dealers were the buyers,

American opossum—Taken by London and
Leipzig dealers.

Japanese foxes—Middling sizes were pur-
chased for English, German and French con.
sumption; fifsts, extra large, averaged about
2 shillings.

Wallaby—Principally taken for London at
former prices.

Raccoon—UGieneral collection; rough, prime
and all thirds and fourths, brought March
prices; middling sorts declined; taken largely
for Leipzig, and in part for France and Russia;
dark skins met a fair demand for Leipzig.

Skunk—A large quantity, 290,000 skins, con-
taining many Southern, Southwestern and, as
usual at this season, brownish skins; some
strings had to be withdrawn; the bulk of the
supply sold taken by Leipzig and London snd
many parcels for America; full stripes were
dearest in proportion.

Civet cat—About 5.000 skins; taken by one
Leipzig buyer.

Wolf—Buyers, English furriers.

Wolverine—Rather low collection; best skins
brought 10 to 15 shillings.

Russian sable—Moinly Amersky; mainly taken
for London trade. .

Items About Trade,

The sale of several lots of Cape wool at
Montreal is reported at 16} to 17§c. Austra-
lian is quoted at 17 to 20c and B. A. scovred at
39 to Hlc.

The new crop of the Malaga raisins is not
oxpected to exceed that of last year—say 600,-
000 boxes, First shipments are expected to
bogin early in September.

The Toronto Empire recently reported a sale
of & round lot of choice dairy butter in that
market at 13¢ per pound, and stated that com.
mon butter was moving at 8c.

Burlaps, says an exchange, are firmer and
likely to be higher during the pext six months.
Some manufacturers are indifferent about book-
ing orders at present rates. From the unanim.
ity of their statements it is evident that it does
not pay to manufacture oil-cloths now and sell
them at the present very low rates.

The canned goods marhet of Toronto is re-
ferred to as follows by the Empire: *There has
been a fair demand for salmon at firm prices for
spot stock: ordinary brands are going at §1 50
and the best at $1.65. Lobaters are firm at
$2.00 to $220, with Clover Leaf at §2.75.
Fruits and vegetables are quiet. A few toma-
toes are sclling at $1,20. Corn and peas are
not offered at the former low prices, the cheap
stock being evidently pretty well sold out; for
present stock $1.00 to $1.10 is gencrally
asked.”

The market for California prunes, evaporated
spricots and peaches, says the Journal Com-
merce, continues strong. All the apricots that
have arrived thus far have passed into jobber’s
hands, and the jobbers in turn have distributed
nearly tho entire quantity. Scarcity of green
fruit of all kinds and the high cost of canned
fruitaccounts for this unprecedented experience.
Apparently 17 to 173c spot could readily be
obtained in New York for carload lots. On the

coast salea wero reported at 154 to 16c f.0.b, for
cholce quality in sacks, Further contracts for
prunes were closed at 113e dolivered, in Phila-
delphia, for 603 to 8Us in boxes, which price, it
was stated, could have bacn obtained for more
goods than the sbllers were in a position to
offer.

A circular issued by Altred H. Keun,
Swmyraa, cstimates the 1890 crop of Sultana
raisins at 30 per cent less than that of last year;
a falling off of 11 per cont in Eleme raisins and
an increase of 30 per cent in black raisins, and
a falling off of 30 per cent in figs, The crop of
the latter is estimated at 12,900 tons, ugainst
19,250 tons last year and an average of about
15,000 tons during the preceding three years.
The 1890 crop of Sultana raisins is placed at
15,000 tons. Last years yield was 21,200 tons,
that of 1858 about 31,000 tons and tho average
for 1586 and 1887 about 27,000 tons. Of Eleme
raising about 17,300 tons are calculated upon,
against 20,000 tons in 1889 and 22,440 tons in
1888. The estimates on currants indicate a
heavy falling off in that locality, the total
being placed at only 220 tons, against 60O tons
in 1888 and 1389. The quantites in all csti-
mates are tons of 2,240 1bs.

High Fruit Prices.:

In the United States there is a geoneral tend-
ency to high prices for fruits. The Minneapolis
Commercial Dulletin says: ¢ Prices for every-
thing in the line of canaed fraits contiuue to
move steadily npward, according to castern re-
ports, and the advauce is more rapid at first
hands than in the jobbing branch. Asa matter
of fact, there ate few, if any, lines of fruit that
the retailer is not buying at prices below those
at which the jobber can replace the goods-at tho
present time.

Ju the Baltimore market blackberiies are
bringing 90c to S1 per dozen, and other berries
and cherries $1 to 8§1.10, or fully 10c above
what the samne lines were selling at two weeks
ago. Peachesand pears are up fully us much in
the principal markets, and apples are very
difficult to obtaip at any price. The classof
goods that may be termed *‘pie timber” are the
scarcest of any. Forexample, itis now a very
difficult matier to obtain first-class apples in
gallon cans at less than $3.26 per dozen.  Sales
have been made of prime stock at $3.20 and of
scconds §3. Three and six-pound cans are to
be had in very limited quantities, if at all.

There is a positive svarcity of gallon and 3-1b.
picpeaches ; practically nothing offored in New
York and §4 and $1.60 respectively asked in
Baltimore for small lots offered there.

Small fruits, as above noted, are high, and
all descriptions of the dried products are in
nearly as strong shape. Table fruit is littlo, if
at all, better as far as the interests of buyers
may be concerned. Three-pound Eastern
peaches arc seclling at $2.25 for standards and
§2.50 to 82.75 for extras, while scconds are up
to 82 for 2-1b. and $1.60 for 3.1b. Standard
California peaches that jobbers supplied their
retail customers with at §2.23 and under ten
days a go were sold Monday at §2.35 to $2.50
to the wholesale trade, and extrasarc up to
§3.25 to §3.50. Apricots were sold at S1.80
and are new held at §1.85. Standard pears
brought §2.35 0 §2.40 and extras §3.25 vo $3.50.
The tondency on new (1890 pack) California
fruits for future delivery, and on no less than
flve different brands, quotations were sent out
showing an advance of 10¢c for apricots and
Crawford peaches.”

A Quebec despatch says: “The Gaspe dis.
trict fisheries are proving a failare. On the
east coast barely enough for home consumption
can be secured, and almost ceasless rain makes
drying very dificult. Labrador fishermen
have returned from the sea with hardly enough
fish to kecp themnselves and families through
the winter. Nova Scotia merchants who have
arrived in the district to procure supplies of fish
and have of course failed, state that the Nova
Scotia catch is poor.”

Vancouver's J obhiﬁg Trade

Wholesale trade has been making steady
growth at Vancouver, B, C., and already the
youog city can boast of quite a sumber of job-
bing concerns. No doubt this feature of Van-

clothing, hats, caps, fur goods, men’s furnish-
iogs, ete. This firm has long been favorably
known throughout the West, and for the past
six or seven years travellers from the Winnipeg
| house have wmade periodical trips through

couver’s trade will continue to expand in keep- | Britigh Columbia. Finally the British Colum-

ing with the growth of the city in ather diree-
tions. Wholesale trade at presest is mainly
confined to such lines as gruceries, provisions,
cte., but houses in other branches are gradually
being estahlished. Several important additions
to the wholesalo trade of the city have been
made within the past fow months, by the
establishment of branch houscs of Monitoba
firms. G. F. & J. Galt and Carscaden, Peck &
Co., of \Winnipeg, and Smith & Burton of
Brandon, have opened branch houses at Van-
conver.

G. F. & J Galt, wholesale grocers, huve
secured premises in the Van Horne block,
Granville street, a handsome solid brick aad
stone building which would do credit to ¢ y
city, and one of the finest buildings in the city.
In this block they have four floors and base-
ment. The building is very substantial, and
the floors are capable of carrying a heavy
weight of goods. 1 hydraulic elevator js
being put ip, to facilitate the muriog of goods
from onoe flour to another. A large portion of
tho cellar is set apart for butter, so that it will
not come in contact with other goods, which
might impair the quality of the article. One
flat is used for teas alone. This iy probably
the most important line handled. Vancouver,
with its direct conmection with Chivs aad
Japan, is destined to become an important tea
market, and the firm have an oye to the im-
portance of this trade. A general wholesalo
grocery etock is carried, 3L Galvis in charge
at Vaacouver, whilo the tea departmentis looked
after by R. Martin, an expe.ienced man who is
well posted in the tea trade,

Next door to Mesars, Galt, in tho ame block,
js tho Vancouver branch of Carscaden, Peck &

bia busiaess of the firm reached such dimen-

sions that they decided to ~stablish a branch in
‘I the province, where they would be always on
| the spot, ready to do business. A full sto~k of
goods is now carried 2t Vancouver, and the
business is in charge of J. D. Carscaden,
genior member of the firm,

Smith & Burton, wholesale grocers, Brandon,
Manitoba, also have their branc business at
Vancouver, in chargs of John Craig. They are
located in the Elphinston block, Grauville
streot, onposite the Hotel Vancouver, one of the
many fine buildings of the street. The special
business of the firm at Vancouver is to handle
Manitoba produce, and for this purpose the
building ocerpied is admirably adapted, as it
has a splendid cellar. Grocerics are not car-
ried, the Vancouver business being confined to
produce. Mr. Craig is tho right man to have in
charge, and his plessant and business.like man-
ner is making him popular in Vancouver.

The Oviental Traders’ Company is another
comparatively new institution for Vancouver.
This business was located here owing to the
special advantages which Vancouver enjoys for
handling Oricatal goods, with its dircct line of
steamships to Asiatic ports, and through railway
| conuection to the East. It is the intention of
i the Qriental Traders’ Coempany o make a

specialty of imperting Oriental staple goods,
. while they will also endeavor to work upan
export trade to Asiatic countries in Canadian
goods. Imports will include teas, coffecs,
spices, raw sugars, rice, brushes, mattings,
cigars, liquors, hemp, silk goods, umbretlas,
leaf tobacco, manilla, etc. While attention
will be given mostly to staples, curios will also
be imported, and all will be handled wholesalo

- - ———
Co., wholesale manufacturers and dealers in :

exclusively. These goods will come from
Chins, Japan, India, Phillipine Islands and

. other asiatic countries,

Among the oldest established houses of Van.
couver is the firm of T. Dunn & Co., hardware,
The firm is composed of Thomas Dunn and P.
T. Dunn, the latter a brother of the senior
member of the firm, who became a partuer last
fall. The firm occupy quarters in the hand-
some Dunn and Miller block, on Cordova street.
This block has a frontage of 104 feot on Cor-
dova street, and 13 70 feet deep. The portion
occupied by T, Duun & Co , however, is 132 feet
deep on the ground floor, and 30 feet frontage.
It is a solid brick and stone block, threo stories
high, and one of the finest structure in the city,
crected at a cost of $45,000. The firm also have
a large warchouse on the railway, 30x100 fect,
for surplus stock, besides a warehouse in the
rear of the block. A large stock of shelf and
heavy hardware, stoves, paints, oils, glass,
building supplies, ete., is carried. Heavy
goods, such as glass, metals, chaine, etc., are
imported direct by water. A general jobbing
and retail trade is done, and business this
spring is said to have bee. better than ever
before,

R. V. Winch is one of tho active, pushing
business men of Vancouver, and if his busi-
ness does not continue to increase it will not be
for lack of cnergy on his part. His jobbing
trade is largely in fish, and in this lino he does
a large trade, shipping fresh fish in ice all along
the railway eastward from Vancouver to Win-
nipeg and bevond. He has Liandled about two
tons of salmon per week, besides about a ton
per week of other fish. His boats are fishing
on Fraser river, Burrard Inlet aud in the
Straits. At his fish market in Vancouver he
handles a large quantity of produce, vegotables,
fruits, otc.

In the fruit line J. Canning has been estab-
lished in Vancouver for some years, and finds
trade steadily increasing with him., He makes
a specialty of native fruits, though handling
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imported varieties as well. In native fruits
particularly ho has been working up quitoa
jobbing trade in shipping to points along the
railway eastward, in addition to his local trado.
The fruit industry is gradually growing, and
vill expand more rapidly in the futuro, asa
largo arca of new planting has been mado tho
last year or two. Mr. Canning’s shipments of
fruits oxtend as far castward as Winnipeg.
This year the lacal fruit crop has not beou as
large as looked for, but a marked improvewcat
is noticeable in the mode of packing and
marketing. Lighter and butter packages aro
beiug used, and dealers who take shipments of
British Columbia fruit will now have less reason
to complain of the mode of packing.

Tho produce line is well ropresonted by a
number of houses. In this line Wm. Knox has
recently opened as a producs and commission
dealer, and ho is propared to handle butter,
cheese, oggs, ote. He will also handle forcign
and domestic fruits. Though new in this teade,
Mr. Knox has been in business in Vancouver
for some time, and he is well knowa as a relia-
ks mian,

The Vancouver Warchouse Company, of
which G. R. Major is manager, is another in-
stitution wbich handles produce. C.C.Eldridge
manages the produce business. Ho is an ex-
perienced butter and cheese man, having been
in that line at Montreal, before moving to
Vauncouver, The company is prepared to re-
ceivo shipments of Manitoba produce. The
Vanccuver Warehouse Company also does a
general storage and forward g business, broker-
age, insurance, cte,, and also has the agency
for the Canada Sugsar Refining Company of
Montreal.

Meclillan & Hamilton have been established
some time, and do a general produce, fruit and
commission business, handling butter, eggs,
cheese, fruits and produce in a wholesale way.
They find trado steadily increasing at Van.
couver, and to show the growth in the demand
they can now place car lots on the market where
formerly such a quaatity would produce a glut,
In imported fruits they do a large trade, and
also reccive shipments of produce fromm Mani.
toba.

Harry Arkell was one of the first to open in
the produce trade at Vancouver, aund he is still
there and finds his business growing. He
handles a comsiderablo quantity of Manitoba
butter, cheese, eggs, and also flour, feed, etc.
Mr, Arkell, along with other produce dealers
complains that Manitoba shippers hold for too
high prices. There is a market at Vancouver
for a considerable quantity of choice butter
(poor not wanted at any price) but Manitoba
shippers must be prepared to sell as low or
lower than Fastern Canada dealers,

T. W. Clark has also been established in
business for some ycars, handling produce,
flour, feed, fruits, ete., including a considerable
quantity of stuff which comes from Manitoba.
Manitoba flour, notwithstanding high prices
last spring maintained a good sale, as it will be
bad by some regardless of the price, and even
when it costs more it is sometimes cheapor to
use owing to its great strength.

Crowder & Penzer do business as general
commission merchante aud dealers in coal, wood
and produce. They have a wharf, yards and ex-
tensive buildings on False Creek, on Harris
strest. They handle uative produco, bay, oats,
efo., in large quantities, bringing it by boat

from tho agricultus 1 distriot tributary to the
Fraser rivor,

Robort. Coutk, commission merchaut, also
handles produce in large lots. Hois interested
iu shipping and owns two tugs and & number of
scows, etc., with which ho does freighting and
shipping. Mr. Couth is a pleasant gentleman
with whom to do business.

Wm, Skene has beon a residentof Vancouver
for some years, and now occupics a fleor in the
fine Van Horue block, whore he carrics o job-
bing stock of dry goods and boots anl <hoes.
In dry goods he ropresents the 'l known
house of S. Greenst* 1ds, Son&Co., of Montreai,
and Cochrane, Cassils & Co., Montreal in
boots and shoes. Ho also represents Join
MacLean & Co., millinery and Alex. McArthur
& Co., manufacturers of paper, both firms of
Montreal. Mr, skene is a promivent mnember
of the Y<»14i of trade and a judicious business
ma:n.  He regards the outlook at Vancouver as
fairly good, though noting a tendency to overdo
‘~ade.

Auother business of a jobbing nature is the
ship chandlery store of Creighton, Fraser & Co.,
established about eighteen months ago, and the
only op- ~f the kind on the mainland of B, C.
A large otock of goods for supplying ships is
carried ; also for fishermen, mill tradoe, in rope
belting, etc., paints, oils and other goods. Ships
can be fitted out with a complete stock im all
their requirements. Goodsare carried in bond
for ships, as goods supplied ships for foreign
ports are free of duty.

A. W. Draper, formerly of Macleod, Alberta,
has established a drug trade in the Simpson
block, Granville street, where in addition to
retail trade he does considerable jobbing in
patent medicines and suundries. He is agent
for Morse's soap for the province. Healso does
a considerable jobbing trado in cigars, to-
bacco, ete.

Baker, Bros. & Co., (limited) indent .nd im-
port in large lots all kinds of imported goods,
and charter vessels. The head-quariers of this
company is at Liverpool, England. A. E.
Tregent is manager at Vancouver. Mr. Tre-
gent, who is well known in Winnipeg, and also
at Qu’Appelle, Assiniboia Territory, where he
was engaged in the bank:.g business, has found
business very satisfactory at Vancouver. Pay-
nents, he says, aro better than at castern points
where he has done bu’. . and credits aro
shorter, thirty days being v .imit of time,

There are quite a number of castern whole-
salo and manufacturing concerns having agents
in Vancouver the whole or a portion of the
time. Two Manitoba institutions represented
in this way are the Ogilvie Milling Compsuy
and the Luke of the Woods Milling Company.
Geo. M. Leishman represents the former com-
pany in British Columbia, with headquarters
at Vancouver, and disposes of a considerable
quantity of Ogilvie's Manitoba patent and
strong bakers’ grades of flour throughout the
province. A. O. Hastings represents the Lake
of the Woods company iu the same way.

There aro severalother jobbing houses in addi-
tion to those named, while several retail estab-
lishments do some jobbing trade., There are
also some establishments which will come under
the head of manufacturing industrics, which
do a considerable wholesale trade.

E. 8. Wilson & (9., geascral merchants, Revel-
stoke, have purchased a lot on Wright street,
Ainsworth, and will at onco erect a building
and open a branch store thero.

Steel rails sufficient for 21 miles of track
have been shipped to Sproat, says the Revel.
stoke Star, amounting t- about 2,500 tons, and
say 1,000 tons more are yet to go.

The National Electric Tramway Company, of
Victoria, has just completed the purchase of
two large lots oi. Pembroke street, near the gas
works, upon which they intend to erect a large
frame car house, capable of holding twenty
cars.

There is considered to be a good opening for
a carrisge shop at Vancouver. Very little
mauufacturiny is done in this line there, as
there is no good local shop, and it is thought
that such an industry could be made to pay if
carried on on a considzrable scale.

The British Columbia Agricultural Society
has issued its list of prizes fcr the exhibition
to be held on the grounds of the society in
Victoria on Thursday, Friday and Saturday,
October 2nd, 3rd und 4th. The premiums of-
fered in all the classes are numerous and very
liberal.
