RELIGIOUS REVIVAL.

We have been cheered by the glad tidings brought us by every mail
during the past winter from Great Britain. The Spirit of the Lord has
been poured ouwt upon the Churches, and the cry so often raised in Apostolic
times—* Men and brethren, what shall we do to be saved ¥"—isnow heard
in rural district and in erowded city. Confined to no particular section of
country, peculiar to no special class in the community, the spirit of inquiry
has moved the learned and the unlearned, the moralist and the openiy pro-
fane, the mere formal professor and the audacious sceptic ; and with one
accord, agitated with a common conviction, guided by similar desires,
animated with the one trembling hope, impelled by the seme faith,
multitudes cluster around the cross of Jesus and cry for mercy. The great
cautres of commercial life have been stirred. Dundee, Glasgow, Edinburgl,
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and other cities in Scotland and 1 England have been moved mightily,
and from these the blessed influence radiates throughout the land, untilnow
there is scarcely a portion of the country indifferent to the movement or
untouched by the spirit of revival. Ministers who have been labouring
amid many discouragements ; who, while praying that the arm of the Lord
might be made bare, saw but little fruit in their ministry ; who often scat-
tered amid tcars the precious sced in the scarcely opened furrow, and who
began to fear that the time would never come to them when they should
have the pleasure of returning with rejoicing, bringing their sheaves with
them ; together with many earncst, devout men and women who, like
Simeon, have been anxiously waiting for the consolation of Israel,—are now
gladdened by the manifest presence of the Saviour in the quickening influence
of the Spivit; and the tear of almost despondency has given place to the tear
of joy ; and hearts that were once heavy and sad are now lifted up in
thanksgiving to the great Head of the Church that the time to favour
Zion has come. .

It is impossible for us, though separated territorially from the friends
in Britain--though the ocean rolls hetween us—not to feel more than inter-
ested in the work now in progress there, and not to rejoice in their joy. We
are brethren, members of the same family, acknowledging the same Father
and trusting in the same Saviour ; and whatever honours the name of Jesus
or exalts the work of the Spirit, or reflects the love of the Father, must call
from us an expression of cordial gratitude. But is our full duty done when
we have spoken our *hanksgiving ? Do we ourselves not need the quickening
power of the Holy Spirit 7 Is it not true that in the midst of great ospeli
privilege, and enjoying an abundance of outward prosperity, we have alloved
ourselves to fall into a state of cold formality, and is not the true fervour of
a living und a loving faith too often absent from our devotions? It must be
obvious to every one who examines the state of our Church that while there
may be full attendance in the Sanctuary, a respectful attention given to the
preaching of the Word, and a certain amount of sympathy with the cause of
Christ, yet there are lacking the spirit of earnest prayer, the fervour of
true devotion, gnd the heartiness of practical consecration which are the
essential marks of a living Christianity. No doubt there are many truc
Christians in our Churches, but even they may live beneath their privileges ;
and while it would gladden their hearts to see the work of thejLord succeed and
souls gathered to Jesus, yet it is possible that they fail to employ the means
God bas appointed in order to that result. It is true that the divine
blessing is promised, but in answer to prayer—‘ For this shall I yet be
inquired of by the house of Israel to do it for them.” The Giver may be
ready to bestow the gift, we may not be ready to receive it. We all admit
that a downpouring of the Spirit is much needed ; we profess to desire it,
we further profess that God is willing to grant it. Then, why is not the
blessing received 7 We are aware that erroneous views have been and are
still antertained regarding the nature of revival and the means of securing.
it. On the one hand, excitement, physicil and mental, has been mistaken
for revival, and the more intense the former is, the more real and earnest
the latt.r is supposed to be. The advocates of this view are apt to consider
the revival as the result, if not wholly at least largely, of human influence,
and consequently men who allow themselves to be known as professed
revivalists are invited, and a series of religious meetings are begun under
their direct guidance and control. The effect of this procedure in too many
instances is that “he human is exalted above the divine, and the glory that
is due unto the Lord is ascribed to man. It may be that the influence
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exerted on such occasions sometimes leads to a spirit of inquiry, and that
good is done, but features that are felt to be objectionable stand out with
such prominence as to dissuade many from associating themselves with the
movement, On the other hand, place of influence is practically denied to
human instrumentality, and it is believed that, independently of any effort
on our part, the Holy Spirit revives the souls of God’s people and converts
the ungodly, They who favour this view, while professedly ascribing all
the honour of the work to divine power, are apt to allow thenselves to fal
into a state of spiritual inactivity and practical indifference. They represent
themselves as waiting for the Spirit.  'Their estimate of themselves in this
particular is wrong, for if we are truly waiting for divine manifestation, we
should be in a state of eager expectancy, which implies that, feeling our
need of the Spirit's aid, we are found earnestly pleading for it and prepared
to co-operate with the Quickener and Reviver of hearts. There is nothifig
more obvious than that the experience of the divine blessing implies the
use of means. And these should not be extraordinary means of man’s
devising, but the ordinary means of God’s appointment.

Weare assured by the Holy Scriptures that theordinaryappliances placed
at the disposal of the Church are for the edifying of the body of Christ ; and
the very need of revival implies that these appliances have either been feebly
employed or wholly neglected. In the erection of a building, it is not
intended- that the workmen should raise the walls by spasmodic efforts,
separated by intervals of indifference and idleness, but that, regularly laying
stoneonstone, they should persevere untilthe building is completed. Soin the
edifying of believers or the building up of the spiritual edifice, the Church,
the intention of God is that the work should go on regularly by the appli-
ance of the ordinary means which have been so abundantly furnished. If
the Church were in a healthy condition there should be no need forrevival.
The very cry for revivalimplies conscious weakness, a state of spiritual disease..
Let us not, therefore, suppose that we are conferring honour on the Holy
Spirit by waiting in indolence for his special operations, but remem-
ber that the Spirit is waiting for us, that He is now willing and ready
to bless. Let us exercise more faith in the ordinary influence of the Holy
Ghost, and give more earnest heed to the preaching of the Word, the private
study of the Scriptures, and the privilege of prayer.

Beginning in our closets, let us familiarize ourselves with God at a
throne of grace ; let us, by constant and watchful examination of our own
hearts, seek always to know our need, and with the candour angd faith of a
soul in earnest, let us plead with God for the fulfilment of his own covenant
promise. To the social meeting for prayer, to the public assembly in the
Sanctuary, let us carry with us the same devout earnestness ; and not simply
in obedience to habit, but impelled by the felt presence of a spiritual hunger
and thirst, let us come to Him who has promised to satisfy us with divine
nourishment.

RELIGIOUS MOVEMENT IN BRITAIN,

We give the following from the Free Church Record for April :—The
Wave of Revival is still rolling on, and the ear of all Scotland has been
opened to the Gospel in a way that has taken the most sanguine by surprise,
Not only in Edinburgh, Dundee and Glasgow—which have enjoyed the
advantage of the services of the American evangelists—but in almost ey
town and village in the country, the attention of the inhabitants has been
turned, with an altogether unwonted earnestness, to the subject of religion,
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and meetings for prayer have been held of a sizc and kind which six, months
ago would have been simply impossible. A minuster in Dundee, being asked
to take part in a week of meetings elsewhere, -eplied in substance : “My
hands are full here. At least forty have been turned to the Lord in my
own congregation, and among these, two of my cwn children.” Dr. Andrew
Bonar, writing to The Christian, from Glasgow, says: «The work goes on.
The Lord Jesus, sitting at the right hand of God, is confirming the Wornl
by signs following. We hear of conversions coming under-the notice of
workers for the Lord in all parts of the town,” What is specially noticeable
about this movement is, that it has resulted in the awakening &f com-
munities as such ; and that in most cases the meetings convened have been
meetings of the professedly Christian inhabitants of particular distriets,
without respect to theiv cecleaiastical conmections, Wherever revival serviees
#re blessed, there invariably appear in the inquiry roome represenfatives
from all the Churches ; and, as by ronunon consent, the controversial spirit
is hushed, and thoughtful men feel well disposed to wait to see what the
Lord intends to bring about by this urooked-for agreement to forget in the
meantime all other concerns in the interest of the greatest concern of insuring
the salvation of souls. Ministers and others interested in the revival of
religion should in no locality allow themselves to be too casily persuaded
that a week of meetings would prove a failure in their hands. The spiritual
atmosphere of the whole land at present is surcharged with a latent feeling
of earnestness. That feeling shows itself in many ways—in enmity to the
movement now in progress, in scofling and condemnation, as well a3 in
curiosity and sympathy; but whatever be the phase it presents, men are
everywhere showing that they are thinking about religion. And if some
would only take heart of grace and formally break the ice, there would often
be a 1gsponse which would surprise them. If, to take one instance, the
attempt hal a year ago been made to hold in the conntry town in which
these sentences are written such a meeting as was held last night (Monday,
March 9th), our astonishment would have been great if so many as one
hundred persons had attended ; but as it was, the Free Church was filled to
its utmost capacity, the crowd occupying not only all the seats, but all the
pussages.  “Speak unto the children of Israel, that they go forward.”

Rlissionary Pntetligenre.
MISSIONS OF FREE CHURCH OF SCOTLAND.

Ixpia.—The quarterly Indian letter, published In the Free Church
Tereord, refers at length to the famine in Rengal, and points out that on ali
oceasions it is Christian Missionaries who ave the first to sound the alarm,
and to give personal aid in carrying out schemes of relief. The Free Church
Female Orphanage, the examination of which was recently held, is
attaining a still higher position educationally, morally and spiritually. Mr.

Lobertson, the Superintendent, hasanormal class for the purpose of training
teachers for the Zenana Missjon. Native parents of all Christian sects
strive to wet their girls admitted on payment. It has been the privilege of
a Presbyterian Missionary to train in Christian kuowledge and baptize a
Sikh prince, the son of Rundhursingh, Maharajah of Kuppurtulla, and
brother of the present chief.  This event is looked upon as very important,
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as this Christinn prince will live among Lis people, and will no doubt exercise
a very extensive influence of a religivus zm«{l spiritual nature. The Brahma
Somaj of Calcutta appear to be going further and further away from Chris-
tianity. The number,too, appears to be declining, In 1864, there were 2000
nominal Brahmas ; in 1871, t{)nere were only 92 1cturned.

Sour AFnics.—The Seminary at Lovedale has been remarkably
successful, and its influence is rising every day. A branch has been estab-
lished among the Fingo people, ubout a hundred miles tu the north-east of
Lovedale, and the Fingoes themselves—still a hieathen race—have contributed
nearly fifteen hwdred pounds towards the establishment of the seminary.

MISSIONS OF ENGLISH PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.

CHINA.—AMov.—The Rev. Curstairts Douglas gives an interesting
account of the baptism of four converts at Tungkio : —“On Sabbath forenoon,
besides the usnal services, we had an examination of the more promising
inquirers. The elders of Khiboey (of which Tungkio is an out-station) were
present, and after full consultition we resvlved to admit four of them to the
membership of the Church.  In the afternovn I accordingly baptized them.
One named Lui lives in the village of Tungkioe itself, so that his character is
specially well known. He and one of his suns have been regular attendants
for mouths past, not only on Subbath, Lut alsv at the mectings for worship
held each week-day cvening in the chapel. Two others are younger
Lrothers of Sinboan, a member of some years' standing, who has recently
been chosen a deacon.  For several years they have violently opposel him,
but his quiet, patient endurance began gradually to tell on them. About a
year ago the elder of the two tovk fever, and soon became dangerously ill,
Before that time he had put away his idols, but he still clung to an ancestral
tablet. On his sore sickness he gave that tablet also to his brother, tellin
him to burn it, and he promised that if God should spare his life he woul
be a steadfast Christian. His health was restored, and he has kept his vow.
About the same time the stubborn heart of the youngest brother was also
subdued, and now they are a united Christiar family.  Strange to say, the
three brothers have three different surnames, their mother having been twice
remarried. The fourth new member, as well as the three already mentioned,
was awakened shortly before the openingofthe Tungkio chapel, aud thesefour
are the first persons baptized in it—indeed, this visit was the first occasion
on which a missionary spent a Sabbath at it. The chapel was crowded,
chiefly with members and regular hearers.

W. L. MackENzIE, Swalvw, 19th January, 1874,
REVIEW OF THE YEAR'S WORK.

Our statistics for the past year are sent to you by this mail, along with
the mission account.

It is a colnparatively easy matter to reckon up the additions to the
membership of the Churcfi, the adults and infants baptized, the number of
deaths, &c., &c., and it is on several accounts desirable that the Church ag
home should know these things. One may to some extent ascertain what
progress is being made, what fruits are visible of the labour expended by
means of statistics, and therefore we send the report required of us. To tell
of the gracious doings of the Lord in bringing men and women out of the
darkness of heathenism into His marvellous light ; to tell of souls convinced
of sin and drawn to the Saviour ; to tell of their gropings in the dark; of
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their first feeble yet growing apprchension of the truth as it is in Jesus ; to
putdown in black and white the deeply-interesting story of one and another
of the thirty-sic adults baptized by us last year—all this is no easy task.

CARE IN TESTING INQUIRERS,

To have received only 36 of the 200 or so of applicants for baptism whom
we have examined at one time or another during the past year, may seem
strange and disappointing.  That we have kept back none whom the Lord
has already received, I dare not aflirm ; but I am sure that there secined to
be good and reasonable grounds for delaying the baptism of this large pro-
portion of those who came forward seeking it. At times we may err in this
matter from excessive caution, and perhaps we should find it ditlicult to
Justify to those unacquainted with the character of this propie, wmd the
influences that are at work among them, our carefulness as to the adinission
of those who seek connection with us. But I am persuaded that there 13
need for this caution in China, and more especially at the beginning of the
work. BExperience proves the necessity of guarding the cutrauce of the
Church by repeated and searching examination, and 1t is only when, so far
as we can learn, chere is credible evidence of repentance towards God and
faith towards our Lord Jesus Christ, that we venture to receive the candi-
date for admission.

SIX AGED CONVERTS.

Of the thirty-six baptized last yearsix are old men and women, who, for
threescore years and ten or more, hal lived “having no hope, an . without
God in the world” Their sun had almost gone down in utter daisness,
when lo ! a great light shone upon them, and now we may hope that a- their
journey draws to its close they look beyond,and find that where there was
only darkness there is for them the sweet light of hope—the hope of the
flory of God. Only two have been baptized under twenty years of age, and

hoth of these are sons of a man who was himself baptized last year. Of
those between twenty and seventy years of age the greater number are men
in the prime of life, and it may be that from among them the Lord will
send forth some to preach His Gospel among their countrymen,
ENCUURAGEMENT MINGLED WITH DISAPPOINTMEXT AND TRIAL.

On the who.e, we have thankfully to repurt growth and progreess. Many
of the members, we trust, are getting clearer views of what the Church exists
for, of what is 1equired of them, and of what they may expect lrom usin
Joining it, of their duty to contribute for the maintenance and extension of
the truth.

While, then, we are encouraged by the pregress which we thiuk has,
through Gud, beeu made, we yet .ecl encompassed Ly difficulties, aua have
not a few sorrows and trials in connection with the work comnmutted to us.

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MONTREAL COLLEGE—CLOSING OF SESSION.

The session of Montreal College was closed on 1st April, when a public lec.
ture was delivered by Principal McVicar, on the subject of “ Prayer, and Recent
Criticism.” Many ministers and members of the Church were present. The
lecture of the Principal presented an able vindication of prayer against the
objections of Tyndall and other writers. It was listened to with the utmost
attention.

At the close of the lecture interesting statistics were given connected with
the College. Five students complete their course this year, making in all 22
who have gone forth from this College since its institution. Scholarships were

KNOX OOLLEGE—LAYING CORNER STONE.

On Thursday, 2nd April, the curner stone of the new buildings of
XKnox College was laid in the presence of a very large assemblage, who mani-
fested the utmost interest in the proceedings. It may be stated that,although
the formal proceeding of laying the corner stone had not taken place, the
foundation of the buildings was erected last fall, and the walls built to the
top of the stone work. It had lLeen arranged that the stone should be laid
by the Hon. John McMurrich, and that the Rev. W. Reid, M.A., Moderator
of the General Assembly last year, should be requested to preside. The
proceedings were begun by singing part of the 46th Psalm ; portions of
Stripture were then read, and prayer offered up. Principal Caven then read
a historical sketch of Knox Co‘lege from its establishment to the present
date. We regret that we are unable to afford space for the insertion of this
interesting sketch.  Hon. John MeMurrich was then called upon to Jay the
foundation stune, which he did with the usual formalities, after making
some appropriate remarks. In the stune were deposited a copy of the
historical sketch of the Coliege read by Principal Caven, a copy of the
College Calendar, copy of the Minutes of the last General Assembly, copies
of the Home and Foreign Record, British American Preshyterian, Globe, and
other daily papers of Toronto, with several coins of the Dominion. Alter
the stone had been laid, Professor Gregg in a short address directed attention
to the present state of the College, so far as the number of students is con-
cerned, stating that last Session there had been 38 theological students, of
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whom 16 were graduating students. Besides these, were 18 studentsattending
the literary classes connected with Knox College, and 36 in the University
preparing for Knox College—in all, 92. .

A social meeting was held in the new school-room connected with Knox
Church, refreshments having been served in the basement of the Church.
Rev. W. Reid again presided, and in opening the meeting gave some inter-
esting statements with reference to the establislanent of Knox College, and
Toronto Academy, formerly connected with it. Addresses were delivered
by Principal Caven, Dr. Topp, Prof. D. Wilson, of the University, Rev. T.
Wardrope, Rev. D. J. McDonnell, of St. Andrew’s Church, Rev. D. H.
Fletcher, Rev. J. Thompson, Rev. W. Donald, Rev. John Scott, Rev. G.
Burnfield, Rev. J. M. K}i)ng and Hon. John McMurrich,

The meeting was a very pleasant one, and all retired apparently deeply
interested in the proceedings of the day and of the evening.

SYNOD OF TORONTO—SIXTH PERFODICAL MEETING.

This Synod met within Gould Street Presbyterian Church, on Tl10§day, the
31st March, 1874, at half-past seven o’clock, p.m., and was opened with devo-
fional exercises and a sermon from Isaiah Ix. 22, by Mr. John Paterson, the
retiring Moderator, who thereafter constituted the Court by prayer, in the name
of the Lord Jesus Christ. .

The Roll—compiled from the Rolls of the Presbyteries of Cobourg, Ontario,
Toronto, Simecoe and Owen Sound—was then read. There was a good attendance
of Ministers, but the number of Elders present was small.

After a short address from the retiring Moderator, the Synod proceeded to
choose a Moderator, when Dr. A. Topp was unanimously clected and took the
chair, thanking the Court for the honour conferred upon him. Thanks were
given to the retiring Moderator for his excellent sermon. A

The Report of the Business Committee was then read, and on its recommend-
ation, the usual Committee of Bills and Overtures was appointed, with Mr. R.
Wallace as Convener. )

Five Committees, consisting of two Ministers and one Elder, were appointed
to examine the Records of the Presbyteries of Cobourg, Ontario, Toronto, Simeoe,
and Owen Sound, and the several Records were ordered to be handed in not later
than the close of the forenoon sederunt of to-morrow. It was decided that the
Synod meet to-morrow morning at ten o’clock, and occupy the first hour in devo-
tional exercises. Members of the other Synods, who may be present at any of
the sederunts, were invited to sit as corresponding members. .

The sederani, commencing at nine o’clock, a.m., on Thursday, 2nd April,
was ordered to be devoted to a Conference on the State of Religion, to be op’cned
with an address by Mr. W. Meikle, and closed with another by Mr. R. Moodie.

The meeting adjourned, to meet to-morrow morning at ten o'clock, and was
closed with the benediction.

SECOND SEDERUNT.

The Synod was constituted with praise, prayer and reading of the Scriptures,
by Dr. A. Topp, the Moderator, who was succeeded in prayer by Messrs. R. Wallace,
J. Breckenridge and J. W. Smith, Ministers, and by Mr. W. Mann, Elder, along
with the singing of Psalms and the reading of portions of Scripture in the
intervals.

The Minutes of the first sederunt were read and sustained.

Mr. R. D. Fraser, M.A., read the rcport of the Committee on RBills, &e.,
which was received and adopted.

There was read a letter from Hon. S. L. Tilly, stating that the petition from
last Synod, in favour of & Prohibitory Liquor Law, had been presented to the
‘Governor-General, the Senate, and the House of Commons, at Ottawa, and express-
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i, upptoval of the object of the petition. This communication was ordered te
be kept in retentis, and it was agreed to, that a similar petition be sent to Ottawa
thiy year, and \hat the matter be intrusted to the Standing Committee on Tem-
perance, to be appointed at a subsequent dict.

There was read an overture, transmitted and adopted by the Preiytery of
Simcoe, anent the need of aid frum the Synod for the crection of chur.”. s i the
Muskoka district. Messrs. J. Gray and I Roldgers were heard in sup;..rt thereof.

It was moved, seconded and unanimously agreed to, that the Synad cordially
approve of the prayer of the overture, and appoint the following Committce to-
mature & plan for the effectual carrying out of the object contemplated in the
overlure, viz. :—Messrs. R, Rodygers, Convener, J. Breckenridge, J. Dick, T0.

The Synol adjournel.to mecet at half past two o'clock, p m., and was closed
with the benediction.

THIRD SEDERUXNT.

The Synod met at half-past two o'clock, p.m., and was constituted with
devotional exercises by Mr. J. Paterson, in the absence of the Moderator. The
minutes of the second sederunt were read and sustained.

The next meeting was appointed to be held within Knox Church, Toronto,
on the 1st Tuesday of May, 1875, at half-past seven o’clock, p.m. .

There were read Minutes of the Presbytery of Owen Sound, asking, with the
consent of the Presbytery of Simeoe, that the Parry Sound Mission be transferred
from the latter to the former Presbytery.

It was moved that the Parry Sound Mission be transferred, as asked for.

It was moved in amendment, that the matter be deferred, and a Committee
appointed to define the limits of that pertion of the Mission Field of the Presby-
tery of Simcoe songht to be transferred to the Presyytery of Owen Sound.

On the amendment and motion being put to the vote, the amendment was

3. That any moneys collected for this object shall be expended only under
the direction of the Presbytery of Simcoe.

An application was wade by the Presbytery of Cobourg for the transfer of
Kendal Congregation to the Presbytery of Ontario.

On the statement of the Committee on Bills, &c., that though there were no
ofticial yet there was substantial evidence that the Ontario Presbytery had con-
sented to said transfer, the application in question was granted, and Kendal
transferred accordingly.

On 2 joint application from the Preshyteries of Cobourg and Ontario, said
Presbyteries were allowed to mect in conference at the close of the present
sederunt,

The Treasurer read his Report for the past year, and stated that his accounts
had been examined by Mr. Monteath, one of the auditors, and found correct. The
Report was reccived and adopted, and thauks were tendered to the Treasurer for
his valuable services.

Mr. R. Monteath, Minister without charge, and Mr.-J. X, Macdonald, were
re-appointed Auditors.

‘The assessment for the current year was approved of as follows :—Presbytery
of Cobourg, $24.00; Presbytery of Ontario, $18.00; Presbytery of Toronto,
$36.00 ; Presbytery of Simcoe, $§14.00 ; and of Owen Sound, $8.00.

The thanks of the Synod were also recorded to the Managers of Gould Sticet
Chureh for the acconumodation afforded to the Synod ; to the Directors of such
Bailways as have granted a reduction of fare, and to friends in Tcronto for their
kindness in entertaining so many of the members of Synod.

On the Report of” the Committees on the Records of the Presbyteries of
Simcoe and Owen Sound, said Records were ordered to be attested as carefully
and correctly kept.

The Synod adjournad to mect at 9 o'clock to-morrow morning, and was closed
with the benediction.

FOURTH SEDERUXNT.

The Synod met at 8 o'clock, a.m., and was constituted with praise, prayer,
and reading of the Word by Dr. A. Topp, the Moderator. The minutes of the
zhird sederunt were read and sustained.
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There was read the Report of the Committee aEpointed todefine the limits of
the Presbytery of Simcoe on the side abutting on the Presbytery of Owen Sound,
which was received and adopted as follows :—-That the limits of the Presbytery of
Simcoe extend northward so as to include the Townships of Chaffey, Stisted,
Cardwell, Humphrey, and Conger.,

The Committee on the Records of the Presbytery of Cobourg having reported
that they were carefully and correctly kept, they were ordered to be attested
accordingly.

The Synod then proceeded to constitute itself into & Conference onjthe State of
Religion. The minute of 2nd April of last Syned, appointing the Conference, was
read. After singing, and prayer by Mr. J. Dick, the Moderator declared the Con-
ference opened, and by special request of the Court, continued to occupy the chair.

Reports on the State of Religion, compiled from those of the several Kirk
Sessions within their respective bounds, were 1ead™from the Presbyteries of
Cobourg, Ontario, Toronto and Simcoe.

Mr. W. Meikle delivered an appropriate opening address, and was followed
in prayer by Dr. R. H. Thornton, after the singing of a portion of the 143rd Psalm.
Short addresses, bearing on the revival of the work of the Lord throughout our
Church, were successively made by Messrs. J. Paterson. R. Rodgers, W. Donald,
R. Wallace, J. Douglas, J. M. King, M.A., R. H. Thornton, D.D., and W. D.
Ballantyne.

During the conference, the hour of adjournment having come, it was agreed
to sit until the business of the Synod was concluded. ‘The Conference, after
having heard a closing paper on ‘“ Worldliness,” from Mr. R. Moodie, rose and
reported progress.

This mecting was one of the most refreshing and edifying ever held by the
Synod. The opening address was able, and adapted to the important subject
under consideration. ~ The other uddresses were brief, pointed and practical, and
evinced an unusually intense desire for the reviving of the Lord’s work through-
out our Zion, and also brought ont some of the most successful plans for awake~-
ing a decper spiritual interest among our people. The only regret felt was that
the attendance was not larger

The Standing Committee on the State of Religion submitted the following
Report, which was received and adopted :—

1. That at next meeting of Synod, the evening of Wednesday, the 5th day
of May, 1875 years, be devoted to a Conference on the State of Religion.

2. That Mr. J. M. Cameron, East Chureh, Toronto, and Mr. J. L. Blaikie,
Elder, be appointed to open, and Mr. J. Cameron, of Chatsworth, to close said
Conference, with brief addresses, not to exceed 15 winutes.

3. That a full attendance at the Conference be recommended and strongly
urged, and that Ministers and Elders come prepared to take an active part therein.

4. ‘Fhat the Synod enjoin on Preshyteries to forward their Reports for next
year, on the State of Religion, to the Clerk of Synod, on or before the 1st day of
April, so that the Reports in question can be put into the hands of the Standing
Committee on the State of Religion, that they may prepare a Report to be laid
before the Conference of Synod, at its mecting of next year.

5. That the Presbytery of Owen Sound transmit to the Clerk of Synod, as
enrly in May next as possible, a Report on the State of Religion, in order that a
Report from ail the Presbyteries comprising the Synod may be forwarded to the
Convener of the Committee of the General Assembly on this subject.

On the Report of the Committees appointed to examine the Records of the
Presbytcries of Torouto and Ontario, said Records were ordered to be attested as
carefully and correctly kept.

The business being ended, the Moderator gave out a portion of the 122nd
Psalm, announced that the next meeting of the Synod would be held in the city
of Toronto, and within Knox Church there, on the first Tuesday of May, 1875
years, at half past 7 o’clock, p.m., and closed the Session at a quarter before one
o'clock in the afternoon, by pronouncing the benediction.

It appeared that the Rev. Malcolm Mackenzie had been inducted at Inverness,
on the twelfth day of Mar@k last. Mr. Thornton laid on the table a call from
Chalmers’ Chureh, Quebec, to the Rev. Peter Wright, of Ingersoll, which being
sustained, was ordered to e transmitted to the Presbytery of Paris. Mr. John
McKay reported that he had on the twelfth day of February last erected a Con-
gregation at Lake Meganiic. Mr. John McLeod, a Minister of the Presbyterian
Church in Australia, applied to be admitted into the Canada Presbyterian Church,
and the Presbytery agreed to ask ieave from the General Assembly to receive him.

The Rev. James F. Dickie, of Berlin, Professor Murray, Mr. McNish, Mr.
Robert Campbell, Mr. Wells and Mr. Pitcher being present, were asked to sit
as correspoudents. -

. The Presbytery appointed the Rev. Kenneth McDonald, William A. Johnston,
Professor Campbell, A.M., William Grant, Robert M. Thornton, B.A., John
McFarlane, John McAlister, B.A., William Taylor, D.D., Robert ¥. Burns.
D.D., James McConechy, sobn Scrimger, A.M., Alexander Young, and Pn’ncipal
D. H. Macvicar, LL.D., Ministers: and Messrs. James Court, John Broadie,
Christopher Mackae, Philip Peebles, George Rogers, John McLeod, Alexander
C. Clarke, James R. McKenzie, James Brodie, John Stirling, Warden King, Peter
McLeod, and Adam Stevenson, Elders, to be commissioners to the General
Assembly. Rev. Thomas McPherson, of Stratford, was nominated Moderator of
the Generai Assembly.

The Presbytery examined and attested the Session Records of Lancaster and
Kenyon ; agreed to apply to the General Assembly for leave to take five students
on trial for License ; and adopted an Overture to the General Assembly respect-
ing remuneration to students in divinity when employed as Missionaries.

The Presbytery agreed to translate the Rev. A. F. Macqueen from Kenyon
on the 11th day of May next for induction by the Presbytery of Bruce into the
Congregation of Huron, and appointed the Rev. William Ross to preach at
Kenyon on the 17th day of said month and declare the ¢harge vacant.

The Presbytery took into consideration a call from the Second Presbyterian

Charch in the city of Chicago, accompanied with a promise of $6000 per annum
for salary, sustained by the Preshytery of Chicago, of the Presbyterian Church
in the United States of America, prosecuted by Mr. John A. Gould, and addressed
to the Rev. John M. Gibson, A.M., junior Minister of Erskine Church, Montreal.
The Rev. Dr. Taylor, Mr. J. C. Becket, Mr. David Brown, Dr. Dawson, of
McGill University, and Mr. Andrew Robertson represented the Congregation of
Erskine Church, Montreal. Papers were read and parties heard. W’flcreupon
the Presbytery agreed to translate Mr. Gibson on the sixth day of April current,
and appomted Principal McVicar to preach in Erskine Church, Montreal, on
S{:.bbath after, and declare vacant the office of junior Minister in the Collegiate
charge.

guitahle testimonials were given both to Mr. Macqueen and to Mr. Gibson.
The quarterly Home Mission Report was disposed of, a Report on the State of
Religion was adopted, and a Committee, consisting of Messrs. John McKay,
Alexander Young and John Scrimger, were appointed to mature a motion respect-
ing payment of stipends.  Some pecuniary difficulties in Lingwick Congregation
were reported as effectually settled, steps were taken to loose Mr. John McLean
from part of his charge, assessors were granted to Mr. McKenzie at Inverncss,
and the Presbytery resolved to meet again at Montreal, in Presbyterian College,
on the second Wednesday of July next at ten o’clock, forenoon.

Mr. Donald was appoiuted to moderate in a call at Perrytown and Oakhills,
when requested by the people to do so. 1t was also agreed to apply to the Hom?
Mission Committee for a grant of §150 per anuwn to Perrytown and Oakhill,
conditional upon scttlement.

A communication was read from the congregation of Fenclon Falls and
Somerville, stating that these Congregations had now come up to the fininmuie
required from supplemented Congregations. It was therefore agreed to appiy to
4h: Home Mission Comumittee for a grant to Fenclon Falls and domerville of 3175
Per annunt.

. Reports from fiftecen Congregations aund Sessions on the question of Union
were given in.  Eleven Congregations wnd Sessions expressed approval of the
bisis. In two instaunce it was reported that the Congregations aceepted the
Dasis, but that the Sessions disapproved. In one instance it was xeported that
the Session aceeptesd, bat that the Congregation rejected the basis. In one
instance, the basis was disapproved both by the Session and the Congregation.

A draft of the proposed overture to the General Assembly on the Rules and -
Regulations of the Home Mission Committee, was submitted.  The overture was
at a subsequent mecting adopted and ordered to be transmitted.  The object
vcoutemplated in the overture is the appointment of 2 Committee of Assembly to
consider and revise the Kules and Regulations of tite Home Mission Committee,
s0 as to make them in their working more satistactory o ail concerned.

March.  Tau Ministers and three Eldets were present. Mr. Ferguson s resign-
ation of the charge of Knox Church, Oro, was accepted ufter hearing of partivs.
Mr. D. B. Cameron was appointed to preach and declare the Chwreh vacant.
on Sabbath, April 12th ; and Mr. Fairbairn to act as Moderator of Krox and
Guthric Sessions.  In view of purting with Mr. Ferguson, the Presbytery adopted
a resolution recording their sorrow 1 separating from a brother with whom much
Pleasant intereourse Liad been enjoyed, and whose attendance had been so regular;
their esteem for himtas a Christian and as a Minister, faithful and diligent in the
discharge of the duties of his oflice, though trie L with peeuliar difficulties ; and
their prayer that he may speedily find another sphere of kibour and have abund-
ant su:cess in the work of the Ministry.

The Session Records were called for; and having been examined by Committees,
were attested in accordance with the reports.

A form of Constitution adopted by the Congregution of Stayner and Sunnidale,
was presented for the sanction of the Court, and Leing shightly manended, was
approved.

Reports of Sessions, 17 in mumber, in answer to the cireular of Assembly’s
Committee on State of Religion, were taken into consideration, and received. ~ A
résolution in connection with them was framed and ordered to bu transmitted
along with an abstract of the Reports to the Clerk of Synod.

Post-cards were read notifying the purpose of the Presbytery of Montreal to
apply for leave to receive Mr. Gavin Sinclair, of the Free Church of Seotland, into
the Ministry of this Church, and of the Presbytery of Chatham to make the same
application on behalf of Mr. Fred. Smith, of the Methodist Episcopal Church,

+The following were chosen representatives in the General Assembly: Messrs,
W. Fraser, Gray and Rodgers, M. Fraser, and Mc¢Kee, Ministers; Messrs,
Dallas, Morris, McCraw, Simon, Fraser, and McWhinney, Ellers.

An overture on church accommodation in Muskoka was introduced and
adopted. It set forth the deficiency of such accommodation ; the efforts made
to provide it in raising money among the settlers and from friends outside; the
inability of the people of the district ty ueet all the expenditice required tocom-
Plete the plans in operation for supplying Churches ; and overtures the Synod
to authorize an appeal to all the Congregations e its Lounds which may lead to
the acquisition of the funds necessary.

It was agreed to apply to the Home Mission Committee ‘of the General
Assembly for supplement asked by two Congregations, and for aid in maintaining
otdinances in the numerous Stations in the luge Mision ficld of the Presbytery.

PRESBYTERY o GUELPiL—This Preshytery met on the 14th April.  The
P llowing Commission.rs to the General Assembly were appointed :— By rotation—
Messrs,  Little, Goodwillie, D, McDonald, D. "D. MceLennan, and by clection,
Messrs. Wardrope, Bentley, Middiemiss, and Anderson, Ministers ; and Messrs,
MeCrea, Dougla-, Perrier, Totz, Cranston, Camphell, Wood and Dr. McGuire,
Elders. A conference was hell on the State of Religion.  Mr. Cameron declined
all to Thamesford, and Mr. MeGuire aceepted that to Jarvis and Walpole. A
call was sustained from West Puslineh addressed to Rev. J. MeNabb, formerly
of Manitoba.  Mr. Ball was nominted as Moderator of the General Assenbly,
lat at his urgent request the nomination was not pressed, and Mr. Wardope was
then unanimously nominated.  Arrangements were made for the ordination of
Bev. W, Kay, appointed missionary to Saule Ste Marie. 1t was agreed to apply
10 the General Assembly for leave 10 take on trial for license Messrs. Fisher and
McRobbie. )
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PrespYTERY oF Paris.—This Presbytery met at Paris, in Dumfries Street
Church, on 14th ult. The attendance was large. After several commis-
sions from Elders had been received, the Presbytery proceeded to take up a call
from Charles Strect Congregation, Toronto, addressed to Rev. J. Robertson, of
River Street Church, Paris. There appeared for the Presbytery of Toronto and
Charles Street Congregation, the Rev. Wi, Reid, M.A., Rev. Professor Young,
Rev. J. M. King, M.A., and Mr, James Brown ; and for the Congregation of River
Street, Paris, Dr. Wm. Clarke, Dr. John Lawrence, Mr. Peter Wilson, M. Reith,
and others.  The documents having been read, with the reason for and against
the translation, the several Commissioners addressed the Court. Mr, Robertson
was then called upon for his decision, if he saw fit to give it at that meeting.
After stating the strong attachment that existed between him and his present
cengregation and the great diffieulty he felt in coming to a decision, he left the
case in the hands of the Presbytery, feeling at the same time that the indications
of Providence seemed to point to his acceptance of the call.

Mr. McTavish, at the request of the Moderator, having engaged 'in prayer,
the Preshytery proceeded to deliberate and give judgment. .

It was then moved by Mr. Cochrane, scconded by Mr. McTavish, and unani-
mously agreed, ““That Mr. Robertson be loosed from his present charge with a view
to his induction into the Church and Congregation of Charles Street Church,
Toronto, and that he hold himself in readiness to obey the instructions of the
Toronto Presbytery ; the dissolution of the pastoral tie between him and his present
charge to take effect on and after the first Sabbath of May.” And further, that
the following minutes be engrossed in the 1ccords of Presbytery:—¢ The Presby-
tery, while reluctantly parting with their iloved brother, Mr. Robertson, desire
to record the high estimate in which he lLiis ever been held by his brethren in the
Presbytery. As a Christian of the highest type, uniting zeal and devotion for
the cause of Christ, with a singular unobtrusiveness of manner and absence of all
display ; as a scholar of high and varied attainments and the choicest taste ; as a
preacher and pastor, faithful in his ministry, alike in the pulpit and the family,
and as a member of Presbytery, constant in attendance, ever ready to take partin
the business of the Court and give his assistance to his brethren on special
occasions—his removal leaves a blank not easily filled. The Presbytery, while
deeply sympathising with River Street Congregation in the removal of such a
Ppastor, gratefully record the success which hasattended his labours since his settle-
ment in Paris, and follow him to his new and important sphere of labour with
earnest prayers that the blessing of God may ever attend him in winning souls for
the Master.”

Mr. Cochrane was appointed Moderator of the Kirk Session of River Street
Church, during the vacancy, and Mr. Thomson, of Ayr, appointed to preach in
said church, on the second Sabbath in May, and declare the pulpit vacant.

The Presbytery next took upthecall from Chalmers’ Chureh, Quebee, to the Rev.
Peter Wright, of Ingersoll. The Rev. R. M. Thornton appeared for the Preshytery
of Montreal, and Mr. P. Peebles for the congregation in Quebec. Messrs.
Hyslop, Matterer, Runciman and Kerr, appeared on behalf of Erskine Church,
Ingersoll. The Commissioners having been heard, Mr. Wright intimated his
inability to decide at the present meeting, aud craved until next meeting of Pres-
bytery in May, to give his decision, to which the Preshytery agreed.

A call frem East Oxford in fuvour of the Rev. G. Chrystal, of Lyndoch, in the
Preshytery of Hamilton, was laid on the table of the Presbytery by Rev. H.
McQuarrie. The call was sustained, and the necessary steps were taken for having
it issued by the Presbytery of Hamilton.

Mr. Robertson, of Paris, gave in the Report of Committee on the State of
Religion, which, on motion, was received and adopted, and the Clerk instructed
to forward the same to the Convener of the Assembly’s Committee. The thanks of
the Presbytery were also tendered to the Committee for their diligence, and
especially to the Convener.

The Rev. H. Howie laid upon the table extract minutes of the United Pres-
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yterian Presbytery of Glasgow, Scotland, to the effect that he had been received
2s a Minister without charge into the U. P. Church of Scotland, on the 16th May,
1871, and left again in 1873 for Canada. Mr. Howie was iustructed to send in a
formal request for readmission to the Canada Presbyterian Church, to be laid
before next Assembly—should it still be his wish to be so received.

Mr. Farries, of Paris, was appointed Presbytery Treasuver in room of Mr.
Robertson. The Presbytery then adjourned to meet in Knox Church, Woodstock,
on the second Tuesday of July, at éhe ¢'clock, p.m.

PRrESBYTERY OF Cratuam.—This Presbytery met in Wellington Street
Church, Chatham, on Tuesday, 24th March, 1874, Upwards of 20 members were
present, and a great amount of business transacted. The following is a brief
syno.gsis of the more important items :— .

Tersea was separated from Tilbury West for the present summer—a student
tso bedsent to each. Mr. Chiniquy's baptism case was referred to the London
ynod.

A petition from Messrs. Warden and Walker, prayingthe Presbytery to over-
ture the Assembly to organize a Ministers’ Mutual Benefit Association, was con-
sidered and its prayer granted. The petition, with the By-luws of the contem-
plated Association, are subjoined.

A satisfactory report being received from a Committee appointed to visit
Buxton, the Preshytery agreed to recommend the Home Mission Committee to
renew the former supplement.

The following Commissioners were appointed to the General Assembly :—
Messts. McColl, ing, Forrest and Warden, Ministers ; and Messrs. Webster,
Staniforth, A. Bartlett and K. Urquhart, Elders. Mr. McPherson, of Stratford,
was unanimously nominated as Moderator of the General Assembly.

The Remit on Foreign Missions was disapproved of in the present circum-
stances of the Church. 'The Remit on Union was adopted simpliciter by a vote of
10 to 5 against an amendment asking, for a clause in the basis acknowledging the
Headship of Christ over his Church.

Another amendment, disapproving of the Lasis on the ground of its including
the Lower Province Churches, received only three votes.

Tae PRESBYTERY oF HaMirroN.—This Preshytery met in Central Church,
Hamilton, on the 14th and 15th days of Aprillast. The Presbytery, by request of
the Home Mission Committee, made arrangements to ordain Mr. Caswell, appointed
as & missionary to Silver Islet, Lake Superior. The ordination is to take place in
Central Church, on the evening of May 7th—DMr. Rennelson te preach, Mr.
Porteous to address the Minister, and Mr. Laing the Congregation.

Mr. Laing reported that parties in the congregations of Saltfleet and Bin-
brook have respectively subscribed $28 50 and $43 00, to be continued anuually,
as retiring allowance to Mr, Cheyne, their late pastor. The Presbytery, in con-
nection with the case, adopted a resolution, of which the following is the substance :
They record their satisfaction with the disposition of the Saltflect cong egation,
and with that portion of the Binbrpok congregation who desire to secure for their
pastor a fair allowance from the congregation, and their regret that the rest of
the congregation decline what seems to the Presbytery the dictates of kindly
feelings and justice; at the same time accept the terms proposed, and inform the
subscribers that they will expect annually that at least the sum mentioned above
will be paid on the 1st January in each year. Also that the resignation of Mr.
Cheyne be accepted, and that the Aged and Infirm Ministers’ Fund Conunittes
be informed of the action of the Presbytery; and that after the 1st of May next,
they will expect Mr. Cheyne}will receive the allowance granted from their
resources.
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The following changes were made in that portion of our field. The Congre-
gations of Binbrook aml Saltfleet to form one pastoral charge, and the newly
crected Congregation of Blackheath, with the Congregations of Eastern Senecaand
Caistor, to form another charge.  The following are the Commissioners to the
coming Assembly, namely: by rotation, Messrs. Frasei, Chrystal and Fenton g
by baﬁot, Messrs, Fletcher, MeBean, McColl and McLeod.  The Elders elected
are Messrs., Hugh Young, Wm. Henderson, John Scott, Robert Laurie, W,
Brown, Wi, Muir and . Corafoot.

The Presbytery having sustained as highly satisfactory the trials for ordination
of the Rev. W. H. Rennelson, procecded to his ordination in the evening, in
Kunox Church.  Mr. Murray prestded, Mr. Dawson preached, Mr. Black addressed
the Minister, and Mr, McLeod the Congregation. The services were deeply
impressive. Tie Chureh was filled with an attentive audience, and Mr. Rennelson
may be congratulated on entering upon his Ministerial life as Pastor of Knox
Church, Hamilton, under the most fuvonrable auspices, Mr. McGuire, late of
Glenallan and Hollin, in the Presbytery of Guelph, having accepted a call to
Jarvis and Walpole, the Preshytery appointed his induction to take place in
Jarvis, on the 12th May, at 11.30, a.m.. Mr Wilson to preside, Mr. Rennelson to
preach, Mr. Fletcher to address the Minister, and Mr. McColl the congre-
gation.

Mr. Chrystal. of Silver Hill and Lyndoch, having received a call from the
Congregation of Fast Oxford, in the Presbytery of Paris, his Congtegation were to
