The Best Recipe Book.

There are few druggists who do not
make counstant use of some favorite recipe
book, and but few who use the best ones
as they should.

The official pharmacopceia  contains
not only the best formulas for preparations,
but also a complete description of their
characteristics, properties, and doses.

T'he druggist who wauts to establish a
trade in reliable remedies cannot do better
tuan adopt such of these as will snit his
purpose. In labeliing each preparation
the pharmacopeeial description of its pro-
pertics and uses could be given, and ibe
statement be made that the compound
was prepared strictly accoring to the in-
structions of the pharmacopaia. Such a
statement would provide all the argument
needed by the druggist 1o push the sale,
and would remove any sense of diffidence
on his part in recommending a prepar-
ation which he had made.

If the druggists of Canada would agree
as a body to discourage the sale of any
prepacation which could not be pharma-
copeuially designated, such a difficulty as
now prevails with cut prices on seeret
remedies would soon have an end,and the
science of pharmacy would be more gen-
erally recognized and respected.  There
is not the slightest doubt but the marked
tendency of the time, in medicine and
pharmacy, to encourage empiricism, has
a lowering influence tpon doth, and that
both will suffer from it unless a healthy
reformation speedily takes place in their
judgment and methods of prescribing and
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compounding. Personally, but few doc-
tors or druggists would be willing to be
designated as they deserve, vet they
theughtlessly imitate and  practise  the
methods and habits of conduct which
they condemn in others. ‘T'he pharma-
copwia does not savor of empiricism, a
thorough knowiedge of it inspires confi-
dence and ensuies that deference from
the public which is always paid to authori-
tative experience and skill.  So widely is
its merit recognized, the principal nations
of the earth have sought by conference to
harmonize such variations as their stand.
ard showed. ‘Through it and it alone
the physician and pharmacist are hrought
together to mitigate the sufferings of
humanity.  Any depasture from it causes
confusion. It is definite, trustworthy,
and complete. A careful study of it
from this standpoint may secure for it a
use which will make it even more gener-
ally useful than 1t has yet been.  Read it
carefully.

Little Pointers to Win By.

If youare adruggist of limited experi-
ence and have an carnest desire to suc-
ceed, study well the following :

Understand your business thoroughly
from a scientific standpoint.

Observe closely the habits and busi-
ness conduct of men in other pursuits who
are succeeding, and profit by the knowl-
edge you gain.

Have evervthing about your business
as neat and Uidy as possible.

Get your customers to understand that
nothing you keep in stock can be too
good to supply the wants of the sick and
suffering.

Pay close personal attention to every
detail of your business, and when possible,
speak to every customer, even though you
may not be personaliy attending to their
wants.

Never show temper in your cstablish-
ment, or permit it 2o be shown by any of
your employees.

Do not govern your employees by
harshness, treat them civilly, win their
respect, eneourage them to take a per
sonal interest in your business. Show your
customers that you have counfidence in
them and they are sure to.

Be punctual in all your business engage-
ments and rigidly fulfil «li promises made ;
enjoy the reputation of beng always as
good as your word,

Recollect that vour business s a serious

ong, and allow no unbecoming levity to
lower its dignity.

Under no circamstances  encourage
loafing in your store or permit the privacy
of your dispensing department to be in-
vaded.

If you live behind your store, and any
of the ladies of vour houschold should
come into your dispensary while custom-
ers are waiting, be sure to caution privacy
and silence on theit part,

Remember that ladies are sure to be
your best customer, if you can win them,
and recollect that their sensitiveness or
suspicion  should not be wounded or
aroused by any remark to your employces
which they may not distinctly hear, as
they are apt to suspect personal reflec.
tions.

Cnder no circumstances should a titter
or a laugh be indulged in behind the dis-
pensing counter while ladies are waiting
in front.

Be extremely careful of your reputation
and habits ; remember you are apt to be
judged by the company you keep.

Avoid personal or home extravagance :
your businegss is one which can rarely
afford it.

Keep your prices moderate, but be as
ready to defend them as the quality of
goods you supply.

Avoid assuming positions of public
trust unless you are endowed with the
unusual faculty of being able to do more
than one thing well at the sawme time.

Never go upon a bond for an amount
greater than the cash value of your
assets ; it is usually good business policy
to refuse signing any bonds which jyou
are not obliged to.

Be sober, be earnest, be active, be
honest and attend 1o the above pointers,
and you are sure to win success.

Editorial Notes.

Mr. Geo. S. Davis, general manager of
the house of Parke, Davis & Co.,
Detrait, Mich., has retired from his posi-
tion, and is about to leave for California
for a holiday. le is succeeded in the
management by Mr. William M. Warren,

The Universal T'rade Assoriation, with
headquarters in Detroit, Mich., is being
vigorously denounced by many lead-
ing pbarmacists  and  the
ceutical  press.  ‘I'he assoriation  was
formed ostensibly  for the purpose of
regulating the prices of proprictary me-
dicings. At the annual meeting  held

pharma-

recently, J. N. Hayes was re-elected chief
organizer, through holding a preponder-
ance of stock. It is estimated that over
3,000 pharmacists joined the association,
but the members have been unable to get
particulars as to what has been done with
the money.

It is a lesson which canot be too
strongly impressed on persons who rely on
the personne! of any management, to see
that the books are at all times open for the
inspection of investors, notof a boardatoune,
but of all members, and that no money is
being needlessly or carelessly expended.

Notwithstanding the fact that the Cen-
taur Company, of New York, have ob-
tained an injunction against Heinns-
furter & Daggett, of Fargo, N.D., to
restrain them from using the word Cas:
toria, Z%e Lra informs us that the
latter firm are making arrangements to
form a joint stock company, capitalized
at $50,000, to go on with the business,
on the assumption that the word Castoria
is not a trade-mark, but merely the name
of a recognized article of commerce.

It has been suggested to establish inter-
Australian  pharmaceutical reciprocity.
It is claimed that the only obstacle is the
want of a common intercolonial examina-
ton. It is proposed that a Board of Exa-
miners be appointed, consisting of a re-
presentative from cach of the Australasian
Colonies, that a common examination be

agreed upon, and that the exa-
minations  be  held at the same
time in the respective  Colonies.

T'he sugzestion is looked upon as a prac-
ticable one. Although there are diffi-
culties in the way of such reciprocity
between the several provinces of Canada,

principally that of the French language
m Quebee, still we believe a feasible
scheme might be adopted and one which
would be acceptable to all parties con-
cerned.

According to the Chemist and Drug-
gfst the mauer of regulating the prices
of specialtics s a problem for French
pharmacists as well as ourselves. It says :

The Speciality Question mm France
remains dormant for the moment. It will
be remembered that there is a strong
fechng, principally n the provinces, i
favor of the total supgpression of the sale of
sprecialties by pharmacists. The majority
of French poarmacists, however, are
against such a radical measure, but agree
that prohibiuon of sale at discount 1s
necessary,  ‘I'he  difticulty to be over-
come is that the law in France looks upon
trade combinations for maintaining artifi-
ciai prices of products as illegal. M.

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Renault, professor at we Paris Faculty of
Law, has advised the manufacturers of
specialties that this prohibits an arrange-
ment between them and the pharmacists,
while another legal authority, M. Bélo-
land, considers that, by a simple ex-
change of letters, the pharmacist might
engage himself to sell at marked prices
only and undertake to pay a penalty f(or
each infraction of the engagement proved
against him, the manufacturer otherwise
declining to supply his goods. Lven if
this could be carried out, which is some:
what problematical, the impediment to
business would be great, as cach manu-
facturer would have to sell direct to the
retail pharmacists.  For if, as has been
suggested, the manufacturers should com-
hine and appoint a general agent in each
department, the combination to prevent
frec competition would be manifest,
Another difficulty is that the framers of
the various anti-cutting schemes cannot
make up their minds as to what the cor-
rect view of the law really is. M. Chev-
ret, for instance, whose scheme has
received much attention, insists that the
legal advisers who have been consulted
arc wrong in applying the same rules to
pharmaceutical specialties as to articles
such as food, etc.  Specialties, he
insists, are medicines, and cannot be sub-
mitted to the same rules as other merch-
andise. In this view he is supported
by leading pharmacists of long experi-
ence, amongst whom is M. Tulliard.
But M. Crinon has an opposite opinion.
He contends that although medicines can
only be sold by pharmacists, they are
merchandise none the less. ‘The Ganeral
Association of French Pharmacists is still
negotiating with the syndicate of manu-
facturers of specialties in hope of finding
a solution. .

Legal.

Verdict Reversed.

Our readers will remember the action
taken by Dr. F. R. England against Kerry,
Watson & Co., wholesale druggists of
Montreal, for damages on account of the
death of his wife, which followed her
having taken a dose of tartar cmetic in
mistake for bismuth. The drug was fur-
nished by H. J. Dart & Co., who clximed
1o have purchased it from the defendants.
At the trial before Judge Archibald anda
jury a verdict was rendered to the effect
that Mrs. Ergiand had died from the
cffects of illness which had been acceler-
ated by the administration of tartar emetic,
and Kerry, Vatson & Co. were held
Jiable and damages were awarded against
them for $1,000. The Court of Review
held a short time age, presided over by
Judges Gill, Tellier, und Archibald, re-
versed the finding of the jury and gave
judgment for the defendants.  Notwith-
standing the verdict contending that there
was no Zew de droit between the plaintiff
and defendants, Judge Archibald, in
rendering decision, said that the defend-

ants might have been held responsible for
any mistake which might have occurred
in any bottled drug sold under their own
name, but not in such a case as the pres-
ent, when the two drugs were quite dif-
ferent, and any expert (it certainly would
require an expert) could casily tell the dif-
ference between tartar emetic and lis-
muth. Besides, the plaintiff alleged that
there was a case still perding against Dart
& Co., and liability, if any, for the mis.
take could be settled then,  Mr. Bros-
seau, Q.C., appeared for Kerry, Watson
& Co., and Mr. Arch. McGoun, Q.C,, for
Dr. England.

The Department Store Case.

I'he test case in the matter of an in-
corporated company selling poisons, etc.,
contrary to the provisions of the Ontario
Pharmacy Act, reccived a_hearing in the
Division Court before Judges Boyd, Fer-
guson, and Robertson. Alfred Brown,
the private prosecutor, laid an informa-
tion before Police Magistrate Denison
charging ‘The Robert Simpson Company,
Limited, with infringement of scction 24
of the Pharmacy Act, that the defend-
ants did unlawfully keep open shop for
retailing, dispensing, and compounding
poisons contrary to the act. The evi-
dence Dbefore the magistrate showed
that the defendants have a drug depart-
ment in their departmental store in the
city of Toronto, at which poisons are sold
by one Tusk, a qualified and registered
pharmaceutical chemist, employed by de-
fendants under a contract of hiring by the
week. lLusk is the holder of a share in
the stock of the defendants’ cotmpany.
The poisons in question are bought by
Lusk, and paid for by defendants, and
the profits go to them. Under these cir-
cumstances the magistrate dismissed the
complaint.  Ritchie, Q.C., Shepley, Q.C.,
and Ludwig, for defendants, argued the
case on the mernts, and also raised the
preliminary objection that no appeal lay
to this court, and the magistrate had no
power to state a casc, the offence being
against an Ontario_statute, and the code
not applying, and the appeal, if any, being
to the sessions, under the Ontario law,
and not by Dominion law. B. B. Osler,
Q.C., and E. T. Malone appeared on be-
haif of the Ontario College of Pharmacy.
Judgment reserved upon merits and pre-
liminary objection.

The Duty on Aleohol.

At the vecent visit of e tariff commis-
sioners to London, Oi.., a deputation
representing the drug interests waited
upon them in reference to desired changes.

“I'he principal grievance brought before
the commission was the subject of the
excessive duty on alcohol, Mr. James
Mattinson, manager of the London Drug
Co., submitted a statement showing that
the import duty levied made it impossible
to bring in.alcohol from the United
States, the tariff levied bLeing just suffi-
cient to prevent any competition from

that quarter. The excise duty on alcohol
used by druggists is $2.80% cents per
gallon, the price charged by the distiller
is $1.15, making a total cost of $3.954
per gallon.  Alcoholis sold in the United
States at 35 cents per gallon, and in some
cascg as low as 25 cents. The import
duty on this grade of alcohol is $3.71 %4 ;
add this to 35 cents, it makes a total of
$4.06 1{. ot 35 cents per gallon in favor of
the home product. Now. if alcohol can be
sold in the United States at 35 cents, it
secems out of all reason that Canadian
distillers should get $1.15, or 8o cents per
gallon more. As Mr. Mattinson points
out, the revenue to the Government need
not be decreased, but the protection
granted the distiller should be reduced
from in the neighborhood of 250 per
cent. to, say, 20 per cent. ad  waloren.
We hope this matter will be kept before
the Government, and think the Wholesale
Druggists’ Association should take active
measures with this end in view. We ap-
pend a portion of Mr. Mattinson’s argu-
ment before the commission.

He claimed that the present regulations
in regard to the alcohol customs and ex-
cise duties were a scrious burden to over
one thousand business men in Ontario
alone.

The changes they proposed would not
affect the revenue. ‘T'hey wished to com-
pel manufacturers to accept reasonable
protection. ‘They also complained of
ambiguity of the tariff, and a different
rendering in different places. Ethel alco-
hol was used largely for extracts and in
nearly all kinds of medicines, and a reduc-
tion of the duties would be welcomed by
druggists of the Dominion. The duties
per gallon. of alcohol was $2.8014, and
the cost per gallon $1.13, making a total
of $3.95%. Alcohol was sold in the
United States for 35 cents, and, he had
since learned, could be bought for less
than 23 cents, as against §1.15 in Canada.

In reference to the difference in cost he
said, “There is only one explanation, to
my mind, that it is going into the pockets
of the manufacturers. ‘T'here might be
some r.ason for alcohol costing a little
more, but not such an enormous differ-
ence.”

He also argued that as practically no
alcohol was imported, the revenut would
not suffer by a reduction in the customs
dutics to $1.70 instead of $2.25. The
druggists did not ask for a change of ex-
cise, but wanted a 20 per cent. protection
only granted to the distiller in place of
2359 per cent, of which 225 per cent.
went directly into the pockets of the dis-
tiller. The wore recent regulation requir-
ing alcohol to be kept two years had
ciowded out the smaller distillers, and
wis in no way necessary or desirable for
druggists’ use.

In response to a question from Sir
Richard Cartwright, Mr. Mattinson said
that that no doubt the distillers will have
an argument to offsetit.  But we have
as. good a grain-growing country as the
United States, and alcohol should be
made as cheaply.

The Preliminary Examination Altered- -Death of

r. A. H. Muson--Colored Podophyllin- Gel-

loldin—A New Asgptlc Syringe--Buttermilk
Soap--British-made Camoras,

(By Our Own Cortespondent.)

1t has been authotitatively announced
that the council of the Pharmaceutical
Society have at length decided to alter
the requirements of the preliminary or
first exanination.  For over twenty years,
in spite of the progress of general educa-
tion and the increase of subjects in the
qualifying examination, the preliminary
has 1emained unaltered. It is true that
in consequence of the representations of
the counal the College of Preceptors,
who conduct the examination, have raised
the number of marks required for a pass,
but the subjects have still remained the
same in spite of repeated remonstranies
on the part of those who believe that
progress in pharmacy is synunymous with
increased education. 1t is idic to attempt
to defend the policy of nasterly inactivity
that at last appears about to be altered.
During these vears the medical, legal,
and veterinary professions have vastly in-
creased] the scope and stringency of their
prelmminary exanunations, which in most
cases approximate closely to the matricu-
Jation of the London University. Nothing
has been defimtelv settled regarding the
new pharmaceutical prehminary, but 1
have excellent reasons for stating that the
council favor the scheme of abolition of
the examination per se, and accepting the
certificates of such bodies as the Oxtord
and Cambridge local examinations, cte.,
provided that Laun, mathematics, and
one madern foreign  language are  in-
cluded amongst the subjects for which
the certificate has been granted in addi-
tion to the ordinary school subjects,

‘T'he sudden death of Mr. Al H. Mason,
whose name was familiar to pharmacists
in LEnglwd, Canada, and the United
States, came as a shock to his many
friends.  Although not a pharmacist, Mr.
Mason was closely identified with numer-
ous pharmacentical mstitutions, and his
senal nawtere endeared b te all whe
met him, To a quet manner he added
a large amount of energy and busmess
acumen, but it is doubtful if he was 1eally
suong enough for the high-pressure work
required in New York, He was a con-
stant visitor, when i England, to the
meetings of the Braish Phanuacentical
Conference, and was a member of the
Iharmacy Club, and on his leaving for
New York, only two years ago, hereceived
a very enthusiastic ovation from  his
friends.

Lately poedophyliin has occurred on
the market of a yellowish.green color, in.
stead of the yclowish-brown arlicle o
which we were accustomed.  As it
brighter appearance was rather more at-
tractive little attention was hestowed upon
it, especially since the statement has been
circulated that it was due to preapitating
the resin in the presence of alum, and

that 1t was just as pure. . But B. Merck
has recently sent a circular round to the
wholesale tiade warning them against the
greenish-yellow podophylling and plainly
stating that the color is obtained cither
by foreign substances, or ttem the resin
being obtained from other thizomes than
podophyllin pellatum.  The latter ex-
planation is, 1 believe, in most cases the
true ong, and the root that has heen used
is probably the Indian  podophyllin
emodi.  On the authority of Professor
Dunstan, the resin obtained from this
root does not differ from that obtained
fron: the American drug, whilst the yield
1s larger. 1t is quite possible, therefore,
that in the new B.P. this source of podo-
phyilin will be recognized, and indeed it
1s not actually forbrdden now, as when
preperly prepated it answers the B,
tests.  Care should be aken, however, to
examine highly-colored samples of podo-
phyllin, as Merek suggests, to ensure that
they are perfecily soluble, 1 in 10 of
alcohol and about 1 in 100 of ammonia.
Celloidin is the name given to Schering’s
Patent P'vroxyhin that has several advanta.
ges over ordinary  pyroxvlin, especially
for photography. 1t occurs as a homy
substance, not unlike gelatine in appear-
ance, and dissolves in a mixture of abso.
Tute alcohol and ether, always presenting
a uniform, clear, neutral collodion, that
may be wdized without change of colur,
or without filtering. It s not explosive
or dangerous, and burns, when ignited,
only like paper.  The solution of a
strength about one or 1wo per cent. s
chiefly used in photography, but microsco.
pists employ an cight per cent. solution
for coating speeimens thar are afterwards
10 be cut on a freezing microtome. It
may be of interest to record here that
picrate of ammonium is not half so ex-
plosive as it is geonerally assumed.  Quite
recently, to test the matter, 1 bave igmited
it, boiled it, and ground it in a monar
without the shghtest sign of explosion,
1t hurns with a brighy, smoky flame, not
unlike picric actd, is much more soluble
in hot water than cold ; indeed. it is im-
possibie to make 2 solution in the cold
stronger than + - or two g cent
Chennsts whe are asked about aseptac
syringes, in those days of serum injec-
tions. should bear in mind the advantages
of Luer’s patent aseptic synnge.

ing supplied with 1wo steel needles in a
velvetdined leather case, or metal aseptic
case, from §$3 1o $8, accordny to size~—
platinum needics, that are wecommended
by some medical men, as they can easily
he quickly sterilized by passing them
through the flame of a spirit lamp,

Buttermilk soap is the latest craze in
toifet soap, and is being boomed for all
it is worth. It probably holds its fashion
able position to the tale that Mrs. Lang.
try, or some other beautiful woman, at-
tnbutes her fair complexion to the virtues
of a mitk bath.  Most people would find
this rather an expensive luxury, so the
soap-boiler steps in and practically says,
why spend money on milk for the com-
plexion when a cake of buttermitk soap
will do as well? Since the introduction
of Vinolia soap there has been a steadily
increasing demand for superfalted soaps.
and chemists who have good connections
havefound it profitable to introduce their
own brand. Nearly all the principal soap-
makers have one or more varieties of
superfatted  and milled  soaps, and, al-
though these are not cheap, they are far
superior to the ordmary products of the
dry goods stores.  During  the winter
months many chemists in London push
the sale ofa cold-cream soap as specially
suitable for the period of chaps and chil-
bliins.  One word betore dismissing this
subject : Do not sparc any trouble or
reasonable expense in obwaining  good
tabels and  pretty boaes.  The sale is
half effected if the general get-up is satis-
factory, and nowadays the public is very
exacting on this score.  ‘'he purest soap
on carth would not scll half so well as
plam curd soap, if it were wrapped in
plun paper in a common box. One of
he neatest boxes that 1 have seen, and
yet presenting a thoroughly good appear-
ance, is covered with very dark green
glazed paper, with a narrow gold edge,
and the name of the soap and chenust
stamped on the Jid in fancy block type.
The effect is alimost that of a leather box,
whilst a pleasing comrast is 1o have the
box lined 2 delicate salmon pink color.
Violet powder looks well in a similar
colored box, only the edge and lattering
should be aluminium,

The reduction in tarifl is causing some
of our manufacturers to turn their atten-
tion again to Canada, particularly as there
is some prospect of the United States
raising theirs again.  The photographic
buom has been followed by the cycle
boom, and now the moter caris having
its turn; still the amateur photographer
is well worth looking after, and Bratish-
made cameras and  accessories  stand
deservedly high o the estimation of all
devotees to the fascinating art.

Mr. McCann and the Present Situation.

—

Editor CANADIAN DRUGGINS &

Dear Sir,—1 have never been enthu-
stastic over the methods employed by the
0.S.R.1D,, as their president and ex-offi-
cers in ‘Toronto know.  Their policy was
so unanimously endorsed by the trade
generally that 1 thought it unwise to dis-
sent, and so merely kept my mouth
closed and attended to my own business.
In the first place, I was opposed to the
prnciple laid down in the agreement that
the onus of maintaining the prices fell upon
the retailer.  In the second place, 1
thought it uncalled-for for the wholesale
men to attempe to force the retail drug-
gists to deal exclusively with them in ex-
change for their support. In the third
place, viewing the agreement from a busi-
ness standpoint, I look on it as being im-
practicable.

Now, speaking upon the first point, it
may be that T rate the position of the re-
tail druggist Zoo Zighly,  ‘That is a matter
of opinion upon which I trust we may
agree to differ somewhat ; but this is my
view : The retail druggist, being person.
ally acquainted with his customers—being
in direct touch with the people in his
vicinity, having the confidence of the ma-
jority who deal with him—possesses an
influence in his locality a hundredfold
greater than any patent medicite man or
his remedy.  Now, if this is sound logic,
we have a start made. If this is true,
what power is there to compel the drug-
gist to introduce and keep in stock
Blank’s liver pills> There is no Jazwe to
compel him, but our opponents say with
a united clarion voice, *“We'll advertise
them and make you keep them. 1If you
dont we'll put them into the grocery.”
These are the only clinching arguments
that T have heard up to date.

Let us look at them. T venture that I
voice your sentiments when I say that T
never feared competition from a grocer
handling medicine—like oil and water, the
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two don't wmix. No one knows better
than these same manufacturers that to put
a remedy into grocery hands and adver-
tising it so is to kill it outright. The
only spot where they could eapect to do
any business would be in the very rural
distriets.  As to campelling us by adver-
tising to keep the jemedy, let us figme
it out for them.  Advertising to do this
means hundreds of dollars per day pnd
out by our firm,  Let us allow that every
druggist in town lost two sales daily (an
eaveptionally heavy demand), what would
cach druggist individually lose? Not
much bevond the price of his cigars, Who
could stand it the longest, Mr. Blank
with his millions, or the druggist of On-
tariv 2 We could stand it for years with-
ot noticing the difference. Don't you
think a few months would begin to look
serions with the one?

Now, having these views. 1pick up the
agreement and [read, *“The druggists must
first form  themselves into a solid body,
and must agree to mantain the prices, not
to substitute.”
the manfacturers will not  sell cuotters,
always provided, if the trade hve up to
the agreement.

Now, I ask you as a business man, in
your soher moments, e are the actual
channels through  wiich these manufac
turers must reach the people, would it not
hecome us o0 elzim our nights by simply
demanding, that if these mmmufacturers
desire to use our stores and our time to
supply the people demanding them o
see to it that their remedies are kept out
of illegitimate hands, and, failing to do <o,
out they go at once, and act on their fail-
ure to comph 2 This scems Lo me nearer
right than the concilintory course.  The
concilintory course is the very course these
men are profoundly  anxious you should
ake.

Again, 1 thought it uncalled for on the
part of the wholesale men 10 ask the
druggists to bind themselves to deal ex-
clusively with them in exchange for ther
good will. T doubt very much if the lead-
ing wholesalers gave the matter very
much thought.  Is it not a fact that in
helping  the retader they are  helping
themselves : anything that is a benefit to
the retail trade is good for them.  1f the
cutting system waould kil off all the retaul
ers, where would the wholesale men sell
woods 2 Qur interests  are  idestical,
There is no reason why we should quarrel,
and <o far as T know the very hest feching
«enists between the wholesale and retail
trade. Long mayit last! But fet us thor-
onghl: understand  the sitauon. The
retailer could get along without the whaoie-
<ater at all, bug, on the other band, the
wholesaler could not get along without
the retailer,

Ta my estimation, it would have been
more i harmony with the state of affairs
had the wholesale men sprt en out thus:
Anythina that affects the retmler affects ue.
We are nghtin line o aid our custumers,
the retilers, in any way we can, and to
art as some of the layal wholesalers have
acted, by huying woods right. cuttng

If they do all this, then ”

down profits, and striving to put their
customers on an equal footng with the
largest importers, ‘T'he wholesale houses
that have adopted this policy need no
agreement.  ‘I'ney have a bond that is
stronger than an agreement,

Now ] come 1o the last statement,
“*I'hat the scheme is impracticable.”

The charge is wade against the retail
trade that there are those amongst us who
will not keep their agreement @ that they
will sign it without having any intention
of adhering to it.  We admit it; and,
furthermore, we know that no matter how
wnited you make the wrade these same
characters will be found.

But the very same species of men are
1o be found amongst the wholesalers and
the manufacturers, ‘I'here are wholesalers
who not only sign the agreement, but talk
loudly about how closeiy they are living
up to it. and who find the most fauht
about the way other men are acting, while
at the same time they are sending out
goods at the back door to the very people
they have agreed net to supply.

There are manufacturers who sign the
agreement, and then sit up at night plan-
ming different inethods by which they can
cvade the agicement,  Not only tlus:
there are men owtside  the medicine line
who handle certan medicines  in their
general business.  “There are continually
new men starting up who get a supply or
two stiaight enough, and then sell wher-
ever they can,

Not only so. ‘'here are retail men con-
tinually getmg mto financial diffienhies
who will not stop at the agreement in
order 10 make a few needed dollars,

If these statements I have wade are
correct, if the conclusions I have come
to are sound, and based upon what we
know to be the present-day methods of
business, then I submit there are but two
doors open to us by which we can get out
of the difficulty into which keen competi-
tion has brought us, namely:  Enher by
meeting the cut prices on these patent
medicines, or hy not keeping them in
stock. The fi:st of these two courses
wauld very likelv be the one adopted by
a shrewd husiness man, not acquainted
with the unusual circumstances that sur-
round the retl drug business : and Tam
free to admit that it would be the sound
course far cettamn stores where the purely
drug trade and  dispensing 1s largely sup.
planted by that of sundries and patent
medicmes.  Buai, viewing the matter
strictly from a aity of Toronto standpoint,
1 am strongly of the opinion that the
latter course i much the better et ug
ook at it for a moment.  Notwithstand-
ing all that is said to the contrary, T'o-
ronto is @ good town for drugs and dis.
pensing.  DBecause there are fully thirty per
cent, more stores than are needed doces
not alter the truth of this statement,
Furthermore, a good fecling  exists be-
tween  the majorty of physicians and
drugasts : and  this city, hemng  spread
over such a large territory, it is both ex-
pensive and inconveniemt for a doctor,

whose practice extends over the whole

city, to supply his patients with medicines
from any one point.  Just here, brother
druggists, let us give the physicians that
honest consideration that is due them.
Can we expect their assistance and their
co-operation if we placard our stotes as
agents for quack nostrums, and pay greater
attention 1o pushing our own remedies
and advertised patents than to that branch
of our business we have been educated
for?

We cannot, if we are to hold and to
increase the dispensing 1 we must act
fairly and honestly with the physician.
I would here state, so far as I know,
the majority of our city druggists do
this ; but in one particular we al/ fail,
and fargely because of custom and habir,
and that particular is, we give too much
prominence in our stores to patent and
proprictary medicines; and if  private
conversation with the druggists counts for
anything, the day is not so far distant when
there will be a number of drug husinesses
here in “Toronto conducted independent
of the patent medicine trade.

do it to advantage, the importance and
designing of window dressing, and many
other subjects of equal interest,

Eucaine.

Under this name a new substitute for
cocain has been brought out by a Berlin
dentist named Kressell. It is prepared
syathetically, and chemists describe it as
“a methylo estero of benzo-gloxy pipori-
dine carboloxylic acid.” It is claimed for
it that it does not affect the heart, pro-
duces more extensive anwesthesia than
cocain and is non-poisonous, Probably
it will also be much cheaper.—British
Journal Dental Scicuce.

A New Source for Alcohol.

It is proposed to use dates for the pro-
duction of alcohiol. According to Luboy
they contain sixteen per cent. of dextrose,
and one hundred kilos will yield about
thirty-cight litres of ninety per cent.
alcohiol.

Sanoform.

This is the latest substitute for iodo-
form. It is obtained by the action of
jodine on oil of wintergreen, and is the
methyl cther of di-iodosalicylic acid. It
is a white, odorless, and tasteless powder,
and can be heated up to 200° C. without
decomposing. It is soluble in 200 parts
of cold or 10 parts of hot alcohol, and
readily in cther, chloroform, benzole, and
carbon disulphide, but very insoluble in
water or glycerine. It contains 62.7 per
cent. of iodine. The results of its use in
surgery and gynaecology are extraosdinarily
good ; healing ensues more quickly and
more certainly than with iodoform, signs
of irritation are absent, and the drug is
both odorless and non-poisonous.  Sano-
form can be used as powder, as a 10 per
cent. ointment, orina 1 per cent. solu.
tion in collodion. Schlesinger particularly
recommends sanoform gauze (10 per
cent.), which, owing to the high tempera-
ture at which the drug decomposes, can
be casily stetilized.—Chemist and Drug-
gist.

Potent Diphtheria Antitoxin.

Dr. G. L. Cartwright Wood, one of the
workers at the Royal Colleges’ Rescarch
Laboratories, on the Victoria Embank-
ment, has made a name for himself as an
authority on diphtheria antitoxin, and his
last contribution to the subject will main-
tain it. Writing to the Zancet (p. 1145)
he explains that highly potent serum is
not only dear, but scarce. A single dose
of Behring’s costs ;41 115.6d. Itistobe ob-
served, however, that the highly potent
serum cannot be obtained in unlimited
quantities, and the reason why has never
been explained. Dr.\Wood has found it out,
and it is because few horses can produce
this serum. In a communication to the
Royal Society eaily in the year, he showed
that when horses are treated with Dr,
Sydney Martin’s dipbtheria albumose for

a fortnight, then with the so-called fer
ment toxin, a relatively powerful serum is
produced. He reports that by taking ad-
vantage of the cumulative action of the
poisons, through frequent injections of
the toxin, the horses are kept continuous-
ly under their influence, and, in some
cases, serum of high potency is produced.
He has had nine horses under this treat-
ment, and the following table shows the
antitoxin values of the serum produced :—

Considering that all the horses were
treated in precisely the same manner, it
is evident that horses are not alike as
regards their capacity for producing
powerful antitoxins ; indeed, they vary
in the most startling manner. It is at
present impossible to give any explana.
tion of this fact, and only extended ex-
perience with a large number of horses
can settle the matter. — Clemist and
Druggist.

New Method of Preparing Collodion.

According to its patentee, Schlum-
berger, a new method of preparing colio-
dion consists in dissolving tetranitrocel-
lulose in ethyl or methyl alcohol, to which
small quantities of one of the following
substances have been added : (1) Levu-
lose, acetic, uxalic, citric, tartaric, lactic,
ot hydrochloric acids, or any of their salts
of the alkalies, alkaline earths, or zinc,
that are soluble in alcohol ; (2) aldehydes
of acetic and benzoic acids, or their acet-
als ; (3) ethers of the mono- or poly-
valent alcobols with the above-mentioned
acids; (4) picric, salicylic, and arbonic
acids, and para-amidophenol ; (5) nitro-
benzine, nitronaphthalin, and trinitrotol-
vine ; (6) quinoline and pyridine; (7)
urea ; and (8) glycocoll.—Phar, Zeit.

Determination of Mercury by the KI
Process.

—

By W. Myvres Dpasigy.

In the determination of the swrength
of a mercuric chloride solution by the
volumetric process with iodide of potas:
sunn, it was found that the order of pro-
cedure was important,

When 1 c.c. of the HgCl, solution was
placed in a flask and the KI solution
added to it from a burette, only 1.3 c.c.
was required to produce a permanent
mercuric iodide precipitate ; whilst when
1 c.c. of the same mercuric solution was

diluted with water to 100 c.c. and placed
in a burette, it was found that by putting
5 c.c. of the original KI solution in a
flask and adding thereto the diluted mer-
curic chloride solution a permanent Hgl,
precipitate was not obtained until 10 4 c.c.
had been delivered from the burette,

As in the text-book which I have con-
sulted there is no mention made of the
order of mixing, I thought it advisable to
place this on record. Tt also leads me to
conclude that mercuric iodide is insoluble
in an excess of HgCl., solution quite as
much as Hgl. is soluble in excess of
solution of Kl.— Fharmaceutical fournal,

New Reaction for the Alkaloids.

A, Jaworowski, in the Pharmaceutische
Zeitsehrift fur Russlaund, proposes as a
general alkaloidal teagent a solution of
sodium vanadate in water acidulated with
acetic acid.  T'his reagent is said to be
exceedingly delicate with quite a number
of the most important alkaloids ; but, on
the contrary, there are 2 number of others
whizh must be in quite concentrated solu-
tion to give results of any value. The
addition of any salt of copper to the re-
agent increases its intensity, however, to
& degree which largely obviates this defect.
The following is the method of prepar-
ing the reagent for general use:  Dissolve
30 cgm. of sodium vanadate, by the aid of
heat, in 10 c.em. of distilled water, and
let cool.  Dissolve a similar quantity of
copper sulphate in the same amount of
distiled water, mix the solutions, and add
sufficient glacial acetic acid to dissolve
the precipitated copper vanadate. Usually
7 to 8 drops of the acid are sufficient.
‘T'he slightly turbid liquid is then filtered
and is ready for use. The method of
using the reagent is as follows: The
alkaloid, if in the form of a soluble salt,
is dissolved in 4~—s5 c.cm. of distilled
water ; il in its proper condition, add to

the solvent fromi 1 to 10 minims of acetic

acid dilute (1:18) p. . n., and in it dis-
solve a determined quantity of the alka-
loid, if necessary using heat to effect solu-
tion. When cold add 1 drop of the re-
agent.  If no precipitation occurs after
the lapse of fifteen minutes, divide the
solution into two parts, and to one of
them add, drop by drop, the reagent,
waiting and observing after each drop
whether a precipitate forms. ‘The other
halt is heated to boiling. If a wrbidity
or an gpalescence occurs, separate the
precipitate in the usual manner. ‘The
author has divided the alkaloids into
three groups, according to their behavior
toward the veagent, and gives a list of
each showing the amount of reagent
uecessary to aflect each. In this manner
it is easy to determine the group to which
an alkaloid thus separated belongs, —
National Druggist.

Todogenin is a mixture of potassivm
iodide with pulverized charcoal, made into
balls which are used for fumigating.
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Saponin Emulsions.

According to Schazki (Rewv. Pharm. des
Flandres) saponin is preferable to gums,
alkali, yolk of egg, or other substances
used for pharmaceutical emulsions.  ‘The
following are the formulxe recommended :

When the sugar and water reaches a
sharp boil, add the glucose, and continue
the boiling up to strong crack degree.
Pour out the batch on an oiled slab, and
when sufficiently cool work in the licor-
ice, vanilla flavoring, and enough color to
make the batch a deep brown.  Pass the
mass through the large tablet rollers.

LICORICE DROPS.

Melt the sugar in the water, and when
at a sharp boil add the glucose.

Work in enough color to
make a dark brown, and pass the batch
through the acid drop rollers.

Having wmelted the sugar in the water,
bring the syrup to a sharpboil.  Add the
cream of tartar, and continue the boiling
up to strong crack degree.  Pour out on
an oiled slab, and cut the batch in halves.
Work the charcoal and sulficient jettoline
into one-half, and mould the cayenne and
enough enchineal to make a bright red
into the other.  Place the red picce on
top of the black, and pass the whole
through the honey drop rollers.—meri-
can Druggist.

Compound Tincture Saccharated Ferric
Oxide.

The following formula is recommended
by Fragner (Fharm, Ztg.) as a substitute
for Athenstaedt’s tincture :

Therapeutic Incompatibilities.

Perhaps one of the most pernicious
outgrowths of polypharmacy, says the
American Medial fournal, 1s the com-
pounding in mntures or tablets of medi-
cines diametrical'y opposed in physiologi-
cal action. I dewre here to make a plea
for simples as against compounds. Sup-
pose it should be thought necessary to
give a heart stnaulant.  We review the
fixed physiological action of the cardiac
drugs. Digitahs for artenal 1ecoil, stro-
phanthus for ganglionic stimulation, mtro-
glycerin for aspiration of the over-full
ventricle, belladonna to impress  the
check nerve and®to stimuitte the sympa-
thetic, strychnia for a stimulant to the
spinal cord. How absurd to have one
tablet containmg all of thesc drugs.
When digitalis is indicated, nitroglycerin
is contraindicated.  Suppose you really
want nitroglycerin or amyl nitrites, how
much bencefit do you suppose you would
getin a tablet a week old?  But of all
heterugencous compounds, cough mix-
tures and expectorant tablets are the most
absurd, We have in one mixtute astrin-

gents for relaxed mucous membrane,
ipecac o promote  expectoration  and
opium to check it, senega to stimulate,
aconite to quiet, and hyoscyamwus and
squihs with an altkali  “The fact must
necessarily dawn upon every intelligent
practitioner that he is gradually losing the
art of prescribing.

How to Keep Lemon Oil.

—

Messts, Schimmel & Co,, in their senti.
annual report (October), say : As is well
known, lemon oil iy one of the essential
oils which readily deteriorate when im-
properly kept. Some time ago we experi-
utented with a view to ascertaining the
best mode of keeping lemon oil.  Com-
mon, not dehydrated oil, as well as one
deprived of water by treating it with
anhydrous sodium sulphate, were kept in
well closed wials, pautly full, partly only
half filled ; part of the bottles were kept
for some time removed from light, and
others for some time exposed to hght.

The result of these experiments was
then recorded in the following words :

(1) The dehydration of the oil by
means of sodium sulphate is not only of
no use, but rather detrimental to the oil.

(2) The greatest possible exclusion of
air from the vialsis necessary for the un-
impaired preservation of the oil.

(3) The influence of light is injurious
to lemon oil, but is insignificant in com-
partson to that of air.

Lemon oil, therefore, should be kept in
caretully closed vials, filled up to the neck
and in dark and cool rooms.

Detection of Resin 0il in Fatty Oils.

The fact that the salts of resin acids
are not vrecipitated by “salting out”
with brine solution hkas enabled Comette
to detect resin oil when fraudulently mixed
with vegetable oils.  Ten grammes of the
suspected oil are saponified with caustic
soda ; the soap obtained is dissolved in
warm water, cooled, and a saturated solu-
tion of salt added ; the salis of the fatty
acids are thrown out, but the resinates
remain in soluton.  “The hquid is filtered
and acidulated with sulphuric acid, when
the resin acids are precipitated in small
globules, giving a nulky liquid, or floating
on the top in small discs.  “These may be
collected and weighed. — Annal. de
Lharm. de Lonv.

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The Medical Profession a Privileged
Class of the Community.

—

1t is frequently urged that there should
be no privileged classes in this republic
of ovrs, and that class legislation is inim-
ical to republican institutions.  Whenever
the medical profession ask for a medical
bill someone is sure to ohject that phy-
sicians are secking to make a close cor.
poration of their busmess, and thatinjury
will be done to those who have already
practised medicine successfully without
any such restrictions as are now asked.
It therefore becomes pertinent to ask
whether the medical profession has the
right to expect class legislation granting
physicians privileges not  possessed by
those engaged as artisans and mechanics.

It is claimed by many that the medical
profession does not seek class legislation,
and that medical bills have as their only
object the protection of the public from
ignorance and cupidity. But in our own
study of the subject we have come to the
conclusion that the statement comtains
only half the truth, and that it is for the
public good that the practice of medicine
be scparated from the vocation of the
merchant and wechanic, and made a
special class by itself, with special privi-
feyes distinguishing it from the trades.

We have several reasons for the belief
that medicine should be considered a
privileged class of the community. n
the first place, its practise requires a much
higher education than demanded by the
trades ; greater intelligence is required to
practise the art; greater responsibility
entails on the physician, and greater
dangers threaten the community from
abuse. In the next place, what are known
as business methods are denied the phy-
sician from the very nature of his busi-
ness.  Winle the merchant can advertise
his wares and create a demand for them
by claiming marvellous quality of texture
and lowness of price, the physician can-
not adverstise to cure disease, his vocation
being merely to assist nature in her cfforts,
and guide the patient ta recovery through
rational channels. Again, he is often
called upon to treat the poor, who cannot
pay him for his services, and, therefore,
the practice of medicine is philanthropic.

The physician who practises medicine
in a conscientious manner is the servant
of the public in a way that no other class
or vocations can lay claim to.  The phy-
sician is called on at all hours of the day
or night. He is obliged to give up many
pleasures and privileges that the humblest
artisan may enjoy ; he is adviser, confes-
sor, friend and brother to rich and poor
alike. No man occupies such close and
confidential relations as the family physi-
cian ; no man has greater opportunities
of evil, and temptations to wrong. And
yet what class of the community is more
worthy the trust reposed in it by the pub-
lic than the medical profession ?

Now, it stands to reason that a class in
the community that comes into such close
and intimate contact with family life, that

is entrusted with secrets that are of the
mos* sacred nature, that requires a broad
and liberal education, and a high degree
of technical skill, should have special con.
sideration from the community in regard
to legislation in all watters affecting the
personncl ot the profession itself, and con.
cerning the protection of the practitioner
from invasion from without.

On the other hand, the public has a
right to demand the highest motives and
service from the profession in exchange
for this protection. It hias a right to de-
mand that physicians shall study the
causes of disease and their treatment, and
publish the results of their observations
for the public good. It has a right to
demand that the profession shall protect
the public from contagious discases by
quaranting, by the study of preventive
medicine, by the cducation of physicians
in cvery new discovery in  hygiene, by
teaching the public laws of health, and
by every other known means to prevent
discase in the community,

1t is admitted that medicine is a liberal
and philanthropic profession. It is ad-
witted that the success of the physician
in removing the cause of disease lessens
at the same time the necessity of his ser-
vices, so that, as the health of the com.
munity improves, his chances of obtaming
a livetihood in the practice of his profes.
sion grow less and less.  Why should it
not also be admitted that the physician
should reccive in exchange for his sell.
denying labor special privileges in the
form of protection from the quack and
impostor by restrictive legislation ?

It anyone wishes to test the altruistic
nature of the services demanded of the
physician let him call up the leading phy-
sician of the city some cold 'stormy night
in the depth of winter and ask him to
attend a sick and suffering patient. How
prompily and cheerfully he responds, and
how grateful is the heart of the anxious
parent or child for the relief given. Now,
iet hun call up the leading merchant of
the town, under the same circumstances,
for some purchase that he may desire to
make, It is not necessary to describe the
probable result, or repeat the language
that would likely be heard from the mer-
chant under the circumstances.

The principal aim of medical laws is to

cnsure that no one who has not proved

his possession of both practical and theo.
retical education shall practise medicine.
If the actual effects of ignorance, cupidity,
and pretence could be plainly stated, the
demand for correct legislation would be
so great that the profession would not
have to ask for it. It would be instantly
scen that a business in which health and
fc are at stake is in need of systematic
regulation.  On account of the ignorance
of the public in matters medical char-
latanism has always succeeded ofitimes
better than legitimate practice. ‘This
being admitted is only a stronger argu-
ment in support of the theory that
legitimate practice should be protected by
law. Further, the practice of medicine

should be hedged around with such bar.
riers that only those who are competent
from preliminary education as well as
medical training can enter the profession,
and the vocation should be made a
remunerative one, so as to attract into the
ranks of the profession the wvery best
talent and education among the youth of
the land. Clearly, then, it is to the inter-
est of the community that the medical
profession should constitute a privileged
class, that the practice of medicine should
be regulated by law, and that the vocation
of the physician should be a dignified
calling equal in social status to that of
any other walk in life.—Dr. F. E,
Stetvart, in The New [fdea.

The Selling of Proprietaries.

In the concluding paragraph of the
editorial in the Octoher Kepors, on ¢ The
Legal Status of the Rebate System,” we
expressed the opinion that the control of
the seiling prices of proprietary medi-
cmes, so that ruinous competition might
be prevented or minimized, rested wholly
in the bands of the proprietors of such
produicts, that there must be some plan
whereby manufacturers can  adequately
protect their agents in the sale of their
goods, and, if there was not, the logical
effect of the absence of protection would
be that the agents themselves would be-
come manufacturers also, and competi-
tors.

The whole question of the control of
the selling prices of proprietaries is
simply a question o1 business. It is not
now a matter of ethics or sentiment.
Which course of action would better pay
the manufacturer—to guard the interests
of his agents, the wholesale and retail
dealers, or to ignore them ? First thought

. suggests that it would be more profitable

for the manufacturer to sell all the goods
he could at the best prices, and let his
agents take care of thewselves. His
profits would be secure, and why should
he care for thuse of others? But a wiser
business judgment 1ells the manufac.
turer, or should tell him, that there are
serious dangers in such a course. His
interests are bound up in the interests of
his agents. ‘The retail agents, especially
through the absence of adequate protec-
tion, and in the presence of ruinous com-
petition, have come face to face with the
fact that it is simply idle business folly to
handle goodswhich do not yield enough
profit to pay for the cost of their hand-
ling. The retail agents must make finan-
cial ends meet. Self-preservation is Na-
ture's first law, The agents have tech-
nical pharmaceutical skill, and what is
more logical than that they should come
to apply that knowledge to the prepara-
tion of proprietary remedics, and become
manufacturers themselves ?

This practice among retail druggists
has been steadily growing in recent years,
und, if something is not done, it will be
simply a question of time umil each of
the larger manufacturers v.ill have 45,000
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competitors to meet in his own field. We
are informed  that the country  stores,
groceries and general stores ot this State,
and, perbaps, elsewhere, upon whom the
manufacturers have been depending, will
not handle  proprictary  medicines  any
longer, beeause thete 1s no profit in them,
‘The same thing 1s tue m this city.  If
the retail druggists were to throw them
out there would be no longer an outiet for
their sale, and manufacturers would bave
to depend entuely on cutters, and not
one-fomth of the pubtie would go to them.
True, the larger manuolacturets  might
establish agercies i the larger cities |, but
with the active oppasttion of the many
retail druggists agamst the few agencies,
steh an aet wonld be a swicidal busiess
pohey,

We bardly think it possible, at this late
dav, for manafacurras o prevent the
selling of proprietaties at cut rates, but
we do think 1t possible that they can
minimize the extsting  rninous competi-
tion awmong retaul  droggists by making
the conditions of puschase of goods equal
between  retail drogaasts and - cutters,
The cutter makes hus protits on his special
discounts. By buying in large quantities
be can sell goods at retul, i some in-
stances, for less than the retail druggist
can buy them, and then make a profit.
This is unjust. 1T manufacturers would
have Dbut one wholesale  price  for
goods, whether the quantity bought was
1 dozen, 1 gross, or 1,000 grcss the con-
di-ions of purchase would be made equal
to all, and the rumous competition that
exists would be mmnnnwzed moa dav,
founbtless, at first thought, it may seem
wore profitable to sell 1,000 gross of
an article for a heavy discount than 1t
would be to sell 1,000 separate 1 gross
lots 1 but we question whether there would
Lie any practical diffeience to the man-
ufacturer m the end. The heavy dis-
comts now allowed on large quaniny
orders would probably mete than pay
the mcereased cost of handlmyg a larger
nomber of small quantity orders, and
there would Le  this gun to the manu-
facturer, that he would sccure  the
active co-operation of 1l druggists
the sale of goods.  The sitwasen would
he further simphiicd f manufacturers
wou'd market thar goods only through
wholesale driggists, By tins mseans .
drvidual manofacturers could more read
1y exact condittons of purchase and <ale.

It may be said that such a course of
*“one price only " would be contrary o
the laws ot trade. Tt nught be f the
a.ticles handled were of knowp composi-
tion, and subject, in ~elling price, to the
law of supply and demand.  But since
they are entirely propnetary in character
--their composttion not bemng  public
property—their prices are not governed
by the laws of comimerce, but are arbi-
trarily fixed by the manulacturers.

Horace Greeley once said that the way
for the government of the country to
resume  specie  paymemts was 1o re
sume. The way for manufacturers to

protect their retail agents in the sale of
gaods is 10 protect. -One thing is certain,
that if these agents are not gong 1o be
better protected in the future than they
have been in the past they are simply
ing to protect themselves. —Alumni Re:
porty 2CP.

Department Store Pharmacy.

Pharmacy, being a  department  of
medical science and practice, should be a
liberal profession  like the practice of
medicine. The vocation of the pharma-
aist should be a pecuhar calling in which
technical knowledge and skill should win ;
not purely business wmethods.  T'he phar.
macist’s thoughts should be more on how
he can advance the knowledge of his art
amony those wlho are practising it as a
profession than how he can conceal that
knowledge for money-making  purposes.
He should remember that man is a drug-
loving animal, and seck 1o protect bim
(rom the wiles of the charlatan and quack,
not unite with them in deluding the
public. "The pharmacist who practises
pharmacy as a liberal profession is a check
on selfcmedication by the people, and an
aid to the true physician in relieving the
cause of suffering humanity 5 not one who
dids humamty to sufler. It must be evi-
dent that such a pharmacist does not
stand an equal chance with the business
man, who, without knowledge of the
cifeets of drugs, or the means for prepar-
ing and dispensing them in a proper man-
ner, enters the sacred domain of pharmacy
to make money out of the suffering sick.
Such a one will do all in his power to in-
aease self-medeation. T'he more medi-
cine people take the wmore money he
makes.  He belongs to the same breed
as the nostrum maker, who devoles his
efforts to creating a demand for medicine,
and can see no wmore reason why he is
domg & moral wrong to the community
than the merchant i siltk who would that
all the world wore silk, and does what he
can to convince mankind that silk should
be worn,

Now, as the practice of true pharmacy
reguires a speclat education and training
not required of the merchant; and as
those who pracuse it 2s a liberal profes-
sion are giving humanity a much higher
class of service than the merchant in medi-
cine; and as the professional man is
denied resort 1o business wethods for
creating a demand; and as he cannot
secure a living income in competnion with
thuse who empluy the ways of the mer-
chant, it stands to reason that it is 1o the
interest of the community that pharmacy
should be separated from the trades and
made a liberal profession, and the phar-
macist protected from the so called patent
medicine manufacturer, department store
and commercial competivon in general,
by restrictive pharmacy lews.  ‘Fherefore
deparmernt store pharmacy is an evil be-
cause it is taking out from the practice of
pharmacy all financial ducement for
educated men to enter or remain in the

profession, and forcing those whn do re-
main to resort to the methods of the
business man to make a living, to the ne.
glect of seientific work and research, and
the effort to benefit the community by
protecting it from the pretence of com-
merciatism. —New Idea.

Pharmacy Reform Should Commence at
Home.

The wmajority of druggists spend too
much time in fighting the outside enemy,
while the domestic fiend is given achance
to brmg in Ius fine work. They study
the probleni as to how they can cut an.
other cent on Dr. Humbug’s cureall 1o
go their neighbor “one better.”  If they
would spend the same amount of time in
thinking as to how they could improve
their prescription  deparunent. the true
pharmacy, they would do much better,
‘The people in general are only too willing
to give a druggist his due, providing he
can impress them  with the conviction
that he is a druggist, and not a patent
medicine vendor,  Show the people that
ycu are a druggist ; that your laboratory
15 more than the mere sign in iarge type
displayed at the back of the store.  Show
the physiciaus that while you dispense
Dr. Humbug’s syrup when called for, you
have a syrup made in your own labora-
tory which will give more satisfaction,
‘The public soon finds out a * druggist in
a true sense of the word,” and his reward
will he the physicians’ confidence and an
increase in the prescription department,
the true phammacy.—/. Diner, Bulletin of
Plarmacy.

To Remove a Foreign Body from the
Nose, Urethra, etc.

Beugnies describes a simple arrange-
ment with which he removes foreign bod-
ies from small passages. A hole is bored
in the end of a probe and a thread fasten-
ed in it.  This is then introduced into
the passage and carefully pushed past the
foreign body. "I'he string then held in
one hand and the probe in the other, the
lide whip thus forms a loop with which
the foreign body is ecasily withdrawn.—
Gaz. Med. de Lieg.

Antibakterin is a recent addition to the
number of substances which have bheen
recommended for infectious diseases, and
particularly for tuberculosis.  Antibak-
terin was described by Dr V. Wachter at
the recent meeting of the German Nat-
uralists and Physicians as consisting of
an orthoboric acid ethyl compound zou-
taining iron, which is to be used as an in-
halation in conjunction with steam. ‘Fhe
preparation forms a greenish yellow liquid,
and, according to Dr. Wachter, is non-
toxic.

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The Metric System of Welghts and
easures.

The United States Congress has never
seen fit to exercise its constitutional power
in regard to fixing the standard of weights
and measures, but has left the states to
establish such regulations as scemed to be
necessary.  ‘The importance of uniformity
was urged by President Washington in his
message 1o the first congress, and a very
elaborate report on the subject “vas sub-
mitted by John Quincy Adams when
Secretary of State, in 1821, but the re-
commendations were never embodied ina
statute.

By act of congress, May 1gth, 1828, the
brass troy pound weight, procured by the
minister of the United States at London,
was made the standard troy pound of the
United States mint; and a series of
standard weights corresp nding to this
was ordered to be mags: from the hun-
dredth part of a grain to twenty-five
pounds.

The first and only general act of con-
gress relating to weights and measures is
that of July, 1866, which legalizes the
“ Metric System.” It does not make the
use of the weights and measures of this
system obligatory, but declares their use
10 be lawful. A determined effort is now
being made both in this country and Eng-
land to make the metric system obliga-
tory, so that it may come into general use
in both countries. U'he final end in view
is the establishment of this system as an
international system of weiglts and meas.
ures to be employed by all natious, The
advantages are apparent.

‘The standard of the metric system is
the metre, which is the unit of length.
The metre was obtained by a measure-
ment of the quadrant of a weridian of the
earth, and is about one forty millionth of
the circumference of the earth at its poles,
Practically, it is the length of certain care.
fully preserved bars of metal from which
copies have been taken. It is equivalent
to about 3 feet 3 inches, and 3§ of an
inch.

The wvnit of surfacé of the metric sys-
tem is the are, which is the square of ten
metres, or, in other words, the square of
a dekametre, and is equivalent to a square
whose side is eleven yards.

The unit of capacity is the litre, which
is the cubeof a tenth of a metre, or, ex-
pressed in metric language, the cube of a
decimetre, In other words, a cubical
vessel whose sides wmeasure a decimetre
(inside) holds a litre, which is equal to
2.1134 pints.

The unit of weight is the gramme,
which is the weight ol that quantity of dis-
toied water, at its maximum: density‘(49
c.), which fills the cube of the one-hun-

dredth part of the metre (cube of a centi-

metre, or, in other words, cubic centi-
metre, ¢.c.). The gramme is equivalent
10 15.43235 grains, or about 1514 grains.

The denominations of tue metric sys-
tem are muhiplied by the Greek words,
“ Deka,” ten ; ** hecto,” hundred ; “ kilo,”
thousand ; * Myria,” ten thousand. ‘They

are divided by the Latin words, * deci,”

one-tenth; “centi,” one hundredth;
“milli,” one thousandth.

We have, thercefore, the dekametre, hec-
tometre, kilometre, and the decimals, de-
cimetre, centimetre, millimetre, In the
same manner we have the kilogramme,
mifligramme, centare, ctc,

The following table will ilustrate the
matter graphically.

By substituting the words, are, gramme,
or litre, for metre, in the above table, and
using the same prefixes, a set of tables
may be made which will graphically repre-
sent all the denominations of the system.

In writing prescriptions, and in dispen-
sing, solids should be weighed, and liquids
measured. This rule should always be
obiserved to secure uniformity in dosage.
In the practical working of the chemical
laboratory, the gramme and its divisions
have been used for weighing, and the
cubic centimetre (c.c., or fluigramme) for
measuring liquids, ever since the intro-
duction of the system,.and no trouble
has been experienced in working under
this rule. A gramme and a cubic centi-
metre of distilled water are identical, but
owing to greater or luss density cubic
centimetres of other liquids weigh more
or less than a gramme. But i the c.c. is
taken as a unit of capacity only, and the
gramme as a unit of weight, all difficuity
is avoided. For example, dissolve one
gramme of sugar in sufficient quantity of
water to make 10 c.c. It is evident that
each c.c. of this solution comtains 1 deci-
gramme of sugar. By keeping thec.c.
intact and varying the strength of the so-
lution, each c.c. can be made to contain
any stated amount of sugar from satur-
ation ta infinity.

Of course the only way to learn the
metric system so that it may be of prac-
tical use is to learn to think in it. ‘There
is no use of expecting proficiency it the
older systems are to be used as crutches.
Better discard the new system altogether
than to go around like a cripple. Think
in metres instead of yards, decimetres in-
‘stead. jof inches, kilometres instead.of
mildy, grammes instead of grains, cubic
centimetres instead of fluidrachms, and
the probieny of adopting the metric sys-
tem will be easily solved.

Every physician and. pharmacist should
provide himself witli-sets of metric weights
and measures, and use them to the exclu-
sion of the old as far as practicable. The

.

greater convenience in calculation after
the new system is once mastered will com-
mend itself to all.  Much of the practical
bearing of the subject can be learned in
no other way.

‘The Awmerican Association for the Ad.
vancement of Science says that the fol-
lowing lines are all that is necessary for
the physician to learn in order to pre-
scribe in the metric system :

1,000 milligrams make one gram.

1,000 grams or cubic centimetres make
oue kilo or litre.

65 milligrams make one grain,

154 grains make one gram,

2t grains inake one ounce, troy.—Zux.,

Kipling’s Rare Gift of Observation.

An intimate friend of Kipling’s, with
whom he was for some time associated in
editing a paper in India, recently re-
marked : *“While possessing a marvellous
faculty for assimilating local color without
apparent effort, Kipling neglected no
chance and spared no labor in acquiring
experience that might serve a literary pur-
pose.” One who has been permitted te
read in advance Kipling’s new serial story,
* Captains Courageous,” which begins
publication in the current number of
MeClure's Magazine, finds this habit of
Kipling’s especially manifest in that story.
Dealing with a phase of life far apart from
the ordinary—that of the Gloucester
fishermen on the Grand Banks—the story
reads as if some actual fisherman, sud-
denly lifted out of his lifelong condition
and endowed with the gift of literary
perspective and expression, was looking
back on it and writing out his own ex-
perience. The brevity, the directness,
the perfect ease and naturainess with
which the daily . .und of labor and ad-
venture is set forth, show that Kipling
must himself have been through it all,
and, by his *“ marvellous faculty for assi-
milating local color,” made it, as it were,
bone of his bone and flesh of his flesh,

Infection from Books.

So many weilauthenticated cases of
disease in which infection was transmitted
by means of books, papers, and letters
have been reported that the medical pro-
fession are compelled to turn their atten-
tion to this evil. With an increasing
thirst upon the part of the general public
for knowledge, ihere must be a continu-
ally growing number of circulating libras-
ies, and consequently a greater chance of
infection.

Experiment has shown that pus strep-
tococci, pneuwivria diplococei, and the
bacilli of tuberculosis and diphtheria, and
others, when deposited 'uvon the leaves of
a book or inclosed in the pages of a letter,
are capable, after several days, of trans-
mitting these maladies to animals inocu-
lated Ly bouillon in which pieces of the
lexves have been soaked,—Selected.
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The Science of Optics.

Primary Ametropia.

The strongest + sph. lenses through
which V.= 34, or the best V. obtainable,
are given in H. in order to suppress the
employment of Ac. for distance, but not-
withstanding that in testing the sight you
select the very strongest that can be used
without causing blur you have by no
means discovered the full extent of the
defect.

The law of nature 1s that a muscle con-
stantly employed develops and becomes
strong. The hyperopeis constantly using
the sphincter muscle of the ciliary to ac-
commodate, for he must, in order to see,
exert that function not only for near work.
as does the emmetrope, but also for dis-
tant objects. ‘The consquence of this is
that the sphincter of the ciliary develops
exceedingly, becomes much stronger than
the radiate, and entirely overcomes t.
‘T'herefore, unlike the emmetrope, the
hyperope cannot relax his accommodation
at will.  The strongest + sph. lenses
through which V.= 3§ will cause the Ac.
to be relaxed so far as it is possible, but
a certain portion is still unrelaxed.

The part of H. which can be discovered
and corrected at once by means of 4 sph.
lenses is called the manifest H., and the
part that is still hidden by the unrelas
able ¢ ~traction of the ciliary is called
the latent H. The combmed latent and
manifest is called the positive or total H.

Qculists, by using a mydnatic such as
atropine, paralyze, temporarily, the action
of the ciliary, and can thus measure the
exact amount of the total H., which 1s,
however, never fully corrected vnti late
in life, but about 1 1. left uncorrected, a
to:al correction by lenses in youth and
middle age not being advisable. The use
of atropine has its advantages and also its
disadvantages, chief among the latter be-
ing the fact that it takes a few days to
thoroughly act, and for its effects to pass
away, during which time the patient is un-
able to follow his ordinary occupation.
Also the glasses fitted under its influence
often prove far from satisfactory, as when
the effect of the druy is gone the unequal
tension of the two sets of fibres of the
ciliary again shows itsclf.,

Anyhow, an optician cannot use a my-
driatic, and luckily, as a rule, more satis-
factory results are obtained without its
use.

The younger the person the greater is
the proportion of the latent to the mani-
fest H. The former, as has already been
shown, can be exactly measured; the
latter can only be calculated in this way.
An cmmetrope uses no Ac. on parallel
rays, and the place of his P.P. will show
the amplitude of his Ac., which is almost
of a fixed extent according to age (sec
previous chapter). A hyperope with the

.

same amount of Ac. has his P.P, further
away because he has to use Ac. to render
parallel rays sufficiently convergent to be
brought to a focus on the reting, and he
therefore has not in reserve so much to
employ on divergent rays as the emme-
trope has. For instance, in H. of 1 D,
the person being twenty years, and having
an amplitude of 10 1., must exert 1 D,
of Ac. in order to sec distant objects and
therefore has only 9 D. in reserve for
near objects.  His P.P. will be found at
434 inches, whereas in emmetropia with
a similar amplitnde it would be at four
inches.

Now, having futed the distance glasses
as before dirccted, with these in the frame
find the nearest point of V., this the P.P.
with the glasses.  In a given case say that
+ 21D, lenses are the strongest that can be
accepted, and the custemier is twenty years
olid.  You would now eapect to find the
P.P. at {our inches, if all the H. were cor-
rected, but instead you find that it is at
five inches, showing that he can exert
only 8 D. of Ac. on divergent rays, then,
as according 10 age he should have 10 D.
amplitude with the P.P. at four inches,
he must be using 2 D. of Ac. over and
above the glasses to focus parallel rays;
he has therefore 2 D. of latent H.  With-
out glasses he would have to exert 4 D.
Ac. to focus parallel rays on to the reting,
and tis P.P. would be still more distant.

As the amplitude of Ac. decreases with
age, so the proportion of latent to mam-
fest H. also decreases.

These are but approximate figures, but
they will do to convey the idea desired,
as from this it can be understood that
young people seldom get sufficient cor-
rection in H.

After a young person has been fitted
with those lenses that correct the mani-
fest H., and the glasses are constantly
worn, the tension of the sphincter of the
ciliary becomes greatly lessened, and soon
some of the latemt H. will become mani-
fest.  In some cases the sight will not be
so good as when the lenses were first
fitted, and in others it will be about the
same. If he be retested a couple of
months later you will find that you can
mcrease the strength of the lenses, which
increase represents the amount of the
latent H. which has become manifest, -/

\When the hyperope is under twénty
years old three different tests, at intervals
varying from onc to three months, are
necessary to properly correct the defect.
When over twenty years old a couple of
tests are necessary, and when over thirty
one suffices, as then the propoition of

latent H. is very small. ‘T'he same rules
are to be followed at each test. Givethe
strongest lense to each cye that it will
accept when the two eyes are directed to
to the distant test card, and which makes
V. =3¢ or the best V. obtainable,

Suppose that it were possible to employ
a mydriatic, and you could thus learn the
degree of the total M., it would not be of
very much advantage, as you could not
give lenses to fully correct the defect.
The first correcting lenses for young peo-
ple in many cases should not be stronger
than those that correct one-third or one-
half of the total H., and the strength can
be increased gradually as the eyes learn
to relax the Ac. until all the defect less
1 D, is corrected. Here is one of the
advantages of testing without atropine;
you caunnot over-correct, as the very
strongest lenses that do not blur V. can-
not possibly be more than what corrects
the manifest H.

The emmetrope uses Ac for near points
only and relaxes it when viewing distant
objects. The hyperope uses Ac for both
distant and near objects, and therefore
never obtains a rest for the ciliary muscle ;
only when he sleeps is a partial relaxation
obtained, that is to the extent of the
manifest H. The consequence of this
constant exercise of the sphincter of the
ciliary is, as before stated, to cause it to
become stronger than the radiate, and
overcome it, so that it is never possible
until about the age of 4o-to fully correct
the H, nor is it desirable; 11D or more of
the defect is up to that age left uncorrect-
ed, but to the optician this is of no mo-
ment, as the part-that is not corrected is
not made manifest in the test and need
not he considered.

Women are very subject to headaches
over the eyes and ‘o the sides just above
the checkbones. The former are caused by
strain on the ciliary, the latter by strain
on the external recti.  If close work be
coutinued without correcting lenses the
eyes are very apt to get red, inflamed, and
irntated, so that wind, dust, and sunhght
cause considerable annoyance. (Com-
plamt is often made that the cyes fee!
more tired at night than early in the day,
which is quite natural, as, of course, the
ciliary muscle must be more fatigued after
being exerted without any rest at all for
many hours. Inflammation or redness of
the lids, tumors, styes, etc,, are common
in H, and generally cured by the correc-
tion of the defect.

Advertisfﬁg.

Practical Hints on Advertising.

When a man cuts off all worthless
“schemes” he is really not decreasing
his advertising. He is simply decliving
to spend money for things called adver-
tising by courtesy, or through ignorance.
The wouble is that when a man starts to
cut off his advertising expense, he cuts off
the good things and lets the bad ones
stay. If he is spending a thousand dol.
lars in the newspapers, he cuts that down
to five hundred dollars, and congratulates
himself that he is saving five hundred dol.
lars, At the same time he lets two and
five and twenty-five dollars go out into all
sorts of schemes, and doesn’t count the
amounts because they are so small.

He ought to cut off every one of these
things, and put all the money into the
best.papers. When a man cuts down his
newspaper space, the chances are ninety-
mne in a hundred that he is going to cut
off some patronage with it. ‘L'here are a
few men who use more space than is
necessary.  ‘There are a great-mapy-more
who do not use half enough space.

* * * *

1 was very much astonished some time
ago when a bright New York business
maun told me that he was going to stop his
newspaper advertising. e said that he
had just moved into a new store out of
the old one ; that he had a betier location,
and a better building, with twice as much

-

L]
room in which to carry a great deal better
stack.

He said he paid twelve thousand dol-
lars rent for the old store, and twenty-four
thousand dollars fof the new one. e
spent nine thousand a year in advertising
his old store, and made a success of the
business. He intended to cut off this
nine thousand dollars of *“expense,” and
with it pay the additional rent for the new
store, thereby evening things up very
nicely.

I was never more surprised in my life
than when I heard of this plan. T told
him that, from my standpoint, it looked
as if he had increased his capacity for
business, increased his stock, increased
his rent and all of the other expenses, and
that now he must certainly do something
to bring in business that would bring in
the protit that would pay these additional
expenses, and that instead of cutting down
his advertising from nine thousand dollars
to nothing he ought to cut it up to about
fifteen or twenty thousand dollars. 1
don’t think he has done this, but he is
advertising now, I believe, just about as
much as he did before.

* * * *

‘The only time when 1 would cut off my
advertising would be when 1 had more
busimess than [ could possibly attend to,
and when T had made up my mind that I
would not increase my facilities, If 1
were making all the money that T wanted
to make, if my business had reached a
proportion which completely satisfied my
ambition, I would stop advertising. Even
then I would not stop for very long, be-
cause, if I did, the business would start
on the down grade. You have to adver-
tise to make business and to hold it and
to increase it.

* * * *

An ad. ought, above all things, to be
natural, It ought to sound as if some-
body were talking. There should be no
apparent effort to be colloquial. It is
better to be stff than to be colloquial
awkwardly. 1f you can't be casy in vour
manners in your advertising, don’t try.
If it isn’t natural for you, don’t try it.

* * * *

There isn’t anything more despicable
on this earth than a hypocrite, and Liypo-
critical advertising is the worst possible
kind of advertising. If you don't feel
good-humored and cordial—if you don’t
feel like greeting your prospective cus-
tomers in an off-hand colloquial way,
don’t try to do it, because, if you do, you
will fail. The trick can be learned, of
course. A man frequently has to write
ads when he doesn’t feel just exactly like

it-and’ ‘he zan learn to do it so that the

résult will be just about the same, but he
will have to work a great deal harder
to accomplish it at some times than at
others. .
* * * *

"The quicker advertisers learn that good
advertising doesn’t consist merely of
neatly turned phrases and an off-hand

style of writing, the sooner advertising will
begin to improve.

Inan advertisement of the Philadelphia
Jtem the first sentence was: * It's not
what you say, but the way you say it.”
[ think that is the most utterly absurd
proposition that it is possible to make in
regard to advertising. It is ridiculous on
the face of i, Auvone who is at all in-
clined to be speculative would be entirely
justified in waging his last dollar on the
proposition that “what you say is more
important than how you say it.”

According to thjs Philadelphia fzem
ad. the statement that the fZem hasa
hundred and ninety thousand circulation
every day is of less fmpertance than the
wording which is used to convey that in-
formation. Following out this line of
logical reasoning, one would say that if
there was a weekly paper in Philadelphia
with a thousand circulation which had the
“gift of gab” sufficiently well developed,
it mieht tell the story of its thousand cir-
culation in such an enticing way as to
make it appear that that paper was more
valuable to advertisers than the Zzem with
its hundred and ninety thousand circula-
tion.

I do not mean to say that the expres-
sion of an idea is not of great importance.
Undoubtedly the story of the Philadel-
phia Zem’s hundred and ninety thousand
circulation could be told in a convincing
way, and in a way that would not be con-
vincing. “There is no question about that ;
but an ad. has to have something to start
on if it is to be convincing. It has to
have some statcment which it wishes to
convince people 1s trye.  The facts come
first, 1t doesn’t do any good to advertise
something you haven’t got. What you
say is the first thing to think of—how to
say it comes afterward.

* * * *

Advertising isn’t cuteness. It is plain,
hard, cold, business sense. A little
humor or a little pleasantry isn’t a bad
thing sometimes, but the main thing is to
get the facts forcibly before the people
most likely to be interested.

Advertising by Retail Druggists.

“ It is a sure thing,” <writes Mr. Theo-
dore Hamilton, “that they do not ad-
vertise enough. Most of them do not
advertise at all. I don’t know why. The
drug business is a large one. Théreis a
red and green light showing up from al-

most every corner. Competition is
fierce. The man who advertises for
it 1s sure to get the cream of

the trade in his vicinity. The man
who doesn’t advertise is sure to be
bowled out by the man who does. No
draggist should wait at his particular
corner and be cohtented with the trade
that comes his way. That isn’t business.
1f a man farther down the street adver-
tises properly, people will go past your
store to get to his. If you advertise pro:
perly, people willgo a long way out of
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their way to get to you. As in every
other business, the advertiser is the man
who gets to the front, and stays there.

“The question is, then, how to adver-
tise properly.

' Here's n thought to commence with.
‘The woman of the household attends to
the medicine business.  Men don’t think
much of medicine, as a mie, and proceed
on the * I'll be all right to-morrow’ prin-
ciple. Not so with a woman. She be-
lieves in medicine, and she insists on the
man taking medicire, and either goes for
it or sends for it. Nwturally, she goes or
sends to the druggst she knows. She
knows the druggist who has sought and
secured her patronage. The way to do
this is to advertise the little things every
druggist sells and every woman necds.
I mean colognes, soaps, powders, brushes,
cosmetics, and the like.  Tlese are easy
things to advertise. There are lots of
takmng, pulling things to say about such
articles, and they can be said in a dainty
way that will catch a woman. And when
you have a woman customer for such
things, you have a mortgage on the steady
custom of the whole house for everything
in your line.

« Advertise only one thmg at a time,
though. Don't put sponges, cosmetics,
tooth-brushes, colognes, and toilet soaps
into a mortar, and pestle out one of those
awful price-lhist advertisements. Write an
attractive little paragraph about onc thing
one time, and take something clse the
next time, and so on.

“ Here's another ‘don’t.” It may be
all right to boom a seasonable patent
medicine—particularly if its proprictors
pay the bills—but don’t print 2 list of
patent medicines with their prices, and
call it an advertisement. It isn't. It
fails 10 leave any distinct impression on
the mind of the reader. It may not be
a total waste of space, but you can us¢
your space to infinitely better advantage.

“Qne very telling point to make in
drug store advertising is the absolute
purity of your stock. Another is the
extreme care used in compounding pre-
scriptions. Harp on thesc things. Ring
the changes on them up and down the
scale. Think of new ways of bricfly, but
forcibly, telling the public about them.
It will pay you. It’s good advertising.
It covers just the point people want to be
assured about, and if you peg away at it
you will make a lasting and profitable
impression.

it About three inches single column, or
two inches double, is the right space.
Use a pretty cut or_striking headline, or
both. If only the latter is used, have it
set in big type—big enough to take up
fully half the space. Make it say some-
thing strong and striking about the article
advertised. Advertise only one thing at
a time, and use the fewest possible words
in telling about its virtues and value.

s« Another thing—don't advertise cut-
ting prices.  People are not looking for
bargain sales nor remnant sales in drugs
and medicines. They are not as anxious

about saving three halfpence as they are
about getting the real pure thing nceded
to help them, and they are likely to be
suspicious that a ‘cut’ article is a cut-
quality article. Perhaps they have no
good ground for such suspicions, but
they have 'em just the same, Besides,
almost everybody has a natural, deep-
down dislike for the ‘cutter.’ ‘They fecl
as if, somehuw or other, it wasn't playing
fair, as if there were something mean
about it, as if, by some trickery or other,
somebody’s bread were being taken out
of somebody’s mouth. A transient, un-
reliable trade may be attracted by such
methods, but not regular all-the-year-
round customers.

“Ihats why we believe it to be bad
business.” —Alagazine of Pharmacy.

Why Should a Pharmacist Subseribe for
a Drug Journal?

This question was asked of quite a
number of pronunent druggists in differ-
ent parts of the country, and their views
are as follows:

(1) 1 not only take all the prominent
pharmaceutical journals, but require my
clerks to do the same. It is the only way
I can keep up with the timcz  For
cverything new and of interest to the
pharmacist is to be found in them.

(2) Itis a very poor journal thay I
don't get information worth more than its
annual  subscription out of a single
issue.

(3) Why, everything that is new and
novel is advertised in them. 1 find the
advertising as great an advantage as the
reading matter.

(4) I find what other druggists are do-
ing.

(5) It is the only reliable way I can be
posted as to the new preparations.

(6) 1 keep them bound, and find them
invaluable as a book of daily refer-
ences.

(7) 1 never thought journals of phar-
macy were of much value to a retailer
until last summer. 1 was visiting a
prominent summer resort, and in_conver-
sation with a gentleman at the hotel he
said : 1 have some prescriptions I wish
to have prepared. Now, I will go out
and see who s the best druggist” 1
asked him how he would form his con-
clusion. Hesaid: “I will call at each
store (seven in all), and ask them what
pbarmaceutical journal they take, and the
one that has the most, why, I will have
him fll my prescriptions.”

(8) 1 not only find valuable information

m them, but do not see how my clerks.

could ever learn the business without
them.

(9) The pharmacist who does not take
a journal is a back number.

(10) It is in the journals we gain our
knowledge, beginning where we left off
after leaving the college of pharmacy ; the
daily progress of pharmacy is here re-

ported, and it is the only way to keep up
with the times.

(11) Tt is the only way I can keep
posted as to the market reports. ‘This
alone is worth more than the subsciiption
price each isswe,—dAmerican Druggist,

CLEANSING PREPARATION.

An imitation of the cleansing prepar-
ation sold under the name of “ Seiten-
milch” (soap milk) can be made by
emulsifying 500 grams cach of benzol and
petroleum ether with five grams of opodel-
doc soap, and guant. suff. of water. ‘The
soap 1s dissvlved in 30 to Go grams of
lukewarm water and the ethereal mixture
added by degrees, and shaken up until
the emulsion forms. If this does not
occur when about half the ether has been
added, from 30 to 100 grams of water, at
60-80°C,, arc run into the flask, and the
agitation repeated, a treatment that will
greatly assist the operation,  “The finished
preparation  effectually  removes grease
siains.—arm. Post.

FASTENING SIGN LLTTERS TO WINDHOWS,

The following formula is said 1o pro-
duce a cement which is not affected by
moisture, even if the glass to which the
letters have been comentied should be sub-
merged in water for several days

PREPARATION OF CARAMEL.

Dissolve seven lbs. of crushed sugar in
one pint of water ; boil it in a five-gallon
copper kettle, stirring occasinnally until
it gets brown; then reduce the fire and
let the sugar burn “ until the smoke makes
the cyes water.,” \When a few drops, let
fall into a tumbler of cold water, sink to
the bottom and barden sufficiently to
crack, it is done. ‘Then pour on it,
by degrees, about two quarts of warm
water, stirring all the time. When well
mixed, filter 1t hot through a coarse flan-
nel Glier. Some use limewater to dis-
solve the burnt sugar. Care must be
taken not 1o overburn it, as a greaer
quantity is thercby rendered insoluble.
The heat should not exceed 30 degrees
I*., nor bie under goo degrees I,

Treatment of Chilblsins.

The following formula is recommended
by C. Boeck as veing efficacious in cases
of chilblains :

Iehthyol,
Resotcin,
‘Tannin, of each, 13 guains ;
Water, 75 grains,

To be rubbed on the affected parts every night.

In a few minutes it forms a varnish on
the skin, and under its influence not only
do the chilblains disappear, but also the
diffuse edematous swellings of the hands
and fingers.

The drawbacks 10 this preparation is
that it blackens the skin during treatment
and for cight or fifteen days afierwards.
In the case of people whose occupations
forbid them soiling their hands, resorcin
may still be employed in the following
manner :

Resorcin, 30 nrains,
Mucilage of gum arabic,
Water, of each, 73 grains ;

Pouder of tale, 15 grains.
“T'o be rubbed on at might.

The following is recommended for the
relief of stings. of insects :
Solution of ammonia, 10 partss
Collodion, 5 parts :

Lantern Slide Making.

—

By R. H. Mircner.

AMter impressing upon his audience the
advantage to the pharmacist from the ad-
opuon of the photographic trage as a pro-
fitable and suitable adjunct to his regular
business, the lecturer remarked that it
stond to sense that anvone embarking
up such a venture would be but very
impurfectly equipped if he had no prac
tieal knawledge of the art of photography.
He would not go into the details of pho-
tograpln  manipulation  generally, that
part of tie subject bhaving aiready been
treated by a member of the society in a
former paper, but would coniiue the at-

tention of his audience to that portion of
practical photography which formed the
chief work of the amateur during the win-
ter months—he alluded to the preparation
of slides for the optic lar.tern.

The value of good lantern slides, as a
means to the proper illustration of a lec-
ture on any subject, could scarcely be
overrated. A lecturer who auempted to
keep the attention of his hearers fixed on
some scientific subject treated in a popu-
lar manner without lantern illustrations,
be he ever so good, was just tolerated,
whilst if only a moderate lecturer, and un-
assisted by lantern shdes, he was looked
upon with contempt.

Lantern plates from which the slides
are prepared may be divided into three
classes---special, warm, and printing out,
each of which has its special advantages
over theothers. Seme lmperial *“ special ©
plates were then shown, and 1t was ex
plained that these could be used for con-
tact printing from a negative in the ordi-
nary printing frame, or for a reduction
from a large negative in the reducing
camera giving cold tones principaily
Iford “Alpha ™ plates, yielding  warm
tones, and Paget printing-out plates, for
printing in sunlight, which gave a variety
of tones, were also shown and remarked
upon. A slide was then printed from a
1, -plate negative by gashght, the exposvre
heing judged by the density of the nega.
tive, and the result aimed at—a short ex
posuze and quick developer giving black,
cold tones, and a longer exposure and
slow dovddupment waim, Lrown toues.
Bla k tones averaged an caposure of 16
10 20 scconds, at a foot and a half {rom

an ordinary No. 3 fish-tail bummer. The
developers  employed  are numerous,

amidul, metol, cikonogen, pyrogallul, fer
rous oxalate, and hydrogumone beng the
favorites.  Pyregailol is scarcely suitable
for Lantern shdes, as it stains the film.
Amidol and metaol are excellent, especially
for slides from other photozraphs or en.
gravings. though metol is somewhat rapid
ard require watching.,  The best all-round
developer, and the one most generally
used, is hydroquinone, and the formula
recommended was that given to the lec.
turer by a member of the Javerpool Ama-
teur Photographte Assuciation, which is
as follows:

Use one part of &, one of B, and two
af water. A negative of a marine subject
was then developed, and as plenty of de-
tail had 10 be shown an the ngging of the
ship, cte, an extra amount of solution A
was used.

Reduction by the camera was then
treated, and an casy way of getting the

same results without the use of a special
camera was explained. A large piece of
cardboard with a square picce cut out of
the centre, and this hole covered with tis-
sue paper, is hung against the window,
the printing frame with the negative
wedged in it is bung over this tissue paper-
covered hole, so that the light passes
through the negative. ‘I'he camera is now
set up, and the negative focused on the
screen in the space marked out for the
lantemn plate. The plate is then intro-
dured, and exposed for at least six to ten
mimutes to ordinary daylight, not direct
sunlight, this length of time being re-
quired owing to the quantity of light pass-
ing through the negative being lost by
diffusion about the room.

Plates giving warm tones, such as Iiford
“Alpha " plates, are used for contact
printing, as they require so much time if
used for reduction, and after development
are enher fixed straight away, when they
give a sepia tone, or may be treated to one
of the combination fixing and toning
baths, a great variety of tints resulting.
The latitude allowed by these plates
makes them very useful where any “‘dodg-
ing " of the printing process is required,
such as blocking out the sky or emphasiz-
ing some particular part of the picture.
The printing-out plate is used for contact
sunhght printing, just as ordinary P.O.
paper, but it is as well to expose the neg-
ative to diffused daylight, and to be care-
ful, when removing the frame for the pur-
pose of watching the printing, to rcturn it
to the same spot in the window as before,
er a blurred slide will be the consequence.
On removal from the frame the plate is
washed, toned with the usual gold bath
used for paper, fixed with sodium hypo-
sulphite, and finally well washed. “The
tonmg can, with these plates, be managed
50 as to arrive at splendid resubts. If a
varicty of color be wished for, a fine sepia
1o russet brown tint can be given to the
shdes by placing them, after fixing and
well washing, in a solution of uranium
ferricyanide :

Uranium nitrate .... .... . 15 grains,

P'otassinm ferricyanide .... 13 grains,
Water....... 4 vunces,

carcfully noting the following points: do
not try this on an imperfectiy-washed
plate, do not overdo the tint, and, lastly,
carcfully chuuse your subject, as it does
not suit all alike.

Clouds can be put into lantern slides
by printing them separately on another
plate, and using this as a cover glass. The
lecturer, in conclusion, said he would not
go into the finishing off of the slides such
as'inarking and binding, but would leave
that to the individual 1aste of his hearers.
—LPharmacentical Jonrnal.

He was in India when
tns fatal illness overtook lum, and decided
to return home, but only got as far as
Yokohama, where he died.

Ontario Society of Retail Druggists.

—

The following circular has been sent to
the wholesale druggists and manufac-
turers :

Toronto, Nov. 24, 1890.

GENTLEMEN, — Nearly a  ycar has
elapsed since the organization of our so-
ciety, and a mutualunderstanding arrived
at between the society, the wholesale
jobbers, and the manufacturers, with the
object of securing uniformity of prices for
patent medicines and a gencral better-
ment of trade.

The otficers of our society have lahored
hird to attain the object aimed at, and in
country places we have been able to make
our influence fely, both in preventing the
spread of the evit of cutting of prices, and
also in correcting the abuse where exist.
ing; but so far as the large centres are
concerned, where persistent cutting pre-
vails, we have been powerless to accom-
plish any permanent good.

The cause of such failure is not far to
scek, and lies with the manufacturer and
wholesale jobber. By the latter and a
few of the former a half-hearted effort has
been made to assist in the movement,
but by the majority of the former no effort
whateyer has been put forth.

Trae, all our wholesale jobbers haveie-
iused to séll*to thecutters directly, buy, at
lhe same time, indirectly goods are passing
freety from their warchouses o the shelves
of the persistent cutters. The-medium’is
not always the same; sometimes the
wholesale grocers, and at other times
some fake jobhing firm, without standing,
cither financial or moral, in the commer-
cial world.

This condition of things cannot go on
longer.  “\We have come to the parting
of the ways.” Iither this must be dis-
continued or the executive of the society

feel that they would be jusufied in advis-
ing the members that the time bas arrived
to sever trade connections with houses
who put forth no effort 10 observe the
spirit of our mutual agreement.  There is
no use mincing matters or beating about
the bush longer.  Supplying patent med:-
cines to wholesale grocers must be dis-
continued, or cutting cannot be stopped.
The most strenuous efforts of our society
have time and agan bheen nullified by
carelessness on the part of the wholesale
jobliers. For instance, ordinary precan-
tion would have prevented Messrs. Dan-
ford, Roche & Co., Newmarket, from pro-
curing supplies.  Again, Jater, a single
inquiry addressed 1o the oflicers of our
society would have prevented a consign-
ment of Ayer’s goods falling into the
hands of Toronto cutters. These firms
continue to procure their supplies without
let or hindrance from “T'oronto, Hamilton,
and Montreal wholesale jobbers through
wholesale grocers.  In such cases a mini-
wtm of care would prevent a maximum
of trouble.

When we approach the manufacturers
asking for more protection to their goods,
we are met with the statement that there
is no use refusing goods to outsiders. for
if’ they do so the wholesale jobber will
supply them. The cvidence ia our pos-
session substantiates this statement.  We
have a list of preparations which have
been sold 1o wholesale jobbers only, and
yet they are found in large quantities on
cutters’ shelves. The question is, How
did they get there?

Something must be done to end this
unsatisfactory state of affairs or the officers
of our socicty will cease work, and th:
disaster which is sure to follow will over-
take and overthrow the wholesale jobbers

just as surcly as the retail branch of the’

trade.

We write plainly, as we wish all inter-
ested to understand the situation, and to
use their personal influence to devise a
remedy.
