There is not even a
hiut here of remission of sins, Now, lobus turn
to the recoud givon by Luke, of the same event,
and we read : “Thus it is written, nnd thus it
behooved Christ to suffer and to rise from the
dead the third day, and that repentance and re-
mission of sing should be preached in His name
amonyg all naetions, Leginning at Jerusalem,”
Hero we have remission of sins, but no baptism
mentioned. Luko tells us in Acts 2, how this
commission was carried ont by the apostles.
They bLegan thero to teach or make disciples of
the nativus. When tho multitude heard the
Word of God, as spoken by Peter, and believed
it, they were pricked in their hearts, and said to
Peter and to the rest of the apostles: Men and
brethven what shall we do? Then, Poter said
anto them, Repent and be Laptized, every one
of you, in the nawe of Jesus Christ, for the re-
mission of sins, and you shall receive the gift, of
the Holy GLost. Here, wo have the baptism
and remission of sing mentioned, but not a word
about the Father, etc. = Ananias said to Saul,
“And, now, why tarriest thou? arise and be
baptized, and wash away thy sins, crlling on the
name of the Lord.” Peter says in his first let-
ter . © The like figure whereunto even baptism
doth also now save us (not the putting away the
tilth of the flesh but the answer of a good con-
science toward God) by the resurrection of
Jesus Christ.” We find, by these passages,
from God’s Word, that we are to be baptized into
the name of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.
That we ave tu be Laptized in the name of Jesus
Chvist, (that is by His authority). Thas bap-
tism is for the remission of sius, or using a figure
to wash away our sins, and that in our baptism
we obtain & good conscience.

My stay was made pleasant by the kindness of
friends, who, in conveyauce, or on font, condncted
me to points of interest in and around the city, of
which, St. John can boast of not a few.

FROM GORDONSVILLE, V4.

Dean Eprrors,—Often have 1 intended, recently.
sending you a fow notes from the ¢ Sunny Svath,”
but rill the present writing other matters have so
fully occupied my attention that T havo not found
the timo to send you even & brief communication.
Your bright and cheery little sheet is over a wel-
come and looked for vieitor with us, and is always
read with avidity. I am much ploased to learn
through its columns that Tre CHRISTIAN i3 & suc
cess, and I hope and pray that it will ba sup-
ported as it descrves, and thas the nobls brethren
who are at the helm of its affairs may live long to
aid in perpetuating & work 8o much needed and cil-
culated to do so much good. Although separated

from the land of my nativity, by distance, and 80

complotely engrossed by my presont surroundings,
it is with unfeigned feclings of delight that I hear
and read of any advance madé by my brothren in
+ho British Provinces. If azrecablo to yoar wishes
[ will here give your readers a brief account of ray
presont fiold of labor in conneetion wita a short de-
seription of this beautiful and healthfal State:

Gordonsville is situated in the County of Orange,
at tho baso of tho Southwest Monntains, only two
and one-half hours by tho Chesapeako Ohio Rail-
way, from Richmond, and about five hours by the
Virginia Midland Railway, from Washinqton, D,
C. Our thriving town is near the centre of the
Piodmont District of Virzinia, the most healthy,
fortilo and delightful portion of the State. Itis
truly a thriving town, full of wide-awake business
men, of which the Christian Church hus a large
aumber. This sown onjoys a lurgo and increasing
trado from the rich agricultural Countics adjacent
to it, and offers peculiar ndvantazes to msnufactur-
ing onterprises, It possesses splondid educatioval
advantages—the Gordonsville Fomalo Collego—
several large schools of privato interest, & graded
schoyl of high standing, and a private and public
.chool for colored poople, are located here. The
Lmuto of Virginia is all that could be desired. I
san spenk from experienco in this particular. I
have now been ono year in this section, and have
ot had an hinur's sickness; and Mrs, B,, who had
Almost decided to bo reckoned on the list of in-
valids, when wo loft Nova Scotia, can say the same;
and, in avoirdupois, has reacherd tho height of hor
most earnest expectations, whilo the writer ¢kicks
tho beam * at 206 Ibs., and is still looking up ; and
s donot think that a life of ease will alone ac-
count for this when wo infurm your readers that in
addition to the laborious work of preaching on an
average of threo and four times a week, we are
regnlarly giving daily instruction in Ancient classics
and Natural, Moral and Mental Scienco at the
Jordonsville Female College, which alone occupies
sbout five hours daily.

Our climate hero secms peculiarly adapted to
tho prolongation of human life. Bronchial and
pulmonary complaints, 8o common in the North,
aro very rare here. The location is & happy mean
betweon the extremes of heat and cold. But space
will not atlow me to dilate on tho c'imate and other
antural resources of this beautiful State,

The Disciples of Christ aro well represented in
Virainia—Richmond, the Capitul, has twp large
nd prosperoﬁs churches, with a Mission point in
another part of the city. Throughout the entire
Stato the cause we plend is steadily advancing.
From experience and observation we find the aver-
age Virginian intelligent, wide-awake, cultivated,
ind well educated, Some of the best preaching
talent wo have had in tho United States havo
preached through this Stato. The names of Errett,
Pendleton, Louis, Cave, Lucas, Rowe, Cutler,
Hopson, Tyler, with many others that I might
mention, are household words here among our
brethren. Bro. R. Cave, one of our lending orators,
is preaching for the Seventh St. Church, Richmond,
and Bro. L. A. Cutler for tho Marshall aireet
Church. Bro. I J. Spencer, well and favo{-ubly
Kknown to many of your readers, has cliarge of the
Jdt'antic Missionary, at Cuckoo, and is doing a
noblo work. We have a largo number of churches
:n Virginia, and as far ns I know, one and all are
moving stoadilyahead. We havea fine church pro-
perty in Gordonsville, without doubt the finest loca~
tion in town. Onr property here has, during the'
tast fow yoars, undergono a thorough repair, and’
has boon fitted up with commodious and con-’
venient improvements. We havo & membership of
.wo hundred or above, werking earnestly and har-
moniously. Ihavo just comp'eted my firat yoar's
ongagement with this church, and have been unani-
mously called to remain, if agreeable to myself, an

{indeﬁnite term of years, We have learned to love
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the brethren of this church with mcxo than an

ordinary affuction, which, without boasting, wo can
say, judging from constant tokens of their osteom,
is warinly reciproca‘ed. Ouv meetings during the
year havo constantly increased in interost and num-
bors, whilo, at tho samo timo, we have beon blessed
with a goodly nwnber of valuablo addilions to our
ranks.

(ordonsville Fomalo Collego, undor tho augpices
of our brethron, and with J, Wade Shelburne and
the writer as Principa's, backed by an efliciont
corps of teachers, is located hero, and is doing a
good work., The Colloge buillings aro now and
commodious, and aro situated in the midst of o
beautifut campus, in the immediato environs of the

town, and on the highest olevation of the corpora.-

tion. The young ladies in. attendance are, prin-
cipally, from this.and adjoining States. In this
connection, T might add, that it would give ono
great pleasuro to see in our College halls reprcsen-
tatives from the British Provinces.

Taking all in all, we are delighted with Virginia;
its climate and soil, its hospitality and culture, its
battlefields and history, its cleai sky and balny
air, and last, but by no means least, ¢ our darkies,”
with their jdiosyncrasies, give old Virginia a placo
in the history of the world, peculiarly her own.

But I fear I have already trespassed too heavily
on the limited space of your valuable paper ; if so,
let these hastily written notes find their way to your
wasts-basket.  With an earnest prayer to Heaven,
that its blessings without stint ba showered upon

Tn closing my last I said [ hoped to have some-
thing of interest.to communicate in my next; and
now, as my hopes have beon reatized, I will write
again,  Our visit at South Rango was very short,
but wo were greoted with good audiences on Satur-
day ovoning and Sunday morning and sfternoon.
In the evening Bro, Murray addressed tho peoplo
at Norih Range, at a private house. On Monday
wo made arrangemon a to havo a hall at Brighton
tor one week, for *four evenings through the
week, and on Sunday worning. The audiences
incronsed from the beginning, and quito an interost
appeared to be manifested, As the hall could not
bo secured pormancntly for any longth of time, wo
concluded that it was not wisdom to make any fur-
ther effort there at the present, During this week
one sermon was preached at Marshalltown, and one
at Gulliver's Cove.

Tsland, wasopened Oct. 19th, 1884, Dr. John Knox,
of Chatlottetown, preaching the vpening discourse
from the 68 Psalm and 810 verse. The Dr. bad
dedicated their former house thirty-eight years ago
and preached much for them ju the meantime with
great success, ‘The louso was corafortably full at
Dboth services. The writer at’8.80 p.m., on the “True
Toundation.” This house was commenced nearly
two years ugo, by a call meeting. At said meeting
Bro. John Stewart was elected cholrman aitd Alfred
Rose seeretary.  After somo preliminary talk Bro.
John A. Morrow arose and offered tobe one of twelve
to give £30 to build a new house. Brethren Thop-
holus McDonald, Johu McDonald, jr., Oliver
Stewart, James Ching, Peter -Chiong and John
Cameron made the same offer at this meeting, and
many others, noble and true, came forward and
made a liberal voluntary contribution, from $80 to
$50. However, the original volunteers in this good
work, some of them paid $60 before the house was
completed. The house cost $1,600. It would have
cost $2,600 in the United States. It is the best
wooden structure in Kings Co. It is a gem of
beauty and neatriess. A collection was taken at each
service that amouated to $48.  The old house was
sold for $58. 'The indebtedness was provided for
on the building, and the collection was to be appled
to furnishing the house. The Building Committee
composed of the following brethren—John A.
Morrow, Theophlus McDonald, Oliver Stewart,
Wm. Morrow, James Ching, Donald Stewart—de-
serve great credit for tho successful completion of
this beautiful house. The house stands on a beau-
titul eminence overlooking the Northumberland
Strhit—fronting the south.

EDITURIAL,

BAPTISM .0F THE HOLY SPIRIT.

The baptism of the Holy Spirit is an cxpression
in frequent use by thoso who hold views widely
differing as to its meaning. One man chims to
Dhave that baptism, and makes much account of it
us an assurance of Divino acceptance, and also a
sufficient xcason for rejecting water baptisw,
although the Saviour Himself submitted to it, and
positively enjoinod it upon all of His disciples.

Another contends that the apostles were literally
baptized with the Holy Spirit, and makes that bap-
tism & model of water baptism, Mo says: *“ The
Dbaptism of the Holy Spirit was pouring, and so is
tho baptism of water ; that pouring is the meaning
of baptism, whether it bo of water or Spirit. Were
this so, all that could be gained from it is tha} the
Holy Spirit was baptized, for pouring out is a:pre-
dicate of the Spirit and not of the apostles. The

- Spirit was poured out, the apostles wero not poured

out. 1f, therefore, pouring out and baptizing ave
the samo, it follows, inovitably, that it was the Holy
Spirit and not the apostles that was baptized. -

* Another contends that the apostles were literally
Daptized in tho Holy Spirit on the day of Pentecost,
in fulfillment of the Saviour's promise, in Aclsi. b.
¢ Yo shall bo baptized with tho Holy Ghost not
many days hence ;* by which promise ITe endorsed

“and confirmed the prophecy of John in Mark i. 8.

If theso different parties would stop and thought-
fully consider the following questions it might
prove to themn immensely beneficial: 1st. Did any
of tho New Testament historians say that tho apos-
tles or any others wero baptized with the Holy
Spirit? They, assuredly, did not. 2ud. Do we
know anything which happened to the npostles

which these historians did not record 1 Porhaps no
ono will aflivm that we dv.  3rd. Did Luke record
tho faltihnent of the Saviour's promise to the apos-
tles without using baptism or its equivalent! He
did. In Actsii. 1, 2, 3, Luke tells the fulfilment
of what Jesus promised the apostles in Aets i. 5,
without tho use of any word that means baptisn

Wo now ask: Have wo a right to give a differont
record of the transactions of Pentecost from Luke
Should a thousand voices auswor at once: * We
havo a right to say the apostles were baptized with
1he Holy Ghust on Pentecost, for the Saviour said
they would bo su baptized, and it was fulfilled on
that day, it would not answer onr question. Havo
we « right to give a different record from the in-
spired record of Luke of tho ovonts of Pontecost !
This, surely, is not an unreasonable question to
press, especially on those who wish to speak where
the Biblo speaks, and to be silent where it is silent,
and to such wo appeal with affectionate earnestnoss.

Can wo see why John and Christ used * baptizo
whon deseribing what would happen the apostles at
Pentecost and Luke did not when recording it ?
Tho reason seems very plin, They predicted that
ovont, and used fignrative lauguage, tho language
of prophecy, but Lnko recorded that event, and used
literal Janguage, the language of history. A plain
history of ovents must bo in literal languago.
Sometimes Christ used figurative language in pre-
dicting future cvonts at other times. He did it
plamly in literal words, e. g. He spoke FIGURA-
riveLy when engaged abont things plain aud visible,
whose literal terms Ho Vorrowed to figuratively
describo the future and unseen.

EXAMPLE.

Whosoovor drinketh (litera’) of this water
(literal) shall thirst again ; But whosoever drinketh
(figurative) of the water (figurative) that I shall
give; (Joha iv. 14) Labor not for the meat
(literal) that perishes ; But for that meat (figura-
tive) which endureth unto, etc , etc.; Except yo eat
(figurative) the flesh (figuratite) of the Son of Man
and drink (figurative) His blood (figurative) ye have
no life in you ; (J ohn vi. 27:98.) John truly bap-
tized (literal) with water, but ye shall e baptized
(figuratize) with tho Holy Ghost ; (Acts i. 6.)

Christ spoke LIIERALLY in prodicting future
ovents, where no other subject is used in contrast,
and no literal terms are borrowed.

EXAMPLE.

Verily, I say unto you, one of you shall betray
mo ; (John xiti. 21.) Even this night, before the
cock crows, thou shalt deny me there ; (Mark xiv.
30.) For Ho (the Son of Man) shall be delivered
unto the Gentiles, and shall bo mocked and spite-
fully entreated and spitted on, and they shall
sconrze Him and put Him to death, and the third
day He shall riso again ; (Luke xviii. 32 )

Wh n the Saviour, weary and faint, with jour-
neying under Samaria’s scorching sun, sat on Jacab’s
woll, and asked a dvink from tho woman who came
to draw water, & conversation ensued about drink-
ing that water. Jesus used the terms drink and
awater to describo the receiving of His salvation, and
spoke of its blessed consequence. In liko mauner
Ho spoke to the men who 1ad eaten of the loaves
which He liad so blest and muliiplied as to feed and
fill them by the thousand, and borrows the term
sat to figuratively describe the recoption of His own
Word which will eternally feed and satisfy every
one that comes unto Him, Few will deny that
Jesus used theso words figuratively., To us it ap-
pears cqually ovident that John, when baptizing in
water and acdressing these whom ho had just bap-
tized, on the greater work of Jesus, spoke figura-
tively, when saying, He shall baptizo you with the
Holy Ghost, as well as the Saviour, when making
that vefer to the time when the apostles would
bo miractously filled with tho Holy Spirit.

There can be no doubt that the predictions of
Jesus, both figurative and literal, were fulfilled and
recorded in tho New Testament. What Ho said of
enting His flesh and drinking His blood, of drinking

of the water which wo would give, ete., as well as

of the apostles® baptism with the Holy Spirit woro
all fulfilled, and stand on record as & part of in-
spired history. And here wo call attontion to two
facts vory important to our present invostigation:

1at. Tho things which Jesus predicted in literal
languago are recorded in the very langunge which
Ho used, because literal language is the languago
of history. T'ho historians say, *‘ Judas did briray
Rim, Peter did dony Him. Heo was delivered unto
the Gentiles, and mocked and spitofully cntreated,
and spittod on.  And they scourged Him and put
Him to death, and tho third dny He did rise again.
The vory words Jesus used to foretell theso things
the historians used torecord them. And had Jesus
used as a literal word, Yo shall be baptized with
the Holy Spirit; Luke would as literally ‘say, Thoy
woro baptized with tho Holy Spirit, thero being no
reason for his using different languago.

2r.d. The things which Jesus predicted in figura-
tive languago the historians record but not in the
saume language for tho reason already stated.  What
Ho said of eating His flesh and drinking His blood,
of drinking of tho water of life, was fulfilled in the
thousands converted a% Pentecost, in the-salvation
of the Lelioving Samatitans, and that of Saul and
tho jailor and his house, of the Corinthians, the
Thessalonians, ete. But, inspired lustory, while it
faithfully records all, says nothing about eating the
flesh and dvinking the blood of the Son of Man, be-
cause it is not historical language. Nor does Tuko
in recording the event of Pentecost use thelan-
guage Jesua employed when predicting it. * ® ¥
We have given a good deal of attention to this sub-
ject, and the more we study it the deeper is our
conviction that baptize is not a proper word to
literally describo the gitt the apostlos received at
Pentecost. Among tho reasons for this conclusion
aro the following :

1st. Although Jesus ofton promised the apostles
tho gifts of the Holy Spirit, both ordinary and
miraculous, Ho nover used baptizé but once; and
that once when contrasting theso gifts with John's
baptism.

2nd. When Luke tells us all we know about what
was done to tho apostles on that day he ueither
says they were baptized or had anything done to
them resembling baptism.

Srd. Thero was present on that occasion neither
tho literal element in which to baptizo them nor the
personal Administrator to do it. How, then, could
they he literally baptized ?

With these convictions wo regard it as a mistake
to say that the apostles or others were baptized
with or in tho Holy Spirit, and a mistake of injur-
ious consequences, leading to evils neither few or
small.  Bub wo leave its further consideration for
a fature article. In the meantimo wo submit our
honest convictions to the thoughtful consideratfon
of our readars, asking them to defer judgment until
they test them with the Word of God. When we
are through wo will bo most happy to hear and
spread before our readers criticisms adverse or
otherwise, provided they ave in n Christian spirit
and not too long for the size of THE CHRISTIAN,
Such criticisms should be addressod to the Editor
with tho writer's name. As none can be saved or
fitted for Heaven without the Holy Spirit we should
speak of Him a¥ the oracles of God spoak, for wo
aro treading on holy ground. D. C.

McKenzle, in behalf of the temperance cause:

« The many friends of the * blue ribbon ” move-
ment in St. John will learn with regret of the death
of D. Banks McKonzie, the noted temperance cvans
gelist, which took placoe, according to a telegram,
at Salt Lake City, Utah, on the 12th inst,  Mr, Me-
Kenzle’s impassioned utterances are fresh in the
memory of those temperance men ia St. Jobn and
Fredericton who took part in the Llue ribbon re.
vival of 1877-78, aud which was, to a great degree,
the practical precursor of the Scott Act. At Fred-
cricton, Banks McKenzie was received with open
arms, and tae Legislature suspended its sessions to
Jisten to his cloquence. 1lis firsttour through New
Brunswick was for him a financinl success, but his

second visit was not particularly remunorative. So

Banks McKenzie left these parts and-hied himself
to the Pacific slope, where for a time ho prospered.
Later on he settled in the Mormon country of Salt
Lake, and so stirred up tho Mormons on the temper-
auce guestion as to induce. them to crect o grand
Opera House. It was while laboring at Sult Lake
that he died, aged 47.” .

DuriNg the past two or three weeks we have had
in our midst, for the first time in the history of St.
Joln, what is specifically called by its delegates a
¢ Holiness Convention.” The preachers conducting
the services being from the States and other places,
were, with an exception or two, entire strangers to
the people of our city. Several of the sermons ex-
hibited much ability, and were delivered with more
than usual simplicity and dircctness, and -were of &
practical nature. These men, representing Baptists,
Methodists, Congregational, and perhaps one or two
other depominations, claim to have ** a pure heart,”
“q clean heart,” that they are “entirely sanctified,”
«¢ perfect in love,” ctc. ; and affirm that any believer
may,.in a moment, arrive at and enjoy the same gift
by making a complete surrender to God, and in
prayer expressing to Him such desire.

Not being confident that we fully understand the
definition given by them to the above plrases, we
withhold for the present any further remurke upon
what would e termed their distinetive plea. We
have no hesitancy, however, in disapproving of the
cfforts and prayers in what might be called the after
meeting: fov prayerisnota formof exhortation for in-
fluencing people to action and creating withinthem a
fecling of excitement. And we consider that God
is presented in a false light before the people when
w¢ coaz and agonize and plead with IIim to convert,
sanctify, or accept asoul that has manifested a de-
sire to give itself to the Lord, sceing that God is
already reconciled and more than anxiousto reccive
all that will come to Ilim. Our work is with men
and not with God. And, when such expericncesare
given, as ‘“sudden fiashes of light,” ¢ divine illu-
minations,” ** thrilling sensation through the soul,”
*¢ gky looking bluerand a grecner sod being deneath
our feet, cte., etc., atthetime of conversion or sancti-
fication, thus leading men to expect something of a
similar nature before they are assured of their ac-
ceptance is misleading and discouraging to those who
have honestly sought but failed to realize any such
feelings.” Let it be remembered that forgiveness
«oes not take place in a man’s heart, but with God,
and o belief that He has, for Christ sake, forgiven us,
cause us to rejoice.

ORIGINAL CONTRIBUTIONS.

TAILORING.

" Somo ono has said that ‘ too many handlo tho
Word of God as the tailor does the garment; makes
it fit the man.” Wo know this is the work of the
tailor to shapen or mako the garment and not the
man, Tho man is the samo ugly form as ever, and
very often the man spoils tho looks of the garmont.
This is no fault, however, of the tailor, His busi-
ness is to make the garment, and not tho man,
This will do for tho tailor, but it is a very poor
business for tho theylogian. Much of this kind of

tailoring is done, The Word of God is mado to
suit or fit every man's iden or opinion, It is so
trimmed and shaponed that it is just tho fit, It
matters not hovw ill-formed our doctrines are, Scrip-
ture will bo formed and tailored till the ugly form
is suited. In somo cases it takes much more tailor-
ing thon in others, Somo dactrines aro hardor to
fit. Tho writor onco received from o friond eight
sheets of note-papor, closely written, concerning a
passago of Scriptuie, to bring out as he saw Paul's
meaning.

This is certainly unfortunato for tho Apostle
Paul to require such a labored offort on tho part of
man to briug out the meaningof his inspired tonguo.
Wo fancy the trouble was not with Pinl, but rather
with my friend’s doctrine ; it had such an ungainly

form it took a great deal of tailoring to make Poul's

fanguago fit it.  And the trouble was, that after all
tho cutting and fitting, tho garment didn’t fit.

This ‘manner of handling the Word of God is to
provent its design ; to pleaso men rather than God
who trieth our hearts. Tho Word of God must
not be changed by man, but man must be changed
by the Word of God. ¢ The Law of the Lord is
porfect, converting the soul.” Herein wo seo that
it is man who must be converted, and not the Word
of God. Tho desian of God's Word is to make the
man ; to fit the man to the garmont; to improvo
his life, to build him up ; to so transform his na-
ture that the world can see in him tho power of the
truth. Wo aro commanded ‘¢ toreceive with meek-
ness the ingrafted Word which is able to savo our
souls. The salvation is in the reformation or trans-
formation. Tho Word of God has no more power
of itsclf than the wheat in the garner. 1t must be
sown in the carth before there can be any fruit
thorefrom. Tho Word of God mustbe ¢ hid in the
heart.” [ts transforming influence must be felt in
the soul, and the fruits of & Christian life suen in
our lives beforo there can be any blessing claimed
or predicated upon the recoption of the Word of
God. To believo or adhere to truth or doctrine
will never save us unless its effects can bo seen in
our lives; We often meet with persons who believe
the truth and_contend for it carnestly, who would
not sacrifice one Divine principle, and who are
great believers in the power of God's Word to save,
and yet their lives are not very much changed ; they
are not much sweeter in their nature ; they have
about as much irouble with their neighbors ; say
about as many hard things, and their patience is
about as brittle. Thoy claim, if they keep God’s
commandments, they il be saved, forgetting that
keeping tho commandments is to save us or make
us now, and by virtue of our present salvation we
ghall be saved in the future. If, in keeping the
cornmandments, wo do not receive this present sal-
vation or reformation, thero must be some mistake
in the keeping or in the commandments. \We nwst
be sure that what we have is the Word of God, and
that we are really keeping it. There is power in
the truth to reform our lives, if we receivoit in tho
love of it. The Word of God never fails to build
us up whon we receive it with the desire that its
influence should bo felt in our souls. Let it be re-
mombered that unless God’s Word haspower enough
to make us better, to change the bittor in our na-
tures to sweetness, so the fruit of the seed sown
can be scon in a Christian walk, it can never save
us in the future. g
depend, as to its blesaings, or how well it has kept
us. May tho Word of God, unchanged, dWel.l in
us richly in all wisdom, changing us into the like-
ness of Him who liveth and abidoth forever.

force. 'This helps mo to understand, perhaps, and
to appreciate, ina dedper sense, the magnaniniity
of tho Board in seeking not only its own intorest,
but also mine when insisting on me to undertako
the work. Butt, convinced as I now am, by Bro.
Ryan’s romarks, that such offorts are followed by
increased respect, I will hold in obeyance tho readi-
ness with which I accepted former proposals of the
Board, that others may have a chanco to engage in
the work and sharo with- mo the respect derived
from such efforts.

But it was at our last Annual, when reviewing
tho success attending. the eflorts of tho:past year,
and boholding on‘all sides tho many favorable op-
portunities for us to present in its simplicity ; tho
¢ Faith onco delivored to tho Saints,” and, realiz.
ing an increasing desire on tho part of the brother-
hood to do more in the future for the honor and
glory of God than they had done in the pasi, sug-
gested to the Buard the neceasity of making a more
strenuous effort, not only to hushand "advantages
already goined, and to discharge moro faithfully
present responsibilities, but to meet, if possible,
tho fast growing demands that are being laid upon
us. No one, who is truly interested in tho cause
of Christ, and is ono with us in restoring the hearts
of the people to Primitive Christianity, can view,
weithout feelings of sadness, our broken ranks, and
find missing here, there and jonder, some of tho
old patriarchs—veterans in the cause of Christ—
men and women who have borne the burden and
heat of tho day. Then, there aro others with the
zeal of former yesrs, but they are growing old,
almost past service, only waiting to be summoned
home. And, while we greatly rejoice at seeing 80
many of their sons and daughters filling, as far as
possible, the places thus made vacant; we feel sad
when we think that .there are hundreds who have
never confessed Christ, and around whom we have
been unable in the past to throw such influences a3
would lead them to the Saviour.

Theso and other facts of a kindred nature stood
out 8o prominently before a number of the brethren
and made such an impression on their minds that
they felt constrained to do something that would
give a wider circulation to the * Gospel of the grace
of God.” But how is this to be accomplished was
the all-important question. Each one felt his or
her inability to meot, financially, the necessary ex-
penses of a man devoting his whole time to the
work, when the idea was presented that if a num-
ber of brethren would meot yearly, and cordially
invito all others so disposed, that by counselling
each other, and placing into a common treasury, as
tho Lord had prospered them, a work might be ac-
complished that otherwise would not be done.

When the brethren came thus together, such
questions, naturally, came bgfor& them: Whois to
take chargo of tho money ? Who will assume the
responsibility of disbursing it and give directions
to the evangelist as to when, where, and how long ho
should stay in a given place, and then at tho closo
of Jhe year givo to tho brothron'a full report of,
what had beeri dons? No one man was willing to
undertake all this ; nor were the brethren desirons
that such should be tho case ; 8o that it led to the
appointment of four or fivo,men, not to exercise

senatorial powor ovor the churches, only as execy-
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tors of tho wishes uf tho brethion assembled for the '
above named purp- ses.

Wo aro glad to record that these meetings are
growing in interest and becoming o manifest power
for good. That there is aow presented to every
brother and sister, yes, even to those far removed
from the privileges  God's house, a chance to en-
gago in tho glorious work of cun'ributing to tho
support of those omployed in the Missivn field;
and should tho question bo asked: Does any mem-
ber of the Board receive pay for services thus ron-
dered, the answor is, Nut one cent.

TIUE GULF-STREAM LIGIT-VESSEL ON
THE GOODWIN SANDS.

The calin of the Floating Light on the Good-
win Sands was marvellously neat and clean.
Everything was put away in its proper place,
not only as the result of order and discipline,
but on account of the extreme smallness of the
cabin. Mr. R. M. Ballantyne, the author of
«The Flonting Light on the Goodwin Sauds,”
depicts » scene on board during o night of storms
when o wreck and unexpected rescue took
place :—

« A little before midnight, while I was
volling uneasily in my ¢bunk,’ contending
with sleep and scu-sickness, uand moralising
on ihe madiess of those who choose ¢thesen’,
for o profession, I was roused—and sickuess
instantly cured—Dby the watch on deck sud-
denly shouting down the hatch-way to the
mate, ¢ South Saud Head light is firing, sir, -
and sending up rockets.” ‘The mate sprang
from his ¢ bunk,” and wason the cabin floor
before the sentence was well finished. I fol-
lowed suit, and pulled on coat, nether gar-
‘ments, and shoes, 88 if my lifo depended on
my own speed. There was unusual need,
for clothing, for the night was bitterly cold.,
On gaining the deck, we found the two nien
on duty actively at work—tho one loading
the lee gun, the other adjusting a rocket to
its stick. A few hurried questions from the
mate clicited all thgt it was needful to know.

«The flash of the gun from the ‘South
Sand Head? light-ship, about six miles off,
had been distinctly seen a third time, and a
third rocket went up, indicating that a vessel
had struck upon the fatal Goodwin Sands.
‘Che report of the gun_could not be heard,
owing to the gale carrying the sound to lee-
ward, bat the bright line of the rocket was
distinctly visible. ~ At tho same moment the
glaring light of a burning tar-barrel was ob-
served. It was the signal of the vessel in
distress, just on thesouthern tail of the sands.

¢ By this time the gun was charged, and
the rocket in positi~n,

¢« QOne of the crew dived down the compan-
ion-hatch, and in another moment returned
with a red-kot poker, which the mate had
thrust into the cabin fire at the first alarm,
He applied it in quick succession’ to the gun
and rocket. A blinding flash and deafening
crash weroe followed by the whiz of the rocket,
as it sprang with a magnificent curve far away
into tho surrounding darkness.

«<T'his was their answer to the Sonth Sand

« T'he steam tu;i( Aid, which always at-
tends upon, and takes in tow, the Ramsgate
lifeboat, soon hove in sight, going to the res-
cue, thus showing the great value of steam in
such matters, Ilaving learnt the direction
of tho wreck from the mate of the fight-ship,
they proceeded on their course.”

'he lifo of the crow of every light-ship is
pretty much the samo on Sunday. = At duwn
the lantern is Jowered and clenned, and pre-
pared for the next night’s work. At 8 A. 3.
all hands must be ou thealert, the hammocks
stowed, and breakfast served. At 10.30 the
men assemble for prayers, and the captain or
mato perform divinoe service. After sunset
the men meet again for prayers. With the
exception of tho services, the routine on
week-duys is the samo as on Sunday. ‘Che
captain and mate fake turn and turn—a
month on board and a mouth on shore; the
men do duty for two months on hoard for
one on shore ; and, monotonous as there life
may seem to tho uninitiated, it is doubtful
whether there is not a beneficizl moral activ-
ity in existenco on a floating light that tends
to clevate the character of l)oﬁl officers and
men.—JZrom “Lhe Sea.” DBy Cassell and
Company.
